Hog Farming.

MOST PROFITABLE BUSINESS AND HAS
MANY ADVANTAGES,

The hog is & great feeder, as would be
expected in an animal which produces
the fat that he does, and the bhog likes to
wallow in the mud (clean mud prefer-
ably) [t has, therefore, come about.
perhaps not unnaturally and yet with
the aid of man's mismanagement and
poor care of the animals, that the mere
vame of the hog has come to be a most
opprobricus term. And yet, except for
his voracious appetite, which can bu and
is made a blessing to mankind, the hog
is a pretty respectable animal. If that
was not so, it is not likely that his flesh
wounld be considered, as it is in many
ways, a great delicacy.

Hog breeding and raising seems to

many people a more or less disagreeable
business, but that is undoubtedly due in
part to the impression that a great thany
peaple have that the bhog is adirty aol-
mal. The bog is not paturally a fifthy
animal, but he has been made so, in-
dividually, by a great many of the peo-
ple who keep bogs. The hen is not com-
sidered a dirty avimal because she likes
a dust bath and sometimes almost buries
herself in the fine dirt of the rvadside.
No more is the hog a dirty avimal be-
cause he likes to wallow in the earth or
inmud and water. If given the oppor-
tunity, the hog wiil keep bhimsell as
clean as any other animal,
With this as a starter, there are maoy
reasons why hog farming is a desirable
bosiness. There are wany reasons why
it is desirable as a generous department
of the busicess of the general farmer,
the man who is carryiog on a diversitied
form of farmiog in this section of the
country. In the first place, itis very
profitable. The readers of the Maine
Farmer undoubtedly noticed the ref-
erences in the report of the Franklin
County Fair to a well known farmer who
keeps two brood sows, and who sold
during the year eighteen pigs for five
dollars each, a total of ninety dollars.
When one realizes that six pigs at a
litter twice a vear is a low average,
while ten and eleven are not uocommon,
and that a!l which are not sold at the
five dollar stage can be readily convert-
od into pork ata greater profit than al-
most any other thing that cau be raised
on the farm, especia'ly in these days of
high prices, the atiractiveness of bog
farming is by no means a strange thing.
Ouve sbould not get the idea from re-
marks of this kind, bowever, that all
that is necessary for one to do is to buy
a conple of hogs and turn them loose in
a field or dump them into an old-fashion-
ad sty which has been and still is used
for a manure receptacle, and under such
conditions expect the dollars of profit to
actually force themselves into one's
pocket. It is more than likely that un-
der even such adverse conditions the
hogs would be likely to yield a profit,
but the danger of their coutracting ais-
ease would be increased, they could not
attain to the most desirable condition
for market, aod there would be many
more chances that the embryo bog raiser
would meet with disappointment and go
out of the business. The mistake that
a great many people make when they
read about the great profits in raising
hogs or some other farm products, is in
jumping at the conclusion that itis all
done without the taking of any par-
ticular care or the expenditure of any
time, thought or mooey in the outset, or
any time during the process. Thesecret
oi a great profit, whether it is io raising
hogs or strawberries, is in careful breed
ing, feeding, cultivating, cleanliness and
proper barvesting.

It makes no particular difference what
breed of bogs a man obooses if he
chooses some which are adapted to his
conditions and which be likes and then
cares for them. Every mau thioks bis
particular breed is the best, orshould
think so, for they are all good and all
have their points of superiority in the
minds of some of us,

A short time ago we visited a large
pigeery in New Hampshire, and there
we were impressed more than ever with
the idea that the bog is paturally a more
or less cleanly animal, wore cleanly in
some respects than many other farm
animals. The hogs in this piggery have
iwo sections to their pens and their
Jeeping sections are always clean. At
apoiber time we visited the piggery of a
town farm in Connecticut and were still
more favorably impressed with the
cleanly babits of the hog. The pens
were so clean and the hogs aud little
pigs were so evidently cleanly them-
selves that we found oo ditliculty at all
in believing the wife of the superintend-
ent of the farm (who wasa pig entha-
siast hersel’) when sbe told us that a
little while before our arrival she had
actually climbed over into the pen to ad-
minister a dose of med:cine to one of the
little suckers which was sick.

We are not yet ready to accept that
declaration of the manufacturers of lard
substitutes that hogs are flithy animals
and that their flesh is, therefore unfit
for consumption as food. If the io-
dividual bog is dirty, itis the fault of
his owner and the conditions under
which be is kept.—Maine Farmer.

Take Care of the Machinery !

Farm machinery is often sadly neglect-
od when pot io use, It is not uncom-
mon to see binders, cultivators, grain-
drills, plows, ete., left out all winter io
the field where they were last used, or
in the barnyard. Here they are exposed
to the sun, rain and snow at all times of
the year, and the actual depreciation
from such exposure is more than the
wear caused by use. To leave macbin-
ery exposed to all kinds of weather has
the same effect as it would bhave on
house furniture, livestock, or anythiog
that pature bas not provided with pro-
tection against the elements.

One of the best investments on the
farm is a good machine sbhed in which
all machinery can be put when not in
use. Statistics show that such ao io-
vestment will mean a return of 30 per
cent on the money invested. It increases
the life of machinery 50 to 100 per ceot.
Even at the present price of lumber, a
machine shed, 16 by 32 feet, well bullt,
on a concrate foundation, will cost only
about $125. Sucb a buildiog will house
all the farm implements used oo the
average farm. To figure the life of such
a building at 15 years, with a small out-
lay for an occasional coat of paiot, will
make the anoual costof sbeltering all
the machines on the farm less than §20 a
year. Such small aonual cost will pay
many fold in its saving ou the deprecia-
rion of the machivery.

A little time used in overbauling and
cleaning uT each piece of machinery,
when one is through with it, is well
spent. Tighten op all the bolts, satu-
rate the bearings and cover all wearing
surfaces with a good grade of machine
oil. This will stay oo from one year to
apother, and keep the parts from rust-
ing. Plow lays and all polished parts
should be cleaned and covered with oil
or grease of some kind, to keep them in
good condition. There is no part of the
farm operation at which a little time can
be spent to better advantage than look-
ing after farm machinery.

Keep Cows Warm.

STABLE BETTER THAN BARNYARD IN
THE COLD WEATHER OF WINTER.

The time of the year has arrived when
the farm stock need shelter. Especially
in this true of the dairy cow, and the
man who expects to make a profit from
his animals should remember that heat
is an essential in any sort of animal
product. The animal body has a quite
high degree of heat naturally, and if the
temperature falls below the normal very
much, the eod comes quickly. It is
easily recognized, therefore, that in the
winter time, in cold weather, the farm
animals must bave heat-producing food
more than in the bot or warm weather
of summer. This in itself is sufficient
reason for keeping the dairy cow com-
foriable in winter, even if the other
stock is allowed to expend its strength
and the assimilation of its food in mak-
ing enough animal heat to keep from
freezing to death, rather than in making
growth aod flesh.

The cow to be profitable needs to be
able to convert the largest possible
amount of its feed into milk, and shonld
be required to spend the least possible
amount of its feed in producing bodily
heat.

Not only should the stables be warm

for winter and stormy weather, but they
should be well ventilated, but what we
started out particularly to say was that
cows should not be allowed to stay out
in the barnyard very much when the
weather is cold, for they chill very
easily. The dairy cow is a highly de-
veloped, milk producing animal, and al
though she should bave a good constitu-
tion she is manifestly not a rugged ani-
mal. Probably it is good for the cows
to be turned out into the yard for a little
time each day, uvless it is too cold or
stormy, but they should not be left out
there to loaf and to shiver. These sug-
gestions seem to us to be good for the
present time of the year. Cows are
much better off in warm stables than in
browsing on a cold billside, and if the
weather in the late fall is damp or blus-
tering, if it is notat least moderately
comfortable, the cows are mnuch better
off in the shelter of stables.
These remarks do not, of course, ap-
ply to those men who are taking the
very best possible care of their cows,
for such men undoubtedly know more
about cows than we do. But there are
even men who think they are taking
good care of their cattle who make the
mistake of allowing cows to stand out in
the barnyard in the winter time much
ron long, under the notion that the fresh
air is good for them. Fresh air is good,
undoubtedly, but they ought to be able
to get that in their stables, and cold air
which is likely to chill to the bone is
most emphatically harmful.—Maine
Farmer,

Agricultural Schools.

A nation which can count a harvest by
billions, it might be supposed, would be
prone to imagine that it is already prac-
ticing good enough agricultural methods.
But we imagine that when the banks
are all repaid their loans to farmers Lo
move their crops and profit and loss
accounts are closed, the per capita net
earnings of our great agricultural pop-
ulation will not be wholly satislying.
When, too, the average yield per acre
for each of our products over the entire
country i8 compared with the yield in
other countries, we are quite sure that
convincing proof will be applied that
we as & nation are prodigal and wasteful
in the extreme in farming. -
To illustrate: The United States
produces an average of eighty-eight bush
els of potatoes per acre and the farmer
who grows 500 bushels is justified in
boasting of his skill in agriculture.
Crowded England often raises 1000
bushels to the acre and still more crowd-
ed Belgium, with over 500 persons to
the square mile, can often show 1600
bushels to the acre. What is here said
of potatoes is equally and strikingly
true of all other land products. So our
Agricultural Department has sent a
commissioner to Europe to find out how
they do it.

The principle upon which European
farmers work is that of paying due re-
gard to the cost of production. That is,
all the intensive farm methods—gettin
the most possible out of an acre of lan
with the least possible expenditure of
money. It is necessary to emphasize
the word ““money’ for there is a system
of farming which obtains in all coun-
tries that consists in gettiug the most
possible out of an acre with the least ex-
penditure of labor, time, investment or
care. If thatis farming atall, it is not
extepsive farming, but the most expen-
sive kind of farming.

Now and then we are told that the
American farmer will soon have ex-
hsusted all the natural fertility of the
land and that be must come to intensive
methods. That warning is uttered as
though it were some impending calamity
or fearful alternative,

It is not necessary to wait until the
fertility of the laud is exhausted before
adoptiog intensive methods. All can
commence to-morrow morning. And
absolutely nothing else can be conceived
which will contribute so much and so
quickly to the national and individual
wealth as will a radical reform in the
direction of more scientific and business
like methods of agriculture and horti-
culture.—Washington Post.

More Money from the Same Cows.
Dairymen who are weighing the milk
from each cow every day fod that their
returns are much larger thao formerly
when they followed the old custom of
guessing at the amount in the pail, froth
and all. It takes but a few seconds'
time to weigh the milk and make a
record of it, il convenient scales and
blanks are at band. The most cob-
venient scale is a spring balance, weigh-
ing to sixty pounds by tenths, having an
adjustable band which may be set to
balance the weight of the empty pail.
The record sheets need to be convenient
and have sufficient space for the figures.
The Dairy Division of the Maine Depart-
ment of Agriculture has had so many
calls for blanks, they have had some
printed to be furnisbed to Maioe dairy-
men on application, the only condition
being that at the end of the weighing
year the monthly totals for each cow
shall be copied on a special blank far-
nished by the departmen', and sent into
the office at Augusta. Maine dairymen
desiriug these blanks may obtain appli-
cation cards for them by addressing
R. W. REDMAN,

sweet corn pack in Maine this year was
the largest, the best and the moat
profitable that the state has ever had is
gratifying. Individual results show that
sweet corn raising can be made profit-
able at both ends dk the Ingul:ry, the

rowing and the packiog, and the grow-
ﬁn and the packers should be vlulfy in-
terested in maintaining the reputation
that Maine-packed sweet corn has of be-
ing the best in the country. Ther¢ area
few thiugs in which Maine holds a pre-
eminent position and that is one of them.
The people of Maine who are direotly in-
terested in it should take cara that tbe
state does not lose that position.—
Maine Farmer.

The entering class in the College of
Agriculture of the University of Maine
this year numbers more than eighty,
which is well on toward ball of the
total number of students in the entering
class of the entire university, which is
aboat two bundred. This shows the
remarkable growth of the College of
Agriculture, which six years ago bhad
two men in the four-year course.

Yet there are times when sleepioess
and fatigue must be overcome without
resort to stimulants which injure the
judgment,  The tired physician with
n critical case, for instance, must bhave
his wits about him, aud it will aid him
vastly to go to an vpen window every
fiftcen or thirty minutes to take a
dozen or two deep Inspirations of cold
alr. His exhaustion in the end will be
great, but he can make it up later.

As u matter of fact, surgeons aod
others whose work requires the keen-
est perceptions Instinctively choose the
early morning for their best efforts,
reserving the afternoon for ‘low
pressure” tasks or recreation. That
is, it Is far better to so live that we do
not need the stimulus of these extraor-
dinary methods of respiration.—Amer-
fcan Medicine. .

The Political Flop.

There is little that is really surprising
about the election returns. Although
the result in general is one of the biggest
turnovers ever accomplished in two
years, it had been anticipated, and
whether we like it or not—and we Re
publicans can hardly be expected to
show much enthusiasm over it—we had
reason to think It was coming.

There are undoubtedly a number of
reasons for the change, the chief of
which is that “feeling of nnrest,’” so ap-
parent, yet so vague and intangible,
which leads mea to wish for and vote
for a change, withont any special analy-
sis of their reasons. Of the tangible
canses, whether reasonable or unreason-
able, the most conspicuous and effective
is the “high cost of living,” due in part
to the steady rise of prices of the neces-
saries of life for the past dozen years.
To attribute this wholly to the Payne
tariff bill, as was done by Mr. McGilli-
cuddy and others, is absurd, and every
man of intelligence who makes even the
slightest study of conditions knows it.
The passage of the new tariff bill only
very slightly affected, either directly or
indirectly, the cost of living, and the
Democratic orators who have rung the
changes on that issue are well aware of
that fact. Nevertheless the high cost of
living, due to a variety of causes, when
takea up as a political issue, must in-
evitably work against the party in
power, whatever that party may be, and
80 it bas worked in this instance.

Now the couotry is not going to the
demnition bow-wows just because of
Democratic success in the elections. By
no means. We expect to be as proud to
call ourselves Americans for the next
two years as we have always been. Bu!
it is reasonable to expect, and the pre-
diction is here ventured, tbat the pen-
dulum has swung to the end of its arc,
and that it will swing backward in the
next two years. Political counditions io
America on the whole are much mixed,
more so than perhaps for a generation
Just what will come out of it can not be
certainly told. But we look to see the
Republican party face the conditions
and the issnes, old and new, with such
wisdom and statesmanship as to show it-
self entitled to the contidence of the peo-
ple.

Something to Blush For.

There is nothing of a character to
make any oneon this side of the Atlantic
proud in conmection with the present
diplomatic incident between the United
States and Mexico. A Mexican who had
murdered a woman was burned at che
stake at Rock Springs, Texas. As an
expression of the resentment felt by the
Mexicans, Americans in Mexico were as
saulted, American propecty was destroy-
ed, and the flag of the United States
was insulted. Consequence, the Mexi-
can government has a grievance agaiost
us for the mob murder of a Mexican citi-
zen, and we have a grievance agaiust
Mexico for acts of mob violence directed
at American citizens and the flag. Nor
is the rioting yet ended, in spite of the
efforts of the Mexican authorities.

Now no insult to the American flag
and no attack upon an American citizen
can be tolerated, but the assurance made
that there be will no war between us
and Mexico is really superfluous, If we
have any memory at all, we can recall a
pnumber of instances where citizens of
Japan or Italy and perhaps of other
conntries were the objects of mob vio-
lence in the Unpited States, And when
we consider the borrible act that started
this trouble, and the uoreason of the
Mexican mob, we can but feel that no
resentment can be displayed if the peo-
ple of Europe look on the American con-
tinent as still more than half barbarous.

Maine Election Shadowed
the Coming Event.

This is a Democratic year, without any
doubt.

Returns from the states which held
elections last Tuesday demonstrate that
fact to a full certainty. While it may be
that the Democrats did not sacceed
yond their expectations, as they did in
Maine, they certainly on the whole came
fully up to the measure of their claims.

The story as a whole is briefly told:

The house of representatives of the
next congress will be chan, from a
Republican majority to a Democratic
majority of about 30.

In at least seven states Democrats will
succeed Republicans in the United States
Senate, which will reduce the Republi-
can majority in that body, though it will
not make it Democratic.

Massachusetts elects Foss, Democrat,
as governor, by about 33,000. The rest
of the Republican state ticket is elected,
and the legislature is Republican,

New York elects Dix, Democrat, as
governor, reversing the Republican
plurality of 70,000 into a Democratic
plurality of 66,000. The whole Demo-
cratic state ticket also goes in, and the
legislature is Democratic, ensuring a
Democratic United States Senator to

succeed Channcey M. Depew.
And—well, there’s no use in going into
it too much in detail. New Hampshire

and Rhode Island still remain Republi-

can, but Connecticut follows Maine and
Massachusetts into the Democratic
columan,

There's an oasis in the desert, too, out
on the Pacific coast, where California
still stays with us, electing a Republican
governor, and occasionally another state
remains Republican, though even in
Pennsylvania the plurality is down to

about 20,000.

Union Supervision of Maine Schools.

From figures recently compiled in the
office of the State Superintendent of
Schools a marked growth in the system
of superintendence of schools through
the union of towns is shown, Such
supervision may properly be termed
“professional” since all superintendents
of school unions are required to hold
State Certificates of superintendents’
grade and to devote their entire time to
the work of supervision. In1910 a total
of 60 such unionsis shown comprising
174 towns with 2028 schools and em-

| bracing a school population of 2,919, It

is interesting to note that 44 per cent of
the entire school population of the state
is under union supervision. Excluding
the larger cities which employ profes-
sional superintendents independently of
other towns or cities, the statistics show
that 57 per cent of the remaining school
population is under union supervision.
In 1899 there were in the State but two
unions embracing 74 schools. This
pumber increased slowly until in 1007
there were 41 unions, made up of 105
towns, containing 1164 schools. In 1000
60 unions go organized, made up of 148
towns and 1,845 schools.

Superintendents of unions of towns
are chosen generally for a term of one
year. The tigures show however that
pine have been elected for a three year
period, twelve for a two year period and
four for a period of a year and a quarter.
The largest aonual salary paid is
$2000. Twenty-five superintendents re-

| coive $1200; thirteen superintendenta re-

! ceive an annual salary of less than $1200.
The remainder receive salaries varying
from $1250 to $1800.

In providing for the formation of a
school union the law stipulates that two
or more towns may unite providing the
aggregate number of 8chools within
towns is not less than twenty nor more
than fifty.

Sweet Corn Culture and Breeding.
A circular entitled ‘*Practical Sug-
gestions Regarding the Growing of
Sweet Corn for Packing and for Seed"
has just been issued by the Maine Agri-
cultural Experiment Station. In this
circular a brief discussion is first given
of the points which are of primary im-
portance in the culture of sweet corn to
obtain the most profitable results. This
is followed by a detailed plan for im-
roving sweot corn seed by selective
Ereeding. The circular closes with
directions as to how to care for and cure
aweet corn seed properly after it bas
been harvested.
A copy of this circular will be sent to
any resident of Maine on request. Re-
quests should be addressed to the Maine
Agricultural Experiment Station, Orono,
Maine.

Recipes.

CREAM OF CLAM SOUP,

Chop one pint of clams; add a cup of
cold water aud let heat gradually to the
boiling point; let simmer about filteen
miuutes, then press through a fine sieve.
Scald one quart of milk with bhalf an
onion, & sprig of parsley and a stalk of
celery. Melt one-fourth & cup of butter;
in it cook one-fourth a cup of fl;ur, one
teaspoouful of salt and half a tea<poon-
ful of pepper; when trothy add the ciam
puree and stiruntil boiling. Stiaio in
the milk and, if at band, add also half a
cup of cream,

CREAM OF CELERY SoUP.
Use the same piuportions as above,
subatituting celery puree fer the clam
puree. The celery (leaves and coarse
stalks) will need to simmer an hour or
more.

HOT CANNED BALMON, EGG SAUCE.

Set a can of salmon in a sauncepan of
boiling water uvver the fire and let the
water simwer fifteen or twenty mivutes;
open the can close to the edge, drain off
the liguid, then turo the salmon ou to
the center of a serving dish, Surround
with potatoes, cut in lengthwise quarters
ur in balls, cooked tender and drained.
Garpish with a bard-cooked ege, cot in
qusrters, Serve egg suuce in a sauce
boat,

E6G SAUCE.

Melt two tablespconiuls of butter;
in it cook two tablespoonfuls of flour
and one-fourth a teaspounful of salij add
one ocup of cold water and stir until
boiling; draw to a cooler part of the
range aud gradually stir in two lable-
spoonfuls of butter, cut in small picces;
finish with a hard-covked egg, chopped
fine or cut in elices.

CREAMED FISH IN POTATO CASBOLETTES.

Press hot, boiled potatoes through a
vicer; add salt as needed, aiso ove or
two tablespovnfuls of butter for cach
quart of potato and, if convenient, one
or two beaten yolks of eggs. Beat the
mixture very thoronghly, and if too dry
to shape easily add a little hot milk or
cream. Shape the mixture intv ronnds,
uvals or diamond shapes. Roll them in
sifted bread crumbs, cover with beaten
1gg, diluted with an equal measare of
milk, then again roll in crumbs.. With a
sharp-pointed knife acore the top of
eich shape one-fourth an inch from the
edge, to form a cover that may be re-
moved after the croquette is fried. Fry
in deep fat; run the point of the koife
around the scoring and lift up the cover
and carefully remove the potato, to
leave a hollow shell. Fill with cooked
fish, flaked and made hot in a cream or
fish Bechamel sauce. Use une cup of
fish to each three-fonrths a cup of sauce
Set the covers in place and serve at once.

CRICKEN PIE, BISCUIT CHUST,

Separate a three-pound chicken in‘o
pieces at the joints. Wash carefully,
cover with boiling water, let boil five or
gix minutes, theu let simmer until ten-
der. The chicken will cook in from an
hour and a balf to two hvurs. Add salt
near the last of the cooking. Let the
chicken become cold. For the crustsift
together four cups of pastry flour, a tea-
spoonful of salt and four slightly round-
ing teaspoonfuls of baking powder.
Work in one-fourth a cup of shortening,
then mix to a dough with milk. Take
two-thirds of the paste upon a board
dredged with flour, knead slightiy, then
roll out to fit a bakiog dish large enough
to hold the chicken. Roll the rest of the
paste into a sheet, spread with softened
butter, and fold in three layers; roll to
fit the top of the dish. Cuta slitin the
top of the crust. Pat the pieces of
chicken in the lined dish. Sprinkle in a
teaspoonful of salt and balf a teaspoon-
ful of black pepper and two or three
tablespoonfuls of flour. Add two table-
spoonfuls of butter in little bits, as the
chicken is put in. Have ready a sauce
made of two tablespoonfuls of butter,
three of flour, one enp of cream and the
chicken broth. The sauce should be
cold. Turn this into the dish over the
chicken. Brush the edge of the paste
with cold water and set the cover in
place. Ornamént the cover with bits of
paste, cut in crescen's, if it be conven-
ient. Set into & well-heated oven, cover
with a buttered paper, and let bake from
three-fourths to a full hour.

ROAST CHICKENS,

Truss the earefully cleaned chickens
w0 that the legs und wings are pressed
close to the body. Rub over with sali
and flour, and fasten slices of salt pork
over the breast, Set to cook in a hot
oven. Baste each fifteen minutes with
the drippiog in the pan and additional
fat as needed. Dredge with flour after
ench basting. Lower the heat after the
first half hour. Let cook till the joints
separate easily. The time will vary from
one hour and three-fourths to two hours
aud one-fourth.

GIBLET SAUCE.

When the chickens are put into the
oven, cover the cleaved giblets and the
necks with boiling water and let simmer
until tender, Digcard unedible portions
and chop the rest fine. Puur all the fat,
save three tublespoonfuls, from the bak-
iug pan; into this stir three tablespoon
fuls of flour, add a cup avd a half of the
couled broth from the giblets and stir
until boiling; add rhe chopped gibleis
with salt and pepper a8 needed,

BREAD DRESSING.

To two cups of fine bread crumbs
(picked from the loaf witha fork) add
ualf a teaspoonful, each, of powdered
thyme or summer savory, salt and pep-
per, also half a cup of melted butter,
mix thoroughly and use to fill the chick-
ens. This quantity will be enongh for
one chicken.

A CHEESE COURSE.

Roll cream cheese into balls nearly an
inch in diameter; roll tha balls in pis-
tachio nuts, blanched and chopped. Pile
the balls in the center of a chop-plate,
and surround with a wreath of orange
or grape-fruit marmalade. Surround
the marmalade with hot toasted crackers,
Serve at the close of luncheon or dinner
in the place of the usual pudding, pie or
other sweet dish. If preferred pass the
cheese, marmalade and crackers on a
tray in separate receptacles.

CRANBERRY TARTS.
Cut rounds from flaky paste and an
equal number of rounds from puff paste,
if at hand, otherwise unse flaky pastry
for both sets of rounds. Cut out small
rounds from the paste to be used as
covers, but retain them in place. Pata
spoonful of cranberry jeily on the flaky
rounds, brush the edge with cold water
and press the puff-paste rounds above;
dredge with grauulated sugar and bake
in a rather hot oven abuut fifteen
minutes.

SMALL CHOCOLATE COOKIES,

Beat half a cup of butter to a cream;
gradually beat in one cup of sugar, two
egge, beaten without seperating the yolks
and whites, then two rounding table-
sp onfuls of cocoa, one tablespoonful of
sweet milk, one teaspoonful of vanilla
extract and two cups of sifted pastry
flour, sifted again with two slightly
rounding teaspoonfuls of baking powder.
Drop by the teaspoonful, some distauce
apart, on buttered baking sheets. Bake
in & quiok oven. When baked the cook-
les shonld be perfect in shape and the
size of a macaroon,

PEANUT BUTTER BOUP.
One tablespoonful of peanut butter

Scald one and one-balf cups of milk (a
little onion may be used in this but it is
not necessary.) Melt one tablespoonful
of butter and slowly stir into It two
tableaspoonfals of flour. Pour the scald-
od milk slowly on this, and when smuoth
add the mfixture to the peanut butter
paste, stirring constantly. Salt and

pepper to taste.
