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Success in Orcharding.

A REVIEW OF THE WHOLE MATTER OF
THE CARE OF TREES.

MIJ’? vefore the Malne State Pomological
The apple area over the United States

is limited. [ bave little fear of com-
petition from the Pacitic Slope. First,
because many of the orchards in the
west are short lived; next, because of
transportation charges. Only the very
best can afford to be shipped out, and
while they raise fruit beautiful in ap
pearance it can never compare in quality
with that grown in the east.

Agaio, with (osects and diseases,
which oaly the careful man will combat,
it is becoming increasiogly difficult to
produce a good article, which puts a
premium on the efforts of the man who
will conduect his orchard along the lines
of latest research and information.

AS TO VARIETIES.

As to varieties, [ never specialize ex
cept when near my own home, where |
know exactly the conditions, but I would
say this: Select those varieties, of which
there are many, which are known to do
well in your locality; such as are stroog.
bardy growers, with good foliage and
plenty of bearing surface, other thing-
being equal—annual rather tban bien-
nial bearers. For the most part, red
fruits of good size and good shippers
It is well, too, to avoid those varieties
with short, thick stems, that must al
ways be bad droppers. 1 would have as
much of quality as possible, but there
must be distioction made between varie
ties for a commercial orchard and thuse
for family use.

AVOID NOVELTY.

I would avoid povelty. Many varie-
ties are excellent in the place where
they originate, but taken into a new
country, particularly a southern variety
brought north, it s extremely doubtful
whether they will be profitable at all.
It is a most serious thing fora man to
plant beavily of some variety and find
ten years hecce when it comes iuto
bearing that it is oot at all snited to his
condition. Then, too, | would select
those varieties that are best adapted to
the markets, most acceptable to the
grower, and apples that are good ban
dlers.

With the exception of such varieties
as the Tompkins Couoty Kiog and
Twenty Ounce, for example, which are
not hardy ou their own roots, aud if
grown at all must be grown on some
strong stock like the Spy or the Tallman,
1 would set the varieties that are wanted
rather thao try the plan of setting strong-
er growers and top working. That they
are more hardy and will produce earlier
is a beautiful theory, but in actual prac-
tice it does not work out. The trees are
likely to be misshapen and come into
bearing less early than where they are
root budded or grafted, and with the ex-
ceptions noted above, the only advantage
is, that one is able to take his buds or
scions from bearing fruits of known
merit.

LOW HEADED TREES.

Wheun I say a low headed tree, 1 do not
mean a dwarf, but any of the standard
varieties with the first branches from
two to three feet frum the ground
These are very much looger lived, more
vigorous, and altogether more satisfac
tory than any dwarf possibly can be.
The only place for the latter is oo the
grounds of some gentleman who bas
very little room and waunts a few trees
for his own pleasure. The notion that
they will come into beariog earlieris a
mistake, fur all the evidence gues to
show that standards low headed and
properly pruned will bear as soon.

The advantages of the low headed tree
are these: The bravches protect the
trunk. We are hearing a great many
complaints of damage by sun scald and
so-called “collar rust,”” many of which
are doubtiess due to exposure. The
little tree has been forced in the nursery
row io the shade of another tree. We
set it out in the open, where at one time
the temperature is away below zero and
at apotber 100 degrees. No one saw
any trouble with a tree that came up
wild inthe fence corner. Nature took
care of that aud protected it by its
branches.

Nexr, such a tree suffers very much
less from wind, and fruit which falls can
be gathered, and is as valuable as any on
the tree. It can be picked at very much
less expense, and with varieties like the
Mackintosh refersed to, often as they
ripen can be put directly in a box, and
sn easily graded. These trees, experi-
eoce shows, come into bearing at an
early age, and over and above all can be
tboroughbly and economically sprayed.

All these reasons doubtless appeal to
you as good, but [ know you will be say-
ing, “How are you going to caltivate
such a tree?” The point is well taken,
but the objection is more seeming than
real. [ bave done my large trees more
harm than good by deep cultivation
close up. As w matter of fact, before
these low headed trees come into bear-
ing they can be worked as deep as need
be with a one-horse reversible beam
plongh, and after the limbs get too low
with the modern orchard tools one can
do all the cultivation that is necessary,
aod do it well. Of course, one would
not head a variety like the Greening as
bigh as he would a Spy ora Baldwin,
and in both cases the pruning must be
somewhat different from the high bhead-
ed tree.

PRUNING.

This really is a subject that demands a
lecture by itself, and 1 can voly empha-
size a few vital principles. I would lay
this down as the first: Prune just as
little as possible and keep the tree
shapely, sufficiently opened that the sun
can penetrate and spraying can be well
done, and remove all diseased or broken
wood. Whether to pruna when the tree
is dormant orin full leaf ia wholly de-
pendent on cooditions. If the work is
dcne in the first case in winter, when
the sap is stored in the roots in propor-
tion to the top that the tree had the fall
previous, and a portion of this top has
been removed, when the sap rises in the
spring it must either force an undue
growth of the wood remaining or pro-
duee a lot of suckers, both indicative of
wood growth rather than the develop-
ment of lirmt buds. To prune at this
season, then, meaus to encoun wth
rather than fruitfulness. e

1f the tree is pruned when in full leaf,
after the sap has been distributed
through the top, a portion of this top
then be.ng removed will leave only the
right quota to each branch, and the
shock to the tree—for it is a shock—will
tend to produce fraitfulness.

CULTIVATION.

When ooe sets an orchard be mast
register a vow to care for it according to
the laws of trees and of nothing else, or,
in other words, one cannot expect re
sults and make the orchard a grain field
or a meadow. 1 do not believe it neces-
sary to give up the land entirely to the
trees during the fruit years of the or
chard’s lite. Hoed crops, such ascorn
or potatoes, may be planted between the
rows, keeping a good distance away from
the trees. The ground can thea be cul
tivated early in the season and the q_’ow-
iog crops shade the land later on. This,
I believe, is better than “fillers” for the
ordinary man who Is carrying on his or-
chard work in connection with ordipary
farm operation. He bad better take a
little more land and set only the trees
for the permanent orchard, rather than
to attempt to set fillers to be taken out

later on. The average man will leave

them just ‘““one year more,” and serious-
ly injure the permanent trees.

SHALLOW PLOUGHING IN S8PRING.

I should recommend shallow ploagh-
ing in early spring, followed by culitiva-
tion of the ground often and thorough
enough to prevent the loss of moisture
and the destruction of all weeds. In
midsummer sow the grounod with a
cover crop. If the trees are bearing
heavily, such crop should not be put io
until quite late, say the early part of
August. If there is no fruit and the
trees will bear a little checking, it may
be sowed two or three weeks earler
What the crop shall be depends wholly
on the growth of the trees. If they are
rowing very rank, so that the foliage is
ense and the sun canoot peoetrate,
fungi will flourish. [ would then not
sow a leguminous crop, but buckwheat,
oats, rape and turnips orrye. All but
the last named will die before winter,
but the last will provide a green crop.
which is in itself desirable, but it must
be plougbed in the spring, at least by
the time the rye begins to head, or it
will do more harm than good.

If tree growth is desired, then I should
use peas or clover. We are feeling quite
confident that the winter vetch is going
to be an ideal crop for this purpose, al-
though it is a little difficult to get it
established, We frequently use what
might be called a combination made up
of a pound of rape, a pound of cow horn
turnips and two pounds of red clover an
acre.

AGAINST THE 80D ORCHARD,

I want to go on record as most em-
phatically denouncing the sod orchard.
I bave some myself in which there bas
been no plough for more than thirty
years, pastured with small stock and
they have been exceedingly profitable,
but they belong to a past generation,
and without question the profitable oi-
chards of the country over are those that
are cultivated from their youth np and
continue to be #o until the end of the
chapter.
FERTILIZERS.

1 should never put any manure or
fertilizer of any kind about the roots of
the young trees when planted. A mulch
of coarse manure above the ground may
be a very good thing. Just emough ma-
nure to keep the trees growing thrifty
until they come into bearing, and then
usually it may be applied with a liberal
hand. Of course, there can be too
much to induce the rank growth spoken
of ubove, but of this there need be no
danger if one will observe his trees and
refrain from applying the manure when
there are indications that there is too
much wood growth., It ought to be
peedless to say that manure, or in fact
any kind of fertilizer, ought to be ap-
plied not about the base of the tree, bul
at l;nt as far out as the branches ex-
tend.

Making Converts.

FROM THE POOREST FARMERS ARE MADE
THE BEST.

Rosa Pendleton Childs, in Review of
Reviews for November, explains the
process of winning over an unsuccessful
farmer:

An agent goes into a territory and
seeks a hard-working farmer, who, like
Lis neighbors, fails from year to year in
bis crop. He persnades this man to
sign a contract to work a smal! portion
of his farm, usually an acre, according to
Government directions, This plot is
called a “demonstration farm,” and the
farmer who cultivates it according to
agreement a ‘‘demoostrator” or ‘‘co-
uperator."

Ouce a month the local agent visits the
“dJemonstration farms” to advise and
explain, and the success of the work,
when the final yield is known, is such
that the man who has co-operated with
the government has respect for lis ua-
tive land bounded only by his conception
of thie miraculous. His self respect also
increases in proportion to the congratu-
lations of his neighbors and the price
paid for hLis seed. A brilliant thought
flashes across his mind; be need no
longer be a plodder, and bis children—
but why depict the detail of the vision?
By bis owno work on an acre of grouod
under the scientific instructions of the
government, the man’s life bhas been
trausformed, the lives of his children
lifted to a higher plane, and conditions
controlling the industry he represents
made new for all time. The reason is
plain. The acre which during the thirty
xears of his farming it, has never before
produced more than fifteen bushels of
corn, or ope-fourth of a bale of cotton,
has now produced seventy-five bushels
of corn, or abale of cotton. In some
cases the sale of seed from this one acre
will finance his entire crup the follow-
ing year.

still, as has been stated, the farmer is
a doubter and not fully convinced at first
that the object lesson of one acre means
that his whole farm can treble in value
if he applies the lesson to the remainder
of it. Counviction comes, however, as he
puts more soil to the test, and in about
three years, when his whole place has
become a ‘‘demonstration farm,’” no
power could move him from his settled
belief in the absolute value of govern
ment methods, Moreover, be is now
fired with the zeal of a crusader, anod in
advising his peighbors, both privately
and in public assemblies, helps to extend
the good work.

The World’s Record Cow.

When on a recent trip in the Chenango
(N. Y.) valley I went to see the world's
best record cow, owned by Clayton
Sisson, who lives on a large farm on the
Chenango River. When I saw Mr.
Sisson’s cow, she had finished ber sixty
days’ test. She seemed to have passed
through the strain of this test in ap-
parently good condition, without loss of
appetite and vitality. She is six years
old and weighs about fifteen hundred
pounds. Neither cow nor udder is re-
markably large for a Holstein. She is
in fair flesh, and her eye and general ap-
pearance indicate stroog vitality. Her
recuperative powers are shown by the
fact that she put on flesh rapidly during
the six weeks she was dry. She fresh-
ened the last of March and the test was
made in April and May. Her name is
De Kol Queen La Polka 2d 72325. Her
gire was Pietertje Madge De Kol Prioce
308060. Her dam was De Kol Queen La
Polka 57037, The sire is from a dam
with a large record aod the cow's dam
was a heavy milker, but no record was
kept of her performance. The record of
this cow, which is now the world’s best,
is one day's milk, 124 1b.; seven days'
milk, 841.8 Ib.; thirty days’ milk, 3376 5
1b.; seven days’ butter, 35.38 1b.; thirty
days’ butter, 145.18 Ib.

She shows she is capable of many
years of good service in milk production,
but her greatest vaiue, if the cow is
rightly treated, will be in transmitting
her valuable characteristics to her off-
spring. The cow should be well kept to
produce sires that can transmit her
valuable qualities. Investigations show
that the average cow in New York prc-
duces annually ouly 4500 poundsof milk,
but the production of a larger yirld o
milk from food consumed should be ac-
complished along the lines of increaning
vitality and vigor of constitution and
not by these forced tests, which subject
the animal to great strain, and must de-
crease her vitality and that of her off-
spring.—Cor. Country Genlteman.

There should now be an extra allow-
ance of coro given to hens at night.
Corn furnlshes beat to the body, as it s
slow to digest. For oomfort during win-
ter, the crop should remain practically
filled during the entire night.

It Is compared with his
ledger acconnt kept at Marlborough
House und If correct Is paid In the
first week of the wonth. No discovnt
Is nsked on any of the royal aceounts.
A tradesian who receives the royal
eustom s informed that be must sup-
ply goods at the lowest reasonalile
prices, ad there is never any attenipt
at bargaining by the ollicial ol the

roynl houselold  If a trodesman Is
thonght to be waking  extortionate
churges he simply loses the royal ens
foi

Coal Is supplied to Marlborouzh
House by contraet, the contracts be-
ing made for three years and the con-
tractors paid In equal balf yeuarly pay-

ments. Window cleaning, carpet clean-
fng and chiwuey sweepiog are all done
by contract. und the gluss frames of
large pictures are also kept clean by
contract.

Servants’ wages are pald monthly,
the upper servants being paid by check
sent to ench from the trensurer's de-
partment.

CORE OF THE EARTH.

One of the Enigmas of Nature That
Bcience Cannot Solve,

Human belngs know only a mere
skin of the surface of the earth, not
more than thirty miles deep, while the
globe is 8,000 miles in dlameter. Tbere
is probably no oxygen at all below
thirty miles, and It Is dificult to guess
what are the elements within, Prob-
ably the heaviest elements form &
dense core near the center.

It is in some respects astonishing,
most alarming, thit we are so com-
pletely devoid of any direct knowledge
of the constituents of the vast mass
of globe beneath us and really only
know the merest lm. A skin or mem-
brane one-twentieth of an inch In
thickness (the thickness of kid or
brown paper) spread over a ball a lit-
tle more than a foot in diameter repre-
sents the proportion between the
the known crust of the earth thirty
miles thick und the great globe Iitself.

We are dependent on Inference and
speculation for our notions as to the
constitution of all that is beneath the
mere skin of thirty miles thickness
on the globe's surface! Even what Is
thrown up by the biggest volcanoes
does pot come from below this depth
or tell us what lies hidden there.—Ex-
change.

A great ex-
position is ove of the greatest education-
al institutions ever devised.

The decision of the Supreme Court,
affirming the constitutionality of the
Sturgis law and the Havey law, is not of

Stephen H. Cummings.

Stephen Henry Cummings, who died
in Norway, Nov. 20, was 78 years, 5
months, 22 days old, was born Juned,
1832, in the fine old colonial house at
present owned by Col. E.F. Smith, at
the foot of Pike's Hill, and by the road
which leads into the village. His father,
Stephen Cummings, was the grandson of
Jonathan Cummings, proprietor of
“Commiogs Grant,”’ a part of the towo
in Norway's early history.

He was the grandson of Dr. Stephen
Cummings, a physieian and surgeon of
prominesce of Portland, Maioe, in the
first half of the last century. His moth-

the near relatives bestliked to call her,
daughter of Wm. Clark Whitney, who
bas held high county offics, and wasa
prominent business man in this town,

Mr. Cummings’ parents, when he was
a small boy, moved to East Bethel, and
after growing up in farm life to mao-
hood, he went to Massachusetts to work
as a carpenter. Following thid tradea
few years he returned to Norway, and
married Mary Lounise Loring in 1868, of
Topsfield, Maine. She died in 1873, aged
32 years, They bad no children.

Afterwards he went to Conway, N. H.,
and carried on a grain and feed mill fc:
about ten years in company with Henry
Cotton. He again returned to his native
town and cnduocted a livery atable with
and for his brother John, His life work
also includes the manufacture of clothes
pins, sugar shook staves, and leather
goods. The oldest citizens will remem-
ber Mr. Cammiogs as an inventor of the
coll flat iron handles and stove cover
lifters, which he patented and maon-
facturad, and from which our modern
conil wire stove cover lifters and flat iron
bandles and oven door handles evoluted.
Mr. Cammings was the fourih child of a
large family, William Clark Whitney
Cummings was the oldest, after him,
Sumner, who died in California; Ellen,
who married Otis True; then Stephen,
followed by Chas. B., John M., and Mrs.
Harriett Coshman Tibbetts, formerly of
Fryeburg, now of Arlington, Mass,, the
last of the family, and who survives.

“Uncle Steve,” as he was called by Lhe
neighbors, bad genuine sympathy for
troubled hearts. He loved children and
their society and his little neighborly
kindnesses will be sadly missed. The
funeral was held atthe home of 8. B.

Rallway Landscape Gardening.

In recent years many of the American
Railways have given a great amount ol

Indeed, if the comparisons are
carried far enough, one is inclined to
wondepr if there may not be some con-
neotion between this deviation to tbe
aesthetic and resolts as evidenced in
quality and quantity of the output of
repair shop work."

«l to the glycerin no crystallization
will take place, though under a suffi-
clent degree of cold the water will
separate and form crystals, amid which
the glycerin will remain in its natural
state of fluidity. If suddenly subject
od to intense cold pure glycerin will
form a gummy mass which cannot be
entirely bardencd or crystallized. Al-
togethor It Is quite a peculiar sub-
stance.

didn't give much heed to what ho said, '
but one day, when Vic was up to her
tricks, I laughed so loud that it startled
the whole school. Mr. Hinds called me
to him, seated me on his lap and raised
his large bhand as if to strike me with
great force right on top of my head;
just as it descended, very gently on my
hair, I cringed with fear and ran out my
tongue, which set the whole school to
InughinE. Mr. Hinds turned my face to
his, looked in my eyes a moment and
laughed himself, but his voice was stern
when he said, “Alice! don’tdo it again!"
When we got home from school one of
theolder children told my mother, who
was an old school teacher berself, what
had occurred, and she told me, very
earnestly, that I must learn to control
mysell and npot be a trouble to the
schoolmaster or she would bave to
puvish me at home. That was the end
of laughing out in school, but notthe
end of all the mischief my make-up con-
tained.

Mr. Hinds visited at our house several
times that winter, and he and my father
had some grand talks on temperance,
and both were interested in the ‘‘water-
cure,” which was then a new thing and
cause of much talk.

Where I have read this I can't think,
nor who said it, but it is worth a place
n memory: ‘“If you want to preserve a
dead man put him into aleohol; if you
want to kill a live man, put alcohol into

The Crocheted House Jacket.

The crocheted house jacket, or ‘‘Ju-
liet,” as it is called, is a charming little
wrap for house wear in the cold winter
days, or makes a convenient and Dot
bulky addition to an evening wrap or
cloak. It requires three hanks of white
yarn, one spool of colored crochet silk,
& bone crochet hook No. 4, snd two
pearl buttons about an inch in diameter.

Back—With white yarn, make a chain
of 51 stitches,

First row—In the fourth stitch from
hook make 1 d. c. in every stitcL across—
48 d. c. in all; torn.

Second row—X, chain 3, and 1 #q.c.
between every %roup ol 4d. c. of previous
row. Repeat from X across, chain 3,

turn.

Third row—Like first row, makiog
groups of 4 d. c. in every 3 chain stitches
of previous row. Continne until there
are 6 rows of blocks. Increase 2 stitches
at beginning and end of seventh row of
blocks.

Next row—Chaiv 3 and 1 8q. ¢. in be-
tween the increasing groupof 6 d.c.,
tbhen contioue like third row until you
come to last increased group of 6 d. c,
chain 3 and 1 8q. ¢. in between the iu-
creasing group; now 5 rows of block
without increasing; then increase in
same way as befure. Then two more
rows of block without increasing. This
completes the back, having 15 rows of
blocks for length of back.

Front—Commence f{rom outside of
shoulder. Work back and forth on
4 blocks only for 7 rows of blocks. In-
crease 2 stitches in outside block of next
row, tarn. Chain 3 and 1 #q. c. in be-
tween the increasing group of 6 d. c.

Crochet 4 more rows of block, then io-
crease in first and last block of next row,
same as seventh row of back. Crochet
12 more rows of block to finish frout.
This will give yon 256 rows of block in
front, not conuting border. Make oppo-
site front to correspond.

Border—With yarn, make chain of
three and fasten down betwevn the rows
of block all around jacket, starting at the
inside of shoulder in the back. Continue
block-stitch as in the body of jacket,
until there are three rows, shaping the
corners by increasing. When border
bas been finished with blue or pink cro-
chet silk, crochet a loose chain stitch,
catching the chains of four or five

to givea touch of color. A strand of
the yarn and one of the silk are cruchet-
ed together in a loose chain long enongh
to form a cord for lacing up under the
arm, leaving an opening large enough
for an armhole. Tie in a bow at the
waist line and finish the ends with balls
made of the yarn and silk together.
Put the pearl buttons on each side of
front and fasten together with a frog
made of cord like the underarm lacing.

A Few Recipes.

EGG SALAD.

Boil the eggs very bard. Cut each
across, aud take out the yolk. Mix this
with oil, salt, pepper, and mustard, and
a little vinegar. Mash the mixture to-
%_alher and put back into the white.

hese are laid on lettuce leaves. This
can be varied by adding chopped ham
to the mixture.

ORANGE JELLY.

Mix together one-half bux of gelatine,
one large cupful of orange juice, one
orange peeled and sliced very thin, the
juice of one lemon, two cupfuls of sugar,
and one pint of boiling water, Let it
stand, after mixing well, until cold.
Then strain and stir in the beaten whites
of two eggs. The eggs give a pretty,
frosty effect to the jelly.

POTATO OMELETTE.

Bake two large potatoes, and while
very Lot break them and take the inside
out with a spuon, Beat this up, season-
ing it with ealt, pepper, and a table.
spoonful of lemon juice. Beat the yolks
of eight eggs and mix with the potato.
Beat the whites of the eggs till very
stiff, add them, aud cook.

SCOTCH RAREBIT.

Chop rather coarsely six hard boiled
eggs. Mix with them two tablespoon-
fuls of butter, one teaspoonful of flour,
and one-half pint of milk. Begin to
cook, season with salt and cayeune pep-
per, then stir in one tablespoonful of
anchovy pasie, stirring bard all the time,
Cook until it smokes, and serve on toast,

ALMOND HORSERADISH SAUCE.

Blanch and chop very fine twenty-four
Jordan almonds, Press the vinegar
from four tablespoovnfuls of horseradish,
aud udd to it the beaten yolk of one egg,
half a teaspoonful of salt, and the chop-
ped almonds., Mix these thoroughly,
and then stir in one cupful of whipped
cream.

SAUSAGE ROLLS.

Form sausage meat into rolls two
inches long and twice as thick as your
finger. Fry until done. Drain in a
heated colander. Have ready strips of
pastry, baviog each strip three inches
wide and long enough to fold about a
sausage roll. Wrap each sausage roll in
a strip of pastry and bake to a delicate
brown. KEat while very hot.

COFFEE CAKE,

Chop a teaspoonful of butter intoa
pint of flour, add a teaspoonful of sugar
and a quarter of a yeas: cake dissolved
in & pint of warm water. Beat all bard
for ten minutes, then cover and set aside
to rise for four hours in warm weather,
aod for six bours in cold weather.
When light, add a gill of warm milk, a
quarter-cuptul of butter, a saltspoouful
of salt, and two eggs beaten into three-
quarters of a cup of sugar. Warm some
tlour, and add enough to make s rather
stiff batter, putting in, if they are liked,
a balf-capful of cuarrants or chopped
raisins, well dredged with flour. Do
pot have the baiter too stiff to be stirred
with a spoon. Put into a greased mould
to rise. When light, brush the cake
with milk, spriokle with sugar and a lit-
tle ciopamon, and bake, covering with
brown paper uotil ncarly dooe, Three-
quarters of an hour should be enough to
bake it. Turn out and pour over and
around the cake & good sugar syrup, and
sprinkle chopped put meats over the
;:nke. It is good for luncheon or break-
ast.

POTATO BUNS.

Ooe cake of Fieischmann's Yeast, one
cup of milk, one cup of sugar, one egg,
one-half cup of mashed potatoes, one-
half cup butter or lard, four and a half
caps of flour. Scald the milk. When
cool, add yeast, mashed potatoes, and
two oups of the flour. Stir well, cover,
and set aside to rise for about one-half
hour. Then add butter, sugar and eggs
creamed, and the remainder of the flour.
Add a little more flour, if necessary, to
prevent dougb from stickiog to the
bands. Cover and let rise for two hours,
or until dough has donbled in size.
Form into bups, place in well-greased
pans with space between each buo, and
set to rise (or about one and one-half
hours. When light, bake for twenty-
five minutes. If lard is used instead of
batter, add one-half teaspoonful of salt.

A moat excellent cinnamon cake can
be made from this dough. Take a small
quantily of the dough, add enough flour
to stiffen, and roll it out to about one-
balf inch in thickuess and place in large,
shallow baking pan. Brush over with
batter and sprinkle with cinnnamon and
guluriud sugar. Let it rise again and

ake for thirty minutes.

BUGAR COOKIES,

One cup of butter, two cups of sugar,
two eggs, one-half to one full cup of
milk, four caps of flour or less, six tea-
spoonfuls of baking powder. Mix in
the usual manner, adding milk accord-
ing as a rich, crisp or a leas rich and soft
cooky is desired. Diminish the quantity
of flour and baking powder, if less than
a cup of milk be used. Take a little of
the dough upon the board aud handle as
little as possible; the dough sbould be
quite soft when a full cup of liguid is
nsed, Pat into a sheet and cutioto
cakes. After placing in the pan dredge
with granulated sugar. Bake in a quick
oven.
