The Paying Hen. 

HOW TO GIVE A HEN A CHANCE TO 

3HoW WHAT SUK CAN DO. 

A letter recently received says: "I 
bought ninety bushels of corn and near- 

ly half as much oats for winter feed 
liens hardly half paid for their feed in 
January." But is this the time to talk 
about it, when the long suspense of wait- 

ing for good laying to begin is over with 
most of us and our minds are full ot 

thoughts of the coming breeding season? 
Yes, it is just because of this fact that 1 
put it in now, in order to influeuce the 
handling of the youDg birds in tbe sea- 

son just at hand. It does nut tally at al> 
well with the million dolltr stories ol 

profits in poultry raising to say that th«- 
hens of any sincere worker are not ac- 

tually paying for their feed—not even 

half paying for their feed. What cause* 
such a discrepancy? Just the facts may 
cause it. But there have been added, in 

many such cased, extravagance· as well 
as facts to the rosy stories. There have 
often been added to the necessary fact* 
in tbe no-pay stories a group of facts 
which change the whole outlook, tbe 
whole record from what it might have 
been. 

As a statement of preliminary facts as 

they appear to one man of experience lu 
raising thousands of chicks and of un- 

usual knowledge as to what the average 
successful poultry keeper can do a re- 

cent pronouncement makes most in 
teresting reading. This man say* tha' 
though there are individual hens wbic!· 
sometimes lay steadily quite through thr 
year, there is no breed, strain or variety 
that does it. "A ben tbat lays half a* 

many eggs in a year as there are days i 
the year is an uncommonly g »od layer. 
The'average hen lays less than one-third 
a* many eggs a year as tbe year contain» 
days." Perhaps most of us know tha 
Uuited States censuses have shown the 
average farm hen to lay less even than 
the numbers stated above. But few be- 
lieve that these are the average figure*, 
of tbe country, because the town poul- 
tryman usually diatancee hie farmer 

neighbor in egg producing averages, and 
he Las never been counted in the poultry 
census. 

But you who are just planning to go 
in and see what you can do with system- 
atic poultry keeping do not expect to 

carry tbe average ben by any means; 
you intend, rather, to care for and select 

your flock so well that they shall lay 
well above the average; perhaps you fix 

your eye even upon the 200 egg hen in 

the distance, or possibly the "middle 
distance." 

You plan this way, I dare say: "I 
will hatch ail the chickens I can, because 
there must be a fortune in turning two- 

cent or three-cent eggs into fifty-cent or 

seventy-five cent chickens. A chick will 
come to laying maturity in five months 
if well cared for—all the experts say eu 

—aud tbat will let me batch from March 
till, let's see—well, the last of June, iu 

order to have the latest ones laying by 
the last of November. It would be too 

great au expense to buy wire for separat- 
ing these different ages, so I guess I 
must risk letting them all run together, 
even if t\e older ones do trample the 

younger ones and steal their feed. If 
Cbit* makes them eight or nine months iu 

gettiug to their proper size I'll have to 

stand that. But if I hatob so many I 
wou't have nearly enough house room, 

and lumber is too high to put up more 

bouses; there wouldn't be any profit be- 
fore next year, and that won't do. I 

might—yes, I cau sell the earliest pul- 
lets in November, when they are ready- 
to lay freely. I guess neighbor X will 

give me as much as 45 cents apiece, 
maybe 53 cents if I stand out. With 
theiu out of the way there will be pretty 
near enough room for the late ones, and 
if they are crowded a bit at first tbe 
cockerels will soon come to selling size 
and be out of the way." 

Wba ? Yuu never knew a man to pian 
tbat way? Neither did I. But I've 
known scores of them to plan to get 
good money out of their fowls and do 

just exactly the way I have described. 
In fact, I believe the majority of poultry 
raisers dually reach systematic work and 
deceut profits through this slough of 
senseless ways, just because they have 
to have the object lesson tirst and can- 

not avail themselves of other workers' 

experiences. The very one who wrote 

the aggrieved letter about those hen. 
that only half paid fur their feed was 

letting those hens support a houseful ol 
late roosters, while waiting for these to 

get big enough to sell for 30 cents apiece. 
It would be better for the pocket to du 
as a number of Leghorn raisers have 
done—kill the cockerels as soon as sex 

can be told and charge the eggs that 

produced them and the little feed they 
have eaten in the tirst weeks to the cost 

of the pullets. But Leghorns make very 
good broilers, and the compromise way 
for all who have markets for broilers ii 
to sell the Leghorn cockerels at broilei 
age, when they will give a profit, if ever. 

There is no poultry expert that will tell 

you of the immense profits from hen* 
which are supporting each a lazy rooster. 

Even the washerwoman who support· 
a lazy husband does not roll in wealth 

Kindly apply the ab >ve to the coming 
hatching season and give a decent heu ι 

deceut chance. Hatch what you car 

handle well. Hatch them early enough 
and don't raise roosters that sell for tiftj 
cents at eight months old.—C. S. Valeu 
tine in Tribune Farmer.

has been learned by the Aroostook farm 
ere and others that a change in croppini 
methods is absolutely Imperative? 

The safest method is to let the othe 
fellow fight it out and determine whs 
can safely be done. It will then be am 

pie time for you to get into the game. 
In the same tine it should be recalls 

that the consumption of potatoes I 
1 American cities alone is a big propos 

tloo, and some one will bave to produc 
the spuds to supply this ever increasin 

demand. The acreage that wonld easil 

do this thing tea years ago simply woul 

cut a sorry figure attempting It to-daj 
and so it goes.

There is a demand for all kinds oi 
farm produce, as the market has been 
very poorly supplied during the past 
week. 

drain and Feedatuffs.—Oats, 45c to 
48c per bushel; peas, f 175 to 12 10; bar- 
ley, $1 25 to 11.50; buckwheat, 12 25 to 
12 75; bran, $24 00 per ton; shorts, 
$25.00 per ton; middlings, 126 00 pei 
ton ; cottonseed meal, $39 00 per ton ; 
corn meal, $25 00 per ton. 

Seeds—Timothy, $6 00 to $7 50 pei 
buibel; common red clover, $17.00 t<i 
119.00 per cwt.; mammoth red clover, 
♦19 00 per cwt. 

Live Stuck.—Milch cows, $40.00 to

Meats.—Beef is in good demand at 

prices ranging from 9 1 2c to 11c by tlie 
carcass, and from 10c to 20c retail. 
Mutton is required for the Winter Por> 
steamers, at prices ranging from 8c to 

10c per pound. Lamb, 9c to 10c per 
pound; veal, 10c to He per pound 
Pork has an upward tendency, prices 
ranging from 9 l-2c to 10c per pound. 
There is a fair demand for bacon hog». 

Horses.—Drafters, $200 to $225; road- 
sters, $175 to $200; carriage horses, $175 
to $190. 

Dairy and Poultry Produce—Good 
butter ie in active demand, as tbere is 
ao trouble to realize from 2c to 3c per 
pound over the ordinary market price of 

26c to 2Sc for creamery and 25c to 27c 
for dairy. Farmers wonld do well te 

cater to this trade. Eggs, 28c to 35c per 
di>z~n; fowl, $1.50 to $1.75 per pair; 
chickens, $1.50 to $1 75; ducks, $1.50 to 

$2.00; geese, $1 50 to $1.75; turkeys, 2Sc 
per pound. 

Fruit and Vegetables.—Apples, $3 25 
to $4.00 per barrel; cranberries, $8.00 to 

$10 00 per barrel. Potatoes have an up- 
ward tendency, with prices ranging from 
31.75 to $2.00 per barrel; turnips, 90c 
per barrel; beets, $1.25 per barrel. 

Miscellaneous.—Hay, $10.00 to $12.00 
per ton; straw, $8.00 per ton; beef bides, 
9c per lb ; calf skins, 15c per lb., sheep 
skins, 25c to 90c each; lamb skins, 25c 
to 90c each; wool, washed, 25c per lb.: 
wool, unwashed, 18c per lb.

crop there was a sort of wheat that the 
vile insects would not so much aa look 
at, and it grew in the next field from 
s irae that was cut down by the fly, bold 
ίηκ up its head as smartly as if no flj 
existed. We looked at it with very deep 
regret, though, for we had sown only a 

little of it, aod had to cut everything 
else for bay.

Charte· E. Holt, a well koowo at tor 

ney, died at hi· home io Norway, Tburs 
day night. He bad been affected with 
diabetea for many year·, but by diet and 
care bad been able quite a part of th« 
time to attend to hie business. The end 
came at last rather suddenly, as he wai 

at town meeting Monday, taking quite 
an interest iu the day'· affaira, and ap 
pareotiy in good spirit». 

Mr. Holt waab«>rn io Denmark Marcli 
11, 1835, ao that at the time of bia death 
he lacked only two daya of being 70 yeari 
of agt·. He was educated at Pryeburg 
and Bridgton Academies, read law with 

Maj. D. K. Haatioga of Fryeburg, and 
began the practice of law io Denmark ic 
18(51. Io 1873 he move*! to Bethel, and 
was there io partnership with tbe laU 

Samuel F. Gibson. Iu December, 1875, 
the partnership was dUsolved, aod be 

practiced alone until 1877, wbeo be mo» 

ed to Norway and formed a partnership 
with the late Alvab Black. After tnc 

death of Mr. Black he was for a time io 

partnership with Hon. A. 8. Kimball, 
and later with Charles P. Barnes, aod a 

portijo of the time he was Io practice 
alooe, as he haa been for tbe past few 
years. 

The coming March term would bave 

marked the fiftieth anniversary of Mr. 
Holt's admission to the Oxford bar, he 
haviug been admitted in company with 
Hon. John D. Long, io March, 1801. He 
has been f«>r some years the oldest mem 

ber of the bar io active practice, aod has 
acted as president of the Bar Association. 

Mr. Holt was for many years ooe ol 
the directors of the Norway Natiooal 
Baok. As a lawyer he had a good 
amonat of practice, and was a mai 
whose iotegrity was never qneetiooed. 
Though rarely meeting with them io re- 
ceot years, he was affiliated with organ- 
izations of the Masons aod Odd Fellows. 

He married in 1877 Miss Lavioia Ames. 
They had no children. Mrs. Holt died 
the first day of last November. 

The funeral was on Sunday afternoon 
at 2 o'clock, attended by Rev. M. C. 
Ward of the Norway Univeraalist church.

sprinkling in the middle of the day al- 
lowed only to (1ιβ stores. Mr. Morton 
and Mr. Oray of the water commission 
stated that they did not care what hours 
were fixed, bot unless 'some hours were 

specified it would be impossible to detect 
any one who was exceeding the time al- 
lowance. 

Mr. Wright objected strenuously to i'e 
being left to the discretion of the water 
commissioner· to nadfo any other time 
than July and August in whioh the 
amount of sprinkling should be limited. 

As finally adopted, the rule provides 
that hose may be used by a taker not ex- 

ceeding two hours a day, at any time 
during the day that ha chooses, daring 
July, August and September.

The Paris Town Meeting. 
Last week the Democrat as usual on 

the annual town meeting day issued two 

editions, the first going out on tbe after- 
noon mails and having tbe story only of 
the forenoon session of the Paris town 

meeting, tbe other, for local circulation, 
being printed after town meeting and 
having the full story of it. For the 
benefit of those who received the first 
edition, the story of tbe afternoon session 
is reprinted below. 

After dinner business was resumed. 
Mr. Wright moved that the compensa- 
tion of the road commissioners be $2.00 
per day for time actually employed and 
it was so voted.

H. Q. Brown moved that tbe perma- 
nent road work be done this year on the 
state road about Snow's Falls. The mo- 

tion was oarried on a rather weak viva 
voce vote. 

The eubject of the sewer had now 

been reached, the first article on this 
subject calling for the rescinding of the 
vote relative to tbe rate charged for en- 

tering the sewer. 
H. G. Brown declared that the law 

had not been observed in this matter, 
and be reed from the' statutes to show 
tbat the price for entering tbe sewer 
should be assessed by tbe municipal 
officers, and afterward voted on by tbe 
town. 

Moderator Gray stated tbat by read- 
ing tbe whole chapter from which Mr. 
Brown quoted, it would be found that 
tbe proceedings had been legal. Mr. 
Brown said be did not believe it. 

Mr. Wright stated tbat in bie opinion 
the proceedings bad been legal, and he 
argued tbat the town had authority to 

fix the rate for entering tbe sewer, and 
tbat tbe town would realize more at tbe 
present rate than at a much higher rate. 

A motion to pass over tbe article was 

made. On a viva voce vote the chair was 

in doubt. On a show of hands tbe arti- 
cle was passed over by a good vote. 

The next article was to see if the town 
would vote to rescind the vote by which 
money was appropriated to build tbe 
newer last vear. 

Mr. Brown again argued that the sewer 

was not legally located. He stated that 
be would be willing to have the sewer 

extended from where It is now to 

"Brother Bolster's pothole," to take 
care of the surface water, bat no farther. 
He argued further that the expense 
would be large. He would be willing, if 
the village corporation would take charge 
of the sewer, to turn over what had been 
done to the corporation. 

Àfter some rather informal discussion, 
a motion to pass over the article was car- 

ried on a show of hands, by a decisive 
vote. 

Under Article 19, which was to see if 
the entire amount appropriated for the 
sewer should be expended in one year, 
N. D. Bolster said that he thought it 
economy to do that, and he moved it be 
done, though he said he did not tbiuk 
the South Paris people would be very 
strenuous about it.

As the apple is generally with na, It la 

roll to remember that this fruit con- 

ains a larger percentage of pboapboroa 
han any otber fruit or vegetable. Tbia 
thoaphorus la admirably adapted for re· 

tewing the eaaentlal nervous matter of 
be brain and apinal oord. Also, the 
icida of the apple are of aignal uae for 

>eople of sedentary habita, wboae llvera 
ire sluggish in action, those acids serving 
ο eliminate from the body noziooa mat· 
era whiob, If retained, would make the 
>rain heavy and dull, or bring about 
aundice or akin eruptiona and other 
roubles. 

Some auch experience muat have led 
ο our custom of taking apple sauce with 
Oast pork, rich goose, and like dishes. 
L'he malic acid of ripe applea, either raw < 

>r cooked, will neutralise any ezoesa of 
:balky matter engendered by eating too 
much. 
It is also the fact that fresh fruits aa 

;be apple, pear and the plum, when taken 

■ipe, and without sugar, diminiab acidity 
η the stomach rather than provoke It. 
rheir vegetable salts and juioea are con- 

rerted into alkaline carbonates, which 
bend to counteract acidity. 

A good, ripe, raw apple ia one of the 
easiest of vegetable aubataoces for the 
itomach to deal with, the whole proceas 
)f ita digestion being completed in 

sighty-flve minutes. 

Croquette Making. 
By long practice in cri quette making 

[ have learned one or two points in which 
time is gained. Carry on the whole 
manufacture in fours, and many motiona 
:>f your bands are saved. Put the 
crumbs in a small, deep pie plate, the 
beaten egg in another; with a fork toss 
four shapes of croquette mixture in the 

crumb*; roll them about, with almost 
one motion of the hand; remove to the 

egg, which cau be thrown over them all 
utmost at once, and then the four are 

back in the cruuibs again, the final roll- 
ing and shaping being with the linger 
tips on a small board directly in front of 

you. In almost no time the dozen, six· 
teen or twenty (in my case, two dozen or 

more) will be done. Try the "four" 
method once, and you will never go back 
to the unnecessary motions, necessary in 

crumbing, egging, and re-orumbing and 

rolling them, tediously, one by ono! 
Also, in spite of the general idea to the 

contrary, six or seven can be fried at 

once, perfectly well, the secret of suc- 

cess is, that the fat must be very hot. 
This shortens, materially, the time spent 
in frying. 

I would also suggest, that when eggs 
are dear, the "one tablespoonful of 
water to each egg," allowed in the cook 

books, can be almost indefinitely extend- 
ed, with no difference in the process of 

frying, or the appearance of the cro- 

quette. Nearly as much water as egg 
can be used. Practice will enable one 

to add the amount of water to the egg, 
to correspond with the amount of cro- 

quette mixture, so that none of egg and 
water is wasted. 

^ 

WHITK SAUCE FOB ANY KIND OF CBO- 

quBTTKS. 
One pint of cream or milk, two tea- 

spoonfula of butter, four even table- 
spoonfuls of flour. Melt the butter; stir 
the flour smoothly In; add the milk or 

cream nearly, but not quite, at the boll· 
Ing point ; stir until smooth; let It boll 
for two or three minutes, until very 
thick. Add salt, paprika, or a few 

grains of cayenne, and a little celery salt. 
This ia the plain foundation sauoe for 

any kind of croquettes. Add special sea- 

soning for the different kinds. 

SUBPBISE CBOQUETTES. 
One pint of hot mashed potato, yolk 

of one egg, one tablespoonful of butter, 
salt, cayenne, celery salt to taate, a few 

drops of onion juice, or chopped ohives, 
a little chopped parsley. Beat until 

very smooth and light. Take half a 

dozen small cold sausages, cut them in 

halve*, and mould a half in the centre of 
each croquette, entirely covering with 
the potato. Shape into rolls and crumb, 
egg-aod-crumb, as above. 

CHEESE CBOQUETTES TO SEBVE WITH 

SALAD. 

Make a thick white sauce as above. 
Season with sait, a bit of cayenne, and 
mustard. Melt in it one-half cup of any 
good rich cheese, cut into dice; beat 
uutil smooth. Remove from stove, and 
add the beaten yolk of one egg. Pour 
into a pieplate, and set away to cool. 
When perfectly cold, It will be stiff 

enough to mould, form into small rolls 
and crumb-and-egg, as above. Cold 
Welsh rarebit may be used instead of the 
above mixture. 

SALMON CR0QUETTE8. 
Free a can of salmon from skin and 

bones. Flake, and mix with white 
sauce. Season with chopped parsley, 
and chopped chives, if at hand; salt and 
pepper to taste, and a bit of cayenne. 
Put away to cool and then form into 

croquettes. A fifteen-cent can will 
make enough for a dinner for a large 
family. 

MACARONI CROQUETTES. 
Break macaroni into very small pieces 

and boil until very tender in salted 
water. Drain, and mix with tbiok white 
sauce in which a little grated or diced 
cheese has been melted. Put away in a 

shallow plate to cool, and shape and 

prepare in the usual manner. 

SURPRISE CROQUETTES NO. 2. 

Cook eggs in the shell so that they will 
be soft, but the whites perfectly firm. 

Chip off the shell carefully when cool, 
! roll id beaten egg, which has been sea- 

soned with salt and peppsr, then in 
crumbs, then in egg and crumbs again. 
Fry in very hot fat, and garnish with 
nasturtium blossoms and leaves, or 

parsley. 

Celery Relish. 
Placo one-half a box of gelatine in a 

dish. Add enough water, from a pint 
of water, to cover it. Let stand twenty 
minutes. Heat the remainder of the 

pint of water to boiling, and pour over 

the dissolved gelatine. While hot add 
the juice of two lemon· and one-half a 

cup of sugar. Let cool. Then add one 

tablespoonful of strong horseradish (use 
the fresh-grated roo<) and a dash of 
cayenne pepper. Color a light green. 
When almost ready to eat add one cnp 
of celery, cut in small pieces. Set in 
ioebox to harden. 

Mold in pan θ χ θ inches or in indi- 
vidual molds (I use the pan), and when 
cold cut in squares. If served with roast 
leg of lamb add scant teaspoonful of 
essence of spearmint. This relish is 
both delicious and attractive. 

Lady Baltimore Cake No a. 

One-half cup of butter worked to a 

smooth cream; oue cup of granulated 
sugar (sifted), creamed with butter until 
very light; three yolks of egga, beaten 
into the oream; one-half a cup of milk 
and water (equal parts); two cups of 
sifted flour, sifted again with two tea- 
spoonfnls of baking powder; one tea- 
spoonful of rosewater; one teaipoonfnl 
of almond flavoring; three white· of 

egg, stiff-beaten and folded in the mixt- 
ure and then beaten for two minutes, 
only never stirred. Tarn into three lay- 
er pans and baké a delicate brown In a 

quick oven. Foe the filling take two 
cups of granulated sngar, and eight 
tablespoonful· of boiling water; let 
atand i.i a warm place until the sugar U 
dissolved, then boll nntll the syrup will 
■pin a-thread an inch in length; pour on 

the stiff-beaten white· of two egg·. 
When cool ponr half the icing into a 

bowl containing half a cnp of leaded 
raisin», half a cnp of walnnt meats, 
broken Into «mall pieces, three figs, 
chopped fine, one teaapoonful of lemon 
jnice and a little grated lemon rind.
