Some of the daily newspapers are now
making & {‘sporting section' separate
from the rest of the paper. That isa
great tonvenience to thousands of read-
ers, as they can drop the rest of the
paper on the ground or the floor after
buying it, and have no further bother
with it.

A current paragraph, with professedly
scientific authority, says that fish are
practically color blind. What true fish-
erman believes that, when he is filling
up his fly-book?

In a few weeks, if everything goes
well, the wreck of the Maine will be un-
covered, so that it can be ascertained
with certainty whether the explosion
which destroyed the vessel was inside or
outside. Meanwhile the partisans of one
view and the other are taking advantage
of the few remaining weeks of ignorance
to rush into print with dogmatic expla-
nations of how they know it was either
one or the other. And what real differ-
ence does it make, any way?

In some of the anti-prohibition litera-
ture circalated in Maine by the wholesale
liquor dealers’ associations is this ex-
pression: *‘Local option may be excused
only on the ground of expediency. Is
there any different principle involved in
voting men out of business in a restrict-
ive district, from depriving them of their
property and livelihood throngh State-
wide prohibition?” That is plain and
frank. Anti-prohibitionists are fond of
declaring that local option license is the
ideal system, But the wholesale liguor
dealers don't want local option. It
doesn’t look right to them that the
majority of the people in a municipality
shounld bave the power to say that liquor
shall not be sold there. In fact, there
isn’t an argument for license as against
probibition that isn't equally an argu-
ment for unrestricted sale as agaioat any
form of license.

College sgatistica show that no other New Eng
land state has so low am attendance of puplls
from outslde as Malne. Conditions of attend-
ance at Malne colleges ahow that 76 rer eant of
the students are natives of the state. that 21 per
cent are from other states In New Engiland, and
that only 63 persons from outslde thls seetion at
teni college In the Pine Tree state.

Thus the Argus comments editorially.
But it peculiarly omits to take advan-
tage of the opportunity to call attention
to the palpable fact that this coadition is

somehow due to probibition.

Prohibition or Licemse ?
In spite of the claims of the

This bas been done under what is
known as ‘“prohibitory law"™ which the
wise law makers of a half century ago
were able to put into effect.

After a half century of success tbere
has developed an uneasiness amobg
those in favor of liquor, and those who
are on the fence regarding the liquor
question, so that last winter our legis-
lature passed a vote to refer the matter
back to the people again, and to try once
more to see if the majority of the voters
want prohibition, or the privilege of
getting their liquor, when and where
they please. This is the question that
confronts the voters of the state, and in
my opinion it is a question of most stu-
pendous magaitude.

The question of whether the effect of
liquor is good or bad, is so simple a
matter that it seems absurd to bhave to
mention it. I do not think that even
the w08t habitual user of strong drink
will attempt to claim that whiskey is
good for the health. They may claim
that it does no harm, and that men who
use it often live to an udvanced age,
which is very true, but all le of ma-
ture years and understanding know that
the continued use of strong drink is
damaging in its effects, and will almost
without exception take away a man's
ability and success in life, and bring him
to his grave earlier than if he had fol-
lowed a temperate life. If any ooe
doubts this statement, let him look about
and find if he can some man who is do-
ing a large business and who is a con-
firmed drunkard.

I have in my business experience be-
come acquainted with a very few busi-
ness men who had the liquor habit firm-
Iy fastened on them, and I can truthfal-
ly say that I never knew such a man to
enlarge his business or make ita suc-
cess,

WHAT WOULD BE THE EFFECT OF A
SALOON IN OUE VILLAGE?

In all the world there Is no place
where the common people, who have to
work for their living, can eojoy life so
ﬂll\‘ and have so many of the comforta
and luxaries of life, as they can in the
small villages of New land. One
can travel the world over, but he can-
not find any more intelligent and pros-
perous and happy people than are in oor
state of Maine.

It Is almost mril:ga to even think of
allowing the legalized selling of liquor
in these villages. There are men in al
of these places that are temperate be-
cause they are not tempted by the daily
and hourly sight and smell of stroog
drink as they go about their work.
"These men, or most of them, have some
one else besides themselves that Is de-
pendent on them. Some of these men
were born with a craving for strong
drink, and to make it easy for them to
gratify their taste would mean, that
good reliable men would become drunk-
ards, and their wives and children would
suffer from the effects. Their money,
which now goes to the education and
support of their children, would grad-
ually find its way into the hands of the
saloon keeper, and this man, who would
bitterly fight against areduction of his
wages, would voluntarily give up a
generous share of his pay to gratify his
appetite, that would work his rulnin
the end.

If the men who are so anxious to have
no laws on our books that are not en-
forced, will be as anxious to have the
law enforced after we have licenss, then
we must enlarge our jails, hospitals and
insane asylums, for we shall have the
present ones soon filled to overflowing.

WHAT ARE YOU GOING TO DO ABOUT IT?
When we think what we are going to
do to stop this menace to our welfare,
we realize the immensity of the task
before us, and the effort of each one in-
dividually seems to be of tiny effect.
But there are thousands and thousands
of men who will go to the ballot box,
and no matter whether a man has a dol-
lar or a million, his vote counts one and
is a8 good as any.

Itis timeto begin now,
we may lose the fight by indifference if
we wait too long. There never was a
better cause to fight for or a time when
strong men were needed more.

I could
not throw a stone large enough to send a
wave to the other side, but another boy
on the other side began to throw stones
too, and the waves ran together and the
whole river was in ripples.

Human nature is a puzsle, surely |—as

exasperating sometimes as it is always

fascinating and unsolvable.

My special grievance just mow Is the
tendency among women to run to ex-
tremes.

In society they are
upneighborly bermits or gorsipy gad-
abouts, In charch affairs they do too
much or nothing at all.

And, ah me, the sad consequences of it
all that we see about us!

I have two nelghbors. One gets his
own breakfast every morning aod goes
off to work before his wife isawake.

First of all, 8 woman on whom de-
volves the management of & home needs
to place a proper vatimate—a true valoa-
tion on it and on herself. If she neither
overestimates por undervalues either,
then undoubtedly there will be no “tan-
gent,” and she will be peither a drudge
nor a drone,

As she works and sings she will also
be thankiog God that her part in the
home-buildivg is on the inside of the
four walls, while her husband’s part is
on the weather-swept outside.

Yet she works at the fountain-head ot
all life; for from the home stream in-
fluences limited in scope only with the
earth’s circumference, and limited in
time only with the existence of the souls
of men,

We know that each home, whether of
high or low estate, should be healthiul,
comfortable, bappy, Inspiratiunal and
righteous, and these great fundamentsl
things lie in the bouse-mother's slender
hands.

Whether she performs the actual labor
necessary to the health and comlort
within those four walls depends upon
the family income; but she must see to
it that hoth are there to the best of her
ability. Aud be the home rich or poor,
it may be healthful and comfortable
under ordinary conditions.

The bappiness, inspiration and right-
eousness likewise depend almost solely
upon her, for the husband, away most
of the time, must play but a minor

art in this. According to her capability
o mapagement, her ambition for better
thinge, her amiability of disposition,
and tbe principles that actuate her per-
sonal life, will be the home she evolves
from wood and brick and mortar.

His duty toward her is summed up in
his marriage vow, put to work: *“To
love, cherish aod support as God gives
ability.”

Strawberries.

STREAWBERRY BALAD.

Arrange some fresh strawberries in a
bowl, add two sliced bananas, an apple
peeled and cut very thinly, one orange
cut in sections and freed Irom pith, and
two ounces of maraschinb cherries cut
in halves. Prepare a syrup by puttiog
three tablespoonfuls of sugar, one cupful
of water, and one tablespoonful of lemon
juice into & small saucepan. Boil for
five minutes. When slightly cooled
pour this over the fruit, and when ready
to serve pour over all balf a cupful of
orange juice.

STRAWBERRY JELLY.

Four heaping tablespoonfuls of pow-
dered gelatine,one pound of strawberries,
one cuplul of sugar, four cupfuls of cold
water, juice of one lemon, whites and
shells of two eggs, one tablespoonful of
strawberry extract, red coloriog and
whipped cream. Cut the strawberries
in balves, put them into a saucepan with
water, allow them to remain for one
hour, then add the gelatine, whites and
shells of eggs, lemon juice and sugar.
Beat till they boil, remove the whisk,
draw to one side, cover and leave for ten
minutes. Strain through a hot jelly
bag, add coloriog and extract, pour into
a wet mold, turn out when set and serve
with whipped sweetened cream flavored
with strawberry extract.

STEAWBERRY WHIP.

Rub two cupfuls of hulled and washed
strawberries through a sieve, add one
cupful of sugar and two tablespoonfuls
of lemon juice. Beat the whites of five
eggs until stiff, add the other ingredients,
whipping all the time. Pour = little
strawberry jelly into glasses, allow to
become firm, then put in some of the
whip, decorate with ripe strawberries
and serve ice cold,

STRAWBERRY SOUFFLE.

Nearly balf fill a puddiog dish with
strawberries, sweetened to taste, and
cover them with the undermentioned
souffle mixture, about an inch and & half
io thickness, and bake as you would an
ordinary pudding. Melt two ounoces
of butter in a saucepan and add to it two
and a half onnces of cornstarch and three
ounces of fine white sugar. Mix them
together, then add a pint of milk heated
to nearly boiling, stic well with a
wooden spoon till it boils and thickens.
Let it cool, and beat well into the yolks
of three eggs. Beat the whites to a stiff
froth andjstir gently into the mixture.
Add to it any flavoring you like. Pour
the mixture over the strawberries and
bakein a slow oven. Serve as soon as it
is ready.

STRAWBERRY SHERBET.
Take one pound of ripe strawberries
and bruise them. Mix with them the
strained juice of s lemon and » tablé-
spoonful of orange flower water, and
pour upon ‘them three pints of cold
water, Let them soak four hours.
Powder a pound of white sngar and put
into & suparate dish.
