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Keeping Up the Milk Flow.

AN UNPROFITABLE COW CAN BE MADE
PORFITABLE BY FEED AND CARE.

The cow that yields a heavy average
daily flow of milk throughout a long
lactation period is the ope that returns
the most protit. A cow that gives milk
for unly six months is usnally very low
in total production and in pearly every
case where careful records are kept she
does not return a profit. Likewise the
cow whose milk flow is light isa losiog
proposition. It takes a fairly good pro
ducer to pay for her feed and care. It is
only after she has yielded enough milk
to pay for feed and care the profit to the
OwDer comes in.

Care and management are big factors
in producing a high average daily flow
and in secaring a long lactation period.
Of course, there are cows that may be
rated as 200-pound producers and others
that may be rated as 600-pound produc-
ers. Yet it is an apparent fact that each
can be made to do far better if well cared
for than otherwise,

In order to test the value of good care
the New York station at Cornell conduct-
ed a test by gathering in a herd from
pearby farms. The production of these
cows under the college feed and care was
compared with what it had been and

which they came. It was determined
that the yield was 42 per cent greater
while the cows were at the cullege. At
the present time the [owa station has at
the dairy farm a bunch of poor grade
southern cows. Most of those cows are
yielding a profit. In their native atate
and under the treatment they were re-
ceiving there, they bad not yielded as
wuch milk as a good Swiss goat. On
most farms there are slight changes tha:
can be made whereby the profit may be
increased either by increasing the daily
yleld or encouraging persistence.
Production depends primarily on feed.
Feeding the cow is much like firing a
steam engine. With the engine the
more coal, up to a certain limit, and the
better the quality of that coal, the great-
er will ba the amount of steam generat-
ed. Just so with the cow; the beet
records are made only when a generous
amount of feed of the best quality bas
been fed.
Grass is Nature's best feed. There is
pothing that a cow likes better. It
cools out and rests bher system. Except
in rare cases, it does mot pay to feed
grain to dairy cows while they are on
good grass pasture. On most farms
grass is not of the bestall summer. It
dries up about the middle of the season.
At that time he who has planned abead
to keep up the steady milk flow will
have some good soiling crop ready. By
the use of good green feed at this time
the milk sheets will show very little
lower yield.
Silage kept over for this season has
some very distinct advauntages. It can
be fed far more conveniently in the
barn, and it happens that it is often ad-
visable to keep the cowsin the baro at
this season to protect them from the
flies and shelter them from the hot sun.
The silage is as appetiziog as anything
can be, aside from fresh grass.
Milking has much to do with securing
a heavy and persistent flow of milk.
The dairy cow is an extremely sensitive
piece of animal machinery. Any changes
or irregularities are quickly registered
on the milk low regulator and the yield
is cut down. In order mot tv jar the
cow's sensibilities, she must be milked
in the same place, at regular times and
by the same milker.
Quietness for the same reason is im-
portant. It is as essential in the pasture
as in the yard or barn. A dog can, io a
few minutes, reduce the output of milk
enough so that if turned into cash the
money would buy sufficient gunpowder
to put a whole pack of his kind out of
mischief. There is no place for a dog on
a dairy farm. All loud talkiog or uop-
necessary noises about the farm must be
avoided if best results are to be secured.
Regularity in all thiogs as well as in
milking is necessary. We cacnot em-
phasize too much that the cow is an
extremely complex and delicate machine.
Her sensitive pature learns to expect
feed at certain hours. If it does not
come at that time, her system is disturb-
ed. In the same way everything that is
done to her or about her affects her
pervous organization.
After what has been said above, one
scarcely peed mention kindness. Yet
the dairy cow responds to kindness as
does no other animal. The quiet, kind,
thoughtful dairyman receives dollars in
return for his consideration just as sure-
ly as a politician gets votes for his
smiles and glad handshakes. On the
other band, a rough, abusive cow man
kills his profits just as surely as a
grouchy person loses friends.
Dairy cows, or all milch cows, for that
matter, require large quantities of water.
They will sometimes drink several times
as much water a day by weight aa their
milk flow amounts to. Pure, moderate-
ly cool water is moat acceptable to them
and they will drink much of it
The milch cow craves salt. It hasa
beneficial effect upon her system. It
of course, can best be supplied in ap
open box in the lot where each cow may
secure just the amount she wishes and
no more.
One way of securing a heavier total
yield and a longer lactation period is to
bave the cows calve in the fall. Under
proper treatment, being fed plentifully
of silage and other suitable feeds, the
cow will yield heavily all winter. At
spring time she will bave begun to
slacken slightly on her milk flow asa
result of six months of bard service.
Then, whahn turned outhupnnh. t15;)1:11
ure, the grass will bave the bene-
m effect of stimulating the milk flow
and producing effects similar to a second
freshening. In tests conducted to de-
termine the relative merits of spring and
fall calving it has been fouod that cows
freshening in the fall will produce on
the average about 20 per cent more milk
during the year than those freshening in
the spring.
The biggest factor in producing a
heavy yield and long lactation period
bas purposely been left to the last.
That factor is the selection of the cow.
The best care in the world could not
make some of the low yielders returna
profit. 1t could not make the cow that
is naturally of the 200-pound class pro-
doce 400 pounds. By determioing with
the spring balance and the Babcock test
which are the rltht kind of producers
aod eliminating those which are not, a
man can build up a bherd which will be
profitable to keep.—H. E. McCartney in
Michigan Farmer. s

Success with Poultry.

Recently a young man who has under-
taken the management of his father’s
tarm visited a large poultry farm for the
muo! gelting new points on this

b of agriculture. He was fortunate
in talking with the owner, & man who
bas been particularly successful in poul-
try raising on a large scals, This man
said to him: “Everything depends up-
on the care of the young stock, and if
poultry raising is worth doing at all, it
is worth doing well at the inning.
Neglect the chicks and the mature fowls
will be stunted and backward in their
growth.”

The logic of this man's aseertion has
been demonstrated many times over in
our own experience of poultry raising.
Any neglect of the fowls in the early
stage means jost so much less in returns«
at the end and so the extra trouble is
worth while, There are many advocates
of the anti-heat system for young chicks,
but the disadvantage of this method is
the retarding of growth from the start.
The patural instinet of the mother hen
is to protect her young from the cold,
and Nature can be relied upon to gulde
us aright in our course with young
chicks. That chickens have been raised
by this new method even in very cold
weather should not be taken to mean
that it is the better way. There are
children living in city tenements, cold in
winter and huogry most of the time,
who grow up to be men and women, but
not so sturdy as if they bad been raised
uoder more favorable conditions.

Ooe man who has observed the results
of rearing chicks without heat, says that
they feather quite as qluickly as with
heat but that his experience has been
that their gain in flesh and sinew is
slower, and therefore he considers it
false economy to dispense with artificial
eat,

It is a mistake, moreover, to econo-
mize in time in the early stages of the
work. It is better to feed often and
little than to gorge the young chicks
with an oversupply when their slge&tivu
organs are weak,

Guarding against disease is another
important consideration in profitable
poultry raising. Going over a poultry
farm a few years ago with the owner, I

Avas surprised to see dead chicks lying

around in different brooders. What a
menace to the rest of the flock, and how
unconcernedly the man viewed the mat-
ter! It was not strange that in a short
time he abandoned the poultry busineas
with the conclusion that poultry dido’t
pay.

Unceasing watchfulness, then, is the
key to success in poultry raising. No
matter how we may start, with possibly
modern equipments of every sort, if the
essential details are neglected we must
expect to fail. On the other hand, with
the crudest outfit bu! with judicious at-
tention to the work much can be done.
An almost casual glance into each brood-
er each morning will give the discerning
poultryman an insight into the general
condition of his flock that will prevent
any such disaster as I bave cited. A
chick that is ready to die separates him-
solf from his mates and is easily dis-
tinguished, even among many. The
others will jostle bhim about and he will
stand weakly, with drooping bead, top-
pling at the slightest touch. Sucha
fowl should be removed at once and
bhumanely killed. In only exceptional
cases can ailing chicks be restored to
health by separation from their mates
and especial treatment. In nine cases
out of ten it does not pay to give the
time to them. They aitﬁer die or swell
the number of runts in the flock.
Another poiot in raisiog young chicks
ia to keep those together that are more
pearly of the same size. In every flock
some will be slower of growth and, if
left with their mates of larger size, will
not have an equal chance to get the feed.
Notice ina flock of young chicks how
the smaller ones are crowded out.

In warm weather the greatest care
must be taken to keep fresh water be-
fore the chicka at all times. I have
been in places where chickens were fed
genercusly but where water dishes were
elther as dry as a booe or so filthy that
no self-respecting chick would want to
drink from them. Cool fresh water in
the summer helps to briog the chicks
along to vigorous maturity. Such de-
tails as these are certainly worth the
trouble to any one interested in getting
returns later on.—Exchange.

Why GUo to Canada ?
Why so many United States farmers
go to Capada is a great question notas
yet answered. There are thousands of
acres of the best land in the world in
the States. New York alone bhas bun-
dreds of acres of good. tillable land in
her abandoned farms, with delightful
climate, and as a general thing withio
easy reach of the largest markets. Yet
people are constantly emigrating to
Capada. Of course there are a few rest-
less souls who are never contented un-
less trying some new wilderness, and
they are generally worse off with each
move; but why any sapne man should
forswear his American ocitizenship to
go to the frozen wilde of Canada, in
most instances remote from markets
and railroads, which increases the diffi-
culties of marketing, and consequently
lowers the prices obtainable, is beyond
comprehension.
There are desirable portions of Can-
ada, no doubt, but these have already
been taken up. The country is as old as
our own and nearly as large, yet it con-
tains only about 10,000,000 people, as
compared with our 93,000,000. If the
Dominion is such a booanza as the Can-
adian government's land agents would
bave us believe, why bas it lagged so
far behind our own? There are two
reasons. One is the inferior climate
and the other is the inferior government.
Americans, as & rule, do not care to be-
come British subjects; we got over that
desire In 1776. England was a little
reluctant about letting us go, but we
convinced her of the seriousuess of our
intentions at Yorktown and New Or-
leans.
The farmers of the United States
never had more reason to s'ay at home
than now. The ever-increasing popula-
tion, which is more than 2,000,000 a
year, mostly in the cities, must be fed,
and the constant cry is that there is
not enough produced on the farms to
feed it; consequently the high price of
food-stuffs. Uncle Sam has plenty of
land for his people, which extends from
Florida to California, and from Mione-
sota to the Gulf, and if divided into 160
acres each would give room to 2,149,823
families. Mionesota alone has more
than 1,500,000, acres. Nebraska bas
nearly 2,000,000 acres; Oregon contains
17,580,573; Washington has 3,106,650;
South Dakota 4,5063,804; North Dakota
1,410,225; Arkansas and Florida each has
about 500,000 acres, while Arizona,
California, Colorado, Idabo, Montaoa,
Nevada, New Mexico, Utah and Wyo-
ming each has immense tracts ranging
from 20,000,000 to 60,000,000 acres. Nor
is all this land without Iirrigation.
Much of it is fertile. Much of it can be
tilled by dry farming. The surface of
some of these immense states has scarce-
ly heen scratched by the plow.

Aside from the opon for entry,
there are ruillions of farms already taken
which can be purchased a:figures that
would make them profitable to farmers
with a little cash and plenty of energy.
Every man that is lured to Canadais a
loss to the United States, a loss to
American merchante, to American news-
papers.

EGGS, WITH CHEESE BAUCE AND
ABPARAGUS,

Cover four egges with boilng water and
let stand, covered, twenty-five minutes
without allowing the water to boll.
Drain off the hot water and let the eggs
stand in cold water to become chilled,
then cut in quarters lengthwise, Have
ready elght rounds of hot, buttered toast ;
set two pieces of egg on each piece of
toast amil= dispose them in & circle or oval
ona hot plate, Set a bunch of bot, bolled
asparagus tips in the centre of the dish
and pour part of & cup of hot cheese
sance over the egge. Serve_the rest of
the cup of sauce separately.

CHEESE BAUCE FOR EGGS AND
ABPARAGUS.
Melt two tablespoonfuls of butter; In
it cook two tablespoonfuls of flour aud
one-fourth & teaspoonful, each, of salé
and pepper, then add one cup of milk
and stir until bolling. Finish with balf
a cup or more of grated cheess, When
the cheese is melted the sauce is ready.

DATE BREAD.

The ingredients for one loaf are: ono
cup of scalded-and-cooled milk, balf a
cake of compressed yeast (at night)
stirred through one-fourth a cup of
scalded and cooled milk, balf a teaspoon-
ful of salt, one-fourth a cup of molasses
or sugar, one cup of cleaned dates,
chopped rather coarae, two cdps of entire
wheat flour, and white flour to make a
dough that may be kneaded. Putall the
ingredients into a bowl, using at first two
cups of white flour, then mix with a
knife, adding such extra flour as is need-
ed. When light shape into a double loaf
and when again light bake one hour.

DATE BEEAD, CREAM CHEESE-AND-LET-
TUCE BANDWICHES.

Cut the bread in thin slices and shape
as desired; spread one bit of bread with
butter, another bit with cream cheese,
set a heart leaf of lettuce between and
press togetber. Chopped nuts may be
stirred into the cheese.

TARTLETS, WITH PEAS AND SLICES OF
EGG.

For the paste use remnants of puff or
plain paste. Wheo using the latter paste,
roll it into a rectangular strip; press bits
of soft butter on one-half of it; tarn the
other half of the paste over the butter;
on balf of this surface press bits of but-
ter and fold as before. Turn the paste
to roll in opposite direction from first
rolling, pat and roll into a sheet rather
less than one-fourth an ioch thick, press
bits of butter on one-half, fold and con-
tinue as before. Then roll into a sheet
one-fourth an Inch thick and use to
cover inverted oval and diamond-shaped
brownie tins. Prick the paste all over
with a steel fork, that it may puff evenly
in baking. Set the tins on a bakin
sheet into a hot oven. When bak
brush the edges of each tartlet (zemoved
from the tin) with white of egg, then
dip the edge in fine-chopped parsley.
Fill with hot, cooked green peas,
seasoned with salt, black pepper and
butter. Set a slice of cooked egg above
the peas in each tartlet and above the
slice of egg set a figure stamped from &
slice of truffle or one-fourth a teaspoon-
ful of chupped truffle trimmings. Serve
after or with fish or chiocken or other
meat.

FRITOR OF CHICKEN,

Soparate a cold, poached or boiled
fowl at the joints, into pieces for serving,
discarding skin and large bones. Make
a French dressing with six tablespoon-
fuls of oil, three tablespoonfuls of vine-
gar, balf a te€apoonful, each, of salt and
pepper, a teaspoonful of onion juice and
one tablespoonful of fine-chopped pars-
ley. Turn the pieces of chicken in the
dressing until it is absorbed. Let stand
half an hour or longer to become sea-
soned with the dressing, then dip the
pieces of chicken in fritter batter such as
is used for timbale cases and let cook in
deep fat until nicely colored. Serve
with tomato sauce. Fillets of cooked
chicken breast or tender slices of cold
roast veal may be cooked in the same
manner. Teuder corned beef freed of
fat is also good cooked in this way.

MEXICAN TOMATO SALAD.

Rub a salad bowl with a clove of gar-
lic in halves. Line the bowl with the
heart leaves of a crisp head of lettuce,
carefully washed and dried. Peel and
slice four ripe tomatoes and dispose
these above the lettuce. Remove the
seeds and stem from a greeem pepper,
chop fine and sprinkle over the slices of
tomato. Remove the stones from a dozen
olives and cut the flesh in thin slices;
sprinkle these over the tomatoes. Mix
half a teaspoonful of salt with two table-
spoonfuls of lemon juice, then gradually
beat in five tablespoonfuls of olive oil
and turn over the salad. Serve at once.
If green peppers are not available, re-
move the seeds from two chilli peppers
(Crosse & Blackwell put up such pep-
pers at twenty-five cents a bottle and the
peppers will keep until nged), chop them
very fine and mix them through the

Bl | dressing before pouring it over the veg-

etables.
SOUFFLE ROLLS FOR LUNCHEON.

The ingredients are: one cup of scald-
ed-and-cooled milk, two tablespoonfuls
of butter, half a cake of compressed
yeast mixed with one-fonrth a ocup of
scalded-and-cooled milk, one beaten
Ilqln. half a teaspoonfal of salt, a level
tablespoonful of sugar, one oup and
seven-eighths (nearly two cups) of sifted
flour. Melt the butter in the milk; add
the sugar and salt and when lukewarm
the yeast, mixed as above, the egg and
flour, Beat about ten minutes, The
mixture should be rather thicker than a
drop batter, but not as stiff as a dough.
Cover and set aside to become light. Cut
down and use in filling muffin pans to
rather more than half their height; when
the batter fills the pans, bake in & hot
oven about twenty minutes. Brush over
the top of the rolls with a teaspoonful
of cornstarch, smoothed in cold water
and heated to hoiling in a half cup of
boiling water, return to oven to dry off.
If there be time, the rolls will be im-
proved if the batter be cut down and
allowed to rise once or twice belore it s
put into the pans.

STRAWBERRIES IN BWEDISH, TIMBALE
CASKS,

Dip the edge of the cases in white ol
egg, beaten ﬂlgh:lj and strained, and
then in fine-chopped pistachio nuts. Sift
a rounding teaspoonful of powdered
sugar on & emall plate; with a spoon
push the sugar from the center of the
plate and in the center set one of the
prepared cases. Fill the case with cholce,
unhulled strawberries. If necessary wash
the berries aud-dry them with a soft
cloth. If they are picked fresh from the
glrden and haveripened on straw, simply

rush with a dry soft cloth. These are
to be taken up in the fingers, dipped in
the sugar and eaten from the band. The
case is not intended to be eaten.

STRAWBERRIES IN BWEDISH TIMBALE
CABES NO, 2.

Prepare the cases as above; fll them
with hulled strawberries, cut in halves
and mixed with su, to taste. Set a
spoonfal of whip, cream above the
berries in each case, and finlsh with a
sprinkling of chopped 'rlttlehlo nuta.
This is intended for a deseert dish and
the case Is to be eaten with the berries.
A fork Is the proper article for eating
this dessert.

SWEDISH TIMBALE OASES.

Beat the yolks of two eggs; add half a
cup of milk and beat in a scant three-
fourths of a cup of sifted pastry flour,
aiftad :Snln with one fourth a teaspoon-
ful of salt. One whole .ﬂ may replace
the §wo yolks, but the P are prefer-
able. The cases when finished should be
very thin. If thick and soft add more
milk. To fry the oases, have Iat deep

iron heat with the fat; that ls, put the
fron In the fat aa soon as fat ia meited
and let the two heat together. Drain
the Iron and dip It into the battertoa
little more than half its height, dip the
iron at onoe into the fat ocovering the
whole form; this prevents the batter
from spreading away from the iron form
at the top.
