DITIONS BEFORE THE “MAINE LAW.”

Square the Maine law was
passed than sold in P ina
year.” This Is what Sylvan Shurtlefl,
who is 83 years old and bas lived in Port-
Iand 60 years or more, told a reporter
for the Press of that city the other day.
“It is absutd to hear some men who

koow notbing about what the condition
wasin bis before the prohibitory
law was' talk about what s beoe-

fit it would be to bhave the saloons open
up in Portland,” sald Mr. Sburtlefl.
“About sixty years ago I went to work
in what is now Mooument Square asa
clerk. It was my duty to get down to
the store at5 o' in the morning to
bulild the fires and about that time the

lon of teams from the country

to pass.

“The farmers from the surrounding
country would drive into Portland the
night before, bringiog in their loads of
produce ur whatever thoy bad to market
and stop at the taverns in and about the
square or at Strondwater or other places.
In the morning they would drive down
on the waterfront and load up for the
return up coubfry. There waso't a
wagon, a-pung, or & vehicle of any kind
which dido't have a large amounnt of
New England rum as a part of its load.
It was in bogsheads, barrels, casks, or
demijobns and it is sale to say that in
one day more rum was hauled through
Market Sqoare than is sold in Portland
uonder any conditions now in & year.

“At that time everybody sold rum, al-
most, and almost everybody drank rum.
Ministers drank rum before they preach-
od a sermon or delivered a funeral ora-
tion. I have seen men reeling drunk op
the streets of Portland. I haveseen meén
at the old-fashioned musters which were
then beld, 1aid ont in windrows drunk
and dead to the world. To-day we
might not see lnythlng:; bad as this but
it would be nearly as I am sare with
open saloons,

“Ag aboy Ilived in South Paris and I
recall golog to s town meeting there one
spring and seeing about 100 men of
whom fully one-halt were intoxicated.
They were quarrelsome, noisy and reel-
ing about and everyone was drinking.
This was before the Maine law was
passed you muost remember. The last
town meeting I went to in that town
there were 200 men present if there was
one. Of this number not a man was
drunk, The contrast -was great and
could not fail to make a deep impression
upon me.

“] have lived a long time in this city
and have watched this thing carefully.
Io the time when Neal Dow was enforc-
ing the law in this city I went six
months through the streets of Portiand
where drunkenness would be the most
likely to be witnessed without seeing
but one drunken man and be was on the
corner of Free and Center Streets. The
other night with the saloons runniog
wide open I was kept awake for several
hours and for several nights in sucoes-
sion by the noise which drunken men
made on the street where I live.

“No man who knows about these
things, who has studied them or who s
fair about his investigations can come lo
any other conélusion than that this city
and state is much better off with the
prohibitory law than it wounld be with
l?y“lother law which has ever been de-
vised.”
