Makes Clean Milk Pay. 

W. U. CON ANT (JETS PKOFIT KKOM COWS 

ON APPL.K FARM. 

(Maine Farmer ) 
A few weeks ago when we were de- 

scribing some of tbe work that is beiog 
done on the apple farm of W. H. Conant 
in Buckfield, tbe fact that Mr. Conant 
was a member of the Hebron, Minot and 
Mechanic Palls Dairy Testing Associa- 
tion was mentioned, and it was hinted 
that he used that membership to help 
make his farm pay in every department. 

Although this ie au apple farm, the 

dairy is a not unimportant feature, and 
Mr. Conant does not intend to operate 
tbe dairy except at a profit, although it 
is a small dairy with only five milking 
cows. But the man who milks five cows 

and does not milk at a profit, Mr. Co- 
nant thinks, is not living up to his op- 
portunities. 

As a first step toward a profit on each 
cow, Mr. Conant has established a Jer- 

sey herd which is to be a herd of pure- 
breds. Most of bis animals are register- 
ed, which fact insures their being pure. 
One of hie best cows, however, is not 

registered and never can be„but there is 
little doubt that she is pure-bred. Fail- 
ure to keep records has made it Impossi- 
ble to register this animal. She has tbe 
blood and the producing power, how- 
ever, and she is doing profitable work. 

Not only does Mr. Conant intend to 
make a profit upon each cow's work, 
but he it gradually reaching out after 

greater profit returns, and, more than 
that, he is making every possible effort 
to produce milk of the very best quality. 

Here is a little illustration right to the 

point. Some time ago Mr. Conant re- 

ceived word from tbe company which 
receives his milk that hie bacteria count 
was too high. Now this matter of tbe 
determination of the bacteria count in 

milk is a contribution of science to the 
effort for the production of pure milk. 
lr has been made possible to coufit the 
number of bacteria in a cubic centi- 
meter of milk and it is. a settled fact of 
science that the abnormally large num- 

ber of bacteria wbich milk sometimes 
contains is responsible for it poor qual- 
ity, even its dangerous quality, as well 
as for its poor keeping quality. There 
are many different kinds of bacteria, 
and because a certain milk bas a large 
number of bacteria it doe· not neces- 

sarily have those that are Inimical to 

health, but there is always tbe possi- 
bility that if there is an abnormally large 
number of bacteria io milk, some of 
them may be disease germs. It has been 
absolutely determined that absolutely 
pure milk need bave but a comparative- 
ly small number of bacteria to tbe cubic 
centimeter. Nine thousand is consider- 
ed a low cou at, so perfectly safe that 

many companies which make a practice 
of keeping records of the bacterial qual- 
ity of their customers1 milks do not at- 

tempt to count anything lower than thai. 
Milk which is as pure as that is consider- 
ed top-notch. 

Mr. Conant is aman of some knowl- 

edge of modern scientific agriculture 
and a man of good sense. He is not the 
kind of a man who turns up his nose at 

scientific things and when be received 
the notice that his bacteria count was 

too high, be immediately said to himself: 
"We'll fix that bacteria count so that it 
will be out of sight," or some remark 
which meant very much tbe same. He 
didn't say, as probably a good many 
other men have said who do uot read and 
think as much, "Oh, bosh. What does 

anybody know about bacteria count? 
What does bacteria count amount to, 
anyway? I guess my milk is as good as 

anybody'·." Mr. Conant immediately

tical way whether there was anything in 
this matter of the bacteria count or not, 
and whether it bad any relation to the 

purity of the milk; and hie milk was 

not aa high in bacteria count as some 

uther milks that have been examined. 
Here is what he did, and what he dis- 

covered also. He went to work im- 

mediately to make more cleanly con- 

ditions in and about the stable. With- 
out going to the extreme of building 
new stables or rebuilding the old oues. 

Mr. Conant made the conditions of the 
old stables as clean as the most fastidi- 
ous inspector could desire. Then he 

bought some hooded milk pails. Hood- 
ed pails keep a great deal of filth such 
as dust and anything else that may come 

in the atmosphere from getting into the 
milk. It keeps out much of anything 
that might drop or be brushed from the 

body of the cow or the clothing of the 
milker from getting into the milk. 

Keeping the stable absolutely clean keeps 
from the milk a great many of the vari- 
ous kinds of dust and bacteria that fly 
in the atmosphere, are raised from the 

tiocr or drop from the ceiling. Mr. Co- 
naut took all these things into consider- 
ation when be got his hooded milk pails, 
»ud took extra pains in keeping his sta- 

bles clean. He also put a little extra 
care on the cows, in keeping them clean 
and preventing any uncleanlinees from 
their bodies contaminating the milk. 

Gradually he saw his bacteria count 

go down, down, down, until it was low. 
The figures might have sounded big for 
barrels of apples, but were small for 
bacteria count. When he got down to 

fifty thousand per c. c. he might have 
been excused from stopping in bis ef- 

forts; he might perhaps bave been satis- 

fied that he was producing cleaner milk 

than most people, but being after the 

best possible, he kept right along mak- 

ing improvement®. Hi· most recent 

change in the conditions under which 

his milk is produced and kept was the 

construction of a milk and Ice house a 

short distance from the stables, but a 

sufficient distance away to fill all re- 

quirements. Here is a good supply of 

Ice, and the milk goes immediately from 
its straining to ice cooled tanks, where 

it is kept until it is carried away to the 

creamery. And Mr. Conant got his 
count down below nine thousand per c. 

c. and the company wrote on hie report 
card, very good" and ceased sending 
reports. 

This is but one of the evidences of the 

thoroughness with which this progress- 
ive farmer does the things which he un- 

dertakes. Do not think that because he 
is not receiving baoteria count reports 
that be will relax in his effort» to keep 
his milk of the highest quality. He will 

be anxious to keep it up to the high 
standard so that he will not receive any 
more reporta, for when the reports come 

he will understand that something is the 

trouble, something haa happened to the 

quality, and that he will have to go over 

some of the work again to correet a fault 
which haa orept in. 

To return to the profit side of thii 

business, her· Is what the reoords of the 

dairy testing association say that one of 

Mr. Conanfc's cows did for him last year. 
This cow la named Jennl·, the supposed 
pare-bred cow which la not regUUimi 
She produced 8870.4 lbe. milk; 448.3 lba 

fat; bringing 1182 88 In money from tb« 

Turner Center Creamery. Her feed 

coat was «78 43, making the profit foi 

the year *104.38. During eight monthi

Early Harvesting. 
I have this summer had a Igood deal 

to say about the loss caused by too Ute 

harvesting of the bay crop, and I wlsn 

to say a little more along the same line 
with reference to crops in gJBM*!· " 

may be taken as a general good rule that 
it is better to harvest any crop early. 
This does not mean before maturity, of 
course, in the case of crops which ought 
to be ripe before harvested, but 
should be made secure at 'the eairliest 
possible moment after they bave ™»ch£i the point where they are in condition for 

hainetheDcgase of hay the grass ehouMnoj be matured before it is cut. I 
of course, be full grown, omearly so, 
but It should not be allowed to ripen 
for it is the element of green grass that 
is most desired in hay. With many 
other crops the reason for early harvest- 

ing will be an altogether diffe^ntone^ Getting the crop housed In good 
will often prevent waste caused by 
action of the weather. 

I would not even suggest that any 
rules might be laid down in regard to 

the time of harvesting, but every farme 
of experience knows about when the 

proper time comes for caitinff, p«îk*nB 
or digging. My suggestion is that after 
that time comes the work should not be 

delayed a day If it ie possible todo it. 
When the potatoes are ready to dig, they 
aoouia not longer du ien m >us kiuuuu. 

Ordinarily no harm should come to them 
by remaining in the ground a few day·, 
but if they are dug, dried and stored, 
the weather or ground conditions cannot 
affect him. If the beans are harvested 
as soon as they are mature, they will 
not dry up in the field and rattle off on 

the ground to be lost that way. 
If the crops are all harvested as soon 

as they are ready, the farm work will be 

kept well along and the securing of the 

crops will be done well in the season. 

Nothing will be lost because there was 

not time to get it in or because it rotted 
in the field. This work will be finished 
as it should and everything will be snug 
before the really cold weather sets in, 
and work which is peculiar to that par- 
ticular season may receive attention or 

the farmer may take tbe vacation which 
be wanted after the brops were in. 

If tbe orops are all off in good season, 
the farmer who wishes to use the best 
modern methods can devote probably all 
the time be will need to plowing, and 
we are beginning to understand that fall 

plowing is a quite important feature of 
the best methods of cultivation. 

There are many reasons for early har- 

vesting of almost every crop, but this, as 

every other suggestion, sbonld be taken 
with judgment and applied with com- 

mon sense and careful thought. 

Get · Road Drag Ready. 
Keep tbe road good. The protracted 

drouth has permitted the ordinary roads 
to wear smooth and hard. Not for 
many years has so large a mileage of 
wagon roads been so unusually fine. Of 
course tbe dragged roads were smooth 
without wear, and where they have been 

dragged for a series of years they are 

noticeably less dusty than undragged 
roads of the same soil. In fact, even the 
roads that have been dragged only a year 
or two show a marked decrease in dust. 
Now that the roads are so generally 
good it would be almost criminal to let 
them go back to their oldtime, soft, rut- 

ty, rough, mudhole state when so little 
effort is required to keep them in fine 
condition. Oet a split log drag ready 
and accept the first rain aa an invitation 
to smooth the road and push a little dirt 
to the middle. 

The breakiDg of along drouth is usual- 

ly agradual process. I mean that moder- 
ate rains come *t first, and the parched 
earth drinks the moisture so greedily 
there Is not much mud or washing of 
the soil. A choice opportunity is thus 

provided for bringing a neglected road 
into proper shape by doing a little fre- 

quently. 
80 get a road drag ready. Use tbe drag 

wben tbe soil ia "moist but not sticky." 
Use after every good shower; be greedy 
to grasp every chance to drag the road 
when the surface ia softened. Do this 
and tbe road will remain good all winter. 
But tbe work must be continuous; if you 
fail once then the rain water will lodge 
in the road after the next shower. And 
water remaining on the road means soft 
spots and mud boles. Build a light 
drag; build it according to the direc- 
tions, which may be had for the asking 
from the Office of Public Roads at Wash- 

ington. It ia all very simple. Qet a 

drag ready now. Do not let the good 
road backslide.—D. Ward King, lfalfc- 
land, Mo.

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Hearing on Returns Next Monday. 

THRICE TOWN CLERKS APPEARED TO 

MAKE CORRECTION» THURSDAY. 

At the meeting of the governor and 
council Thursday, applications were 

made for corrections in the returns of 
the vote of Sept. 11th from the towns of 
Limestone, Westtieid, Athens, and Ma 
tinicus Plantation. The town clerks of 

the three towns were preaent, and each 
of them presented his record book, and 
a sample ballot on which he had noted 
the result of the count. Tuere was a 

thorough examination of the several 
clerks, to ascertain all the circumstances. 
Id each case it appeared that the sample 
ballot with the figures tilled in was the 

only minute made by the clerk in open 
town meeting, each of them making out 

bis record later from that. 
As the figures w« re incorrectly given 

in the official returns from each of these 
towns, it seems that the substitution of 
the correct figures would change the re 

suit on the repeal of the prohibitorv 
amendment from a "yes" majority of 26 
to a "no" majority of 758. 

No action was taken in any of the 
case· by the governor and council, bu? 
It was announced that further applica- 
tions for correction of returns would be 
received up to and including Oct. 9tb, 
when the council will bo in session at 4 
p. m. for the purpose of holding a hear- 
ing on such applications. 

It is not known that any application» 
.or corrections, other than those made a' 

this meeting, will be received. 
Attorney General Pattangall, address- 

ing the meeting late in its session, 
charged that the law requiring swinging 
doors on the voting booths was violated 
openly, grossly and willfully in many 
towns.

I have *een ship· lout through collision 
because the captain had been takiug a 

"little alcohol." I have had to tell a 

woman that she was a widow and that 
ber childaen were fatherless because her 
husband, gentle and loving and clean 
living, had beeu tempted to take a 

drop of alcohol" at sea, and bad fallen 
over the side, drunk, and gone out into a 

drunkard'a eternity. I have had to 
clothe children and feed them when re- 
duced to starvation, becauee alcohol bad 
robbed them of a natural protector and 
all the necessities of life. I have had f 
visit in prisons the victims of crime, 
caused as directly In honest men by al 
cohol ae » burn Is caused by falling into 
tbe fire. 

Why do I not want alcohol as a bever- 
age in a country where cold ia extreme, 
exposure ia constant, and physical con- 
dttion· are full of hardahip? Simply be- 
cause I have seen men go down In the 
atruggle for want of that natural 
•trength which alcohol alone had robbed 
them of. The fishermen that I live 
among are my friend·, and I love them 
m my brothers, and I do not think I am 

unnecessarily prejudiced or h'goted 
when I say that alcohol Is inadvisabls, 
after one has seen it robbing bis best 
friends of strength, honor, reason, 
kindliness, love, money and even 
life. 

Daring twenty year·' experience ou 
tbe sea and on the snow in winter—an 
experience coming after an upbringiug 
in soft place·—I have found that alcohol 
baa been entirely unnecessary. 

I have been doctoring sick men and 
women of every kind and I have found 
that I can use other drug· of which we 

know tbe exact action and which we 
can control absolutely with greater ac 
cumcy io camu of necessity for etimulsl- 
In* the heart. I contend we can get 
just M good results without it, aud 1 al- 
wave fear its power to create a desire 
for itself. It Is not neceesary for happi- 
ness, for I have known no set of men 

happier and enjoying their lives more 
than tbe crews of my own vessel, and 
the many, many fishermen who like our- 

selves, neither touch, taste nor handle 

lt*I would be willing to allow that the 
manufacture of It givee employ meut, 
that the «ale of It 1· remunerative, that 
a deeire for It can be eaaily created. 
Bnt the desire for It has to be "cul- 
tivated" and once cultivated the "mar- 
ket" la certain to open up—for the de- 
sire become· Insatiable, uncontrollable 
lust in many. I have no controversy 
with anything that give· employment 
and circulate· money, and abould po·- 
albly be aaUsed if after all the good 
grain and good feedstufls bad been fer- 
mented and converted into thi· par- 
ticular kind of poison, instead of being 
poured down men'· throat·» it were 

poured into tbe ocean, where at leaet It 
wonld do no harm. 

I bave *een men robbed in many ways, 
bnt they have been able, by tbe help of 
God to wipe oat any laatiog reeulta of 
•uch transient losses. But the robberie· 
of alcohol are irremediable. I buried in 
a lonely grave on a projecting promon- 
tory, far down-the ooaat of Labrador, a 
young girl of eighteen. She wa· tome 
one's daughter and tome one'· sister. I 
had taken her aboard onr little hospital 
ahip for the laat week of her life. She 
should have been alive to-day, bat ahe 
had no desire to live. All that coald 
poMibly make life worth living for her 
bad been robbed from her through the 
a«ane of alcohol, and ahe could not face 
the homegoing again. 

If I ever have the opportunity glten 
to me to eay a word at any time or in 
•ay place which ooold help to Inhibit 
tbe uae of alcohol aa a beverage, so long 
ae I can stand upon my feet I ·£»»»be proud to get op and apeak it.—Sir Wil- 
fred T. Gieofell, M. D.

worn at the present day are the curious 
flshskln dresses of the wealthy women 

of the Gold tribe, living along the 
Amir river, east Siberia.

ments. designs and embroidery work. 
The dress Is composed of several lay- 

ers of flshskln. the undernpost repre- 
senting the skin of the garment prop- 
er. the uppermost showing the orna- 

ments In their cat-out forms. Between 
these two layer* la Inserted a middle 
layer, which serves aa a background, 
throwing out distinctly all parts of the 
ornaments. The piece· of flshskln 
forming the ornaments are generally 
colored bine.' The front and back of 
the drees are adorned with these cut- 
out pieces of flshskln sewed with flsh- 
skln thread.—Christian Herald.

Recipes. 

CORNISH CUTLETS. 

Trim slice· of oold meet, preferably 
▼eel or Ismb, out about one-fourth of an 

Inob fbiok, into piece· of the Mme shape 
and else; sprinkle tbem with nil, pep- 
per and a few drop#, each, of torn»· 
to eaten p. Bate ready some well sea- 

soned, hot, masbed potatoes into wbleh 
some beaten yolks of egg bave been 
beaten (one or two yolks to a pint of 
potato.) Cover each slice of meat with 
tbe potato and make the surface smooth 
with a knife. Dip in e beaten egg, di- 
luted with three or fonr tableapoonfnls 
of milk and water, oover with sifted 
bread ornmbs and fry in deep fat. 

POTATOES AH If A. 

Pare long slender potatoes and ont 
Into thin siloes. Brnsh over a baking 
sheet very thoroughly with good drip- 
ping or botter, on this set as many Bng- 
liab muffin ring· as persons to be served; 
fill the ring· with eliceeof potato, adding 
seasoning· and melted butter to each 
Isyer of slices; finish with a teaspoonful 
of batter on tbe top of the potatoes in 
each ring. Let cook In a bot oven 
about twenty-five minutes, then with a 

broad spatula, turn tbe rings and pota- 
toes within and let cook about twenty- 
five minutes on tbe other side. Serve 
(without ring») with any dish of meat. 

MILK BREAD. 

Soften one cup of compressed yeast in 
one-fourth a cup of scalded-and-oooled 
milk; add one cup of soalded-and-eooled 
milk, half a teaspoonful of salt, one 

Ublespoonful of sugar, one tablespoon- 
ful of shortening and flour to make a 

dough. Knead the dough until smooth 
and elastic. Set aside to become doubl- 
ed in bulk, then cut down and shape to 
fit a brick-loaf bread pan. Bake one 

hour. The loaf should cease to rise and 
become crusted over by tbe time it has 
been In the oven fifteen minutes. 

FRENCH BBEAD. 

Soften a cake of compressed yeast in 
one-fourth a cup of lukewarm water; 
stir in sifted flour to make a dougb, and 
knead the little bit of dough into a 
smooth ball. Make a deep cut across 
the dough in twu directions. In a mix- 
ing bowl have one cup of water, boiled 
and cooled to a lukewarm temperature; 
in tbis set tbe little ball of dougb, cover 
and let stand until tbe dough becomes 
very light and floats on tbe water; add 
bslf a teaspoonful of salt and stir in 
flour to make a dougb. Knead tbe 
dough nntil smooth and elastic, tben set 

aside, close-covered, to become light. 
Shape into a long, narrow loaf; make a 

depression through the centoi* of the 
loaf—lengthwise. When again light 
make three or four cuts across tbe losf. 
Bake about forty-flve minutes. Brush 
over with beaten white of egg and re- 
turn to the oven to glaze. 

BTEMEAL BISCUITS. 

Stir a cake of oompresaed yeast Into 
one-fourth a cup of scalded-and-cooled 
milk ; add one cup of scalded-and-cooled 
milk and one and a half cup· of aifted 
bread flour, aud mix to a sponge; beat 
thoroughly and set aside to become 
light. Add a scant fourth of a oup of 
melted butter, one-fourth a oup of mo- 

lasse·, half a teaspoonful of aalt and one 

and one-fourth oups of sifted rye-meal. 
Mix thoroughly, cutting the dough 
throogh and through with a knife. The 
dough Is too soft to knead. When light, 
with buttered fingers, sbspe into six- 
teen balls and set tbem close together in 
a baking pan. When again light bake 
about twenty-flve minutes; brush over 
with white of egg or beaten yolk mixed 
with milk, dredge with granulated sugar 
and return to tbe oven to set the glaze. 

COOKED 8ALAD DRESSING. 

Scald half a cup of milk in a double 
boiler. Mix two tablespoonfuls of flour, 
one-fourth a teaspoonful of mustard, and 
half a teaspoonful of salt, with one- 

fourth a cup of cold milk, tben stir into 
tbe hot milk; continue to stir until the 
mixture thickens, then oover and oook 
ten minutes. Beat one whole egg or 

two yolks: add one tablespoonfui of 
sugar and beat again, tben stir into thi 
hot mixture; continue stirring nntil the 
egg is set, then remove from tbe fire 
and gradually beat in one-fourth a oup 
of bot vinegar, and, last, two tablespoon- 
fuls of butter. 

BAKED INDIAN PUDDING. 

Scald two cap· of milk in » doable 
boiler; mix four level tablespooufais of 
Indian meal with one cup of cold water 
and etir into the hot milk: oontinue 
stirring until It thicken·, then add one- 
half a cap, each, of sugar and molasses, 
half a teaapoonful of salt, a teaapoonful 
of olnnamon, half a teaapoonful of gin- 
ger and two beaten eggs. Turn the 
mixture Into a buttered pudding dUh 
and let bake half an hour, then pour on 
half a cup of cold milk. Do not stir in 
the milk. Let bake two hours. Serve 
hot with cream or with ice cream. The 
oven muatbe of very moderate heat. 

FROTHY BADCK. 

Beat half a cup of butter to a cream, 
gradually beat in one cup of sugar; add 
the white of one egg, beaten dry, and 
half a cop of hot fruit juice, pineapple 
or grape, and a tablespoonful of lemon 
juice. Half a cup of boiling water and 
a teaapoonful of vanilla extract may re- 

place the fruit juice. 
DROP COOKIES. 

Cream half a cup of butter, beat into 
this one cup of sugar, three-fourths a 

cup of currants, half a cup of molasses, 
one egg, well beaten, and, alternately, 
half a cup of sweet milk and three cups 
of flour sifted with half a teaapoonful, 
each, of soda and cloves and one tea- 
spoonful of cinnamon. Drop from a 

spoon on a battered tlo. Bake in a 

moderate oven. 

PLAIN CAKE. 

One cup of batter, two cups of auger, 
one cup of milk, three yolks of eggs, four 
cupa of sifted fl.jui ; three rounding tea- 
spoonfuls of baking powder, three whites 
of egga, beaten dry, one cup of chopped 
nuts. Bake the cake in a dripping pan. 
Before baking sprinkle the top with the 
chopped nota and dredge with granulat- 
ed sugar. 

GRAPE JELLY. 

Remove the grapes from the stems, 
put over a alow fire in an agate or white- 
lined sauoepan, and let simmer very 
gently, until the fruit ia softened 
throughout; then pour into a bag and 
drain off all juloe possible. Take one 

oup of sugar for each cup of juice; heat 
the sugar, spread on aballow dlahes, in 
the oven; meanwhile beat the juice to 
the boiling point and let boll rapidly 
about five minute·, akimmlng aa needed; 
add the «ugar and let boil until a little 
will jelly on a cold saucer. Bave ready 
jelly glaaaea on a folded oloth and aur- 
rounded with water heated nearly to the 
boiling point. The glaaaea ahould also 
contain hot water. When the jelly is 
done, pour the water from the glaaaea, 
fill with jelly and remove from the pan 
of water.· Wheo cold cover with paper. 

CORN BREAD WITH SOUR MILK. 

One cup of corn meal, one aud one- 
half onps of white floor, two table- 
apoonfuls of sagar, one-third a teaapoon- 
ful hf aalt, oae teaapoonful of soda, one 

eg?· two tableepoonfule of ο ream, one 
and one-half capa of thlek sour milk. 
81ft together the first five ingredient·. 
Beat the egg, add the cream and sour 
milk and atir loto the dry ingredients. 
Bake in a biscuit pan about twenty-five 
minâtes. 

NUT CAKE WITH WHOLE Κβθβ. 

One-half cap of batter, one cap of 
•agar, three egga, one-half a cap of milk, 
one and three-qoarter· cupe of floor, four 
teaapoonful· of baking powder, three- 
fourth· of a cap of nut meata broken in 
piece·. Cream the batter; gradually 
beat la the augar; theo add ,the egga, 
unbeaten, one at a time, beating In each 
thoroughly before the next ia added; 
add the flour with the baking powder al- 
ternately with the milk. Bake in a 
sheet aboot half aa boor. 

DATE PUDDING. 

One quart of eweet milk, oae-half cap 
of aogar, one eu ρ cooked rloe, one-half 
ponod datea chopped. Bake in aballow 
dtah three boure. Serve with whipped 
cream.

General Nogl on Boy Soouto. 
General Nogl, the Japanese warrior 

who did each remarkable work in the 

Japuneee-Russlan war, has studied the 

JBoy Scouts of Great Britain and bas 

been greatly Impressed by tbe dis- 

cipline and tbe excellent bearing on 

tbe resourcefulness of tbe boys. After 

Inspecting them under tbe guidance of 

General Baden-Powell he said to the 

boy·: 
"I am Oiled with admiration for 

the boy scouts.

well for your country.- If you go on 

In the way that you bare begun you 
will make most valuable citizens. 

When I wa^ boy I was taught (and 
I have since bad good reasons to be- 

lieve It was right) that the chief ob- 

ject In life Is to do your duty. 
"To teach yourself how to do this 

you should try to do things which you 
are afraid of doing. You must not 

only train your body to be strong, but 
also your mind to be full of knowledge 
and courage. 

"Be charitable to alL 
"Be believed by alL 
"Obtain the respect of others by 

your good conduct and courtesy. 
"Never do anything to cause your 

word to be doubted. 
"If you truln yourself now—as boys 

—In this way you will when you be- 

come men be an honor to your fore- 
fathers. who did so well in the days'bf 
old." 

The 8ifln Language. 
Tbe Boy Scouts of America are learn- 

ing a universal sign of language and 
therefore are developing the real Es- 
peranto. Under the guidance of Er- 

nest Thompson Seton, chief scout, the 

boys are learning the signs of commu- 

nication not only between the boys of 
this country, but also between the 

boys of every other nation. The plan 
now being developed means that even- 

tually tbe boys of all nations will have 

a common language and that they will 

be drawn more closely together. Such 
binding of the boyq of the different na- 

tions together. It is asserted by the 
leaders of the boy scout movement, 
will tend greatly towurd tho promotion 
of universal peace. 

Growth of Boy Scouts. 
Tbe Boy Scouts of America have 

tripled in the last eight months. 
There are now 4,000 scout masters 

Photo bjr American Preea Association. 
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registered with the national organiza- 
tion. On Jan. 1 there were only 1,400. 
These facta alone show that these are 

three times as many troops of scouts 

under the direction of the leader· of 

the Boy Scouts of America as there 
were in the beginning of the year. 
While It 1b bard to figure on tbe num- 

ber of boys, yet It Is quite probable 
that tbe boy scouts alone number three 

times as many as the beginning of the 

year. 

Pur· Drinking Water. 
Captain Albert E. Love, medical 

corpe, United States army, has written 

to the Boy Scouts of America giving 
Instructions In regard to drinking wa- 

ter when In camp or on bikes. The 

aim is to prevent the boys from be 

coming Infected with typhoid fever or 

otber diseases. He says, "It would 
undoubtedly be safer when out on hik 

ing parties or camping trips, when 

drinking water cannot be carried, to 

either boil or otherwise sterilize all 

water for drinking purposes that Is not 

above suspicion."
