Cornmeal for Cows.

A CLAIM THAT TOO MUCH IMPORTANCE
HAS BEEN GIVEN TO PROTEIN.

As the result of experience and ob-
servation I bave for some time believed
that as farmers and dairymen we were
imposing an unnecessary tax upomn our-
seives and reducing our profits by con-
tillund feeding of highly concentrated
prdtein foods in large quantities. I
koow that it has become quite the gen-
oral practice to depend on these concen-
trates, and the idea seems prevalent that
the more protein we can feed the more
milk we will get.

I bave as much respect for the teach-
ings of science as any man can possibly
bave, and I would not say or do any-
thing that might be construed as adverse
criticism of the work of scientists. Yet
much unestablished theory is advocated
as fact.

I do not claim to be an expert dairy-
man or a teacher of dairy lore, yet the
man who keeps five cows bas to know
how to feed profitably as well as the
man who keeps his herd of fifty. Here
in the east, eapecially in Maine, we have
got into the habit of feeding large quan-
tities of cottonseed meal and other pro-
tein products. 1 believe this practice
has often led to financial loss and injury
to the cows. Just now a reaction seems
to be setting agaipst this custom which
promises to lead to better methods of
feeding.

Has it ever been proved that the cow
makes her milk from the protein in her
food? Is it true that the more protein
we feed the more milk we get? Or is the
opposite view the more rational one?
Does the cow make milk and cream large-
ly from the heat giving and fat formiog
foods furnished in ber ration?
Personally, 1 believe she does need
these things more than she needs the
others. Certainly it is true that to do
her best the cow must be kept in good
flesh. The poor herd is sometimes, per-
haps often, a poor one financially, be-
cause it is poor in flesh. The addition
of one hundred pounds of good flesh to
the cow’s body may give her the power
to add the same quantity of fat to her
yearly cream product. I do not say it
will, but I suggeat that it may, and I
believe the suggestion worthy of some
careful thounght.

I have never had satisfactory returns
from any cow poor in flesh. We often

| hear it said tbata good cow will milk

herself down thin, but I do not believe
she should be allowed to do so.

Iam a firm believer in the value of
cornmeal for the dairy cow. I especial-
ly approve of it for the Jersey and other
strictly dairy breeds that need careful
attention and heavy feeding to keep
them at their best for a term of years.
Experience may not always be a good
teacher, yet we can at least get some
useful ideas by attending his school.
Not long ago I asked an old farmer, who
bad accumulated a goodly amount of
property from the income of the farm,
what he considered the best grain feed
for cows. He replied that he had al-
ways got the best results from cornmeal.
Recently a milkman who has a local
reputation for baving a good herd and
getting a big yield from the cows told
me that be seldom fed either glaten or
cottonseed, and he fed no bran at pres-
ent prices, but depended almost wholly
on cornmeal for his grain ration.

Now comes a large farmer and dairy-
man of Massachusetts who keeps a herd
of thirty-five Jerseys and uses no other
grain except cornmeal, of which be
sometimes feeds more heavily than I
have ever kmown any other man to do.
It may be argued that these instanceas
prove nothing, because they are not the
results of accurate, scientific experi-
ment. Yet facts as told by the cow
over a term of years may be worth more
than scientific truths learned by a few
months of study under unnatural con-
ditions. At any rate, when science and
the cow disagree the wise farmer will
think more than once before accusing
the cow of false teaching.

I am not advocating any new thing
nor trying to bring discredit uponany
accepted theory of feeding, but I believe
we need to return to a more rational
system in some cases.

We have the land and the climate for
producing the king of crops, and we
would do well to use our privileges and,
either with or without the silo, grow
for the cow the cheapest and best milk
food in the world—corn. We waant and
should seek the most profitable produc-
tion. That may or may not be the high-
est yield. We have measured too much
by the per cow standard and too little
by the per acre yield, so that we have
often been good dairymen but poor
farmers. Corn is our redeeming agent.
Let us make better use of it. Out of
the mouths of many witnesses shall the
truth be eatablished.—E. C. Dow, Bel-
fast, Me., in Tribune Farmer.

Notes from New England Fruit Show.

Several features in comnection with
the recent New England Fruit Show in
Horticoltural Hall, Boston, were par-
ticularly Interesting. One was the ex-
hibit of Mr. A, A, Marshall of Fitchburg,
Mass., which occupled a e amount of
space on one side of the main hall. Mr.
Marshall is one of the leading exponents
of fanoy truit growing in New England,
but is best known for his high grade
strawberries. This exhibit also places
him in the front rank of apple growers.
He has bad great success with the Mack-
intosh variety, and the fifty or more
boxes which composed part of his ex-
hibit excited no little attention. This
apple grows to perfection in New Eng-
land, and has few superiors IIIIO\)E fancy
varieties, It is large and bandsome,
withont being unwieldy, like the giant
Wolf Rivers. A single specimen of this
latter variety might be cut up like a
pumpkin anggmake enough for a whole
family. Such apples are too large to
find a ready market in large quantities
and do not make an attractive package.
The Mackintosh apples, on the other

boxes or barrels.

There are some 5,000 trees on the
Marshall farm, few of them over seven
years old, and yet bearing well. The
orchards are on hilly land, and are grown
under the mulch system, the grass being
left on the ground. No cultivation is
practiced, but the land was carefully
prepared in the first place, much of it
baving been used for growing straw-
berries. After inspecting his fruit, both
that in barrels and boxes, one felt re-
newed confidence in New England as a
fruit growing section, provided the grow-
ersare willing to practice modern meth-
ods, and both spray the trees and thin
out the apples. Mr, Marshall has been
obliged to combat the San Jose scale,
but that fact has not interfered with the
success of his business, or the quality or
amount of his apple yields.

In one corner of the hall wasa very
small exhibit which attracted much in-
terestamong professional apple growers
seeking a high class market, because of
a new style of package displayed. The
exhibit was that of Mr. W. M. Davis,a
Boston business man, who has an or-
chard near Marlboro. Mr. Davis con-
giders himself merely a tyro, as he has
owned this orchard only two years or a
little more, bnt his methods are most
businesslike. The package which he
uses ie really acard board carton, and
bolds forty-five apples. The apples are
not wrapped, but look very neat when
the package is opened. When it is clos-
ed, a wooden handle may be attached
and the package carried easily in the
hand.

One of the largest fancy grocery stores
in Boston handles these apples, often
gelling a carton toa man who is on his
way home and who carries it along with
him—a neat bundle containing forty-five
Wealthy, Gravensteins, Mackintosh Reds
or Baldwins, as the customer may pre-
fer, The apples are picked and packed
in the orchard, so that they reach the
table without scratch or brulse, as per-
fect as when they leave the tree.

This method of marketiog apples
opens up many possibilities to the pro-
gressive farmer. It suggests the plan of
selling direct to the consumer, as J. H.
Hale, the peach king of Connecticut, is
doing with bis apples, sending them to a
private trade all over the country.
This form of carton makes an ideal
package when only a few apples are
wanted, and it is most pleasing to the
eye, while it cannot be expensive.
Another exhibitor who believes in
reaching the retail market is Mr. C. E,
Hardy of Hollis, N. H., an extensiveap-
ple grower, who ‘was on hand throogh-
out the show and took a large number of
orders from visitors at $4 a barrel. He
tried this plan last year, and this year
found the same people coming to him
for another barrel.

The Maine exhibit occasioned consider-
able comment because of the high color
of the fruit. The Northern Spies at-
tracted particular attention. Maine is
enthusiastic over apple growing and
many new orchards are being set out.
It was interesting to engage a Maine
farmer in conversation and to notice
how proud he was of the apples pro-
duced by his state.—E. I. Farrington of
North Weymouth, Mass., in Tribune
Farmer.

1 Don’t Believe It.

The editor of Hoard's Dairyman tells
the following story of a3 man of the “'I
don’t believe it' sort:

Take one of the common sort of dairy
farmers you meet with everywhere, as
we did in a short auto trip the other
day. His main attitude of miud was ‘I
don’t believe it,”” He bad a poor lot of
low Shorthorn grades for cows.

Their gross earnings at the creamery
last year were £48 per cow. When we
ventured to remark that there was a bet-
ter and more profitable breed of cows
for him to employ his %ime on and pro-
vide feed for, than those he had, his at-
titude and manper spoke as loud as
words, *'I don’t believe it.”

We told him of herds that we knew
aboat, of other herds tbat had averaged
last year, in some instances over $100 per
cow, but still it was *‘I don't believe it."
We called his attention to the silo and
told him what a wonderful saving a good
supply of ensil bad been to us the
ast summer, and how it enabled usto
eep a large stock on the same capital in
land and thus make that capital paya
better interest. Eut his face looked as
unbelleving as ever and said plainly, *'I
don't believe it."

We spoke lglln of tbe wonderfal
feeding value of alfalfa and how nicely
it helped to raise the young thingsand
ur out milk from the cows. But still
be “didn’'t believe it.”

None of the better things and methods
of a more profitable kind of dairying did
he believe in. He was “agin it all.”” He
was morally certain that everybody who
would try torun & dairy on that basis
would lose money by it. He had to ad-
mit that he was having ‘‘bard sledding”
himself, but we could no mors get him
to consider that it was because he was
ualiug wrong methods than nothing at
all.
We noticed, however, that his sop, &
youth of eighteen, was listening eagerly
to what we were saying. But when the
boy undertook to putina word or two,
the father would shut him up by saying,
“What do you know about these things?"'

Here was a man fighting bis own bet-
terment and trylog to' maintain old,
wasteful ways. There are thousands of
snch men to-day who are keepiog cows
for profit and makinga losing job of it.
A keen, practical dalry farmer said to us
one day: “I wish we could have about
two years of right hard times.”” *“Why?"
“'Because it wounld drive out of the busi-
pess the stupld men who don't know
better than to make butter that costs
them ten cents a pound more tomake
than they can sell it for.”

The thick hide of disbeliet of every
right thing and method that these men
wrap themselves in, is one of the bi
questions of the day 1o the work of al

culturai Improvement. What they
don’t believe is making thousands of
wiser farmers rich, What they do be-
lieve Is making them poorer every day.
And still they “‘don’t belleve it.""

The BSecretary of culture stilf
swears it on to the middleman. In a
recent plea for the poor people of Wash-
ington, he urges that steps be taken
locally to eliminate the dealers’ excess-
ive profits, and thus rednce the cost to
the consumers. He declares that farm-
ers are not reaping the bemefit of the

One of Dr. King’s Barns Burned.
About 8 o'clock Thursday morning it
was discovered that thnh?non what is
kuown as tha old town farm, in the south
part of the town of Paris, now owned by
Dr. Alfred King of Portland, was on fire.
The fire was first seen by Oscar W. Par-
gons from his home, and he and others
were at the place as quickly as possible,
but it was too late to save anything.
The house on this farm was burned a
numbbr of years ago, while it was occu-
gled by the town, and no other has been
uilt. The farm was later sold by the
town, and afterward came into the
possession of Dr. King, being carried on
in connection with the other farms which
be bas bougbt in that section of the
town.
There was a large amount of crops and
other material in the barn, including at
least thirty-five tons of bay, a large lot
of grain, a number of tons of fertilizer, a
gasoline engine and threshing machine
belonging to A. W. Walker & Son, and
;)thar things. All is practically a total
oas.
The cause of the fire is not known.
There was a heavy fall of snow Tuesday
night and Wedneaday morning, but there
were no tracks in the snow at the barn,
showing that no one had entered or left
it during the nearly twenty-four hours
from the end of the storm until the fire
was discovered. This would seem to
put tramps out of the question.

Pardons Qranted.
At the meeting of the governor and
council on Thursday a large oumber of
pardon petitions were heard. Among
them were those of Willie Provost and
Gus Provost, Rumford boys, who were
gerving asentence of ten months in jail at
Augusta for breaking and entering a
camp on Mooselucmaguntic Lake, the
sentences having been imposed at the
May term of court in Oxford County.
The Provost boys were represented be-
fore the council by Attorney George A.
Hutchios of Rumford, who stated the
case a8 showing that the boys were 80
situnated that the only way they could
get shelter for the night was to break
into this camp, which they did. A par-
don was promptly granted them.
Another case which was before the
council was that of James O'Connell or
“Ramsey” O'Connell of Lewiston, who
was sentenced to three years in state
prison in the Oxford County court in Oc-
tober, 1910, for larceny from the person
of one Morey of Waterford, who lost his
pocketbook at the door of a railroad car
at South Paris, on one of the days of the
fair. Two others, James Lery of Lewis-
ton and one Morrill of Augusta, received
the same sentence in the same case.
0'Connell’s attorney was W, H. Hines of
Lewiston, who was unable to be present
at the hearing. As the hearing had
twice been continued, County Attorney
Parker of Oxford County, who was pres-
ent, was allowed to make his argument
against the pardon, which he did with
force.
The counncil also granted pardons to
Willie P. Green of Barnard, serving a
twelve years’ sentence at Thomaston for
breaking and entering and assault with
intent to kill, and Martin P. Colbath,
proprietor of the Seeboomook House on
Moosehead Lake, servinga sentence of
three months in jail for violations of the
lignor law.

The address of Prealdent Hyde of
Bowdoin at the dedication of the Rum-
ford Mechanics Institute presents oer-
tain views of man so well, and ls of so0
good general as well as local apfllutlon.
that it Is published below in full,

It Jesus, with that clear eye which
saw through the simple life of the farm-
ers and fishermen of Galiles, could
look on our complex industrial life to-
day, I think I know one text which he
would add to the Gospel. It would be
this: “Industry is made for man; not
maan for industry.” At any rate thatis
the truth for which this Rumford Me-
chanics’ Institate stande. It means that
plant, product and profits are not every-
thing; that the worker is more than his
work; that the man is more than a band;
that a corporation has obligations be-
yond the payment of wages to its em-
ployes, ang that the true success of an
industrial enterprise is to be measured
pot alone in the dividends paid to the
stockholders; but also in the life and
health, the intelligence and happiness of
the men in its employ.

Those of us who are mere thinkers,
and writers, and speakers, bave been
thinking this in our studies, teaching it
to our classes, writing it in our books
for a good many years. But it has been
reserved for Mr. Chisholm and his asso-
ciatiates in these three companies to
think that thought in the brick and mor-
tar; write that sentiment on the floors
and walls, and proclaim that Gospel
from the housetop of this splendid build-
ing where all the world can see and hear
and admire.

Industry is made for man, and in dedi-
cating this Rumford Mechanica’ Institute
we dedicate it to the men of Rumford
who are engaged in the paper industry.
What then is man? What are the essen-
tials of that manhood which this insti-
tute is built to serve?

Dust.

Where does all the dust come from?
That is the wail of the weary honsewife
throughout the land. Windows open or
:Indows olosed, the dust slips in. Daost

eans nok only dirt and stain, but most
of all disease. Why?

As we commonly think of it, dust s
fine earth carried about by the wind. In
reality it is composed of many things;
mineral matter, particles from the rav-

of the elements n'ron the rocks,
eces of dead animal and vegetable mat-
ter, fibers from clothing, pulverized ex-
crement from animals, the pollen of
Elmu. and minute vegetable organisms
nown as bacterls, molds and wild
yeasts—all of which, if left to their own
devices, are capable of developing and
growing into fongous forms. Sometimes
they do pot develop for a long period,
but if given moisture and a dark corner
what do we filud? That a piece of bread
left in the closet for a week is covered
with mold; and for the same reason we
discover that the pressrve jar, thought-
lessly left uncovered, has become a ger-
minated mass of fungous growth.

Of this trio of organisms—bacteria,
molds, and wild yeasts—the most nu-
merous are the bacteria. The general idea
of these small forms of life is that they
are dangerous, but there are good bac-
teria as well as bad ones, the former
often baving been called ‘‘nature's
soavengers,” as many times they silently
convert matter into barmless subatances
and help us in oar search for health,

It is the disease-breeding bacteria that
the housewife must fight against—those
coming from foul conditions such as
should never exist in a house where
there is plenty of sunlight and fresh pure
gir to ald her in her task of keeping
down the dust.

The “lighting up” of the furnace fire,
in houses where there are reglsters, is
slways a signal of approaching dust, al-
though just why tbat should be is not
exactly clear to many people. Because
ashes and dust seem to come up through
the registers, it is commonly thought
that these pipes, carrying the heat np-
stairs, must connect directly with the
furnace fire, whereas the pipes for con-
ducting the hot air should be separated
from the fire by the casiog of the fire
box. The real cause of \'‘furnace dust”
comes from the fresh air box, which
usnally bas two doors, one opening ont-
side of the house, and the other Into the
cellar. If it so happens that the ashes
are sifted near either of these doors, and
they are left open, it is easy to aee why
we find a fine coating of dust upstairs,
Being carried along with the current of
air, the dust is brought straight from
the air box to the room above,

Cleaning out the ashpit and sifting the
ashes are always difficult to do without
scattering a great deal of dust., How-
ever, much of this maybe avoided it you
have on band a small garden watering
pot, which you can use to sprinkle the
ashes with before removing them. The
ashes should always be kept in & cover-
ed ash box or can,

Firewood brought into the house
sbould be brushed off outside. It will
take only a few moments and will save a
great deal of extra sweeping.

One of the chief sources of dust in
frame houses is the shingled roof, which,
if left unfininhed inside, proves to bea
veritable sieve, letting through all sorts
of dirt blown about by the winds. In
such houses the duest makes its way
everywhere, and winter or summer It re-
quires never-ending care to keep ordi-
parily clean. Not only is there the dust
to battle with, but it seems almosat im-
possible to keep warm with such a roof
in winter time. The only remedy is to
seal the roof and be ever afterward
clean and warmer in winter, and decid-
edly cooler in summer,

Keeping the doormat clean is not only
a prevention of dirt, but of diseass, as in
many cases infection is brought into the
house in this way. Families with young
children playing about the floor little
dream of the dangers of the doormat,
Every day the mat should be beaten out
on the wrong side, and, if possible, hung
in the sun, which is nature’s great disin-
fectant. At times when infectious dis-
eases are known to exist in a neighbor-
hood, the mat should be immersed in &
Elll of water containing one tablet of

ichloride of mercury. Rinse thorough-
:ly in clear water and hang in the sun te

r

When it is necessary to sweep up dirt
with a broom, there is for the purpose
a covered dustpan, baving a bandle as
tall as the level of the hand. When the
pan is put on the floor, the cover opens
automatically. Thbe dirt is swept in, the
handle lifted, then the cover shuts tight
instantly, so that no dirt will be scatter-
ed anywhere.

For cleaning ruge and carpets, there Is
a very good make of small vacoum clean-
er which is operated by band, costs the
small sum of six dollars, and weighs
only five pounds. In sbape it is like a
shovel with a long handle; it is easily
pushed under large pieces of furniture
and is very simple to manage.

Mops for both dusting and polishing
hardwood floors come made of absorbent
linen fiber. The newest ones are much
like a scrubbing brush in shape and have
long bandles so that the worker can stand
upright while dusting, These mops are
also adjnstable, so that they can be re-
versed and used as & brush for dusting
the tops of windows or high shelves.

To scrub the floor with the old-time
scrubbing brush meant getting about ou
the hauds and knees. Now brushes may
be secured that have long bandles,
These brushes do the work far better,
becanse they are nsed in such a manner
that the upright position of the body
gives to them greater force in scrubbing.

The Home Table.

Careful attention to the details of the
table in every day living should bea
matter of habit. Table cFuthl and nap-
kins must be of white damask, fresh and
spotless; silver and knives must be
polished; glass shining; china of pretty
pattern and in perfect condition.

A thick white under-cloth is spread
when layiog the table and the table-cloth
laid over it, the carefully folded lines
serving as a guide in placing the cloth,
s0 that they divide the table at right
angles,

When laying the table for dinner, the
rule is to put two or three forks at the
left of each place, one or two knives at
the right. If there is to be a fish conrse,
a silver knife is added. A tablespoon
for soup is at the right of the knives. If
grape-fruit is to be served, an orange
spoon is at the right.

Glasses are at the right toward the
tips of the knives. A plate is at each
place. On the plate, or beside it, isa
plainly folded napkin, with a roll, or
thick Elm of bread, laid on the napkin
or within it.

Flowers, growing ferns, or a pretty
disb of silver, glass or china with frait,
should be in the center of the table,
Small pepper-pots, usually of silver, and
salt-cellars with silver salt-spoons, are at
the four corners of the table, or within
easy reach of every two persons.

On & serving-table are the plates for
salad and dessert, with the extra siiver
to be mu)ired. On each dessert plate is
a fioger bowl, leas than half filled with
water.

A tiny doily is beneath each finger
bowl. A carafe, or pltcher of lced
water, may be on the serving table, and
a plate of rolls or bread.

The small silver for dessert should
never be placed on the table when itis
beiag laid for dinner. 1tis brought with
the dessert plates, a fork and spoon be-
ing laid on each plate, or the silver may
be put down at each place before servi
the dessert course. The after dinper
coffee oups and sancers, each with a
small coffee-spoon lald on the sauocer,
may be in r-tﬁm on the serving-table
or sideboard.

Belore the dessert Is o be served, the
dinner table Is clearsd of salt-cellars,
Ecpparpob, extra silver and knives.
