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Improving A Run-downa Farm.

The farm in question, situated In
Washington County, in Eastern New
York, was below the average in fertility.
Only one condition was favorable for the
present owner when he purchased it in
1907—the buildinge were In good repair,
but the owner bas since improved them
ounnldonblz.

The farmbouse is & medium sized, two
story building, facing the south, sur-
rounded with & smooth, well kept lawn
and shaded with large maple trees. A
poeumatic water system was installed in
the house this last summer, the spring
being rather low for the gravity system.
Runningwller is also found in the barne.
The other buildings consist of a large
shed, in which were housed = fall line of
farm machinery and the necessary wag-
ons and carriages. One large basement
barn, with cow shed a ed, and &
good sized ben bouse.

The owner, a middle-aged man, though
born and raised on a farm, did oot fol-
low the occupation of farming for several
years, but choee the railroad and express
business, in which he was apgaged until
he bought the farm on w. \ho now
resides. -

This farm coosists of 120 acr.  ‘ ~yac-
tically all level, with the exceptio. {a
twenty-acre hillside, which is ratuér
rocky and is used as a permanent pas-
ture. The rest of the farm is tillable,
there being no timber on it. The char-
acter of the soil, according to the agri-
cultural soil survey of the connty, is the
Ondawa silt loam and Hoosick gravel.
The greater part of the land fs composed
of the silt loam, while the back part of
the form is Hoosick gravel.

Belore the farm was bought”bav the
present owner tillage was practised In a
baphazard way and the fertility of the
soil was so exhausted that it was the
common saying among the farmers
“that Blank’s farn: wouldn't raise white
beans.” By carefully reading and study-
ing four of the leading agricultural pa-
pers and by applying what he learned he
has been able to restore its fertility, fol-
lowing carefully every year a definite
system of rotation. This plan is follow-
ed as closely as possible, and only modi-
fled as circumstances demand.

The rotation followed it one of corn,
oats and clover. lustead of plonghing
under the clover sod he top dresses the
new seeding in the oat stubble in the
fall with the manure made on the farm;
this he cootinues to do untill the third
year; then he turns over a heavy, thick
sod which is fall of plant food for a good
corn crop.

As evidence that the method he is fol-
lowing is a good one his corn ylelded an
average of one hundred bushels an acre,
the ears were well tipped and of good
size, with a deep color; the oats ylelded
forty-two bushels an acre—a large yield
for this season in this locality. The writ-
er was told by a peighboring farmer
that his hay crop was large, and the well
filled mows proved his statement true.

Anpother thing this man was practicing
was deep plonghing. He began by turn-
ing up the subsoll by degrees, untll he
now ploughs about nine inches deep;
claiming that it gives the plant roots a
cbance to go down deeper, therefore in-
creasing their capacity to secure more
plant food. No doubt he Is right, if one
may judge by comparing the character
of the sod on his flelds with that of his
naighbors. By hie using this method of
cultivation he bas not failed to have a
stand of clover where before it has mnot
been made to grow, which also goes to
show that be is applying the right prin-
ciples to reclaim Iand that was once con-
sidered almost worthless. .

One thing is a fact, that no commercial
fertilizer has been used in order to in-
sure & good crop. He keeps three horses.
pine head of cows, twelve sheep and
about seventy-five hens. All the manure
ia drawn out and spread with a manure
spreader on the fields.

He believes in intense caltivation of all
planted crops, as it conserves the moist-
ure and promotes the growth of the

.| plants. Seeing the cultivated flelds and
1]the crops harvested showed that he had

practiced what he preached. This man
is in love with his work, as everythiog
about the bulldings and yard shows. He
has a system in doing his work and takes
a pride about it.

Aas the writer went out with the own-
er among the cattle and sheep they all
came up around him, and as be held out
his hands and talked to them they re-
sponded in their damb way by licking
his bands. Do you wonder the cows re-
spond at the milk pail and the sheep and
lambas seem to thrive?

and bis wife enjoyed themselves more
alone than with belp around. He only
hired extra labor in barvest time, work-

He said that the principal income from
the farm was from the milk, which with
what other crops, such as wool, potatoes,
bay, poultry and eggs, brought, con-
stituted the farm income. The reader
must consider that this man’s expenses
are small as compared with those of a
great maoy other farms, where help ls

kept and a large family Is raised. This
man could p bly double his income
if he so desired by building a silo and

increasing his berd of cows, but of course
this would require extra help.

This farm is situnated three miles from
a flourishing village of about 1,600 in-
babitants, with good roads tha year
around. The milk station is only half a
mile from the farm. He has telepbone
advantages and also the rural free de-
livery. .

According to his own statement the
owner is making money, and be bhas been
offered this year nearly three times the
prioe paid for this property in 1907. Two
important lessons can be learned from
this man’s experience: First, he lsa great
reader of good farm literature and ap-

jo | plies the principles of good farming thus

learned to suit his own circumastances;
second, he attends only to his own busl-
nesa and looks after the amallest details
with the utmost care. These two things
bave made him succesaful. He Is a type
of the progressive, middle-aged, practical
farmer who is awake to the needs of ths
times and who studies and grasps the

COFFEE EER:IES.

Reund Kernels Are Stronger and Rich-
eor Than Flat Ones,

Everybody Iy more or less familiar
with the term “male berry” applied to
coffee. The term refers to the form
and style, not the sex,

An-examinution of uuy kind of coffee
will show that about one kernel in ev-
ery twenty-five is quite round, like a
bean, while all the others are flat on
one side, like the half of a split bean.
These round or male berries are nlways
found on the young. vigorous, new
wood of the previous year's growth at
the end of the branches.

The old wood produces tint berries
only. Each “pod” or fruit of the coffee
tree contains either two common tat
berries or but one round one. The
substance of the fruit in the one caxe
all goes Into the single male berry, nod
In the other it Is divided nmong two
fiat ones.

This undoubtedly accounts for the
greater strength and richuess of the
male berry. In private pluntations,
where the trees are carefully pruned
and cared for and the ground well cul-
tivated and fertilized, the coffee is al-
ways of finer quality und the propor-
tion of mule berries Is lnrger

The round berries may be seen In all
kinds of coffee, Rio, Cerion, Maracuibo,
Mocha and other wvarletles contuin
them as well as the Java.—Exchnuge.

The Volcano of Kilausa.

Kilauea, on the island of Hawall, as
high 28 Vesuvius nnd twice us wide,
lles thirty miles from the sea In a
mountaln rapge.

In 1840 there was a
brilllaut eruption of lava, the light of
which. it was reported, could be seen a
bundred miles nawany. Where the lava
fowed through the forest it left curl-
ous relics In the shupe of lava arches,
bridges and great vases. These vanes
were forined by the lava plling Itself
about some lofty tree trunk, burning
away the wood within and killing the
upper part of the tree. In the course
of time seeds were deposited In the
open top. filled with decaying bark,
until now there is a gigantic lava vase
bolding ferns and flowers and vines.

Success of Joseph R. Parrott.

Joseph R. Parrott, born in the town ol
Oxford, has accomplished » wonderful
railway, reaching T0 miles out over the
Florida Keys—rails and supports skip-
piog from island to island to Key West,
only 90 milea from Cuba. His assurance
to Henry M. Flagler, whose properties
he managed, was sufficient to secure
backing for the gigantic proj-ct.

Mr. Parrott passed his boyhood days
in Oxford and fitted for college at
Hebron and Phillips-Andover, then en-
tering Ya'e where he galved prominence
as an athlete. After he fivished Lis
classical course be took his degree at
the Yale Law School, and then for a
short time he was in the office of Charles
F. Libby of Portland. An opening
appeared in Florida, however, and he
went there and became a member of a
firm that was counsel for the Jackson-
ville, Tampa, and K-y West R. R. Later
this road was merged with Flagler's
Florida Southero, and then, the merger
failing, Parrott was appointed receiver
for the combined roads. By 1802, how-
ever, Flagler bad succerded in clearing
bis road and he engaged Parrott as bis
chief counsel and made him vice-preai-
dent of the railroad and of the Florida
East Coast Canal.

From that time on the Maine man rose
rapidly in the service of the New York
maguate, and became connrel and man
ager for all his railroad, steamship and
hotel holdinge in the South. [t was be-
cause of his position and his proved
worth that Flagler weat to Parrott when
he was cozsidering the coostruction of
'mlhe from the malniand out to Key

sat.

(Pote) Thompsou. She was graduated
at the Gorbam Seminary, and in early
life followed the vocation of teacher, the
educational institutions, other than the
academy here, at which she followed
this vocation being Bridgton Academ

(at North Bridgton), North Yarmnu!{n
Academy (at Yarmoutl), Gorbam Semi-
pary, and Buch'el College (at Akron,
0 ) Her teacling in the academy here,
which was principally, though not ex-
clusively, in the departmeant of paintiog
and drawing, was in 1862-1803, duriog
the preceptorship of Benjamin Puor
Spow. Mrs. Choate was a woman of
high intellectual endowments and rare
literary attaioments, and for many years
she was a contributor, mainly io the line
of book reviews, to the columos of the
Boston Traoscript, her knowledge of
literature and Lier gifta of expression im-
parting a grace and sympathetic touch
to whatever she wrote.

Site of a Once Great Lake.

The United States geologleal survey
bas traced the early geological history
of the reglon that includes the present
Great Salt lake. In the pleistocene
epoch western Utah contalned a vast
lake called by geologists Lake Bonne-
ville. It was 346 miles long, 145 miles
wide and over 1,000 feet deep. It cov-
ered an area of nearly 20,000 square
miles—a tract twice as large as the land
surface of the state of Maryland. The
surface of the lake was about 5,200 feet
above the present sea level, or about
1,000 feet above the level of Great Balt
lake. If the lake existed at present
Deseret would be covered by 000 feet
of water, Nephl, Oak City, Holden, Fill-
more and Kanosh would be at or near
the shore, and Joy and Utah Mine
would be situated on islands.
