What are Profits in Farming?

The word “profite” is raistent
misused by agricultaral oolle?u as 'Oli,l
as by farmers. The inaccurate English
is bgd enough, but the misleading con-
clusions are much worse, as they result
in losses to farmers.

Nearly all balletins on fertilizer tests
call thevalue of the increased crop less
the cost of the fertilizer “‘profit" or “‘net
profit.””  But it usually costs $1 to $2 per
ton to baul fertilizer from town; the ap-
plication el it costs something; the use
of the money for the season is a very im-
portant item; the harvesting and storing
of the increased crup cost something.
To ignore all these items and call the
difference between the value of the in-
creased crop and the cash cost of the fer-
tilizer “profit” is very misleading. We
ought to call the difference *‘the value of
the increase above the cost of the fertil-
izer” or use some other accurate state-
ment.

The prices at which crops are figured
are often much more than farmers can
get. It seems to the writer that the
average farm price for the state for a
period of five years as given in the Year-
book of the Department of Agricualture
is a guod price to use. It is interestiog
to see the comparisons made by different
departments. At the New York State
Fair this year one state inatitation
showed charts that valued corn silage at
#7 per ton. It was showing the profits
from growiog corn. Another institution

feeding cows. It valued corn silage at
$2 30 per ton. The agronomy depart-
ment of one college values manure, in-
cludiog the cost of spreadiog, at 50 cents
per ton. This shows a great profit from
using it as a fertilizer. The dairy depart-
ment in the same institution credits the
cows with manure at $1.50 in the barn.
Probably it would cost at least 50 cents
more per ton to haul and spread it. This
same dairy department charges cows with
hay at what it costs to grow it, not at
what it is worth. This ought to make
any scrub cow pay, whenever there is a
ood hay crop.

The difference between the cost of
feed and the value of the milk is com-
moaoly called prufit in bulletins and farm
papers, but the feed is usually only from
one-half to two-thirds of the cost of keep-
ing a cow. The man labor usually costs
from $10 to $30 per cow per year. The
use of buildings is usually worth 35 to
£15 per cow. The horse labor, the use
of equipment, the interest on the invest-
ment, the veterivary fees, the male ser-
vice and many other items must be con-
sidered if we wish to find the profit. In-
stead of misleading persons by usiog the
word “profit”” why not say *‘value of milk
above the cost of feed,” or invent a new
word? A loog awkward expression is
better than an uatruth.

A very recent bulletin uses the word
“profit” in discussing certain systems of
farmiog, and tells how many times more
profit a farmer will make if he follows a
certain system. But when the bulletin
is examined it is found that the only ex-
penses counted are labor, interest and
tazes. The farmer who followed the
system that gave greatest receipts would
pot necessarily make any profit at all.
The public will be much better in-
structed when papers, speakers and bul-
letins use the word “profit” both accu-
rately and honestly.—G. F. Warren, in
ths December Cornell Countryman,

Testing Seeds at Home.

It is important to the user of seeds not
only to know their percentage of purity
and what kind of weeds they carry, but
to also know something of their vitalicy.
In the case of seeds there are at least
three ways whereby the user may be in-
jured, A seed which carries foreign
matter of any kind, in any considerable
amount, is correspoodingly lowered in
value. But there is another reason more
important than the money consideration,
and that is that the weed seeds which
the seeds contain may be pornicinnll.

under the new direct primary law?

Who conducts the business of the
primary election for each party and pre-
pares the party platform?

Each party holds a state conveation,
1st, to formulate and adopt a platform,
unci, 2d, to elect state, district, and
county committees by whom the primary
election campaigo for the nomination of
candidates, and, subsequently, the
regular election campaign will be con-
ducted.

Where and when are these state con-
ventions for the adoption of platforms
and election of committees to be held?

At such places and on such dates be-
tween sixty and ninety days prior to the
third Monday in June as the present
slate committees sball determine and
announce.

How are the state conventions of the
different political parties made up?

They are made up of delegates elected
at caucuses of the different parties,
regularly called by the city, town, and
plantation committees thronghout the
state.

IMPORTANT NoTE.—The selection of
the delegates to the state conventions is
of vital importance. The character and
conduct of the campaigns depends upon
the character and doings of the conven-
tivns. The character and doings of the
cooventions depends upon the character
of the delegates, and the delegates will
be good or bad according as good citi-
zens faithfully select them or careless-
ly neglect their duty to do so. Will you
o0 your part?

When does the primary election take

ace

On the third Monday in June, which
for 1912 is June 17, between the hours of
12:00 o'clock, noon, and 9 o'clock at
night, except in towns and plantations
of 3000 inhabitants or less where the
polls will be open from 9.00 A. M.
to 6.00 p. M.

Where is the primary election to be
held?

At the regular voting places through-
out the state.

Are separate primary elections to be
held for each political party?

No. All political parties unite in one
primary election at the same time in
each voting place throughout the state.

Are the names of the candidates of all
the different parties to be printed upon
the same ballot for the primary election ?
No. Each political party will have a
separate ballot and each party ballot will
differ in color from the others. The
primary ballot of the party casting the
largest number of votes for governor in
the last state election will be white; that
of the pext largest party will be yellow;
that of the third, blue; the fourth, green;
and sample ballots will be brown.

How can candidates for any office have
their pames placed on the primary elec-
tion ballot ?

Each candidate for office MUST FILE
with the secrelary of state, before the
first Monday in May preceding an elec-
tion, a nomination paper signed by qaali-
fied voters, of bis party, in number not
less than one per cent nor more than two
per cent of the entire vote cast for gov-
ernor in the last preceding election, in
the state, district, or county wherein
such candidate is to be voted for.

For example, 1st, a candidate for gov-
ernor must file with the secretary of
state such nomination paper signed by
the qualified voters of hia party, in the
state, in number not less than one per
cent nor more than two per cent of the
entire vote for governor cast at the last
preceding election; 20d, a candidate for
a county office must file with the secretary
of state a nomination paper sigoned by
qualified voters of his party within the
county in number not less than one per
cent nor more than two per cent of the
entire vote cast for governor in that
county at the last preceding election.
The filing of soch a nominativn paper
entitles the candidate to have his name
placed upon the primary election ballot.

MWheu g:;y such nominations papers

For example,—clover seed freq
carries plantain seed. If this plantain
seed is the door-yard variety which is
present practically all over Maine, there
would be comparatively little barm from
using clover seed which gontained it.
On the other band—Iance leaved plain-
tain or rib grass is oot abundant in
Maine. It is au uodsierable plaot
and using seed carrying it might intro-
duce a weed into land which is at present
free from it. [t is important that the
farmer should know the vitality as well
as the purity of the seed that he is to use.
No matter how pure a seed may be, if
balf of it will not sprout it has no more
value than if the seed were balf chafl.
While it is not easy to make an exact
purity test, it is not difficult for a farmer
to 80 acquaint himself with the seeds he
is ordioarily using that by the help of an
ordinary reading or maguifyiog glass he
will be able to tell whether the seed in
question contains aoy cousiderable
amount of impurities. If the seed ia
spread out upon a white plate, a little
practice will enable a farmer to see
whether a given seed is reasonably pure or
not, and he will svon learn to detect the
more common foreign seeds.

The following simple instructions for
preforming germination tests at home
without any special apparatus will enabie
the farmer to learn for himself whether
the seed that he is using has good vital-
ity or not. Germioation tests wmay be
made in two ways,—the so-called blot-
ting paper methods, and the sand method.
Io making the germination test with
blotting paper, blue blotting paper of
common weight, cut into strips about 6
x 19 inches shonld be used. This is lald
folded twice 80 as to get a piece of three
thicknesses and about six inches square,
on an ordinary dinner plate or platter.
The seeds if small are placed on the top
of the paper and if large between the
folds. Tbe paper is kept molst (but not
soaked) and at a temperature of 70 to 80
degrees F.

If ooly a vitality test is desired the
blotting paper method is preferable, but
it is d to know how many seeds
may be expected to grow, the
method is in some ways preferable. In
this method a thin layer of fine sand
is spriokled on the bottom of a fiat dish
and the seeds to be tested on it
under a thin cove of sand. This
must be kept moist well shaded and
at a somewhat higher temperature than

No, nomination papers can be signed
before the first day of January, preced-
ing the eleotion. All nomination papers

must be completed and filed in the office
of the secretary of state before the firat
Monday of May, which for 1912 is May 6.

May a candidate’s nomination papers
be signed and filed by the act of his
friends without his knowledge or con-
sent ?

No. Whoever expends money or con-
tracts liability to aid in an effort to
secare the nomination of any candidate
without his knowledge or consent forfeits
2500 to be recovered by indictment.
Moreover, the candidate’'s written agree-
ment to accept the nomination must be
filed with his nomioation paper in the
office of the secretary of state.

Who may vote at primary election ?
ReGI1STRATION.—Only voters wito have
been properly registered before the pri-
mary election occurs are qualified to
vote. The list of voters at the last
municipal election is the basis of regis-
tration for the primary election. This
list, bowever, is subject to correction by
the proper authorities, Voters not prop-
erly registered should apply to the regis-
tration officers for registration, in the
same manner as provided for in regular
elections.

ENROLLMENT.—In addition to registra-
tion, each voter must be enrolled as a
member of some political party. Any
registered voter, however, who has not
been so enrolled may be enrolled on
primary election day by the ballot clerk.
In towns and plantatious having less
than 2,000 inbhabitants eorcllment by
political parties Is not required.

How does the voter mark his primary
election ballot ? ]

He indicates his choice among the can-
didates for each office by making a crose
(X) in the square, at the right. of the
"E'" of the person he prefers for each
office.

By whom and to whom are the returns

sand | of the primary electioa to be made ?

The returns announciog the result of
the primary election in each city, town,
and plantation, will be made by the
clerks to the secretary of atate within
seven days from the date of the election.

The governor and council, on or before
the first Tuesday in July, which for 1913
is July 2, must tabulate the returns in
the office of the secretary of state and
determine what persons, for each office,
have been nominated, by each party, as
candidates to be voted for at the Sep-
tember election.

No Local Option Vote This Year.

But for the fact that a United States
Sepator could not be elected until the
second Tuesday after the legislature
convened, Governor Plaisted’s extraordi-
pary session, which met last Wednesday,
might have adjourned finally Saturday.
As it is, all that remains is for itto go
back on Tuesday of pext week and
elect Scnator Gardoer to serve for the
reat of the year.

As had been generally expected, the
governor's local option amendment fail-
ed of a two-thirds vote. It got the
necessary vote in the sepate, but in the
house it failed by a vote of 71 yes and
64 mo. Two Republicans in the house
voted for the measure, and one Demo-
crat in the senate and seven in the house
voted agaipst it.

There had been considerable rpecula-
tion as to the possible length of the ses-
sion, but it was practically settled that
it would mot be loog when the Demo-
cratic majority in caucus voted to con-
fine action to the matters named in the
governor's message, which were four in
pumber.

Aside from the prohibition amendmeat
matter, the subjects and the action
taken are, in briefl:

Roads. An amendment to the conati-
tution of the state is to be submitted to
the people, allowing the issue of not ex-
ceeding $2,000,000 in bonds for the build-
ing of roads, principal and interest to be
paid from the automobile tax.

Election laws. An extensive revision
passed, with some changes from present
provisions. The most important change
is that providiog that all the ballots cast
in an election, instead of being kept in
the custody of the town clerks as now,
shall be transmitted to the secretary of
state within twenty-four hours after the
polls close.

The redistricting of the state for rep-
resentatives in coogress. Ouoly one
change is made from the present ap-
portionment. Washington County is
taken from the Fourth District and pat
into the Third District. This does not
take effect until Jan. 1, 1913, so that the
congressmen will be elected this year
from the districts as they bave been for
the past decade.

HOMEMAKERS COLUMN.

For the Invalid’s Tray.
To the whimsical palate no daintyfs
more acoeptable than , but even
this delicacy will find ter favor If
served in some un -form—as Ina
teaset made of lemon shells, or In a little
lemon plg, rotund with satisfaction.
First cut the lemons sccording to the
shape desired—in two, lengthwise, for
the pitoher; exactly In , the other
way, for the cup, and allowlng & litttle
more than half for the sugar bowl, Pin
on handles made of thin stripsof the

peel. The little pig explains his own
anatomy. Fill the sbapes with liquid
jelly and set away to en. Orstill

another most attractive way Is to fill

either lemon or orange shells with the

liquid jelly, slicing them, when cold

into transparent rounds that can-

not fail to tempt the most daded appe-

tite. Other dalnty tidbits follow.
FRUIT CBEAM.

Beat tbe white of an egg very stiff,
beat in a tablespoonful of powdered
sugar and balf a glassful of grape, black-
berry or cherry julce. Add a table-
spoonful of cream and beat thoronghly
and serve in a sherbet glass,

BEEF BROTH MADE WITH EG6.

The white of the egg may be served
picely with beef broth, Have the white
beaten very stiff, then take a half cup of
beef broth from which every particle of

hias been removed, stir the beaten
white into this very rapidly, and serve at
once.
EGG SHERBET.

This cold preparation Ia rellshed where
there is fever or thirat. Boil togetber a
cupful of wateraod a tablespoonful of
sugar, cool, and add the julce of two
oranges, Pack In ice and salt foran
hour, stirring two or three times; then
stir in the beaten white of an egg, let
stand for half an bour longer and serve
in a thin sherbet glass.

RICE CREAM.

Take a tablespoonful of rice flour and
blend it with a little cold milk. Stir this
slowly Into a pint of boiling milk and
season with salt, sugar, and any pre-
ferred flavoring. Stir continually for
ten or fifteen minutes, then pour into a
dixh and cover with the stiffly beaten
white of anegg which bas been sweet-
ened with a tablespoonful of powdered
sugar. Place in the oven for a few
minutes and serve either hot or cold.

FARINA CUSTARD.

Season a pint of boiliog milk with
salt and sugar and stir In two table-
spoonfuls of farina beatem together with
the yolk of an egz and a little water.
Boil for fifteen mioutes and remove from
the stove and stir in the well besten
white of the egg. Serve in a daioty dish
garoished with bits of jelly.

Other Reclpes.

FROZEN GRAPEFRUIT AND
COMPOTE.

Cut the froit exactly in halves, remov-
ing the bard, pithy centre, the skin be-
tween the sections. and $he seeds; then
with a silver fork shred the pulp into
minute particles, addiog to each balf a
heapiog teaspoonful owowdarad sUgar,
a teaspoonful of grated cocoanut, one
tablespoonful of Canton ginger cut into
dice, and a tablespoonful of the preserv-
ed gioger sirup. Pack the balves when
filled in a large tin lard pall, with a
water-tight cover, and bury in ice and
rock salt for four- hours before serving.
Serve on amall dessert plates, placing in
the centre of each half a star of whipped
cream tbat has been pressed through a
pastry tube.

GRAPEFRUIT SORBET.

Boil together for five minutes a plot of
water and a piut of granulated sugar.
Remove from the fire snd when the sirup
s oold stir in a tablespoonful of bar de
lue jelly, one cupful of grapefruit pulp
and juice (that has been carefully freed
from the skin and seeds), and & pinch 6f
powdered cionamon; turn into the freez-
er, and when half frozen add four table-
spoonfals of meringne and half a cupful
of chopped Maraschino cherries. Turn
the crank of the freezer slowly about five
minotes after the last ingredients bave
been added, and serve the sorbet In
slender, long-stemmed, crystal glasses,
garpisbing each portion with a few
corystallized cherries and a little minced
candied orange peel.

GRAPEFRUIT CREAM.

Cnt in halves three large grapefruit,
and with the aid of emall, sharp scissors
and pointed spoon, carefully remove the
cuntents, saving all the juice and pnlp.
Press these through a puree sieve, and
to the fruit thus obtained add a large
cupful of sugar, one tablespoonful of
pineapple or other fruit juice, and two
tablespoonfuls of gelatine that has been
dissolved in a copful of boiling water.
Mix thoroughly, and when almost cold
place the fruit mixtore in & bowl set ina
pan of ice water, whipping with an egg
until well thickened; then fold in light-
ly balf & pint of cream beaten solid and
fill at once into the grapefrait shells that
have been soaked in ice water, garniski-
ing with squarea of vividly tinted orange

jelly.
