“SPEED THE PLOW."

WHAT THE CENSUS BUREAU SHOWS OF A
YEAR'S BIRDS AND EGGS,

A preliminary statement of the gen-
eral results of the thirteenth census rel-
ative to the number of farms reporting
the raising of poultry and production of
eggs, together with the number of fowls
and dozens of eggs produced, and the
value thereof, in 1909, has been issued
by Director E. Dana Durand, of the bu-
reau of the Census, Dapartment of Com-
merce and Labor, It was pre un-
der the direction of Le G Powers,
chief statistician, and Jobn Lee Coulter,
exgert special agent for agricultare.

urther analysis of the returns may re-
sult in slight modifications of the totals
presented before final publication but it
is not expected that they will affect ma-
terially the figures given. A statement
showing the number and value of fowls
on farms at the time the census was
taken (April 13, 1910) bas already been
issued, Special attention is cl.l]eJto the
fact that the present summary relates
only to poultry and eggs produced on
farms, as Do enumeration was provided
by law for cities, towns or villages.

Toe total pumber of farms reporting
fowls raised in 1900 was 5,655,754, or
88 O per cent of all farms in the United
States; and the number of such fowls
was 458 405,354, or an average of 56.4
fowls per farm. No report was pub-
lished in 1900 showing the number of
farms reporting on the number of fowls
raised in 1509, but tbe total value
was gigen as $136,830,152, as against
a value in 1900 of $202506,272. It will
thus be seen that the value of poul-
try produced in one year shows an in-
crease during the decade of over £63,-
500,000, or 43 per cent.

The last census shows that in 1909
there were produnced in the United States
1,591,311,371 dozen eggs, valued at $306,-
683,960. The production in 1809 was
1,203,662,433 dozen eggs, and the value
$144,240,541. While the production of
eygs during the ten years increased only
23 per cent, the value more than doub-
led, the exact amount of gain being $162,-
445,419, or 112 § per cent.

In Maine 49,641 farms reported, show-
ing 2,601,733 fowls raised of a total value
of 81,454,815, and 14,935,959 dozens of
eggs produced, of a value of $3,702,335.

Making an Old Orchard Profitable.
(Address delivered by Prof. E. F. Hitchings,
Farmers' Week, March 7.)
In order to discuss this topic intelli-
gently, we must take a glance at the fol-
lowing:
First. The orchard conditions of the
past to note methods and causes that
hg;‘u rendered the old orchard unprofit-
able.
Second. A typical orchard of the
present to ascertain if such a reclama-
tion 1s possible.
Third. The ideal orchard of the fu-
ture to see if there is a possibility for
profit in the right management of this
evolution from the old to the new. Hav-
ing decided these last two in the affirma-
tive we will proceed to formulate a plan
of procedure that if carried into effect
must meet with a measure of success
;‘um mensurate with the actual effort put
orth.
But success depends: First—Upon
the iudividual effort of every advocate of
better fruit. Secoud—U pon the coopera-
tion in local centers of wide awake or-
chardists, who have the courage of their
convictions, backbone ewough to pat
tbem into action, and faith in their asso-
ciates to combine for better results. It
must be a campaign of education along
modern lines of practical demonstration
work, not theory, Extension work must
be carried to the orchard. The first step
in the actual process of making the old
orchard profitable will be that of tree
renovation, which will bring about the
renewal of vigorous activity by right
methods of pruning, scraping and spray-
ing. This will tend to produce a healthy
condition as a foundation principle. We
will follow this by the right management
of the evil conditions of tilth, fertility
and bumus content, in order that there
may be such an increment of vigor as to
ward off, to a great degree the attack of
fungous and iosect troubles. In most
cases a large number of varieties must
be sacrificed in order to render the or-
chard profitable from a commercial stand-
point, This will mean a wise selection
of varieties adapted to the location and
the topworking of trees to conform to
that plan. The rotation and manage-
ment of cover crops will be thoroughly
gone over with necessary rest periods
for the retention of latent emergy so vi-
tal to successful cropping. Last but not
least the proper bandling of the fruit
uestion from the time of the “June
drop™ until it reaches the hands of the
copsumer, will be fully considered to-
gether with the profits involved.

Feeding Poultry for Vitality.

One of the greatest difficulties that the
poultryman has to contend with is that
of batching and rearing chickens to re-
pew his flock. It is safe to say that more
commercial plants go bankrupt over this
difficulty in hatching and rearing than
from aoy other one cause. For some
years past the Maine Agricultural Exper-
iment Station has been devoting atten-
tion to this subject and has been endeav-
oring to find out whether it was not pos-
sible to overcome most of the common
troubles of this sort by breeding into a
flock of poultry such a high d of
constitutional vigor.and vitality :glt the
eggs would batch and the chickenas live
and grow under any reasonable condi-
tions of management. What success has
been obtained in this direction upon the
experiment station poultry plant is indi-
cated by the fact that in the batching
season of 1011, which by common report
of poultrymen all over the country was
an unusually bad season for hatching
and rearing, it took, on the average, 2 6
egge in the incabator to prod one
hicken. That is, if one counts in all the

The figurehead was a female figure

was a buckler with a blue ground car
rying thirteen stars. On the stern of
the ship under the cabin windows ap-
peared two large figures in bas-rellef
representing *“Tyranny” and “Oppres-
si’n” bound and bleeding on the
ground. On the back of the starboard
quarter was a large figure of “Mara.”
On the highest part of the stern ap-
peared “Wisdom"” and above her head
an owl.

Philadelpbla furnished oot only the
greatest ship designer in the United
States, but also the best ship carver in
the worid, Willlam Ruxh. ln this feld
he was without a rival, and to a won-
derful technical skill he added an ar-
tistic sense of beauty and genius for
composition. 3

He was the first carver to give an
{dea of life and motion tn a ship's fig-
urebhead. Each of his fignreheads was
either the lifellke representation of &
person or some symbolic conception
expressed In exquisite carving. His
most noted productions were “Nature”
for the Constellation, the “Genjus of
the United States" for the frigate of
that name and "The River God” for
the East Indla ship Ganges, These fig-
ureheads were nine feet high and
counld be removed for repair or in ac-
tion.—Harper's Weekly.

There Is nothing so Interesting to an
eastern man, on a trip to the Weat, as It
is to watch the ur-lngmmulou as he
goes {rom the land of and stuomps
to the broad spreading areas of land

where there is no rock or stump to be
seen. A new sensation comes over one,

by hills and mountuins, as he sees for
the first time the level or mllinmnlrlo.
as it stretoches away for miles mil
until it melts into the horizon.

To our eastern ways of doing and
thinking, we are inclined to look with
wonder and admiration on the farmer
who bas the courage to plant from fifteen
to twenty acres of crops of any kind,
but the eastern farmer has to learn a
uew lesson as he travels westward, and
keeps his eyes open as he goes.

In a recent trip through the West, I
saw, at three different places, an expanse
of ploughed land that actually reached
as far as the eye could see in all direc
tions. The d had been recently
ploughed by steam ploughs, and the rich
black loam extended to the horizon
whichever way I looked.

big business. It means a lot of money
invested, and big expenses and big re-
turns. No poor man, without money
and without credit, can hope to carry on
such a business.

1 presume that such farms as these are
uncommon, but all farming is done on a
much larger scale than in the East,
although the land is much more costly
than here. It is no uncommon thing to
see twenty-five or thirty borses working
on a single piece of land and apparently
owned by one man. The larger farms
are ploughed by steam ploughs, or trac-
tion en?uu with gang ploughs behind
the engine, which often are capable of
plduughlng twenty-five to thirty acres in
a day.

A DAY ON AN OREGON FARM,

It was my pleasure to visit a farm, or
ranch as they are called in the West,
that may be of special interest to the
readers of the Democrat, from the fact
that the proprietor married a Paris girl
who was once Mise Una Taylor, now
Mrs. Ira Mournian of Forest Grove,
Oregon.

One of the first days of April, in com-
pany with Mr. Edwin F. Fobes of Lex-
ington, Mass., also well known to Paris
people, it was a great pleasure and privi-
lege to see a traction engine with a gang
plough bebind turn up the rich black
soil, on a farm that would make our Ox-
ford County farmers wish they could do
the same thing. This engine was capa-
ble of ploughing a strip fourteen feet
wide and much faster than horses can
walk. I followed it for a while but scon
found that it would be very hard work
to follow it for very long. The engine
was also equipped with a powerful head-
light and could work as well in the night
asin the daytime. In fact we were told
that it was quite likely to be used
pights, as the season was late and it
would be necessary to use it day and
night in order to get the land plonghed
that Mr. Mournian intended to plant.

It was the plan to plough up several
bundred acres and plant a large part to
potatoes, just how many was not decided
at that time, but our eastern farmers can
judge by the fact that two carloads of
potatoes had already been bought to be
used for seed, on this piece alone.

In that part of Oregon there is very
little frost, so that the potatoes can be
kept in the ground for a long time after
they are ready to dig, so the farmer is
vot so absolutely dependent on the mar-
ket price, as he can leave them until he
gets ready to dig, if he chooses to do so,
and wait for a change of the price within
a reasonable length of time.

On our way to see this farm we were
obliged to ride about six miles over such
roads as we have in Maine, and through |
just such a country as we have in Oxford
County, in fact it made me think more
of Maine than any other place I saw
while on this trip.

I have been asked since I came home,
where I would rather live, in the East or
the West, and I have always said that I
preferred to stay in the East. here
our home is, is best, and while there are
many very beantiful places, and alluring
climates free from snow and cold, I think
that the chaogiog climate of the East
suits me best.

I bave also been asked which is the
better place for a maa to get a living,
and to this question that is as broad as
the country, I can say that I have not
found any place where a man without
money can get a living witbout work. It
is also my impression that a man who
bas the persistence and ability to get
any more thano a liviog in the Weat, can
do the same thiog here if he tries, and
his chances of getting a start in a small
way are a good deal better here than in
the West.

It is a common thing to find persons
who think that if they can but get
money enough to get to Califorunia, they
will suddenly be rich, it they can but
buy an orange grove—that it will yleld
untold wealth in a year or two.

If such persons would buy an Oxford
County farm and put in as much work in
clearing up the rocks and setting out
apple trees as they would bave to in
caring for an orange grove in California,
they would find that one end of the rain-
bow is in their own backyard, if the other
end is west of the Rocky Mountains.

It is my opinivn that there is just as
good a chance to make money in raising
apples bere as there is anywhere, and if
our farmers would give the same care
that the western farmers do, they will
not want to think of leaving home, as
they will find that the profits of the
orange groves are no more than those
that can be made from the apple trees of
Oxford County.

Planting a Rose QGarden.
Roses will grow and give some kind of
returns in any good we ned soll,
but will amply and richly reward her
who givea them Intensive culture. You

o to the exhiblitions and admire the
tiful roses displayed there, and wish
you could grow such yourself! You can,
by the same method of culture and with
no more labor than by the old-time slack
methods, The principles are the same
whether yon grow a small bed or a large
garden full of beds and borders.

In growing roses the aim should be
toward permanent beds and -borders, as
in these there is sure to be good drain-

and a made soll of known quality.
This may seem like a good deal of work,
but keep in mind that permanent beds
and borders, once made, are made for
life, and you get the same fine results
every year. They should he excavated
to the sub-soil, taking two inches of the
latter as you go, keeping all the good
soil to one side, and saving separately all
the stonea to be used for drainage, If
the bed or border is on the level, slope
the bottom toward one end, makiog it
three inches lower than the other. lo
the oase of a circular bed (the poorest
shape for rose bedr) grade from the out-
side to the center, making the latter
three inches higher.

In the bottom of the excavation put
two or three inches of stone broken to
the size of rallroad ballast, according to
the depth, and grade it evenly. On this
the soil should be put some time before
the planting to allow it to settle.

The soil for the rose-beds and borders
should be specially made, as It is intend-
od to last a long time. The base may be
good garden loam, to which should be
added its bulk of sods from the roadside,
especially white clover sod, which usual-
ly can be bad in plenty. You canuse all
sod to good advantage, if obtainable,
omitting the garden loam; if botb are
used, chop the sod fine, and mix with
the loam. To thisadd balf its bulk of
well-rotted cow manure, Use. no green
manure of any kind in beds and borders,
as much harm can be caused thereby.
Cow manure is the best for roses, and
that from a stable In which leaves are
used as bedding is better than any other.
1t should be made fine, and loose, and be
well mixed with the sods and soil.

If the season ia well advanced, a good
way to settle the soil in the excavation
is to fill in several inches, give it a light
soaking with the hose, and repeat. By
the time all is in it will be settled and
ready for the planting. When the top-
layer of soil is put on, before raking,
give it as much bone-flour as will whiten
the soil, and a similar quantity of pow-
dered lime, and rake the bed even and
smooth. Roses must have lime to give
vivid color.

The rose which gives the greatest re-
turns in beauty and number of flowers is
the bybrid tea. North of New York they
are not hardy even with protection, but
south of that they can be held out in the
open ground all winter by giving pro-
tection acourding to your latitude. The
best protection is to drive threefstakes in
the ground as high as the top of the
bush. Tie them together at the top, and
tack tar building paper over them, which
will insure ventilation and keep off ice.

A number of fine hybrid tea roses have
been introduced for the season of 1912,
which are: ‘‘Betty,’” coppery rose;
“Dorothy Page Roberts,”" light coppery
pink and apricot; *Dochess of Welling-
ton," saffron, yellow, crimson; ‘‘Duchess
of Westminster,” clear rose, madder;
‘‘Elizabeth Barnes,” satiny salmon rose;
“‘Ferniehurst,”” coppery pink, or fawn;
“Florence Edith Coulthwaite,” d“?
cream, suffosed rose; “F. R. Patzer,”
creamy buff; **Grace Molyneux," creamy
apricot; “Jamea Coey,"” deep yellow;
“Chateau de Clos Vougeot," rich
scarlet.

There are foewer novelties in the hardy
perpetual garden class than in any of
the others., We bave not bad a good
new one for ten years until this year,
when we get the following three:
“'George Arends,” tender rose, form of
the famous ‘‘Frau Druschki’’; *Gloire
de Chedane Guinols seau,’ velvety ver-
milion red; ‘‘President Kroger,"' crim-
son scarlet, shaded black. We also have
three fine new Austrian briers: ‘‘Jullet,"
back of petals old gold, interior rosy
red; “Rayon d'Or,” golden yellow;

It will reqnire less of this shortening
than the same receipt would require if
butter were used, and a trial cake should
be baked in a pally tin to be sore that
the batter is not too rich. A pinch
of salt is needed also, as In butter the
salt is supplied. In any cake, whether
butter or a substitute is used, better re-
sults will be obtained If one-ball cup
more sugar Is used than the receipt calls
for.

FIRE IN THE HOLD.

Vessels at Sea Are Often 8moldering
Furnaces Below Decks.

Smyldering fires on board ship are
ecommon enough and in many cuses
are comparatively harmless. They arise
mostly from spontaneous combustion
caused by piling large quantities of
coal In close quarters.

It is sald on excellent au ty that
there 1s not much danger from such &
fire, hardly any on an iron or a stee!
ship. The first protective measure In
such an event Is to exclude the air, so
that the fire can only smolder. Then
the bunker ls flooded with water, which
usually serves to extinquish it

Even In wooden ships the danger
from smoldering fire Is not half so
great as has been plctured by non-
seagoing folk. This is {llustrated by
the ‘experience of the captain of the
Twin Brothers, engaged some years
ago In the wheat trade between Ban
Francisco and Liverpool. The vessel
was returning from Liverpool with a
thousand tons of coal In the hold as
ballast. Just after it rounded Cape
Horn it was discovered that the coal
was on fire.

There was a steam pump on board.
and after closing the lower hatches
the crew flooded the hold untll the
ship had settled about four feet low-
er In the water. Then the captain
stood pat and let her burn. No one
was frightened, and every one wus con-
fident that the ship would be safely
brought Into port. Call was made at
Valparaiso for fresh water and pro-
vislons., but not a man deserted.

The vessel was seventy-two days In
reaching San Francisco from the Horn,
and all that time the coal burned. and
little streams of smoke could be seen
coming through the cracks in the deck.
Arriving at San Franclsco, the Twin
Brothers salled out on the mud flats
and was flooded until she settled al-
most even with her upper deck. This
extinguished the fire,

The appearance of the vessel after
all this was pretty falr evidence what
a ship may sustain In the way of a
fire. In n dozen places the bottom had
burned through, and all that was be-
tween the crew and the deep sea wns
the thin sheet of copper bottom. The
welght of the coal and the pressure ot
the water kept about equal strain on
both sides of the copper sheeting, and
It had not broken, although it was lit-
tle thicker than an ordinary tin pan.
There wa3s one place where thls cop:
per was cxposed about the blgness of
the top of a barrel.—New York Tribune.

CENTER OF THE EARTH.

It May Be a Mighty Mass of Molten
Precious Metals.

Did you ever stop to consider the
fact that in all probability the center
of the enrth 18 a globe composed of
gold, Iridium and platinum? These
metals are, of course, in a liquid state,
the iridlum at the exact center—that 1s,
provided there Is not some heavier
metal at present unknown to man oc-
cupying that place—the platinum next
and the gold surrounding the other
two. -
“But,” you say, “what proof have we
that this proposition is correct?"

In answer | would say:

“Two proofs, and perhaps more.”"

First, the three metals are the heav-
fest known substances, compared bulk
for bulk. This belng the case, they
would naturally be attracted to the
center of our planet. In the beginning
the earth was liquid, If not gaseous.
In either case the heavy metals men-
tioned were held In solution. By grad-
ual condensation the metals settled to
the center, iridium first, platinum next
and gold last.

Ages ago, when the crust of the earth
was thin—very thin—all of the gold
now known was thrown out in volcan-
ic eruptions. This last mentioned fact
1s the second renson for believing that

around a nucleus of iridlum and plati-
num.

A third reason for belleving that
there 1s gold at the center is this: The
earth as a whole welghs five times as
much as a globe of water of the same
bulk, while the rocks forming the out-
er crust are less than three times as
heavy as water.—S8t. Louls Globe-Dem-

ocrat.

Beavers when they have been undls-
turbed for long are very curious in re-
lation to strange sounds. They will
come swimming out of their house
even at the firing of a gun. The In-
dians usually call them with a hissing
noise or one produced by munching the
lips.
