How to Have a Good Hay Crop In a 

Dry Season. 
A neighbor who moved into a new 

bouse and made a garden in another 
place seeded the old one with grass seed 
(pricipally timothy and redtop). The 
secund year after seeding was remarkably 
dry, and the best meadows in this region 
cut a very light ewath. In striking con- 

trast, tbe grass on that old garden spot 
was as tall and thick as ever grew in thin 
couotry in a wet season, and good enough 
to satisfy any reasonable maa. Why did 
this old garden spot raise better grass 
than the adjoining meadow'.' Why did 
it uot sutler for moisture the same as 
other grass lands in the vicinity? 
Cbittiy because it waa so much richer 
to supply abundantly the necessary 
means of growth, and was fuller of 
humus to absorb and retain more of the 
rain water for tbe use of the plants. Λ 
large proportion of humus in the soil no 

doubt facilitated the rise of the ground 
water by capillary action. The garden 
had been manured with stable manure 

year after year for tifty years, until it was 
as rich as a guano islaud to the depth of I 
eighteen inches or more. 

Of course, seeding down old gardens to 
raise big crops of hay would not be wise I 
no long as they produce good vegetables; 
but the conditions that made this old j 
garden spot so productive in a dry sea I 
son can be secured for whole meadows I 
by the employment of the same means. I 
The conditions are a soil made rich and ! 
deep with well rotted stable manure. I 

Of course it will cost considerable, but I 
no good thing can be obtained without I 
expenditure of money or labor by some I 
body, and it will be worth more by the I 
increased crop of hay than its improve- I 
raent cost. You may say: "Manure is I 
all right for grass or grain, but we never I 
have enough of it, and we keep all tbe I 
stock nur faims will carry." Try keep- I 
ing more stock and tbe additional ma-1 
nure will supply the grass and grain to I 
keep them. 

Some farmer critics would say: "Rob-1 
bing Peter to pay Paul; put all your ma- 

nure on your meadows and have an I 
empty corn crib. Corn is worth morel 
than hay at any time." Maybe not. I 
Let us examine tbat matter a little. I 
l ake tbe following states: Maine, New I 
Hampshire, Vermont, Massachusetts, j 
Kbode Island, Connecticut, New York, I 
New Jersey and Pennsylvania. For the I 
10 years from 1001 to 1011 (inclusive) the I 
average production of bay per acre was I 
1 -0 tons aud the average farm price per I 
ton was 513.12. The average farm valuel 
per acre for tbe ten years was ?lt}.53. 

The average value of corn per acre in I 
those same states for tbe same years wax 

?21 OS, only $5.45 more than an acre of 

bay. Tbe corn ground had to be I 
ploughed, harrowed, planted and culti-1 
vated four or five times, and the corn I 
had to be cut up, husked and shelled. I 
Good seed adds something to the cost. I 
The only expense of raising an acre of 
hay after tbe meadow is seeded is in cut-1 
ting and curing rhe hay. Does anybody I 
believe that $5.45 will pay the difference 
in coat between raising a crop of corn I 
and a crop of ha} ? 

It is said there are meadows in Eng- 
land that have not been ploughed in a I 
thousand years and tbe owners would I 
consider it a great injury to have them 

ploughed. They are manured regularly 
with stable manure and dressed with 
commercial fertilizers. If any weeds 
appear they are immediately spudded I 
out. 

Tbe climate of England is moister than I 
America's. Thore are more rains there! 
and they are better distributed through | 
the crowing season. With our droughty I 
summers we probably could not keep! 
our meadows seeded so long as those in 
England if we tried ever so bard; but we 

could keep them raising profitable crops 
of grass much longer than we now do by 
top dressing with manure, as do the Eng-1 
lish farmers. 

Tbe late George M. Clark, o( Hig- 
ganum, Conn., who raised such enor- 

mous crops of grass per acre as to almost I 
stagger belief (and in spite of severe I 
drouth*), applied large quantities of 
stable manure to his meadows, besides a 

liberal amount of commercial fertilizers. 
Professor W. F. Massey says: "Farm- I 
ing for bay does not differ from the farm-1 
ing for grain in the need of keeping up 
tbe productivity of the land through I 
fertilizers and a good rotation; hay farm-1 
ing may be tbe most profitable method 
of farming one can adopt."—J. W. Ing- I 
bam, Tonawanda, Penn., in Tribune! 
Farmer, 

Danger in Inexpert Inbreeding. 
Elba Thomas, of Scio, Ν. Y., writes 

that be bas a very promising registered 
Holstein heifer, three years old, which 
ia the mother of a bull now one year 
old, lie asks me an to whether it will be 
a good or bad policy to breed tbia heifer 
to her owo son. This is a question that 
confront· many farmers. Mr. Thomas 
has a promising heifer and she has pro- 
duced him a promising bull, and perhaps 
there is not as promising a Holstein bull 
within reach of him as bis own is for 
him to breed his heifer to. In case there 
is I say breed your promising heifer 
to the bull in no way related to ber, 
yet of the same family. ÂU inces 
tuous breeding places the breeder on 

thin ice, especially when the mother 
has some physical defect, like a badly 
formed udder. She may be a large pro- 
ducer of milk and of good constitution, 
but her eon will inherit the tendency to 

produce heifer calves with the same 

badly formed udders of his mother when 
used on common grade cow·, and if 
bred back to bis mother one can with 
a high degree of certainty depeud upon 
ber producing heifer calve· with the 
same defect intensified; or if the off- 

spring is a male, his get will invariably 
be heifers with badly formed udders. 
The same ratio hold· good with other 
physical defects. 

Thus it is on general principle· hazard- 
ous to practice incestuous breeding ex- 

cept as the breeder is an expert in the 

physical conformation of animal· he may 
be breeding. It i· true that the types of 
all pure bred animals have been Jixed by 
more or less inbreeding, some of which 
is incestuous breeding, but it baa been 
done by experts. Therefore I say to Mr. 

Thomas and to others who are similarly 
situated: If you are not an expert in 

animal conformation, don't make tbe at- 

tempt. It might be a mistake that 

would ruin your fond bopee of succès·. 

It might be wisdom on the part of Mr. 

Tbomaa to call in an expert on animal 
conformation and have him closely ex- 

amine the promising heifer and her son, 

and follow his advice.—C. D. Smead, 
V. S., in Tribune Farmer. 

(Jive the Birds Some Oreen Food. 
Green food, where liberty ia enjoyed, 

will be gathered by the birds themselves. 
Where poultry must be closely oonûned 
to bare yard·, in which not ao much aa 

a weed can start, the owner should pro- 
vide a supply of thia necessary element. 
It ia abundant and cheap. It require· 
only a few moments to gather it. It ia 

unreasonable not to provide it. ▲ little 

green food will keep the fowls regular 
and healthy. It will give tbe cropa tbe 

proper distension. And it will contain 
more elements of support and growth 
which may be lacking in the regular ra- 

tion·. It is a good thing; pass it along 
to all tbe feathered stock, old or young. 

Tou need not be afraid the hens will 
eat too inach crushed shell·. Let them 
have all they want.

Agricultural College Extension Work 
in Demand. 

The put year the most successful In 
the history of the extension work of the 
agricultural college. A large Increase 
in number of meetings and 25 per cent 
increase in the number of people reached. 
I· your town using this service? It is 
yours for the asking. 

The agricultural extension work at 
the College of Agriculture was organized 
for the purpose of serving the people of 
Maine. That its effort· are meeting 
with approval is evidenced by the rapid 
growth of the service. Granges are using 
the extension service for lectures, demon- 
strations and co-operative work. Agri- 
cultural departments in high schools and 
academies are using it In holding exten- 
sion schools covering from one to four 
days. Farmers and farmers' families 
have used it in making co-operative tests 
with corn, oats, and alfalfa, in taking 
correspondence course*, and in securing 
expert advice. Rural scuools and school 
officials have used it in helping to organ- 
ize boys' and girls' agricultural clubs, 
and in securing seed for conducting the 
contest·; cow test and breeders' associa- 
tions have used it for lectures and 
demonstrations of various kinds, includ- 
ing stock and crop judging; agricultural 
fairs have used it for placing exhibitions 
and judging farm products and animals. 
35 per cent represents the increase in the 
number of meetings and demonstrations 
conducted by the extension department 
during the past year. 

A circular announcing the plans for the 
summer extension service has just been 
issued and already many requests are 

being made for lectures and demonstra- 
tions. The entire agricultural faculty 
are available for the summer extension 
work so that it will be possible during 
the monthe of August and September to 
send workers into every county in Maine. 
Lectures and demonstrations are given 
on request from granges, agricultural 
associations, clubs, fairs, and for indi- 
viduals. They deal with the vital prob 
lems of farm and country life. They are 

given without expense to local people. 
Anyone interested in the summer exten- 
sion work should write to the Extension 
Department, University of Maine, 
Orono, Maine. 

Starting the Calves Right. 
Our neighbors are greatly exercised 

over the amount of butter we are making 
From two cows, one fourteen years old, 
and farrow, and the other six jears old, 
a calf of the former. They are of mixed 
blood, Durham predominating. Of 
course, we have a good cream separator, 
as have some of our neighbors. I wish 
to say to these good people and many 
others like unto them: Vou did not be- 
gin soon enough with your cows; you 
half starved them when they were little 
calves. I do not mean that calves should 
be fed large quantities at a time, keep 
them in good shape, but keep them 

healthy and growing. All animals on a 

farm should be fed three times a day. 
Three sufficient meals a day are much 
better for all animals than two large 
ones. All animals should be fed regu- 
larly. 

My little calves are fed new milk three 
times a day until they are two weeks 
old; small feeds, gradually increased in 
quantity as they grow older, and grad- 
ually changed to sweet warm skim milk. 
The pails from which they drink are 

kept as clean as the milking pails. 
When the calf will eat nice bright 

clover bay, which many of them do at a 

month or six weeks, I give milk morn- 

ing and night only, at noon giving 
water, which they soon learn to drink. 
I keep the hay always before them, and 
never feed grain until the second year; 
they will not eat too much hay. I am 

careful not to give them so much milk at 
a feed as to spoil their shape. I keep 
them satisfied and growing. My calves 
□ever bawl, yet are always ready for 
their feed, because they are fed by the 
clock, as all animals should be fed and 
as all cows should be milked. The re- 

sult is my neighbors are exclaiming over 

the butter yield of my cows and the size 
and weight of my beef cattle. My calves 
are on good pasture in summer.—A. L.

Maine a Faming State. 

Id some parte of the country wherel 
they boast of more level land, deeper 
and freer soil and milder climate, they 
are wont to look with aome contempt on 

Maine as an agricultural state. That is 
because they don't know any better. 

They should visit the farms and homes 
of this state and see the siens of thrift 
and comfort. They should attend the 

agricultural fairs, in particular the large 
corn aud fruit ehows. They should read 
the accouots of meetings of dairymen 
and poultrymen. They should hear of 
the prizes won for best yields of corn. 

They should study the potato statistics. 
They should witneu the numbers and 

activity of the farmers' organization, the 

Grange. By the test of the Grange alone 
the agriculture of Maine is in anything 
but a backward state. At the recent ses- 

sion of the National Grange, the Maine 
branch was the third in the list of states 
in amount of dues paid in, being exceed- 
ed in this respect by only two states— 
Pennsylvania and New York. In num- 

bers, the Maine Grange approaches a 

membership of 60,000, and it is alert, 
vigorous and growing. — Presque Isle 
Star-Herald. 

No one who lives in Aroostook County 
Deed feel under the necessity of taking 
anything but the first place when com- 

paring Maine's farming laud with farm- 

ing land in any other part of the United 
States. As for the climate—well, a mild 
climate does not always produce the best 
and the greatest men. 

Speaking about level land, however, 
the man who is inclined to foel any con- 

tempt for Maine farms should be intro- 
duced to the great plains of Washington 
County.—Maine Farmer. 

The 191a Apple Crop. 
Many things will happen before the 

apples are picked, but predicting the 
size of any kind of a crop has now be- 
come so much of a science that the trade 

goes ahead and makes its plans months 
in advance, on the strength of the pre- 
dictions. Just now the shippers are 

making long-distance plans to handle 
one of the biggest apple crops on record. 
The experts tell us that the American 
commercial crop will reach fifty million 
barrels. Last year at this time the same 

experts figured that the crop would be 

twenty-nine million barrels, and it 

proved to be a little nnder thirty mil- 

lion. 
From all the apple raising regions the 

reports are exceptionally encouraging. 
In northern New England—which raises 
as good apples as are raised or can be 

raised anywhere in the world—the pros- 
pects are for a great crop. It is a pity 
that New England has not millions more 

of apple trees,and that many of the aban- 
doned farms, and many other farms that 

ought to be abandoned as far as tillage 
is concerned, are not being transformed 
into orchards, which, properly cared for, 
would be gold mine· for thoir owners. 

The "box apple" region of Washing- 
ton, Oregon and Idaho is doing wonder- 

ful thing· in the line of apples. That is, 
wonderful in quantity, for the quality is 

Inferior to our New England apples. 
This year the northwestern crop will oe 

nearly twice that of 1910, the largest yrt 
produced there. It will be from 10,000 
to 18,000 cars of 1Θ0 bariels to a car. At 
the present rate of growth and develop- 
ment, so the experts estimate, that region 
will ship about 50,000 oars of apples by 
1915 and 140,000 cars by 1920. And the 
northwestern methods of orcharding, 
packing and shipment carry a lesson that 

the eastern orchardists eannot afford to 

Ignore.—Boston Herald. 

There are four sources of profit in 

dairying: the butter fat, the skim milk, 
the manure that goes back to the land 
and the calves. If well bred dairy stock 
Is kept, this last can be made an Im- 

portant factor.—Kimball's Dairy Farmer.

The Artist Enraged the Critioa, but 
Forced Recognition. 

Id bis early years as an artist the 
late Frank D. Millet bad a bard strag- 
gle to gain recognition. He sent pic- 
tare· to exhibitions, to be sure, and 
good pictures they were, but no one 

paid any particular attention to tbem 
or said anything about tbem. 

One day Millet conceived an Idea. 
Ile painted a picture of a lady In black 

sitting on a bright red sofa, standing 
against a vivid yellow background. 
The effect was Just a trifle startling. 
Friends who saw It In the process of 

production expostulated with blm and 
asked blm what he was going to do 
with It They were astôunded when 
be announced that he was going to 
send It to the exhibition. They told 
him the critics would "wipe the floor" 
with blm. "They can't do that with- 
out mentioning me," said Millet quiet 
ly, "and they've never even done that 
as yet" 

To the exhibition the picture went 
It killed everything within twenty feet 
on either side of it Yoa couldn't help 
looking At It It simply knocked you 
down and held you there. 

The critics got into a towering pas- 
sion over It They wrote whole col- 
umns about It They exhausted the 
English language In abusing It They 
ridiculed the committee that permit- 
ted It to bo hung.

of at least thirty articles In the same 

length of time. This authority. Preyer, 
has declared that he can count thirty 
objects of tbe same kind as easily as 

other persons can count three or four. 

Apnrt from such usefulness as this 

acquired power may impart, tbe meth- 
od of teiichlng it Is of interest. Tbe 
test of one's ability in counting Is easi- 

ly mnde by placing several small ob- 

jects. such as pins or coins, under a 

sheet of paper und then lifting tbe pa- 
per so that oue may glance at tbe ar- 

ticles and give an immediate guess as 

to their number.

WHIMSICAL WILLS 
Human Nature as Shown In 

Queer Requests and Bequests. 

FEAR OF PREMATURE BURIAL 

This Dread Hat Often Βμπ the Cause 

•f Curious Provision· In Last Testa* 

monts—The Grave of a Man Who 

Disliked the 8ooiety of Women. 

The remarkable will of a man who 

died not long ago directing the under- 
taker to stab him through the heart 
after he had been pronounced dead by 
his physician is not a unique one. The 

fear of being buried alive haa driveD 

many a man to stipulate in hi» will 

that extraordinary steps be taken to 

make sure of death. 
Thus, for instance, a magnate of 

Plymouth. England, decreed by his 

will that his wife should cut off one 

of his toes or Angers to make sure he 

was dead, adding that he made the 

request so that "as she had been trou- 

bled with one old fool she will not 

think of marrying a second." 
The will of Lord Lytton contained 

special directions as to the examina- 
tion of his body in order to provide 
against the possibility of his beinj: 
burled while in a trance, which ap 

peared to be an apprehension of bis. 
A farmer of Hertfordshire. England, 

who died In 1720, was so certain that 

his lethal slumber was to be not really 
death, that he Inserted in his will his 

written wish that, "as he was about 

to take a thirty years* nap. his coffin 

might be suspended from a beam in 

his barn and by no means nailed 

down." He. however, permitted it to 

be locked, provided a hole were made 

In the side, through which the key 
might be oushed, so that he might let 

himself out when he awoke. His 

nephew, who Inherited the property, 
obeyed his whim and did not bury the 

coffin till 1751, allowing him an extra 

year of grace. 
The Sieur Boby, who died In 1845 at 

the age of ninety-six, said in his will: 

"Eight and forty hours after my de- 

cease I desire that a post mortem ex- 

amination be made, that my heart be 

taken out and placed in an urn, which 
shall be intrusted to M. Baudoin (the 
undertaker). In conformity with an 

arrangement between him and myself 
my heart Is to be conveyed to a 

mausoleum In the department of La 

Mayenne and there to be deposited, as 

agreed." 
Robert, the famous Earl of Mellent 

and Leicester, one of the early cru- 

saders in the holy land, died in 1118 

in the abbey of Preaux, where his 

body was buried, but hie heart was 

conveyed to the hospital at Brackley. 
there to be preserved in salt Isabella, 
daughter of the Earl of Pembroke, who 

died In 1239, ordered her heart to be 

sent In a silver cup to her brother, 
then abbot of Tewkesbury, to be buried 
there before the high altar. The heart 

of John Ballol, lord of Barnard cas 

tie. who died in 12G9, was by his wid 
ow's desire Inclosed In an Ivory caskei 

richly enameled with silver. 
But all these examples, strange as 

they may be. are not especially re 

markable among the countless num 

bere of curious wills which are record 
ed through many generations. 

There Is. for example, the will of η 

rich old bachelor, who. Incensed at 

what he considered the attempts of his 

family to put him under the yoke ol 

matrimony, vented his spite on the 

whole sex of women by saying in bis 

will: "I beg that my executors wll 

see that I am buried where there is no 

woman interred, either to the right οι 

to the left of me. Should this not be 

practicable in the ordinary course ot 

things I direct that they purchase 
three graves and bury me in the mid 

die one of the three, leaving the two 

others uuoccupled." 
John Reed, gasiighter of the Waluut 

Street theater, Philadelphia, filled that 

post for forty-four years. There is 
1 not on record a single performance at 

the theater at which he was not près 
ent He never aspired to appear on 

the stage in his lifetime, but he was 

1 not without his mute ambitions, anil 
1 before he died he contrived ingenious 

|y to make sure of assuming a Shake 

J spearean role after his death. A claust 

in his will read: 
"My head Is to be separated from 

my body immediately after my death, 
the latter to be burled in α grave, tin 

former, duly macerated and prepared 
to be brought to the theater, where l 

have served all my life, and to be em 

ployed to represent the skull of Yorick. 
and to this end 1 bequeath my head to 

the properties."—New York Sun.

What Books Shall Oar Children Read? 
[Read by Mr». Margaret Taylor at a meeting of 

the Seneca Club, Sooth Pari·.] 
One of the most difficult problem· of 

the home to-day I·, Whit book· shall we 
«Ιν· our children to read? We are very 
careful indeed about what oar children 
e»t and what they wear, we choose for 
them just «uch colora or a particular 
style, we pay much attention to their 
hours for eating and sleeping, but who 
of an are equally careful about what we 
bave in our homes for our children to, 
read? 

When a stranger calls at our home we 
instinctively enquire of ourselves who 
and what ia b««? Books are men and 
women transferred to paper, and before 
we admit them to the sanctity of our 
homes it would be wine to ask, What 
are they and by whom were they writ- 
ten? Wise and good thoughts produce 
good intelligent men and women. Evil 
thoughts bring forth also—but always 
after tbeir kind, and therefore it is well 
to know your authors before you put 
their thoughts in the hands of your 
children. Converse with evil men cor- 
rupts good manners, is an indisputable 
fact, and it's iust as true of books as of 
men. Who can tell the power of a good 
or bad one? 

The little boy of long ago went to 
school in a monastery. He had no 
books. With the advent of tbe printing 
press be had his first book. It consisted 
of the alphabet and tbe Lord's prayer 
Not many years elapsed before it might 
have been truthfully said "Of making 
many books there is no end," for the lit 
tie folk** were quickly and easily getting 
what tbeir souls craved. Tbe printing 
presses were kept busily humming addiog 
their contributions to tbe children's 
literalure, and we had in successive 
stages the didactic E'lgeworth books, the 
dreary Sunday School books, tbe inform- 
ing Rollo, tbe sensational Optic and 
Algor, the driveling Elsie, with their 
adoring armies of admirers, all now 
placed in tbe dungeon of disfavor by dis- 
cerning mothers. 

The world of to-day is convinced that 
reading is a necessary part of a child's 
education, and that we cannot too soon 

begin to inspire a love for good litera- 
ture. Tbe child's book of to-day is as to 
number, legion. Librarians are simply 
buried in tbe output, books poor, indif- 
ferent good, beautiful, alluring, com 

pelling, and from this mass what few— 
for few they must be—shall we choose 
for our children to read? Assuredly your 
personality enters largely into this de- 
cision, but there are many universal 
favorites which will be found in nearly 
every list, however much the tastes of 
those making the selections may differ. 

In the past few years much has been 
written and said regarding fairy stories. 
Shall we read them to or allow our chil- 
dren to read them? a large majority of 
writers on this subject heartily approve 
of them, and recommend Grim's and 
Andersen's fairy tales, especially for 
unimaginative children. Don't hurry 
with your books of information. Old 
beads on little shoulders have ceased to 
be attractive. Let them bave Motlier 
Goose and Caldecott's Hey Diddle Did- 
dle, Caldecott is also a master-craftsman 
in making picture books, and bis books 
present lessons in good taste which 
might help to lessen tbe demand for the 
Buster Browne and Katz<*j.iramer kids 
of newspaper fame. 

Of course tbe little folks must have 
the nonsense books, for the Owl and the 
Pussy Cat, and tbe Jumblies who went 
to sea in a sieve, are far too delightful 
not to have known in pinafore days, and 
"How would you like to go up in a 

swing?" "My bed is a boat," "My 
ihadow," all those delightful verses of 
Stevenson's must be added without 
gainsaying. Then come trooping along 
in a long trail, Pied Piper, Alice in Won- 
derland, The Little Prudy series, Ray 
»nd Gerda, Robin Hood, Sir Galahad, 
Elans Brinker, Tom Brown, etc, and 
what memories to these belong. Never 
to have raced with Hans for the silver 
tkatee, never to have been exiled with 
tbe man without a country, or to wind 
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Rubin Hood, or to have reverently jour- 
neyed in search of the Holy Grail with 
Sir Galahad, is to have missed much. 

And fun, don't forget to add this, es- 

pecially if your little folks are inclined 
to look υη life seriously, and the right 
kind is to be found bubbling over in the 
Brownie?, the Tar Babies, the Peterkins. 
Clean, wholesome fun will do them 
jood. 

But the dfficulty increases with age, 
for so many books are thrust upon us 

ihat it seems impossible to choose from 
them all, but there still remains the true 

ind the tried, like King Arthur and His 

Knights, Tales from Shakespeare, Swiss 
family Robinson, Pilgrim's Progress, 
Christmas Carol, the Patty stories, the 
Alcott stories, Rebecca of Sunny brook 
Parm, the Carey books, and the Sherburn 
stories, Mary Carey, Mrs. Riggs' books, 
iod many others, clean, pure, whole- 
lome stories, which certainly cannot be 
laid of most of the stories of to-day, in 
which the girls are dazzlingly beautiful, 
ind as a rule wealthy, ana the heroes 

may or may not be decent, but are re- 

markable all the same. 

Many of the athletic books of the 

present, though overdrawn, are fine, 
ind have proved helpful to the boys, and 

iny way, they are much to be preferred 
to the Optic and and Alger stories. 

Again and again has the question been 
raised, shall our children read religious 
novels? and by this term is meant novels 
whose characters are drawn from the 
Bible, and it never has nor ever will be 
lettled. There is this to be said in its 
Favor, such stories create an interest in 
the Bible; and thia might as truthfully 
be said in its disfavor, that the char- 
acters necessarily are so over drawn and 
distorted that one cannot recogmzo them 
in the original. 

We may teach our children to be skill- 
ful with their hands, but the truth must 
not be lost sight of that a richer and 
Soar development along all lines is easier 
for the child who has known good books 
than for the child who has known none 

jr poor ones. 
First, study your child, know along 

what line he needs mental or moral de- 
velopment, then study the authors and 
know which meets your need, and know 
for yourself that the man or woman 
whose written or printed thoughts are to 
inriuence the life entrusted to your guid- 
ance, is clean, pure, honest, intelligent, 
for words are but thoughts and a drop 
jf ink may make thousands, perhaps 
millions, think.

In families «tipported by a fixed In-

Recipe*. 

MAPLE FUDGE. 

For maple fudge, first get the genuine 
maple sugar, no imitation or half-and- 
half preparation, and grind it through ι 
mill; this will make it light, and it will 
not pack in the onp. Take three cops oi 
the ground sugar, one full cup of milk 
and a piece of butter as large as s 
small egg, mix all together and set ovei 
a hot fire. Cook till it boils away froc. 
the sides of the kettle, beating all the 
time. Then pour Into a pan and beat 
until cold. 

GBAIXED CHOCOLATE CARAMELS. 
One and one-balf cups of sugar, one 

cup brown sugar, one-balf cup cream, 
butter half the sise of an egg, three ban 
grated chocolate. Flavor with vanllli 
and stir constantly until it grains. 

COFFEE FUDGE. 

Boil together two cups granulated 
sugar and one cup strong coffee. Add 
either one teaspoon butter or one table 
spoon rich cream. Boil until a spoonful 
of caody stiffens when beaten. Thei 
take from the fire, beat bard with a big 
spoon until the candy begins to grow 
stiff, quickly beat in one cup broker 
shelf bark or pecan nut meats, and pom 
out into buttered tin. This is an ex· 

tremely toothsome candy and not well 
known. 

EVEBTON TOFFEE. 

Take two cups molasses, one pound 
moist augar and half pound butter. Cut 
the butter up in small pioces so that II 
can melt quickly, put it in the sauce pan, 
then add the molasses, and then tb< 
sugar, stir it slowly with a knife over ι 

clear fire, and when everything has be 
come thick and uf a nice brown color, 
drop a little into a cup of cold water 
If it becomes crisp the toffee is done, 
and should be poured into a buttered 
plate. 

COCOANUT CANDY. 

Use equal quantities of loaf sugar and 
grated cocoanut; add enough milk to 
the cocoanut to moisten the sugar. Put 
it to boil and stir almost constantly. 
When the candy begins to turn to sugar 
stir in the cocoanut as quickly as posei 
ble. Pour ioto buttered dishes. Cut 
while warm with a buttered knife. 

VANILLA CABANKL8. 

Duil together one pound sugar, one 

gill cream, one onnce honey, one-fi urtl 
spoon batter and half gill hot water, till 
oo dropping it into cold water It cracklei 
on touching the bottom; then add a tea- 
spoon of vanilla and pour it on to ai 

oiled dish to cool. When cool out intc 
caramel squares. 

LEMON DBOra. 

Pour on to a balf pound powdered 
sugar just enough strained lemon juice 
to dissolve it and then boil it to the con- 

sistency of thick syrup. Drop this from 
the saucepan in roand drops on to an 

oiled dish and set in a slack oven to 
harden, dusting it as it sets with a little 
icing sugar. Any fruit juice can be 
used in the same way instead of the 
lemon. 

SALTED PECANS. 

Mix one pound nuts with unbeaten 
white of an egg. Put in oven to dry. 
Sprinkle with salt while hot. 

SEA FOAM. 

Three cups light brown sugar, one cup 
water, one tablespoon vinegar, poui 
over beaten whites of two eggs, one cup 
nut·. Add vanilla when done. 

SMITH COLLEGE PDDQE. 
Melt a quarter cup batter. Mix to 

gether in a separate bowl one cup each 
of white and brown sugar, a quarter cup 
of molasses and half a cop of cream. 
Add to the melted butter and bring to a 

boil. Cook three minutes, stirring very 
rapidly at first, but decreasing toward 
the end. Take from the fire, add a tea- 
spoon and a balf of vanilla, then stii 
constantly until thickened. Poor into 
buttered pan and set in a cold plaoe. 

CHOCOLATE CREAMS. 

Two cups pulverized sugar, one half 

cup cream, buil five minutes, pat sauce 

pan in pan of cold water to cool, add one 

teaspoon vanilla, and stir. Make into 
balls. When oold dip loto melted choc- 
olate. 

FUDQE. 

Ooe cup of sweet milk, two capi 
granulated sugar, pieoe batter half ai 

large as an egg, two squares of choco- 
late. Boil about twenty minutes, or 

until It hardens when dropped In cold 
water. Remove from the stove, add a 

teaspoon of vanilla and stir natll the 
syrup is very smooth. Tarn into a well- 
greased pan and when hard out Into 

squares. 
DIVINITY. 

Two caps white sugar, one-balf cup 
Karo Corn Syrap, one-half oap water. 
Boil until bard io water. Stir into 
beaten whites of two eggs. Add chop- 
ped oat·. 

MAPLE BUDS. 

Two cups brown sugar, one-third cap 
of water. Boil together slowly for forty 
minutes. Add well beaten egg and fruit 
or note. Drop from apoon on oiled 

paper. 
PLUM PUDDING CANDY. 

One and one-half poaods coofeotlooery 
sugar, whites of two eggs, juice of ooe 

orange, one-half poand esoh of coooanat, 
English walnuts, dates, figs, raisins, oar- 

rants, one-fourth poand citron, one-half 
teaapoonful each of cinnamon, clove·, 
tlUpIco and maoe. Stir the whites of 
the eggs and the sogar wbloh has been 
well sifted, together ten mlnatee. Add 
t ie spices and orange jalce, and gradual- 
ly the fruit wbloh has been well chop- 
ped; stir ontil It Is thoroughly mixed, 
then tara ou to a board and knead ten
