Lessons from the Summer's Drouth. 

THE VALUE OF HUMUS AND THE IMPOR- 

TANCE OF SUBFACE CULTIVATION. 

Each summer, occurring in almost un- 

broken monotony, cornea the dry spell. 
Each summer ihe wail goes up from 
every farming section, "We need rain." 
It probably bas always been so cteai 
back to Abraham. Occasionally wo 

meet farmers Who when asked about the 
effect of the dry weather will carefully 
shrug their shoulders. They may even 

go so far as to tell von that it does not 

bother them. I can recall several men 

who consider a drouth little short of a 

personal blessing. They have soil of 
such quality and practice methods so 

scientific that although the dry spell may 
lower their production, the prices of 
their crops, because of scarcity else- 
where, will more than overcome the 
shortage in quantity. 

I admire the man who can make two 
blades of grass grow where only one 

grew before, but he does not show half 
the skill and ability that the man shows 
who produces a good orop when his 

neighbors get only a half crop on account 
of drouth. 
TOO WET IN SPRING, TOO DRY IN SUM- 

MER. 

As frequently as the cry for rain goes 
up during the summer does the complaint 
reach us of a late spring. Take the last 
season, for instance. All through the 
East farmers were "waiting for the 
weather to clear up." How many farms 
were too wet to plough or too wet to 

plant the last spring? Does any one think 
that the growing crops have used all 
that moisture since then? If the crops 
have secured one-tenth or one twentieth 
they have done well. What has become 
of it, then, aud how can we conserve it? 
Some will say it is all in the soil. Cer- 
tainly it is, but tbe man behind that soil 
can do a great deal to improve the water 

holding capacity of it. 
In sandy soil the spring rains soak in 

quickly and are likely to leach away. 
In other words it finds its way into under- 
ground channels and finally may become 
a part of a brook or burst its way up- 
ward in tbe form of a spring. Here, 
then, of course, comes in the work of the 
subsoil. A sandy soil, with a hard, 
gravelly or clay subsoil, may resist 
drouth effects surprisingly. A good loam 
soil, but thin and underlaid with a loose 
subsoil, may prove disappointing in this 
way. With a clayey soil, or a loam even, 
tbe spring rains often saturate tbe top 
layer quickly and mnch that comes down 
later washes off or remains standing in 

pools, to be evaporated and dried up at 

tbe appearance of the sun. Now, really, 
isn't that a queer proposition, when you 
come to think of il? In the spring we 

wait for the ground to dry up. Just 
think of if—dry up. We have too much 
water. Two or three months later we are 

watching the skies anxiously, waiting 
for a promise of rain. 

THE VALUE OF HUMUS. 

It may be that irrigating systems will 

prove necessary aud desirable here in the 
East. When I see the results some men 

are accomplishing with humus I am very 
much in doubt whether any irrigating 
system can compete with thom success- 

fully. Any soil from Virginia yellow 
clay to New Jersoy fine sauds, from Now 
York State stony apple lands to the 
tobacco soil of the Connecticut Valley, 
can be improved *y the addition of 
humus. I believe that is one reason why 
old farmers rely so strongly on barnyard 
mauure. It not only acts as plant food, 
but it is humus. No matter how rich 
the soil is the plant food is only avail- 
able to the young crops in a soluble con- 

dition. There must be water there 
to take up the food and give it to 

hungry plants. Humus in the soil 
acts as a sponge. It retains large 
quantities of tbe spring water and gives it 
up slowly all through the eummer. Not 

only that but a soil in good physical 
condition (plenty of humus), can be 
worked much sooner after a rain than 
soil lacking iu this matter. So we find 
that this supply of decayed vegetable 
matter is beneficial in so many ways. It 
stands the winter with less washing; tbe 
water soaks in and so carries off less 

plant food. It can be worked fully a 

week or two earlier in the spring. The 
water soaks down deeper and tbe top 
dries up more quickly, with less baking 
or crustiug. li holds much more water. 

It gives the water up slowly and so sup- 
plies some all summer loug. It also is 
favorable to the growth of friendly bac- 

teria, which change insoluble plant food 
in'o soluble and available forms. It 
mikes the soil easier to work at all 
times. 

KRRyUBNT CULTIVATION A3 A FACTOR 

IN MOISTURE CONSKRVATION. 

Since dry (arming méthode in the arid 
regious of the cou u try have proved the 

efficiency of the dust mulob, people in 

general are realizing that killing weeds 
is not the ODly reason for cultivating. 
Just as soon as a rain is over the air be- 
gins to dry out. As the air becomes 
lees humid it begins to draw back the 
moiHture from the soil. It simply tries 
to equalize things. This evaporation of 
the top soil moisture continues uutil the 
next rainy period, or until the air be- 
comes charged or saturated with moist- 
ure. Then, just as soon as it begins to 

dry out again the soil water is called 
upon to replace the deficiency. If the air 

only took water from the surface of the 
soil there would still be left a great sur- 

plus in the soil. The action of the 

water in the soil is upward and sideways, 
however, just as much as downward. 
As the top soil becomes dry because of 

evaporation the moisture in the soil be- 
neath comes up to equalize conditions 

again. So through this capillary action 

the soil during a continued dry period 
may be dried out to a considerable 
depth. This capillarity, however, is only 
possible when the minute particles of the 
soil are somewhat compacted. We 

know that if we lay a blanket or a large 
box on the ground for a few days, if the 

weather bas been dry, when we lift it 

up we find the soil underneath decidedly 
damp. Just such a condition becomes 

present when we stir up the top soil. 
The soil moisture comes up so far, drawn 

as by a lamp wick, but when the loose 

particles on top are reached capillarity 
ceases and the water is held in the soil. 

Now, then, it follows that the best 
time to cultivate or barrow is immedi- 
ately after a rain. After that as often 

as is practical. In many cases once a 

week is not considered at all too often. 
I know there are many who will say, 

"We can't spare the time," or "We 

don't have help enough." Those are 

the ones who do not have rain enough, 
every time. Then, of oonrse, cultivation 
does so many other things besides keep- 
ing the spring rains to help in the som- 

mer drouth. It also promotes bacterial 

growth, and of course, is necessary to 

kill out weeds and other robber plants 
wh<ch would steal the plant food we 

want the crops to have. So we see that 

humus in the soil and frequent shallow 
cultivation both have many of the same 

benefioial effects. Tet in another way 

one destroys the otber. 

HUMUS AND FBEQUBNT CULTIVATION 

ABE BOTH NECE88ABY. 

Investigators tell us that cultivation 
burns np and destroys the vegetable con- 

tent of tbe soil—the humus. So that if 

we grow cultivated orops on the same 

field for a number of years that soil is 

bound to become low in humus. This 

accounts for many of our run-down 
farms. Ob, friends, let us use more rea- 

son, more thought in our farming. Let 

as make oat oar orop rotations for the 

different field·. Let o> plan to ran oar 

farm· on baaioeaa lines, planning ont the 
really economical method· of raising onr 

crops. When the wet spell oomea in 

April let ns prepare then for the dry 
spell which is sore to follow, and be as 

the wiso virgins, with oar lamps filled and 
trimmed ready to enter into the bridal 
oeremonies when the bridegroom oometb. 
Let ns learn from onr sad experience 
every year that we in the East here have 
a wet and a dry season four years oat of 
five and tbe way to insure our orope is 

to insure the water supply.—A. C. Clark, 
New Brunswick, N. J., in Tribone 
Farmer. 

FIRE DANGER AT SEA. 

How Flames Can 8w«ep the Inside of 

Even a Metal Ship. 
The danger from fire on a transat- 

lantic liner la more serious than is gen- 
erally believed. It is much greater 
than the danger from collision and la 

Incoming more and more dangerons 
with the increased outlay apon luxury 
and display. The main structure of the 
ship and most of its essential parte are 

of metal, but many of the fittings, near- 

ly every feature of ornament and every 

trapping of luxury, are highly Inflam- 
mable. 

No one who has not been aboard the 

Spanish wrecks at Santiago can con- 

ceive how fire can sweep the Inside of 

even a metal ship. Admiral Cervera 
described to me the experience on 

board the Teresa In these words: "The 

second shot that came on board sot us 

on fire. The fire mnln was damaged. 
Soon we were unable to cope with the 

fire. It swept through her from bow 
to stern. There was not a space as big 
as tho palm of your hand where life 
could have been sustained. An insect 
could not have lived on board. We had 

to get overboard or be burned." 
It Is true the Spaniards had not cut 

out their woodwork and thrown over- 

l>oard all unnecessary Inflammables, as 

we had In the American fleet, but the 
Inflammability of one of their war- 

ships was much less than that of a 

luxurious ocean liner.—Captain Rich- 
mond Pearson Uobson In Engineering 
Magazine. 

PINEAPPLE PLANTS. 

They Do Not Die After Fruiting, but 

Reproduce Themselvee. 
Pineapples do not grow on trees. Im- 

agine a plant four feet In extreme 

height from the ground to the tip of 

leaves, α single stulk at the surface, 
but dividing at once Into swordlike 
blades or leaves, fifteen In number, 
from the center of which appears a 

stlfT, upright stem, at the top of which 
Is the fruit This stem is short, and 
the crown of the fruit when fully 
grown Is α foot or more below the 

points of the leaves. 
At the end of α year and a half from 

planting each plant produces η single 
fruit, even as a cubbage plant produces 
χ single head. But tlie pineapple does 

uot die after fruiting once. Down on 

the stem below the fruit and umong 
the long, narrow leaves a sucker ap- 

pears If allowed to remain this will 

soon become the head of the plant, and 
within another year It will yield an- 

other fruit This process uiay go on 

for a term of years. In the meantime, 
however, other suckers will make their 

appearance. 
These art; broken oft. and when stuck 

into the ground they put out roots and 

Itecome other plauts. Thus u single 
pineapple plant may produco η dozen 

or more others while it Is yielding 
fruit from year to year.

Bolster, D. D., who had 
just reached South Paria for a visit to 
hi· brother, N. Dayton BoUter, fell ία.» 
before arriving at hie brother'· bom· 
Tuesday afternoon, and died Immediate- 
ly- 

Dr. BoUter, accompanied by Mr·. 
Bo later, had come on the afternoon 
train from Portland. They «ere net at 
the station by Mr. and Mr·. N. D. Bol 
·*·Γ· the two ladle· walked on 
ahead to the house, which ia only a 

ahortdletanoe, the two men following. 
» ben tbey were io front of the bonee of 
W. H. Blake, and only a few atepa from 
home, Dr. Bolater made a remark which 
indicated that he waa not feeling wall, 
and fell over. Bis brother aopported 
him aa well aa he waa able, and eased 
him down to the graaa of the lawn. 
Water waa called for and brought, and 
the atricktn man aeemed to take a a wal- 
low of it, but Dr. Stewart, who waa sum- 
moned, said that he waa dead when be 
fell, and that the apparent swallowing 
was doubtless merely a muscular con- 
traction. 

Dr. Bolater aome two yeara ago on 
account of hia health resigned the 
paatorate he waa then holding at Naahua, 
Ν. H., and had since held no pastorate, 
though he had supplied in a number of 
places. He bad seemed to be feeling 
yery well of late, and on the day of hi* 
death bad made co complaint of any I 
trouble, except that it waa very warm I 
on the train.

William Henry Bolater waa the son of I 
Otis C. and Maria C. L. (Virgin) Bolster, 
and was born In Rumford, April 17,1844.1 
When he waa ten or eleven yeara of age I 
the family moved to South Paria, where 
he attended school, and was for a while I 
a clerk in his father's store. Deciding I 
to enter the ministry, be fitted for col-| 
lege at tbe old Maine State Seminary in I 
Lewiston, and graduated from Bates I 
College in one of ita early classes, In 
1S69. Later be was for some years a I 
member of tbe board of overseers of the 
college. 

He tben took the course in the Bangor I 
Thelogica! Seminary, and was ordained 
as a minister of the Congregational de I 
nomination. He held pastorates in Wis-1 
casset, Everett, Mass., South Weymouth, 
Mass Dorchester, Mass., and Nashua,! 
Ν. Η., resigning at the last named place, 
as stated above, about two years since. I, 

During his college years he taught Γ 
school at South Paris, and some of bis 
old scholars are still residents here. I 

Be was gifted in music, and while at I 
South Paris played the organ in tbe Con-1, 
gregational church, playing at tbe Court 
Street Free Baptist Church in Auburn 
during his college oourse. 

Dr. Bolster married, June 27. 1871, | 
Miss Marilla Noyes of Auburn. To them 
have been born six children, all of whom I 
are living They are: Mrs. Oertrude 
Blanchard, Lynnfield, Mass.; Mr·. liar-|! 
riet Field, South Weymouth, Mass.; Fred 11

The funeral was held at the home of I 
N. Dayton Bolster at 2 p. m. Thursday, 
attended by Rev. A. T. McWborter. I 
There were present all but one of the 
children of Dr. Bolster, and a large num· I 
ber of other relatives from this and other 11 
towns, besides many friends who mourn- 
ed the loss of a man universally respcted 
aud most highly esteemed by those who 
knew him best.

Few men In reoent generations bare 
left a deeper Impreee npon the people of 
this oil j than did Rev. Dr. William H. 
Bolster. For twelve jeart Dr. Bolster 
occupied the pulpit at Pilgrim Congre- 
gational ohnroh and dating ble term of 
service Identified himself wholehearted- 
ly and unreservedly with every move· 
ment which had for Its purpose the 
moral and intellectual np-llft of Nashua. 
He upheld the traditions of his faltb. 
He was hroadly grounded In the human- 
ities; be was reoognlaed as one of the 
most thorough students of Nashua pul- 
pit platforms of his time. No less was 
he a keen follower of onrrent events. He 
was a valued asset to the city during bis 
residence here. 

Dr. Bolster was a pastor whose parish 
knew no bounds, as his scholarship 
knew no limits.

Clarify equel quantities of ohloken 
and beef broth.

PAPB1KA OF CHICKEN. 

Separate three young chickens of 
about two pounds in weight, carefully 
cleaned, into four pieces, each. Heavier 
chickens may be separated at the joints. 
Dip in milk or water, season with salt 
and paprika, and roll in flour. Fry 
in salt pork or bac9n fat, or in vegetable 
oil, until tender and well-browoed on all 
sides. Have hot in a casserole two cups 
of tomato sauce and one cup and a half 
of cream, seasoned with salt and a gener- 
ous measure of paprtka; put in the 
chicken and one cup and a fourth of 
macaroui, cooked tender and blanched, 
cover and lei cook in the oven about 
fifteen minutes. Sorve from the casserole.

BREAST OF LAMB, ROASTED. 

Remove the outer skin from a breast 
of lamb and score, ii^ the diroction of 
the rib bone*, iu pieces for serving. 
Brush over with salt pork or baonn fat 
or choice drippings, and dredge, with 
salt, pepper and flour, on both sides. 
Sear on both sides, then set to cook on 
the bone side first; let cook in all about 
one hour and a half, turuing the skin 
side up for the last half of the cooking. 
Serve with French fried potatoes and 
mint sauce. 

mint sauce. 

Wash one bunch of mint, shake and 
dry on a clotb. Pick the leaves from 
the stems and chop tbem very fine. 
Add one-fourth a cup of boiling water 
nnd one or two tablespoonfuls of sugar, 
cover and let stand half an hour. Add 
tbe juice of one lemon or four table· 
spoouful» of cider vinegar and one-fourth 
a teaspoon!ul each of salt and pepper, 
and it is ready to serve. 

GREEN CORN IN CREAM. 

Put six or eight ears of green corn, 
freed of husk and silk, into a saucepan, 
and pour in half a cup of milk and 
enough boiling water to cover the corn; 
add a teaspoouful of salt, cover and let 
boil twenty minutes. Cut tbe kernels 
from the cob. Melt two tablespoonfuls 
of butter; iu it cook two tablespoon- 
fuls of flour, one teaspoonful each of 
salt, pepper and grated nutmeg; add 
one cup and a quarter of cream and stir 
until boiling; add the corn and let cook 
about five minutes. 

PEACH ROLY POLY. 

Sift togethor two cups of pastry flour, 
four level teaspoonfuls of baking powder 
and half a teaspoonful of salt; work in 
one-third a cup of shortening. Beat the 
yolk of an egg; add half a cup of milk 
and use to mix the dry ingredients to a 

dough. More milk or wator will proba- 
bly be needed. Turn the dough on to a 
floured board and knead slightly, to get 
it into shape, then roll into a rectangular 
sheet about one-fourtb an inch in thick- 
ness; brush over with butter, sprinkle 
with sugar, and cover with pared peach- 
es, sliced; again sprinkle with sugar, 
and roll as a jelly roll. Cut into pieoes 
al>out two inches long. Set close to- 
gether In a baking pan. Brush with the 
white of the egg (beatenj and dredge 
generously with sugar. Bake about 
twenty-five minutes. Serve with 

ΓΕΛΟΙΙ 1IAKD SAUCE. 

Beat half a cup of butter to a cream; 
gradually beat in one cup of sugar, then 
the white of an egg, beaten light, and 
half a cup of peach pulp mixed with a 

tablesponnful of lemon juice (to avoid 
ilUcoloring.) 

GERMAN PEACH CAKE. 

Sift together two cups of (lifted fi>ur, 
four level, tea^p>onfu)s of baking powder 
and half a teaapoonful of Rait. Work in 
three or four tablokpoonfuli of nhorten- 
ing, then add milk to mix to a eoft 
dough. Spread in a well buttered pan. 
Push teu or more halved of peaches, 
pared, into the top of the duugh, sprinkle 
with dried currants and dredge gener- 
ally with sugar. Bake about twenty- 
five minutes. Serve for breakfast with 
butter, or as a dessert dish with sugar 
and cream and hard sauce. 

STEWED PKUNES STUFFED WITH NUTS. 

Wash prunes, then drain and let stand 
overnight in a fresh supply of cold 
water. Let simmer until tender; add a 
email quantity of sugar and let simmer a 
few moments, until the liquid is thicken- 
ed somewhat and is not large in quanti- 
ty. Make a slit on one side of each 
prune and remove the stone; fill the 
opening, thus left, with sliced or chop- 
ped nuts. Spread a little whipped cream 
on individual dishes and set three or 
four prunes on the cream; partially 
cover with more cream and finish with 
one or two prunes stuffed with nuts. 
Serve as a dessert dish at dinner or 
luncheon. 

STEWED GOOSEBERRIES. 

Remove all stems and blossom ends 
from the berries. To each pint add half 
a cup of water and about three-fourths 
a cnp of sugar and let simmer in a sauce- 

pan until soft. 

ROLLED BEEFSTEAK. 

Make a good dressing as for turkey 
and spread it over a two-pound round 
steak. Roll it up and tie it securely 
and put it in a olotb bag and boil it for 
two hours. About half an hour before 
serving, take it from the bag and brown 
it in the oven. Serve it with a good 
brown sauce or with a tomato sauce 
with chopped green pepper·. 

SMOTHERED TOMATOES. 

Cut six small tomatoes in halves 
against the grain. Arrange them in 
a baking pan, with the skin side 
down. Pour over them three table- 
■poonfnla of melted butter and some 

finely minced parsley. Season with 
pepper and salt and cover over with 
another pan and cook antil they are 

soft. 
NUT BREAD. 

Sift together four cupful· of floor and 
four teaspoonfula of baking powder. To 
one-half of tbia, add one cupful of chop- 
ped walnut meats and half » capful of 
raisins. Now beat together three- 
fourth· of a nnpful of augar, one and a 
half cupful· of milk, and one egg. Add 
the aifted flour, then the flour contain- 
ing the nutp and raisins. Put It In two 
well greased pane, let it stand about 
twenty minute· and bake for nearly an 
hour In a moderate oven. 

BACK-ABOUT PUDDING. 

Soak one cupful of pearl tapioca over 

night in cold water. Put it In a double 
boiler, add more water to It, and cook it 
until It ia clear. Stir in one onpfal of 
granulated sugar and one cnpful of pre- 
served strawberries, or one capful of 
tart jelly. Serve It oold with oream.
