The Home to the Young People.

IT OUGHT To BE THE MOST ATTRACTIVE
SPOT ON EARTH.

A few years ago I was told by a wom-
an, whose age was not far from forty,
that the great fault of farm papers was
that they were writter by men who knew
nothing about farmiog. It may bave
been vnkind in me, but I replied; *“‘Yes,
you thiok so because you are the pres-
wlent of a so-called mothers’ club, the
mewbers of which are mostly old maida.”

Woell, I shall have less hesitation in
tackling this subject than I would cer-
tain political questions, because I bave,
with the assistance of my wife, partly
raised two children. I say partly, be
cause the children think tbey raised
themselves, and are proud of the term
self-made. Besides this, in my early
days I had much to do with the care of
children of others, mostly good children
these were aaid to be. And further yet,
at one time I had charge of a little flock
of about six hundred boys, mostly bad
boys, the judges said, though the boys,
many of them, even then suggested the
peed of something like the *‘recall.” -~
Bat all this experience seems small
compared with the experienco gained
while a country physician, As such I
visited buudreds, yes thousands, of farm
homes and bad the very best of oppor
tupities for learning how the farmers’
boys aud girls were raised. Io this arti-
cle | make no reflections upon poverty.
My pareuts were poor, and I have seen
as many neglected children in the homes
of rich farmers as in the bomes of the
poor.

THE ATTRACTIVE HOME.
First, a few words about equipment
Childrea and young people like the real
home. While there are exceptions,
maoat of them would, with the proper
training, prefer real homse life to life out-
side. Mauoy houses have expensive fur
niture, high pticed pianos and maoy
things that cost money, yet the home is
not so equipped as to be comfortable
aud cheerful for the youog folks. There
may be pleaty of chairs, some of them
costing as much as $3.08 each, but uot
yne of them is comfortable to the average
youngster. The old-fashioned tavern
armchair, half round, with arms that
come well forward, would be much bet-
ter than some that are found in farm-
house sittiog rooms and parlors. Speak-
iug of parlors calls to mind the fact that
the so-called “*don’t you go in there"
parlor is out of place in aoy farm home.
% room in the houseis too good to occu-
py, and eévery toom should be so furnish-
ed and equipped thai it eaB-he. wsed. by
every member of the family, young or
old, any day in the week. Ob, the chill
of those awful rooms set aside for com-
pany and funerals. I am glad they have
goae vat of fasbion. To-day it ia no
longer fashionable to set aside one room
aud dedicate it to dusty sileace and
gloom.
Ouoce before 1 bave expressed mysell
in favor of the big, low table in the cen-
tro of the big sitting room. Around
this table all can gather, Let it be large
enough for all. Do not bave it so high
that ¢lbows canunot rest upon it without
distortlog the spinal coluomn. Keep it
free from useless rubbish. Let no fra-
gile or fancy bric-a-brac oceupy its space.
Cover it with good books and farm pa-
pers, and over the centre have a good,
honest lamp that will give light. The
youngsters will draw around such a
tabie eveniugs, and its value in keepiug
children at home has pever been over-
estimated. If children are allowed to sit
around such a table eveniogs they will
soon become very much attached to it,
and their greatest desire will be tospend
43 many eveniogs at home as possible.
A CONTRAST.

Often bave I passed the night at farm
homes whete the real comforts of home
were lacking. No big reading table, no
comfortable chairs, no really loungeable
lounges were there. To be sure there
was pleaty of furniture, but none that
those children could use. Iustead of the
great big centre table around which all
could gather there were grotesque little
stands covered with trinkets, cheap or-
naments aud fragile trash that had nei-
:her intrinsic nor educativnal value. No
place to sit down, no place to read, look
at pictures, or draw upon paper or slate;
simply a most uncomfortable row of
uncomfortable chairs aronnd the wall.
lo such bomes the children have to be
cautioned to keep still, not to do this or
that, and in many cases they are hustled
off to bed long before they are really
sleepy. And this is another bad prac-
tice that should be corrected. Well be
haved children should not be sent to bed
until they are sleepy. How are they go-
ing to learn to like home if not allowed
to sit up and enjoy it ? And the worst
place for a wide awake, healthy child is
in bed.
Yes, there is quite a difference in
homes. Plaio, usable furoiture, books,
papers, and gouod lights cost no more
than poor ones, and they make a great
difference in the child’s notions of home.
Now, just a word about lights. The
great, big, top-heavy, decorated lamp,
with dark green blinds and a load ot
jingling prisms, does not tead to make a
room cheerful. Children detest a room
lighted with such lamps. Up-to-date
folks do not sit around such lanteros,
even if they have cost $1.98. Let the
lamp be plain and simple and useful as a
light giver.

THE BEST SPOT ON EARTH.
So much for equipment. It need not
cost much. Simply let everything in
the room be useful and tell the youug
people that they are expected to use all
that the room contains. It will be easy
10 teach them their limitations, and you
will find that children who are taught
zood manpers at home and are allowed
to make themselves “‘at home™ when at
uome are neither “‘green™ nor bashful
wheo away from home.
There are many simple things that can
be done for the children, butit should
always be remsmbered that home is the
best place. “Fixing them up” to go
somewhere may be all right, but the saf-
est investment of effort is to fix up things
at home so the children will stay at
home. Some houses are ‘'so homelike"
and alas! some are so different.

The “‘apirit of gad” bas ruined many
homes. The constant desire to go
somewhere. Make home the place and
see that every member of the family
spends most of the time there.

But a woman once said in my presence:
“We cannot expect to keep our children
at home unless mother stays there a part
of the time with them.” And she was
right.

Anpd father, too. Itis nearly as bad
for father to stay down at the grocery
store or saloon nights, as it is for mother
to o to all the lodges, clubs and aids.
M-.g:a the home Interestiog and stay at
home and get interested in it.

THE MORAL OF THE SERMON.

Bat is this article practical ? Well, it
is up to me to make ltlo.G:)gnodhune
makes good children. children
make happy parents. It is far cheaper,
%00, in dollars and cents, to make a pleas-
ant place of your own home for your
own children than to entertain them
away from home. There is much that
can be said upon this subject, but tbe
practical ending is tbat after all it isonly
at home that children can be taught to
be useful. The schools fail in many
thi Some of them even seem to

teach the yo to disrespect home
udpu-:n.ug'nuh- encourage

the idea that places away from home
are better than home. So a greater effort
must be made to make home attractive.
Parents should keep their influence over
their children. The home is the place
where that influence can be made most

p | effective. Children brought up at home

will be more apt to love and respect their
parents than those that are subjected to
“down town' iofluences. Even the
Church should not be allowed to take
possession of onr children. Not all
church people can be trusted as the ad-
visers of young people. Home is the
best place for most children most of the
time. Beiog both the safest place and
the cheapest place to entertain our chil-
dren, then why not doall wecan to make
it comfortable and attractive ?

And one thing more—makiog a place
homeiike does not mean making fools of
the children. Home to be respected and
loved by the children should be well
managed and orderly. Each child
should be taught the manners that in-
volve the principleof right and wrong.
[t is not for me to tell you bow. One
cannot make set rules for bringing up
children, but this I do say: ‘*Make home
acheerful and pleasant spot and keep
your children there as much as possible.””
Later on they may thank you for so do-

ing.

flo not rob yourselves to spoil your
children. Even if the girl is goiog to
school she does not need new dreases
more than does her mother. Putall you
can apare npon your daughter’s back and
go without yourself and you will be pun-
ished later on by a daunghter who is
ashamed of you away from home. If
your children are allowed to grow up to
look down upon their parents itis the
fault of you, the parents. Children will
not respect father and mother nnless
they are taught to do so. Now is the
time to think this over. Do not let vil-
lage neighbors break up yonr home,
Bring up your children to respect their
parents and look with suspicion upon
those who allure them from the good old
farm bome.
The main thing in America is the fam-
ily. We study to improve our soil. Wa
buy tools and machinery. We improve
our livestock, but too often is the care of
our children delegated to those who
have no interest in them. Let us take
the same interest in our children that we
expect others to take in them. Let not
our interest in modern agriculture cause
us to neglect the children that are raised
upon the farm. The farm that is not
a home will raise children to walk the
strests of our great cities. The farm
that is a real home will keep most of the
children at home. It costs as mauch to
raise a scrub calf or pig as it does to
raise a good one. In order to raise good
healthy, honest boys and girls, the kind
that pays, we must raise them at home.
Before one can answer the question,
“What shall the harvest be?" ove must
receive an answer to another one, ‘“What
kind of a home do you bave upon your
farm?" Soil, crops and livestock are all
important, but the greatest crop of all
and the most important of all results is
tha grop cf children, the boys and girls
who soon wiil-take our places.—Richard
H. Wood, Lewiston, Mich., in Tribune
Farmer.

Studies the Crop.

One of the noticeable things about
modern farm management is that the
wmodern enterprising farmer 18 acquiring
the habit of making a study of whatever
crop he wishes to raise. In order that
he may be prepared for emergencies, in
order that he may be able to grow the
crop more successfully and with less
labor and cost, and further, that he may
be able to grow a big crop and a good
crop.
Tphe modern good farmer is not satis-
fied simply to put in the kinds of crops
that bis father and grandfather grew
and grow them in the same way that
they grew them, just because they grew
them that way. The good farmer does
oot want to grow his crops in any new
ways just because he wants something
new, but if there is a new way which
is better, he wants to know that way.
Therefore, he studies the crops which
he raises, or which be wants to raise.
studies them scientifically; learns what
soils they are best adapted to, what sort
of seasons they require, when they best
should be barvested, and what sort of
fertilization they best respond to,
These are reasons why the farmer
with a thorough agricultural education
has an advaotage over the man whose
know ledge of the technique of agricul-
tare, of the sciences connected with the
ruwth and maturity of crops, is simply
what he has been able to pick up in his
actual practice of planting, cultivating
and harvesting., These are some of the
reasons why 1 believe most thoroughly
in an agricultural education.
The man who bhas not been to an agri-
cultural college or an agricultural school
of any kind with the exception of the
school farm upon which be was raised
and acquired his experience, but who
i8 reading everything that he can find
which will tell him what he wants to
kunow about a crop which he is raising,
who experiments with that crop for the
purpose of finding cut when best to
plant it, how much fertilization to give
it, how much seed to plant, how best to
cure and handle the crop, he is the man
who realizes the need of an agricultural
education and is doing his best to make
up for something which he feels he lacks.
All the knowledge which a man acquires
in this way is just so moch agricultural
education. -~

(lood Weed Destroyers.
One can see where sheep can be utiliz
ed to very good purpose in assisting the
Western farmer to keep weeds in check.
if farms overrun with weeds of all kinds
were turned over to sheep raising for a
few years it would be a good thing for
the country. There are weeds enough
growing on tha roadsides to keep large
fl scks of sheep going during the sum-
mer months, Some farmers have
ploughed up the sides of the roadways
along their farms and sown them to
wheat. This is better than leaving the
roadways to make a breeding ground
for all kinds of weeds and to seed the
adjacent fields. But some more com-
prehensive plan is needed to keep weede
in oheck. By proper cultivation and
farming with a view to keeping weeds
from maturiog much can be accomplish-
ed. If in addition every farmer had a
flock of sheep and allowed them the run
of the fields where weeds grew and flour-
ished he would not fiod the weeds gain-
ing headway the way they are doing.
Sheep ralsing is a profitable undertak-
ing in itself. A good flock of sheep put
on some of these weedy farma would
return more in wool and lamba than
could be got from seeding these dirty
fislds to grain crops. It is difficult bow-
ever, to convince the Western farmer of
this. He bas bhad it instilled into him
0 long that grain growing is the thiog
for the Western farmer that it has be-
come a second natare to him., Then, too
be wants to travel the line of least resist-
aoce, Ploughing, sowing, harvestin
and marketing the crop mean hard wor
tor a few months of the year, and the
thing is over with. Livestock farming
of any kind, of courge, means attention
every day and week of the year. And
this fact influences many a Western
farmer and induces him to continue in
the old way. Sheep will take care of
themselves better than any other animal
on the farm if conditicns are at all favor-
able.—Canadian Farm.

Meels Without Meat.

Confronted with the steady, inexors-
ble rise in thogﬂuufnut,lthli-oh
meet the problem with common sense
methods of rellel. For the woman In
aimost any t of the United States
the most tive move, of course,
would be to banish meat from bher table
entirely. This cannot always be done,
and no two authorities quite agree on
the question of a vegetarian againat a
mixed diet.
Itis not wise to cut meat out of the
diet too suddenly; it should be done
gradually. Neitber is it safe to cutit
ont without substituting for meat other
foods that contain the same life-giving
eloments. A diet of fruit and vegeta-
bles thoughtlessly chosen might easily
be disastrous.

For our cr.hyllul well-being we require
three kinds of food—those that make
muscle, those that give us energy and
beat, and those that make bone. Meat
is primarily 8 muscle-making food, but
also a creator of heat and energy through
its fat.

TOMATO JELLY SALAD.

Soak one-balf box of gelatin in cold
water umiil sofr. Cook together for
twenty minutes ove can of tomatoes, one
bay leaf, three peppercorps, one tea-
spuon sugar, one slice of omion, and
three cloves. Strain, and add two tea-
spoons salt, Stir into the dissolved
gelatin. Then pour into molds and al-
low tu barden. Serve un lettuce leaves
with mayonnaise.

EGGS D'OR.

Boil eggs until the yolks are mealy.
Chop the whites. Pour over them a
cream sauce with parsley chopped in it.
Put the yolks through a ricer and scatter
over the whites. Serve hoton toast.

RISOTTO FRANCAIBE,

Boil one-half pint of rice for fifteen
minutes. Put one tablespoonful of but-
ter into a pan and add one onion chop-
ped fine and a red pepper out into small

feces. Heat through and add two
resh tomatoes, also cut into pieces, the
seeds and skin having been removed.
After the rice has boiled the required
time, drain itand put a layer into a bak-
ing dish; add some grated cheese and a
layer of the tomato and onion, Follow
with another layer of each, ending with
rice sprinkled with cheese. Bake twenty
minutes,

GERMAN APPLE PANCAKES,

One-half pound wheat flour; three
egge; one ounce powdered sugar. Put
together in the order given and mix
thoroughly. Add gradunally one-half
pint of milk. Pour into a round tin
across. Spread thin slices of apple, par-
hot oven for from seven to ten minutes.
Spriokle sugar over the top when done
and serve with slices of lemon.

PRUNE PUDDING.

Take one cup stewed prunes without
pits and cut in small pieces. Add to

sugar. Beat the whites of three eggs
very stiff with three tablespoons sugar.
Then whip into the prunes. Put into a
buttered baking-dish and bake until

LOBSTER CUTLETS.

EIDNEY BEAN RELISH.

Let a cupful of kidney beans soak
over night in plenty of cold water. Set
to cook in fresh water, and I6t them sim-
mer ootil nearly tender, lettiog the water
evaporate, Chop a green pepper fine,
and to it add the pulp scra; from an
onion and two tablespoonfuls of chop-
ed parsley.
