Farmer or Laborer? 

MANAOKMK.NT MAKFS TUB FARMKB; THK 

WAST or IT THK LABO&KB. 

There are many way· or system· of 
farming. Some men like ooe and tome 

another, while others seem to farm with· 
out much regard to system. Without 
discussing any particular method, let me 
treat briefly that phase of farm manage- 
ment which makee for effloleney which 
dues things. 

I knew a farmer to take a long half 
day getting four hogs one and one quar- 
ter miles to market, and he had three 
men to help him load them. They put 
them into a wagon without any fixings 
to work with. They tried to drive them 
up into a stable, where they had never 
been, without any yard or fenoe to bold 
them. After a while they did it without 
knowing how many pounds of flesh they 
ran off them. 

In leas time another man made two 
trips three and one half mile· to the 
tame market, taking a full wagon load 
each time, and he did it alone. He 
quietly shut the gat· to the yard, where 
be fed them, backed his wagon up to the 
chute, drove them in and he was gone. 

It cost one more to take four hogs 
jae and one-quarter miles to market 
than it did the other twenty-four hogs 
three une half mile·. Management 
made the difference. 

I asked a neighbor, an old Civil «7*: 
reteran, if he was through haying. 
'Yes," he said, "the boys are done. 
Tbey had my head to manage it or they 
wouldn't have been done.*' 

When I was a young man before the 
war, I taught school winters and worked 
>ut on a farm summers, and many times 
[ could see where the work dragged bo- 
:anse it was not managed well. 

A person once asked my hired man if 
le did not have to work "awful hard." 
tie replied: "I never worked In a place 
where I had it so easy or got so much 
lone." 

An Important factor in farm manage- 
nent is to do the right thing at the right 
;ime—"strike while the iron is hot." 
Kou can make an impression on hot iron 
«asier than you can on cold iron. A 
lay's work in the cornfield now may be 
worth three next week. 

Management make· the farmer; and 
«ant of it the laborer. Unless a man 

:an manage as well as work he had 
>etter sell his farm, put bis money at 

nterest and work for a man who can 

manage. I know an excellent farm- 
land who saved money to buy a team 
ind some tools; then took a good farm 
:o work on share·, but be worked hard- 
>r and got less than ever before. He 
tnew how to do all kinds of farm work, 
lut that did not make him a farmer. 
I remember wben 1 was a boy In pio- 

leer times In Michigan an ambitious 
foung farmer in debt on eighty acre· of 
wild land. He broke himself down so 

that he couldn't wjrk much trying to 

:lear his heavy timber alone. Instead of 

letting a county office and moving into 
town, or peddling lightning rods, he 
iroot IQ UOUb lur «uukuoi t«*tas «Ujv/Iui..^, 

îegan to hire men and manage. Ιο L 
few years be bad one of the largest and 
Jeet farms in the oounty all paid for. 

His system of farming waa not much 
iifferent from his neigbbora'—no dairy- 
ng, no sp«calating, do registered stock, 
10 fancy prices for anything. He raised 
iust wheat, sheep and bogs. Attention 
:o details and the volume of it made him 
rich. In old age he neither left nor rent- 
ed his farm, but occupied and managed I 
t as long as he lived.

Have yoo ever ooticed the difference 

lo the thrift of the animals Io feed lots 

an neighboring farms where two farmers, I 

ipparently equally good feeders—as far 
m the rations which they fed—were en- 

gaged io feediog live stock for the mar- 

ket? 
"Yes," you will say, "I bave," and 

you will perhaps add, "but I don't know 
bow to account for that difference, for 

Neighbor John feeds just as good as 

Neighbor Joe. In fact, I believe he 
Feeds more grain to his hogs thao John 
joes. He never lets bis hogs go hoogry 
away from the trough, though of coarse I 
Joe never does that, either." ! 

That may be true, bat havea't you no- 

ticed the difference io the condition of I 
their feed lots? Look at the mod Ιο I 

John's feed yard where the bogs most I 

wade about belly deep to get at the ' 

trough. The ooly dry spot io it la that 
far corner where the remains of ao old I 
itraw stack aford them a dry place to 

sleep when it isn't raising. Then take a 

look at Joe's yard, Dice aod high aod I 

dry all over, with a good shelter back 
there for the hogs to be warm aod dry io ' 

during any kind of weather. 
"But can that make such a differ- 

ence?" you may ask. 
Tee, indeed! Feed is oot all (hat the 

hog waots to make him grow sleek sod 
fat. His comfort is just as important to 
him sa his feed.—Wisconsin Agricultur- 
ist.

oontlnnally going np, end In tbla the 
farmer· themselves ere taking a hand. 
Several co-operative faotoriee have been 
bnilt this Muon, and, basing their suc- 
cess on the result· that have been seeur- 
od by similar factories in past season·, 
they will add materially to the net in- 
oome of the crop. It appear· that the 
general average net obtained for oorn 

packed in these cooperative factories 
bas been 3 cents a pound, as against the 
11-2 cent· paid by the proprietary fao- 
toriee. 

Sweet corn growing U a very profita- 
ble branch of farming In our dairy dis- 
tricts, as it ia a money crop and a fodder 
crop combined. The average money 
ralue is a little above 960 an acre, and 
the fodder, cut âne into silos, fnliy 
squats In value two tons of first quality 
bay. Thia gives a feeding value of 
double the average acre in grass, Insures 
ι crop rotation and promotes tillage. It 
is not unusual for the yield of ear· to 
imount to 9100 an acre. Farmer· in my 
>wo county have obtained that this 
fear, and laat year one of our beat oorn 

{rowers got 91.000 from eight acres. Of 
joune, the value of the atover is In- 
sreased proportionately. 

There are now 110 oorn canning fac- 
;oriea in Maine, whioh take the crop from 
!5,000 acres. These factories usually 
put up 500,000 cans each, although some 
>f them are double shop· and handle 
wice that amount. Corn I· bandied in 
heae factories in the moat cleanly man- 
ier. In those where husking machines 
;?.ve been installed the corn is not touoh- 
id with the bands, ei^spl *5 Jt I· 
>laced in the cutting machines by woffle 

to, and ail the machinery in a modern 
torn factory works automatically. Sweet 
lorn brought Maine fermera last season 

13,500,000. 
Potatoes.—Potatoes, with a somewhat 

educed acreage, are not above an aver- 

age in yield, but the quality U excellent. 
rew have been put upon the market at 
«resent writing and they will move alow· 
y as the price continue· low. The coat 
>f growing has been considerably in· 
sreased because of the extra spraying 
uade necessary by the continnous rains 
md dull weather. There Is now no 

loubt of the efficacy of bordeaux for 
ireventiog blight, and onr Aroostook 
armera, who were the pioneers in its 
ise, have reaped a rich harvest from its 
ise this season. The extending of the 
eaaon increases the total yield, and the 
>roportion of marketable tubers as well ; 
bus there is a gain in two directions. 
The Apple Crop.—The orobarda in 

α any parts of Maine now present vvery 
«eautiful appearanoe. The treei,^iicb 
eaved very heavily in the spring; are 

till beautifully green and are full of the 
test colored apples I have seen for many 
ear·. Commercial orcharding is rapid- 
y increasing in the state, and I have 
eoently talked with many fermera who 
atlmate their yield this year above one 
housand barrels each. The prices offer- 
id for apples are low, and they, too, will 
nove from the farms slowly. 

Pall Ploughing.— Never before have I 
een a larger area ploughed for next aea- 
ion's crop· than now. Within the laat 
nonth 1 have travelled from Tork to 
kroostook, and everywhere have I seen 
.earns turning the sod. Tbla Indicatea, 
[ fear, not more livestock, bnt a larger 
tcreage of hoed crops. It also will have 
happy tendency to lessen onr a?ea of 

>ld fields and create an increasing Intér- 
êt in specialized farming, which Is the 
>nly hope for profitable work.—B. Walk· 
ir McKeen, in Tribune Farmer. 

Every Farm Has Climatic Zonea. 
"There are oiimatic zones on every 

iarm that need to be studied and taksn 
idvantage of, just as slight peculiarities 
η plants and animals are studied and 
aken advantage of in breeding," says 
Eric B. Miller, United States weatherfore- 
saster at the University of Wisconsin, In 
in artiole in the Journal of Geography. 

Different soils have the power to pro- 
luce local differences in temperature, 
continues Mr. Miller. This ia largely 
lue to the power to absorb heat and to 
:he power to give out beat by radiation. 
Κ good absorber is a good radiator, and 
ι poor absorber is a poor radiator. The 
lemperatnre changes in the soil are very 
nuoh modified by the state of the atmos- 
phère above them. Clouds, dust, and 
fog intercept both incoming and out- 

going radiation so that the range of tem- 

perature of the soil cannot be so great. 
Clouds and fog act as a blanket, for they 
reflect back, and radiate back the beat 
tent out from the ground, and thus pre- 
rent the temperature from falling so low 
u It does on clear nights, when there Is 
nothing to turn baok or replenish the 
beat given out by the soil. 

The exposure of a slope to the sun· 

ihine Is a factor of great importance, for 
the intensity of sunlight Is greatest on a

Pull advantage of tbla Is taken In Europe 
where the north bank· or the valley· are 

terraced and planted in vineyard· which 
jould not survive the colder oiimate of 
the level ground. 

The climate of this country U marked 
t>y greater variability than is that of Eu- 

rope, ·ο that it is often important to nul- 
lify the effect of unreasonable warm 

ipella in apring. To tbia end, oroharda 
are planted on north alopea to retard 
blossoming in apring becauae the climate 
there ia colder than on level ground. 

▲ lake la of great importance lo regu- 
lating the temperature of the laud 
wound, for it take· more heat to warm 

ι given quantity of water to any stated 
number of degrees than to warm the 
lame quantity of any other aubatanoe to 
the aame number of degreea. Similarly, 
the same quantity of heat will have less 
effect in beating water than any other 
lubatance, the same quantities being oon- 

■Idered. It results from this that the 
■bores of a lake experience less extremes 
of heat and oold than do places away 
from bodies of water! The summers are 

not so hot, nor are the winters so cold. 

Prevention Better than Care. 
There are very few herds of hogs that 

do not suffer from parasites—external or 

internal, or both. No one would argue 
that a hog could do Its beet when bother- 
ed with lice or worms, but comparative- 
ly few think that these pests may serious- 

ly affect profits. They may not affect 
profits to an appreciable exteot when 
they are not present in excessive num- 

bers; the herd may go on for years with- 
out being seriously affected by them, 
but a time favorable to the parasites 
will come when they will infest the 
little pigs to suoh an extent that tbe 
loss will be plain. It pays to be always 
oo the watch for these little "profit ent- 
ers,n and do something to get rid of 
them when they are found. Preventive 
measures are always beet to control 
worms or lice. 

Following my method of returning ail 
waste to the soil where It grew, I am to- 

day having spread on the gardfo a blaek 
mass of vegetable decay that was the ref- 
use from the garden last year, and tbe 
refuse of thie season will be piled with a 

little lime scattered through, and that 
will be ready to go back a Tear hence. 
It Is not practicable in a garden of limit- 
ed else to grow elover and other things 
to keep up tbe soil humus, so we have to 

depend on manure and the rotten relaie, 
nod never burn anything that oan be 
turned Into compost.—w. F. Massey.

PARIS OBSERVES ITS CENTENNIAL. 

Valuable Historical Address by Rev. Mr. Craae.--Poe«i by Mrs. Morton.·· 

Special Music and Other Interesting Features. 

Ita hundredth anniversary waa ob- 
served on Sunday by the First Con- 
gregational Cbnroh of Sooth Paria, with 
appropriate services which extended 
through the day, and will be oontinaed on 

Monday. Such an event la of Importance 
in the life of any organisation, and the 
attendance at all services thua far held 
baa testified to the great interest felt in 
thia occaaion. 

The special historical featnrea were 

given at tbe evening service on Sunday, 
the principal one being the historical 
addresa by Rev. Charlea D. Crane of 
Sayleaville, Κ. I., a former paator of the 
church. Of so much intereat ia tbia ad· 
dreaa that tbe larger part of it, com· 

prlaing all tbe historical portion, ia here 
given. 

HISTORICAL ADDBE8B BY MB. CBANC. 

It would have been altogether fitting, 
bad Qod bo willed it, that Bev. Dr. 
Bolater abould have atood here where I 
stand to-night, and reviewed the aacred 
paat. South Paria waa hia birthplace, 
and hia home for many yean. He waa 

familiar with tbia church and town, and 
tbe name of Bolater ia a name that from 
the very beginning often appeara in tbe 
hiatory we are to narrate. 

Dr. Bolater waa your first choice for 
this place of honor, and It waa a wiae 
choice. But the dnaty aeal of death baa 
been aet npon bia eloquent lipa. God 
had other work for him to do, and the 
call came. 

My own recollectiona of Dr. Bolater 
are altogether delightful. He apent hia 
vacations here during my pastorate, and 
I remember well how uniformly kind 
and brotherly be was. 

While I was pastor at South Paria 1 
prepared with conaiderable care a biatory 
of tbe church and pariah. There were 
a number of men and women with us at 
that time who were well along in years, 
and I thought It important to put In 

writing aome of the interesting things 
they could remember before they were 

taken iwi? by death. I felt sure that 
tbe time wonld CCme when such a record 
would be of value, aùd I was not mis· 
taken. This, I take it, Is the reason why 
you aent for me to fill tbe vacancy, thai 
I prepared tbia biatory and when I went 
away left it with my dear frienda, Dea- 
con and Mra. H. N. Bolater. 

South Parla will alwaya be dear to me. 

It waa here that my married life began, 
and tbe ilrat home of my own that I ever 

bad waa In tbe bouae across tbe street 
from tbe church, at that time owned by 
Alvah Hersey, and oocupied in part by 
bim. It waa in that bouae that onr firat 
child waa born. 

Suppose that we take a look at tbe 
village of South Paris aa it waa aa late aa 

In 1835. Where tbe church ia now waa 

then the garden of Abijah Hall who 
lived in a house adjoining where the 
cburcb is; the bouse owned by Mra. 
Haskell when I was here. That bouae 
waa smaller then. Major Dennett lived 
where Mr. Stowe lived wben I waa here. 
Tbe old "Field Houae," aa it waa called, 
atood oppoaite where we now are. The 
house so long owned and occupied by 
Mrs. Hewett was atanding, but it bad a 

fiat roof. Tbe brick atore that waa torn 
down to make room for the Odd Fellowa* 
block bad been bnilt about two yeara. 
There were two atoree on tbe other aide 
of the bridge, and two aaw-milla, one at 
either end of the bridge. There waa a

that was about all there waa of the buaf 
ne·· part of South Parla in 1835 A

We will now go back for a moment or 

two to a time when there waa no Con- 

gregational church or pariah at South 

n"'",· everybody went to the 
Baptiat meeting on Paria Hill where 
Paraon Hooper preached. He was a 

very good man, and aa peculiar aa he waa 

good. 
He came to Paria in 1704 tod waa 

ordained in 1795 in an old barn. He re- 

mained at Paria Hill during a loo* ρ«I 
torate of forty year·. He never had a 

college training; didn't expect to live 
long enough to go through college: but 
he bad unusual natural ability; and be 
had what few miniatera had in that day. 
and what some miniatera sadly Jack in 
our day—good terminal facilities He 
could aay what he had to say In a very

WHO GAVE THE HISTOBICAL ADDRESS. 

Hall, Celeb Preotiu, Joel Robinson, 
Daniel Stowell, Daniel Stowell Jr., 
Cbarlea Whitman. Tbe firat meeting of 
ibe eociety waa held In Maroh, 1817. 
Daniel Stowell waa moderator and Abi- 
jab Hall waa tbe firat clerk. Ezra Carey, 
Abijab Hall and Dr. Jacob Tukeabury 
were theflrat prudential committee. 

The aecond meeting, to wblcb I bavo 
already referred, waa a apeolal meeting, 
and Daniel Stowell, Major Joel Robinaon, 
William C. Whitney, Captain Tbomaa 
Hill, and Dr. Jacub Tukeabnry were 

cboaen the committee to preaent a plan 
of a meeting-bouse. At an adjourned 
meeting belda week or two later it wan 
voted to accept tbe plan exhibited, and 
William C. Whitney aa auctioneer aold 
tbe pewaaa follow·: 

Pirat choice, Cyprian Hall, No.0,185; 
•econd choice, Daniel Stowell, No. 4,184; 
third choice, Major Joel Robinaon, No. 
12,980; fourth choice, Qeneral Isaac 
R/ila»«r Vn fifth choice. Abl- 
jah Hall, No. 13,182; sixth choice, Dr. 
Tukesbury, No. 16, 178. 

It tu no easy matter to locate the 
building. To come to anj agreement 
aeemed almoat impossible. Finally one 

of the brethren became so desperate that 
be moved tbat it be built directly on top 
of the school-hoase. At last it was de- 
cided to move the school-hoase a little 
and build there. It was voted tbat the 

porch of the meeting-house should front 
the Robinson road. 

Then the men went into the wood· 
and hewed the timber. All the clap- 
boards needed, or nearly all, came from 
one very large tree. There were giants In 
those days. Qeorge King was the boss 
carpenter. When the timbers were 

ready a day was set for the raising of 
the frame. Before they began work 
they gathered in the school-house and 
Parson Hooper offered prayer. It was 

late in the afternoon when the frame was 

all op; there had been no acoldent or 

delay. 
It was the custom In those days when 

a public building was raised to give it a 

name, and to recite verses composed for 
the oocasioa. Martin Brett, then a 

young man, afterward for many years a 

deacon, was the poet on this great occa- 

sion, and be and Giles Sburtteff, also a 

deacon afterward, recited the following: 
My friends, hen is a noble frame. 
And what. My you, shall be the name? 
If too and I alike can see, 
It shall be called "The Unity." 
Now, friends and brethren, will this do? 
Will such a name as this soit 70a? 
And If It will, then let as see 
We Ητ· In peace sad unity. 
And may oar children worship here. 
When we from time shall disappear, 
Unless, like us, they can agree 
To build la peace and unity. 

Those who recited verses usually stood 
on the ridge-pole. Brett and Shnrtleff 
stood on the plate of the porch and were 

laughed at; whereupon Brett said: "We 
must look to the foundation as well as 

to the top." 
I am glad to be able to say that after 

having made most diligent inquiry I And 
tbat no intoxicating llqnora of any kind 
were nsed at the raising of the frame. 

The building waa finished In 1818 at a 

coet of about #2000, and dedicated, Bev. 
Noah Creesy preaching the sermon. I 
have asked a number of those who sang 
In the oholr on that oocasion the text of 
the sermon, bat none ooald tell me. 

Nine yodhg ladies dressed in white were 
a feature of the choir. They met at the 
school-bouse and marched to the ohurcb ; 
among them were Appbla and Paulina 
Robineon, Charlotte Bolster, Levin· and 
Polly Caldwell, and Bath Oarell. 

The boa·· was a plain atraotare paint- 
ed white, with two rows of email wl»· 
dows with twenty-four lights each. It 
had no steeple, belfry, blinde, ohlmneys, 
or vestry. On the inside the walls were 

lathed and plastered. There waa no 

oarpet anywhere and no chandelier or 

lights of any kiod. The box pulpit was 

perched high upon the wall and was 

reached by a long flight of stairs on one 

1 side. It rested on foar posts and under- 
neath it were the communion table and 

1 the "deaoone' seat" where they sat on 

the morning of oommonlon Sunday. The 
singers eat on board seats and the mlnla- 
ter's seat was at first a plank with a 

cushion on It. The pews were high and 
straight and built like oblong boxee. 
They had doors with wooden buttons 
and the seats were on binges. In those 

» days the congregation stood during 
prayer. Tbe prayers were long, and the 
seats being on hinges they were turned 
up to give the people an opporimlty to 

1 lean back. Toucan imagtat^wlth whit 
a clatter the seats came «Iowa when lbs 

> minister said amen.

built, a «tore vu pot la. 
Whenever an evening meeting wm 

bald, which vu seldom, candles ««re 

used; a candle In the pulpit and candles 
tor tbe singers. On one occasion Mr. 
talker was on ezcbanfs and tba visiting 
minister had oooaslon to sanff tba candle. 
Be did it witb his Angara and threw tba 
wlok into a box of sawdust which, al 
ibattime, for reasons thai I nsed not 
name, was an essential part of the pulpit 
Fnrnitnre. One of the singers noticed a 

imokj smell in the boose before tba 
wrvica was done, and after ba got boma 
lie was so troubled that he went back 
ind foiled that the wooden box wee 
burnt through, and that bis oomlng back 
bad saved tbe building. Mrs. Ann Morse 
irho sang in the choir that evening le my 
luthorlty for this. 

Rev. Joeepb Walker was tba first set- 
tled pastor. He was called in 1821 on a 

ialary of $400. The cburcbes represent- 
jd In tbe Council were Sumner, Tomer, 
iaco, Gorham, Otlafleld and Waterford. 
rhe installing sermon wss by Rev. Jona· 
than Cogswell, of Saco. Mr. Walker's 
pastorate was more than three times aa 

ong as any that have followed It. I waa 
told by one who kuew him well that 
when you passed him in tbe road, with· 
jut a word or even a bow, there would 
)ften seem to go out from him a holy 
Influence. His very presence impreesed 
one deeply witb a eense of eternal 
things. 

Tbere were large additions to tba 
shurcb in tbe years 1830, *81, '32, '40, 
ind '43; 23 In 1831; 17 In 1832; 23 In 
1840; 25 in 1843, twenty-two of theee on 
ΐηβ Sunday. Mr. Walker's sermons and 
prayer», in contrast witb those of Parson 
Hooper, weie very long. He lived In tbe 
bouse opposite Colonel Swett's, the 
bouse occupied by William Rice when I 
•as here; and in tbat bouse be died. 

A faithful attendant upon bis ministry 
iras a man who, on account of bis punc- 
tuality In going to church, waa known as 

•Go-to-meeting Merrill," or "Seven-mile 
Merrill." He rode seven milee to meet- 
ng every Sunday, and be was so 

punctual tbat people going to meeting 
in Pads Hill knew whether they were 
ate or early by tbe place in the road 
where they met Merrill. May bis tribe 
ncreaae! 

On many a Sunday during Mr. 
Walker's ministry tbere mlglit have been 
teen In the pulpit willi him, one on 
sitber side, a man and a woman. Tbe 
roan was Ezekiel Merrill, and tbe woman 

ras Mrs. Moore, Judge Deerlng's wife's 
mother. They were very bard of hear- 
ng and there were no aconstlcons In 
hose days. Rather than miss tbe ser- 

mon they stood In tbe pulpit for an hour 
>r more, each witb an ear-trumpet made 
>f tin. I had this direct from some who 
bad often witnessed tbe strange 
ipectacle. 

We may judge of Mr. Walker'e popu- 
larity by the fact t'iat in 1826 it was 

roted tg hire bim for Ave years. 
In March, 1639. Giles Shurtleff and 

Martin Brett were appointed a commit- 
:ee to prevent all persons from defacing 
he pews and seats and otherwise injuf- 
ng tbe bouse; snd they were in· 
itructed to posta notice in the gallery 
)fferiog a reward of f 1 for evidence that 
would convict of such an offence. 

It was during Mr. Walker'e pastorate 
ibat tbe building was removed to ite 
present site. The first site was chosen 
t>ecause it was tben tbe most central and 
x>nvenient; tbere was tben no village of 
iouth Paris. Io June, 1036, it was vot- 
jd to remove tbe building, and tbst It be 

pot up again in its preeent form, and 
ileo tbat a belfry be put on so tbat a bell 
nay be had if wanted. At an adjourned 
meeting July 4, 1836, the report of the 
committee on removal waa accepted, 
rbe garden of Abijah Hall was recom- 
mended as tbe best location, Mr. Hall 
having generously donated tbe land. Mr. 
King, who built the house In tbe first 

place, took It to pieces, moved and re- 

built it ou its present site. No change 
was made except tbat a belfry was put 
on, and Setb Morse, uncle to Deacon 
Elisha Morse, donated a bell and vane 

ind received therefor a vote of thanks. 
TT UI ΙΟ IUO VUKUiHg mm m νν·«η 

lervicea were held io the houae loog 
iwned bj Mr·. Hukell tod la that part 
3f tbe home occopled by Dr. Round· 
luring my pu to r* te, tbat put beiog 
then la an unfinlabed condition. Tbe 
soit of removal wu from 1700 to #000. 
There wu no difference of opinion u to 
ι be wiadom of a new aite. Even tboae 
who were to be Inconvenienced some- 

what by tbe change acquieaced cheer- 
fully in what they felt to he for tbe com* 

mon good. When the bouae wu re- 

dedicated Rev. Mr. William·, of Poland, 
preached tbe sermon from tbe text: 
"The church of tbe living God, tbe pil- 
lar and ground of tbe truth." 

In 1845 a new bell wm bought, tbe old 
one having become unfit for uae. 

Mr. Walker closed hie long putorate 
on account of III health in 1860, and died 
in April, 1851. He wu buried In tbe 
old burying ground where hie dust now 

awaita tbe resurrection. Bis funeral 
sermon wu preached by Rev. J. A. 
Douglas, of Waterford. After bla ruig- 
nation the pulpit wu supplied for uveu- 

teen Sunday· for $100, for tbe benefit of 
hie family. Rev. Horatio Merrill wu 

then invited to supply for a few month·. 
It wu during this year, 1851, tbat tbe 

pulpit and galleries were lowered, the 
window· enluged and new glau pnt In, 
and tbe pewa modernized. Cbarlee Por- 
ter wu employed to ovenee this work, 
and Alvab Heraey and A. Field were · 

consulting committee. 
In November, 1851, Rev. Fraud· Dyer 

wu called to tbe putorate at a salary of 

9500.

He wu to receive a aalary of 1600, and 
to bave a vacation of foor Sondaya. He 
wu i natal led In January, I860. Rev. 
A. T. Loring, of tbe aecond church, Nor- 

way, preached tbe lermoo. Tbe putor- 
ate of Mr. Southwortb covered aboot 
foor years aod io proportion to it· length 
wu, perhapa, more aucceufol In visible 
remit· than any before or alnoe. During 
tbe firat year of bio putorate tbe meet- 

log-bouse wu altered and Improved on 

tbe ootaide and inside. Tbe building 
wu raised and a vestrv pnt beoeatb. An 
addition waa pot oo tbe aootb end and 

twenty-four new pewe added to meet tbe 
demand for Beat·. A new pulpit and 
pulpit foroltore were bought Tbe 
•tovu were taken out and a furnace, tbe 
gift of tbe Meure. Cbau of Portland, 
wupnt In. The ootaide wu painted 
and tbe roof and bell-deok ware repaired. 
Tbe total expenu wu about $800. Tbe 
work wu done by Augnatns aod Krae- 
toe King, mm.of George King who 
built tbe first bonu. 

There were largo addltlono to the

"Tentative Agreement" Disagrees. 
It will doubtless be recalled that the 

present state administration in this 

state, after advertising for bida for the 
state printing, awarded two of the larg- 
est classes of printing, making the bulk 
of the work, to the Sentinel Publishing 
Co. of Waterville. The bids of the Sen 
tinel Company were lowest, and the con- 

tract would bave gone to tbem without 
reservation, but it so happened that Cy- 
rus W. Davis, the secretary of state, was 

an officer of the Sentinel Company, and 
that the law of the state therefore pro- 
hibited such award. There was, to be 
sure, a question iu the minds of some 

whether tbis was the effect of the law in 
such a case, but the governor and coun- 

cil referred the matter to the Supreme 
Court, and were given the opinion that 
such an award of the contract was for- 
bidden by the statute. 

Now what, under those circumstances, 
would you have expected the state ad- 
ministration to do? Re-open the matter 
and advertise for new bids, and make a 

contract accordingly? Why, yes, that 
woald seem to be the proper thing to do. 
But this reform administration didn't see 

fit to do it. Instead, they made what 
they called a "tentative agreement" 
with the Sentinel Publishing Company 
to continue the printing at contract 
prices. 

And so, for more thin a year now, tbe 
state printing baa oeen done under an 

Illegal arrangement, without any attempt 
to come within tbe law. It is alio a faot 
that tbe interpretation o! the laws haa 
been «nob—aa In tbe caae of the primary 
election law—as to give the largest 
amount of printing possible to the bene- 
ficiary of tbe "tentative agreement." 
There are also allegations of over- 

charges. but nobody should be condemn- 
ed without the evidence being heard. 
There is however no doubt about the en- 

tire printing arrangement being illegal. 
But this administration has been voted 

out of power by tbe people of tbe state, 
and has only about two months more to 
laat. Peculiar as it may seem, just at 
this point Attorney Oeneral Pattangall, 
who is the representative of tbe Sentinel 
Publishing Co. in some capacity, has no- 

tified the governor and council that the 
company does not desire to continue 
longer under tbe tentative agreement. 
Therefore it is expected that bids will b« 
advertised for and a contract made. 
There will be just about time to com- 

plete the transaction in the life of tbia 
administration. But tbe Sentinel will 
have had tbe printing while the admin- 
istration lasted. 

The explanation is of course that tbe 
Sentinel is a leading Democratic organ, 
and controlled by some of the leading 
Democrats of the state. But tbe whole 
affair is about tbe rawest deal that this 
relorm administration bas given ns. 

This might be called tbe Ananias sea- 

son in Maine, when we read of moose 
that come into the barnyard witb the 
cows at night, and many similar weird 
proceedings. 

How are tbe mighty fallen! Jack 
Johnson, champion bruiser of tbe world, 
once sought out of all men, is now sunk 
so low that he is referred to as "the 
negro Johnson." And there seems to be 
little doubt that he deserves most of tbe 
opprobrium that is bestowed upon him. 

Another threatened calamity which it 
is hoped may be averted Is the;possible 
lose of sight of Marconi, the inventor. 
In consequence of injuries received in a 
recent automobile accident, be baa bad 
lo have one eye removed, and the eight 
of tbe other ia said to be endangered. 
Marconi is so nearly a world character 
that be has universal sympathy. More- 
over, be is so valuable an asset to the 
world that there is also a material aspect 
to the situation. 

The largest stenographic record ever 
made in a lawsuit has been introduced 
aa evidence in a trial in Kansas City. It 
consista of 50,000 pages of 350 words to 
a page, a total of 17,500.000 words, mak- 
ing a pile of bound books ten feet high. 
It is not stated whether tbe property in 
dispute is a five-thousand dollar house 
or a yearling calf. 

Maine's Strong Mao. 
II is donbtful if Maine can show a 

stronger man than Howard H ay man, the 
well-known Calais blacksmith. Mr. 
Hayman weighs 173 pounds, his height 
ia 5 feet 9 Incbea, ace 35 years.

"TO KEEP THK YOONG KITS OKF THKB 

ROAD", llK IS TllKKK HIMSELF. 

A small sized cyclone blew into town 
and into the Democrat office one night 
last week.

away from borne in this country every 
year, and the hoboes get bold of many of 
them.

be do use to beg at doors themselves, but 
can seud a boy, and the misguided 
woman of the boose, instead of trying to 
send the boy home, will give him food 
and perhaps money. The other claas are 

the "yeggs," who use the boy in their 
criminal work, and start bim in a crimi- 
nal life. 

So be says to the boys, Don't run away 
from home, Don't yield to the wander- 
lust. And then he says, "I ran away 
from home when I was eleven years old. 
Now I am forty, The made it forty five a 

few minutes later] and I have no home, 
no occupation, nothing that I can call my 
own, except a tombstone. To-day I 
went from Bethel to Berlin, back to 
Gorham, and just came in from there on 

the blind baggage. And already I am 

dguring how 1 can get out of town the 

quickest and get to Mechanic Falla. I 
have traveled 505,914 miles, and have 
never paid but $7 61 in railroad fare." 

Just how much good it does to warn 

the boys against the wanderlust, when it 
has become an obsession with him, it 

may be pertinent to inquire. However, 
he »eems decidedly earnest in bis ex- 

hortation*, aDd is certainly voluble. 
Now perhaps you may have in mind a 

picture of a frowsly, blear eyed Wander- 

ing Willie, with a three-days' growth of 

beard, a tarred string round hi· waist, 
and a tin can slung on bis back. Not so. 

A No. 1 is a man of middle age, rather 
short and a trifle inclined to embonpoint, 
with a complexion of the freshness of 

youth, and of alert, vivacious, almost 
uervous temperament. As he appears 
when be has landed in town and pre 
pared himself for business, he is well 
dressed and smooth shaven, with immac- 
ulate collar. Overalls and jumper be 
wears to travel in, but when he gets off 
the train they are wrapped up with his 
other bundle. 

He is, as he says, of French American 
origin, born in San Francisco, but he 

speaks English with a pronounced Ger 
man accent, and poors the words out at 
a rate which would send a stenographer 
to the insane asylum, and put a phono- 
graph out of commission. He does not 

drink, smoke, or practice any of the 
other bad habit·, and as he seems to 
have no active participation in politics, 
is only rarely accused of being a liar. 

His moat priceless possession is what 

might be called hie passport book—so 
precious that the profaoe editorial band 
could not be laid upon it to turn a leaf 
without the injunction to "Be careful of 
that book."

A Hundred Years in God's Servie* 
(Continued from page 1.) 

4jed universally beloved. Hi· fuaeral 
aermon *u preaobed by Ββ». P. B. Wll- 
oo* of apper Norway, tod he «m burled 
In the village graveyard. He left in hi· 
■tody a sermon half-completed, with ι 
text quite appropriate to the condition· 
oader which, unknown to hlmaelf, he 
waa writing: "Only let your conversa- 
tion be a· becometh the gospel of Chrlat, 
that whether I come and see you, or 
elae be absent, I may bear of your affaira 
that ye atand faat in one apirit with one 
mind, striving together for the faith of 
the gospel." 

After Mr. Sonthworth'i death the pul- 
pit was supplied for several months by 
the Association for the benefit of bis 
family. His brother, Rev. Francis 
Southwortb, then labored with the 
church as acting paator till 1865 when he 
waa succeeded by Mr. Chapman who 
supplied for a few months. He waa fol- 
lowed by Rev. Francia B. Knowlton who 
waa asked to aupply for a year at 1750. 
At the cloae of the year, the pulpit being 
vacant again, a call was extended in Oc- 
tober, 1867, to Rev. J. B. Wheelwright at 
a salary of 1800, and he waa inatailed De- 
cember 4, 1867. Rev. J. O. Flake, of 
Bath, preacbod the the aermon from the 
text: "He which teatifietb theae things 
aaitb, Surely I come quickly. Even so, 
come, Lord Jeaua." 

After a faithful pastorate of nearly 
nine years, the aecond longeât in the his- 
tory of the church, Mr. Wheelwright re- 

signed and a council met June 11, 1877, 
and voted to recommend the disaolving 
of the pastoral tie. 

This brings me to my own pastorate 
which began in September, 1877, and 
continued till January, 1S80, at a aalary 
of 11000 per year. During thia brief pas- 
torate the church building waa entirely 
made over. It waa raiaed and a new ves- 

try put beneath; the organ and the ohoir 
gallery were moved to a plaoe prepared 
behind the pulpit; and there were other 
important and extensive improvements. 

Some of us can never forget the little 
half-underground veatry with ita low 

ceiling and ita dingy walla, for it waa a 

hallowed spot ; it had been the birth- 
place of precioua souls. The last meet- 

ing held there was July 10, 1878, and the 
last service held in the old auditorium 
was July 14, in the same year. The 

dedication service a favorite hymn ol 
Deacon Morse'·, "I long to be there," 
was sung, and Rev. W. H. Bolster gave a 

memorial address. 
Io thia connection it may not be amisi 

to say that Mrs. Cora Brlggs has served 
as organist for a long term of years. II 
may be that no other ohnroh organist in 
Maine has had as long a term of uninter- 
rupted service. And she has served with 
tare ability. She has seen the ministers 
and the deacons come and go; bat she 
has continued to occupy her aocnstomed 
seat. It would seem as if she might al- 
most say of herself what Tennyson's 
Brook said : 

Men may come, and men may so, 
But I go on forever. 

What more fitting thing could the 
church and parish do than to make Mrs. 

Brlggs a life member of the New Eng- 
land Chapter of the Guild of American 
Organists? 

In October, 1892, Rev. R. J. Haughton 
received and accepted a unanimous call 
and remained with the church till May, 
1890. The electrlo lights were Installed 
during his pastorate at a cost of 175. 

In January, 1899, Rev. W. E. Brooke, 
D. D., was called and began his ministry 
here in September of that year. In 1900 
the church building was shingled at an 

expense of $121. At the annual parish 
meeting in 1901 Deacon Bolster present- 
ed two clocks, one for the auditorium 
and one for the vestry. In 1002 the 
building was painted at a cost of 9150. 

At the annual meeting in 1903 the 
ladies received a special vote of thanks 
for their heroic efforts in completing the 
payment of the parish debt. 

In April, 1905, Rev. A. K. Baldwin re- 

ceived and accepted a call to the pastor- 
ate. It was during his pastorate that a 

parsonage was bought for $2000, and a 

oew steel ceiling put into the church; 
also two new furnaces costing 1500 At 
the annual parish meeting in 1907 the 
Christian Endeavor Society made a gift of 
124 to install electric lights in the vestry. 
At this same meeting 9350 was appro- 
priated for the use of the musio com- 

mittee, a larger sum than bad ever be- 
fore been appropriated. The music has 

always been an attractive feature of the 
worship in this church. Tour speaker 
to-night remembers well the quartette 
that did such faithful and splendid work 
during his pastorate: the chorister, Mrs. 

George A. Wilson, who was always at 

Congregational Church, South Paris. 

choir sang appropriate selections and 
the pastor gave a historical «ketch. The 
first service held in the new auditorium 
was on August 17, 187Θ. The choir 
opened the service with an anthem. 
Rev. Henry Bolster, of Everett, Mass., 
read the Scriptures and offered prayer, 
and the pastor preached. November Θ, 
1879, the vestry complete in every part 
with papered walls, carpeted floor, 
woodwork and furniture repainted, and 
new lights, was occupied first. Â new 

bell costing about |300 was hung in 
August, 1S77. It called to service for 
the first time August 19, 1877, and was a 

pleasant change from what we bad been 
having, for the old bell was badly crack- 
ed. Not long after the Congregational 
bell was hung, the Methodists, with their 
usual enterprise, hung a fine bell in the 

steeple of their church. 
The afternoon preaching service was 

discontinued during my pastorate. At 
firet there was considerable oppo- 
sition to the change, but after it had 
been omitted for a few weeks there was 

no desire to resume it 
During the two years and a little 

more that I was in South Paris the La- 
dies' Circle raised the not inconsiderable 
sum of 1538.32. 

During the Week of Prayer in 1878 I 
union meetings were held with the 
Methodists; there was no other church 
in South Paris at that time. These 
meetings developed suoh an interest 
that they were continued during the en- 

tire mouth of January. On January 23 
of that year we held a union praise 
meeting in our vestry. It was a Friday 
evening; the vestry was packed; and 

nearly forty arose to testify that they 
bad found the Saviour. At the March 
Communion in 1878 thirteen joined on | 
confession, and in M^y of the same year 
seven more united, and one in July, 
making twenty-one in all. 

During the winter and spring of 1878 
79 there were union meetings again, fol- 
lowed by meetings in our own vestry

her poet and whose sweet and strong 
soprano voice was beard for so many 
years; the alto, Mrs. Lizzie Chase, whose 
voice has now joined the heavenly choit 
as has also that of Mrs. Wilson; Prank 

Thayer whose sweet tenor voice thrilled 
us all; and George A. Briggs and Rod- 
ney Hall whose strong and rich bass 
voices left nothing to be desired. 

It was during the pastorate of Mr. 
Baldwin that the church and parish sus- 

tained a severe loss in the death of 
Deacon H. N. Bolster after a painful 
illness of nearly a year. For over twen- 

ty-five years be bad served as superin- 
tendent of the Sunday School, and was 

seldom absent from hi« post, and bis 
term of service as deacon was of equal 
length. He died July 30, 1900, at his 
home on High Street. 

March 4 of the same year Judge George 
A. Wilson died. For many years be had 
been one of the most active and influen 
tial members of the parish, and while 
not a member of the church was a regu- 
lar attendant upon ite services and de- 
voted to its interests. 

Id October, 1007, your present pastor, 
Rev. A.· T. McWhorter, began his labors 
among yon, and in 1910 you showed 

your appreciation of his faithful and 
earnest work by raising bis salary to 

$1100. Tou have also taken speoial 
pains to provide him with a well located 
and comfortable home. 

Since he baa been with you, March 16, 
1909, Mrs. George A. Wilson passed to 
the home beyond. Mjs. Wilson bad 

spent the forty-four years of her married 
life in South Paris. She united with the 
church by letter in 186S, and from the 
outset and all through these years she 
was a leader in the various activities 
She sang in the choir, and was president 
of the ladies' circle, and an earnest 
worker in the Sunday School. I had not 
beard of her death till a day or two ago 
when your pastor informed me, and it 
came as a sad surprise, for I bad antici- 

pated meeting again one who in so many 
ways was a help to me in my pastorate 
here. 1 am glad to know that you have 
a woman's class in the Sunday Sohool 
that is a memorial to her. 

I regret that the latter part of tbii 
review has been so imperfect. But aa I 
have not been able to keep in touoh with 
the church during the more than, thirty 
years that have passed alnce I went 

away, I bave been able to give yon only 
what has been furnished me. 

I cannot close without saying some- 

thing by way of "improvement," as the 
old divines would have said. If I were 

to take a text at this point it wonld be 
the words of Jesus: "One soweth and

As announced, bis subject was "Tbe 
Milestones of Life," and his sermon was 

a brief but graphic picturing of the mile- 
stones which mark, not only bnman his- 
tory but the life of individual man. 

Tbe choir for this service was com- 

posed of Miss Ruby Clark, soprano; Miss ι 

Elelen M. Barnes, alto; Howard W. Shaw, 
lenor; Geo. A. Briggs, bass; with Mrs. 
Cora S. Briggs at tbe organ. I 

At 12 o'olock there were special ser- < 

vices by the^Sunday School In the ves- ι 

try, taking the place of tbe regular ses- 
sion. They opened with singing by the 
Pioneer Chorus, responsive reading, and ι 

prayer by Rev. Mr. Crane. 
Chas. H. Howard, tbe superintendent 

of the school, read a short historical 
sketch of the Sunday School, his definite 
information going back only to 1882, 
when the records begin, and at which 
U&ie the school was reorganized to con- 

form to the regulation; a! the church, it 
having before that'been independent oi 
tbe church government. Capt. Η. Ν. { 
Bolster was then superintendent and had 
been for aome yearn, and be continued 
in that position, bis fnii term of service 
being about twenty-fire year·. Otber 
superintendents were J. F. Plnmmer, 
T. S. Barnes, and Mr. Howard, the pres- 
ent incumbent, wbo has been in the po· 
sltion for about nine year·. N. O. Bol- 
ster bas been librarian for about thirty- 
Ave yean. The average attendance in 
1882 was 83, and in 1911 it was 101. 

Mrs. Tuttle, the oldest present mem- 

ber, gave some reminiscences of the 
early days, when the lesson consisted in 
learning tbe catechism, and repeated ~h 
portion of the catechism. 

A poem written by Rose McKenney 
Rawson for some anniversary in former 
years was read by Misa Walker. 

N. D. Bolster spoke briefly, giving 
statistics of tbe library work, and refer- 
ring to his connection with the sobool, 
which began when he wbs five year· of 

age, and has continued without inter- 

ruption, and Mr. Crane, being called 
upon, gave a few word· of remlnlacenoe 
and talked to tbe children for a few 
mlnutea. 

At 5:45 p. u. centennial exercises were 

held by the Christian Endeavor Society. 
A sketch of the early Christian Endeavor 
work waa read by Mrs. Apphia Clifford. 
No early recorda of tbe aoclety are in ex- 

istence, but it Is known that the society 
was organized during tbe pastorate of 
Rev. A. O. Pitz, and not long after the 
beginning of Christian Endeavor In 1881. 
Rev. Francis E. Clark, the father of 

(Christian Endeavor, assisted In the 
organization of this aociety. Previous to 
that, a young people's meeting in some- 

what different form bad been conducted 
by Mrs. Crane. 

A sketch of the Junior work was 

given by Misa Myra Haggett, there waa 

a also by Miaa Rose Clark, and a duet by 
Miss Ruby Clark and Misa Helen Barnea. 

Some time before the hour for tbe 
evening service the anditorlnm of the 
church waa complete!} filled, and though 
every inch of available apaoe waa occupl* 
ed, a great many were unable to gain ad 
miaaion.

Ealle Hlltunen, aoo of Antti Hiltunen, 
fffco live» on^the Charles T;.Baf<Jr fera 
it Snow's Falls, waa ahot and fatally 
mounded by bla younger brother at noon 

Saturday. 
Ealle, who waa 17 years of age, waa one 

>f the flrat to get through dinner, and 
tvhen he hAd finished, went out through 
the abed to the barn. On the way be 
took up a 22 caliber rifle and loaded It. 

Setting it up agalnat tbe barn door, he 

picked up a piece of tin and atarted 
iown tbe yard, evidently to tack It op 
tor a target. 

Meanwhile bia younger brother, Ed- 
ward, 12 yeara of age, bad come ont 
from tbe houae, and picked up the r.fle, 
not knowing it waa loaded, and pointed 
It toward bis brother as he waa walking, 
ind pulled tbe trigger. 

The bullet entered juat under the 
ihoulder blade of Ealle, and went in a 

diagonal courae ao nearly through tbe 
body that Dr. D. M. Stewart, who waa 

iummoned, found it juat under the skin 
in front, where it could be easily felt, 
ind waa removed by making a email In- 

slaion. 
Ealle turned and walked five or aiz 

itepe, aaying "You big fool to ahoot me," 
then dropped to the ground. He un- 

doubtedly lived only a few minutea. 
Coroner William J. Wheeler waa no- 

tified, but after hearing the atory of the 

iffair, considered it so plain a caae of ao- 

sident that be did not go to tbe scene.

tbe ginger may be preeerved at bone. 
Half a pound of tbe "stem ginger" will 
make a jarful that will give a deligbtfnl 
Singer flavor to many disbes. Tbe «tern 

ginger i« of a finer quality ibaa tbe ordi- 
nary sort. For preeerving pick out tbe 
beat of tbe little ginger roots. Wash 
tbem In oold water, tban «crape tbetn 
and cut In amall pleoee. Place In a pre· 
lerving kettle and cover witb tbe water 
In wbicb tbey bave aoaked for an boor. 
Wben tbe water reacbee the boiling 
point aet tbe kettle baok on the fire, and 
let it eimmer gently ontil tbe roota begin 
to get tender; drain from tbe water and 
oook nntll transparent in a augar and 
water ayrup made In tbe proportion of 
two-thlrda aogar and one-tblrd water. 

Applea and pears combine well witb 
ginger syrup. Use tart, firm applea, 
pare, quarter and oook tbem in Juat «offi- 
cient aweetened water to oover; steam, 
covered, until tbe apples are balf cook- 
ed, transfer tbem carefully to tbe bot 
gloger syrup and aimmer nntil trana- 

pareot. If tbe aplcy flavor la not pro- 
DOonced enough, add a little ground 
gioger. 

Pare a quart of peara and ooiok In water 
to cover, with a lit tie sugar, notil quite 
soft; strain tbe juice, or use tbat from 
caoned pears. To two oapfnls of the 
pear juioe add ao equal quantity of tbe 

preserved ginger ayrup and balf an 

ounce of dissolved gelatin. Stir together,! 
wet a rlDg mold and fill with tbe jelly. 
When stiff, tarn out on to a flat glass 
dlsb and pile up the preeerved or halved 
fresh pears in the oenter of the mold. 
For a gsrnish ose a border of whipped 
cream disposed In little cones around the 
jelly, dotted oo the tip with a candled 
cherry. To carry out tbe amber tint of 
the jelly, uae thinly siloed circles of tbe 
preserved ginger. To serve, place a lit- 
tle square of the jelly on each dlsb, with 
the half of a pear topped with the cone 

of cream. 
With left-over ayrup from preeerved 

ginger an experiment with canota waa 

tried, with excellent reaolt. The carrota 
were waabed and boiled until tbey com- 
menced to get tender, wben tbey were 

removed from the water and pared; they 
were then cut in piecea about tbe aise of 
•he ginger root and allowed to drain 
over night on a aieve, apread out aepa- 
rately. Cook in the preeerved ginger 
syrup until tbey are tender, adding tbe 
thin yellow riod of a lemon, ahaved fine. 
Remove tbe pieces of carrot from the 
syrup witb a skimmer and balf fill pint 
jars. Strain the ayrup from tbe lemon 
j«ei, boil it down for ten minutea, then 
pour over the carrots. When oold, 
screw on tbe topa In a cool, dry, dark 
place. 

Gioger roota may be crystallised by 
oooking tbem aa above, and after tbe 
simmering proceaa, to render the ginger 
transparent, set tbe kettle baok on the 
fire, where it will keep warm and let the 
gioger absorb tbe ayrup. In tbe morn- 

ing divide the maaa of ginger witb a 

sharp knife and cut each piece into thin 
circles. Roll in augar and a to re away 
between paraffin paper in pasteboard 
boxee. 

For a aandwich filling nothing could 
be more palatable tban a combination of 
bananaa, aliced thin, and circles of 
crystallized ginger. Butter thin alicea 
of bread and cover one slice with a few 
alicea of the banana, add a little augar 
and a drop or two of lemon juice, then a 

layer of the gloger alicea, and oover witb 
the other balf alice of bread. « 

Procure large, perfectly abaped dates, 
remove tbe pits, roll In powdered sugar, 
and fill the cavities with a mixture of 
chopped ginger and blanched almonds. 

For bonbons, cut tbe ginger Into tiny 
cubes and enclose it in fondant; roll In 
finely chopped mixed nuta of any variety 
preferred, or make finger-sired hv§ ci 
tbe fondant in which the nuta and gin- 
ger are mixed. Theae are delioiona serv- 
ed with ginger wafers and coffee.

PEANUT FIXGBB BOLLS. 

Scald and cool one pint of milk. Hake 
* soft sponge by adding one y east cake, 
one pint of flour and balf a teaapoonful 
of salt. Let it atand one hour. Then 
tdd balf a cupful of ahortening, butter, 
and lard mixed, two oupfula of finely 
broken peanuU and two pints of flour. 
Knead well. Place in a warm a pot for 
two hours, then turn out on a bread- 
board and roll aligbtly. Cut In atrips in 
finger lengths, pinch the ends and place 
apart on tins. Let them rise an hour 
and bake for twenty minutea In a good 
oven. Theae rolla can be atarted in tbe 
morning and be ready to aerve at 

luncheon. They are dainty and dell- 
oioua. 

PBA5UT OMELET. 

M ike a cream aauce witb one table- 
spoonful of butter, two tablespoonfula 
of flour and three-quarters of a cupful of 
mi.'k ponred In slowly. Take from Are, 
season, add three quarters of a cupful of
