Horse Nutes.

Allow the pregnant mares to exercise
in the fresh air as much as possible.

Heavy farm horses belp lo solve the
iabor problem.

The man who uses brood mares to per-
form his farm work canoot afford to put
them in the hands of an incompetent
hired man.

Large profits frequently come from a
moderate begioning in breeding draft
horses.

The deceit and trickery practiced by
slick salesmen in selling draft stallions
oo the company plan has done great in-
jury to the cause of horse-breeding in
many sections.

A horse with a good disposition, builk
on good, clean legs, with good depth of
chest and middle, will keep in good con-
dition on leas feed than one of the oppo-
site type.

The average brood-mare on the farm
will do better and raise a better and
bealthier colt if worked moderately
nearly up to the time of foaling than If
pampered and kept in idleness.

Start to educate the colt while he is
quite youog. Give him a little of his
own way, but a little more of yours,
gradually bringiog him to your way of
thinkiog.

Sundays or holidays or days when the
borses are standing in the barn the grain
ration should be reduced one-balf,

Keep the borses in good condition
during the whole of the winter. It will
ot only mean a saving of a lot of feed,
but it will iosure the animals being
ready to go right to work when needed
in the spring.

The last 200 pounds we can put ona
draft-horse is the most profitable meat
we can produce ou the farm.

A horse is worth just whbat he can en-
dure for his owner.

No drawing card holds out quite such
strong inducements to good hired men
as the farm that maintains bigh-class
work horses.

Usiog the whip only puts more fear
into the nervous colt.

Soundness should be the basis In the
selection of a draft stallion.

Sillage for Beel Cattle.
The Missouri Experiment Station bas
recently publisbed the results of some
careful tests of corn silage as feed for
beel cattle.
It was found that a ton of silage was
approximately equal to one balf ton of
clover bay when fed in connection with
abelled corn and linseed oil meal, or
with shelled corn and clover hay, or
with shelled corn, linseed oil meal and
clover bay.
Estimated on the basis of net profit
per steer, a ton of dry matter in the
form of corn silage yielded 50.3 per cent
greater valoe than a ton of dry matter
in the torm of shock corn.
A ration in which silage and clover
bay were used was much more profitable
than & rativn in which silage constituted
the only rougbage.
One of the most conspicuous features
of the test was the notable superiority
of the ration in which linseed oil meal
was used and those in charge of the
tests concluded that “it is desirable to
feed some high protein concentrate in
the ration, if the most exteasive use is,
to be made of corn silage in fattening
[ cattle.”
The results indicate that fatteniog
cattle which receive corn silage as the
only roughage do not cootinue to do
well for longer than about ninety days.
A superior finish is obtained in fattening
cattle which are marketed in the spring
when silage composes a part of the ra-
tion.
The lot of steers which received a ra-
tion of shelled coro, linseed oil meal,
corn silage and clover bay made the
greatest gaina in live weight, produced
the most economical gains, were the
best finished and yielded the greatest
profir.

Work Leads to Success.

Not long since a prominent man was
reported as saying in an address to the
pupils of a public school that ‘‘too many
young people are growing up who will
not work, but are on the lookout for
‘soft soaps,’ clerical positions, ete.,
where they can wear good clothes and
will pot bave to soil their bands.” “If
the schools are teaching that you are too
well educated to work with your bands”
he said in conclusion, “then the schools
are doing a great deal of harm."’

He is nnhappily right in the first con-
clusion, bat we do not think he s right
in implying that the schools are to
blame, The amount of edncation the
majority of children get is not enough of
itself to put ideas of- superiority into
their heads. As a rule, they ucquire
such false notions in their own homes,
from their parents. Hard-working par-
ents have a npatural desire that their
children shall advance in the world and
tbat the conditions surrounding them
shall be more agreeable than those en-
countered by themeelves. Now there is
oo fault to be found with this, but when
they assume, as they often do, that this
proﬁrua is to be made by avoiding man-
ual labor or work that will soil the
hauds and iovolve the wearing uf rough
clothes, or bard toil of any kind, they
make a sad mistake.

No great thing has ever been accom
plished in this world withoot hard work
of hand or brain or both. No man or
woman ever won success in life by his
own effort who was ashamed to turn his
hand to any honest occupation, however
humble that presented iteelf. The sales-
man behind the counter or the clerk at
the desk are not persons to be envied be-
yond their fellow men who work in
blonse and overalls. As a matter of
fact, most often the reverse should be
the case, for, as a rule, the wages of the
workman exceed those of the clerk, he
has shorter hours and, dltogether, enjoys
greater independence. Moreover, heis
more certain of continued employment,
and, other things being equal, bas a
better prospect of ‘‘getting on in the
world.”

False ideasin regard to work have
long existed and are still to be encuun-
tered, but they are gradually giving way
to a more intelligent view.

What is Farmers’ Week?
Farmers’ Week isa short course in
Agriculture and Home ‘Economics one
week in duration held at the College of
Agricalture each year during the second
week in March. Itopens oo the evening
of March 9th and contiques during the
entire week.

It consists of lectures and demonstra-
tioos in tumlnE and home makiog along
very practical lines. This program is
given io three sections so that at least
three lecturea or demonstrations are go-
ing oo all the time, offering a wide op-
portunity of choice to those Inattend-
ance.

Over one bundred different lectures
and demonstrations will be given and
forty-six people will participate in the
program. This course will be full of
special features, includiog the unveiling
of the tablet to the memory of Honor-
able Ziba Alden Gilbert, the anoual
meetiogs of the Maine Federation of
Agricultural Assoclations and the Maine
Association of Agricultural Students.
The program for Farmers’ Week and
also the special programs for the asso-
ciations named above will be sent oo ap-
plication to the College of Agricultare,
Orono.

Farmers’ Week has become a real fac-
tor in the development of Maine agricul-
ture. The faculty of instructors com-
prises practical farmers and homemak-
ers, members of the state and national
departments of agriculture and the Uni-
versity of Maine.

Plans are being made for the biggest
and best Farmers’ Week ever offered.
It wlg pay farmers and homemakers to
attend.

Magnity Your Own Calling.
Professor Garver in his account of the
“Dairy Activity in Indiana,” page 320 of
the issue of Oct. 17, gives an account of
a dairy picnic beld by the two cow teat-
ing associationa of that state, and speaks
of “the greater respect for his business"
that such meetings produce in the mind
of the farmer. Do you know that there
is a wonderful power and ifflaence when
shown in the individual farmer who bhas
a high respect for himself and bis farm?
It is the prime cause of about all the
difference we sée in the appearauce of
different farms. More n that, it
shows in cash profits, for, as a general
rule, the best kept farmas with the beat
buildings, equipment aad live stock
make the most net profit. Show usa
farm with a run-down look, untidy and
“glack-twisted,”” as the old Yankee
farmers used to say, and you will find
that farmer in & financial pinch about all
the time. Guod order on the farm shows
that things are not running to waste,
But the prime cause of it is found in the
high respect such a farmer has for his
own business. Sometimes we apeak of
it as baviog a pride In the appearance of
thinges but true pride is based on sell-
respect. We want more of this high
mioded reepect for the business of
farming among our farmers. But we
mast promote our iotelligence in order
to have it. No true man feels a respect
or pride in bies Ignorance. Rather, heis
asbamed of it and when there is more ig-
oorance than intelligence the farmer
and the farm bave a shamefaced look.
Self-respect and an honest pride in our
calling is the very salt of our human ex-
istence. —Hoard's Dairyman.

Clover Neglected in Maine.
Uonder good farming conditions the
yield of hay is almost marvelous, three
tons of mixed clover, timothy, and red-
top per acre, with a second crop of about
a ton of rowen not being unusual.

It may be observed, bowever, that the
growing of clover is much neglected,
even in the face of that plant’s almost
universal willingness to grow. Now the
lime man, who usually arises to shout
lime when one mentions clover in this
era of things we don't know about farm-
ing, may keep his seat, for the only
things needed to make clover grow in
Maine ure draining the wet places and a
willingoess to sow se d more frequently.
Indeed, so many of the farmers use, eos-
pecially the potato men, such immense
quantities of commercial fertilizers . it
would be a shame to make them

an additional burden of lime.—W. F.
McSparran, Pennsylvania, io Hoard's
Dairyman.

Maine News Notes.

George M. McManus, proprietor of a
summer hotel, died in a hospital at Bath
from the result of burns received some
weeks previous when he attempted to
start a fire with oil,

Miss Beth Soule, daughter of Willis
H. Soule of South Freeport, committed
suicide by drowning Wednesday night.
She bad been in i1l health for the past
year, and this is given as the explanation
for the act.

The two-year-old son of Norris L.
Moore of Ellsworth died from burns re-
ceived Sunday when bis clothing
caught fire from an open stove. Mrs.
Moore's hands and arms were baroed
slightly while extinguishing the flimes.

Five of the six children of Joseph
Smart, a lumber scaler, were burned to
death when the Smart residence at Eagle
Lake. was destroyed by fire. Mrs.
Smart, who was alone in the house with
the children, escaped after rescuing one
of them. Mr. Smart was at work in the
woods at Portage.

A rescript banded down by the law
court last week pronounces legal the re-
moval of Sheriff Moulton of Cumberland
County by the legislatare of 1913 for
non-enforcement of the prohibitory law.
The rescript is signed by six cf the eight
judges, and no dissenting opinion is
filed. The case went to the law court
on constitutional questions, and there
has been considerable interest in the out-
come. The suit was brought to deter-
mine the right of Sheriff Scally to hold
the office of sheriff by appointmeant from
the governor, which is confirmed by the
court.

Tﬂno’s (irand Old Man.

A notable figure not only in Maioe but
in the nation passed in the death of Gen.
Joshua L. Chamberlain at his home in
Portland on Tuesday, at the age of 85
years.

In his youog manhood he graduated
from Bowdoin College in 1832, and from
Bangor Theological Seminary in 1835.
He received calls from three important
churches, but instead accepted a position
at Bowdoln as instructor, and the pext
year was elected professor of rhetoric
and oratory, which post be occupied un

til 1862. In that year he received a com
mission as lieutenant-colonel in the
Twentioth Maine Volunteers. Subse

quently he was promoted, finally to the
brevet rank of major-general, and con-
tioned in the service until 1868 At
Gettysburg he earned the title of “‘the
hero of Little Round Top,” and on a
number of other cocasions distinguished
himself by his service.

In 1868 he was elected goverbor of
Maine, and throngh successive elections
beld that office for four years, bis admin-
istration being marked by several im-
portant measures.

Immediately on the completion of his
service as governor he was elected presi-
dent of Bowdoin College, and for twelve
years was at the bead of that institu
tion.

For the past fourteen years bhe has
been aurveyor of the port of Portland,
and though suffering from the effect of
wounds received during the war, he was
able tc the laat to continue at his duties
io the custom bounse.

In all his activities, miiitary, educa-
tional, administrative, social, he has held
the bighest confidence of every one, and
00 man in Maine enjoyed more fully the
bighest eateem of every one. He graced
“the grand old name of gentieman."

Miss Harriet W. Ingersoll, formerly of
Danville Junction, died at the home of
ber sister, Mre. Abble Walker, at Aun-
gusta, Friday, 21st.

The Passing of the Pensioners.

According to the annual report of Gen.
Jobn Harper, of Lewiston, State pension
agent, during the past year certificates
werp issued on account of the civil war
to 707 soldiers, 1,810 widows, 7 mothers,
12 sisters, 31 daughters, 11 sons and to
one guardian of minor children, a total
of 2,579; and on account of the Spanish
war certificates were issued to 18 sol-
diers, four widows, three mothers, one
sister, one father and one guardian of
minor children, a total of 38, making on
acoount of both wars, 725 soldiers, 1,824
widows, ten mothers, 13 sisters, 31
daughters, 11 sons, one father and two
guardiapns, an aggregate of 2,617. An
unusual number of deaths among those
who were granted pensions have been
reported. Out of the 2,618 persons who
have been placed on tbe roll, 102 died
during the year, 61 being widows, 38
seldiers, two mothers and one daughter.
The last legislature appropriated for
state pensions for the past year the sum
of $£118,000. There is now but one
Aroostook war pensioner on this roll,
William M, Longley of Greene, now 04
years of age. There are 16 pensioners
over 90, three of them wsoldiers, the
otbers belng widows and mothers, The
average age of invalid uolon soldiers on
the roll is 70 years and ten months, and
of widows 68 years and five months.

A New Way to Cook Eggs.
A friend long resident in France and
familiar with the various omelets and
souffles made there mentl{. tried an ex-
periment in her American home, which
proved a marked success.

It is a dish of eggs resembling both
baked omelet and a sonfle. She takes
fresh eggs and breaks them togetber,
adding & tablespoonful of cold water for
every two eggs, & little salt aod some
rather fine-chopped parsley. This com-
bination is whisked a very little, perbaps
about six times, and poured into a bat-
tered agate dish. For six eggs she uses
one about the size of a large coffee
saucer. This she places low over the
burners of her gas oven, lighting two
burners after she has put the dish In.
As 8000 a8 the eggs have risen well up
to the top of the high dish, turn off one
burner, and as soon as well set, turn off
the other, leaving the egge in a few min-
utes longer. They must not remain over
twenty minates at the most, and often
fifteen will be enough, depending upon
the flow of gas,

The lower crust js tender, mot firm,
and the center is flaky, peither like
scrambled egg, —oor is it wholly like
omelet.

The parsley gives it a good taste; pep-
per may be added, alfo, with the salt,
and red pepper, for those Who like It,
mixed with either white or black pep-

er.
. Also, one may add a obopped red or
green sweet pepper, some onion, or
chives; or rub the bowl In which the
eggs were beaten with garllo, Sweet
herbs may be used according to lasle;
and since families and persons vary 80
much in their likes and dislikes no set
combinations are given.

Chervil mized with the parsley Is nics,
and eweet basil, summer savory, thyme,
etc , may be used,

Tomake a sweet course for a lunch-
eon, add some candied oherries and
make a sauce of the liquid to serve at
the table. Add sogar to Bweeten, If de-
sirod, or sprinkle the top with sugar and
score with a bot iron in the fureign and
old-fashioned way, if desired, but the
crust of this dish on top la very attract-
ive.

Potato Cups

Oftentimes, for one's family or the
sudden arrival of friends to luncheon,
there is & sudden consternation as tu
“what we can fix quickly that is attraot
ive."

Should there be Iarge potatoes oo
bacd, cut these in halves or thirds to
make cups; pare them, of cvurse, and
cut off ends so they will stand, All
pieces cut out of the centres for oups,
or from the ends, need not be wasted.
Boil in salted water, Take any bits of
cold vegetable, such as peas or cauliflow-
er, and make a rich oream sauce. Use
this for fllling thecrouw oups. A little
“goes further” and looks more attract-
ive this way. American combinations
may be made such as lima beaus, strivg
beans, peas, carrot, turnip, etc.

Garnish with celery leaves, parsley or
wateroress, if possible,

Poultice-makiog for the relief of paln
is as old as civilization, and yet not all
home nurses know how to do It proper-
y.

Flaxseed poultices, used so often
where a drawiog agent ls required,
should be mixed with boiling water,
stirring conatantly with a spatula. Cook
until thick enough to drop from the
koife, take from the fire and beat well
to make it light, Spread the mixturea
quarter of an inch thick between old,
soft muglin which hus been sterilized.
Turn over the edges, Iay the poultice on
a hot plate, and cover with another so as
to retain the heat until applied.
