Farm Manures.

SECURING GREATER RETURNS FROM
THEIR USE.

(Earl Jones, Instructor In Agronomy, at Farm.
ers’ Week, Urono.

The value of farm maoure in increas-

ing crop production has been known for
along time. There ia no question of its
value, buat it might well be asked if bet.
ter returns cannot be secared by its use
tban the wajority of farmers are now
getting. A ton of manure, under aver-
age conditions, contains ten pounds of
oiirogen, five pounds of phosphoric acid
aod ten pounds potash. It is low in
plant food, but its value as a source of
orgapic matter to the soil is almost as
great as its plant food value.
_ Thare are two leading factors govern-
ing the composition of farm manure.
The first is the amount of the solid and
liguid portions of the excrement present.
The liquid portion cootains one-ball of
the nitrogen and two-thirds of the pot-
ash of the manure, and ite fertilizing
copstituents are soluble and readily
available. About one-balt the plant
tood value of the mapure is in the liguid
portion and this may be easily lost.

About 80 percent of the plant food in
the feed is recovered in the manure, un-
der average conditions. Therefore, the
richer the feed, the richer the manure
will be. The concentrates are the most
valuable feeds based upon the fertilizing
value. Following them are: the le-
gumes, the cereals, the grasses, and last-
Iy, the root crops. 1f two feeds cost the
same and bave the same feeding value, it
would be economy to buy the one baviog
tbe most plant food.

In practice, from one-third to one-balf
this value is lost. Manure ia subject 1o
loss in three ways. The liquid portion
may be allowed to escape or loss may en-
sue from leaching or by decomposition.
The loss of the liquid part may be pre-
vented by having water-tight floors or
gutters in the stable and by using suffi
cient bedding as an absorbent.

Leachivg occurs when mauure is piled
ount-of-doors, and the rain runs through
it, carrying away the most soluble and
valuable parts. Iosix months' expos-
ure, one half the plant fuod in the ma-
nure may be leached away, dependiog
upon the amount of water that has run
through the pile. Field experimeuts
show that the fresh manure gives better
returos than leacbed manure. Iu fifteen
years' work, the Ohio Experiment Sta-
tion found that fresh manure produced
six aud ope-fourth bushels more corn,
one and ove-balf busbels more wheat
and seven hundred pounds more bay per
acre annually, than did manure which
had been piled in the barn for three or
four months. The remedy is to keep
the mavure under cover, il possible, un-
1il it is spread on the field, when all the
leached material will go into the soil.
Loss by decomposition occurs when
the mapure heats in loose piles and
means only a loss of pitrogen. It is im-
possible to prevent the loss of some ni-
trogen, but through beating, 30 percent
to 80 percent of the pitrogen may
lost. This may be prevented by keeping
the manure piie compact and moist to
prevent fermentation.

The least loss occurs when manure is
spread on the field as soon as possible
after it is made. The ooly daoger of
loss in this case is by surface washing.
During a greater part of the time, this is
impossible and the manure must ba
stored. It should, if possible, be stored
noder cover.
lar, & cheap shed built next to the barn
will soon pay for itsell.

leaching. A cement pit out ol-doors is
also very effeciive in saving plant food,
and a roof is not absolutely
Stored manure is npot secured agaiost
loss, for if it it carelessly piled, hot fer-
men'ation will occur. The pile should,
by all meaus, be kept compact and a
sufficient amount of water added to
keep it moist without leaching. If the
pile is not watered, a roof is a doubtful
Lelp in conserving manure. Allowing
hogs to work over the manure will pre-
vent loss of this kind. Hog aod cow
manures contain much water, and their
addition to the pile will cbeck fermenta-
tivo.

If the cattle are allowed to run loose
in the sheds the manure is kept tramp-
led down and moist, with very littie
luss. 1f manure must be piled outol-
doors, the pile shou!d be kept compact
aud built high, to prevent rain leaching
through, although a concrete pit ia the
only insurauce against loss.

Manure should be spread broadeast,
when applied to the land. The practice
of putting it in small piles means more
labor, loss by fermention and nnequal
distribution, as the soil nnder the pile re-
ceives all the leachings. If there is
much manure to haodle, a manure
spreader will pay for iteelf, because of
the more thorough distribution. If the
supply of manure is limited, greater re-
turns per ton of maoure are secured
from light applications over a larger
area than from beavier applications on
less ground.

Of all farm crops, cora makes the best

use of manure. The general practice of
spreading manure on laod that is to be
plowed for corn is very good. Applied
directly to the grain crops, It often
causes lodging. Meadows respond toa
top-dressing of manure and experiment-
al work sbows that the application of
manure to meadows is profitable. The
yield of bay is increased, a greater reai-
due is left for plowing under and the
corn following is also increased by this
lan.
The great problem Is to make better
use of manure than we are doing at pres-
ent. This isa practice in which we
shall improve as we become better farm-
ers.

A Few Hints on Barbed wire.

—_—

I you can get around it, don't use
barbed wire in constructing fences be-
tween pastures where horses are to
kept. They will be playing and pawing
into it, aod aruined or dead animal is of-
ten the result. The price of a fair horwe,
as the market goes to-day, will buy more
woven fencing than you probably think.

If you must use an all-barbed-wire
fence, place the rottenest strand pDext
the ground.

Don't leave ends of wire lying alo
fences after building or repairing. You'll
be sure to talk about it the first time
you ruo into them with the mower.

Bacteria in Milk.

THE EFFECT OF COMMON DAIRY PRAC-
TICES UPON THEM.

(H. W. Smith, Instructor in Bacterlology, st
Farmers' Week, Orono.)

How do bacteria affect milk and how
shall they be prevented was the burden
of Mr. H. W. Smith's lecture in the
Farmers’ Week Course at Orono. Mr.
Smith is connected with the Bacterio-
logical Department of the University and
has given the matter under discussion
considerable study.

His lecture dealt with practical pbases
of the subject and was both interesting
as well as valuable to the dairymen pres-
ent. Insnbstance Mr. Smith said:

WHAT ARE BACTERIA ?

Belore we can approach our eubject
with any degree of understanding, we
must first know what bacteria or micro-
organisms are. Bacteria are defined as,
—asipgle celled, vegetable organisms
which reproduce by fission orsimple di-
vision. This is rather technical, and for
our use bacteria would be better under-
stood if we state that they are very mi-
nute organisms, invisible to the naked
eye, capable of rapid multiplication, and
causing vast economic changes in orgap-
ic material. Bacteria are affected by va-
rious influences, such as temperatare,
lack of moisture, lack or abundance of
air, and relation of food material.

With respect to shape we have three
kinds of these micro-organisms, namely,
—rods, spheres and spirals. It s the
rod-like bodies which cause the econom-
ic changes in milk and in its products.
Among these changes are such as the
souring of milk, ropy milk, red and blue
milk, odoriferous milk., The round bac-
teria are geverally found in the ndder,
and except in occasional instances, do
notkcauu any very marked effects upon
miik.

THE SOURCES OF CONTAMINATION

The chief sources of contamination of
milk are,—the stable, the cow, the milk-
er, and the milk utensils. Normal milk
from a healthy cow will keep Indefinite-
|y under suitable conditions. Among
these various sources the cow is the
principal ome. Next in Importance
comes the care of the dairy utensils, and
third the milker, and fourth the atable.
Dirty milk or dirty milkers of any kind
means an increased number of bacteria.
THE CONTROL OF BACTERIA IN MILE
The amouut of bacteria in milk from
these various sources is easily controlled.
By haviog healthy animals well brushed
and the udder wiped with a damp cloth
befuore milking, we can prevent very
largely contamination from the cow. If
the dairy utensils are thoroughly wash-
ed with a good washing powder, rinsed,
dried, and either exposed to live steam
or sunlight, bacterial contamination
lrgm this source can be easily control-
led.

The milker with aclean suit, wearing
a cap, and keeping his hands clean,
practically eliminates this source of con-
tamination. By proper methods of feed-
ing and barn operations, the stable be-
comes practically nil.

A fewsimple rules for the control of
bacteria in milk are given. First, keep
the cattle thoroughly brushed and wipe
the udder with a damp cloth before
milking. Second, eliminate the feeding
of dusty feed, such as bay or grain, at
least two hours before milking. Third,
use a sanitary wilk pail. Fourth, wash
all milk utensils thoroughly and sterilize
by use of live steam or sunlight. Fifth,
cool milk as svon as possible after milk-
iug. Keepinacool place until used.
sixth, in case of such an abnormal milk
as ropy milk, look to the water supply.

| The wiuners were Miss N. C. Burleigh
of Vassalboro, with 119.1 bushels, and
George Crocker of Manchester with a
| yield of 107 6 bushels.
| The yields secured by the parties who
' earried through the contest to the end
{ of the season point a great lesson in the
| value of thorough cultivation and of
{ more vital seed. To secure prize yields
{it is necessary that every hill and every
stalk in the bill be strong and vigorous,
and that each corn plant be given every
| possible advantage.

A comparison of cost in growing corn
| for high yields and corn which will only
{ produce the state average of about 60
bushels per acre shelled corp, is inter-
eating. The cost of growing one acre of
! corn bas been estimated by careful corn
l growers in different sections of the state
to be not far from $50.00. For this cost,
with fair seed, a farmer should expect in
an average season from one hundred to
one hundred and filty bushels of husked
corn per acre. In this contest, in a very
unfavorable season, the cost bas been
about $60.00 per acre for those which se-
cared the highest yield, and the return
has been nearly double that received by
the corn grower who expended only
$50 00 in growing his crop.

There is & limit beyond which increas-
ed cost of production may not be met
with a proportional increase of yield and
of value, buti n this state we have
not yet reached that limit. Let us care
for our corn better, put a little more ex-
pense in the growing of the crop, and
note any increase in yield. Let us keep
records that we may know the cost of
crop production and be in a position to
say how far we may go in increasiog the
cost of growing the crop and be assored
of increased yield to more than balance
the increased cost.

There are many very successful cow
test associations producing excellent re-
sults educationally and financially; and
much interest 1s being aroused in the
work of commnnuity dairy animal breed-
jog.—W. F. McSparran, Pennsylvania,
in Hoard's Dairyman.

Rev. Geo.W. Hinckley, superintendent
of Good Will Home, has been chosen a
delegate from the United States to at-
tend the international convention of boy
workers in London in Jupe. He is one
of aix to be chosen from this country
and is one of 60 to attend the conveation
from different countries. Mr. Hinckley's
wonderful success with boys at Good
Will makes his choice especially fitting
as well as gratilying to Maine.

The Portland park commissioners are
loaded down with more heavy ordnance
than they can care for, They have re-
ceived one of the immense guns formerly
mounted on the battleship Maine, and
know not where to put it. It is 1S feet
long, very heavy, and in bad condition
from ita long rest in the waters of
Havana harbor; and, just now, the Ex-
press thinks it is somethiog of a “‘white
elepbant’” on the commissioners’ hands.

As the resnit of a scheme worked out
by Sheriff Stevens of Aopdroscoggin
County and his deputies, Andrew Leli-
veau and Fred Breton of Lewiston and
Jeremiah Minneban of Aunburn have
been bound over on the charge of at-
tempted bribery. Three men, one of
them a stenographer, concealed under a
pileof coal, listened to a conversation
between a deputy sheriff and tbese three
men, who are alleged to bave offered
money to the officer to let the liquor of
one of them “go through."

Two indictments for manslaughter in
connection with hunting accidents last
fall were returned by the Piscataquis
grand jury: Corpelius C. Cable of
Brooklyn, N. Y, was indicted for the
killing of Charles Dodge of Guilford,
who was shot while hunting at Schoodic.
An indictment was found against Morris
Crockett of Abbott for the shooting of
Herbert E. Foster of Guilford. Coun-
sel for Cable asked for a contiouance of
his case, pleading that he was a physical
and mental wreck as a resnlt of remorse
over the accident. Affidavits to this
effect from a New York physician were
read. The continuance was granted.

The Maine highway commission’s
plana relative to the cowstruction of
State roads under the recent bond isaue
were briefly outlined at the anoual ban-
quet of the Camden board of trade
Thursday night by Hon. Paul D. Sar-
geot, chief engineer. Within four weeks
the contracts will have been let for the
construction of a considerable portion of
the 1,500 miles of road to be built this
season. The longest section of trunk
lioe will be between Portland and Bruns-
wick, in the construction of which the
state will have Federal aid to theamount
of $65,000. Twelve miles of trunk line
will be buiit between the New Hamp-
shire state line and Bridgton througb
the town of Fryeburg. Other important
stretohes of road will be built between
Woolwich and Warren, Camden and
Northport, Ellsworth and Bar Harbor,
Calais and Eastport, and in Houlton, Dov-
er aod Etoa.

The most interesting piece of news we
bave seen of late appeared in our paper
and since the article in queation is not
lengthy and knowing it will interest all
who have not read it we will send in the
whole text for publication. Will refer
to it again later.

“The first hydro-aeroplane line in the
world to be established for regular daily
service between two definite points was
opened New Year's Day between Tampa
and St. Petersburg in Florida. It is an
air-and-water line, as the two points are
22 miles apart across the water, and the
craft, which Tony Janous, the famous
aviator, operates is capable of taking
two or three passengers and whisking
them on the suface ol the water or over
the water, as he chooses, between the
two points in about 20 minates. The
first trip was made from the St. Peters-
burg yacht harbor in the presence of
about 6000 persons, and since then the
air-and-water boat has been running on
schedule time to and from Tampa. The
craft which Jaonus uses looks very
much like a flying fish with double
wings. It is practically a Farman bi-
plane, equipped with the necessary float-
ing apparatus. There is the ceotral
boat, which contains aviator, passengers
and machioery, and there are small
floats at the extreme tips of the lower
plage. This craft must land oo and rise
from the water. Under favorable condi-
tions it is a real ‘joy ride’ om the sar-
face of the water, but it flies even better
in the air.”

—N;stlnz Boxes for Birds.

More than 20,000 nesting boxes or bird-
houses bave been put up in Massachusetts
at my recommendation during the past
ten years, but unfortunately not many of
these have been occupied by birds, Peo-
ple need instruction regarding the sizes
of bird-houses and when, bow and where
to place them. One reason why people
in cities have not been successful is that
pative birds which nest in boxes will not
settle in numbers where Eoglish spar-
rows, cate.and squirrels are numerous.

Nesting boxes for the smaller birda
should be made with entrances so small
that gray squirrels cannot get in. Spar-
rows may be kept out of the wrens' nest-
ing boxes by making the entrance not
over one inch in diameter. They may be
discouraged from bullding in other pest-
In1 boxes by taking thelir eggs, which In
volves no cruelty, or by keeping the
boxes closed until the sparrows have
bullt elsewhere, and then opening them
about May 1, when the native birds have
mated. :

The entrance holes of the nesting
boxes should be 1 1-4 inches for chicka
dees; 11-2 inches for bluebirds or swal-
lows aud two or more inches for martins.
Pine wood Is the best material for a bird-
house, as it is light, bot stroog and
durable enongh.  Metal or pottery may
be used if put up in the The log
nestiog boxes, hollowed out in the Earo-
pean style, which are now so popular
with our people, do not seem to be quite
80 popular with native birds as are the
old-fashioned square-built nesting-boxes,
which may be very easily and cheaply
made. We must allow the birds to be
judges of what they want. The inside
measurements of a box for wrens may be
8 1-2x3 1-2x6; for chickadees, 3 1-2x3 1-2
x034; for bluebirds, 4 1-2x4 1-2x9 1-4;
for swallows, 5x0x61-2. The longest
dimension is always the vertical one.
These measurements are not arbitrary.
The boxes may be larger, but not much
smaller. The swallow box may bave a
pelioh. but that is not absolutely essen-
tial.

The back board should projeot two or
three inches below the box, so that it
may be nailed or screwed to a pole,
bullding or tree. The roof may be hori-
zontal or sloping toward the front, and
it should project at least two inches over
the entrance-hole, which should be near
the top. The top should be ouilé re-
movable, for many reasons. ipsy
moths will harbor in nesting boxes and
lay their s there in July or August,
after the birds have gone. . The sizes of
the entrance-holes are most Important.
It woodpeckers or squirrels attempt to
enlarge them, they may be reinforced
with tin or =zine.

Most people put up too many bird-
boxes at first. e birds quarrel for
them, and sometimes do mnot nest In
them at all. Boxes should be placed at
least 100 feot apart at first—200 feet is
better. After the first-oomers bave set-
tled and have egga or young, a few other
boxes may be put up. I have known
several pairs of swallows to nest in the
same house, but this is very rare. Nev-
ertheless, In one case, after one pair was
settled, they allowed another pair to nest
in a box put op lower down on the same

le. The next article will take up nest-
ng boxes for martins and other larger
birds.—Edward Howe Forbush.

In early life be spent
ats to the occasion, and Irish games Sopey 3 e

some years in California, going there in

Disagreement in Salatino Case.

JURY IN CONFERENCE ELEVEN HOURS,
BUT RETURNED NO VERDICT.

The principal business transacted in
the second week of the March term of
court was the trial of Frank Salatino of
Rumford for manslaughter, the outcome
of which was a disagreement of the jury,
after being out eleven hours.

Fioal adjournment was reached at 3
o'clock Thursday afternoon. During
the term there were no civil trials before
a jury. Two actions were heard ‘:5
Judge King, obe as presiding justice
the other as referee. There were three
crimioal trials—the manslaughter case
already mentioned, and two assault cases,
one of which resulted in coaviction and
the other in acquittal. Iao several cases
the parties pleaded gailty.

Oue state prison sentence was imposed
and a number of short jail sentences.

As presiding justice, Judge Kiog bas
in all respects won the good opinion of
all in or aboat the court.

Practically two days and a balf of the
time of the court were occupied last
week with the trial of Frank Salatino of
Ramford, indicted for manslaughter for
shooting Joseph Pariai at Rumford on
the evening of Sunday, Feb. 22d.

The two principals in the affair were
Italians, as were most of the witnesses
who testified at the trial. Salatino is a
young man twenty-seven years of age, of
notat all a bad appearance. He has
been in this country eight years, all ex-
cept the first foew weeks of the time at
Romford, employed as a laborer in the
mills and elsewhere.
two children in Italy. Parisi wasabout
the same age.

As most of the testimony had to be
given through an interpreter, the case
natorally moved rather slowly. James
Caliendo of Rumford served as interpret-
er, and while his English is spoken
with an accent which makes it a little
difficult to understand until one becomes
accustomed to it, he did in general very
satisfactory service, Rev. Joseph Parillo,
the Italian missionary at Rumford, sat
beside the county attorney and watched
tha progress of the case carefully.
County Attorney Fred W. Dyer con-
ducted the case for the state, and George
A. Hutchins and A. E. Stearns were at-
torneys for the respondent.

It was reported that the jury stood
seven for acquittal, five for conviction.
The case will be tried again at the
May term at Rumford.

Following the Salatino trial, work
was resumed on the civil docket, and the
case of Willlam T. Newcomb vs. Fred
Kilgore was opened to a jury. The ac-
tion was a suit for trespass on land of
the plaintiff, but after the trial bad pro-
gressed a little, the case was taken off
the docket, and a new case, in the form
of a writ of eotry, between the same
rties, was entered on the docket and
referred to Judge King, and immediate-
Iy heard by bim.

The land in question is 8 part of the
original bomestead farm of Thomas
Newcomb, next to the Waterford line in
the town of Norway, and the case de-
pended upon the constraction of a clanse
in his will, In this clanse he willed to
the plaintiff, his son, William Newcomb,
a parcel of land, “forty acres, more or
less,” the north and south boundaries of
which are plain, the western boundary is
the line between Norway and Waterford,
while it is bounded easterly, in the
words of the will, by “my homestead
farm.” The residue of the estate was
left to Walter Newcomb, another som,
and through conveyances by him the de-
fendant, Kilgore, now holds titla to the
homestead farm.

Salatino then gave the revolver to Pa-
risi, who looked at it and sald, *“You've
left one in it, and that’s enough for
you.” He then suapped it twice at Sal-
atino. Salatino then gm?od the revol-
ver and tore it from Parisi’s hand, turn-
od It on Parisl and shot him. Salatino
then ran through Excbange Street,
throwing the revolver away as he rap,
and weant to Mexico. This was in brief
Salatino's story.
