The Care of Dairy Utensils. 
(O. A. Jamison, at Farmers' Week, Orono.) 
The production uf sauitary milk is a 

question which is becoming of mure and 
greater importance all the time. Much 

p hat* been written, from t'me to time, iu 
regard to healthy cows, clean bams, 
clean milk rooms, low temperature·, and 
clean, healthy milkers, but one of the 
essential factors in sanitary production 
is the care of all dairy uteusiU, including 
pails, strainers, coolers, cans, bottles, 
separators, pasteurizers, clarifie», and 
milking machines. 

It would doubtless be very surprising 
if the truth were known regarding the 
number of dairymen who give their milk 
pails, strainers, can·, separators, etc., 
merely a rinsing out at night and indeed, 

1 
eome are uot given a thorough washing 
more than once or twice per week. The 
extra labor involved in giving them all a 

thorough washing, after each use, is not 
.·«« great as is imagined, and considering 
the fact that milk is one of the most 
commun foods for all people, but more 

especially infauts and children, too 
much stress cannot be placed upon the 
importance of their proper care at all 
limes. In maoy cases where disease has 
been common among children it has 
been traced to carelessness in handling 
the utensils, especially the bottle. 

It has been proven that ropy or 

stringy milk can be carried from one 

place to another by milk utensil· not be 
mg thoroughly cleaued and sterilized 
and iu this case the only remedy tea 
more thorough and careful cleaning. 

Milk may become infected with unde- 
sirable bacteria through the air or 

through the water supply. In the latter 
case, it is often the custom to cool milk 
by placing the cans in large vats of wa- 

ter, and when the water is infected with 
bacteria, many cling to the side of the 
can, and get iuto the wash water, when 
the cans are washed, and are transferred 
• o the inside of the cans in this manner. 

A thorough sterilization with steam 
or rinsiug with boiling water will de 
stroy these bacteria, but when careless 
methods of cleaning the utensils are 

practiced, the bacteria are not killed, 
but are allowed to infect the milk. 

All milk utensils should be made from 
some smooth-surfaced material, without 
seams, and all vessels should be discard- 
ed if the coating is worn off as it is im- 

possible to keep them clean. All uten- 
sils should first be rinsed with cold wa- 

ter, and then thoroughly washed with 
hot wa'er, containing soap or some 

washing or cleansing powder. They 
should then be rinsed with boiling hot 
waUr and placed where they can dry. 
It is very desirable that all uteusils 
should be sterilized, but of course this.is 
impossible, under usual farm conditions. 
However, sunlight is a great factor in 
cleaning dairy utensils, for although it 
is not as efficient as sterilization, it will 
reduce the bacterial count. 

Great care should be given to separat- 
ors, clarifier·, and milking machines. 
Separators are extremely d tficult to 
keep thoroughly clean, and it is quite a 
common occurrence to see them neglect- 
ed. Each separator should be taken 
apart, nused, washed in hot water con- 

taining washing powder, and riused in 
boilinx water, (sterilized if possible) af- 
ter each separation and should not be 
put together again until just before us- 

ing for the next separation. The pur- 
pose of the milk clarifier is to remove 

dirt and foreign matter from tbem; 
Hence, in this case, it is apparent that 
care should be taken to have them a· 

clean as possible, before being used. 
The same method of care should be 

followed here as in the case of separat- 
ors. 

The milking machine te destined 10 
take an important part in the production 
of sanitary milk, but one of tbe most 

importaut factors is the care of tbe tubes 
when not tn use. Iu many cases, it ia 
tbe practice to simply rinse tbe tubes 
with cold water and allow them to hang 
up in tbe barn between milkiugs. Cold 
wetter hat> no effect upon bacteria, in tbe 
way of destroying them, and the tubes 
will become tilled with bacteria, when 
allowed to hang in tbe barn during tbe 
d*v. and these bacteria pane on into the 
milk of the next milking. 

There are several compounds or mix- 
tures in which these tubes can be placed, 
but perhaps the most satisfactory way is 
to rinse the tubes and then place them 
in lime water in a room away from the 
barn, where tbe air is pure. 

The importance of proper care of dairy 
utensils is partly shown in tbe number 
of experiments in regard to proper care 

of milking macbiues aud in the fact that 
many large creameries are washing and 
sterilizing all their utensils used by their 
patrons, delivering clean ones aud col- 
lecting the dirty ones each day, when 
the milk is collected. The proper care 

of dairy utensils may show the differ- 
ence between a dairy man and a keeper 
of cows. 

Intelligent Driving of horses. 

Perhaps all farmers know how to 
drive horses, and perhaps they ouly 
think they du. 1 will mention a few 
simple rules which will help some, aud 
injure none. Start your borse quietly 
and work easily for the first half bour. 

A heavy draft horse should never be 
driven faster than a walk, with or with- 
out a load. Keep close watch of your 
harness, avoiding these faulta especially: 
Bridle too long or too short; blindera 

pressing on the eye or Happing; throat 
latch too tight ; collar too tight or too 
loose; abaft girth too looae; traces too 

long; inside reius too long. 
In driving, guide gently, avoid all 

jerking. Teach the horsea to go into 
the collar gradually. When a load ia to 
be started, speak to tbe animals, and 
take a firm hold of the reins, so they 
will arch their necks, keep their legs 
under them and step on their toes. A 
loose rein means sprawling and slipping, 
often with on < horae ahead of tbe other. 
It ia aatoniahing, tbe amount of confi- 
dence that can be communicated 
through tbe reins by tbe driver to tbe 
horses. 

Water as often as possible, giving 
moderate quantities only. In chilly 
weather never allow animals to stand 
unblauketed, especially if they are a 

little warm. Nothing will age an ani- 
mal so rapidly as tbis. In hot weather, 
watch tbe horse's breathing cloaely. If 
it becomes 1 «bored, short and quick, it 

is time t<> stop. The horse is a nervous 

animal and little things irritate bim. He 
will be cwnteuted or miserable according 
as lie is treated.—B. W. P. in Ν. E.

CLASSIFYING THE EABS 

As it is highly advisable that the corn 

planter should drop an equal number ol 
kernel" iu each hill, which it cannot do 
unless the kernel· are of uniform sim 
and shape, it is advisable to classify the 
pars before shelling them. Those bav 

\oe large kernel· should be included m 

l(ne class and those having medium^ kernels in another class. Each clas 
should be shelled and bagged separately 
To These bag·, the planter plate· that 
testing ha· shown will drop 
ι be proper number of kernels, *ho* 
tied for convenience at planting time., 

Shelled seed corn can be Çlewed and 
graded by expensive, properly 
grader·, but the method just described 
of classifying the ears before shelling 
more satisfactory.

Value of the Manure Spreader. 
I use a manure spreader, and know 

that there is du comparison between the 
old way and the manner in which I now 

apply it. Manure should be used with 
economy in applying it to certain land 
where it will do the most good, not in 
large quantities but in light dressing*. 
It is impossible to do thia by baûd 
spreading. Different pieces of grouud 
r»quire differeut quantities of manure. 
When applied iu the old way, every 
thing receives the same amount but not 
evenly distributed. The manure spread' 
er has made it possible to put on heavj 
or light, at the operator's will, and as he 
thinks the soil needs it. 

The old way of hauling and piling is ι 
waste of labor, as barnyard manure 

should bo spread as soon as hauled, foi 
it loses from fermentation when throws 
in piles. There never is a time when II 
furnishes so much plant food for the 
land as when taken directly from the 
barn and applied to the field. As a 

rule, it can be loaded on the manun 

spreader and thus only one handling ii 

required. 
1 use from six to eight loads per acn 

of my seventy-bushel spreader, anleas ] 
have a very thin piece of land, when 1 
increase to ten or fifteen loads. I applj 
to all field crops as far as I have manure, 
and prefer to apply it in the fall aftei 
the crops are gathered, and in winter 
I keep on spreading, even after tbecropi 
are up and started to grow; in fact, ] 

try to spread as fast as it accumulates in 
the barns. The manure spreader hai 
made this possible, with less labor anc 

better results, and I consider it the bral 
and most necessary of farm tools.—Ar 
chie Vandervort iu Maine Farmer.

ι Week's Conventions. 
With the holding of state conventions 

last week our almost-continuous-per- 
formance of politics may be said to have 
been marked by a point in the form of 
the opening of a campaign. 

The tiret convention was the state 
convention of the Progressive party, 
held at Bangor on Tuesday. Inasmuch 
as the Progressive party has as yet no 

legal status as a party in this state, this 
was a nominating convention, as will all 
others of tbe party be, and the nominees 
will be placed on the ballot for the state 

election by petition. 
Ha'.bert P. Gardner of Patten wai 

nominated for governor, and Merton T. 
Goodrich of Bingham for state auditor. 

Of 1080 delegates entitled to seats in 
tbe convention, 993 were present. Mor- 
rill N. Drew of Portland was chairman 
of the convention, and there were 

speeches by Mr. Drew, by Mr. Gardner, 
and by United States Senator Clapp of 
Minnesota. The convention was lively 
and enthusiastic. The remarks of Mr. 
Warren of Westbrook, who advocated 
supporting Governor Haioes, found no 

favor whatever. 
Tbe incident of the convention was a 

discussion on prohibition. As reported 
by the committee, the platform favored 
enforcement of prohibitory laws, and 
advocated the submission of the ques- 
tion of national prohibition to the people 
of every state in tbe union. A substi- 
tute resolution introduced by Rev. H. E. 
Dunnack of Augusta declared in favor 
of the principle of prohibition, and for a 

national prohibitory law. After being 
extensively debated, this amendment 
was lost by a vote of 267 to 331. 

A. E. Stearns of Kumford was chosen 
the Oxford County member of the Pro- 
gressive State Committee. 

The platform adopted declares in fa- 
vor of an intelligent protective tariff, 
laid out by a non-partisan scientific tar- 
ît! commission; the strict and impartial 
enforcement of the prohibitory law; an 

amendment to the constitution whereby 
the people may initiate changes in the 
constitutional law; the submission of an 

equal suffrage amendment; a hfty-foni 
hour law for women and children; an 

enlightened workmen's compensation 
law; the Massachusetts form of ballot; a 

public utilities board made up of disin 
terested experts, sitting as a commission 
of fact instead or" a court of law: elec 
tion by the people of the secretary of 
state, attorney general, state treasure· 
and commissioner of agriculture, snd 
the abolishment of tbe executive coun- 

cil; tbe recall of elective executive ofli 
cere; conservâttou and development oi 
natural resources; liberal appropria- 
tions for good roads; an agricultural 
banking system; a 500-mileage book law 
simplification of legal procedure; just 
valuation and taxation of public service 
corporations: appropriations by the 
state sufficient to enable needy citizen: 
to receive treatment in hospitals and in- 
stitution·. 

On Thursday the Democratic statt 
convention was held in Portland. This 
wu not a nominating convention, as It 
chose no candidates nor delegated, lti 
only business being, under the present 
law, to cboose committees and draft a 

platform. Of 1331 entitled to seats, 107i 
were present. Possibly the fact thai 
though no nominations were made tht 
event was made the occasion of booming 
the several candidates for the gubernato 
rial nomination, may have had something 
to do with the large attendance. 

Hon. William R. Pattangall of Water 
ville presided as chairman of the con 

ventlon, and made the Ireynote speech, 
and an extended speech was made bj 
United States Senator Charles P. John- 
son. Hon. Obadiah Gardner and other! 
also spoke, and much enthusiasm w»< 

displayed. 
The spécial event of the convention 

was the reconciliation with Mr. Pattan 
gall of Edgar F. Hanson of Belfast and 
Hon. Samuel W. Gould of Skowhegan 
who have opposed Mr. Pattangall in tht 
Third District. Mr. Hanson was preseul 
as a delegate from Belfast, and it wai 

Cposed that he should not be seatet 
ause of his former attitude, but ht 

was finally admitted, and he and Mr 
Goold pledged their best efforts to thi 
party. It is said that Mr. Pattangal 
will now reconsider his decision not tc 
be a candidate for Congress in the Thirc 
District. 

Matthew McCar'by of Rumford wai 
chosen the Oxford County member ol 
the State Committee. 

Considerably more than half of the re 

port of the committee on resolutions it 
preamble recounting the achievement!

these nests.

puncture in the fabric of the nest. 

"There," he said, "is where a parasite 
came out, after finishing his work in- 
side."

lar in any of them. Part of the work of 
1 destruction, he said, bad been done by a 
s parasite, but the larger part of it was 

due to an infectious fungons disease, 
which is rapidly fatal to the caterpillars. 

, Now bold on! Don't jump at the 
t conclusion that because parasites and 
, disease are beginning to get in tbeir 
, work, salvation is at band, and we have 

nothing to do but to sit down and wait 

r for the Almighty to take care of the best 
for us. Mr. Yeaton related an incident 
which bears on this point. 

"Only to day," he «aid, "I was driving 
1 in a neighboring town, and passed an 
> orchard where a man was gathering 

brown-tail nests. Be told me that he 
• had just found two nests with parasites 

in them, and be didn't know as he 
*hould put in any more time picking. 
But I said, 'Now, my friend, let's look 
into this a little before you stop.' So I 
hitched my horse, and we went to ex- 

amining nests, and found a number 
in which the caterpillars were all alive. 
In others, indeed, in the larger part of 

! them, the caterpillars were all dead. 
But there were plenty left for seed, and 
a heavy seeding at that." 

The Democrat asked Mr. Yeaton if he ! 
did not consider that in spite of all that I 
could be dune, the brown-tail, even if > 

kept to some degree under subjection, J 
would remain with us in aome quantity 
indefinitely. 

"Indefinitely, undoubtedly," said Mr. 
Yeaton. "I have hopes that in time, 
with the encouragement of its natural 
enemies which we have given and are 

giving, it may be kept down so that it 
will be no worse, perhaps, than the com- 
mon apple tree caterpillar, which is all > 

the time more or less of a pest, and has 
occasional outbreaks in large numbers." j 

By the way, as to the cold weather, : 

which some think is a destroyer of the : 

pest, Mr. Yeaton says that it hae "abso-1 
lutely no effect." 

Now if those nests which contain dead , 

caterpillars had all been burned, there : 

would be no loss of any beneficial de- j 
stroying agent. The fungous disease ; 

could not be communicated from inside j 
these nests to other caterpillars, and the 
parasites bad finished their career and ! 
gone. j 

So don't let up on the pest, but take 
courage of hope that the efforts of sci- ; 
ence are beginning to produce results,: 
and that a day may be coming when we > 

shall have some degree of relief from a j 
situation which seems to be fast getting 
beyond the control of man through the 
feeble agency of pruning hooks and poi·

The Salt Cod Dinner. 

A standby to the real old New Eng- 
lander, of equal popularity, but much 
less widely known than its slater, the 
boiled dinner, is this original Salt Cod 
meal. 

It caroe to us direct from a Cape Cod 
Taukee, wbose family had practiced it 
for seven good generations, at least 
Most of us have used it in some form or 

other,—either varying the ingredients or 

the manner of service. Tbe Tatter ia de- 
cidedly part of the game. 

To prepare for a family of two, one 

would require one-third pound or less of 
salt codfish, four medium-sized potatoes, 
two large beets, two slices of salt pork, 
about two inches square and one-half an 

inch thick, and one cup of tbin cream 

sauce. Cut tbe fisb in pieces about two 
inches square, let soak until very fresh, 
and then scald successively in three wa- 

ters. Boil tbe potatoes until mealy, and 
the beets till tender, then skin and slice. 
Dice tbe salt pork and fry slowly, till 
tbere are nice, little, light brown cubes 
with plenty of drippings. Have every- 
thing ready at tbe same instant and serve 
as follows, as this materially affects the 
taste of tbe dinner. 

Our true salt cod devotee will first 
mash tbe potato with a fork, then shred 
the fish and mix the two. Place tbe 
sliced beots on tbin; dice, and mix the 
three. Then distribute the pork scraps 
and dripplogs well over tbe top and cov- 

er all with a generous portion of cream 

sauce. 
This makes a large serving and one 

may hesitate to commence, but will en- 

joy to tbe last moathful. It is most 

truly a "dish" In which tbe "proof of 
the pudding is in the eating." 

It Is easy enough to double or quad- 
ruple tbe amounts given above, for the 

average or for tbe large family. It is a 

very simple meal and one that will 
"stay by." Inasmuch aa tbe ingredi- 
euts for two will cost but from twelve to 
twenty cents, according to the locality, 
it is an inexpensive meal to be snre. 

Fish for Sunday Night Supper. 
Novel fish preparations include an- 

chovies put np in glass, with pickles 
and onloos. Then too, tbere are shad 
roes in tin cans. To provide a healthy, 
hungry family with these would hardly 
be advisable, but for epicures it is an- 
other matter. All kinds of thing come 

ready now for quick suppers, automo- 
bile luncheons and the like. Tbe canned 
shad roes give those who think they 
never have their share of roe at the fam- 
ily table a chance to make up for tbe 
loss. And the canued fish-balls from 
New England, four or five to a can, are a 

welcome article to tbe bachelor maid 
who is living iu a fiat. 

Cod fish, creamed, may not be a lux- 
ury, but it is a staple, and wbeo one baa 
partaken too freely of green food in sum- 

mer, or the digestion Is upset, this 
homely dish of tbe olden times will oft* 
en prove remedial.

Early Day Railroad Travel. 
On Not. 2ti. 1833, a car made the

tains from Hoilldaysburg to Johns- 
town. There were ten inclined planes, 
five on each side of the mountains.

the east side measured 1.398 feet 
Then there was a tunnel of 870 feet 
and α descent of 1,172 feet on the 
western side. Passengers on canal 
boats entered tbe cars at Hoilldays- 
burg and were carried over tbe moun- 

tains, embarking In other boats on the 
western side and thus continuing their 
Journey to Pittsburgh. Later boats 
were built so that they could be taken 

apart Into three or four sections and 

placed on a cor for the trip over the 
mountains. The construction of the 
Portage railroad cost $1^00,000t—Phil- 
adelphia Record. 

8orting Bottles by Touoh.

of empty bottle sorting at the London 
bottle exchange, off Blackfriars road 
These bottles have been salvaged from 
dust bins, cellars, the holds of ships 
and wherever bottles go astray.

Mechanism of the Ear.

Qreat Salt Lake Prmrvei Timber#. 
In replacing » railroad treatle recently 

burned along the north shore of Qreat 
Salt Lake, engineer· have just found 
that the pile· are atill perfectly aound 
liter 43 year· of aervice. Looking for 
tbe canae, alnce tbeae were only of looal 
pine and fir, they foand tbe timber· 
were Impregnated throughout with aalt 
from tbe lake. 

At another point on the like, 18-lncb 
pile·, aet 29 year·, are almllarlj pre- 
served with aalt which haa penetrated to 

their very center. Timbers In tbe South- 
ern Pacific treatlea across Salt Lake, 
placed in 1901, appear to be as good aa 

on tbe day when tbe pllee were driven. 
Tbey bave been preserved well above 
water line by tbe aalt dashed on to tliem 
by the wave·, a fact apparently antici- 
pated by the engiueer who built the 
ireatle·. 

The firat transcontinental telegraph 
line, bnilt before the railroad, extended 
weat from Salt Lake City through the 

proaperona mining campa of Enreka, 
Austin, and Virginia City. When tbe 
railroad waa built, tbe telegraph line 
waa tranaferred to follow ita right of 

way and the old poled sawed off at tbe 
gronnd. An engineer who recently ex- 

amined tbe butta left in tbe aalt deaert 
near Pish Sprlnga found that, although 
fifty yeara had passed aince tbe p»lea 
were ont off, tbe old butta were perfect- 
ly aound. 

Telephone and electric companiea in 
the Salt Lake valley have used tbe local 
salt for preserving poles. When set up, 
about 75 pounda of aalt ia placed around 
tbe pole on tbe ground. Tbia method 
can not be uaed, however, when tbe pole 
la on or near a lawn, or in any place 
where vegotation is desired. 

It is pointed out that tbe reaaon wh> 
the waters of Salt Lake act aa a atruDg 
preservative, as distinguished from ocean 

waters, ia because tbe lake water is ao 

much saltier, beiog practically a satu- 
rate aolution. Preservation wirb salt is 
of no use in ocean piling against tbe at- 

tack of teredoa and other marine borers. 
Experte in tbe forest service who have 

been investigating tbe preaervative treat- 
ment of timber offer tbe suggestion that 
ties and polea which bave been immers- 
ed for aome time in the watera of the 
lake ought to be Impervioua to decay if 
the aalt ia not leached out by tbe action 
of tbe elements. It bas been auggeated 
tbat this can be guarded against, for ex- 

ample, by painting tbe butt of the pole 
with a coat of creosote which will keep 
ont the moisture and keep in the salt. 

Forest Note·. 

Canada baa 23 million acres in timber 
reserves, as compared with 187 million 
acrea in the national forest· of tbe Doit- 
ed States. 

The Canadian forestry association, 
which recently met in Ottawa, bas se- 

lected Halifax, Nova Scotia, for ita next 
annual meeting place. 

Tbe atrlngent requirement of tbe for 
eat aervice that all abeep be dipped be- 
fore entering tbe national forests has 
practically eradicated acabies on those 
areas. 

New Jersey has a timbered area oi 
about two million acres, on which the 
timber is worth about $8,500,000 on the 
stump. It ia mainly valuable for cord 
woud. 

Port Orford cedar of tbe Pacific coast, 
recently tried aa a substitute for English 
willow in the manufacture of artificial 
limbs, has been found unsatisfactory. 
While it is light enough, it is too coarac 
and brittle. 

Fifteen small sawmills are cutting tiro 
ber from tbe Powell national forest in 
southern Utah, more than 100 miles 
from the nearest railroad. Tbey are rue 

by settlers during time tbat can be spar- 
ed from tbe crops, and supply local 
needs since there lauo opportunity to 
ship timber in or out.
