Common Sense and Fertilizers.

(George L. Gleason, Essex County, Mass.)

As | read the sentiments advanced in
The Homestead and other farm jouroals
in regard to fertilizers, the question
arises, is there a basis of fact upon
which we can rely? Arethese chemical
elements in the soil which we may know
and upon which we can depend? May
we learn the pature of fertilizers and
how to apply them so as invariably to
secure the beast results? May we avoid
the enormous wastes and losses which
result from our ignorance aond false
methods? These are important ques
tions. Before I had time to study into
these matters for myself, 1 took the
conclusions and experiences ol otbher
men. [ walked by faith, and followed
in the footsteps of the most successful
farmers whom I knew and of whom I
read. When leisure came for personal
knowledge I studied and experimented
for myself.

Within the paat year I bave tried to
get hold of the scieatific principles and
facts upon which I had been actiog
without knowledge. Have cobsulted
the best anthorities. These do not all
agree in details, but they do in es-
sentials. Scientific agriculture is atill in
iis infancy. We have much to learn of the
properties, capacity and best treatment
of soils. We bave learned that all soils
are alike in elements and very nearly in
proportions. While varying in richoess
and sumewhat in proportions, they con-
tain approximately per acre 2500
pounds npitrogen, a somewhat less

ot of phosphoric acid and two or
three or more times as much potash.
Soils vary and authorities do not agree.
Nature has stored up vast amounts of
these properties, to be eliminated and
brought into use by cultivation. The
atmosphere contaios an unlimited
amount of nitrogen, which can be made
available if we know the process. These
are facts which every farmer should keep
in mind. Besides, we know that every
crop takes certain properties from the
soil. These should be kvown and re-
turned, or the soil becbmes impoverish-
ed and unproductive. My special crop
has been bhay. I bave procured from
the best available authorities the pro-
portions of these cardinal elements that
are removed by this crop. Anpalysis
does not always give the exact elements
of the soil, but it does show just what
amount and proportions are removed by
any proposed crop.
Timotby bay takes from the soil ap-
proximately 11 percent ammonia, 8 per
cent phospboric acid and 28 percent pot-
ash. Common sense and experience
teach us the essential elements of the
so0il can be made available through culti-
vation. Nature has locked them up and
given man the key. The sentiment is
growing that the so-called worn-out soils
are not so much worn cut as bound or
locked np. They resemble sometimes
the virgin soil and respond readily and
bounteously to proper treatmeant. This
accounts for the remarkable success
which attends some cultivators of aban-
doned farms. They seem to know how
to unlock the hidden treasures.
The farmer also learos that he must
restore to the soil the elements which
the crop removes and in like propor-
tions. Itis waste to apply ammonia
when it is not peeded, or any of the
other elements. It is necessary that the
farmer should kuow the elements veed-
ed and that he should experiment.
Sometimes by thorough cultivaiion he
can elimivate or free the latent fertility
of the soil and secure large returns with-
out exteroal application.
Fourteen or 15 years ago [ studied
Charles’ method of raisiog bay. I
adopted in the main the fertilizers be
used. [ had the analyses, kuew the in-
gredients and figured out the formulas.
They bave given uniform aond satiefac-
tory resultsa. And now it is a great
pleasure to find that they are scientific-
ally correct. My formula for top-dress-
iug is a littlelow in ammonia, but as it
14 high in potash, which every now and
then brivgs in clover, it restores Lbe
proper balance. We have learned how
long a field can profitably be kept in
grass, from 6 to 10 years, depending up-
on the amount of humuos which the soil
contained.—New Evgland Homestead.

She ruus a business col-
lege and teaches men to keep accouots
and figure profit and loss. She is the
symbol of contentment, the one thing
peedful in American life.
She is life itself to countless children
stranded upon the barren bosoms and
hollow hearts of a degenerate modern
motherbood.
She comes in at evening, bringin
with her the sweet breath of the mead-
ows, whose velvet turf and crimson
clover mingled their fragrance in the
dear old summer days.
You lean over the fence as she comes
into the yard and stands quietly chew-
ing ber cud in the after-glow of the sun-
set which toucbes lightly the hills, and
suddenly you drop out of yourself, your
paios, your disappointments, your hopes,
your pride, and become a boy again,
barefuoted, with the choresto do.

Farming Counditions in New Eng-
land.
(Office ot I U.8.
WJ Dept. of Agricul-

The land and the farming of New
Eogland have often been critiolsed.
There are two chief classes of critica.
These are composed of people who have
known the farming of these states twen-
ty years ago, and of those who are see-
ing it to-day in a superficial manoer.

For a generation or two past the
changes in farming the country over,
bad left the farming of New England in
a depressed conditios, according to a
specialist of the Department of Agrionl-
ture. The reaction of the last decade is
now remedying this depression. It was
true that New England land could not
produce some of the staple crops Io
competition with the land of the Cen-
tral States, especially when that land
was low priced. The present change is
due to the large and growing consuming
population of New England and the
difficulty in importing some of the per-
isbable or bulky farm products from
other states.

Observation from railway trains often
results in statements which exaggerate
the amount of rough land in New Eng-
land. Awarule some of the poorest
land lies in sight of the railways, while
the rest of this region is by no means all
of the same character. The tillable land
is_ much more extensive than is often on-
derstood, and the non-tillable ia a vala-
able asset as graziog or woodland.

The development of profitable farm-
ing on New England land has not yet
goue so far but that there are now many
sections where the land is really cheap,
considering its productive capacity. To
make the production of crops pay d
interest on the value of the lang,mlt
must, of course, be s0 chbosen as to
avoid the specujative values caused by
suburbar or summer residences, orina
few cases by overestimated farming
values. The very cheap land is often to
be avoided also, b itis not fitted
for farming and is at the moment de-
void ol forest coveri Some of the
cheap farms are not large eoough in
acreage, or produce too little income per
acre, to keep a farmer and his family.
Such farms, bhowever, may form deair-
able parts of a larger farm business.
Most of the real farmiog is done on laed
valued at from ten to one hundred dol-
lars per acre and the greater part of it is
perbaps on the land worth from twenty-
five to sixty dollars per acre, the whole
farm taken together.

The distinctive features of New Eng-
land farmiog are due to the fact that
the region as a whole is particularly
adapted to the growth of grass and
trees. So in general, the kinds of farm-
ing which depend on the grass crop, pre-
dominate, These kinds of farming are
profitably supplemented by orcharding,
and derive great help from the presence
of woodland. The last furnishes winter
employment for many farmers and their
teams.

Hay growing for the market on the
moist or loamy soils of New Eogland is
more profitable tban corn growing in
the Central States. Potatoes on the
well drained lands of Northern New
England and apple orchards on the up-
lands of all but the most northern part
are profitable and command markets
which are not so easily reached from
other states. Truck and small frait
crops are in demand and are profitable
to raise near to any of the larger towns
and cities. Market milk is also a payiog
product even somewhat farther from
the cities, but is not s0 universally pro-
firtable as has been supposed, when it has
to be sold for the prices frequent at
points more remote from the cities.
Peaches are profitable in a oumber of
localities in the soutbern half of New
Eogland, as for instance, on the slopes
of the Connecticut valley in Massachu-
setts and Coonecticut, and on favored
slopes in New Hampshire along the
southern border. The production of
eggs and poultry pays well when proper-
|y managed, for the average prices of
eggs in soutbern New Englaod are al-
most the highest in the country. Live-
stock farming which utilizes the rela-
tively cheap grazing land of northern
New Eogland is favorably situated, but
should not depend exclusively on dairy
products. The growing of young dairy
cattle for the use of market milk re-
giops, and of sheep for mutton utilize
part of these pastures to advantage.
Other products are of local importance
and profit in various parta of theee
states, where special conditions or mar-
kets obtain.

There are two chief problems in New
Eogland farming, where the land has
been under caultivation for so many
years. The first is to supply bumos
economically. It has been supposed
that livestock would do this but it is
now evident that in maoy situations oth-
or means must be empioyed. Short ro-
tations includiog & clover sod to plow
down with frequent regularity will do
mach to keep the needed amouant of bu-
mus io the soil, Where land is in a
badly exbausted state other more bardy
crops must first be grown as green ma-
pure to build the land up to where it
will grow clover in rotation. Winter
rye and buckwheat are two of the most
hardy sod efficacious crops to plow uo-
der green, for soil improvement.

The second problem is the choosiog of
the combination of enterprises to make
the farm most profitable as a whole.
This very frequently means selecting the
best adapted cash crop in a given local-
ity to combine with the dairy farming or
other livestock business. [t may also
mean the selection of the proper rota-
tion to employ the farwerand his teams
to best advantage at all times of the
year, both in growing the several crops
aod in disposing of them. This ques-
tion may usually be solved from the ex-
perience of successful farmers in the
same region or at least in adjoining
states.

A Robber on the Farm.
A poor fence is one of the worst types
of a farm robber.
It robs you of time, labor, and the
consequent expenses attached to fre-
quent repairing.
The bad fence also eacourages the
stock to sneak over ir, under it, or
through it till, after awhile, they will
raid even a good fence. You are there-
by practically robbed of the herd that
caused you no trouble by belog breachy
*til the bad fence lured them away and
spoiled them.

Theo, t00, we must aleo lay to the
charge of this sort of & robber, the time
one loses chasing and bunting ap stock;
the damage done to crops; and, only too
often, the loss of some fine animal by be-
coming foundered, or getting ruined,
perhaps killed outright, on the dilapi-
dated fence.

Last, but far from being the least,
plundered by the poor fence robber, is
your neighbor, when the depredations of
the stock are carried on to his possess-
ions. The damage caused by such raids,
the bitter feelings thus engendered,
and the loss of a -life-time friendsbip
sometimes resulting give this robber -a
atill more fearful record.

Then do you think it would be a wise
and profitable move to hang this bad
fence robber on a good, 80-inch woven
wire fence, attached to substantial posts,
with two well stretched wires above it?

Samuel Burnham, 55 years of age and
unmarried, formerly a police officer in
0Old Town bat lately of Greeubush, com-
mitted suicide by shooting at Bangor
Thursday.

Recent Maine sunicides: George B.
Lord, mill man, 24 years of age, unpmar-
ried, at Orrington, by shooting. Cause,
“despondency.” James W. Kerr of
Portland, clothing dealer, 47 years of
age, unmarried, by hanging. Cause, ill
health.

Madame Lillian Nordica, a singer of
world-wide fame, died in Java on the
10th. While she was cn a tour of the
world the steamer on which she wasa
passenger went ashore, and pervous
prostration resulting from her expe-
rlences was followed by poeumonia,
which proved fatal. She was a pative of
Farmiogton, ber maiden name beiog
Lillian Norton, and she was born in
1859, Her first public appearance asa
singer was about forty years ago.

The District of Maioe has a new dis-
trict attorney, Stephen C. Perry of Port-
land having Tuesday taken the oath of
office before Judge Hale at Portland.
All the court officers were present, in-
cluding United States Marshal Mayo and
J. S P. H. Wilson, who has been ap-

inted to sacceed him. The retiriog

istrict attorney, Robert Treat White-
house,made his farewell to the court and
its officials and theo presented Mr. Perry
and Judge Hale administered the oath
of office.

The attempt of Walter J. Gordon of
Saco, foreman of coopstruction for the
York County Power Co., to save the life
of one of his linemen, caused his own
death Thursday. The lineman bad come
in contact with a wire carrying a high
tension current and was unable to free
bimsell. Gordoo grasped him by the
beels and the current passed throngh
both. When the current was shut off
both men dropped. The lineman was
resuscitated but all efforts to revive
Gordon were futile.

Albert Stewart, 71 years of age, and
his wife, Mra. Sara Stewart, of Lewiston,
are dead as the result of aspbyiation by
illuminating gas. The house where they
lived became filled with gas duriog the
night of May 9th, through the breaking
of a pipe in the cellar, due it is thought
to the settling of the ground. In the
morning Mrs. Stewart was found dead,
and Mr. Stewart in an unconscious con-
dition, from which he did not arouse to
the time of his death a few daye later.
Their son, who was also in the house,
was overcome but recovered.

A record of baving deserted three
times from the United States service
during the Civil War without losing a

le day's service was carried by Mar-
tin U. Singhl of Rockland, who died
Wednesday In the state hospital in Au-
gusta, where he bad been an iomate
since 18381, He was a barber by trade.
A widow survivesa, He enlisted in the
navy when 14 and was serviog on the
Congress when that craft was sunk by
the Merrimac. He swam to sale'y and
later served on other ships. It is thought
his mind was affected by his experience
on the Congress. He deserted Sept. 20,
1862, and the next day enlisted in the
23d Connecticut. Aug. 31, 1863, he de-
serted from that regiment and joined
the 2d Connecticut Heavy Artillery, be-
ing fically discbarged Aug. 18, 1S65.
He then sailed to California in a amall
schooper. He was at the Black Hlis
duriog the gold excitement and finally
reached home after having walked npear-
ly balf way across the continent.

The last Lewiaton school report gives

a table which indicates the parentage of
children in the schcols at the 1913 cen-
sus, from which some interesting data
are afforded.

In
clear weather the air may be eomposed
of vertical layers of differing consist-
ency, and the sound waves are re-
flected from the surfaces of the layers.
Probably they are also refracted in
passing through the several layers.
Currents of warm ascending air forin
in one place and currents of cold de-
scending air form in others. Thus the
atmosphere may be very transparent
optically and very opaque acoustically.
—New York World.

Reporters In the Commons.

After the great fire of
1834 the reporters were admitted as a
matter of course to the temporary
bullding used by the commons and
when, on Feb, 3, 1852, the represent-
atives of the people took possession of
thelr new chamber in the palace of
Westminster the press was at last offi-
clally recognized and the reporters’
gallery as it at present exists was am
acknowledged fact

A Luckless Caterpillar.

Nature I8 a curlous force. There 18
a caterpillar In Australla. It looks for
food under leaves and twigs In the
usual way. As it searches, a parasite,
specially equipped by nature for the
purpose, drops on its neck and fastens
{tuelf there. In a week or two this lit-
tle parasite seed begins to germinate,
drawing its nourishment from the very
lifeblood of the insect. The latter,
feeling sick, burles itself about two
inches Into the ground. Eventually a
pale green stalk about twelve Inches
high, at the summit of which is a most
extraordinary flower, somewhat resem-
bling the top of a bulrush when In
seed, appears.

A portion of the afternoon session of
Tuesday was devoted to a memorial
service for the late Cberles E. Holt of
Norway and Judge Enoch Foater. A
committee consisting of A. S. Kimball,
Wm. F. Jones and Jamcs S. Wright had
prepared memorials and presented them
at this time. Remarks were made by
Hon. John P. Swasey, Hon. George D.
Risbee, and Hon. A, E. Herrick, and
Judge Philbrook spoke briefly in order-
ing the memorials placed on the records
of the court.
The first cases assigned for trial were
damage suits brought respectively by
Wm. A. Walker and Albert A. Conant
against the Grand Trunk Railwav, in
consequence of the accident at Hicks
Crossiog in South Paris, in September,
1912, when three people lost their lives
and others were injured in a collision of
the Norway train and an autnmobile.
In the accident Miss Dirothy Grose of
Somner and Miss Bessie Fairclough of
Richmond, Hebron Academy students,
and Harry B. Smith of South Paris were
killed, and Wm. E. Walker of Castine
and Forrest B. Conant of Hebron were
injured. Other cases against the Grand
Truok on account of the accident are
pending in the United States court.
The testimooy in the Walker and Co
nant cases was heard on Wednesday, and
it was agreed to take them to the law
court, that court to decide all matters
of fact, law, and amouct of damages.
Dyer for plaintiff in both cases. H. P,
Sweetser of Portland and C. A. Hight
for defence, with Wright and Wheeler of
South Paris as local counsel.
The next case tried was that of James
Crosby, administrator, vs. Maine Cen-
tral Railroad Co. This was a suit
brought by James Crosby of Rumford
for the death of his eleven-year-old son,
Howard Crosby, who was killed March
9, 1912. The boy was riding home
on the Memont bakery pung, with
Mr. Memont and a boy friend, when the
pung was struck by a train at the Lin-
coln Avenue crossing in Rumford Falls
village. Mr. Memont and the Crosby
boy were killed, the other boy escaped
serious injury. George A. Hutchins and
Matthew McCarthy for plaintiff. Chas.
Carter of White & Carter, Lewiston, and
Hon. George D. Bisbee of Rumford for
the railroad company, The jury took a
view of the scene of the accident Wed-
nesday afternvon, and the trial began
Thursday morning.
On Saturday a verdict was returned for
the plaintiff for $1200.
It is reported that the manslanghter
case against Fraok Salatino will not be
tried again, but that Salatino will plead
cuilty, and that the state will not ask
for a heavy sentence.

It was neces-
sary to resort to artificlal respiration
With the assistance of pupils in the in
firmary school this was kept up day
und night from Feb. 5 to Feb. 20. On
the latter day the patient began breath
ing natorally, but dificulty in swallow-
Ing arose about the same time. On
Feb. 28 it became necessary to begin
urtificial respiration agaln. Thils wus
maiotained untll March 1, when nat-
gral breathing returned, and the pa-
tient recovered.

Old 8cottish Sanctuary.

The old sanctuary of the abbey and
palace of Holyrood house, to quote the
full description, was an Interesting in-
stitution. The debtor was free from
arrest during the week, On entering
the sanctuary he enrolled himself in a
formal manner and obtained a room—
that is, 2 he could pay for it.
