Why You Need a Silo.

In the first place, from 30 to 40 per
cent of the feeding value of the corn
plant that would otherwise be wasted is
saved when corn is harvested and fed as
silage. Silage is a very succulent feed,
and when made a part of the ration the
effect is similar to that of good grassin
the summer time. Every man who feeds
silage should, if possible, feed with si-
lage some leguminous bay, such as clo-
ver, cowpea, soy bean or alfalfa bay. A
great many men have fed silage alone
because they did not have bay, but bet-
ter results can be bad when hay is fed in
connection with the silage.

Again, silage and some legume bay,
when fed together with corn, makes
much bstter quality of manure than that
coming from corn, cora fodder and tim-
othy hay. Any kind of manure Is bet-
ter than pone at all, but since none of us
have epough manure to cover every
field it behooves us to improve the gual-
ity, especially if it can be done by a bet-
ter and more efficient and more profit-
abie system of feeding. Then, too, we
have more manure. Silage feeders find
that since they save practically all of
the corn plant when it is made into si-
lage they have a greater abundance of
fued. The silage is palatable and ani-
mals really eat more than they do when
silage does does not form a part of the
ration. Of course, this means more ma-
nure.

Another item to be considered in con-
pection with the quality of manure is
that of concentrated feedstuffs rich in
protein. Such feeds as cottouseed meal,
linseed-oil meal, bran, shorts, etc., are
often spoken of as concentrates. Nearly
every man who feeds silage feeds, in ad-
diton to a legame hay, some one of the
feeds just meotiooed. This improves
the ration very greatly and also increases
the value of the manure.

Farmers gre rapidly meeting condi-
tions confronting them. Itis not bard
for a farmer to see that when he bas on
his farm twice as much maoure as he
used to have, and that of a better quali-
ty, be needs a manure spreader. The
judicious use of a manure spreader never
was & detriment to any farm. Seventy-
five per cent of 300 silo owners In this
state use manure spreaders, returning to
the soil at least a part of what it pro-
duced.

Agaio, duriog seasons like those of
1601, 1911 and 1913 silage is indeed time-
Iy and valuable. Dry weather always
cuts the grass short. Following these
years there is always a period in the
spring of the next year (it bappens near-
ly every spriog) when feed is scarce and
high-priced. he man who has plenty
of good silage does not worry about
prices or scarcity of feed. It has bap-
pened more than once that a man, & gen-
eral farmer, has fed $130 or 3200 worth
of silage and a little grainy bringing his
stock through the winter in good shape
while his neighbor fed 25 or 30 tons of
clover bay instead, hay that was worth
from $16 to $18 a ton, and some graio
besides 1o accomplish the same results.
An acre of corn as silage requires
much less room for storage than an acre
of corn barvested in any other way.
When the harvestiog is done the work is
mainly over. The field is left clear for
fall sowing.

Drait Horse Breeding in Maine.
The breediog of draft horses in our
State of Maine and all over New Eog-
land should demand greater considera-
tion than it does at the present time. It
is estimated that about S000 horses,
mostly draft horses, are brought into
the state annually, at an estimated cost
of $1,500,000. What an immense amount
of the Maine farmers' bard earned
money taken from the state! Surely a
part of these horses, at least, could be
raised at home.

Qur live stock
says, *'It is beyond comprehension why
s0 many borses should be bought by our
Maine farmers when they could be
raised at a profit right at bome. The
department at Washiogton gives the
cost of raisiog a colt the first three years
as 8104. Ooe of our farmers figures the
coat the first three years at $150. The
same farmer has sold colts at three
mounths old for $75, and three-year-olds
for $200 and more. W hat is more profit-
able than raising colts at the above fig-
ures? Any farmer can do it.

There are two sides to every question,

and therefore, we must notice some lac-
tors to discourage raising colts. Abuse
of the mare when pregoant, and neglect
at foaling time, thereby losing the colt
and sometimes the mare. The industry
is considered noprofitable without con-
sidering the cause. Again, the selling
of stallions at fabulous prices, so that
they cannot make good on the invest-
ment.
No matter what one undertakes, it
must contain sound business principles;
s0 in the raising of draft horses, breed
only from the best. Be careful io the
selection of sire. Do not use anything
because he is nearby, ora neighbor owne
bim and yoo want to patronize bim. A
good big drafter is as easily raised asa
scrub, and more profit in him.
Undoubtedly the horse supply of the
country must come from the farmers,
and those who each have a few brood
mares, and | canonot see why Maine
farmers caonot raise horses as well as
western farmers. They canpot raise
them as cheaply as is done in the west,
but they can as cheaply as the borses
cost when brought into Maine.
At present the only mares to be used
for breeding purposes largely are those
from the west, unless some enterprising
man imports some for breediog purposes
specially. The selection of a good sire
can improve the quality. Haviog made
these selections of the best to be found,
it is essential they should be fed and not
abused. With good breediog, systemat-
ic good feeding, care and kind treat-
ment, the raising of draft borses in
Maine should prove as profitable an io-
vestment as the averagé farmer can un-
dertake.—Address  delivered during
Farmers’ Week, by Dr. J. A. Ness.

I bave had a good deal of experience
with pigs, but have always made the
mistake of too much labor, that is, car-
rying my green stuff to the pigs, rather
than letting the pigs graze. I am fenc-
ing off about three acres of alfalfa. A
pice stream runs through the fleld. Iu
addition there is a good spring. 1 pro-
pose to put about 20 pige in this field in
May. They will get no care or attention
of any kind except to occasionally throw
them a little corn or sometbing of that
kind. There is to be no labor expense
on these pigs until October or November,
anil then the ooly expense will be to
feed corn about three times a day. I
propose to try two or three different
breeds and see bow they come out.—C.
M. Jarvis, Connecticut.

Not a Good Doctrine for Maine.

A farmer in attendance at Farmers'
Week, Orono, where a large number of
young men were present, is authority
for the statement that in one of the ad-
dresses by a profeasor at the university
he advised young men Preunt “not to
run in debt for a farm," and upon
them “the taking of one under the ten-
ant system.” If there’s any one thing
we of New England bave reason to be
profoundly thankful for, it is the west-
ern tenant system has not been grafted
on to our agriculture, and God grantit
never may be.

Men from the west have brought here
many ideas which cannot be recognized
as good gospel, but this is the limit. Go
where you will, and when you toucha
territory cnrn& by the tenant system of
farmiog, you find both partiea the suffer-
ers. Sec. Houston, in his report to the
President, names tenant farmiog as
*one of the chief reasons for rural ioef-
ficiency and bad conditions generally,”
and Herbert Quick, of Farm and Fire.
side says, “All observers admit the
truth of this to-day and the problem Iis
getting worse all the time,"”

In the face of the experience of the
yeara and the authorities quoted, Maine
boys are urged to engage in teoant farm-
ing. Talking with a young man of thir-
ty-five in New York recently, one who
bad been on a farm, as tenant, for ten
years, I asked as to results and found
that while he had made some money, he
frankly admitted that the only care he
bad was to keep within the contract;
that the thought of improving the prop-
erty, keeping up the buildings, making
a home, or building for a fature, was
not in his mind. He did what almost
every teoant does—kept faith with the
letter of the contract between owner and
tenant. Io all those sections where this
system prevails, you will find the build-
ings and farms telling the story of neg-
lect. Ownere complain, tenants com-
plain, and no one is satisfied.

The glory of New Eogland, and espe-
cially of Maine, has been, is, and I
lieve is to be, in the character of the
farm homes, their stability, neat-
ness and general appearance of thrift
Such cooditions canoot be dupli-
cated in aoy tecant farming local-
ity in the United States, ifit can in the
worid. This is the outcome of our sys-
tem of ownership and it is one to be
strengthened, not overthrown. Encour-
age a young man to run in debt fora
farm? Surely I would every time, pro-
vided he had firmly fixed the determina-
tion tosome time own the property, and
has a wife who is a helpmeet. Under
other conditions no man can socceed
anywhere. In this reaching after own-
ership through labor, self-denial and
prudence, there follows a conception of
bome, a consciousness of the dignity of
farm life, a realization that in mastery
there has come a balanciog not possible
where one uses the tools, the animals,
the house, the farm, belonging to some-
one else, just to coin a few dollars. Own-
ership develops, tenant farming destroys
ambition and lowers the standard of
living. Somethiog is wrong when aa in-
stitution created, endowed and support-
ed to promote a higher and deeper ap-
preciation of agriculture, Instructs
youog men to look to the low level of
tenant farmiog for their life work. Ido
not believe such instruction will meet
the approval of Pres. Aley, no matter
who was Lhe authority urgiog this upon
the young men present at the lecture.
It is 80 contrary to all the standards of
Maine that it should never again be re-
peated from any platform, in the east
surely. Going back over the thirty
years spent in work for the farm, I can
point to a large number of men who to-
day are successful in their farm life,
who, a8 young men came to me to ask,
“Can I afford to run in debt for a
farm?"' Duriog my recent New York
trip, two youug men there came with
the same question, saying, “‘I don't want
to be a tenant farmer.” Did I err in my
advice? Should I bave said, ““The ten-
ant system is the best for you, the ideal
toward which youa should belooking"?
This unfortunately was the position
assumed by the professor at Orono, sim-
ply becanse he grew up under the tenant
system and failed to realize that here in
the east we have thing far better in
every way. Let's have no more such In-
struction given our boys.—Dr. G. M.
Twitchell in Maine Farmer.

New England Can Not Be beaten.

After two years’ absence in the corn
belt of the middle west, I am glad to be
once more back among the granite hills
of old New Hampahire. After all, this
is God's country—clear, bracing air,
pure crystal water, and many other
blessiogs our middle western brothers
do not enjoy. Land there is very high,
$150 to $200 per acré where I was. Itis
muddy, changeable winters, hot sum-
mers, often 100 in the shade with some
terrible thunder storms, a few twisters.
We lost half our firat corn crop by one
in a few mioutes; chimoey was torn off
the house, trees 2 feet through blown
down near us. The house rocked like a
cradle and the children wanted to start
for New Hampshire immediately.

The next spring we bad the floods that
pearly wiped out Dayton and other
towns. One has to be there to under-
stand what those floods really are. We
also bad adronth that got our corn crop,
or a guod part of it. Then we were not
baving the health we bad in the east, 8o
we just sold out, loaded a car and hiked
for dear old New Engiand. She s a
stern old mother, but the children like
to come back.

Now to my discontented brothers I
would say, do not be in & hurry to go
wesat or south, but study better farming
at home. One thing I learned out there
was clover rotation. Follow corn with
red clover and winter wheat. Cut two
crops of clover, turn the sod under and
yon bave a five field for corn or pota-
toes. We can beat them to a frazzle on
potatoes, I planted six bushels out there
and dug five. Here I bave often raised
300 bushels per acie on commercial fer-
tilizer. We want to raise more clover,
and get all the nitrogen we can from the
air free. Ralse our own grain. Raise
more cows and fewer dogs. Keep more
cows and better ones. Raise our own
horses. Does it pay to send west for our
horses and grain to feed them? Let
New England farmers raise their own.
I met men from Northwest Canada and
others from the sunny south and I am
satisfied to stay in New Eopgland.—New
Eongland Homestead.

Interest in Forestry.

The Massachuseits forestry depart-
ment bas reason to be pleased with the
bearty response to its plea for reforesta-
tion of semiwaste land in the state. It
is obvious that all former records of
land owners in the setting of trees are to
be broken-this apring. Io the state nur-
series there are aboot 7,000,000 small
trees, 25 per cent of which are now ready
for transplantiog. The forestry depart-
ment expects to plant 800 acrea this
spring, to which will be added bun-
dreds of acres more put out by public
institutions, park commissions and land
owners. No eastern state bas a more
active furestry departmept than Masea-
chusetts, nor one that seéms to be get-
ting better results.

Asa solling crop to be hauled direct
trom the fleld to the manger, clover has
no equal, except possibly alfalfa. Asa
green manure crop it le eapecially wvalu-
able. Asa usual thing failures with
clover.can be attributed to a lack
koowledge or inattention to the detalls
of its growing. Itis to the appuoud‘
little things that the wmoat successfu
clover growers attribute thelr success.

He
leaves a family, mostly of adult years.

Search which was begun after Louis
Disbeau, 10 years of age, who failed to
return to his home at Chisholm from a
fishing trip to South Rangeley, resulted
in finding his canoe floatiog bottom up.
No trace of Disberu has been found.

The question debated was, “Re-
solved, That capital punishment is pref-
erable to life imprisonment even when
the latter is executed under a restricted
power of pardon.”

Biddeford bas voted 338 to 92 to lssue
bonds to the amount of §100,000, that
sum to be used in the betterment of the
highways and sidewalks of that city.

The sudden death of W. Scott Libbey
of Lewiston, one of the best known capi-
talists of Maine, or the 17th, leaves the
future of the Portland, Gray and Lewis-
ton electric road somewhat in doubt.
Mr. Libbey was practically the sale owo-
er of the_road, which is not yet ic oper
ation, but was to have been opened in
a few weeks. Needless to say, the road
will be operated uoder some manage-
ment.

Forest Fires Harm Soll Fertility.

A definite relation between the
amounnt of humos, or vegetable matter
in the soil, and its crop producing power
as shown iu ylelds of corn, Is given In
figures just issued by the aepurmsnl of
agriculture. The department therefore
advocates the use of various methods to
lntl:‘or.luca the required bumus Into the
soll.

Experts of the forest service state that
the soils of the whole country, and par-
ticularly of the south, have lost and are
losing immense amounts of this source
of soil fertility through forest fires
which apparently do litle Immediate
damage bnt rob the soll of acoumula
tions of humus. In many parts of the
south, land Is being oleared for farming,
and where sach forest land bas pot been
buroed, there ls a large percentage of
vegetable matter, which provides con-
siderable fertility, and a good texture.
Moreover this soil bas a greater capaci-
ty to absorb and retain molsture, and
thus Is less likely to be washed and gul-
lled under heavy rains, For these rea-
sons, leaving out of account the damage
to standing timber, the department's au-
thorities are agreed that fire should be
rigidly kept ount of woodlands,

Care of the Washing Machine.

Washing machines are so common
that we women-folks are apt to abuse
them considerably, thus shortening
théir period of service snd making it
necessary to buy a new one much sooner
than if we gave our washer proper oare.

Too often we see the washer aitting
out in the sun, wind and-raio. This
cracks, rots and warps the wood-

soon
work out of lhgwpo aod also rasts the
metal parts. We_keep our washer in

| |good shelter, the same as any other

time-saver, and know (that it pays
in dollars and cents and in easy, ef-
ficlent service.

Weavoid ruoning the washing ma-
chine with too many clothes in It at &
time, as it will wash & moderate tubfal
of clothes cleaner, with less labor, av
with ot so great a straln on the ma-
chine. A few olothes and plenty of
water should be the rule for quick, sasy
washing, turning them [requently, to
place all parts of them next to the rub:
bing surface.

If a'pailful of water is left in the
washing machine after each washing, it
will prevent warping and bulging of the
bottom of the tub, which so often rains
an otherwise good washer. Shrinking
of the tub-staves may be prevented by a
good coat of paint every two or three
seasons, which also guards against dam-
age and decay of the whole machine and
adds to its appearance.

Proper adjustment of the washer Is
another point that s given too little at-
tention by the” operator. With contin-
ued service, all the parts work loose, es-
pecially the bolts, screws, etc., in the
wood-work. These we go over ooca-
sionally, tightening them up, as it n6t
only prevents wear and tear, but the
machine operates much easier if all
parts are beld firmly in position while

ranniog,

Proper oiling of the ing machine
often is neglected, in spit&of the urgent
directions accompanying every machine,
which tell us to oil the parts regularly—
every time we wash. The washer runs
at such a high rate of s , that fallure
to use pleaty of oil on the workiog parts
will cause them to ont and wear ont
very rapidly, while the washing will be
much harder to do with the hard run-
niog machine. We carefully oll the
washer every time it Is brooght into use,
occasionally runnlog some coal oll
through it to loosen and remove dirt,

alc.

Sit erect at the table—not too stiff,
nor too lounging. The arms and el-
bows should never be placed on the
table. Do not sit too near the table as
it throws out the elbows, while altting
too far away gives the body = swaying
motion when passing food to the mouth.
About six or eight inches is the correct
distance one should sit from the table.

. The spoon should never be allowed to
remain in the coffee, tea, or bouillon cup
while drinking from it, To stir the
beverage once or twice, sip a spoonful
to test the temperature, is quite suffi-
clent, Drink the remainder direct from
the cup. It should be quits nnnecessary
to mention the fact that bot drinks of
any kind are not to be poured Into the
saucer and sipped from It.

In taking soups, it is best to dip It up
with an outward motlon rather than draw-
ing it toward one, Soups shounld be im-
bibed from the side of the spoon, and
never from the end.

When passing the plate for a second
service, the knife and fork should re-
main on the plate, Place them secure-
ly on the sldd so there willbe no danger
of them slippiog off. When the meal Is
finished they shuuld be placed in a like
manner.

In eating chicken, game, and chops, it
ia simply inexcusable to take the bones
up in the fingers. The proper way to re-
move the meat from the bone is with the
knife, and then proceed to dispose of it
as you would any other kind of meat.
It is rather hard to eat corn on the cob
in a graceful manoer, but it is permissl
ble to eat it from the cob.

We must always remember that these
little courtesies must be practiced dally
Good manpers are not things that we
may don whenever we wish to. They
are thiogs that must be practiced from
youth. X

A New and Deliclous Candy.
