Potash Supply Short Save Manure. 
With the introduction of commercial 

fertilizer* there bas been an increamngly 
apparent indifference to farm manure aa 

an agricultural resource. Too many of 
our farmer» love eight of the fact that 
commercial fertilizer· should supple- 
ment rather than replace the manurial 
nupply of the farm. According to the 
Maine aeaeeaore' report for 1913 there 
were in the state. In round uumbere, 
130,000 bornes, 250,000 head of neat 

stock, 40,000 swine, 120,000 sbeep and 
2,000,000 hens, ducks and geese. If all 
of the manure were saved from these 
animals it would amount in a single year 
to nearly 4,000,000 tons and would carry 
approximately 19,000 tona nitrogen, 
12,000 tons phosphoric acid and 18,000 
tons potasb. This plant food in the 
world's market would coat about $10,- 
000,000, or sufficient to buy 300,000 tous 
of high grade commercial fertilizer. It 
is doubtful if by present methoda- of 
management one-half of this plant food 
is actually returned to the soil. 

The intelligent farmer recognizee that 
when he sells meat, milk, grain, hay, 
fruit, vegetables, etc., from his farm or 

neglects to save and use the manure 

produced, he removes from his soil a 

certain amount of potash, phosphoric 
acid and nitrogen that must be restored 
sooner or later if production is to be 
maintained. If the farmer iustead of 
selling off his crops feeds them to live 
stock ou be farm, a large proportion of 
this fertility is retained on the farm, 
and if the business of stock feeding is 
carried to the point where feed is pur- 
chased in addition to that grown on the 
farm a considerable addition may in this 
way be made to the fertility of the farm 
at almost a nominal coat. It ia tbia in- 
direct purchase of fertilizers practiced 
largely in Europe that to quite a degree 
accouots for the profits of atock raising 
abroad. 

It seems to be difficult for the. average 
farmer to really grasp the idea that ma- 

nure should be as carefully preserved 
from unnecessary losses as any other 
product of the farm. The large bulk of 
the material, the insidious losses, the 
ease with which commercial fertilizers 
can be had, the expense of properly pro- 
viding for storage and application of 
manure to land, and the lack of proper 
understanding of tbe value of the ma- 

nure and of the large losses that prevail 
uoder ordinary farm management, are 

among the reasons that have led to this 
neglect. 

While it is customary to compare farm 
manures with fertilizer· on the basis of 
their content of nitrogen, phosphoric 
acid and potash, this comparison is not 

adequate for determining the relative 
value, siuce manures serve certain pur- 
poses fertilizers cannot serve. Farm 
manure i· of a very complex composi- 
tion. It contains more or less of all tbe 
elemem· contained in tbe foods given to 

tbe animals and in the litter. It is rich 
in organic matters, being composed 
chiefly of vegetable substances. Organ- 
ic matter is the source of bumua to tbe 
•oil and is of much value, boils need 
humus and it can only be supplied by 
the addition of organic matter in farm 
manure or by plowing under green 
crops. Commercial fertilizers do not 

supply bumua. 
The urine is by far the moat valuable 

part of the excreta of animals. It ia not 

sufficient to save tbe solid droppings but 
the liquid should be collected as well. 
The amount of fertilizing constituents 
in a manure stands in direct relation to 

those in tbe food. The nitrogen in a 

food exerts a greater infiuence on the 

quality of the manure than any other 
constituent. It is the most costly fertil- 

izing constituent. It undergoes more 

change in the animal's stomach than tbe 
mineral constituents and rapidly escape· 
from the manure in fermentation. 

If practicable, manure should b\re" 
moved and spread on the field at ΛοΠ 
intervals and in that case the lose of 
valuable constituent· is not very great. 
Wben the manure must be »tored for 
•ome time the difficulties of preserva- 
tion are greatly increased. If the pres- 
ent shortage of potash should lead the 
farmer to conserve millions of dollars' 
worth of plant food which are now be- 

ing neglected through lack of care in 
tbe collection and handling of farm ma- 

nures it would largely help to offset the 
losses that may come in 1915 from a pot- 
a«h shortage—C. D. Wooda, Director 
Maine Experiment Station. 

Cows Scarcer but Better. 

A striking fact brought out at tbe re- 

cent conference of milk interest· at Boa- 
ton waa tbat in a number of New Eng- 
land states the total uumber of dairy 
cows ia rapidly decreasing. Id New 

Hampshire the decline is declared to 

have been more than 20 percent in 10 
years. Id Vermont it has been even 

more than this. A decrease is also re 

ported in Khode Island. 
While (here are no available statistics 

for tbe Chicago dairy district in tbe last 
few years, it is tbe opinion of many well 
informed stockmen tbat there are notas 

many cows io this territory as three 

years ago. More young stock, but fewer 
milkers, is the commoo statemeot. This 
haa perbapa beeo due to tbe general agi· 
tattoo in favor of animals with higher 
productive capacity, aod also the high 
price offered for beef. The average 
dairyman coold well afford to throw out 
bis poorer producers aud sell tbem to 
tbe butcber. 

The reduction in this district, how- 

ever, haN not been so, startling as Id 
New England A leading dairyman of 
northern Indiana, an enthusiastic cow 

testing association man, recently said: 
"While we bave fewer cows than two 

years ago, what we bave are of better 

grade, and we are learning better all the 
time how to feecfthem " It Is entirely 
possible that this decrease in the num- 

ber of cows indicates an improvement in 

the dairy situation rather tbao a de- 
crease io the amount of products avail- 
able for shipment. Id some dairy herd* 
still, it would be better if quite a num- 

ber of the poorer produciog cowa werr 

shipped out aod the ones tbat actually 
yield a profit given better care. 

Tbe More Perfect Farm Home. 

Dr. B. L. Kussell, Dean of tbe Wiscon- 
sin College of Agriculture, in his admi- 

rable address on "Better Farm Home 
Conveniences" saya: 

"Perhaps tbe most urgent improve- 
ment is that of tbe water anpply, as was 

indicated in a recent canvas· taken In 

Missouri. Too frequently tbe farm well 
le placed where it ia more handy to 

water tbe stock than for use in the 
bouse. Although music is classed as 

among tbe floe arts there la now scarcely 
a farm borne tbat does not possess a 

musical instrument; if you do not have 
running water, both hard aud soft, in 

ι your farm home, I believe it would be 

good policy to postpone the purchase of 
! a piano until tbis necessity is secured." 

We notice in the past year or two 

I among our readers a very great increase 
1 in interest in this subject of a water 

I supply sue bath conveniences in the 

farm borne. There Is no difficulty what- 
ever in securing all this on any farm that 
has a good well and a windmill, and tbat 

• too at a moderate cost.—Hoard's Dairy 
man.

A 98-Year-Old Apple Tree. 
Last Suoday we took a walk, and in 

tbe course of the afternoon's ramble we 

made tbe acquaintance of an old apple 
tree—gnarled, snaggy, neglected seed- 
ling, aged ninety-eigbt years. 

This patriarchal tree stands in one 

corner of the McNaught orchard, near 

Spencer. It waa planted about tbe time 
Indiana was admitted to tbe siaterhood 
of states. It was bearing fruit when 
Chicago was a mere frontier trading 
post—when tbe buffalos and Indians 
were ranging in wild freedom over the 
Kansas plains. 

General McNaught, himself a patri- 
arch, is keeping the old tree carefully. 
When it gets to be a hundred he will 
celebrate its centennial with fitting cere- 

monies. 
Tbe McNaught place was homestead- 

ed in 1810 by General McNaugbt's fa- 
ther, and the first orchard was set out in 
that year. Eighteen years ago that old 
orchard was cut out by General Mc- 
Naught, then in his seventieth year, and 
the present orobard planted. 

But "Mary's Tree," named by one of 
the first settler's children and known 
and loved by three generations, was left 

atanding for that long-ago Mary's sake; 
and it still stands, bearing fruit at tbe 

age of 98, drawing its sustenance from 
the same kindly soil that nourished its 
sturdy octogenarian owner.—Farm Life. 

Day of the Draft Horse. 
What baa become of tbe calamity 

howlers who for many years bave been 
industriously preaching the élimination 
of tbe draft horse? So long aa civiliza- 
tion exiats, ju«t that long will our re- 

liance be baaed on tbe horse and the de- 
mand for draft breeds will grow with 
ever-growing need for deeper plowing, 
better farming, larger machinery, heav- 
ier loads all neeesaary to meet the de- 
mands of tbe constantly increasing pop- 
ulation. 

Instead of curtailing operation, farm- 
ers and breeders should double their ef- 
forts to take care of the demand and 

reap tbe benefit of present high prices 
for pure-bred draft stock. Tbe war now 

waging in Europe is making a heavy toll 
00 heavy horaea. Agents from all Euro- 

pean countriea are acourlng every part 
of the United Statea buying and ship- 
ping everything suitable in tbe way of 
horse flesh from our shores. In conse- 

quence, prices are advancing rapidly and 
tbe result of this heavy drain on our 

preaent available supply will be felt long 
after tbe war ia ended. Tbe Clyde, Per- 
cheron, Sbire and Belgian are all popu- 
lar; the latter because of their rugged 
constitution and great capacity for hard 

work, are rapidly gaining with the farm- 
er and heavy trucker. 

Old discarded wire, especially woven 

wire, jaakea flue material for filling in 
ditches about the farm, aa it la difficult 
10 dialodge, and olings to evirythlnp 
coming In contact with It, thus causing 
tbe wash to fill up rapidly.

Aleck's Allusions. 

Lately I have been somewhat Interest· 
ed in advertisements, mostly in agricul- 
tural papers, of shoes with metal bottoms 
and edges—either steel or aluminum— 
made for heavy and rongh work in all 
kinds of plsoes and nnder all kinds of 
conditions. It strikes me that suob an 

article is a mighty good thing. But—I 
can't help wonderiogif the manufactur- 
ers think that farmer* have feet the 
shape of those boots. Perhaps the boots 
aren't the same shape on the inside that 
the cut makes them look on the outside. 
If they are, nobody with any ordinary 
foot could wear them without tremen- 
dous discomfort. In fact, if I had a pic- 
ture of such a pair of boots hung at the 
foot of my bed, I don't believe I could 
go to sleep for the ache in my feet. 

The makers of these shoes are not the 

only offenders in the same line. Λ few 

yearn ago I undertook tu get outfit of 
lumbermen's wear for my feet—not to 
go to work in the woode, but for a per- 
fectly legitimate purpose. I bad to give 
it up. Everything 1 cuuld flod was near- 

er the shape of a camel's foot than the 

shape of mine, and there wasn't a thing 
to be seen that was large enough in one 

dimension which wasn't so large in other 
dimensions that it was impossible to 

wear it. I have frequently wondered 
what a man's foot would look like that 
fitted those rubbers. 

Oh, yes, my foot is a "little off" the 
normal in shape. But 1 notice that 
when 1 go to buy a pair of leather shoes, 
and have tried on a few pairs and picked 
out the ones which fit me best, I find 

they are the highest priced. You may 
know that the manufacturers of leather 
shoes are not throwing away their high- 
est priced goods on shapes that are very 
odd. And when, after some years of 
search, I found a shoe that 1 could unre- 

servedly call a good fit, and have ever 

since given speoial orders fur that last, 
I found that the dealer was also taking 
similar orders from other men for that 
name last, because the shoes were "so 
Comfortable. " 

And now that I am dealing with puz- 
zles, I should like to ask why it is that 
the inventive genius of our oeuntry has 
never devised a way of fixing a single- 
horse grocery wagon ιο that the driver 
can get on and off with ease and safety. 
Whenever I catch a ride with a grocery 
wagon driver, I mount very gingerly, 
and get off with equal care. There is, to 

be sure, a step, which is frequently only 
a few inches from the ground. But it is 

generally a long and difficult reach from 
that to the footboard of the wagon, and 

usually it is practically impossible to go 
from the footboard to the step in dis- 

mounting. Ια fact the driver generally 
uses the shaft as a step. This is faced 
or reinforced at that part with a piece of 

narrow, smooth and slippery iron, and 
slan'· at quite an angle. The driver 

•«kips on and off with an agility acquired 
by long practice, and doesn't seem to 

mind. But I should think it would save 

him considerable if he could do his day's 
work of much getting on and off in a 

comfortable way. There may be some 

express wagons in this part of the coun- 

try which have a good comfortable rig 
for mounting, but I have never happened 
to see them. 

It ia an understood fact that the great- 
est trouble with our common earth 
roads is that we don't care for them. 
We "fix and forget," just u oar fathers 
did. The same plan is followed in the 
work done on our gravel «idewalks. I 
have noted a few horrible example· of 
this in the past few years, and there is 
one now, within a few rods of the table 
where I am writing thia. A piece of 

eloping sidewalk that had washed was 

graded with a load or two of gravel, for 
a distance of perhap· two rods. The 

gravel was dumped, smoothed off with a 

shovel, and—well, that's all that was 

dooe. The new gravel was several 
inches deep. Of course with the travel 
it packed unevenly. If while It was go- 
ing through Ae packing process a com- 

mon garden rake bad been used on it, 
say twice, for three minutes or so each 

time, the surface might have been,made 
permanently smooth. As it is, the aurface 
has now packed bard, and it is so rough 
as to be uncomfortable traveling by day- 
light; and in "the gloaming," when it is 
too dark to see your steps and not "dusk 

enough to put on the street lights, if 

you walk over it you are apt to "reel to 
and fro like a drunken man." For 
lack of a few minutes' work at the right 
time. 

I never fully understood what the 
term "insolent arrogance" could signify 
until I met a certain man a few years ago. 
And yet he was a genial and mild-man- 
nered man. What's the answer? Why, 
that man rose every morning the year 
around, filled, his bath tub with cold 
water, and plunged into it. And within 
fifteen minutes after you bad made his 

acquaintance, he would inform you of 
tbat fact, in quiet tones and In an off- 
band and incidental way. The next 

man whom be met would also get the 
sime incidental information. And every 
day you spent any time with him, there 
would drop some casual reference to 
that invariable cnstom of bis. I bave met 

others of him since, and while some of 
them are more and some less noisy 
about proclaiming it, they do not fail to 

let you know of their laudable custom. 

Now I don't believe that a cold plunge 
every morning is a good thing for the 

average man. If a man's constitution 
will stand it, I am perfectly willing be 
n h ou Id take it, but I don't want him just 
on tbat account to come around and 
lord it over me in tbat quiet and oasual 
way which liives significance to the term, 
"insolent arrogance." 

There's another similar disseminator 
of arrogance, and that is the man who 
"never takes anything to have teeth 
out." Every man to bis choice. I don't 

kuow, and don't care, as to the compar- 
ative amount of pain which he and I 
suffer by having teetb torn from the 

gums. Prom the reasonable point of 
view of conservation of my strength and 

my physical comfort, I fail »o understand 
why there should rest upon me any ob- 

ligation to suffer unnecessary pain, 
when it can be so easily as in these days 
reduced to an Insignificant amount. But 
the roan who "never takes anything" 
towers over me in his virtuous strength 
of character nntil I feel like tipping my 
head back to gaze at the lower button of 
bis veat.

(Hon. John D. Long In Boston Herald.) 

It'e easy to see why jnst now then 
should be, in view of the war io Europe 
a vigorous push for an extraordinary 
enlargement of onr national military 
strength Everybody of course reefer- 
nizes the need of a military arm snfti 
cient for ordinary demands. But wi 

must not let the European situatiot 
make us panic-stricken. Su far from its 
operation as a stimulus or warning tc 
us immediately to abnormally increaei 
our forces and armament, the argument 
to my mind, rather runs the other way 
AD the nations whose antagonism woulc 
be threatening to us, in case any suet 
antagonism should arise, will come ou 

of the present convulsion exhausted and 
bankrupt and with a pretty keen appre 
ciation that years of peace are vital t( 

their recuperation. 
Then, too, if we were now at once tc 

put ourselves on the vastly enlarged wai 

footing, so urgently advocated at près 
ent, our equipment would probably b< 
antiquated and not up to inventive ad 
vantvs before any emergency called foi 
its use with any world power. Will it 
not be enough, nut of course abandon 
ing our present rate of military prepara- 
tion, to simply keep it without getting 
into a panic? 

Of course it is true, aa claimed, that il 

any chance of a war with a better pre 
pared nation should arise, our compara 

Lively modest bat by no means ineffi 
cieut preparation might not permit us tc 
resort offhand to the arbitrament ol 

arms. But, after all, w >uld that realij 
be a sorrow, and might it not lead tc 

some other means of adjustment that 
would be less costly and bloody? Would 
the Kaiser, who by 'he turn of a tingei 
could have prevented the present ghast 
ly holocaust, have deliberately inaugur- 
ated it, if bis war preparation had been 
no greater than our uwo? And would 
not Germany, with its splendid people 
have been all these later years as well il 
not even better off commercially, indus 
rial'τ. socially an i η »v»ry go >1 line of 
modern civilization? If my memory i« 
correct, there is a prayer which contaim 
the word·, "Lead-us uot into tempta 
tloo."

WOUND, A.XD DI9CHABOK 

Back with hi» family in South Pari 
after a few week· in service in the Euro 
pean war, Harry Q. Fleming le now nn 

ally discharged from the British arm; 
for disability, and will remain here, ha* 
ing fulfilled hi· duty aa a soldier of hi 
ooaotry. 

There was aomethlng doing durlnj 
the few week· referred tr>, and it was b; 
no mean· λ period of "waNsbful wait 
ing." In the time between the '29tb α 

September and the 18tb of November hi 
went from South Parie to the front ii 
Belgium, where he participated in hand 
to-hand fighting and bayonet charges 
was wounded, spent time In the hosplta 
and on furlough, was discharged ant 
made the journey home. 

"Tea, I was wounded,' said Mr, 
Fleming to the Democrat, as he walkec 
acrna* the room with a paonounoe<i 
limp, "but it wasn't for this that I w»i 

discharged. It was because of dysen 
tery, which made me unfit for service 

though perhaps they wouldn't have dis· 
covered it if I hadn't been in the hospi· 
tal wounded," he added. "The 
«a* nothing serious. I was hit in the 
right leg with two bullets from a shrap- 
nel shell. That won't last but a few 

^Mr. Fleming, who has been in South 
Paris for the past six years aod a half, 
Is a British subject, aod has seen tec 
Tear* of service In the Brl'lsh armv, ai- 
wave in the infantry, his first enlistmen· 
being in the Irish Guards. He bas beec 
in India, Africa, and elsewhere, and did 
some fighting in the Boer war during 
the last three months of the s-ruggle. 

At the breaking out of the present 
war he wae enrolled on the British re- 

serves, and when 'he proclamation call- 
ed them out, he felt It iccumbent upon 
bim to report for duty Of course he 
conld not be summoned from the Unit- 
ed States, and could spend bla day« 
here in peace, but even if he had de 
sired to do that if ne had ever after 
gone again on British soil, he would 
have been liable to arrest on the charge 
of desertion. 

, As mentioned above, Mr. Fleming left 
Sou'h Paris on the 29rh of September, 
going to Montreal, and thence to Quebec, 
from which latter city he sailed on the 
steamer Ruthenia. He had expec'ed 

! that with others he would be taken to 

England, and that as speedily a* might 
be, perhaps within a week or two, per- 
haps longer, they would be sent to join 
their respective regiments of reservists, 
wherever they might be. But there was 

evidently need of veterans at the front 
They were not taken to England at 

all. but were landed directly at Dun- 
kirk, France, on the 14th of October. 
Instead of being distributed to their re- 

spective units, the reservists from all di- 
rections were made up into battalion 
4nd together with British marines and 
French marines, were rushed from Dun- 
kirk, by train and on foot a distance of 
about forty five miles to D.xmude, Bel- 
gium. where some of the fiercest fight- 
ing of the line has been done. 

They arrived at Dixmude on the 15tn, 
and during that day and the 16th and 
17th were fighting the Germane in and 
about the city. One day's fighting was 

done on the streets of the city. Mr. 

Fleming's story confirms the report· of 

the see-saw character of much of the 
fighting in that section "P?,rh?P" ^ 

would be in a trench one day, he says 
"and the next dav the Germans wou d 
be in it. and the day after we would 
be back again." 

Although the larger part of the fight- 
ing is being done by the artillery, the 
fighting of the Infantry is done at dose 
range.

Fleming was on the firing line, he wae 

twice in hand-to-hand fighting and bayo- 
net charges.

Hla wife and little daughter 
took the dlaeaaeand aurvived only finally 
to fill fuller the aluma of a city where 
abe went with the child when the rich 
man foreclosed the mortgage. Yellow 
fever prevented the French from build- 
ing the Panama canal, and thousand· 
who had inveated their all in canal 
•bare· were pauperized. 

In Mexico there are thousands who 
Lave been made blind and pauperized by 
small-pox. There are at least two mil- 
lion blind beggar· In China, all made 
blind by small pox. It '· only when 

epidemic* come, when the greater pro- 
portion of lives are threatened, that we 

realize the meaning of sickness and dis- 
ease. The ramification· of disease are 
8.. complex and far reaching we can have 
but a hazy idea of what disease roeans^ It is curious to note that, because of 
our stupidity, one's very industry may 
bring poverty. This is illustrated by 
the occupational diseases. Until very 

recently society permitted greed to force 
pliossy jaw on workmen who afterward 
in many instances became paupers. lo 

rear and protect industries, one product 
of which is poverty, Is a queer condition. 
The prevention of phosey jaw will cer- 

tainly also prevent all the poverty which 
might come from it. 

Cigar-makers, printer· and tailor· are 

especially afflicted with tuberculoid; 
and on the pauper records appear the 

Dimes of hundred· who have followed 
the«e occupations. A proprietor who 
dues not surround hie employee· with 
the best conditions of health is a breeder 
of disease, poverty and crime. 

Feeble-tnindedneBS is a disease condi- 
tion and produce· a world of poverty. 
There I· no cure for feeble-mindednese; 
it may only be prevented; and there are 

onlv two rational methods for its pre- 
vention, neither of which society will 
adopt. And eo it happen·, as we 

'•blunder on through love and hunger, 
that the highest services of medical 
science are rejected, prevention is dis- 
regarded and disease follows civilization 
with its ever lengthening train of degen 
eracy, defectiveness, delinquency and 
dependency.

The Art of Seasoning. 
A (rood oook la know bj her seasoning. 

The French are master· of the art of 

lessoning, but many American house- 
wives know not the value of ft bay-leaf 
or a sprig of parsley. Salt, pepper and 
butter are the uni versai aeaaoaera, but 
beside· theae there are numerous aavory 
herbs and vegetable·, which if uted ju- 
diciously, add muoh to the flavor of cer- 

tain dishes. 
The oila and other substanoe· that 

give to vegetables end herbs their flavor 
are volatile and are easily driven off by 
too long oooking. In tbl· way their ef- 
fect la loat] or their flavor rendered 
strong and unpleaaaut. Therefore auch 
seasoning should be added to a disb 
near tbe ending of the cooking period. 

Onions, carrots, turnips and celery are 

the vegetables most often need for sea- 

soning. When used only as fUvorers, 
they should be tied together end oooked 
twenty or thirty minutes and then re- 

moved. Tbe flavor of fried vegetables 
is much more delicate than that of raw. 

To prepare tbem, beat two tableapoon- 
fuis of botter for one pint of vegetables 
Cut In oubea. Stir together over the fire 
till hot. Then aet where they will cook 
slowly one-half hour, stirring often. 
Place on the hot part of the stove aud 
cook a few minutes. Drain butter and 
add vegetables to the dish they are to 
flavor. Garlic or shallot should never 

be fried; nor should they be cut, but 
should be separated into cloves and 
cookrd in the dish to be flavored about 
'en minutes and then removed. One 
clove is enough for a qnart of soup. 

Tbe berbs most frequently used for 

seasoning are parsley, chervil, chives, 
tbyme, sage, summer savory and bay- 
leaf. Tbe first three are commonly 
known as fine berbs. They combine 
well with almost any vegetable or meat. 

When used, they are washed well, plao- 
ed on a clean board and minced floe 
with a knife. They should be added to 

soups and sauces just before serving. 
The "bouquet garni" is made of two 

sprigs of parsley, a bay-leaf, a sprig 
each of thyme and summer savory. 
These are tied together and oooked 
about twenty minutes. Longer cooking 
will result in ft strong disagreeable fla 
vor. 

Hints. 

AMUSEMENT FOB 8ΤΟΒΜΥ WINTEB DAYS 

I wonder bow many mothers know 
the pleasure that may be derived from 
the making of a paper doll's house? 
Take any pasteboard box, remove the 
cover, place right side up, cut windows 
in the sides and in one end tnd a door in 
the other, leaving one side attached to 
the box so that the door will swing. 
Now, turn to the advertising sections of 
the magazines and you will And numer- 

ous articles with which to furnish the 
house. Odd pairs of lace curtains to 

place At the windows, pictures for the 
walls, art squares to cover the flours and 

pieces of furniture will soon make the 
room or rooms very attractive. My 
little girl also enjoys making tiny chairs 
and tables of oardboard. This form of 
amusement I have found suited to both 

girls and boys. It la very economical, 
and it will entertain a number of chil- 
dren as well as one or two. 

TO RID CBILDBEN's HAIB OF VEBMIN 

Sometimea the mother discovers to 
her horror that her own children, 
through contact with others, have be- 
come infested with vermin; if the fol· 
lowing simple directions are carried out, 
the |>ests will disappear as though by 
magic. Wash the head thoroughly with 
a good carbolic soap, then after the hair 
is dry,'saturate it with spirits of cam- 

phor. Only about two applications will 
be necessary. For home-made spirits of 

camphor, take four ounces of alcohol 
and half a bluok of gum camphor. 
Break the camphor gutb Into tiny pieces, 
drop it into the alcohol and shake the 
bottle until the camphor la entirely dis- 
solved. This ia a much stronger solu- 
tion than the usual spirits of camphor. 

▲ TOY WAGON FBOM A CANDY BOX 

Nearly all ohildren like to play with 

aometblng that moves and that they can 

make themselves. To make a small 

wagon, take a candy box, four paste- 
board covera of milk bottles and four or- 

dinary collar buttons with small heads. 
Punch holes in the centers of the covers, 

(these form the wheels) and in the sides 
of the box one inch from each corner; 
then force the collar buttona through 
the wheels into the box. The wheels 
will revolve and a string may be attach- 
ed'to the front of the box so that the 
child can draw It around. 

A SUBSTITUTE FOB ΒΑΒΥ'β BONNET 

STRINGS 

Gaby's bonnet strings were always a 

source of annoyance. She would have 
tbem in her mouth as soon as the bon- 
net was tied, If we did not watoh her. 
One day I bit upon the plan of putting 
rosettes on earb side of the bonnet with 

just a strap under the cbin. This was 

fastened on each side with tiny snap fas- 
teners—not hooks and eye·. In this

SAVING TUE SCHOOL SHOES 

Try copal varnish for the children's 
school shoes. Apply to the sole· of tbe 
shoes three or four coats of this varnish, 
letting eacb dry before tbe next Is ap- 
plied, and see bow much longer the 
shoe· will last without resoling. 

TO CUBE BWOLLEN GLANDS 
So many ohildren suffer from swollen 

glands during the winter months that 
the following cure, recommended by an 
eminent physician, may prove helpful. 
Oet some five or ten percent Iodine pet- 
rogen and rub it on several times a day 
and several minutes each time It is ap- 
plied. This will will cure even severe 
cases if it Is used faithfully. 

USE OF HAM FAT 

Set the fat over the fire with a little 
milk or cold water, about half a cup to a 

quart of fat, and let cook alowly until 
the liquid baa evaporated, then strain.

Coal and Smoks. 
Smoke is caused by Tallore to burn 

the combustible gases that arise when 
fuel is exposed to the flame.

lampblack or soot. The smokier fuels 
also give off tarry vapors, which con
