the horses and cows through the winter
and are fed slops and scraps from the
bouse: also some whole corn thrown in-
to the maoure to encourage them to root
it over. We give some bran or mid-
dlings in their slop when scraps ruop
short, and some waste from the slaugh.
terhouse, say once a week. They also
bave a feed of charcoal mow and then
and a pail of ashes turned down to them.
Their food is salted, not always, but
from time to time.

Bedding enough is at hand to keep
their nest dry, and they are looked to
occasionally to see tbat there are no
lice. We do not want them fat, but in
good thrifty condition and meaty. A
poor sow has nothing with which to sus-
tain herself or her pigs. It bas taken
all her food to keep her alive. We like
to bave the pigs on band as soon as the
first warm weather comes. March pigs
are ready for the market early in the
fall, but licre the weather is pretty coid
for them: April is better for this cli-
mate. Just before farrowing time we
take the sows up into the warm stable if
very cold; if not, on to the barn floors,
and build them pens with a bottom
board 6 inches from the floor around
the pen, so the pigs can run under; orif
she lies down with her back to the pen,
as she often does, they will be squeezed
under the board out of barm's way in-
stead of against it aod crushed. Our
sows are very tame and are always very
gentle with their pigs.

We never take them away as they
come, unless in a very cold time, when
we put them in & basket of warm straw
and cover over till they are dry. As
soon as the sow begius to atir around we
give her a warm slop of milk and warm
water with a quart of bran it. We give
her plenty of light slop made in this way
for a week, but no corn or corn meal.
We increase the bran and give roots
which are cooling, and after the first
week increase her feed, giviog some
corn, but relying more upon bran and
middlings, as this is good growing feed.
Tbe pigs run with the motber until they

are four weeks old, when tbey are re-
moved to a pen by themselves and the
sow bred againo for a fall litter to arrive
in September. Thelittle pigs bave milk

from the dairy with mixed feed or fluur.

This is mized up io a barrel and stands
from one feed to another. They also
bave a few ears of corn thrown to them

and they get either butcher's waste,
which we can bay at 1-2 cent a pound, or
asmall amount, two or three times a
week, of beet scrap, also some charcoal
ashes and salt. They have the run ofa
small pasture, but with this pumber we
make no attempt to pastare them for
feed. If we raised them by bundreds
we would sow a Hield with hog pasture
mixture purposely for them.

They run for a time in the orchard,

and the sow with her second litter runs
in the orchard for a few weeks in the
fall. When the pigs are three months
old we begio feeding corn meal, and

from then op they are fed meal and but-

termilk made into a mush, all they will

clean up of it. For the fourth month
they still bave wheat middliogs or some
wheat product and they bave some meat

all along to supply mineral for the bones
30 they will keep up on their feet. We
market them at seven to eight mootbs
old and they weigh from 230 to 300
pounds live weight.

We bave sold at 7, 7 1-2 and 10 cents
per pound dressed weight and we bave

retailed a vumber which averaged 15
cents a pound. We get about $25 each

on an average for the pigs at market
time. It costs right arouod $15 to grow

them. The buttermilk costs about 50
cents a week to feed 10 pigs of each lot.

The pigs would sell at four weeks old

for 8 each. We reckon from that time
and car profit figures about 36 or $7 a
bead on them. Besides this there is
around §100 worth of plant food from

the breeding stock and pigs figured at

experiment station estimates of $60 per

1000 pounds of hog per year. As we try

to keep them always bedded we get the
greater amount of this to put back on
the lacd aod our fields show ita value.

There is also a profit on the young pigs
of at least 2 a head if the difference be-
tween the cost of keepiog the sow and
the 83 a head is taken. The few we
bave retailed have come to 335 a head
and over, and the extra cost is about two
days' labor in preparing the meat and
delivering it. We sball try to develop
this line more fully, but thus far reli-
able labor for this work bas not been
available to an extent that would allow
of retailiog all we raise. We could rely
on amarket, but we canoot supply it be-
cause we cannot do the extra work.

I could give the exact figures for sev-
eral lots of pigs, but as prices and condi-
tions vary somewhat with each lot, the
approximate figures 1 have given tell
the story quite a8 well. We are at no
po extra expense for buildiogs for the
pumber we raise, and the labor comesin
aloog with the other day chores. We
think the fertilizer more than pays for
the labor and the bousing. The sows
average about nine pigs toa litter and
we keep all sows that prove good as loog
as they are prolific, usually five or six
ears. We believe the pigs are stronger
and do better. The winter pigs run on
the manure in the baro cellar, bat are
separated from the breediog stock. All
waste green stuff is fed to the pigs in the
summer and fall. They get weeds from
the corn and other crops, vegetable tops
and waste vegetables, some pumpkin¥
and small potatoes. Sometimes when
these ure plentiful they are boiled and
corn meal utirted into them, as pigs do
pot seem to gain much on raw potatues.
A small amount for an appetizer, bow-
ever, we believe helps keep the digestive
system in good working order.

Don’t be scared out of keeping pork
this year by the stories that there are so
many hogs in the country that meat
must be low. It isn’'t so. The men
who circnlate these stories bave their
axe on your grindstone. Do not tara

for them.

The machinery of a cow, by means of
which she producea milk, is as delicate
as that of a watch, and yet we often act
as though the contrary were true.

After all, the foundation of farm pros-
ty isin the live stock. Therefore,
us strive to change better into beat,

put in winter wheat instead of epring
sowing. Think of this when you decide
the acreage of each crop. Some crops
require more attention in the spring
than others. There are many wayeto
lighten spring work, so that the boy
can be spared for a few weeks.
Frequently the rush in the spriog is
due to other operations than field work.
Build the new buildiogs and fences,
market the crop and haal the manore at
some other time. Don’t keep bhim out
of school becanse of a rush that is due
to your own procrastination.

Under some circunmstances it is wise
to keep him out during the winter, if it
is possible for bim to earn money. He
will miss only that part of the course
which he bas probably gona over. The
money which he earns during the win-
ter will enable bim to hire a hand to
take his place during the spring.

It you have two boye, even though the
younger is not able to do the work of the
older, keep the younger ome cut this
year, if no other course is possible.
Make the work light for the younger
one. Any such expedient is better than
systematically depriving a boy of a cer-
tain part of his course each year. In a
graded school, it is quite impussible for
a boy to make much advancement by
giving him only three months each year
during the winter.

I even know of an anselfish sister who
volunteered to stay out during the
spriog io order to give her brothera
chanoce to finish his conrse. With rid-
ing implements and gentle horses she
did oo little work on the farm. In vari-
ous other ways, makiog trips to town
and doing the chores, she made up
much of the work ber brother would
have done.

The fact is, if you fully realize the im-
portance of this matter, you will find
some sort of a solution.

Forest Planting.

“‘Forest products should be looked up-
on a8 a crop, just as any other farm
product,” said Professor John M. Bris-
coe in his talk on Forest Planting at
Farmers’ Week at the University of
Maine. *““The cost of establishing and
caring for forest crope is really much
less per acre than for most agricoltural
crop#, and certain classes of land are
better snited to the growing of trees
than to aoy other crop of equal market-
able value.”
He went on to say that the time is
aow here when it will pay the farmer to
plant trees, particularly pine and pop-
lar, and the fact that willows grown on
a short rotation for the production of
small withes for basket and furnitare
making, when bandled properly will
give very good returns.
The planting of young seedliogs or
transplants was strongly advised in pref-
erence to direct sowing ot seed on the
area to be planted, and the advantages
of this method were clearly brought
out.
The preparation of the site and
the best time for planting were de-
scribed in detail. For white pine, a
uniform spacing of six feet apart was
recommended. This will require 1012
trees to the acre. The advantages of
haviog the new stand uniformly spaced
and evenly distributed over the area
from the start was emphasized, also the
importance of digging the holes large
spough and deep enough to accommo-
date the roots of the young plants with-
out bending or cramping. Two other
important poiots in regard to the plant-
ing operation were mentioned; the set-
ting of the plant straight and upright
and the firmiog of the earth down well
about the roots.
The fact that the state desires to en-
courage forest planticg is shown by sev-
eral statutes now in the laws of Maine.
Oune of these provides that where land is
planted to forest trees, it may noder cer-
tain stipulations and restrictions be re-
leased from taxation, for a period of
twenty years. Another provides prizes
or bountiea the first to be awarded in
1929 and every eighteen years thereafter
for the best areas of forest growth in the
state,
With these inducements to the pros-
tive forest grower, it seems that
there should be g decided increase in the
acreage of land, particularly in the farm-
ing districts, that will be set out to trees
withio the next decade.

Feeding a Calf.
What is the effect on an 8-weeks old
calt when weaned from its mother and
put on skimmed milk? Can it be done
with no bad effect on the calf?
W.B.S.

There should be no difficulty what-
ever in changing a calf that is eight
weeks old from opursing to drinkiog
skimmilk. We believe this change,
however, should be done gradually. It
ia the abrupt, sudden changes in feeding
that cause trouble. We should wean
th: ll:all Ilrko:n it.:i mother and feed it
whole milk fora day. The next

should add a little :klmmllk to di:: :?-
lowance and reduce the whole milk and
continue this process for at least a week
before the calf is given all skimmilk,
Skimmilk calves may not look quite as
sleek and plump as calves permitted to
nurse or to bave whole milk, but at the
end of the year akimmilk calves will be
quite as large and vigorous as those
raised on whole milk.—Hoard’s Dairy-
man.,

Municipal Granaries.

For more than two centuries the au-
thorities of London maintained munici-
pal granaries, the first one baving been
@stablished by Sir Stephen Brown, lord
mayor, in 1438, By means of these
ety granaries the authorities held the
“eorn badgers” In check and regulated
not only the price of corn, but of bread.
The great fire in London destroyed the
last of these granaries and also the
public mills and ovens in which the
city's grain was ground and baked, and
the system was not thereafter intro-
duced, chiefly because the general laws
against graln speculators were sufl-
clent to restrain undue speculation.
Corn markets were held, bowever, as
late as the beginning of the eighteenth
century at Bear quay, in Thames
street, London, while Queenhithe was
the chief market for flour and meal,
and later the metropolitan trade cen-
tered in the world famous Corn Ex-
change In Mark lane. — New York
Times,

Colcd Doesn't Always Contract.

There are many ways of demonstrat.
ing the fallacy of the assertion that
“heat expands, cold contracts.” When
water (other liqulds as well) freezes to
fce it increnses in bulk. Bometimes It
is said, however, that the volume of
the sum of the ice crystals alone is no
greater than that of the original liquid,
but that the crystals of ice do not fit
in well togetber and leave spaces be
tween them which account for the ap
parent increase in volume.

Molten metals, as a rule, contract
upon solidification, which is nothing
but freezing. Some alloys, on the othet
hand, expand when solldified. Type
metal, which is composed chlefly of
lead and antimony, I8 such an alloy.
This propensity Is of particular advan:
tage in this cuse because it causes the
metal In solilifying to fill up every
tiny corner and hair space In the ma-
trix.—New York World.

The author of *“Kloof and Karroo"
says that a Boer In Cape Colony had
once forced a zebra to the brink of a
precipice, when the desperate creature
turned upon him, attacked him with
its teeth and actually tore one of bis
feet from the leg.

The Test of the Civilized.

The civilized man makes roads; the
savage does not.

A man's scale io ¢ivi-
lization is very correc'ly tested by his
attitude toward the stone which bas
rolled into the road, or the tree which
has blown down across it.

And a person passing aloog
a road which he does not expect to re-
trage, who removes the obstruction for
the sake of the stranger who comes after
him, responds to a vary high test of civi-
lization.

Io
other words, it won't make any partica-
lar difference when the war ends, be-
cause in a very few years the surface of
the earth will be a solid mass of willow
bushes, and man will bave no chance to
stay here.

Protein in the Diet.
(From the Domestic Science Depariment, Unl-
versity of Malne.)

Our bodies are very much like any
machine, both must be kept in good re-
pair and supplied with fuel from which
to derive their power or energy. a
food is any substance which will build
pew tissue or repair worn-out tissue and
aleo yield this energy for muscalar and
nervous activities.

All foods are made up of one or more
of the five constituents called food prin-
ciples. These are protein, fat, carboby-
drate, (sugar and starch) water and min-
oral matter. The tissue builders are
the proteins, mineral matter and water.

| The energy producers are fats, carboby-

drates and proteins.

Protein is derived from both animal
and vegetable foods. The animal foods
as meat, fish, poultry, milk, cheese and
egge offer the largest source although
much may well be derived from the
vegetable foods, as the dried legumes,
cereals and nuts. The purest form of
protein Is the white of egg, other types
are casein or curd from milk, the lean
musole fibre from meat and gluten from
wheat, Protein is the most importaot
food priuciple. It ls absolutely esseo-
tial to the body structure and forms the
basis for all the muscles. It is also tbe
most expensive item in our diet.

of protein per day, which for the adult
in bealth is fairly coostant. Authori-|
ties differ somewhat upon this amount
but there is no doubt that one hundred
and eighteen grams per day or approx-
imately one-fourth pound is sufficient
for the average person engaged in mus-
colar work. The old idea that people
doing heavy muscular work needed
large amounts of protein, especially
meats has been disproven. What Is ac-
tually needed is more of the principal
energy producers, namely fats and ocar-
bohydrates. Large amonnts of protein
are responsible for a great deal of ill
health. Meat is the most expensive
source of protein and much less is need-
ed in the diet of the average American
family. It is pot necessary to serve
meat three times a day. Meat served
once a day, supplemented by otber pro-
tein foods is sufficient to keep the body
of the healthful adult in good condition.
The cheaper cuts of meat may well be
utilized, They are just as nutritious as
the better cuts and cost a great deal
less, but require long, slow cooking.
Milk is not a beverage, but a true
food. It has been shown that milk sell-
ing for seven oreight cents a quart is
a cheaper source of protein than any of
the animal foods except cheese, very
cheap meat and salt fish. Skim milk
usually costs less than half as much as
whole milk and furnishes protein four
times as cheaply as beef. The fat which
it lacks may readily be supplied by oth-
er foods.

Egge should hold a place equally Im

portant with milk. They are very easi-
Iy digested and thoroughly absorbed by
the body. Itis true economy for the
family of very moderate means to serve
fresh eggs one meal a day in place of
meat.
Dried legumes are the cheapest source
of protein and pound per pound yield
larger amounts of protein than any oth-
er food, and there is no dietary in which
they may not profitably find a place.

PUFFY OMELET
1 egg
1 teaspoon butter
1 tablespoon water
Salt and pepper
Separate white and yolk of egg. Beat
yolk until thick, add salt, pepper and
water, mixing well. Beat white until
tiff and fuld carefully into yolk. Melt
butter in fryiog pan, add the egg and
cook at a low temperature. Place in a
hot oven to dry the top. Fold and turn
on to a Lot platter. Serve at once.

1 cup stale bread crumhbs

“A Dessert of Dates.

Few housewives seem to koow the
value of dates as a food. One of our fa-
vorite desserts is this simple ooe of
dates. Wash and cut in two enoough
dates to fill the required number of
serviog dishes. Spriokle them with pe-
can meats, broken ioto small picces.
Drop on each dish of dessert a spuonful
of sweetened whipped cream or serve
with plaio cream. No sugar la mneces-
sary, for the dates are full of opatural
sugar, which makea the fruit valoable as
a bheat and energy producer. At twelve
cents per pound we ficd that ome bun-
dred calories in dates costs less than one
cent.

When one Is makiog custards, Bava-
rian creams or any of the numerous gel-
atine dishes and, for some reason, Is
anxious to bave them thicken quicker
than they would normally, the process
can be romewhat expedited by placing
broken ice in a bowl and mixing with it
some coarse salt such as ls used for
freezing ice cream. The more rapid
melting of the ice which the salt induces
will materially shorten the time reqoired
for cooling.

Although partly destroy-
ed by the earthquake in 1842, which
demolished nearly all of the important
buildings in the country, the colossal
rulns of the citndel still attest the gl-
gantic work of Christophe, and the
world still wonders how the work was
done and how the material for the con-
struction and armament was ever got
to the top of the mountain. Little au-
thentic information has ever been ob-
tained on the subject, and the whole
enterprise is clouded in romance and
anecdote.—Argonaut

Dust Clouds Armies Make.

An army on the march along dry
roads paturally throws up very heavy
dust clouds. To those who haven't
been trained one dust cloud looks very
much lke anpother, but to a soldier
these dust clouds tell a very clear
story.

The dust clouds thrown up by in-
fantry, for example, hang in a low,
thick cloud. The longer the cloud the
more men underneath it, and a scout
can by this means make a falrly accu-
rate guess of the number of men on
the march.

Cavalry on the march sends up &
dust cloud that is much higher and
thinner than that of infantry.
