The New York Erening Pust has made
Ereat efforts to ascertain the condition |
and prospects of the crops throughout the I
country, and its information is of a very
encouraging vature. It says:

“Contrary to all expectations a wmonth
ago, the cotton crop is very promising.
Good judges estimate that it will exceed
four millions of bales. The grain crop,
too, all over the country, of course always
excepling a few rewote points affected by
local causes, will be large. In view of the
rapidly increasing facilities for moving the
€rops, it seems reasonable to expeet a very
large increase on the amount brought to
market last year. The apprehensions jn
relation to corn may also be set gt rest;
for the most part the yield will be heavy,
if no extraordinary event shall intertere,
and cases of failure will be very rare.

We bave enumersted encugh items of
Cosl Lo satlisfy any oue that a farm must
tull up pretty large credits to make a fa-
vorable balsuce of the ledger, and yet on
a Tertile. well cultivated, well managed
faru, there are many items to be placed
on the credit side. Let us look at them:

L. All receipts for products sold should
Le placed to the credit of the farm. This
i5 Lo plain to need elucidation.

2. The growth and consequent increase

in value of young stock, the increase in |

fattening stock. the products of all kinds
consumed by the fawily, the services of
teams used for faumily convenience and
uxury. are all to be credited to the farm_
The last two items are not sufficlently ap.
preciated until the family undertakes o
live in town, and are oblized to pay for
them ; then they begin to form something
like a just estimate of their value.

The rent of the dwelling is an important
item to be credited to the farm. If a farm-
er ever comes 1o make such a change that
he is obliged to pay from §50 to $100 every
quarter for a small house on a contracted
village lot, he wili begin to realize the val-
ue of the use of a commeodious fart: house.

We have now briefly cpumerated the
items 10 be entered in an accurate farm ac-
count. We are pot eertain that we have
uot over-looked some things that ought to
be entered on one side or the other of the
farmer's ledger. We have written, not
with the ides of exhasting the subject, but
to call the attention of farmers to just esti-
mate of the mcomes of their farms.

Summer Care of Dairy Cows.

The practise is too commen among
dairymen to allow their cows to run out
at night and day, however cold and stormy
the weather may be, from the day they are
turned out in the spring until the first
snow in the fall, and sometimes even later,
cOWS are subject to take severe colds from
exposure to inclement ;weather, fully so
much as men are, and these colds often so
sompletely derange and weaken the whole
system, that garget with all its evils, as
well as many other cow diseases, receive
their starting point in this way. Cause
and effect are, as a general rule, so far
separated from each other by Interveming
time, in cases of garget, that we fail to
trace the connection between them. Yet
of all the diseases or allments to which
the dairycow is subjest, garget causes the
greatest loss 1o the dairyman, is the most
difficult to cure (murrain exeepted,) and
the most difficuit to trace to its origin, or
starting point.

day. water slightly warm, slightly salted. |
in which bran has been stirred, at the rate
of one quart to two gallons of water. You
will find, if you have not found, by 1hi.-a‘
dally practice that your cow will gain
twenty-five per cent. immediately, under
the effect of it, and she will become so at-
tached to the diet as to refuse to drink
clear cold water unless very thirsty, but
this mess she will drink almost any time.
and ask for more. The amount of this
drink is an ordinary water pail full each
time—at morning, noon and night. Your
animal will then do her best at discount-
ing the lacteal. Four hundred pounds o!J
butter are often obtained from good stock, |
instances are mentioned where the
yield was even at a higher figure.

To SwEETEN BUTTER FIRKINS. —Before
packing batter into firkins, put them out of |
doors in the viclnity of the well, fill them
with water and throw in a few handfuls of
salt, let them stand three or four days,
and change the water once during that
time. If the butter is well made and right-
ly packed, it will keep for months. To
clense old firkins In which butter has been
packed and left exposed some time to the
air, flll with sour milk and leave standing
twenty-four hours; then wash clean and
scald with brine. This makes them as

good as new.
