Cow Testing a Success. 

ASSOCIATIONS INCREASE AS ACCURATE 

RECORDS OF M1I.K AND BUTTER ΚΑΤ 

PROVE THEIR USEFULNESS. 

(News Letter, U. S. Department of Agriculture.) 
One hundred and sixty-three coopéra- 

tive cow-testing associations were in 
operation last year in the United States. 
This is considered to be a rapid growth 
when it is remembered that the first as- 

sociation in this country was organized 
in Fremont, Mich., in 1905, and tbat as 

late as 190S onl? 6 associations had been 
formed. The next year, however, the 
number rose to 25, and it has been in- 
creasing rapidly ever since. America 
is, nevertheless, in this respect still far 
behind Europe, where there are at the 
present time between 2 500 and 3,000 
such associations, the first having been 
starred in Denmark in 1305. 

The principle on which these associa- 
tions work is both extremely simple and 
vet important. Year after year many 
farmers milk cows that do not pay for 
the feed they consume. Indeed, the 
average annual production of a cow in 
this country is approximately 4,000 
pounds of milk, containing 160 pounds 
of butter fat. The best dairymen say 
there is t>o profit in such production, 
and of course there are vast numbers of 
cows tbat fail far below these figures. 
To make his herd a success, therefore, 
the farmer must weed out the animals 
tbat are costing him money and keep 
those tbat are bringing it in to him. 

This, however, is not so easy as it may 
seem. Experiments continually show 
that it is impossible for any man, how 
ever experienced he ma> be, to estimate 
with any accuracy the yearly produc- 
tion of milk from any cow. Some ani- 
mals start with a very good production 
arid then drop to a very ordiuary How, 
while others give a much more regular 
yield. The latter may at the end of the 

year have given tbejfarmer much more 

milk, but he will probably consider the 
former to be the profitable ones. Asa 
matter of fact, a man cannot guess with- 
in a quart how much milk there is in a 

^ail, and if he is selling the product of 
his herd on a butter fat basis, he knows 
even less of the yield from each individ- 
ual animal. { 

The main purpose of the cow-testing 
association is to enable its members to 

hire a tester to keep the records which 
in practice it is almost impossible for 
the farmer to keep for himself. The 
tester shculd arrive at the farm in time 
for the afternoon milking, weigh the 
milk given by each cow iu the herd, and 
take a sample of it to test for butter fat. 
At feeding time he weighs the feed 
given each cow and estimates as well the 
amount of roughage. He also keeps a 

record of feed given to dry oows as well 
as those in milk, for it is obvious that 1 

the to'al cost of feed for the year must 

be taken into consideration. The fol- 
lowing morning the individual produc- 
tion of the herd is weighed again and if 1 

tho rati iu is changed the feed also is 
weighed. Later iu the day the Uabcock 
test is used to determine the percentage 
of butter fat in each cow's milk. From 
these figures it is possible to estimate 
the amount of milk and butter fat given 
in a month by a cow and set against it 
the amount of feed consumed. This 
method, of course, does not produce sci- 
entific accuracy, but careful tests have 
shown that the results are within 2 per 
ceut of the cow's actual production. 

Another feature of the tester's work is 
to watch the urices of various feedings 
aud thfu to work out for the farmer tbe 
most economical ration. This, together 
with the weighing and testing of the 
milk, will occupy him until it is time for 
him to leave in order to arrive at the 
next farm to test the aftern >on milking. 
Thus the teeter devotee one day a month 
to each member in the association and 
this limite the number of members to 

or 26, the number of working days in 
a month, and defines within somewhat 
narrow limits tbe expense of conduc- 
ing the association. This baft been 
found to be about $000 a year, including 
the salary of the tester, the Cost of tbe 
acid f r the iiabcock teat, and miscella- 
neous expenses. All expenses are usual- 
ly borne by the members in proportion 
to the number of cows they own. Where 
tbe herds are large this may be 31 a cow, 

but generally it is 31.50 a year for each 
cow. To many farmers it may seem un- 

necessary to hire a man to do work 
which they themselves are perfectly 
capable of doing. The answer to this is 
that while the farmer unquestionably 
could do it, it is likely that daring the. 
pressure of other work he would slight 
his tests. As a matter of fact the num- 

ber of dairymen who actually do keep 
records of their work for the whole year 
in insignificant; moreover, it is really 
cheaper to have it done by the tenter 

than to do it one's self. Experience hat* 
made the tester rapid and accurate; he 
has at his finger's ends the strength ot 
he acid be uses, the amount to charge 

for roughage and concentrates, and the 
analyses of all the common feeds. It 
would take the average farmer a long 
time to become familiar enough with all 
ιhese details to do the work as well a* 
the tester does. 

That a cow-tenting association actually 
does pay has been proved beyond all 
doubt. Since the tirst organization of 
this kind was formed, in 190ό, 76 for one 

reason or another bave been discontin- 
ued. Un the other band tbe records of 
those in operation show excellent finan- 
cial result». There are seven herds that 
bave remained continuously in tbe Mich- 

igan association ever since it was form- 
ed, in 1905. In 1000 they included fifty 
cow», and in 1913, 69 cows. In 1906 the 
average yield for each cow was 5,885 lbs. 
of milk and 231.1 lbs. of butter fat; in 
1913 it wait 6,123 4 of milk and 284 7 lb* 
of fat. lu the meantime prices of both 
feed and dairy products had risen. The 

profit, however, to the dairymen in tbe 
association rose as well. For each cow 

•t was. in 1906, $22 23 and in 1913 it was 

$01.0$, or an increase of $28.85. It cer- 

tainly paid these dairymen, therefore, to 

employ a tester even if it oust them $1 50 
a year for each cow. 

Not only do these record· show which 
cows make or lose money for their own·· 

ere, but they show to what extent each 
is profitable, the amount of feed given to 

each cow, and what kinds of feed at pre- 
vailing prices produce tbe most satisfac- 

tory financial résulta.

The Care of the Colt. 

Every foal should be the product of In· 

telligent, correct breeding, not hapbaz 
ard, hit-or-mise mating. 

Too many misfits and mongrels are 

produced. They fail to make high-clan 
horses, even when properly fed and man 

aged. Born wrong, they do not grow 
aright. It is also lamentably trne that 
many colts born right are raised wrong. 

Every farmer should aim to mate only 
suitable sire* and dams for the produc- 
tion of ideal horses, for the various pur- 
poses, and then should feed and develop 
the product perfectly. 

Only a pure-bred sire can beget a 

grade horse. He also must be sonnd. 
muscular, prepotent and suitable in 

type if the colt is to be ideal. This is 

equally trne of his mate. The sire does 
not necessarily correct, in his progeny 
the serious faults of conformation of his 
mate. He reproduces only those of bis 
features which are stronger or dominant 
over the corresponding features of the 
mare. She stamps as surely upon her 

offspring those of her undesirable traits, 
which are dominant over the correspond 
iog traits of the sire. To have a colt 
born right, so that it will develop right, 
the character of both sire and dam 
should be as similar and ideal as pos 
sible. Violent crosses should be avoid- 
ed. The most prepotent pure-bred sire 
should be used. The use of all other 
sires is mere waste of time and money. 

Given a foal that is born right, Its de- 

velopment should not be left to chance 
or luck. It can only materialize the he- 

reditary possibilities of its breeding if 

perfectly nourished. The inadequately 
fed and consequently stunted foal never 

attains full size or value. At least one- 

half of the growth and weight of a horse 
is attained during the first twelve 
months of life. That is, therefore, the 

most important period in the life of a 

foal. 
The pregnant mare should be fully 

fed to insure adequate nourishment of 

her fetus, and an abundance of milk for 

its reception. She should be as well fed 

while nursing the foal. 
If the foal is to make perfect growth, 

it must, from its earliest days, be pro- 
vided with oatmeal, then crushed oats 

*nd wheat bran, and afterwards an abun- 

iance of whole oats, bran, grass, hay 
»od roots. There i« no time in the life of 
« horse when the feeding of bran and oats 

ire so profitable. The foal that is not 
»o fed may lack at maturity 25 percent 
ir more of the size, weight, strength 
ind value possible through heredity. 
Overfeeding and pampering must be 

ivoided, howtver, as they may prove in- 

jurious or ruinous. 
Then, too, if care is not taken to train 

:he foal's hoofs properly, they may 
jrow crooked and throw the leg bones 
>ut of plamb. This will spoil action 
md utility at maturity. The feet 
nust be made level and true by expert 
asping once a month or so during the 

(rowing years. Such trimming is all- 

mportant. Postponed, it becomes too 

ate to help; the mischief is done. 
"As the colt is, so will be the horse." 

Moth Parasites. 
I am so repeatedly asked about the 

jarasites and how to obtain tbem, that I 
ieem a public statement necessary. 

I wish to call the attention of the large 
lumber of people in different sections of 
his state, who are depending entirely 

>n parasites for relief from the gypey 
md browntail pest, to a realization that 
he parasites other than the Apanteles 
acteicolor, are an unknown issue in 
Maine as yet. We do know they are 

nost beneficial and effective in southern 
Europe, also Massachusetts. We have 
10 reason to doubt their efficacy here 
η Maine. We anticipate an abun- 
lant relief from our minute allies, but 
:o expect any perceptible check or con- 
:rul from tbem at this stage is an extrav- 

igant absurdity; so absurd, in fact, that 
[ wish to discourage rather than foster 
:h« helief until the time their success is 
injured. It is well to remember par- 
isitism is yet in its experimental stage 
ο this state. 

We know the creatures' habitat, we 

:an breed them successfully, and are do- 
iug so at the present time; we can colo- 
nize them, and will do so, on a larger 
♦cale thau ever before attempted in 
Maine. We have yet to determine 
whether they will survive our long, cold 
winters or not. If they do survive, and 
become iirmly established, then we hope 
tome day in the not too distant future 
the gypsy and browntail epidemic shall 
be but a memory ; until such time as a 

saturai sequence of parasites is assured, 
we must maintain our vigilance and 
struggle for control and suppression of 
both pests. Also we must aid and pro- 
tect our little friends in every way possi- 
ble; only by doing this, can we look 
with an optimistic view into the future. 

I also congratulate the state of Maine 
m securing the services of John N. Sum- 
mers, one of the best authorities on par- 
asitism in this country. Arrangements 
have been made with A. P. Burgess, 
chief of the United States Laboratory, 
that enables us to have the valuable ser- 

vices and experience of Mr. Summers as 
director of state parasite laboratory, 
which is situated at 1238 Forest Ave., 
Portland, Me., where be would be pleas- 
ed to show visitors and explain to them 
the life history of the different parasite*.

Experience with Liquid Manure. 
Our cow stable, a long one, bas a ce- 

ment floor, and in itaretwo underground 
ranks into which the urine largely finds 
its way, which with wooden floors would 
otherwise be mostly lost. 

The cows are bedded with cut straw 
so that a portion of the liquid is absorb- 
ed. This is spread on the land during 
the time the cows are in the stable. It 
is applied mostly to the grass fields, a 

little at a time and often, as you recom 

mend. It produces most excellent re- 

sults in a heavy growth of grass that can 

plainly be seen. 
The application should be made when 

there is no snow on the ground, when 
the grass is wet, otherwise it might be- 
come discolored and perhaps injured. 
We had such an experience once when 
the grass was quite large but It came out 
all right. 

Should think it would do well when 
applied to the land to be planted to 
corn. 

Last season an application was made 
to a piece of ground that was to be sowr 
to oats and seeded to grass. The reeuli 
was a large growth of the oats that lodg 
ed down Hat before they were fairly 
headed and the grass seeding was killed 
This produced a too large and tendei 
growth of the oats that coald not stanc 

up, so there was a loss of the grass seed 
ing and a partial one of the oats. Bu 
this is a wonderful fertilizer for grasi 
when used as it should be.—E. R. Towle 
in Board's Dairyman.

Photographing a Sleeping Moose 

IN THE WILDS WHERE THE RIVERS REBM 

TO BE LINED WITH THEM. 

The letter below was written by Mr*. 
J. P. Sprague (formerly Mine Mertie E. 
Maxim of Sonth Paris), now of Grinnell, 
Iowa, but at the time to which it relates 
a resident of Chicago. Dr. and Mr*. 
Sprague conduct a camp for boys and 
young men at Minocqua, Wis., during 
the summer. In the fall of 1913 they 
made a canoe trip into Canada, and the 
account of the trip here given was made 
a little later for the benefit of relatives 
in Maine. The moose pictures secured, 
with a small amount of descriptive mat- 
ter, have been published in one of the 
outdoor magazines, but the full account 
of their somewhat unusual experience» 
has not before been printed, and it is 

only recently that it was brought to the 
attention of the Democrat. 

I don't know where to begin when I 
tell the story of our canoe trip. I never 

enjoyed two weeks so much in my life. 
It was the fi ret real vacation Jack and I 
have ever taken together. We have been 
away for two or three days at a time, but 
we had never been able to do anything 
just like this before. In the first place 
we closed up everything at camp and the 
Lodge, so we felt that we hadn't a care 

in the world—and that feeling was a 

great relief after all the responsibility of 
the Rummer. 

We started from Fort Frances, Ootario, 
taking a Canadian Northern train at two 

o'clock one morning. Incidentally I 
might say that Fort Frances has no trains 
that rim at respectable hours. We bad 
arrived there at two o'clock the morning 
before and we got the first train ont, 

twenty-four hours later. We spent the 

day in getting our outfit ready, and Mr. 

Lloyd, with whom Jack had bad busi- 
ness dealings for several years, took us 

out on Rainy Lake in hie motor boat In 
the afternoon. 

It is a huge lake, a hundred or so mile* 

long and with innumerable bays and 
islands. At International Falls, just 
across the Rainy River—in Minnesota— 
is the largest pulp mill in the world, I 
believe, and a sinter plant is being con- 

structed in Fort Frances. It is an inter- 
esting "boom" town and we met some 

delightful people, both at this time and 
on our way back, when we again bad to 

spend twenty-four hours there. 
We went East on the Canadian North- 

ern, through a wilderness, and after a 

ride of about five hours were let off at 
the "fisheries," which isn't even an ap- 
proach to a town—just a hut where a 

fisherman lives who is catching fish for 
the market. 

We carried our duftie over the trail 
down to the lake, Windigoostigwan by 
name, which means in the Indian, Wind- 
igo's bead, from a cliff about half way 
down the long narrow body of water. We 

put our canoe in the water and found to 
our disappointment that it was both very 
"tippy" and leaky. On account of the 
customs we bad hired a canoe in Fort 
Frances, rather tban bring one of our own 

from Tomahawk. We paddled across to 
a little point where we intended to make 
breakfast, I hotding my breath, hardly 
daring to draw a long one, for fear of up- 
setting our frail craft and watching with 
great uneasiness the water rising higher 
and higher among our duffle. We had 
chosen a light canoe because of the work 
in portaging, which I knew Jack would 
have to do virtually alone—and I suspec' 
that before we had reached the sandy 
beach ahead, we both regretted our 

choice. But I'll say right here and then 
drop the subject that we bad no more 

trouble after the first few yards; the 
water closed the seams so there was no 

more leaking, and we soon became ac- 

customed to the tippiness aud grew to 
like our little craft. 

We made breakfast—and how good it

outfit and our stock of provisions. We 
really took too much and again I should 
know what to cut out. In the first place 
our coffee was delicious and that in the 
woods Is something devoutly to be 
wished for. We had the George Wash- 
ington coffee, which is a fine powder and 
is made by putting a teaspoonful in a cup 
and simply pouring over it some boiling 
water. Every grain dissolves and makes 
a delightfully clear coffee. Then we had 

egg powder, which we found very help- 
ful in cooking and for scrambled eggs. 
Our tea was in tablets and was very suc- 

cessful. We had also dehydrated pota- 
toes; they look like potato chips, but 
they have to be soaked and then cooked. 
We had also rice, spaghetti, graham flour, 
white flour and com meal, butter, dried 

apples—and there is nothing better in 
the woods—apricot·, a few dry onions, 
bacon—which we did not use at 

all—and various other little things. Our 

provisions were in two water proof 
brown canvas sacks, our dishes in 
another,and our blankets, etc.,in a pack- 
sack of canvas. Our dishes are of alum- 
inum, which makes them much easier to 

carry because of the light weight. And 
they also nest together, thus taking little 
space. And we carried a tent, too. 

Our first day was a glorious one; I 
can never forget the beauty of the two 
lakes we saw—Windigoostigwan and 
Baril. We saw only a little of the first, 
for we cut across the upper corner to the 

portage to Baril. You know it was Oc- 
tober and the woods were in their most 
wonderful coloring—but it was all yel- 
low, for there are no maples in that 
country. 

I ought to tell you about the route we 

were on; it is called the "Old Dawson 
Route," and was made by the Canadian 
government, at a cost of three million 
dollars, before there were any railroads 
iu Canada, in order to transport troops 
and supplies to Winnipeg in the early 
seventies. Lord Wolsey's troops went 
over it to quell the Riel rebellion. The 
portages now are overgrown, the boats 
decayed, the wharves fallen; but it is in- 
teresting to see the relics of the time 
when thousands of men went through 
the wilderness and took with them hun- 
dreds of tons of freight. 

In Baril I caught two lake trout and 
cou'd have caught a dozen had I so de- 
sired. 

While the sun was still quite high we 

made our flrst camp "at the sign of the 
skull," as we named it. Years before 
Indians had camped there and had left 
the skull of a wolf hanging on a birch 
tree under which we pitched our tent 
We had fried lake trout and spaghetti 
and cheese as the main dishes for our 

supper, aod went to sleep on our bough 
bed, happy and quiet, except for the con- 

tinuai noise from a flock of wild duoks 
across the lake and the occasional cry of 
a loon. 

The next morning Jack got his first 

; partridge. I mustn't go on without tell- 
ing you about our gun, "our trusty re- 

1 peater." We bad brought none from 
Wisconsin, but in Port Frances Jack in- 
vested four dollars in a little single shot 

f 22, which bad to have the cartridge dug 
I out with a knife evory time he used it. 
I As we were eating breakfast I looked 

over the canoe, which Jack bad brought 
t up from the water the nigbt before, and 
r there stood inquisitive Mrs. Partridge, 
1 peering at us with curiosity in every 
1 feature. She alood perfectly still while 
s Jack crawled to the tent for the "trusty 

repeater" and then shot her dead. 
The morning looked a little threaten-

a waan t his fault. As he brought the pack- 
fa aaok down to the water's edge on the

dancing off down the lake with a good 
wind behind It. As I said before th« 
canoe was by the fire, so there was nc 

way of rescuing it nntil he bad brought 
it down—and by that time the blanket) 
were soaked. 

Soon after we started It began to rait 
ie —and how it raised, flrst a little drizzle 
>t then a pouring, drenobing flood. W< 
h OOMJd®n^>· distance, however 

and did not find the wetness unpleasant 

We croued the portage Into Lac de· 
Mille Laoa and went aome diatanoe Into 
the first bay there. 

We law oar firat moose after luncb- 
eon, but did not get a good picture of 
him. Around one of the pointa we oatne 

on a dead mooae, evidently killed the 

day before by Indiana. The eight baa 
haunted me since, for it waa such wanton 
waste of life. It waa a huge cow, lying 
partly under water, with juat one hind 
quarter taken—the reat left for crowa and 
go lis to feed upon. There waa no quea- 
tlon but that an Indian had killed It, for 
the akin had been taken from the noae, 

which is the part or the mooae naed by 
the Indiana in tbeir aigu language. 

We did not care to go far on Lac dee 
Mille Lace, but only to look out on it, ao 

we went back to the "aign of the skull" 
and camped there again that night. Jack 
ahot another partridge on the portage, I 
caught another flab, and we had a glori· 
nua time in apite of the rain—and I never 

Haw it rain harder. Believe me, it waa 

quite a task to get the tent up In the 

pouring rain, and Jack déclarée that if 
the fire had not been protected by the 

frying pan, while he fried the partridge, 
it would aurely have gone out. We were 

wet and our blanketa were even wetter, 
but we put them down and slept like two 
loga all night long. In the morning the 
tbickneaa next to our bodies bad par- 
tially dried out; but it ia an actual fact 
that we did not get thoae blaukete thor 

ougbly dry until we put tbem on the 
radiator in our room at Fort France» 
more than a week later. We had miser- 
able weather all through the trip; only 
three daye did the sun shine; but it 
would take more than a little moieture 
to dampen our good spirits and apoil our 

çood time. 
The next morning it rained ao hard 

that we did not atart out until after an 

aarly lunch. That day we retraced our 

iteps and went down into Windigoostig- 
wan, and camped that night four or five 
miles down tbe lake. That was the only 
night un the trip when we did not have a 

bough bed, but we were too tired to 
make one, especially as there waa no 

îood material near our camping place. I 
ion't remember exactly what we had for 

«upper but I know it was delicious, and 
we ate and ate and ate, until we couldn't 
jet another morsel down. And that 
same thing happened frequently. 

Tbe next morning waa atill gray and 

Jreary looking, but there was no rain. 
Fbia wae tbe day we saw several moose, 
jnce a cow with a calf, to which we came 

vary near. There is no excitement like 
jtealing up on one of those big fellows 
ind watching bim until be gets wind of 
tbe intruder and splashes up out of the 
water and lumbers off into the wood*. 

About one o'clock, after a wearisome 
two and a balf miles over the French 
Portage, we came to the headquarters of 
the ranger on the Quetico Game and 
Forest Reserve on French Lake. There 
we were royally welcomed by Colonel 
ind Mra. Young, who wanted ue to stay 

week with them. On our way over the 
trail we had noticed a great log bear trap 
which wae sprung. As we started back 
For our second load over the portage, the 
Uolonel called, "Did you happen to 

notice if my bear trap was sprung?" 
"Yes, it was," Jack answered, "we spoke 
of it as we passed along, but were too 

heavily loaded to go over to look in." 
"Well will you do it as you go back?" 
We assured him that we should be glad 
to find out what was in tbe trap, and set 

out for another two miles and a balf 
over the trail. Tbe bait at the trap 
smelled to heaven as we drew near. Jack 
went first and peeked through the cracks 
in the logs. "Ô, come here," he called, 
"It's a wolf." With some trepidation I 

approached, hardly daring to peer 
through the cracks lest my face be 
scratched by the claws of the beast. Sure 
enough, there waa a wolf! 

When we reported our find to Colonel 
Young, he was delighted. The discovery 
of the wolf in the trap made Jack decide 
at once to accept tbe preeslng invitation

I wish I bad time to write more about 
the Youngs, for they are among the most 
interesting people I have ever met. 

Colonel Young is both military and Eng- 
lish from bis boots up, and some of his 
British-isms I bad actually thought ex- 

isted only in books. We spent a delight- 
ful evening, playing a little "coon-can," 
which is I found, only another name for 
the Iihum we play on this side of the 
border, and listening to Colonel Young's 
many Interesting stories of bis army ex- 

periences in both England and Canada. 
For instance he told us of taking eight 
hundred men into the Yukon country in 
'98, of living for thirteen months there on 

rations for six, of the horrible oold, and 
of the rotten condition of some of the 
rations when they finally did come. You 
will remember that at the same time our 

army in Cuba was having difficulty with 
"embalmed beef," etc. 

We slept soundly in one of the 
Colonel's tents, I on bis pneumatic mat- 

tress, and Jack on another cot. In the 

morning I made pan-cakes for our break- 
fast, according to my promise of the 

night before, and Colonel Young fixed 
up some hard tack In true army sty)*· 
and some lake trout that be had put in 
brine some days before. 

After breakfast we posed for pictures, 
all of us, including the wolf, which the 
cook had propped up very skillfully with 
little sticks under bis body so he did not 

look very dead. Then, in spite of the 
protestations of the colonel and bis most 

hospitable wife, we set out in the face of 
a heavy wind to cross French lake and 
then go down the French river into Pick- 
erel. 

It was a bard battle with the wind 
and waves across French Lake in our 

little red canoe; but we came at last into 
the quiet and peace of the French river. 
Out of the fury of the wind the dav wsu 

beautiful and we, after a good night'* 
sleep and with the memory of tbe cor- 

diality of the Youngs fresh in our mind*, 
were ready to get tbe greatest possible 
enjoyment out of our surroundings. Jus) 
before tbe stream narrowed down, w« 

saw ahead of us—something—it might 
be a moose—it might be only a stump 01 

rock. Jack stood up in tbe canoe and 
reaohed for his camera—the objeot 
moved—a great head arose from tb< 
water, a huge, sleek, dripping body lum 
bered up out of tbe water and disap 
peared through tbe woods, orashinf 
clumsily along through tbe underbrush 
I heard tbe click of tbe oamera bebinr 
me, and knew that in spite of having t( 

hunt out the little black box among th< 
duffle, and open it and adjust it, Jacl 
had succeeded in getting a picture of tbi 
moose before it left the water. 

"Well," he said, "if the river ia goinf 
to be full of moose, I am going to bi 
ready for them." We drifted alonf

Scarcely bad we taken up our paddlei 
again when we aaw on tbe left In tbe tal 

graas near some evergreen· the head am 

horns of a great moose. It wa· clea 
that he was lying down; and a fei 
swift, strong stroke· of Jaok'a paddl 
brought ns where be could get a picture 

There waa no motion on the part ο 

his majesty, the moose, to we oantiousl; 
palled up to the trank of a dead tree ly 
ing along shore, Jack got out of tb 
canoe and standing on tbe tree trunk 
took a second picture. Still tbe creator 
did not move. We were both breathleo 
with excitement. We were near enoug 
to see tbe monstrona head moving η 

and down with some little regularity ao 

even the brown aide· poising with dee 
rhytbmioal breathing. No, the anlmi 
waa assuredly not dead. 

Between Jack and the sleeping mooi 

lay an almoat Impaaaable fifty feet c

black river muck, crossed and re-oroaaed 

with dead trees and stamp· and baabes, 
all dry and ready to break witb a snap 
tbat would frighten any denizen of the 
wilderness. I stayed in the oanoe, cling- 
ing to the tree trnnk, not daring.to move, 
aoaroely daring to breathe. Witb infinite 
•lowneaa and caution be approached tbe 

graaay bank, now in mnd to tbe topa of 

his boota, now clambering over a log, 
now allpplng around a tangled mass of 

trunka and root·, every nerve atrained 
In the attempt to move noiselessly. Al- 

ways keeping on the lee aide, he atole to 

a position abont fifteen feet away from 
'be moose and took a third picture. 

And at ill the creature did not move. 

Still tbe eyes were closed and still tbe 

great bead witb Its monstrous spread of 
borna moved in alnmbrona regularity. I 
wanted to scream as I taw Jack go near- 

er and nearer. "Is he going to try to 
ride him?" I thought, "as Colonel Younp 
told us last night some guides once did " 

Be was within eight feet of the animal 
when I saw him stop and again press the 
bulb of the camera. This was tbe fourth 

picture. 
Then he stepped back a few feet. For 

a moment the tension was relaxed. But 
I was not prepared for his next move— 

nor for tbat of the moose, either. I 
heard a shrill whistle, then Jack's lusty 
voice calling, "HI, there;—Time to get 
up, Bill!" 

What followed happened too qnlckly 
for accurate description.

Mr. Smith's Talk on School Matters. 

In bis recent talk before the Home- 
School Association of South Paris on 

"Some Needed School Reforms," State 
Superintendent of Schools Payson Smith 
spoke in part as follows in regard espe- 
cially to ways in which the association 
might aid the work of tbe schools. Only 

be made. 
There is need of a greater joint re- 

sponsibility in education. The public 
school is only partly responsible for the 
education of the boys and girls. ΔΙ1 
the other influences of the home and 
the community have a part in the educa- 
tion, and the public school can not 
counteract them all. The joint respon- 
sibility of the school, the home, the 
church and tbe community in education 
should be much more widely recognized 
than now. 

Also the association cao aid in empha- 
sizing the proper relation of health to 
eduoation. We have quite carefully 
compiled statistics showing what per- 
centage of our school children are phy- 
sically defective in one way and another, 
and yet we And beyond the compiling of 
these statistics we are doing little re- 

garding tbe matter—are doing almost 
nothing toward correcting the conditions 
discovered. 

There is also much opportunity for 
reform in the matter jot tbe play of 
school children. Play is as necessary a 

part of education as tbe study of books. 
Grounds and means for play should be 

provided, and the play should be proper- 
ly supervised. Attention was given by 
tbe speaker to tbe moving picture thea- 
ter, In which he finds both good and 
bad. He said we should have (though 
no Maine town is going to do such a 

thing) a moving picture theater run by 
the community, where there could be 
one educational evening a week, and 
at other times children unattended by 
parents or otberadults conld be refused 
admission if neoessary. 

Turning to needed reforms within 
tbe schools, Mr. Smith advocated a 

greater flexibility in the grading and 
classification of scholars. We should 
not attempt to train all children exact- 
ly alike, and hold them by the hard and 
fast lines of "grade." Education should 
be more an individual matter than it in 
now made. But no teacher can make it 

an individual matter with her pupils 
when she is given the care of thirty-five 
or forty or forty-five of them. Tbe time 
will come when the scholar will go for- 
ward when he is ready to go forward- 
not necessarily at the end of the school 

year in June. 
The children should be given more 

varied stimuli. Ninety per cent of them 
are going into tbe productive industries, 
and manual training is greatly beueflcial 
in tbeir education. 

We should have the right ideals in ed- 
ucation. Mr. Smith referred to some of 
the wrong ideals, and declared his oppo- 
sition to tbe militarist ideal, which he 
would not have encouraged in the 
schools, and this brought a burst of ap- 
plause from the audience. He also spoke 
strongly regarding the "show ideal," 
and cited a number of instances where 
this had injured tbe cause of education, 
pupils leaving school because tbey could 
not keep up with the procession aid 

equal tbe show made by their mates. 
Such a condition he deplored, and de- 
clared that it was wrong.

Partnerships to Be Recorded. 
Among the new laws passed by th< 

'egislature last winter which go into ef 
ect on the 3d of July, is one which is ol 

direct concern to a good many people 
aid i· nevertheless likely to be over 

looked by some of tbem. 
The atatute referred to requires thai 

business partnerships shall be recorded 
with tbe town clerk of the town it 
which the partners have their place ol 

business. A certificate signed anc 

nrorn to must be filed with the clerk 
giving the names and residences of tbt 
υ» rt tiers, the names under which tbej 
ure to transact business, aud the naturt 

if tbe business in which tbey are to en 

^age. 
In the case of new partnership·, the 

!aw requites that the record shall be 
made before they engage in business. 
Dot the law spplies to every business 
partnership now existing in tbe state, 
and each of tbem is required to file tbe 
required certificate within thirty days of 
tbe time tbe law goes into effect. 

It is also provided tbat any person en- 

gaging in a business of which he is sole 

proprietor under any other title than his 
own name shall fi'e a certificate setting 
forth tbe facts. This also applies to ail 
persons now doing the same thing, wbo 
most file their certificates within thirty 
days from July 3d. 

Five dollars a day for eveiy day in de- 
fault is tbe penalty provided by tbe 
statute for failiog to cou>pij with its re- 

quirements, so it is well to be seasona- 

ble.

VOTES JiEW SCHOOL, HOUSE FOR ΝΟΗΤΗ 

PARIS. j 
About ono hundred and fifty voters as- 

sembled Saturday for the special town 
meeting called to see what action the 
town would take about building a new 

school bouse at North Paria. Walter L. 
Gray was elected moderator. 

Supt. Burr F. Jones explained that af- 
ter looking over the grounds carefully he 
hods that the school population is be- 
tween 40 and 50 scholars and is without 
doubt a permanent population. Mr. 
Jones presented a plan of a two room 

building 53x30 feet outside dimension. 
This building has two school rooms, two 
cloak rooms, toilet·, and a basement 
with a hot air heating plant, the build- 
ing to cost about #3,000, two teachera to 
be employed. The partition between 
the two rooms is movable so if the need 
ever comes it may be changed into a one 

room building. There ia an offer of 
(200 for the old building, and the board 
was instructed to se 1 for thia amount. 
The people of North Paria bave offered 
to do the excavating for the new build- 
ing. 

Upon the motion cf Addiaon Abbott 
the town voted to build a school bond- 
ing at North Paris in accordance with 
the plana presented b.v the school board 
and raiae tbe aum not to exceed $3,000, 
and instructed the treaaurer to raise tbe 
same.

The Proper Care of Chi··. 
The preservation of decorated china in 

good condition for any coneiderable pe- 
riod of time depend· primarily upon ite 

proper care and cleansing after aae. 

Barring careleaa nicking of the edges and 

breakage, this Is the only way in which 
the longest service may be secured and 
the decorations be kept in the highest 
state of perfection. Simple as this 
statement may appear, it may be aaid to 
cover comprehensively the entire sub- 
ject of the durability and longevity of 
decorated china. 

Δ housewife complains that the deco- 

rations, especially the gold, have quickly 
worn off her china. In purchasing, she 
selected a good china of standard repu- 
tation, and felt she had a right to expect 
the decorations to wear well. She is 
unable to account for the unsatisfactory 
condition which has eo early manifested 
itself, and makes a protest to her deal- 
er. It Is a familiar subjeot to him, for 
be kcowe that the caaee undoubtedly 
lies in the faulty manner in which the 
china has been washed. 

Hot water, or water containing alkali, 
all soaps, washing-powders, soda, or any 
cleansing peparations, are apt to ruin 
decoration· and remove every vestige of 

gold. Decorations, except the under- 

glaze one, are placed upon the china af- 
ter the article itself has been fully com- 

pleted in its process of manufacture. 
Particularly the gilding on âne china Is 

practically on the surface. The most 
skillful methods known to experts in 
the china industry are employed in the 
endeavor to make decorations lasting 
and permanent» but were the decorations 
to be subjected to the same degree of 
heat as the china, they would entirely 
disappear in the firing-kiln. Gold dec- 
orations must be fired at a still lower 
temperature, since gold melts at a leaser 
degree of heat than color-ingredients. 
So that decorations upon china may be 

regarded simply as a plating, but neces- 

sarily far less durable than the china 
itself. The ingredients used in its com- 

position, and the processes of firing in 
intense heat, make the china extremely 
hard, while the decorations are of a soft- 
er character. Therefore the decorations 
alone are susceptible to injury from ex- 

terior applications. 
For these technical reasons, it is im- 

perative that china be washed with the 
greatest care, if its beauty is to be pre- 
served. Hot water should never be 
used, while yellow soap, liquids, or pow- 
ders are all injurious, to both gold and 

.colored decorations. The effects may 
not be apparent at first, but gradually 
the results from rough usage begin to 

show, and the. housewife is unable to 

understand why her china ia losing its 

perfection of artistic finish. 
Properly, lukewarm water with the 

purest of aoaps, when soap is essential, 
are all that ever ahould be used in cleans- 
ing china. Only a few pieces at a time 
should be placed in the pan, they must 

be washed quickly, rinsed in clear water, 
and dried without delay. If a warm 

towel be used, the drying will be 
more perfectly accomplished. China 
should not be allowed to "drip'· dry af- 
ter wasLing, but should be carefully 
wiped dry and put away. Standing the 
pieces up and allowing them to dry is 
apt to remove gold decorations entirely. 

China should be washed immediately 
after using. It should not be left stand 
ing soiled, and, more especially, pieces 
that have been used for serving liquids 
<alads, gravies, salted dishes, or any 
food that leaves the china wet or damp 
It is even worse to allow the dishes to 

stand in water. Water-soaking, or al- 
lowing the decorations to remain wet for 

;»ny length of time, tends to soften the 
ingredients composing the decorations— 
particularly gold—and the rubbing of 
•he towel, when drying under such con- 
•lit ons, will imperceptibly remove the 
decorations and gilding. 

There ia danger in using hot water 
even for undecorated china, as a very hot 
teacup will easily break into piecee in 
the hands of the one who is drying it. 
The heat apparently makes the delicate 
china susceptible to the least pressure 

Waehjng china carefully will prolong 
its durability and beauty for many years 
but no matter how expensive, it may not 

reasonably be expected to retain its 

J beauty if this care ia not given it. 

Recipes. 

SOUTHERN WEDDING CAKE 

2 poQDde seeded raisins 
2 pounds carrants 
1 pound citron 
1 pound sweet almonds 
ϋ bitter almonds 
1 pound butter 
1 pound sugar 
1 pound flour 
1 dozen epgs 
2 1-2 tablespoons mixed spices 
1 wine glai<8 rosewater 

Wash and dry the currants the day be 
(ore using. Slice tbin balf tbe citron, 
and cut tbe rest Id very «mail piects, 
pound tbe almonds till smooth, and then 
blend witb the rosewater. Cream tbe 
butter, add sugar, and ege-yolks well 
beaten, and turn in balf the flour. Tbe 
rest should be used to fl>ur tbe fruit, 
but tbe sliced citron should be kept sep- 
arate. Add tbe almonds and then tbe 
floured fruit togeiher with the sp:ce« 
Last of all fold in the egg-whites well 
beaten. Put a thick layer of tbe cake- 
dough in the pan and then a layer of 
the sliced citron, continuing till all is 
in. Bake six hours in a slow oven. 
Line the cake pan with buttered paper 

BEEF LOAF 

1 pound ground round steak 
1 2 pound beef suot 
1 medium-sized onion 
1 small red pepper 
2 sprigs parsley 
1-2 cup boiled rice 
12 cup soft whole wheat bread 

crumbs 
2 smalljcrumbled crackers 
114 teanpoons salt 
1-2 teaspoon pepper 
2 eggs 
1-4 cup water 

Try out the suet, reserving grease for 
other uses. Grind tbe browned suet 
with the onions, celery and parsley, add 
to meat with tbe other ingredients as 

enumerated, make into a loaf, dredge 
with flour, salt and pepper, and bake 
about forty-five minutes, bailing after it 
browns. Cold hominy can be substitut- 
ed for the rice if desired. 

QUICK DEEP A LA MODE 

2 pounds ronnd of beef 
5 medium-sized onions 
1 4 cup butter or beef drippings 
2 teaspoons salt 
1-8 teaxpoon pepper 
4 cloves 
2 tablespoons flour 
1 pint stewed tomatoes 

Slice onions and cook til) yellowed In 
tbe fat. Add tbe cloves and the beef 
cut in cubes, and fry till browned. Then 
add a pint of boiling water, the tomatoes 
and seasoning, and simmer for an hour 
and a half. When ready to serve, thick- 
en the grsvy with tbe flour moistened in 
a little cold water. 

FBENCH PEA SOUP 

1 can or 1 pint cooked fresh peas 
1 quart milk 
1 tablespoon corn starch 
1 teaspoon salt 
1 teaspoon grated onion 
1-8 teaepoon pepper 
1 egg 

Scald the milk, and thicken witb tbe 
corn-atarcb which has been moistened 
with · little milk. In tbe meantime rub 
the peas through a sieve, and add the 
pulp and seasonings to the milk. Cook 
ten minutes, stirring occasionally. Sep- 
arate the egg, beating yolk and white 
separately, combine and ponr the hot 
sonp slowly on to them. Serve at once. 

BAKED SALMON 

1 pound oanned salmon 
1 pint milk 
1-8 teaepoon pepper 
2 tablespoons batter 
1 teaspoon salt 
1 pint fine bread-crumbs 

Torn salmon into a colander, scald, re- 
move bones, and mince It fine. Scald tbe 
milk and add batter and seasonings. 
Batter s baking dish, pat in » layer of 
crumbs, then one of fish, alternating till 
all Is used. Poor over the milk, aprinkls 
on a layer of floe dry breed-crnmbs mix- 
ed with a little batter or cooklng-oll, 
and bake in a moderate oven till brown. I 
This is an excellent way to make a oan of 
sal moo serve sever*! persons.
