I'o Cas Peacures.—our boiliug water
wver the peaches, aud let them =tand for
fifteen winutes: then take 3 napkin aud |
rub off the skins. If you desire them in
halves, the stopes can be taken out by cut-
ting peach. Buat, if this is
done, crack a dozen or more of the peach
stones and take out the Kernels. Pour
boiling water over them. and rubd off the
skins. To each quart jar peaches add
three or four of these kernels, and the fruit
will be better flavored.

To every pound of peaches take half a
pound of white sugar. Melt it with a tea-
cup of boiling water. lLet it boil up and
skim it well. Add the peaches, and let
them boil for ten minates. or less if the
fruit softens guickly. Often one boil up is
quite sufficient. * Skim out the fruit into
the glass jars, treating them as for toma-
toes.  Add the kernels, and serew the cov-
ers tizhtly in place.

Glass jars are much beiter for all such
purposes than those made of tin, as the tin
will affect the contents. Daring the late
war hundreds of soldiers were made sick.
