What We Need as Farmers.

er. All these snd many more worthy
subjects are being pressed upon the at-
tention of the farmer. And yet progrees
is very slow. Why? For the reason
that the one first and greatest need of
the farmers must be met before these
other things can follow. What is that
need? A broader cultivation of the
mind, so that we as farmers can success-
fully grasp these problems of the farm.
We do not realize as we shounld that the
isolation of our farm life breeds a menta!
sloth and indifference, makes us dull and
unresponsive to mental action. As a
consequence all these good things that
are put before us for our adoption are
imperfectly comprebended. We must
comprehend better than we do the true
philosophy and effect npon our minds of
the kind of a life we are living. We
must see that it is pot our toil that
makes us what we are so fhuch as a lack
of contact with one another and the out-
side world. The cities and villages are
the great centers of mental activity.
Why? Not becanse the people there
toil less, but rather that they have great-
er and more frequent contact with each
other.

The old Bible was right when it said,
‘““As iron sharpeneth iron so does the
countenance of a man that of bis friend."
Larger contact makes the city and vil-
lage people more keeoly alive to what
they need as a class. Hence they co-
operate together more readily to obtain
what they need in the way of education
of their children, the building of good
streets, sewerage, eleotrio lighting, and
the agitation of public questions that af-
fect the welfare of all.

Of course the concentration of life in
these ceoters brings with it certain evils

Any form of life has its own evil, farm
life as well as all others. But the great
fact remains that close contact among
men promotes mental activity and a lack

of that contact promotes mental dull-
pess. Now right at this poiot occurs
the supreme need of every farmer's life

He must make extra effort to arouse his
powers of mind, to increase his intelli-
gence in order that we may see in their
right light the problems that confront
bim. To this end he must become his
own schoolmaster; supply bimself with

that class of reading that will stimulate

his power to think and exercise good

judgment.—Hoard’s Dairymao.

Feediog Fat into Milk.

Does a cow vary any in her butterfat
if she is in good flesh or in poor flesh?
Will feed coange the butterfat teat of
the milk? . > S 3 .
Under normal - conditions :we would
oot expect a cow to vary io fat test, but
cows starved or materially underfed are
liable to produce milk somewhat lower
in fat percent than normal. Cows calv-
ing in fat condition will produce milk
testing higher than normal for a short
time, as they seem to convert a part of
their body fat into milk fat. The test
will however, ﬁ retarn to normal.

A change of féed or & greater amount
of feed will often cause the cow ko give
a greater guantity of milk and so io-
crease the total quantity of the butterfat
produced, but her fat test will not be
materially altered from the normal. As
a general proposition Il'.tT.’ :.-e stated
that the percentage of n a givea cow’y
milk cannot be. materially iltoud for
any considerable time by the kind or
amount of feed she receives. Not only is
this judgment founded on experimental
work, but reason alone should tell us
that if the fat test of milk varied with
every ch of feed and care, the life of
the animal’s young ::.uld be moﬂ
jeopardized because they are depend
on this milK. Reason and experience

oot be fed into-'milk.—Hoard's Dairy-
man.

weather,

I the average farm house no specia

ter to proteot cream against contaminat-
log odors. A bright tin paill provided

very good receptacle for this purpose.
The pail or can should be large enough
to hold the entire churning so that all
may be ripened alike. ;

Artificial heat is abeolutely necessary
to perfect ripening in extreme cold
weather. Unless there are enongh cows
to make churning oftener desirable,
twice a week will do very well at this
time of year. In that case the cream
shou!d be held cold, but not as to
freeze, until the last 24 bours before the
butter ia to be churned and then warmed
up to about 65°. This is best done by
means of a warm water bath, mung
carefully with a dairy thermometer an
stirring the cream constantly to ensure
even distribution of heat. When the de-
sired temperature is bed the cream
shounld be removed from the water bath,
covered, and held at as near -that point
as possible until it develops the proper
degree of acidity. At this stage of de-
velopment an artificial starter may often
be employed with good results. Ifa ma-
jority of the cows in the herd are fresh
or comparatively 8o, a starter is not nec-
esssary. No starter at all Is preferable
unless the medium to be introduced Iis
freshly soured milk or buttermilk per-
fectly free from any trace of bitterness
or mold. Cream treated as above de-
scribed should ripen sofficiently for
churning at the end of 24 hours or less,
even without artificial agency.

When properly acidified for churning,
cream should pour from a dipper like
thick molasses, and the last drops
shonld *“pit" the surface lightly as they
fall. Both outside and inside the dipper
will be tbickly coated with adhbering
eream at this stage. These are signe
which aid the experienced eye in de-
termining when cream is ready for the
churn,

Much annoyance is avoided in cold
weather by having the cream at the
proper temperature when the churning
begins. Time is too valuable an asset in
this busy world te waste it onnecessari-
Iy at the churn handle. Cream from dif-
ferent herds varies in regard to the best
temperature for churning without loss
of time or butterfat, and nothing but ex-
perience will determine this point. With
Guernseys or Jerseys a higher tempera-
ture is possible than with some other
breeds. [ bave known 65° to secure the
very best results in cold weather, where
in midsummer ten degrees lower proved
best. The point is to get the butter
gatbered into wheat-kerpel granules as
quickly as is poesible withont loss of fat
in the buttermilk. Nothing but a Bab
cock test can be relied upon to deter-
mioe the latter question, and such a ma-
chine should be in every farm house
where butter is made even ona limited
scale, It will pay for itself in a short
time when applied to either pew ‘milk,
skimmilk, or buttermilk in discovering
possible losses.

In extreme cold weather the riose
water should be warm enough to pre-
serve the waxy consistency of the gran-
ulea. The temperature should be about
the same as the contents of the churn.
Very cold water renders the butter too
bard to work well amd its use is entirely
unoecessary.

When the washing is complete and the
salt incorporated the butter should be
worked up at once. This may conven-
iently be done in the churn by revolving
it very slowly and allowing the butter to
drop solidly from top to bottom until
thoroughly pressed together in large
lomps. A final manipulation with the
ladle after the butter bas been removed
to the bowl will express the remaining
brine and leave it in the best possible
sbape for packing or prioting.

Reworking may sometimes be practi-
cal in summer when the weather, is very
warm, but in winter the best time to fin-
ish the job is while it is still pliable and
before it becomes set and cold. Oar
grandmothers considered it necessary to
allow butter to stand until the second
day, when it was placed beside the fire
to soften, first on one side and then the
ather, until it was sufficiently warmed
for reworking. Thise is done away with
in modern practice and the job complet-
od at one operation. Further working
injures the produot h{ making it salvy
and devoid of a perfect grain.—E.'E.
Rockwood, in Hoard’s Dairyman.

pricea.

The Republican state convention will
be held in Portland, on the 23d of March.
Hon. Willlam T. Cobb of Rockland will
be chairman.

Albert Anderson, aged about 40, and
s pative of Sweden, was killed by the
falling of a rock which slipped out of a
chain at a Monson slate quarry.

The Maine Daily Publishers’ Associa-
tion met at the Augusta House Wednes-
day. The officers were re-elected, Col.
C. H. Prescott of the Biddeford Journal
being president.

William C. Nason, aged 83, a farme
at Waterboro Centre, fell from the scaf-
foid in his barn and soon died of the in-
juries, Mr. Nason is sorvived by
widow, three sons and three daoghters.

Epbraim Tasker, an aged farmer, and
his wite, lost their livesina fire which
destroyed their house and other farm
buildings in the town of Jackson. Misa
Lowell, a nurse who had been attending
Mr. and Mrs. Tasker, escaped from a
second story window and was found ly-
ing unconscious in the snow near by when
help came, in a serious condition.

It is announced that the purchasers of
the New England ship baildiog yard at
Bath are Harold M. Sewall and two other
Bath men whose pames are not given.
The New England yard joins the Sewall
yard, and it is reported that negotiations
are under way for the sale of the com-
bined properties to a concern in Mary-
land. If the negotiations should fail,
the yards will be used in the spriog for
the iuilding of wooden vessels.

Lewis J. Marshall of Lisbon Falls,
who was recently convicted of using the
mails to defrand, bas brought suit for
couspiracy, naming damages in the sum
of one biJlion dollars, against the British
AD or and other British officials,
alleging that they bave failed to protect
bim as a British subject against the seiz-
ure of his mall in this country. In his
18ceat trial, Marshall conducted bis own
case, and made a picturesque even if not
bighly logical or forceful argument.

From his cell in the United States
prison at Atlauta, Rev. Frank W. Sand-
ford is said to bave issued orders putting
his son John, 18 years of age, insupreme
command of the colony at Shilob, and
the boy has appointed his sister as his
ohief assistant. Although Mr. Sandford
promised the colony $85,000 at Thanks-
giving time to liqguidate the debts, no
money has appeared, and the taxzes of
pearly $1000 are yet unpaid. No meat
or fish bas been afforded at the colony in
weeks, and it is said that corn meal
mush is the chief article of diet.

DEAD BODY FOUND AT THE MOME IN
NORWAY WHERE HE LIVED ALONE.

the forenoon of Sunday the
dead body of Ned E. Ordway was dis-
covered at the houre which he
on a farm back of Pike Hill in Norway.
The discovery was made by his mother,
who had gone to the place, as was her
custom, to assist him about the work of
the house. Death was due to a gunshot
wound in the bead, evidently self-in-
fiioted.

Dr. H. L. Bartlett, medical examioer,
was summoned, but considered any
action unneceseary, as it was plaioly a
case of suicide,

Mr, Ordway was 33 years of age. He
leaves a wife and three children. For
some time be and bis wife had not been
living together, he being at the farm
alone, the children with his parents,
Mr. and Mrs. Jobn E. Ordway of Oxford.
It is thought that his domestic troubles
were the cause of his act,

Jonathan Bartlett.

Hon. Jonathan Bartlett, one of the
beat known men in Oxford County, died
at his home in East Stonebam Saturday
at a few days less than 78 years of age.
Mr, Bartlett was born in Newry, Jan. 27,
1838, the son of Jonathan and Triphena
(Horr) Bartlett, but when he was a small
boy his parents moved to Stonebam,
where he bas ever since resided. After
attaining his majority he purchased the
old Bartlett homestead, and engaged in
farming and lumbering, and as years
went on increased the scope of his busi-
ness operations.

In 1870 he engaged in the manufacture
of spools in company with Hiram P.
Elliott, under the firm name of Elliott &
Bartlett, who have done a large business
in that live. Mr. Bartlett also has run
lumber mills at Stonebham, aod has been
-extensively engaged in farming and other
busineas undertakiogs.

For many years Mr. Bartlett served as
one of the town officers of Stoneham, be-
ing moet of the time ohairman of the
board of selectmen, and it is safe to say
that be was the town's most prominent
citizen and business man. He was a
Republican in politicse.  In 1885 he was
representative in the legislature from
the district in which Stoneham was in-
cluded, and was a member of the state
senate from Oxford County in 1805. He
was also connty commissioner of Oxford
County for a term of six years, from
January, 1899, to January, 1904

rem L of Masons of Waterford, and
of Oxford Chapter and Council at Nor-
way; was a charter member of Oxford
Lodge of Odd Fellows at North Water-
ford; and was a charter member and
first chancellor of Hiawatha Lodge, - K.
of P., at East Stoneham. He was a
member of the Congregational church.
Quiet and unassuming in bis maoner,
notwithstanding his extensive business
interests, he was genial and cordial in
his mannoer, and had not only the full
respect but the sincere liking of all who
came in contact with him.

In January, 1867, Mr. Bartlett married
Fannie, daughter of Captain Jobn Ball
of Portland, who survives him. They
had four sons, all of whom are living:
Dr. Herman L., a well known physician
of Norway, Charles L., Fred H., and J.
Melvin, of Stoneham, all well known and
respected in business and social circles.
The funeral is held at 2 o'clock Tues-
day afternoon.

Arthur H. Swan.

Artbur H, Swan, a pative of Norway,
died at his home in Roxbury, Mass.,
Wedneeday, Jan. 12th, after an illness
of several months. He was 44 years of
age, his funeral taking place on his 44th
birthday. He was a graduate of Norway
High school, and after finishing his
school course was employed for some
years in the shoe factory. Later he went
to Bridgtoo and became proprietor of a
bakery, and since going to Roxbury he
bas followed the bakery business, and at
one time was proprietor of three baker-
ies there. Failing health made it neo-
essary for him to give up two of these,
He bas many friends in Norway and Is
highly respected here. He has maintain-
ed his membership in Norway Lodge, I.
0. 0. F., Wildey Encampment lnﬁ Mt
Hope Rebekah Lodge. He wasalso an
active member of the Dirigo Club in
Roxbury, a member of the Page Class of
the Dadley Street Church, and was active
in all movements for the betterment of
the city in which he made his home.

He is survived by a wife, who was
Blanche E. Kimball of Bridgton, a
daunghter, Dorothy Louise, and a son,
Eric Linscott. He is aleo survived by
his mother, Mrs. Rowena M. Swan, and
two sisters, Mrs. Linnie Bartlett and
Miss Ellie S. Swan, all of Norway.
Funeral services were held Friday
afternoon at the Winthrop Street Meth-
odist Church, Rev. Dr. Rice officiating,

Charch. The remains were then brought
to Norway.

should be eaten s half-hour before the
meal, 80 that the juice may leave the
stomach and commence its rapid up-
bullding and general cleansing while the
digestive tract is comparatively open. If
this is done, a cereal with light cream
and sugar may be eaten at breakfast,
bat if the orange figures aa the breakfast
fruit, the cereal with # snd cream
should be omitted, as the combination
sometimes canses nansea and gas. -

The npecessity for washing oranges
and indeed, all fruits, can wpot be too
strongly insisted on, for no matter how
tlean they may look they are no more
free from bacteria than unwrapped
bread or candies sold from open cases.
If to be eaten with a spoon, the fruit
should be cut in halves crosswise and i
they do not stand level, thin slices of
skin may be cat from the ends. The
pulp around the edge and the membrane
between the sections should be loosened
by a curved grape-fruit knife.

To prepare the orange flower-fashion,
caot down the skin in quarters and then
in eighths to within ao inch of the bloe-
som end. Then strip down in points
and fold these over. To serve orange-
sections on a strip of peel, cut an inch-
band crosswise entirely around the
orange at the middle. Remove the re-
malning skin, slit the strip open, and
spread out the sections. Another meth-
od which may be used when the orange
is to serve as the first course at luncheon
is to make a mound of powdered sugar
in the center of a plate, surrounding it
with sections of orange and some clusier-
raisins. When sections are to be used
for garnishing or for fruit-cups, the best
way to obtain them is to pare the orange
with asbarp knife till the juice runs,
and then cut out each section separately.
If plain sliced oranges are desired, they
may be prepared In this way, or they
may be pared, sliced crosswise, and ar-
ranged in dessert-dishes or a bowl, with
a little sngar between the layers; arif
there chances to be at hand some well:
sweetened plnuﬂﬂe-jnlu or the jaice
from other canned fruit, it may be poar-
ed over the orange slices, the whole be-
ing allowed to ripen in a cold place for
at least an hour. A quick lu o des-
sert may be made club sandwich atyle of
dry sponge-cake and o Toast
the cake, put together with sliced and
sweetened oranges sprinkled with cocoa-
nut, surround with orange-sectiozs, and
decorate with halved marshmallows and
nut-meats.,

As a general rule, oranges are used
mostly as a breakfast or dessert frait,
but they are also well adapted to salad-
making. The more substantial salads
should be used for desserts with coffee,
crackers, and cheese. When to be used
with fish, the French dressing should be
made with lemon-juice.

The following are some suggested
orange salad and meat combinations and
the dressings to be used: Orange and
celery, French dressing with meat or
game. Orange, mint and celery, French
dressing with lamb. Orange, chestnaut,
raisio and celery, French dressing with
game or chicken. Orange and grape-
fruit, French dressing with fish or roast
pork. Oranoge, cress and apple, French
dressiog with flsh or game. Orange,
prune, nuts and celery, mayonnaise asa
deasert. Orange, grapes, celery and gin-
ger, mayonoaise as a dessert. Orange,
pineapple, grapefruit, French dressing
as a dessert.

Recipes.

CALIFOENIA BALAD

1-2 cup sliced ripe olives
4 chopped, hard-cooked egﬂ
1.3 cup broken Eoglish walouts or
pecans
2 pimentos
Bolled dressing
Lettuce
Do not mix the olives, eggs, walouts,
and pimentos till just before serving;
then put together with salad dressing to
moisten and arrange in nests of lettnce.
CARAMEL PUDDING
1 cup sugar
2 cups water
4 egg-whitea
1 1.4 tablespoons gelatin
1-3 teaspoon vanilla
Caramelize three-quarters of the sugar,
and dissolve by pouring over the boiling
water and letting it cook for a few min-
utes. Turnin the remainder of the
sogar and the gelatin which should be
allowed to stand ten minutes in cold
water to cover, and pour all onto the
ogg-whites which should be beaten stiff
with the vanilla. Beat thoroughly, then
put in a mold wetin cold water, and
when stiff, uomold and serve with a
boiled custard made of the egg-yolks.

The rubber cored ball, the foundation
of the ball of the present, was not tak-
en into England until three or four
years later, and it is interesting to note
that in 1905 Aleck Herd, who was the
only player in the fleld using the ball,
won the British open champlonship
with it—New York Sun.
