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National Show in New Eagland.

—_—

SPRINGFIELD WILL HAVE THIS GREAT
DAIRY EVENT.

New England dairy interests have won
a great victory. The Natiopal dairy
show, the greatest exhibition of its kind
in the worid, bas voted to hold its 10th
anonal session in Springfield, Mass. No
show was beld last year owing to the
outbreak of foot and mounth disease, and
the nine preceding ones have all been at
Chicago. For various reasons the man-
agement considered going to some other
city for 1016. Kansas COity, Mo., and
Columbus, O., were actively in the field.
However, a special committee of 20,
largely Springfield business men, went
to Chicago recently and put up such
strong arguments that the management
finally voted ubpanimously to go to
Massachusetts. This is provided the
necessary funds are raised within 45
days.
The enthusiastic support being volun-
teered by the government, by colleges,
breeders’ associations, New Eogland
governors and infloential farmers leaves
no doubt as to the raising of the funds,
and the railroads are expected to lend
hearty co-operation. Naturally, the city
of Springfield will contribute very liber-
ally, although it should be understood
at the start that this event is a New Eng-
land affair more than a [Springfield
or Massachusetts show. Itaffords breed-
ersin New England, New York, New
Jersey and Pennsylvania the finest op-
portanity of comparing their stock with
the country’s best that bus ever been
offered.

GROUNDS OF 130 ACRES AVAILABLE

The National dairy show will be stag-
ed oo the new grounds of the Eastern
states’ agricultural and industrial expo-
sition, comprising 130 acres within 15
mioutes’ walk of she Springfield post-
office. The fair management bas already
expended $30,000 in grading and makiog
various improvements on the grounds.
Plans are ready for execution to still
further improve the site and erect the
finest buildiogs found on any exposition
grounds in the country. A landscape
architect bas been on the job for several
moaths and before the work is finally
completed the people expect to spend
around $500,000.

Along with the cattle will be shown
all that the various manufacturing con-
cerns have to offer in mechanical equip-
ment, whether it be silos, milking ma-
chines, dairy supplies, barn equipment,
etc. The exhibitors hiring space at the
last show in Chicago paid $42,000 for
the privilege. With the Natiopal show
will come many special organizations.
WHY ATTEND THE SHOW

Much will be made of educational fea-
tures. The various colleges, stations,
tarm bureaus, dairy organizations and
the government will be represented.
There are dozens of good reasons why
New England dairymen should be great-
ly elated over the show coming to Massa-
chusetts and why they should make spe-
cial effort to exhibit or attend. They
wiil see more than 1000 of the best repre-
sentative cattle of the best dairy breeds
in America; government educational ex-
hibits showing the best methods for pre-
pariog for market and marketing dairy
products; what cows to own; feeds and
feeding for best results; pasteurization,
cooling and bottling; full fledged cream-
ery and cheese factories in full opera
tion. There will also be domestic sci-
ence experts giving demonstrations and
instructions on the increased utilization
of milk to reduce cost of living. There
will be instructive displays of silo coo-
struction, cement and wood, and various
other modern conveniences and economy
producers on the farm. It is expected
there will be several acres of whirliog
machinery, showing the most modern
achievements of man in the economies of
the dairy.

The aim will be to make the 10th an-
nual dairy show such a tremendous suc-
cess that the management will decide to
keep it in New Eoglaod for a few years
rather than return to the middle west.
There is special work for all the dairy
and milk associations in the six New
Eogland states, not to mention the
graoges, farmers’ clubs, boards of agri-
culture, etc. Itis important to remem
ber this isa New England event which
promises to boost the dairy interests ol
the east more than any single factor of
the past 20 years. When the campaigo
is finally arranged, each New England
state shounld be there with both moral
and financial support.

A special feature of the dairy show
each year is the student judging contest.
The last exposition in Chicago bad about
3000 boys in attendance. Judging teams
came from 16 state colleges. The youog
men from Obio captured first bhopors,
Kansas second, with Maine third. The
Ohio boys took back with them three
scholarships valued at 8400 each, besides
several splendid trophies. This college
judging contest will be a feature al
Springfield. The show will probably be
held the last 10 days in October, a few
weeks after the regular exposition of the
Eastern states’ association. The dairy
show m meat does not wish to com-
bie its exposition with any other fair.
At the last show in Chicago there
were 12 herds of Holstein cattle entered
in thecontest. Three were from Obio,
two from Minnesota, two from Massa-
chusetts, two from Wisconsin, two from
Illinois, and ome from lowa. There
were 18 herds of Guernseys, representa-
tion extending from Massachusetts to
Arizona. Jerseys were represented by
15 large herds, five of which were from
[llinois and the balance from points be-
tween New Jersey aod the state of
Wasabi . There were only two herds
of Ayrshires from New York and two|
from Wisconsin. Springfield will multi
ply this by at least 15 or 20. The Ilust
Chicago sbow had three berds of Brown
Swiss, two being from Wisconsin and
one from Illinoia.

tional secretary of agriculture regarding
the fertilizer situation has this to say in
‘general:

American farmers are confronted by a
serious situation in reference to fertiliz-
er marerials. As a reeult of the embar-
go placed by the German Government
on the exportation of potash, the supply
of this substance has been entirely cat
off. Under normal conditions sulphburic
acid, which is required for making super-
phosphates, is sold for $5 or $6 a ton.
The increased demand for it since the
breaking out of the European war has
cansed the price to rise to about $25a
ton. It is impossible, therefore, for
farmers to secure superphospbates at
prices which they have been accustomed
to pay. The nitrogen supply is not ma-
terially less than usual.

In 1913, when conditions were normal,
about $125,280,000 worth of commercial
fertilizers was used in the United
States. Of this amount, the farmers
paid $48,830,000 for pitrogenous sub-
stances, $56,000,000 for phosphates, and

$20,450,000 for potash salts. Practically

all the potash salts were imported from
Germany, and the entire quantity of ni-
trate of soda came from Chill, Ammo-9
nium sulphate to the value of $3,720,000
was received from abroad, mainly from
Eogland. The remaioder of the fertiliz-

er materials was derived from domestic
sources.

Of the potash sitnation the statement

saye: There is practically no potash in
this country at the present time for fer-
tilizer use. The small quantities which

were held over from former years are

now priced at from eight to twelve
times their normal value.

With regard bothto the potash and

the phosphate situation the statement
goes at length into the matter of possible
sources of those materials in this counp-
try, of which it is said there is an ample
supply. However, to make these sources
available, as is shown In detail, will re
quire large amounts of capital, perfec-
tion of processes not yet developed, and
muoch time wheu all primary conditions
are met, so that immediate relief, or re-
lief within a year or two, is-hardly to be

expected.

partment of the Interior bas completed,
on the rim of the Grand Canyon, in Ari-
zopa, a memorial to Msj. Jobn Wesley
Powell, the intrepid p!oneg and cele-
brated scientist who firef @Xplored the
Grand Canyon.” The memorial is an altar
decorated in Indian imagery and sup
porting a bronze tablet, restiog upon a
;yumidal base of rough-hewn stone.

ifteen steps lead from the west up to
the altar floor, from which oné may gaze
into the very heart of the glowing mile-
deep canyon. It is = strocture worthy
alike of the rugged, forceful personality
of the man and of the titanic chasm
which it overlooks.

The spot chosen for the memorial is
Sentinel Point, a promontory south of
the railway station, which commands a
particularly fine view of the Granite
Gorge and of the river, whose nnknown
terrors of whirlpool and cataract the
Powell party braved in small open boats,
The structure, which is built of weath-
ered limestone from the neighborhood,
bas a rectangular base 21 by 28 feet. The
altar carries on its east side a medallion
portrait of Maj. Powell in bronze bas-
relief by Leila Usher and the following
Inscription:

“ Erected by the Congress of the Unit-
ed States to Maj. Jobn Wesley Powell,
first explorer of the Grand Canyon, who
descended the river with his party in
rowboats, traversing the gorge beneath
this point August 17, 1869, and again
September 1, 1872."

THE DEDICATION CEREMONIES.

The general effect is nnobtrusive, nat-
ural, and appropriate. A few small,
goarled trees grow close by, but do not
obstruct the view. The structure stands
back from the edge sufficiently to permit
visitors in considerable numbers to group
themselves in front.

The memorial which Secretary Lane
bas now realized was. planned at the In
ternational Geological Congress of 1904
in recognition of Maj. Powell's distin-
guished services as Director of the
United States Geological Survey. In
March, 1009, Coogress appropriated
$5.000 for the purpose, ‘‘in recoguition
of hie distingunished public services as a
soldier, explorer, and administrator of
Government scientiic work.”' Dr.
Holmes chose the site,

The original purpose was to make the
memorial 8 Roman chair facing the can-
yon. Last spriog Secretary Lane substi-
tuted an altar for the obair, and Mark
Daniels, then general superintendent
and landscape engineer of National
Parke, designed the structureas it stands
today.

It was then late in July, and Mr. Wal-
ter Ward, engineer of the Reclamation
Service, had a difficult task before bim
to find and bew the rock and build the
structure within the slender appropria-
tion. The Riverside Portland Cement
Co. helped by donating balf the cement.
This memorial, so expressive of the
spirit and character of the man whose
life work it celebrates, and so admirably
logated, will be formally dedicated early
next summer, Secretary Lane's purpose
is to make the event one of impressive
importance. If, as is expected, Congress
meantimé makes the Grand Canyon a
national park (it is a national monument
now), the two dedications will take place
together, making a celebration altogether
notable in the history of national parks.

DEVOTIONAL FIRES ON THE ALTAR.

This memorial, embodying to a re-
markable degree the essemtial spirit of
the Grand Canyon, is plaoned to become
the scene of perhaps daily ceremonials
of a most interesting character, reviving
the spirit and to some extent the practice
of the ancient religious forms in vogue
among the original Indian tribes of the
peighborhood. Devotional fires will
blaze upon this altar. i
John Wesley Powell was born at
Mount Morris, N. Y., March 24, 1834, of
Euglish parents. He taught school in
Iilinois till the Civil War, which he en-
tered as a private and came out of as
lieutenant colonel. But he was always
called “major.”
He lost his right arm at the Battle of
Shiloh.
At the close of the war Maj. Powell
became professor of geology in the Illi-
vois Normal Upiversity. An babitual
wanderer in wild places, be led a small
party of students and naturalists in 1867
into the mountains of Colorado, His.in-
cidental exploration of two small can-
yons of the Grand River kindled the
purpose which shaped his after career,
namely, to explore the canyons of the
Grand and Green Rivers and of the then
mysterious Colorado River which their
onicn forms.
The following summer he organized
his expedition, proceeded down the
Grand River and across the mountalns to
the White River, where from his winter
camp be made extensive studies of the
rivers and their canyous, and perfected
plans for his dangerous passagé of the
un;nown Go!:;ado. .

is great adventure, the passage of
the Grand Canyon of the Colorado, was
made in‘the summer of 1860. Until then
it waa unknown. ‘‘Yet enough bhad been
seen to foment rumor,” he wrote In hie
report to the Smithsonian Institution,
“‘and many wonderful stories bave been
told in the hunter’s cabin and prospect-

or's camp. Stories were related of par-
ties entering the gorge in boats and
‘being carried down with fearful velooity

into whirlpools, where all were over-
whelmed in the abyss of waters; others,
of underground ages for the great
river, into which boats had passed never
to be seep again: It was ourrently be-
lieved that the river was lost under the
rooks for eeveral bundred miles, There
were otber acoounts of great falls, whoee
roaring music conld bs beard on the dis-
tant mountain summits." 82

INTO THE GREAT UNENOWN.

The start ioto “the Great Unknown”

was made ob August 13. The party,

consisting of 10 men In four bo bad

been afioat since their start from Green

River City on May 24. Two ol the boats

were decked, formiog water-tight ocom-
maents.

Now, after three months of laboriouns
battle with rapids and waterfalls and the
atill more laborions exploration of _in-
pomeérable side canyons, they bad
reached, with scant. provisions, the
supreme teat of strength and courage.

“What falls there are,” says his diary,
‘‘we know not; what rocks beset the
channel, we know not; what walls rise
on the river, we know not. Ah, well,
we may oconjecture many things. Tbe
mebn talk as cheerfnlly as ever; jests are
bandied about fresly this morning; but
to me the cheer is somber and the jests
are ghastly." 5

The following comes ths frst of
many tests. The diary goes on:

FIRST OF MANY UPSETS.

“About 11 o'clock we b
BADREE do Bk S vers At rous
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in a whirlpool and spun around several
times. At last we pall oat again into
the stream.

“Hurled back from a rock, now obn
this sids, now on that, we are carried
into an eddy, in which we struggle for
a few minutes and are thenm out agaio,
the breakers still rolling over us.”

HOW BIIGII'!. ANGEL WAR NAMED.

The many thousands who bave de-
scended the Bright Angel Trail at the
Grand Canyon will be interested in this
eniry under dateof August 16:

“The little afluent which we have dis
covered bere is a clear, beautiful creek—
or river, as it would be termed In this
western country where streams are not
abundant. We have named one stream
away above in honor of the great chief
of the ‘Bad Angels,’ and, as this is in
beautiful contrast to that, we conclude
to name it ‘Bright Anogel.’ "

On August 17 he writes:

It is especially cold in the rain to-
pight. The little canvas we have is
rotten and useless; the rubber poncbos
with which we started from Green City
bave all been lost; more than bhalf the
party is without bats, and not one of us
bas an entire suit of clothes, and we have
not a blanket aplece. So we gather drift-
wood and baild a fire; but after supper
the rain, coming down in lorrents, ex-
tinguishes it, and we sit up all night on
the rocks sghivering, and are more ex-
bausted by the night's discomfort than
by the day’s toil,”

On August 21:

“Below, the river tarns again to the
right; the canyon Is very parrow, and
we see in advance but a short distance.
The water, too, is very awift, and there
is no landiog place. From around this
curve there comes a mad roar, and down
we are carried, with a dizzying velocity,
to the head of another rapid. On either
side, high above our beads, there are
overbanging granite walls, and the sharp
bends cut off our view, so that a few
mioutes will carry ons into unknpwn
waters.

“Away we go on ome long, windibg
chate; I stand on deck, wupporting my-
self with astrap fastened on either side
to the gunwale, and the boat glides rap-
idly where the water is smooth, or, strik-
ing a wave, she leaps and bounds like a
thing of life, and we have a wild, exhil-
arating ride for 10 miles, which we make
in less than an hour. The excitement is
so great that we forget the danger until
we hear the roar of a great fall below;
then we back on our oars, and are carried
slowly towards its head, and succeed in
landing just above, and find that we have
to make another portage."

DESERTERS NEVEE RETURNED.

And so on, The diary recounts a cobn-
tinual succession of exciting battles with
fate. Meantime, in repeated upsets, one
of their boats is lost and most of their
flour destroyed. They are down to a few
days’ rations, principally of dried apples.
On August 28 three of the party lelt
them, preferring to take their chances
of olimbing the almost perpendicular
walls and finding their way to some set-
tlement,
These men were never heard of again.
And the very next day the party, after
% most exciting passage over a series of
iocky cascades, swept out of the Grand
Caonyon in safety. :
He repeated the passage, for scientific
research, two years later and then he
used a boat into which he was strapped.
Several times this boat rolled over in the
rapids and once nearly drowned bim.
Maj. Powell's desire to continue in
work of similar natore prompted him to
sesk annual appropriations for conduct
ing an independent survey of the Terri-
tories, Ib this work he continued until,
through his agency, the Geological Sar-
vey was orgaoized in 1879.
At his solicitation Clarence King ac-
cepted the position of first director. The
same year the Bureau of Ethnology un-
der the Smithsonian Institntion was or-

ganized through bis efforts. Of this he
was appointed director. :
Tn 1881 Clarence King resigned the di-

rectorship of the Geological Survey and
Maj. Powell was appoloted as his suc
cessor by President Garfleld. Maj
Powell continued in ocharge of both bu-
reaus until his resignation as Director of
the Geological Survey in 1894 Subse-
quent to that he devoted his attention
entirely to the Burean of Ethnology, of
which he was director until his death in
September, 1002,

The Geological Survey was built int:
an efficient organization under the per-
sonal direction and guidance of Maj.
Powell.

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Fish Eating Cattle.

The use of flsh as food for cattle is
an idea more novel than agreeshlc.
According to Nature, however, it Is &
common practice in various parts of
the world. In Shetland and Iceland
the farmers feed dry salt flsh to cat-
tle, sheep and eveL to horses. Cecil -
Wood, describing experiments of this
pature, mentions that certain special
cattle, kept for display at the village
festivals in Nandyal, in India, are fed
with mutton and adds that it is a fair-
ly common practice to make use of
bandicoots by pounding them in a mor-
tar and feeding them to cattle. In
Mr. Wood's experiments two lots of
 heifers were fed on dried fish diet and
normal diet respectively.

The animals took a Httle time to get
used to the fish, but they ate it readily
enough. At the end of six months the
fish fed helfers showed an average in-
crease in welght of fifty-four pounds
as agalnst seventy pounds for -the
normally fed animals.

Rufus Gardner Fessenden.

Rufus Gardoer Fessenden, a lieutenant
«on the police force of Boston, died at bis
home, 5 Hopestill Street, Dorchester dis-
trict of that city, Saturday moroing, Jan-
uary 15. The cause of his death was
toxmemia, complicated with erysipelas.
Hiz last sickness was short, theogh bis
health had been poor for quite a long
time. Mr. Fessenden was a narive of
Denmark, and was born on May 26, 1857,
being the son of the late William and
Mehitable (Pingry) Fessenden. He mi-
grated to Boston in his youth, and for
quite a while was a conductor on the
street cars there. He was appointed a
patrolman on the police force on March

The History of Buckfield.

HISTORICAL MATTER.

Rarely bas there been & volume issned
which contained so much valoable local
bistory as is contained in the history of
Buckfield, for years in preparation and
recently published. Some Idea of the
amonnt of material in it may be derived
from the fact that’ it iz a volume of
over 750 pages, some portions of it io
comparatively fine type. It is profuse.
Iy llustrated with portraits of people of
local prominence, buildings and scenes in
the town, and also contains a plan of
early Bucktown, showing the locations

tead | of the forty-seven first settlers. The

frontisplece is a portrait of the late Hon.
Jobn D, Long, the town’s most dietin
guished son, made from one of his Ilater
photographs. :

_In the production of this bistory there
was collaboration by the late Alfred
Cole, one of the best known citizens of
the town, and Charles F. Whitman, who
was for twenty years olerk of courts of
Oxford County. More than twenty-five
years ago Mr. Cole began the collection
of material for this history. Mr. Whit-
man be, his collection some years
later. They worked independently un-
ti] after Mr. Cole’s health became some-
what impaired, when they combined
their efforts, and some of the work of
completing the bistory has been done by
Mr. Whitman since Mr. Cole's death.
Maoy and varied sources of informa-
tion have been drawn upon—records of
the town, tbe county and the state,
statements byaged residents, and every-
thing which could contribute to the
completeness of the work. Especially is
the record full relative to the first
setilers and the early years of the com-
munity while it was developing from a
pioneer outpost into an organized town
and a political unit in the common-
wealth. It isindeed almost surprising
that material relating to those days
shonld have been preserved so that it
was possible to tell the atory in 80 com-
plete and detailed form.

About two-thirds of the first settlers
of Buckfleld were Revolutionary sol-
diers, as were many of those who came
in later years. Few towne certainly can
claim so large a proportion of soldiers
of the Revolution in their founders.

From the early days up to the jyear
1900, when most of the record closee, the
doinga of the town in its organized ca-
pacity and the principal local events a e
fully noted in the annals, but this is only
one feature of the work. Educational hie-
tory, church history, temperance reform,
military history, and tbe picturesque his
tory of the railroad built to and through
the town, receive full treatment. In bio
graphical matter the book is especially
rich, as relates to the men who bave
been part of Buckfleld in all lines of
professional and business activity, and
those who have reflected special honor
upen the town by distinguished service
elsewhere,

A second part of the. book contains
coplous extracts from the journal of Za-
doc Long, which he kept for fifty years,
giviog a vivid impression of the times
and the life of the village, as well as the
peisonality of the anthor; the book of
Abljah Buck, the leading spirit in the
town In its early days; and other docu.
ments of interest, including an interview
with Maj. Locius Loring puoblished in

ago.
gGenulogles of the Buckfield families,
as full as it was practicable to secure,
occupy the principal portion of the third
part of the book, and are followed with
lists of town officers, census liste, and
other record matter of value.

Altogether the history is one which re-
flects credit not only upon the town of
Buckfield but upon the authors and all
who aesisted in making it ao accom-
plished fact.

Ip
1913 Walker Lee Dunson of Alexandris,
Ala., was boy champion corn grower of
the world with a record of 232.7 bushels
per acre. Nearer home at Harlakenden,
New Hampshire, Young Hoyt Quimby
harvested 124 bushels of flint corn from
one aore.

The coming season sweet corn olubs
will be formed in this state. The Maine
Canners’ Aseociation bas offered $2525.00
for prizes to be awarded in 1016 to the
boys of the state growing eweet corn for
their canneries. The objeot of the oluba
is to give the- boys a chance to earn
money in an enjoyable, healthful oocca-
pation without interfering with school
duties. Itteaches them to farm in the
best way and to do business in the right
way; it gives them a real interest and
activity to take the place of idleness or
harmlu) interests. That the boys may
cvoperate instead of competing with
each other, the state will be divided into

roups, and each group will have two

undred dollars to be awarded in prizes.
There will be fifty prizes for each group,
rangiog from fifteen dollars for the larg-
est to one dollar the smalleat.

To bring this to the attention of the
boys between the ages of ten and eight.
een years we are asking the cooperation
of the schools, the grange, the farmers’
clubs in the communities where sweet
corn clubs may be formed. There are
eighteen sweet corn canneries in Oxford
County, and we want one or more live
olabs in each town that furnishes corn
to these factories.

Making (ermantown Flowers.
(Contributed by Mrs. J. J. Murphy, South

The wool flowers that look so chic up-
on the fur and velvet hats this season
are of Germantown yarn, and are very
easily made. The woven and combed
ones are much prettier than those made
on backram, and take about the same
amount of yarn.

TO MAKE THE LILY

Get one spool of No. 30 annealed wire,
which costs five cents at any hardware
store. Cut seven pieces 12 inches long,
and three pieces 5 Inches long. Bix of
the pieces are for petals and one for the
green leal. The threeshorter pleces are
for the center and stick-ups. Get two
skeins of Germantown yarn, one white
and the other leal green.

To make the petals, take each wire
separately, double in the middle, mak-
ing a loop in the end. Double the
white yarn one inch through the loop,
holding the wire and yarn in left band
tightly. Cross the right band wire from
you to the left and the left hand wire to-
ward you to the right. With the thumb
and forefinger nail of right band grip the
cross in the wire and give one twist fo-
ward you, This bolds it very firmly.
Then you can wind yarn around the
forefinger of left hand ooce between the
wires and cross the wires back and twist
as before. Repeat this, and after wind-
ing around the finger a few times, slip
off the loops of yarn from. your floger
and keep on winding and weaving until
you bave woven one and one-half inches,
onethiead at a time, then twist the wire
close to the yarn to hold it firm, out
yarp off, leaving about five inches to
wind the stem, then cut the yarn loops
in center, Hold one side firm while youn
comb the other. After combing each
side of the wire weave, so it looks like
cotton batting, comb from stem end to
point of petal, as this will partly cover
the wire weave. Turn the petal over,
place on pattern of lily petal, and cut
the wool close to the pattern. This makes
ooe petal, Weave, comb and cut, all pet-
als alike.

For center, wind yellow yarn around
your thumb seven or eight times, insert
oveof the five-inch wires and twist it
tight. Cut the loops and comb out
fluffy, and trim it even like the center of
a flower.

The stick-ups are made by inserting
the yellow yarn double in loop ende of
tbe wire, then twisting the wire tight to
bold it from slipping while combing,
and wiod with the yarn to end of wire.
Cut the loops of yaro, comb out smooth
and cut the shape of a fan.

To assemble: Place the stick-ups one
each side of center, place the six petals
around the center, the combed side to
ward the center. With a piece of wire
bind to position. With leaf green yarn

ing wire and winding down abont two
inches. Then twist in the green leaf,
which Is made with the last 12-inch
wire and leal green yarn woven to:
gether just as the petals were, only
longer, about two aud one-hall inches,
and cut in shape of lily leaf. After
combing then finish winding to end of
stem, and fasten with a darning peedle.

For combing you should use a sbarp
steel comb such as cotton weavers use,
called a pick-out comb.

These woolen flowers are original, and
I color the yellow centers with yellow
crepe paper in boiling water with a tea-
spoon of salt added to set the color,

You can make any kind of a flower
weaviog the same way as the lily, and
catting to the shape you desire. The
rose. jonquil, thistle, parcissus, Japan
lily, Easter lily and fleur-de-lis are all
very pretty in their natural color and
form.

Hints.

TO TAEKE OUT MACHINE STITCHING
EASBILY

If machine stitching muost be taken
out begin at the end and with scissors
clip the top thread at two or three.inch
intervals along the entire seam. Then
with the point of the scissors lift up two
or three stitches and pull out each piece
of thread. This is easily done and when
you have removed the top thread the
bobbin thread will be entirely loose and
can be pulled out in one piece and used
again for basting. With any other meth-
od that I know of you leave tiny bits of
thread or wrinkle your goods and give
it a drawn appearance. This way, how
ever, saves both time and thread.

A TIP FOR IRONING DAY

A good way lo prevent the hand from
excessive heat when a large ironing must
be accomplished, is to put a piece of
thin leather and a piece of paper next to
the top layer in making the iron-bolder.
I use the top part of an old shoe. Also
put a piece like the cover, one-half the
size of the holder, on the outside. Sew
around the edge when sewing cover oo,
hut leave it free in the center of holder
and slip the fingers into this pocket
when ironing. This is a great protection
to the tender skin on the backs of the
fingers.

A SHORT-€UT IN NUT-CRACKING

Almost all honsewives know how very
hard it is to crack pecan nuts, so I hope
they will try my way. Pour boiliog
water over the nuts and allow them to
stand tightly covered for five or six
hours. The nut meats may then be ex
tracted easlly without a trace of the bit-
ter lining of the nut. Use nut-crackers
and crack lightly all around the nuts.
The work is quickly done and is not at
all like the old tedions process of picking
out the meats from the dry nuts. The
meats nearly always come out whole,

The addition of a small cup of oatmeal
to beef and tomato soup is & vast im-
provement to the flavor and to the nour-
ishiog qualities.
