State Grange on Education.

Report of committee on education,
Maine State Grange, Portland:

Education is the foundation on which
free government ie built, and the better
the education, especially among the com-
moan people, the stronger and more en-
during the government. The demand
for better education ls greater to-day
tban ever before. Our government, .all
large corporations and business interests
which employ a vast number of young
men and women, are seeking to obtain
the best educated ones possible, for it ie
an admitted fact that the better educat-
ed the man or woman, the more efficient
they are in whatever position they may
be placed.

The farmers of Maine are awakening
to the fact that they are in need of more
education as it applies to their business,
that they may better prepared to
meet the fast changing conditions of
production, and especially the market-
ing of their products. And the boys and
girls on the farms are asking that they
may bave a better chance to obtain ao
education that will better prepare them
to fill more succesafully the places in the
business and social world to which they
may aspire. And as the cornerstone of
our order is “A better education for our-
selves and our children,” it behooves us,
as Patrons of Husbandry, not only to
make the best use of all means within
our reach, but to endeavor to find and
assist in bringing into use yet better
methods.

Much is being said about the conserv-
ing of Maine's resources; and we believe
that the boys and girls of Maine are the
state's most valuable resource, and that
the state should so assist them in obtain-
ing such an education that in future
years they may return to the state the
highest possible divideods.

We believe that the boys and girls on
the farms and in the rural sections of
the state are of as much value to the
state as are the boys and girls of the
merchant or mechanic in the city or vil-
lage, and tbat they are entitled to and
sbould have as good an education.

To bring about the means whereby
this purpose may be accomplished is
well worthy the best thought and nnited
effort of this Maine State Grange.

In many of the small towns, the school
tax is high enough to be a real burden
upon the taxpayers, and yet their school
terms are short and their teachers are
uuderpaid, while in several citles and
large villages the school tax is so small
as not to be noticeable; and yet with the
large amount received from the state,
they bave the longest terms poasible,
with the beat paid teachers they can pro-
care.

As a partial remedy for this condition,
we believe that the state school fund
should be divided among the ocities and
towns of the state, according to the ag-
gregate attendance of pupils in the com-
mon schools, whereby each pupil attend-
ing school, whether in a large city or in
asmall farming town, should receive
from the state the same amount of
money. And we believe that when this
method is better understood by the
people, when they realize that the prin-
cipal cause for the abandoned farms In
Maine is the lack of school privileges,
and that when a family abandons the
farm and moves to the city to educate
their children, it removes that family
from the producing to the consuming
class, thus increasing the already high
cost of living, practically all opposition
will be lost.

We would urge all members of this
State Grange to have this question thor-
ougbly. discussed in their subordinate
es and communities, and at the
next meeting of the legislature they use
their whole influence in favor of the
passage of the grange bill, so-called, for
th:d better distribotion of the state school
tund. — - T
More co-operation by parents and
teachers would be of great benefit to
our rural schools at the present time.
If they are not the best that they should
be, let us try and get the most pos-
sible good from them while trying to
improve. The frequent changing of
teachers does not have a temdency to
improve the rural school: After ateach-
er has become acquainted with the par-
ents and obildren of a distriot,” learned
the desires and ambitions of the parents,
and the dispositions and capabilities of
the children, she is in a better position
to do good work in that district than
would be a stranger; and when a good
teacher 18 secured, she should be retain-
ad, even:at the expense of a few dollars
extra on her salary. -

The old sayiog, tbat ‘‘the best is none
too good,” may as well apply to the ed-
ucators of our youth as to oar cows,
pigs or chickens. A large number of our
pupils. who enter high school from tbe
rural schools, drop out duringor at the
end of their first year, for the reason
that they are not properly fitted in some
of the studies to compete with those en-
tering from the graded sohools. i
It seems to us that this might be part-
Iy overcome if superintendents of rural
schools wounld ascertain, as far as pos
sible, what pupils intended to enter bigh
school the next year, and have the teach-
ers give them some special assistance in
the studiea in which shey were defiolent,
and thus be of great assistance to them
during their first year in high school.
To the boys and young men who in-
tend to make farming their life work,
and for al reasons cannot afford to
spend foar years in bigh school and then
take a college course, we would recom-
mend the two year course in agriculture
atthe U Maine. ;

Where there is a large amount of this
fertilizer it would be better to bavea
distributor adapted to the purpose.
This could be either of wood or other
material filled with small holes for the
outlet, somewhat like a street sprinkler.
Have never paid particalar attention as
to bow much was applied to the acre.
but should judge from 25 to 30 barrels.
Your inquirer can best settle this matter
for himself by trial, but it would not be
best to apply too large a quantity at firat,
as it is a quick-acting, stroog fertilizer,
—;I‘: found :::;. :

e have applied it mostly to grass
land. It has groud itself well adapted
to this crop and basthus far prodoced
excellent rasults, We apply in fall, win-
ter or spring, as often as the tanks get
filled. It should be applied to grass
when wet to prevent coloring and posei-
bly injury, and not after it gets to be
very high.

An application was once made when
the grass was nearly a foot high and
when it was dry. This was a mistake as
was soon found. The liquid was so
strong that it turned the grass to a yel-
low color and my son feared he bad in-
jured it, but it soon regained its natural
color and made an excellent growth.

1t happened last year that the liquid
was applied in winter to 8 parrow strip
of land that was to be sown to oats and
seeded to grass, This was a mistake for
the liquid was so strong that it produo-
ed a large, tender growth of the oats
that fell flat to the ground,- where they
remained to the Injory of the crop in
heading and filling. Where this was
the case the grass seeding was killed
outright and had to be renewed.

From this experience I would not ap-
ply it on sown gralin crops liable to lodge
or fall down. I presume If it were
spread on land to be devoted to corn,
say on the sod and plowed under in the
fall, it wonld do all right. Neither
would I use it with potatoes, as it might
encourage the rot. But for grass nnder
the conditions mentioned I bave great
faith in its good results. But I wonld
not at first undertake to get large orops
from a meadow or field on which the
grass is far gone or run out. Such land
should Grst be plowed, well manured,
and put into a good, thoroughly eculti-
vated crop, like corn, and then seeded to
grass, Then with a moderate amount of
topdressing with manure or the liguid
fertilizer a8 often as needed, maximum
orops of the best bay should be secared
for several years, when the process of
rotation shonld be repeated.

Here is hopiog that this inguirer and
all others interested will seek - after the
best methods in the making, saving, and
using of all manurial sobstances pos-
sible, botb solid and liquid, as herein
lies in a large measure the success to be
secared on the farm.—E. R. Towle, in
Hoard's Dairyman.

" Excuse Farming.

It is vone too soon for farmers to map
out carefully crop plans for spring activ-
ity. If you wait until the rosh is on
you will be likely to plan hastily and be
avictim of circomstances or ‘“luck.”
Errors will be made by things remain-
ing undone becanse you haven't time.
Youo'll be a slave to time and aircum-
stances instead of master. Make your
plansand work them. The will can
fiod a way. Captaine of .industry are
captains because they look ahead, pre-
pare for the expected, but have plans
should the unexpected happen. Their
eyes never leave the final goal, plan or
system toward which they are working.
They are notlooking for excuses in the
event they shonld fail in some particu-
lar, but are alert to avoid the conditions
which may lead to failure. Too many
are not succeeding because they are en-
gaged in excuse farmiag.

Crops fall to go in or receive the need-
ed care because old Dobbin got a sore
shoulder, the plow or caltivator busted,
it rained, the hired man got drunk, a
new baby came or a thousand and one
other thinge that happen. Theee are
seized as excuses rather than as Incident-
als: Don’t think captains of industry
are 8 corresponding bandicaps.
The good Lord in bis wisdom ordained
that whatever the business, man must
hustle and grow by overcoming obatacles
if he and his business are to properly de-
velop. Prosperous sgriculture and ex-
cuse farming are as friendly as two cats
Ionapondod by their tails over a clothes
ine. ‘

The excuse farmer sometimes starts
out like a 40 horse power motor and be-
fore crops are planted, tended and har-
vested, ends with the meekness of a
bashful June bride. It is for each man
to rate his own power; outsiders will
give you no hlshcr rating. If you bave
the ambition, determination, gumption,
w 40 to 100
sores of tilled crops then that Is your
power rating; if you haven't enough of
these to even grow a garden you are to
be pitied. - Men with red blood and cap-
tains of Industry are ndt looking for
pity. Nature never made vigorons men
that way. Emerson said: ‘“Hitch your
w toa star.” [ infer this means to
give yourself a high rating. I do not
figure it means a rating too powerfal for
the size of the oylinder head. A . eylin-
der head cap that fits at the begioniog
should remain a olose fit either at rest
or under pressure. -

Col. Albert S. Austin.

Col. Albert S. Austin, formerly a well
known citizen of Oxford County, died of
poeamonia at the bome of his daughter,
Mrs. James 8. McEenna, in Roslindale,
Wednedday evenming, Feb. 23,
after a short illness. He was secretary
of the First Massachusetts Volucteer
Infantry, and was one of the last survi-
vors of Gen. Hooker's staff. He was 70
years of age. =

Grief over the loss of bis wife, who
passed away about a year ago, contrib-
uted to his death.

A little more than a year before the
Civil War broke ont Col. Austin was ad-
mitted to the bar in Boston. Inrespounse
to the first call for volunteers he went
to the State House with his Militia com-
pany, H, in which he was first lieutenant,
and was mustered in by Gov. Andrew in
person.

A revolver which was presented to
Col. Austin by the city of Chelsea when
he left loL:ba front, he lost on the fleld
of Buoll Run. Twelve years ago this
revolver was returned to Col. Austin by
a Virginian, who bought the weapon
with the idea of restoring it to its owner
if possible.

Col. Austin served as quartermaster of
the 1st Regiment and subsequently be-
came chief commissary of subsistence of
Hooker'sdivision, corps and grand divi-
sion, and in Januoary, 1883, when Hooker
succeeded Burnside as commander of the
Army of the Potomac, Col. Austin was
made chief commissary of the caval
division which was under the comman
of Gen. Stoneman.

Col. Austin was secretary of
Hooker Association.

After the war Col. Austin resided in
Dixfield. In 1882 he was elected clerk
of courts of Oxford County, and with
his family moved to Paris Hill, then the
county seat. He served as clerk of
courts for three terms of four years
each, from January, 1883, to January,
1893. For a few years subsequent to
that time tbe family resided in Paris,
and theoce moved to Massachusetts, in
which state they have eince resided.

He leaves three children, Warren Aus-
tin, Mrs. Edward G. DeWolf of Malden,
:nd Mrs. James 8. McKenna of Roslin-

ale.

Io 1883, in Chicago, when
sixty thousand men were desperate
from idleness and soup kitchens were
started, it so bappened in Louisiana that
the price was so low for sugar and the
markets such that it did oot pay to
bau! the crop of syrup, 8o it was given
away and the negroes surfeited upon it
and the stock were fed with it, hogs-
heads of syrap were emptied into plan-
tation ditches; the stream emptied into
the bayous and the molasses killed the
fish, rendering the water foul and sick-
ening the cattle and the peopls, until
the state government had to intervene to
siop it; thus a year's staple crop was
wasted. It could bave been bought and
guickly shipped to Chicago and other
points where it could bave been used to
comfort the bungry.

The froit from many orchards goes to
waate, 80 also do wild berries for lack of
pickers and movable canneries. Seasons
vary; some years the blackberry and
blueberry crup is prodigious and io parts
of the South there are wild strawberries
worth “puttiog vp.”

If we do mot conserve our resourcee,
we will in time come dcwn to grindiog
want.
