Harrington made a statement to the offi-
cers admitting that he was the man who
was with Preece, and declaring that
Preece accidentally discharged the rifle.
He is represented by Hon. Frank A.
Morey of Lewiston.

Besides Harrington seven others now
in jail are awaltiog this term, one of
whom is charged with highway rob-
bery, one with assaalt, four with break-
ing and entering, and one with non-sup-
port of wife.

Silas Dexter Andrews, for many years
a resident of Norway, died at the bome

In politics he was a stanonch Republi-
can.

He was a member of
Oxford Lodge, F.and A, M, and the
funeral which was held Saturday after-
noon at the Congregational church was
in their charge, Rev. R. J. Bruce offici-
ating.

MAKING THE HOME MORE LIVABLE

A sewing-machine is such an unsight-
ly thing, and whea not in use is always
in the way. Inmy new home I have
overcomse this by combining my dining-
and, sewing-rooms so that the machiune

The buffet is six'feet across, and o the
center there is a closet large enough to
admit the sewing-machine, with two
doors which hide it from view. On each
side of the doors are three drawers, ome
side for the-silver and linen and the oth-
er for the sew en one wishes 40
sew it is easy to open the doors, pull the
machine out its width ready for use. On
each side of the space I have tacked ore-
toone pockets to the walls, for patteros,
elo. =
When the doors are closed mo one
wonld ever guess that the buffet held a
maghine. is will be admired both
for ita beauty and usefulness.

_ BTEP-BAVING FUBNITURE
My kitohen is very small and bas sev-
eral doors, thus affording no wall space
for a ready-made kitchen oabinet. The
solution of the problem has been more
helpful than a real kitchen oabinet be-
cause of having the water at hand,

I ordered a kitchen table made, fitted
with flonr bin, bread board and drawer.
This is just the right height to roll un-
der the sink and is fitted with ball-bear-
ing casters, so that it can be easlly mov-
ed about the room. The top is enameled
white. Over the sink I put shelves for
my cereal and spice set. These I group-
ed together for convenience, but found
they made s very pleasing appearance.

When wasbing the dishes, I pull the
table out at right angles to the siok and
place the dishes on it, as dried, then
when through I posh the table over to
the china closet, thuns making repeated
trips across the room unnecessary.

The drawer in the sink hides the offend-
ing soap dish and cleaning materials.

A CLOSET DRESSING EOOM

Utility and beauty are combined in the
furnishing of this closet dressing room.
Any ordinary closet may be turned imto
sach a dressing-room, and the comfort
of it is great when one lives and works
and receives one’s friends in a studio, as
20 many city women do. It also makes
it possible to nse a living-room as a
gueat room without inconvenience.

This closet has been hung with flower-
ed chintz, pink and mauve peonies on a
cream-colored back-ground, and the
same material is used for the twelve-ioch
flonnoe that hange from the closet shelf.
The small chest of drawers, which was
of an undesirable ‘“‘golden oak,” was
given two coats of ivory white paint and
one of enamel. The same treatment was
applied to the frames of the oblong mir-
ror that hangs above the chest of draw-
ers and to the long mirror that is fasten-
ed on the inside of the ocloset door.
These mirrors were purchased at nomi-
nal prices in the basement of a depart-
ment store.

A square of chintz bordered with a
pink and cream braid, under glass, cov-
ers the top of the dressing table, and on
this are placed the toilet necessities.

Hat brushes, manicure articles, bair-
pins, etc., are kept in the wall-pockets
that are fastened on each side of the
long mirror. These are made of lon
strips of the chin'z bound with braid,
and set on to each are five deep pockets.

The hat boxee, which rest on the clos-
et shelf, were covered at home, with
wall-paper that corresponded im color-
Iog.

In order to quite complete the usefal-
pess of this amall dressing-room, a shoe-
bag might be placed in the space “below
the mirror on the closet door. If one is
not so fortunate as to have a window to
light the closet by day and a coovenient
electric bulb by night, it would be an
easy mattento hanga little drop light
above the dressing table.

What | Use for Flour.

I seldom use flour for thickening the
gravy of a meat stew or pot roast; in-
stead—when the liqnid of the stew be-
gios to boil—add some oatmeal or Indian
meal; this thickens it and imparts a de-
licious flavor.

Make cream vegetable soups in the us-
ual way; boil a few potatoes, sometimes
carrot and onion also and strain; whben
blended with the milk and other vege-
tablee, such as corn, peas, tomato, cel-
ery, it makes a rich creamy soup.

Chicken soup may be thickened with
pearl taploca, previously cooked—1 cup
of tapioca to 1 chicken.

Meat soups may be thickened with
rice, pearl barley or noodles.

Much bread can be saved by serviog
Rbode Island jobonycakes with the
meal. Recipe: Use the bolted white
cornmeal, 1 heaping tablespoonful toa
jobnoycake, add salt and scald with boll.
ing water, or use a little milk after the
boiling water; then drop from the spoon
ona hot greased griddle; fry golden
brown on both sides, serve bot.

When one bas finished using the
mouldiog board, instead of cleaning im-
mediately, first brush all extra flour into
the barrel of flour; there is seldom less
than a teaspoonful and often more,

Recipes.

DELICIOUS FISH CHOWDER

1 pound baddock, cod, or halibut
4 medium-sized potatoes
3 slices fat salt pork, diced
8 medinm-sized onions
1 4 teaspoon sagar
About 8-4 cupful cracker-crums
1 gnart milk
Sait and pepper to taste
1-4 teaspoon curry-powder
Slice the potatoes and put them on to
boil ina quart of water. Then mash
them and return to the water in which
they were boiled. In the meantime try
out the salt pork, add the onions, and
cook them slowly in the fat till thor-
oughly dove. Add to the potatoes.
Turn in the fish cat in dice, add the
sugar, curry, and milk. Cook gently
for thirty minates, thicken as desired
with the cracker or dry bread-crums,
the exact amount depending on the fine
oess of the crums. Season with salt and
pepper to taste. —.
