The SoU, Nature's Store House.* 
(Stanley B. Sink, Instructor In Agronomy, 8olla 

Division, University of Maine ) 
We believe that every farm i> entitled 

to own a good farmer, that ft I· the 
business of good farmer· to consume as 

much fertility as possible, which is to 

say, that he should raise big crops, the 
bigger the crops the more fertility need; 
and at the same time, keep np or in- 
crease the fertility to farther increase 
the crop yield. 

The elements of fertility are not inex- 
haustible and when used or wasted, 
must be replaced or new ones made 
available from the more insoluble rock 
fragments of the soil. The soil is com- 

posed of more or lees weathered rock 
fragments mixed with the organic re- 

mains of plants and animala. It took 
nature thousands and thousands of years 
to do this mixing and weathering and 
man has no moral right in his brief stay 
here to destroy it or leave it in any 
worse condition than he found it. His 
methods mast be constructive and bnild 
op rather than tear down. The material 
ont of which be mast build, is the ele- 
ments out of which the plant is made, 
namely, nitrogen, phosphorus, potassi- 
um, iron and others. These can only be 
nsed, never destroyed, they are always 
going the round through nature's mill, 
illustrated below. 

The crop may be shipped to market 
and lost, or may be fed to stock and 
a psrt returned in manure which 
ijitb the roots and stubble will de- 
cay by bacterial aotion, some of it 
lost by leaching and evaporation 
and some added from the air by bao- 
teria and some added by commercial 
fertilizer and from the reserve store 
of the soil and a new crop grown. 

Profitable farming depends upon the 
number of timee the elements of fertility 
can be made to go the rounds without 
loss, and drawing on the reserve store of 
the soil in each round to make up for 
what is necessarily lest. The key to 
this reserve store is humus. Humus 
comes from the decay of plant and ani- 
mal tissue that we call organic matter. 
The presence of large amounts of humus 
insures a loose, friable, crumb structure, 
aids ventilation and rapid drainage of 
the soil. Humus is also the food of bac 
teria and they are the most powerful 
fsotors in gathering nitrogen from the 
air and making mineral elements of the 
soil more available. 

The organic matter supply may be 
kept up by sacrificing an entire crop as 

green manure which usually is not the 
most profitable or by plowing down the 
second growth of clover or any other 
orop grown after one crop has been 
taken off. The latter method should be 
supplemented with the application of 
well preserved manure. By feeding all 
bay produced and using all straw for 
bedding, it is said that there is sofficient 
phosphorus in the soil to last over 100 
years and potash enough to last 3000 

years. By selling all the hay and straw, 
these elements would be exhausted be- 
yond the point of profitable farming in 
less than half that time. 

As a means of bringing out this re- 

serve store, tillage is a most important 
factor. It aids drainage, deepens the 
soil reservoir for water, promotes bac- 
terial action, increases the feeding sur- 

face for the roots of plants and aerates 
the soil. Breaking the soil particles to 
one-tenth their former sise would fur- 
nish ten acres of feeding surfaoe where 
there was but one before. Deep plow- 
ing and shallow surface cultivation is al- 
ways to be preferred. In a series of ex- 

periments by tbe Iowa Station oorn 

ground spring toothed (not plowed) 
yielded 29 θ bushels, plowed 4 1-2 inches 
deep, 47.6 bushels, plowed 9 inches 
deep, 49 9 bushels. Cultivating tbe crop 
5 times 5 inches deep, 66 bushels, 5 times 
2 inches deep, 70 bushels. Results of 
Ohio Corn Growing Contest, cultivation 
β times 2 inches deep, 92 bushels, 4 
inches deep, 77 bushels.

Care of the Qrowiag Fowls. 

The secret of success in the treatment 
aod general management of my poultry 
ia in the care. Feeding one day and 
neglectiDg the fowls the next would 
never do for my bird·. I hatch moat of 
the chickena in an incubator and raiae 
them in a brooder, keeping the brooder 
in a house 15x16 feet. I pnt 100 or ao 

in a brooder and baye had fine aucceaa. 

No hawka or cals can trouble them. The 
chicka are kept in the houae until five or 

aix weeks old. I feed ia a tittle trough 
aome dry feed and a ο me ahorta and meal 
wet wlrh milk. Some beef eorap, scald- 
ed while tbe chioka are email, is also 
given. I do not bother with chick feed, 
aa I raise my birds for profit and do not 

buy fancy food. 
My poultry has free range and can 

have aunabine or ahade to auit tbe fowla. 
If a farmer bas a garden in the range, 
my way would be to fenoe tbe garden 
and let the bene and ohickens go where 
they pleaae. I feed aome cracked ooro 

to the obicka and keep plenty of, water 
for tbem to drink. Graas aod is ofteu 
dug up and put where the cbicka can 

get It. They are fond of it. If there ia 
no grass, I give tbem apronted oata. I 
prefer chicka batched in April; then tbe 
oookerela are ready for fine roasters in 
October. At this time they bring a 

ârat-clasa prie·, aa many farmer a do not 

get their chiokena on the market until 
November, when tbe prioe ia leea. My 
oockerele laat October averaged fl 68 
each at wholesale. 

I feed tbe hens an egg masb in the 
morning made of four parts mixed feed, 
one coro meal and one beef scrap, mixed 
with milk when I have it. At noon I 
throw in a tew handfuls of craoked oorn 

and let tbem scratch for it. At night I 

five them either whole or oraoked oorn. 
do not feed any wheat, as they get 

what I think they need in the eborta In 
their soft feed. Of ooaree I keep a plen- 
ty of of oyster shells and drinking water 

before them. The water Is very essen- 

tial. 
Tbe birds should bave feed enough, I 

but should eat tbeir food with a relish. 
If they do aot eat well, I "go light*' with 
their feed fer a time or till they ara hau-1 
gry. I do not think there Is maoh profit 
io keeping old hens. 1 find my early 
pullets are the ones that pay me tbe best, 
and pullets batched in April are all right 
tor breeders so far as I can see. 

At present lam ralaing oaly White 
Wyandottee. They have proved flae 

la> era and firetotess for surket. They 
are the best of any breed I hate tried, 
which is about all of tbe prominent 
kinds, aa I have been In the hen bueinesa 
many years.—George 3. Wheeler, in 
New England Hoaeetead.

Stable M*a are IfldbptmNe. 
If we are to believe whet the agrioul· 

tarel pepere, oollegee end «tétions eej, 
then the keeping of etook U indispensa- 
ble to the recovering of the fertility of 
oar «oil end the Increasing of oar crop· 
■o es to meet the increasing demands of 
both oar home end foreign markets. 
Some sections find it profitable to ralee 
horses and male·. Theee will be needed 
for many years on onr email ferme and 
hilly towne. Sheep can be kept at a 

profit la the eastern state·, and possibly 
beef cattle, if the packers ever oeaae to 

monopolise the meat market. 
Bat dairying is far away the leading 

industry in the stock line. It has ad- 
vanced by leap· and boaoda Id the mid· 
die state· and even in the far weat. Bat 
in reoent yeere it has greatly diminished 
in New England, as baa all other classes 
of atock raising. Thia la an ominooa 
fact. Por if we are to bring ap oar ferma 
and iocreese oar products we moat have 
•table manure. Dairying should be, and 
eventually will be, the leading agricul 
tural Induatry in the eaateru state·. 

Milk, cream and butter are now the 
cheapest and moat wholeeome food on 

the market. And no product can be pro· 
duoed more profitebly than that of the 
dairy. 

No branch of farming cen now be suc- 

cessfully conducted without technical 
•kill and wise and persistent application. 
The increase In the value of our lend, the 
cost of our herds and of onr equipment· 
and labor, demand intelligence and effi- 
ciency in every line of agriculture. I 
have noted maoy failures, and some rare 

successes. 
There are three reasons for keeping 

stock. Firat, it enables the farmer to 
become a manufacturer as well as pro- 
ducer. He oan put the finiahed article 
upon the market inatead of the raw ma- 

teriel—blooded borae·, cowa, sheep end 
bog·. The dairy furniahea him a home 
market for all bla roughage and forage 
cropa. Eventually be becomes an em- 

ployer as well as produoer. Secondly, 
•took raising pays. Jnet now there la a 

special demand for horaee and oattle, 
and the eupply le fer below normal. The 
farmer who has a barn full of high-grade 
cowa, of whatever breed, ia on the road 
to fortune. Thirdly, and ohlefly, atock 
raising is necessary to the production of 
manure. This is indispensable to suc- 

cessful agriculture. R. V. Brown of 
Wisconsin estimates the value of barn- 
yard manure at 1300 per year on the av- 

erage farm in that state. In the whole 
United State· be reokons that this fertil- 
izer I· worth 92,500,000,000, about equal 
to the value of the annual ooro and wheat 
crop of this country. He also estimates 
the annual loss on this resource to be 
about one-third, twice as much as the 
cost of building the Panama canal. 

These are startling figures and facts. 
Especially are they of special interest to 
farmers just now, as the eupply of potash 
is out off entirely and other chemical el- 
ements are soaring in value. We must 
this year depend upon steble manure al- 
most entirely for keeping up our farms 
and raising orops. ▲ ton of well-pre- 
served cow manure contains nitrogen 10 
pounds, phosphoric acid seven ana pot- 
ash 10 pounds. ▲· one oord weighs 
about three tons Its value can be easily 
estimated. It is worth at least 98. 

Great attention should be given to its 

application. The place of stable manure 

is inside the soil, both for its chemical 
effects and to preserve the humus. We 
are told that there is au inexhaustible 
supply of phosphorous and potash latent 
in the soil. Next to cultivation, manure 

serves to liberate these elements. Lime 
comes next.^ This year the mennre pile 
should be made to go as far as possible. 

We have always economized on ma- 

nure, because our money would go twice 
as far in buying chemical fertilizers. But 
now the conditions have entirely 
changed. We bave just bought 14 cords 
of the best farm manure. The price was 

high, but the soil most be dealt with lib- 
erally, if it is to give back abundant 
crops. 

We return to the soil what we take off. 
Chemical fertilisers are restricted to 
em monie, phosphorus and potash. Ma- 
nure adds magnesium, calcium, sulphur, 
lime, etc. It also renders the soil spongy 
so as to retain moisture, and friable so 

as to be easily worked. We should keep 
in miad that the great reason for inten- 
sive cultivation is to thoroughly pulver- 
ize the soil so as to mske it congenial to 
the seed and rootlets. The fertilizer 
should be thoroughly incorporated in 
the soil if the best results are to be ob- 
tained. The seven years of drouth have 
taught ue many valnable lessons. Who 
cen sey that the shortage In fertilizers 
may not be still more instructive? We 
are sure it will teach ui the value of 

barn-ysrd manure and some of us will 
learn how to nee it.—George L. Oleason 
in New England Homestead. 

A Dig improvement. 
"The jongle fowl, from' wbioh all our 

modern breed· of chicken· baye orig- 
inated, laid from 12 to 15 egg· a year 
when in its wild and natural state. With 
year· of seleotlon, we have mooeeded in 

developing from tbia low prodnoing fowl 
a type of bird, tbe chief fanotion of 
which is egg production," says C. 8. An- 
derson of tbe Colorado Agricultural Col- 
lege. "Our present day Legborns, and 
parefoily selected fowls of several other 
breeds, lay close to 800 eggs annually, 
sod in tbe course of a lifetime more than 
a thousand eggs. 

"An average hen of the egg type 
breeds will lay in a year's time five times 
ber body weight In eggs. Taking the 
standard weight of eggs as 24 ounces per 
dozen, this means an egg every tbrt e 

days during tbe year. To acoompll'b 
this, tbe hen must oonsume nearly 30 
times her body weight in feed. 

*The ben also bas a market value 
when she Is na longer an egg produoer. 
Comparing the total marketable pnduota 
returned for 100 pounds of digestible 
matter consumed, the ben ranks seoond 
only to the cow among all farm animals.1' 

Farming As a Buainea*. 
The principles whiob underlie profit- 

able farming are not unlike those whiob 
underlie tbe profitable conduct of any 
other business. Tbe differenoe is merely 
in tbe application. Tbe one fundamental 
principle underlying all suoeaesful busi- 
ness undertakings Is that tbe oost most 
be less than the selling price. In tbe op- 
eration of this prinolple agrioulture Is 
no exception. Firming, however, Is 
sneb a oomplex business, and the differ- 
ent enterprises nuking op the farm unit 
are so intricately related, that it ia often 
well-nigh Impossible to determine the 
true cost or the true selling priée ο! a 

farm product. However, the relation of 
any factor in farming to the profits of tbe 
farm as a whole,- by tbe study of ft Irrge 
group of farms, can be fairly accurately 
determined. This relation of tbe Indi- 
vidual enterprise to the profita of the 
whole Is perhaps the beet gnide to suo- 
oessful farming and to an uarievstandlng 
of the principles upon which good farm 
organiaation Is based.—"So·· outstand- 
ing fftoto» in profitable farming," b» J.

The Profitable Cow. 
C. W. Adams In the Country Gentle- 

man figures It thia way: It takes 5,0|00 
lbs. of milk to pay for the keeping of a 

cow. If ahe give· 6,000 lbs. that ia 1,000 
Ibe. of olear profit.. If she yielde 7,000 
lbs. that is 2,000 lba. of profit. In other 
words, the 7,000-pound oow Is twlee as 
profitable as the β,000-pound cow. The 
vary elusive dollar of profit in oow keep- 
ing la a hard one to locate ofttlmee. It 
takes wit and wisdom both to find where 
It is larking.

Gold In Carat·. 
We often hear people in speaking of 

their watches say, "It is an 18 carat 

case." Others speak of 14 carat watch, 
es or 22 carat or solid gold rings. When 

yon see the marks on a watch case or 

the inside of a gold ring they read 18 K. 

or 14 K., or whatever number of carats 

the maker wluhes to indicate. A piece 
of gold Jewelry marked 18 K., or 18 

carats, means that it is three-fourths 
pure gold. In arranging this basis of 

marking things made of gold abso- 

lutely pure gold is called 24 carats. 

Then if two, six or ten twenty-fourtba 
of alloy has been added the amount of 

the alloy is deducted from twenty* 

four, and the result is either 22, 18 ot 

14 carats line, and so on. On ordinary 
articles made by jewelers the amount 
of pure gold used is ueldom over 18 

carats, or three-fourths. Wedding rings 
(and these are considered solid gold) 
are generally made 22 carats fine— 

that is, there are only two twenty- 
fourths parts of alloy In them.

Sbepard Farm Buildings Burned. 
The bam, house and iee home on 

Sbepard Farm In Norway, owned by 
John C. Sbepard, were borned about 10 
o'clock Friday forenoon. Th· can·· of 
the fir· ia not known, thongh It la 
thought that it may have been croeaed 
light wire·. When discovered the fir· 
was la the barn, where it had made each 
brad way tbrt nothing oould be done to 
check it. At tbe time the hired man 
was away from the premises, and there 
was no one about exoept the women in 
the boose. 

By the help of those 'who arrived 
promptly when tbe alarm was given, a 
portion of tbe furniture was saved from 
the house, but the âre burned so rapidly 
that some of the furniture was loat. In 
tbreee-quarters of an hour the buildings 
were flat. 

As the cattle were at pasture, no stock 
was burned. Tbe hen boose waa at 
some distance from the other buildings, 
and waa not burned. Tbe garage, also, 
which was across tbe road, escaped tbe 
dimes. 

Mr. Sbepard, wbo is superintendent of 
the Dingley ά Foes shoe factory In Au- 
burn, was notified by telephone, and 
went from the factory to tbe Norway 
farm in a little over thirty minutes, but 
was too late to do anything. 

Tbe Shepard Farm buildings were one 
of the largest and finest sets of farm 
buildings in Norway, situated about a 
mile and a half north of Norway village, 
at the top of the hill above Crockett 
bridge, commanding a wide view, and 
making a conspicuous feature of the 
landscape from a considerable distance. 
Formerly the farm was known as the 
Freeman place, having been owned and 
occupied by Charles Freeman, who sold 
to Mr. Sbepard. After his purchase of 
tbe place, Mr. Sbepard had improved 
tbe buildings considerably. 

Tbe loss Is estimated by some as high 
as 110,000, and the insurance, while the 
exaot amount is not stated, is only par- 
tial.

A downpour of rain throughout the 
forenoon Tueeday prevented the usual 
forenoon exercise* of Memorial Day al 
Sooth Pari·, whioh have not been omit- 
ted before in many year·.

Qrand Army men, who prooeeded unac- 

companied, under umbrella·, oarrrying 
their wreafcha and flag·, to the oemetery. 

At noon a dinner waa served in Grand 
Army Hall by the Ladies of the G. A. R. 
to the oomrades and their families, the 
Sons of Veteran*, the Universalist cho- 
rus ehoir, and some invited guests. 

Though the gloom of the sky continu- 
ed deep, but little rain fell during the 
afternoon, and the exercises whloh were 
held In New Hall were attended by an 

audieuoe which filled fairly well the 
seating capacity of the hall. 

J. F. Plummer, oommander of Wm. 
K. Kimball Post, G. A. R., presided at 
the afternoon program. Prayer waa of- 
fered by Rev. G. Howard Newton of the 
Baptist chnrch. Lincoln's Gettysburg 
address was read by Mrs. S. C. Ordway, 
and Gen. Logan's order was read by 
Henry Maxim, the adjutant of the poet. 
The children's choraa oholr sang several 
•elections during the exercises, includ- 
ing "Unfurl the Flag," "Sweet Flower· 
of May," and "In Memoriam G. A. R.," 
the words of the last selection being 
written by Mrs. Agnes L. Morton. An 
original poem, "The Grand Army Host 
Unseen," waa read by Miss Martha Max- 
im. Mise Maxim also sang "The Flag's 
Come Back to Tennessee," with accom- 
paniment on the guitar. 

As the speaker of the day Commander 
Plummer introduced Principal F. E. 
Hanscom of Gould Academy, Bethel. 
Mr. Haneoom at the outset disclaimed all. 
pretensions to being an orator, or even 
a public speaker in the ordinary accept- 
ance of the term, but considered it a 

privilege to join in the memorial to 
those who died "that government of the 
people, by the people and for the people, 
might not perish from the earth." He 
spoke for half an hour, with well ar- 

ranged thooght and well-chosen words. 
Indeed, so choice was his diction that 
any abstract of his remarks most fail to 
do it justice. A review of the scenes of 
the oivil war, a eulogy of the great Lin- 
coln, and a summary of the lessons 
taught by the conflict, waa followed by a 

brief reference to the present struggle in 
Europe. The speaker said that he be- 
lieved God is working in this contest to 
•how the world the horrors of war as It 
has never realized them, and that the 
day of lasting peace is near at hand. 

In closing, America was sung by the 
audience. 

George A. Briggs. 
Rarely is the oommaoity saddened as 

it was by the death of George A. Brigge 
at hii home, "Highland Cottage," on 

Tuesday. Mr. Brigge had been abont 
as usual, and was out on the evening of 
Saturday, the 27th. Early Sunday morn- 

ing he suffered an attack of what was 

later recognized as acute Brigbt's dis- 
ease. He recovered consciousness some 

boura later, but no real hope of recovery 
was entertained at any time, and the end 
csme about two days later, just before 
noon of Tuesday. He was 64 years of 
age. 

Mr. Bridge was the youngest of nine 
ohiidren of the late Samuel and Mehit- ! 
able (Smith) Briggs, and was born on 

tbe home farm near Snow's Falls, but 
moat of bis life was spent in South Paris 
village. For many years he was in tbe 
meat business, part of the time in com-| 
pany with his brothers, Samuel F. and 
Hiram H., and others, and for a consid- 
erable time on his own account. Dur- 
ing the past few years he had been in 
the employ of tbe Paris Manufacturing 
Co. 

He married about forty years ago 
Cora, daughter of tbe late Frank H. and 
Nellie (Dunn) Skillings, who survives 
him. Two ohiidren were born to them, 
Miss Catherine G. Briggs, superintend- 
ent of Talitha Cumi Hospital, Jamaica 
Plain, Mass., and Dr. Carl S. Briggs, a 

dentist in South Paris. He is also sur- 

vived by three sisters, Mrs. Jane M., 
wife of Thomas Powers, of Dry Mills, 
Mrs. Lucinda, wife of David S. Koapp, 
of South Paris, and Mrs. Angle A. Fos- 
ter of Dry Mills. Three brothers and 
two sisters have died, 

Mr. Briggs bad a Que baritone voice, 
and was widely known for his singing. 
For more than twoscore years he had 

sung in solo work, in ohnroh choirs of 
South Paris and Norway, in mixed and 
male quartettes, here and elsewhere. 
Bis longeât service was in the oboir of 
tbe South Paris Congregational ohurcb, 
where Mr·. Briggs has been organist for 
forty-two years. Along with his pleas- 
ing voice and musical ability he had a 

particularly retentive memory, and had 
at all time· at hia command, at a mo- 

ment's notioe, a great variety of songs, 
so that any time, if called upon to enter- 

tain, in public or private, whether writ- 
ten music or word· were at hand or not, 
he could respond with a readinees which 
is possible to few men. Withal he was 

generous with his talent, and had given 
the community with it a service which it 
would be difficult to measure. 

Personally Mr. Briggs was a very com- 

panionable man, with an ever-present 
and never-abused sense of humor, and a 
cheerful outlook on life and a tendency 
to get the most out of it whioh made 
him an a««et in any social affair. He 
was a member of Parle Lodge, F. and 
A. M., and of Oxford Chapter of Nor- 
way. 

Tbe hospitality of the Briggs house- 
hold, and the atmosphere of the home, 
will never be forgotten by those whe 
have bad the opportunity to share and 
enjoy it. 

The funeral was held at Highland Cot- 
tage at S o'clock Thursday afternoon, at- 
tended by Rev. Chester Gore Miller, with 
the assistance of Rev. A. T. MoWborter, 
who offered prayer. Mr. Miller in hia 
remarka paid high tribute to tbe worth 
of Mr. Brigga. There were a great num- 

ber of flowers, and a gathering of frienda 
wbiob filled tbe oapaoious house and the 
large veranda. 

With the exception of one nephew who 
baa been in the Philippines for some 

years, tbe Briggs relative· w«re all pres- 
ent.

Nerer before In the history of Iho 
home bH the portion of the home-msk- 
er been more Important or her responsl· 
bill tie* greater. Her position In the 
soonomlo world bee been very largely 
changed from that of producer to oon- 

snmer. The household taeki of the 
earlier days ai the spinning of ysrn, the 
wearing of oloth, the making of olotb- 
tag, the preparation of foods, etc., bave 
been removed from the home as a result 
of the development of the factory sys- 
tem. The removal of tbese Industries 
however does not lessen woman's work 
and responsibility. Instead she has the 
problem of wisely spending money for 
ready-made garments, household goods 
and food. Because of this great indus- 
trial ohange women have now the great 
function of directing bow the produots 
of other people's labor shall be oonsam- 
ed. It Is estimated that the consump- 
tion of 96 percent of the world's goods 
la dlreotly controlled by women and tbe 
center of this consumption Is the home. 
The present day woman then needs a 

very different kind of training. Her 
training should inolude a knowledge of 
fabrics, and materials, methods of pro- 
duction, sanitary conditions, public 
health, labor laws, eto. By her buying 
and the demands wbioh she makes 
for proper labor conditions tbe fste 
of the worker Is determined. 

The home and family are tbe social 
unit of any community. Tbe stability 
of society depends upon sound social 
life Id tbe family. The effloienoy of a 

home is judged by its social product, 
that is by tbe oltlaens whlob it produces. 
Its great sooial output is the ohild. 
Public opinion has agreed that tbe home 
shall keep Its members in a state of 
body, mind and happiness to make It 
possible for them to work at their high- 
est capacity for the greatest number of 

years, uur economic laws demand that 
this be done with tbe least possible ex- 

penditure of money, muscle and time. 
Hence every home maker should be 
thoroughly trained In the primal needs 
of man, namely food, clothing and shel- 
ter. 

But the home means far more than 
shelter and food. Tbese physioal needs 
are of fundamental Importance but they 
are only a basis of the expression of 
humsn existence. "▲ house should 
bear witness In all Its economy that bu* 
man culture Is the end to whlob It is 
built and garnished."

SOFT CARAMEL CUSTABD 

1 quart milk 
Few grains salt 
1 cap whipped cream 

12 teaspoon vanilla 
β egg-yolk· 
1 tablespoon corn-starch 
8bredded, browned almond· 
1 cap granulated anger 

Soald the milk in a doable boiler, re- 

serving one cap. Dissolve the corn starch 
in a little of this, end turn into the hot 
milk. Cook for ten minutes, stirring oo- 

casionallj, in the meantime stir one- 

half of the soger in a small frying-pan 
till melted. Add this to the hot milk 
and stir until dissolved. Beat egg-yolks 
slightly, and add remaining sugar and 
milk. Pour into the hot mixture and 
stir constantly until it Is tbiok enough 
to coat a spoon, then remove from heat, 
cooL add salt, and flavor. Serve very 
cold in sherbet glasses, topping eaob 
serving with sweetened whipped cream, 
sprinkled with shredded almonds, 
browned in the oven. 

COCOA APPLE-8AUCK CAKE 

1 cup sugar 
1 2 cup sour cream 

1 cup hot, sour apple-sauce 
114 teaspoons soda 
1 tablespoon cocoa 
1 teaspoon olnnamon 
1-2 teaspoon olovea 
2 oops bread-flour 
1 cup raisins 

Mix together coooa, spices, flonr, and 
raisins. In a separate bowl put the 

sugar, cream, and hot apple-sauoe Into 
which the soda has been stirred. Beat 
In the fluor mixture end bake In a well- 
lined loaf or tube-tin for forty-five min- 
âtes In a moderate oven. Prost with 
sonr-cream ioing.

2 3 cup sour cream 
2 oups granulated sugar 
1-2 teaspoon orange or vanilla ex-

1 tablespoon butter 
21 2 oops fresh strawberries 
2 caps boiling water 
1 cap bread-floor 
2 teaspoons baking-powder 
1 4 teaspoon salt 
3 4 cup rich milk 

Put together the sugar, butter, straw- 

berries, and bot water, and let simmer 
for a few minutes. In the meantime 
mix together the flonr, baking-powder, 
salt, and milk. Drop batter In eight
