Within the last few years, however,
there have arisen hopes that the apple
truit fly, or adult of the apple maggot,
might be Induced to lap up polsons
sprayed upon the trees previous to her
. laying, and the lnieltl:i:n o{hlpplu

y her pumerous progeny thus pre-
vented by her death,
As long asten years ago one York
county orchardist insisted “I keep m
trees well sprayed with Paris green ns
my apples are free from maggots, while
my neighbors who do not spray harvest
frait nnfit for the market.” It is no!
uncommon 0 hear an Oxford oonnty
man protest “In ocommercial orchards
properly sprayed with arsenicals against
other pests, the apple maggot does not
enter as an element of importance.’”” On
the other hand there are Maine orchards
apparently well sprayed with arsenicals
where the appearance of the appls mag-
got is an annual oocarrence.

Such conflict of testimony is by no
means confined to Maine nor to the
practical orchardista. ]

We find Mr. W. C. O'Kane (N. H. Agr.
Exp. Sta. Bul. 171, pp. 92-93) concluding
after several years experimenting, ‘‘Pol-
son bait sprays, as so far devised, have
entirely failed to insure protection of
the fruit of the sprayed trees from attack
by the maggot. In part of the experi-
ments there was ap, tly some im-

rovement of the fruit, especially in lso-
ated trees. This may bave resulted
from the death of flies because of the
apray; or it may have been due to vari-
ons other factors. The important point
is that no such protection was forthocom-
ing as would be essential If the treat-
ment were to be ranked as an effective

., means of control.”

The conclusions of Mr. J. F. Illinﬁ-
worth (N. Y. Cornell Agr. Exp. Sta. Bul.
824) in 1012 were Iavorable to the nse of
sweetened arsenical sprays.

Mr. W. A. Ross (43d Aon. Rept. of the
Ent. Soe. of Ont. for 1912, p. 60) “tested

sy | tw0 spray mixztares, one com osed of ar-

senate of lead, glycerine and molasses,
snd the other of Paris green, glycerine
and molasses, but neither yielded satls-
factory results,”’ in the control of the
apple fruit fly in Ontario.

An article by C. A. Good in the Co-
operative News (Vol. 1, pp. 851-8562) in
1915 reporta congerning spraying for this
pest in Nova Scotla “‘Summing up, then,
#0 far the sweetened polson spray has
been effective In the control of the apple
maggotsalthongh, of course, anoiher
season’s work must be done before paes-
ing fioal judgment.” :

.In view of the lack of uniformity of
initial results in this very complex prob-
lem, and the serious work of the apple
maggot in Maive, it seemed advisable to
have experiments conducted under local
oonditions in this state. The Maine
Agrionltural Experiment Station acoord-
ingly secured in this conneotion the ser-
vices of Dr. Henry H. P. Severin, a man
experienced in the use of poisoned bait
sprays for varions flies and in touch,
through literature and ndence,
with other experts interested In the
same problem "both in America and
abroad

Bulletin No. 251 gives the result of
Doctor Severin’s work at Orono daring
the seasons 1014 and 1915. The nxg:ﬂ-
ments were for the most part confined
to soluble polsons because these are
more rapid in their actlon than™ the in-
soluble arsenates, and it was belleved
that if these did not prove effective In
killing the flies it was of little use to ex-
periment with the slower poisons.

The following paragraphs are quoted
from Bulletin 251:

“Formula.—In 1915, the [ollowing for-
mula of the polsoned bait was used in
apraying the six orcbards and the apple
trees In the residential section:

Potassium arsenate, 8 4 oz, (dissolv-
ed in bolling water)
Molasses,

1 pt.
Water 8 gal.

“The mfntloq was prepared by stir-
riog the molasses In three gallons of
water until all of the molssses on the
bottom of the pall was dissolved. The

tassinm arsenate was first dissolved

n about llsnut of bolling water and
was tben added to the diluted molasses.
The poisoned balt was thoroughly agi-
tated by pumping the liquid back upon
itself with a spray pump.

“In 1015, during a very rainy season,
the results obtained with three applica-
tions of the polsoned bait spray contain-
ing a soluble poison dissolved in diluted
‘molssses, showed that the infeatation
varied from 0 20 percent in orchards sit-
uated away from the margin of the ex-
perimental ares, and from 82-57 percent
in orchards near untreated trees,

“Work at Highmoor Farm.

VISITORS ARE INVITED TO BEE THE
EXPERIMENTS.

. Highmoor Farm was by the
state in 1900 and turmed over to the
Maine Agricultural Experiment Station
to be used in conducting experiments in
orcharding and with V:IOIII other cro
Daring the six ssasons that the farm
been in the hands of the Experiment
Station a large namber of experimeats
have been -carritd out. Results bave
been obtained which are of much practi-
cal valae to the farmers of the state. -

The -esuits of all experiments are pub-
lished as rapidly as ble in the pub-
licity letters and balletins of the station.
However, if Highmoor Farm is to realize
its greatezi nsefulness to the farmers of
the state, the orchards and the experi-
mental fields and plots must be seen.
For this reason the Experiment Station
wishes to extend an invitation to all who
will, to visit the farm at some time dur-
ing the summer. It is hoped that
and other organizations will ar-
range for field- meetings at the farm.
A ents for such muﬂm should
be made with the director of Experi-
ment Station at Oromo. If such ar-
rangements are made the station will
furnish coffee to the gnests and will ar-
range to bave members of the staff pres-
ent to explain the object of the experi-
ments. =

Highmoor Farm iz easily acoessible.
It lies on the state highway between
Lewiston and Winthrop. The Farming-
ton branch of the Maine Central railroad
passes along one sidé of the farm. There
is a flag stop “Highmoor™ at which all
trains will stop on notice to the conduoot-
or. Itis possible for visitors to come
from either direction by train, spend 4
or 5 hours at the farm, and still return
home in good season.

While it is hoped that some of the
sgrionltaral organizations will find it
convenient to visit the farm in a body it
is realized that many people will prefer
to come at some other time. Such visit-
ors are always welcome and tbis year
they will find each experimental fleld
and plot plainly labeled with s card de-
soribing the nature of the experiment be-
ing carried on. This system Is s0 com-
plete that a stranger oan go on the farm
without a gnide and obtain & very fair
potion of what is being attempted and
sccomplished. In addition to this the
superintendent and snch members of the
station staff as may be present at the
farm will be glad to answer questions or
:!rxphln the experiments more’in de-

The following paragraphs ontline
some of the work in progress at the farm
this year.

There are in the neighborhood of 2000
bearing apple trees on the farm. These
trees are for the most part between 25
and 80 years old, Before the farm came
into the possession of the station these
trees had been very badly neglected and
were bearing very few apples. One of
the first things which the station nnder-
took was to sée whether orchards which
bad been so systematically neglected for
20 years could be brought infg profitable
bearing. The results speak for them-
selves.

At the present time various fertilizer

and cultural experiments as well as
quite elaborate spraying experiments, in
whioh different plots are sprayed with
different mixtures and in different ways,
are in progress.
Work on breeding new varieties of
applea has been under way for several
years. With this there is a nursery
which contains over 1000 seedlings.
Cions from most of these young - trees
have been grafted on to old stock in or-
der to bring them into bearing earlier.
Experiments to test the matual infla-
ence of stock and oclon are also belng
carried on. In coonection with thisa
young orchard of 500 trees and contain-
in% 10 different varieties has been set.

f the experiments outside of orcbard-
ing, prohabfy the oat work is better
koown than any other. This year over
20 different varieties are being tested In
fleld plots. Many of these are new va-
rieties originated In the plant breeding
work at the farm. An oat garden ocon-
tains nearly 1000 rows. Each row is

lanted with seed from a single plant.
Bany of these are hybrids between dit-
ferent varieties and specles. This oat
gtrdo‘n represents the first step In the

reeding of new varieties. This garden
also contalns representatives of a large
number of wild and cultivated species of
oats dg‘lthuod from all parts of the
world.

A fertilizer experiment to teat the ef-
feot of potash on the oat crop is also be-
ing carried on. In all there are over

experimental plots of oats, About
12 ascres of farm oats are planted with a
variety of our own ing known as
Maine 340. This Is regarded as the best
oat yet obtained for southern and central
Maine. Itsaverage yield for the last
three years on our plots has been over 85
bushels per acre.

There are also cultural and breeding
experiments with sweet corn and flint
corn. Breeding experiments with old
fashioned and improved yellow eye
beans as well as with some other varle-
ties are In progress. Part of these bean
experiments are 1n a screened cage which

vents crossing by bumblebees. Pure
B::nding strains that have been suffi-
olently tested under this cage are being
grown in isolated, multiplying plots.

Qertain work on potato diseases is also
being done at Highmoor. This is more
in connection with-problems which es-
pecially concern potato raising in the
central and southern parts of Maine, or
have to do with certain lines ot inde-
pendent inveatigation which the station
is conducting in addition to the coopera-
tive studies at Aroostook Farm,

From a practical standpoint a test of
the resistance of different varieties ' of
potatoes to the Rbizoctonia dlsease is &
most important one. It is located on
land where Irish Cobblers have beep se-
verely Injured by tbe fungus which
causes this trouble. On this fleld 16 lots
of tubers, representing 18 different va-
rieties, and including some of the more
importans commeraial sorts, are planted.
Proles-
sor Stuart, the potato expert, frem the
seed of pure lines he Is wing at
Aroos Farm and were selected so as
to furnish at least one resentative of
each of the gronps Into which he has di-
vided all American-grown potatoes. Ig
addition to any resistance to the attacks
of the Rbizootonla fungus which may be
shown by them the practical farmer will

terested in

They ask for the priv-
fleges of the American and British
clubs, and that is about as far ns they
go.

“One-half of my blood is Spanish,
Therefore when I went to Mexlco I did
not take any of the race prejudice
with me.

A later an-
nooocement is that Mr. Hersey bas with-
drawn from the senatorial race, and will
be a candidate for represeatative in Mr.
Guernsey’s place.
