Packing Apples in Boxes.
(Contributed by Alton M. Porter of South Parls,

4 studen
o I::;;I:g Mlchli:g Agricultural College,
The fruit grower who is producing
apples of extra high quality finds the
barrel not adapted to his needs. His
apples are tender, fine grained and deli-
cately colored, consequently their flesh
is easily broised and their general ap-
pearance marred. This man needs a
package that will carry each individual
apple to its destination without injury
and will make an attractive appearance
on opening. The bow is the package
that be should use rather than the
barrel. This is the package that is being
nsed almost entirely by the western fruit
growers and has already been adopted
by many of the eastern ones.

STYLE OF BOX TO USE.

There are two styles of boxes used,
the “‘standard’ and the ‘“‘special” with
inside dimensions of 10 1-2x11 1-2x18
inches, and 10x11x20 inches respective-
ly. Becanse of the wide variation in the
sizes of apples it was found necessary to
use both styles of boxes in packing the
fruit. In order to make the box a very
attractive package it must be made from
lumber that is free from knots and dress-
ed on the outside. To protect the fruit
and keep it clean the boxes are lined on
bottoms, tops and sides with plain white
paper of the ordinary news grade. This
paper should be placed in the box very
carefully and should overlap on the top
and bottom about one-third of the width
of the box. In order to guard against
tearing a fold is made in the paper at
the lower corner to allow for the bulge.
After this is done the box is ready to be
packed.
All boxed apples should be wrapped
in light manila paper, smooth or glazed
on one side and roogh on the other. The
rough side being next to the fruit ab-
sorbs any moisture that may appear ob
the surface and the glazed side prevents
the entrance of molsture, dirt and germs
from the outside. The size of the wrap-
per varies with that of the frait, al-
though 10 to 11 inches square will bea
sufficient size for all ordinary boxed
apples. A good grade of paper of thie
size should be purchased for 30 to 50
cents per thousand.
WRAPPING THE APPLES.

To wrap an apple smootkly and  with-
ont waste of time requires considerable
practice, although the operation in itself
is simple. There are several different
methods used by the packers, but the
one that I will give a detailed descrip-
tion of is the simplest. The paper is
placed in the left hand with the thumb
and little finger pointing toward oppo-
site corners. The apple is thrown into
the center of the paper and the thumb
is brought up over it as far as possible,
bringing in the corner of the paper at
the same time. If the fruit is to be
packed on end it should be thrown blos-
som end down. It should never be
thrown stem end down as this would
tear the paper and spoil the general ap-
pearance of the box. The next move-
ment is made with the right hand as it
gathers a second coroer between the
extended thumb and forefinger and folds
it in with & sliding motion of the hand.
The fingers of the left hand now sweep
upward and backward, bringing in the
third corner. The left band should now
roll the fronit from the packer, using
the right band as a bed. In this maoner
the fourth and last corner is folded io
over the fruit. The apple is now being
held in the thumb and the first three
fingers of the left band and is io the
exact position to be placed in the box.

THE STYLE OF PACK.

In packing the box two styles are
used, the square and the diagonal. Of
these two the latter is much to be pre-
ferred, because it does not bruise the
apples nearly as much as the other style.
The square pack which was formerly in
very general use has been discarded ex-
cept when an occasional size or shape
will oot come out right when packed di-
agonally. The diagonal pack has two
systems of packing, the three-two a_nd
the two-two. To more fully describe
these systems we might state tl:ge pumber
of apples per layer we are packing. Then
the systems would read two-two, twenty-
four or three-two, thirty, etc.

METHOD OF PACKING.
In starting the first layer of the three-
two pack, place an apple in each of the
lower corners of the box and a third
apple about half way between these two.
The fourth and fifth apples are theo
placed in the spaces between these
three. This leaves three spaces Ib
which three or more are placed, and s0
oo till the layer is completed. The
other layers are then placed in the box
by putting an apple over each of the
spaces of the previous layer.
The two-two pack is started by
placing sn apple in ope of the lower
corners of the box. The second apple
is then placed about midway between
the first fruit and the side of tbe box.
The third and fourth fruits are placed in
the spaces between the first two, and go
on until the layer is finished. Each suc-
ceeding layer should be placed so that
every apple is over a space left by the
preceding layer of fruit. Layer paper
may or may not be used in the packiog.
Its chief use is to bring the apples up
high enough in the box 80 that they will
pack firm and compact. After the box
is packed the next thing to dois to pre-
pare it for shipment.
HOW TO GET THE BULGE.

To prevent the fruit from becoming
loose in the box, itis packed an inch
and a half bigher in the middle than on
the ends. When the box is placed op
the press and the top nailed down this
inch aod a half is distributed between
the top and bottom, making a three-
fourths of an inch bulge on both sides.
Different packers get thia bulge in differ-
ent ways, but the two principal methods
are as follows: (1) Pack the apples
tighter in the central part of each layer,
and when the cover is nailed on the
apples will press together more at the
ends than in the middle and as a resul’
we get the bulge; (2) selecting larger
apples for the middle part of each layer.

After the box is all packed and ready
to ship the only thiog remaining to do is
to label it. An attractive label pasted
on the end of the bolx is the best Id;::
tislo ent the fruit grower can
duoe? ."zl'ho label should not be gaudy
bat should give information such as
grower's name, variety of apple and the
aumber of fruits in the box.

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Improve Farm Butter.

The adoption of more careful methods
of bandling milk and cream and improv-
ed practices in the making of farm but-
ter will reduce rather than increase the
trouble incident to home production of

.| this food, say dairy specialists of the de-

partment, and will result in a superior
product which can be sold more easily
and for a better price than the average
farm butter. Last year about 30,000,000
pounds of butter, much of which origi-
pated on the farm, was washed or reno-
vated because it was of such poor quali-
ity that it could not be profitably offered
on the regular butter markets.

CHUEN CREAM ONLY.

Cream alone should be churned. It
may be skimmed assoon as it rises or
may be separated by a mechanical sepa-
rator. The latter plan is the more effi-
cient, and though requiring a consider-
able initial outlay often will be profit-
able. The cream should be set aside In
a clean place by separate milkings. A
temperature of 50° F. or lower should be
maintained until from 12 to 18 hours be-
fore churning time, when the various
batches should be stirred together well
and brought to a temperature of about
70° F. by placing the container in a buck-
et of warm water. One of the first acts
of the farm housewife who decides to
adopt improved methods should be to
purchase a dalry thermometer. Tem-
peratures play an important part in the
development of flavors in butter, and al-
ways should be determined with fair ac-
curacy. After the cream is mixed it
should be kept at approximately 70° F.
until just before churning time, when it
should be reduced to about 58° F.,
where this is possible (or to such tem-
peratare not above 65° F. as to complete
the operation of churning within 25 or
30 minutes.)

CHURNING.

The barrel type has been found by
dairy specialists to be one of the most
satisfactory churns. The dasher or
plunger type requires a somewhat great-
er expenditure of labor. Earthenware
churns are especially undesirable unless
perfectly glazed, since if pores are ex-
posed they absorb milk and cream which
later decay. Churns with mechanical
devices inside them are difficult to clean
and sometimes injure the body of the
butter.

The churn should be scalded prepara-
tory to churning, but should be cooled
with water before the cream is placed
inside. The cream should be pnured in
through a coarse straiver. Every few
minutes during the early part of the
churniog gas should be allowed to es-
cape from the churn. If the tempera-
tare is right the churning sbould re-
quire about 25 or 30 minutes. The proc-
ess Is completed when the granules of
butter are aboat the size of large wheat
kernels. The buttermilk should then
be drained off and the butter granules
repeatedly washed with cold water while
atill in the churn. The washings should
be continued until all milk is removed.
Under no circumstances should working
be depended oo to remove surplus milk.

WORKING AND PACKING.
When the batter is free from all milk
it should be taken from the churn with a
paddle and placed on a worker. The
bands should never touch the bautter,
both on account of sanitary reasons and
because the body warmth may melt the
fat. The working should be done care-
fully to avoid making the butter greasy.
Before the butter is worked, fine salt
should be added at the rate of about an
ounce per pound of fat.
The butter should be prepared for
market in a rectangular mold, sinoe,
when in this shape, the product is more
easily wrapped and handled and is more
pleasing to customers, Regular parch-
meot butter-wrapping paper should be
nsed around the prints, as ordinary wax-
ed paper tears easily and sticks to the
butter. The placiog of the wrapped
prints in pasteboard boxes ie a desirable
final step, as it protects the package,
gives it a better appearance, and permits
the use of the maker’'s name or trade-
mark as an advertisement.
After the butter-making operations
are completed the cburn should be rins.
ed carefully with warm water. It should
then be scrubbed with hot water, cleana-
ing powder, and a fiber brush, and final-
Iy should be scalded and setin a clean,
sunny plsce to drain and dry.

Clean Out the Ditches.

In a large part of the country, clean-
jng-up time is at haod for road officials.
Where the best use of road money is
anderstood, the brush and weeds along
the roadsides will be cut down and burn-
od and the ditches cleaned out, so that
the drainage conditions of the roadway
will stay good until the ground bas
thawed out in the spring. Every culvert
will be made clear and its inlet and out-
let put in good order, All this must be
done to prevent water from accumulat-
ing and freezing below the surface of the
road, for if this once happens, the
chances are fair that when the frozen
mass expands in thawing, it will heave
up the surface and form a rough place,
which will canse considerable inconven-
jence before it can be repaired. One of
the common causes of such trouble is
the accamulation of weeds, brush and
dirt in the ditches, which diminishes
their usefulness for the removal of water
duriog the part of the year when drain-

age is moat neaded.
It is to prevent such interference with

drainage, rather than to improve the ap-
pearance of the roadside that the work
must be done at this season. It I8 also
particularly desirabie pow to smootb
away tbe ruts and shape the surface of
worn earth and gravel roads, forifit is
pot done in the fall, the road may be-
come very bad before the epring repairs
can be undertaken, The shoulders of
the road should receive particular atten-
tion. Ifthey form aridge between the
roadway and the ditch, it ought to be
removed in some way, as by a one-horse
cultivator to break it down, followed by
a drag to push the material into a wind-
row that can be removed easily.

If the road surface is properly shaped
from ditch to ditch in this way, there
will be little chance of water standing on
ita surface instead of running oft to the
gides as it should. Incidentally this at-
tention to the shoulders saves some part
of the inconvenience due to mired wheels
in the spring when a vehiole turns off

the hard surface on to the shoulder in
passing another vebicle.

Rather earlier than had been antici-
pated an adjournment was reached in
the term of court last week, Althongh
quite a number of cases had been assign-
ed for the first two days of the second
week, evidence was presented in only
two civil cases, and there were no crim-
inal trials.

On Monday evidence was presented in
the case of Tones Zobes vs. the Inter-
national Paper Co. This was an action
for damages for injuries sustained by the
plaintiff while employed in the mill of
the defendant company at Rumford on
the 6th of March, 1915. Plaintif was
struck by an elevator at the foot of the
well in the basement of the mill. His
back was injured so that he had to have
an operation performed, and he now has
to go on crutches, and according to the
testimony of surgeons, will never be
physically sonnd. He testified that the
room was poorly lighted, and that be
did not know it was an elevator well
where he was.

The plaintiff and some of the witnesses
are Russians, and the testimony had to
be taken slowly throngh an interpreter,
_ After the evidence of both parties was
in, Judge Savage ordered a verdict for
the defendant company. Exceptions
are taken, and the case goes to the law
court, which is to fix the amount of
damages in case the defendant is found
liable.
The last case tried, which was on Tues-
day, was Edward Kelley vs. Charles
Towle. Beliveau for plaintiff, Foster
for defendant. The parties live in Rum-
ford, and the action was to recover for
the services of the plaintiff in the pool
room and shoe shining parlor of the de-
fendant doring the past winter and
spring for a period of twelve weeks.
Kelley testified that he was to receive
twelve dollars per week., He bad been
paid some, and claimed a balance of
ninety dollars. Defendant testified that
at the time Kelley worked for him, the
business was not payiog, and that the
understandiog with Kelley was that he
should bave twelve dollars per week if
the business prospered, and less if it did
not. The case was short, only the two
principrls testifying. Verdict for the
plaintiff, £68.19.
At the conclusion of this case Tues-
day noon, the juries were discharged.
CRIMINAL BUSINESS.
On Tuesday County Attorney Beliveau
took up the criminal docket, and the
business which he bad to do in connec-
tion with it was disposed of.
Inthe case of Ovile Larriviere for
keeping and depositing, the sureties
were defaulted, and the sentence of the
lower court was affirmed.
Io the case of Palonie Valiskis, indict-
ed for larceny, the principal and sureties
were defaulted, but the writ is to be
stayed uotil the March term, when the
defanlt will be taken off if the respond-
ent presents himself for trial.

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Mud Roads of Manchuria.

Northern Manchuria possesses n®
roads, as they are known in this coun-
try—that is, “made” roads. However,
there are fairly well defined routes
through the country from village to
village by which the trade carts travel
From April to November these so call-
ed roads are practically impassible,
gometimes even for men on horseback,
owing to the peculiar qualities of the
Manchurian mud, and in this part of
the year nearly all trafic moves by
water. For this reason most of the
inhabitants and nearly all the impor-
tant towns and villages in mnorthern
Manchuria are found beside the large
rivers and their more important trib-
utaries. The autumn and winter, how-
ever, when the ground is frozen, are
the seasons for moving the great bean
and grain harvests. Then the land
routes are congested with countless
thousands of Chinese two wheeled
carts, drawn by three to nine ponies,
three abreast, taking the products of
the farms to Harbin and returning to
the villages with kerosene, plece goods
and articles of metal manufacture.

Lightning Conductors.

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Can You Bake a Cake ?

On one memorable ocossion when, the
Atlantio fleet llzdlt anchor in the Hud-
son River, a middy on shore-leave was
asked by a benevolent lady what she

From a purely dietetlc standpoint, cake
is not one of our necessary foods, and
many of us, no doubt—partionlarly obil-
dren—would be better off with less than
more of it, and yet there are times when
the right kind of bomemade cake can
have a value far above gold, and its " bak-
ing is an art that should not be desplsed,
nor can we afford to forget it.

Cake that is light, of good flavor and
fine In texture, is neither = matter of
obance nor knack, Perfect and uniform
results are possible for all, if the follow-
ing essentials of good cake baking are
observed:

A reliable recipe.

Proper utensils to work with,

Use of first-class materials only.

Accuracy in measuring ingrediente.

A properly regulated oven.

Perbaps the last three are the most
important, for no matter how perfect a
recipe may be, nor what good utensils
one may have to work with, poor ma-
teriale, indifferent measuring, or ocare-
less bakiog will not produce good re-
sulte. All the essentials, with the ex-
ception of the last named, are easily
within our control. [Until the oven ther-
mometer is more accurately standardiz-
ed, however, and its adoption becomes
more general, the proper regulation of
the oven must depend largely on experi-
ence and judgment. Good results are
usually obtained by dividing the time
for baking into three equal periode.
During the first, the cake should rise
slowly; during the second, flnish rising
and begin to brown; during the last,
finish baking and browniog, and shrink
from the sides of the pan.

There are two classes or types of cake,
those without butter and those with,
The sponge, angel and sunshine cakes
belong to the former class. Containing
no shortening, these are the safest for
children. Cup, pound and fruit oakes
belong to the latter class. In a dark
fruit or spice cake, sour cream is fre-
quently sobstituted for butter. One
good recipe of each type, variously and
skillfully treated as to flavor, form, fill-
iog and frosting will produce a long list
of interesting, delicious and ‘‘different”
cakes,

Theright kind of equipment makes
the work easy. An enameled mixing
bowl is less cumbersome than the heavy
earthen bowl, and a wooden paddle,
with slits, for beating, ls the most com-
fortable to handle, produces the best re-
sulte, and will oot scratch the bowl, mor
bend in the hand. A standard teaspoon,
tablespoon and a gradoated cup are
necessary for accarate measurements.
The double revolving beater, or a wire
whisk, are among the better kinds of
egg-beaters. A fine sieve will be needed
for sifting flonr and baking-powder.
Where there is much baking, a ocake
mixer saves time and energy.

The freshest and best quallty of ma-
terials are always the most economical.
Strong batter or a stale egg will spoil a
cake, BSeveral very good butter substi-
tutes are now on the market. Experi-
ence or directions will teach one in what
proportions, in relation to butter, these
may be used. A filne granulated sugar
is better than the coarse. Pastry flour
makes & more tender cake than bread
floar. All flours vary, bowever, and it
is sometimes necessary to use a little
more or less than the recipe calls for.
The batter ehould be just heavy enough
to drop readily from a spoon, but not
thin enongh to pour. Cake batter that
is to hold fruit or nut should be slightly
stiffer than that for plain cake. A reli-
able baking powder only shounld be used.
Impure flavoring extracts are dangerous
and expensive.

BULES FOR CAEE BAEKING

1. Follow a reliable recipe. Useonly
best materials. Collect all ingredients
and utensils before beginning.

2. Regulate or “‘start’ the oven, Bo
that it will be ready as soon as cake ls
mixed. Layer and small cakes or cookies
require a hotter oven and less time than
loaf cakes (about 285° F.).

8. Use n measuring cup and standard
spoons. Measurements, unless other-
wise stated, are level.

4. -Floor should be sifted before meas-
uring. Use pastry flonr if possible;
when bread flour must be used, reduce
quantity slightly. If too much flonr is
used, cake will crack open when baking.
Sift baking-powder with flour. Flour
frait or nuts before adding to batter.

5. When eggs are separated, adda
pinch of salt to whites before beating,
and add whites at the last, cutting and
folding them through the mixture; do
not stir or beat.

6. Grease pans lightly or line with
buttered paper. Fill pan two-thirds
full; let mixture be slightly higher at
sides than in center. Angel and sponge
cakes are best baked In a pan with a
tabe In the middle.

7. Do not let a cake stand after it Is
mized; bake immediately. Oven heat
should be moderate at first, then increas-
ed a littleand then reduced again, If
oven 1s too hot, cake will brown before
it is risen and baked through. This Is
undesirable, as it may rise to a point and
be unsightly, or it may fall when taken
from the oven. If oven is tooslow, cake
will be coarse gralned and will spread
over the sides of the pan, Watch oare-
fully while baking; do not open oven
door too soon; do not jar oven,

8. Acake is usually done when it
shrinks from the pan and does not sing.
Pound and fruit cake should feel Arm
when pressed with the finger. To re-
move ocake from pan, loosen around
edglel carefully with a thin, round blad-
ed knife; invert on & cake cooler. The
properly baked cake shonld be level with
the top of the panand uniformly brown.
When cold, frost, Keepin a tin box.
