Notée from the National Show. 
(Board's Dairyman.) 

The business men of Springfield, Maes., 
made good their promise. The great 
national dairy exhibition held at Spring- 
field, October 12 to 21, inclusive, was 
the moat complete display of the dairy 
industry ever made in thia country. The 
people came to it from all parte of this 
broad land, and especially from the Ne* 
England Statea. They came in swarms, 
tbe men and women and the boy· and 
girls of the farm. Tbey came by} anto 
and by train, until their numbers filled 
every part of the splendid exposition grounds. The buildings erected for 
thia occasion and various kinds of expo- 
sitions are admirably adapted to their 
needs. They are proud assets of tbe en- 
terprising oitizens of Springfield and to 
the new agriculture of the northeastern 
states. 

Oo December 26tb, 1915, twenty-eight 
business men of Springfield boarded a 
train for Chicago. They went there to 
bring thia year's National Dairy Show to 
their city. Some of the doubting 
Thomases held it was a fool's errand but 
tbe men of vision saw tbe opportunity 
and bad (he courage to follow their 
light. Tbey met tbe executive commit- 
tee of tbe National Dairy Show and laid 
before them what the Dairy Show could 
do for New England and what the^ 
would do to make it a success. Tbey 
offered to provide tbe finest kind of a 

plant in which this great dairy expoai- 
tion might be held. This tbey did, and 
at a cost of over 1600,000. Tbey prom- 
ised more eutriee of live stock, and more 
entries were made than at any previous 
show. Tbey promised the largest at- 
tendance, and tbe turnstiles clicked 
more rapidly and for a longer period than 
at any other dairy exposition. Tbey 
promised greater interest and opportu- 
nity to give larger inspiration than any 
previous occasion. The citizens oi 
Springfield attended this dairy exposi- 
tion in large numbers, but the farmers, 
tbe men who milk the cows, came io 
larger cumbers. These twenty-eigbt 
men did not overestimate what they 
could do, nor tbe orowds that would 
come. Every promise was more than 
fulfilled. 

Not counting tbe 13 youngsters which 
joined the show herds during tbe ten 
days at Springfield, there were 893 en- 

tries at the 1916 National—160 more than 
have contested for prizes at a previous 
show. Housed in tbe best lighted and 
most comfortable of structure», tbey 
made an exhibit worth going a long way 
to tee. Many did go a long way to look 
ever the final show-ring gathering of tbe 
year—a few, clear across tbe continent. 
Show herds were never given more at- 
tention than these—thousands more 

came through the barns than ever visit- 
ed tbe cattle in their stalls at a National 
before. Farmers came, men wbo were 

interested in tbe dairy cow as a part of 
efficient agriculture—not as a curiosity. 
Tbey came expecting to see a wonderful 
exhibition of tbe best cattle ever brought 
together in New England. They were 

not disappointed. 
Farm people asked practical farm 

questions concerning tbe cattle in tbe 
barns and received courteous, kindly 
answers. They carried their inquiries 
into the arena and asked judges why 
they put certain animals up and others 
down. Tbey crowded into tbe rings and 
around tbe cattle, to tbe displeasure of 
those who could not see over them, but 
to the gratification of every man wbo 
loves cattle enough to enjoy tbe appre- 
ciation of others for the perfection 
reached in an exhibition of prize worthy 
animals. It is a healthy condition of 

show ring affairs which leads the judges 
to make tbe explanation of tbeir work a 

part of tbe judgiog. They made a spe- 
cial effort at this National and gave out 
more real, sensible information on the 
"why" of judging than is usually pos- 
sible. Tbe orowds placed the cluses 
with them, oo m paring their work with 
each other and with the official opinion 
of tbe judges. Incidentally, these New 
England farmers agreed in the final line- 
ups in many classes, which, by tbe way, 
is no mean compliment to tbe judgiog. 

Potatoes ΐοοο Bushels to AcrflL 
There was much interest in the recent j 

potato demonstration on the farm of Ε 
P. Prenti·· at Mt. Hope farm in Wil- 

liametown, Uaii. Mr. Prentiss has been 
devoting four year· of experimental 
work to growing of potatoes, largely 
with the object of securing better yields. 
That he has been unusually successful 
is attested by the fact that one plot dug 
some time ago in the presence of agri- 
cultural men from Massachusetts, Ver- 
mont, New Tork and many local J arm 

ere, yielded at the rate of 600 bushels to 

the acre. The variety was Rural New 
Torker. Another variety which Mr. 
Prentiss has dubbed Mount Hope made 
300 bushels to tbe acre. 

It is the belief at Mount Hope farm 
that potatoes should not be dug less 
than 13 weeks from tbe time of blossom- 

log. One plot dug 10' weeks from the I 
blossoming period yielded GOO bushels. ' 

And an adjoining plot dug 15 weeks after 

the blossoming period yielded 800 bash- 
els. Another point of emphasis is tbe 
elimination of small bills. In accom- 

plishing this all potato seed In different 
hills is kept separate. In winter these 
individual hills are sorted and all small 
potatoes thrown out, leaving only tbe 
sound true-to-type specimens. Tbe va- 

rious selected bills are planted by them 
solve· and numbered. There were 2690 
such hills so planted this year. There 
were 15 hills of each number, thus mak- 

ing an immense amount of detail work 
to keep the checking straight. In some 

of the seed thus selected and throngb 
favorable conditions tbe harvest at the 
field day, Oct. 11, showed a yield at the 
rate of 1015 bushels to tbe acre. 

Dairying increases ta South. 
Δη indication of tbe bold which tbe 

movement for diversification has taken 
in the Sonth is seen by dairy specialist* 
of the department in the growth of the 
oattle division at the Louisiana State 
Pair in four years from 26 head exhibit- 
ed to 400. This fair, in-a section hereto- 
fore not well supplied with dairy cattle, 
stood seoond last year among the Jersey 
shows of tbe United States. 

Other indications of diversification by 
development of tbe dairying industry are 

fonnd in tbe organisation in tbe South 
last year, with the assistance of the 

Dairy Division of the department, of 
three bull aesociatione and three oow- 

testing associations, the pnrohase of 927 
head of cattle, including 166 bulls, and 
the eetabliehment of two additional ool- 

lege creameries. An example of what 
the development of dairying means to 

southern communities la pointed out by 
a specialist in Alabama where praotieal- 
ly all tbe créai* supplied to the cream- 

eries of the state is produced by native 
cows. One plant in the boil-weevil ter- 
ritory of the stats produced last year 
129,000 pounds of butter, worth 939,000. 
TMs represents an asset present before 
the oonstruotion of the oreamery, bot 
largely wasted or improperly bandied at 

that time. 

It has been reported that Borden Co f 
of New Tork hsa purchased bad In 

Floating, Loa« Island, and will operate 
a large dairy farm. Farmers need not 

be alarmed over this project, for It Will 
he tbe means of teaching the ofloers of 
tbe Borden Co. as to the real ooet of 
milk production, and tble will bo of 
benefit to tbe milk produoors. Tbe 
more experience the distributers have In 

tbe production of mtlk, tbe more sympa- 
thetic they will bo with those who pro- 

lines milk for direct oonenmpMoo.

Boys and QlrU at the Dairy Show. 
Congreea did a good piece of work 

when it paeaed a special bill appropriat- 
ing $15,000 for a boya' and girl·' dob 
exhibit at \be Nation ai. The ahow fur- 
oiabed a building and 30,000 olab mem- 
ber» in the ten North Atlantic atatea did 
the real. Tbey aent in exhiblta varying 
from needlework by the girla to η 460-lb. 
prize pig and filled the bulldinga with 
very creditable producta of tbeir own 
work. 

One bnndred end three jndging team* 
of three membera each entered ten judg- 
ing contests, 55 of the teams being prea- 
ent one day. Throughout the week the 
boya and girla tbemselvea pat on differ- 
ent demonatretiona of their work, among 
them being an exhibition of milk teat- 
Ing. 

Ninety-aix boya and one girl entered 
the dairy cattle jndging cod test at the 
North Atlantic State·' Boy·' and Girla* 
Expoaitioo held in connection with the 
National Dairy Show. There aren't 
many girla who wonld bave gone 
through with the judging—there are «till 
fewer who would have been auccesaful 
in the conteet. Ruth Wood is one of 
the few, for ahe placed second In the 
conteet aod won, aa a prize, a fine bull 
calf—a Jeraey from the Hood Farm in 
ber bome state. 

Foor claaaea, each of fonr aged cow·, 
were placed in the conteet, ooe of each 
of the four breeda: Ayrshire, Holatein, 
Guernsey and Jeraey. Bach oooteatant 
wrote out the reasons for placing each 
olass. After the judgea graded on plac- 
ing and on reaaona and announced the 
winner· in tbe contest, it waa neoessary 
for the ooea with the highest scores to 
select tbeir prizea. 

Tbe prizes were pure-bred bull oalves 
given by breederaof dairy cattle In atates 
all the way from Wiaoonsin to Maasachu- 
setts. Tbe calvea were placed In tbe 
barna along with the National Dairy 
Show cattle a few days before the con- 

test. A good many of the boya went 
tbroogh tbe barns, looked over tbe 
calvea and selected tbe one tbey 
would take bome—if tbey won. Ruth 
Wood went through too, and decided 
sbe wanted a little Jersey, a grandson of 
Sophie ldtb, one of the highest produc- 
ing cowa in the world. Ruth waa afraid 
she would never have a chance to take 
any of the calves but waa determined to 
do her beat. Sbe made a good start by 
deciding to try for ber "first choice" 
among tbe calves. 

From tbe time the judging began until 
tbe reaaona were written on the last 
class, Rutb Wood worked. She looked 
each'cow over carefully before going up 
ro feel of the skin and milk veina and to 
determine the quality of the udder. 
When abe finished a class and wrote 
down a placing, abe had a good idea of 

every cow there. Sbe knew which had 
tbe largest barrel aod other indications 
of great feeding capaoity; which cows 

were strongest, aa ahown by tbeir having 
wider muzzles and deeper and wider 
cheata than tbe others, and which cows 

had tbe best milk making machinery, 
large, well shaped, fine qualitied udders 
and large milk veins and wells. Sbe 
could shut ber eyes and see every cow in 
tbe class. It waa easy to write good 
reasona for ber placing when ahe 
could do that. 

It seemed a long time after tbe judg- 
ing before the judgea were ready to tell 
who bad won tbe conteet. When you 
have tried very hard and you are won- 

dering if you bave a chance to win, time 
goee slowly. Before tbe waiting waa half 
over, Ruth bad given up all hopea of 
taking Sopbie'a grandson home to ber 
father'· farm. At last the final scores 

were announced. Merrill Tait of Peon· 
sylvama was first and Rutb Wood, sec- 

ond ! Second place in compétition with 
ninety-six boys ia a record of which to 
be prond bat Ratb Wood didn't feel 
that way at all—ahe waa hoping Merrill 
Tait would select a calf of another 
breed than the Jersey. Snppose be 
should go through the barn and come 

at the very laat to Sophie's grandson— 
and take himl But be didn't—a fine 
Holatein bail calf Oiled his eye and saved 
the Hood Farm Jersey for Rutb.—

doing to School. 
"Short Courses in Agriculture," 

"Farmers' Week" at the atate oolleges 
and Farmers' Institutes provided witb 
lecturers learned in Tarions phases of 
agriculture, are at this season inviting 
the farmer to go to school, if only for a 

little while. Two facta may be deduced 
from tbeae efforts of the state to add to 
the farmer's knowledge. The first Is 
that the state at last recognizes that 
agriculture la a science, and that those 
who would successfully engage in it 
must undergo a thorough training in the 
theory and practice of the art; and the 
other ia that agriculture is of such 
transcendent importance to the state 
that it ia wise to foster It In every 
practical manner. 

It is entirely safe to say that no other 
industrial calling demands such varied, 
expert knowledge to oarry it on success- 

fully aa that of farming. Tbla fact ex- 

plains why so many who take It up often 
do not suoceed. For "this venerable 
Mother of all the arts," as Emerson oall- 
ed the science of agriculture, does not 

lightly yield up her secrets. They are 

secured only by Infinite palna. 
The young fermera, and the older ones 

as well, who are in a position to take ad- 
vantage of the opportunities to gain 
knowledge at little cost may conaider 
toemselves most fortunate. Many of 
the fundamental truths of agriculture 
have been common knowledge for thou- 
sands of years, but scientists are con- 

stantly discovering new ways of apply- 
ing these truths, and there need be no 

fear that we may know too muob.—W. 
W. Polk in Farm Journal. 

Simpson Cornea to New England, 
John C. Simpson on Jan. 1 will beoome 

manager of the Eastern States Agricul- 
tural and Induatrial Exposition of 
Springfield, Mass., whose grounds and 
buildings were dedicated in October by 
the National Dairy Show. 

With the finest plant In the country, 
the direotors of the Eastern States Ex· 
poaitlon sought the beat available man 

for manager. When Mr. Simpson learn- 
ed the soope and purpose of the Eastern 
Statea and saw the energy with which 
the direotors were patting their big New 
England program into effect, be decided 
to become a part of the movement repre- 
aented by the exposition. 

Born in Iowa about 45 years ago, Mr. 
Simpson began his career in the offloe of 
the seoretary of the state fair at Dee 
Moines. In a few years be succeeded to 

the secretaryship and In a short time had 
made the Iowa fair the greatest of Its 

kind. About six years ago be went to 

Minnesota. His record at Hamline is 
known to all fair offloials. 

Next year's big show on the gronnds 
of the Eastern States Exposition should 
be a fit sueceaaor to that of tbla year, 
record-breaker though it was. There 
will be a larger group of buildings, af- 
fording more floor spaoe and a wider va* 

rlety of attractions, and the oattle en· 

tries will bave the benefit of the awaken- 
ed interest in New England and the 
Eastern 8tates. The employment of a 
man of Mr. Simpaon's character and rep.

Each member will bring ten ears of corn 
from the quarter acre plot which he 
raised himself. 

Tbe Maine Canners' Association bas 
offered 12200 which will be given at this 
exhibit. The state waa divided into 
eleven districts, and in each district tbe 
prizes will range from 915 to $1. 

This will be a free trip for tbe olub 
members. Transportation on the rail- 
road· will be provided by the Maine 
Cannera1 Association and the Portland 
Chamber of Commerce, and the young 
people will be entertained in tbe Port- 
land bomea during tbeir stay. Sixty- 
three local leaders of tbe cluba will also 
attend as tbe guests of the Portland 
Chamber of Commerce. 

A program of work and play will oc- 

cupy tbe three days, including a tour ol 
the city and the canning factories, a so- 
cial evening and perhapa a theater party, 
a corn judging demonstration, short 
talk· by a number of speakers, and tbe 
reading of tbe best essays on "How I 
raised my crop" by the olub members. 

Sixty-seven towos in eleven countiee 
are represented by the club members, in- 
cluding tbe following places in Oxford 
County: Bryant's Pond, Buckfield,Can- 
ton, Dixâeld, East Sumner, East Brown 
field, Hebron, North Fryeburg, Norway, 
Rumford Center, South Paria, South 
Waterford, Weat Paris, WelobviUe. 

A Frank Statement.

to whether the year's crop of whisky 
should be curtailed. All bnt 21 voted io 
favor of retrenching.

liquors aa a beverage. Alao, the younger 
generation now going ont into buaineas 
and pvofeeslonal lift have been educated 
ao thoroughly in all the schools and alao 
by the magasin·· and movie· agalnat the 
ttae of alcoholic llquora that the con- 

sumption will drop a great amount on 
tbia account."

Death of John P. Stanley. 
Brief mention wu made In the Demo- 

crat of iait week of the injnrlee Inflicted 
upon Mr. and Mra. John F. Stanley bj a 
oaptive deer at the fish hatchery In Au- 
burn, where Mr. Stanley was superin- tendent. The event happened shortly before the Demoorat went to pre··, end 
little wu then knows m to the particu- lar·. Meningitis resulting from the 
wounds oaused the death of Mr. Stan- 
ley, who was the more severely Injnred, 
at an early hour Thursday morning. Mrs. Stanley, while not yet ont of 
danger, is comfortable, and nothing seri- 
ons baa developed in her oase. As soon 
aa she is able she will oome to the home 
of ber daughter, Mrs. Bowker, at $outh Paris. 

The story of the affair which bad this 
fatal ootoome Is briefly as follows: 

Two deer, a buck and a doe, bed been 
kept in captivity at the hatchery for 
some years, and had been considered as 
pets and were not regarded as danger- 
ous. 

Ah usual, Mr. Stanley went out to feed 
the deer early Monday morning, and 
while he was in the enclosure, with bis 
back turned, the buck charged upon 
bim without warning, knocking him 
down and attacking him with boots 
and antlers. Mr. Stanley was pushed 
partly into the Ice-cold water of the 
brook. 

Hearing Mr. Stanley's cries, Mrs. Stan- 
ley ran from the house in her night 
clothing and barefooted. Seizing a club, 
ehe ran into the enclosure, when the 
buck turned upon ber, knocking ber 
down, tearing her clothing and tramp- 
ling on her. 

Doubtless what saved both of tbem 
from immediate death was their collie 
pup, who had followed Mrs. btsnley 
from tbe house. The gate was self- 
closing, but the dog dug under tbe fenoe 
and gained entrance to the enclosure, 
and attacked tbe deer, keeping him so 

persistently busy that he left the people. 
Mrs. Stanley was able to get Into the 
bouse and to tbe telephone. 

It was necessary to summon assist- 
ance from a house about half a mile dis- 
tant. When help arrived, Mr. Stanley 
was partly conscious but unable to move, 
and was partly in the water, as he had 
been lying for half an hour or more. 

Both Mr. and Mrs. Stanley suffered se- 

verely from exposure, and both suffered 
severe injuries, Mr. Stanley's wounds be- 
ing particularly bad. He had a serious 
scalp wound, a long cut on the side of 
tbe face, one ear was nearly torn on, 
three ribs were broken, and there were 
other injuries. 

Physicians who were summoned from 
tbe city and arrived as soon as possible 
îould not dress the wounds until late In 
the day, as it was necessary to give tbe 
»ufferers some chance to rally from the 
ihock and exposure. 

The Immediate danger to be guarded 
igainst In the case of both was Pneu- 
monia. Mr. Stanley appeared to be do- 
ing well until in the forenoon of Wed- 
nesday he was seized with a sudden chill 
»nd became delirious, and it was evident 
[bat the end was not far off. It came 
kbout midnight that night. 1 

Mr Stanley was the son of Isaac N.I 
*nd Susan (Trask) Stanley, well known 
residents of Dixfleld, and was born in 
chat town seventy-six years a*0· in 
îarly life he spent some years In Califor- 
nia, and was there married, returning 
with bis wife later to Dixfleld. 

In 1877 he was elected register or 

ieedsof Oxford Countv, beginning his 
term of office Jan. 1, 1878, and at that 
time removed with his family to Paris 
Hill, which was then tbe county seat. 
He held the office of register until Jan. 
I, 1895. For the past twenty years be 
oad been superintendent of the atate fish 
hatchery at Auburn. He had a wide ac- 

quaintance, was a genial, oompanlonable 
man, and made and kept friends. 

He is survived by a widow, two eons, 
Isaac Newton Stanley of South Portland 
ind Wirt Stanley of South Paris, and 
joe daughter, Mre. C. W. B»wk.r ol 
South Paris; also by one brother, Franfc 
Stanley of Dixfleld, and two «I'ters, Mrs.

Horatio Kin* 
The name of King bM been eesoolated 

wltb Oxford County slnoe shortly after 
the Revolution of 1776. George King ex- cepted en Allotment of lends from the 
Government on the long hill neer Stony 
Brook, three mile· equidistant from 
Pari· Hill end Sooth Perl·. George 
King Clerk and 8erg*ent (It would 
be Orderly Sergeant now) of the Β·7η" 
hem Maseechoeette Company. He end 
three brother· were in the wer for liber- 
ty. One we· e privateer end died In the 
•ervloe. 

Samnel King, the ion of George, In 
berited the large ferm end there on the 
11th dey of June, 1811, Horetlo King 
we· born. He bed alao ·1χ brothers and 
two sisters. All were hele end heerty 
■ave Horatio, who being nneqnal to farm 
work, scoured the best ednoation practi- 
cable in the state and when abont twen- 
ty-one gathered together his not exten- 
sive belongings and went to Paris Hill 
to learn the trade of printer. Inside of 
a year, he and former Vice President 
Hamlin bonght the establishment, in: 
eluding the weekly paper called The 
Jefferaonlan. The flies of the journal 
which he preserved ehow the marked 
ability of borti writer·. A poem by Mr. 
King oreated great amnaement and we· 

widely copied. It waa baaed upon the 
act of hie landlady, a pioui woman who 
regarded the violin as a representative of 
the lower region·. Mr. King played It 
in the cbnrch choir, and also In frlvolou· 
melodies at home. In bis absence, the 
old lady hunted It out and figuratively 
"kicked it to the celling" to it· utter de- 
struction. The rhyme described the 
scene in mirth-provoking measure·. 

Upon the election of General Jackson 
to the presidency, the unusual feat waa 

effeoted of carrying the entire office 
property in a large wagon to Portland 
where the nsual weekly number was is- 
sued without Interruption. In this city, 
Mr. King married Anne Collins and two 
children were born there. The tempta- 
tions of office allured Mr. King and in 
1838 he accepted an appointment in the 
Post Office Department. His advance- 
ment there waa steady, hie ability and 
hieh character placing him in respon- 
sible positiona including the care of the 
foreign mails system, then quite imma- 
ture and unaatiafactory. His work 
there resulted in general Improvement 
and in eatabliabing the ayatem now In 
vogue and the low ratea of poatage. Thia 
led to his appointment as First Assistant 
Postmaster General. 

In the troublous times of 1880 he was 

frequently acting as head of the depart- 
ment until his appointment as Post- 
master General in the Loyal Cabinet. 
He was the first to rebuke the South by 
the removal of a route agent on the Bal- 
timore and Ohio Railroad who persisted 
in wearing a secession cookade. 

President Lincoln upon his accession 
offered him hie former position of First 
Assistant Postmaster General whioh Mr. 
King did not aocept. His loyalty was 

further recognized by Mr. Lincoln's ap- 
pointment as one of the commissioners 
under the act of Congress abolishing 
slavery in the District of Columbia and 
the purchase of all the slaves owned 
there. Mr. King entered upon the prac- 
tice of law aa an attorney eapeclally be- 
fore the departmenta. 

He waa prominent in social affairs and 
his literary reoeptiona every Saturday 
night during the aeaeons are still remem- 

bered as a delightful innovation upon 
the usual festive parties for whioh Wash- 
ington was famous. He died in that 
city on the 20th day of May,· 1897. He 
would have reached eighty-seven years 
of age in June. 

Of his seven children, three only, two 
sons and a daughter, survived him. Ho- 
ratio C. King, the eldest, moved to New 
York early in 1861 and was admitted to 
the bar. In 1862 he was appointed by 
the Secretary of War a captain on the 
general staff, waa promoted to major and 
in 1864 and 1865 aerved under General 
Sheridan in the Shenandoah Valley. Still 
under that command he was present in 
the closing engagements of the war and 
was at the surrender at Appomattox. 
He waa brevetted major, lieutenant 
colonel and oolonel, and waa awarded 
the congressional medal of honor for 

special and conaplcuous gallantry at the 
battle of Five Forka. He married In 
1866 and has since resided In Brooklyn, 
New York. The other surviving ohlld is 

Henry F. King, who married end settled 
In Boston, where he baa bad for many 
yeara an important position wltb Brad- 
street^ Agenoy. 

The farm of Samuel King oame into 
the posaeaaion of the youngeat son, Wil- 
liam O. King, and at his death it fell to 
hla eon, J. Ferdinand King, the present 
owner. Horatiofe βοηβ, Id memory of 
their father, have presented a handsome 
bronze tablet bearing the inscription 
"Birthplace of Horatio King, 1811-1897, 
Postmaster General," which baa been 
appropriately attached to a boulder near 

the homestead by Ferdinand King. It 
will keep In mind a man of unusually 
brilliant attainments whose friends em- 

braced every section of the nation. It 
may be truly said of him that 

"None knew him but to love him, 
None named him but to praise.

America, do appoint Thursday, the 30th 
uf Novetnber, as a day of National 
thanksgiving and prayer and urge and 
advise the people to resort to their sev- 

eral places of worship on that day to 
render thanks to Almighty Qod for the 

blessings of peace and unbroken pros- 
perity, wbioh He has bestowed upon our 

beloved oountry in such unstinted meas- 

ure. 
"And I also urge and suggest our 

duty in this, our day of peace and abun- 
dance, to think in deep sympathy of tbe 
stricken peoples of the world upon
