classed as an economical food. The
second prinoiple is that the selling price
mauat be high epongh to compensate the
dairy farmer and the dlstributor for
their labor.

It seems at ficst thought that here are
two directly opposing tendencies in the
olean milk industry—cheap to the con-
sumer and a high price for the producer.
A ocomprehension of the essentials in
olean milk production on the one hand
and an appreciation of the relative value
of clean milk as a food on the other.
brings these two apparently opposing
tendencies into & harmonious relation
where both consumer and producer may
have their just due.

We will pass over the queation of the
food value of clean milk with this state-
ment. Dirty milk is dear at any price,
and clean, wholesome milk is a relative-
Iy cheap food at eight to ten cents per
quart.

SUPPLYING CLEAN MILE AT REASON-
ABLE PRICE.

The purpose of this article is to show
how a satisfactory,high-class milk may be
supplied at these prices. We propose to
point out logically the essentiale in pro-
ducing clean milk and to enforce our ar-
gument that these are the essentials by
example and experiences in the actual
work,

It is universally agreed that the bac-
terial test is the most accarate and oritic-
al test of clean milk. Therefore, when
we use the term, clean milk, in this
orticle we shall always mean bacterially
clean, or milk with a low baocterial
count.

ESSENTIALS IN PRODUCING CLEAN MILK

It is generally accepted that there are
just two essentials in producing clean
milk, namely, clean and cool. We
might close this article with this state-
ment if there was not such a wide varia-
tion of opinion as to the meaning of
these terms. Some would carry the
idea of clean to an extreme and sterilize
the cow, the stable, the feed, the milker,
and the whole world aboat. Then they
wonld immediately freeze the whole
into a solid mass. Speaking serlously,
some contend for a surgically clean
stable, like an operating room and all
the operating of the dairy on the sar-
gically clean basis, and a *cooling tem-
perature close to freezing in order to
produce a clean milk. No onme who
knows the conditions of bacterial growtb
bat appreciates that these methods will
get the results, These methods so In-
crease the cost of production that the
possible consumers are limited and also
the chance of profit to the prodocer is
scant.

Our contention Is that with less ex-
pensive methods and with the stress put
upon the essential points, an entirely
satisfactory milk can be produced and
sold at a price within the reach of the
laboring man.

CLEANLINESS IN THE DAIRY

There are three things abont the
dairy that must be clean. The cow,
the utensils, and the dairyman. We
mean by a clean cow first of all a
bealthy, thrifty, uplooking cow, well
fed and well groomed. To this end it is
essential td apply the tuberculin test
regularly and to disoard all suspicious
animals. However, too much confidence
cannot be placed in the test alome. A
careful physical examination should be
made frequently by a good veterinarian.
The dairyman bimself should always be
on the alert to detect any off condition
in the herd. [Especially should he
guard against any udder troubles. Tbhis
essential in producing clean milk does
not add to the cost of producing but
rather lessens it. The sick cow, the
gargetty cow, and the three- or two-
teater are seldom profitable producers.
Weeding them ont in the interest of
clean milk lessens the cost of producing
milk.

GROOMING THE COW

The grooming of the cow Is a process
that, it improperly done, thwarts all
other precautions for clean milk, or, If
too much expense is put into it, will
throw the balance on the wrong side of
the ledger. Io fancy stables, we bave
seen the cows washed and swashed, and
yot the points from which the most of
the dirt gets into the milk never tomoh-
ed. In these stables the clean milk is
due to precantions other than all of this
expensive and disagreeable washing. In
our own work we follow the principle of
keeping the dirt off of the cows by good
bedding and close attention, rather than
getting 1t off after it has been allowed to

et on.
’ The necessary grooming of a cow that
has been well bedded and kept normally
clean in an ordinary barn is a simple and
inexpensive process. With card and a

ood brush loosen and brush off coarse
ﬁm and bairs from shoulders, back,
flanks, hips, legs and tail. Give careful
attention to all regions of the udder and
especially tbat soil and bacteria fer-
tile little pocket between the four teats.
Then with a pall of clean water and a
sponge to fit the band wek the udder and
waah oarefally each teat, then rinse and
squeeze out the sponge and wipe each
teat, the ndder, flank, and the escutob-
eon. Thatcow is clean unless she bas
been allowed to wallow in flith. Tn tbat
case no amount of grooming can put
her in proper shape to milk tbat day.
This method of grooming is not an ex-
pensive process, Dor is it injurious to
the dows as is too much wel! . One
man can groom twenty properly . kept
cows in an hour. This eesential in pro-
ducing clean milk cacnot all be added to
the selling price. The cows largely pay
for this grooming io & better flow of
milk. :

For tbe dairyman to be clean In per
son does not imply the necessity of a
dress snit and patent leather shoes, nor
even the proverbial white suit. A pair
of blue overalls can be justas clean as
white ones. To the end of our help
keeping olean about the dairy work, we
urge reasonably clean clothing and pro-
vide milking aprons that are washed
twioe a week. We insist on clean bands.
We keep soap, water and towels in the
welghiog room and each man is expect-
ed to keep bis hands clean and dry. He
may wash after milking each cow or he
may milk three or four before washing,
bat whenever his hands bdoome damp cr
solled he must wash and dry them.

The dairyman must be clean, not only
in appearance, but he must have a clean,
conscientions mind. His every aot
should be governed by the thought that
tbe consumer of his product expects
him to do bis best. I' he wilfully or
carelossly meglects, be i morally re-
sponsible for the health, aye! even_ the
liver of his patrons.

This comscientions cleanliness will
hold bim up to the stress and strain of
the hard work and his efforts will be the
more efficient in producing clean milk.

EEEPING THE MILE COOL

What about the other word in produo-
ing bacterially clean milk, namely,—
enol. There is no doubt regarding the
efficiency in conling the milk to nearly
the freezing point. This is expensive
and we doubt that it Is essentinl, In
onr section deep well water is about
51° F. Water pumped direct from
the well through an efficient cooler to
the rtack tank will cool the milk quickly
to 52° F. This process costs nothing tn
speak of, The question is, will this do?
Not in the judgment nf most boards of
bealth and ipspectors, yet fin actual
practice it secures the reanlts, For ten
voars we have followad thin practice and
have produced a milk with a low baote-
rial count and of perfeot satisfaction to
our trade.

Notios, in our discussion of essentials,
we have said nothiog regarding stables,
floors, dust at milking time, and all of
the environment of the dairy. We have
not mentioned these because they are
not the essentialn, Good milk can be
produced in ordinary " or even shabby
sarroundings, while poor milk is often
produced with the most expensive equip
ment, It is the thiogs that come into
direct contact with the milk, the ' cow,
the ntensils, and the man tbat deter-
mine its quality of oleanliness. In snb-
stantiation of thia view, let me qnote
Dr. G. L. A. Ruehle and Dr. W. L. Kulp
of the New York Experiment Station.
In 1915 these experts conducted a series
of observations to determine the effi-
ciency of the dairy score in procuring a
bacterially clean milk. Their concln-
gionr are: “The results of the compari-
sons show no relationship between the
dairy scoree and the bacterial count.
The lowest count brought in ander thess
tests came from a farm scoring so low
that its products would have been re-
fused admittance to the New York City
Market.

“On the nther hand, the dairy which
recelved the higheat score on all of the
cards, a dairy which in appearance and
equipment would be placed among the
best in the state, was bringing in milk
which invariably had a bacterial count
into the millions.” Herbert Quick puta
the nituation in this terse conclusion:
“The whole colossal blunder lies in mak-
ing a fetish of the barn Instead of re-
quiring clean and sanitary methods.”
EXPERIENCE OF MB. DOUGAN

In,our own experience we have found
that we could produce a high class milk
onder most unfavorable conditions. We
started in the dairy business handicap-
ped for capital. Therefors, we must
use the buildings and equipment we had.
Our barn was an old style basement, Tt
had small windows and no ventilating
rystem. There was a board floor, under
which water often stood. The floor
above was not tight so'more or less dust
worked througb. Our milk bhouse was a
back room of the dwelling fitted and
pressed into service as a milk room. In
this barn and under these conditions we
endeavored to produce a high grade of
market milk by following the essentials
of clean and cool as outlined above.
Each month for two years we sent
samples of our milk to the experiment
atation at Madison to be tested for bao-
teria. These samples were taken from
the regular cases as the wagon was
ready to start on the ronte, The result
of the test was encouraging. The high-
eat connt was 33,600 bacteria per o. c.;
the lowest connt was 800 bacteria per o.
o. Only 12.6 per cent of the samples
contained over 10,000 per o. o.; 22.5 per
cent of the samples were between 5000
and 10,000 pero. o.; and 649 per cent
were below 5000 bacteria per c. 0. The
table below shows these results on onr
farm In comparison with two farms with
every facility that the most fastidious
board of health could require. Both
farms, No. 2 and No. 8§, were producing
certified milk. Farm No. 1, our own,
w.l'k producing a guaraoteed market
milk.

We give this comparison to enforce
the truth that the essentials of clean
milk prodnotion are simple and attain-
able by those who are willing to do the
work. Since these tests we have bullt
barps and improved equipment. How-
ever, we do not put our trust in these to
the lessening of vigilance regarding the
essentials. :

Empbaris i1s geperally placed upon
bacterially clean milk for direct con-
sumption. It is as important tbat milk
should be produced oleanly for creamery
and factory. The ory is that we cannot
afford to go to all this expense for the
ordinary market, We answer thie by &'
resume of the foregolng. It pays, from
the ipcrease in production, to keep
healthy cows, to keep them reasonably
‘olean, and to groom them. The better
uipment necessary to keep the uten-
sils clean pays in time saved In car-
ing for tha utensils; cooling Is Inexpen-
sive. A dairyman that has a grldn in
the cleanliness of his dairy will look af-
ter all detalls so muoch better that the
system aod spirit put Into the dairy
work will make the whole more
efficlent. Then, let ur otory -or
creamery get & uniformly clean milk
and it can manufacture a produot that
will be far famed and sell at the top

Findings on the Bethel Accident.

The public utilities commission last
week made public its findings regarding
the collision of two freight trains on the
Grand Trunk between West Bethel and
Gilead on the night of the 24th of De-
cember, in which five men lost their
lives.

After a brief statement of the facts of
the collision, the commission says:

“We find Albert S. Wentworth, con-
ductor of freight train No. 548 east di-
rectly respopsible for this accident;
first, through his failure to de'iver the
train orders to the engineer at Gorham io
maonper prescribed by the operating rules
under which he was working, and, sec-
ond, through his failure to stop the
train promptly when he found that it
bad ruo by Gilead without bis actunally
knowing that the meetiog train was
there.

“Witbout in any way diminishing or
excusing the culpability of Wentworth—
which stands on its own bottom unex-
cused by any other laxness—we Dnow re-
fer to conditions for which the Grand
Trunk Railway System is responsible
and which ought to be corrected.”

The method of handling the train or-
ders is then discussed in some detail and
certain faulut;mimed out and changes
suggested, and the report concludes:

“‘We now come to the most important
feature of this case so far as the rallroad
company is concerned. The Grand Trunk
Railway System has no antomatic block
signals between Island Pond, Vermont,
and Portland, Maipe. This an impor-
tant railroad thoroughfare running from
Montreal to Portland. In Maine, at
least, it is all single tracked except in
the Portland yard.

“Mr. C. C. Bowker, general superin-
tendent, stated at the hearing, in reply
to a guestion: ‘No, we bhaven't given
any consideration to equipping this sec-
tion with automatic sigoals for the rea-
son we doo't consider the traffic suffi-
ciently heavy enough. We don’t have
automatic signals where the traffic is
much heavier. Furthermore, neither do
we admit automatic signals would have
prevented this accident.’ ’

“Nobody can tell whether this partica-
lar aceldent would have occurred if this
part of the road bad been equipped with
block signals. The probability is that
it would not, Finding, as we do, that
the engineer of the offending train never
saw the order to meet at Gilead, there is
no reason to assume that be would not
have seen and obeyed a block signal if
there had been one.

“However that may be, arailroad is
pot reasonably equipped for the safety of
its employes and of the traveling public
if it is pot reasonably equipped with
recognized and generally adopted safety
devices. We firmly believe tbat this
company is not justified in its entire
failure to install anch devices over this
line, and that it ought to proceed to do
so at once. We recommend that it io-
stall block signals over not less than one-
balf of its mileage between the Maine-
New Hampshire line and Portland, dur-
ing the year 1017 and over the remainder
thereof during the year 1918.

“The Grand Trunk Railway System
will notify shis commission of its ac-
geptance or rejection of each of the fore-
g:)ing recommendations within 10 days

m the date hereof, as provided in
Itnle 17 of the Public Utilities Commis-
sion.”

Few people are aware that the
houses of parliament have their own
prison. Yet situated high up in the
clock tower is the M. P.'s prison, con-
pisting of four bedrooms and two sit-
ting rooms.

The honorable member who has been
dishonored by Iimprisonment for a
breach of parliamentary etiquette does
not have a very hard life in Bt
Stephen’s prison. The prisoner’s meals
are sent up to him from the house of
tommons kitchens, and he can choose
whatever dishes he likes from the or-
dinary menu. Unlike an ordinary pris-
oner, he receives the bill for his meals
from the catering authorities.

Perhaps the best remembered occu-
pant of parliament’s prison was Mr.
Bradlaugh, who was sentenced by the
speaker to imprisonment in the clock
tower for refusing to withdraw when
requested so to do.

Offenders against parliament other
than members have been sentenced to
imprisonment in the clock tower.
These “outsiders” have included sev-
eral public speakers and the editor of
a prominent newspaper.

SUFFERING NERVOUS m'_'l. b )
. FOUND UNCONSCIOUS IN BOSTON.

We have acted,
he said, on the wrong principle of the
“'balance of power” as it has been ap-
plied in l'.'ntoln, and it may be that this
great war will result in showing us that
the only way to make the rights of all
peoples secure Is to have a federation of
nations.

When Napoleon was overthrown at
Waterloo in 1815, the world was weary of
war, and in that year the first beginnings
of the peace movement were ma The
first man to pm?oua an orgabization of
pations was Willlam Ladd of Maine, who
in 1828 organized the American Peace
Soolety, the largest peace society in the
world.

The first Hagone conference was called
by the ozar of Russia in 1899, only &
little more than seventeen years ago.
Forty-six nations were represented there,
and this was the first time that there
had been a general conference of nations
looking toward the abolishment of war.
The second Hague oconference met: in
1907, and its permanent home, the peace
palace, built largely through the gift of
Aundrew Carnegie, was dedicated in 1913.

The speaker took up the three essen-
tial principles of the Hague system,
mediation, international commission of
inquiry, and arbitration, and recounted
in detail instances under each of these
several principles where war had been
ended or a threatened war averted by
their exercise, showing some progress of
the peace ides.

Reference was made to the League to
Eoforce Peace and its proposed plao.
Witbout expressing himself strongly on
the matter, the speaker gave it as his
opinion that the plan would encounter
practical diffioulties in its application,
and that more progress would be made
by endeavoring to advance voluntary
action by the nations and cooperation in
their efforts.

A large number of illustrations show-
ing the men who had participated in the
various activities referred to, the gather-
ings at the Hague and elsewhere, the
buildings where some of the famous
meetings had been bheld, and other
things of interest, were thrown on tbe
screen.

" The Church and Men,

A very interesting letter is being sent
out by Rev. C. I. Spear asking many
prominent men their opinion concerning
the problem of the relation of men to
the cburch, asking why it is so many
men are not more actively interesied In
church work. Among those to whom he
bas sent letters are Gov. Carl E. Milli-
ken, some of the leaders In the present
legislatare and Oxford Couaty officers;
also leading profeesional and businers
men of South Paris and Norway. The
questionnaire is as followe:

1. Why do not more men attend
cbhurch?

9. Why are not more men members
of the church?

3. Do you think the churches of your
acquaintance are generally doiog the
work you belleve the Church of Christ
was founded to accomplish? If there
are weaknesses will you suggest them?

4. Whatdo you coosider the most
helpful features of church life to-day?

The answers to these questiona will be
read next Sunday evening in the audl-
torinm of Deering Memorial Cbarcb.
The names of the writers of the letters
will not be read unless epeoial permis-
sion is given. Any one not basppeniog
to receive a letter from the pastor ia in-
vited to send him any commaunication

Conductor Wentworth Bound Over.

He
pleaded not gullty, waived examination,
and was bound over In the sum of
$2000, bonds being promptly furnished.

Wentworth was arrested on & com-
laint sworn out by County Attoroey
Bal!vuu, following the finding of the
public utilities commission which fixed
the direot responsibility for the acci-
dent upon Wentworth. Deputy Sberiff
B. R. Billings arrested Wentworth at his
home at Island Pond, He was repre-
sented at the hearing bg attorneys from
Island Pond and St. Jobnsbary, V.

Vital Statistics of 1910.

According to the records in the office
of the town olerk, there were born dur-
ing the year 1016 in Paris, and in other
towns to Paris parents, a total of 75
cbildren. Four of these are recorded as
stillborn. Of the 71 living children, 41
were boys and 80 girls.

The number of marriages recorded for
the year is 58. In 27 of these both par-
ties were residents of Parie, in 18 one
party was a resident, and In 13 nelther
party was a resident. This accounts for
72 residents of the town who were mar-
rled during the year.

The number of deaths in Parls, includ-
ing a few residents of the town who died
in hospitals elsewhere to which they had
gone for treatment, was 4. The oldest
was Mrs. Columbia Parrls, whbo died on
the 18th of June, st the age of 102 years.
The next oldest was Mrs, Sardina Cum-
mings, who was 93, These were the
only two over 80. The pumber of deaths
in the other decades was as given below.
There were only three deaths at ages be-
tween 3 and 42 years, and of these one
was a sulolde:
