Inbreeding Does Not Cause Degen- 
eration. 

In the report of the U. S. Bureau of 
Animal Industry we find reference to 
work that haa been done in the inbreed- 
ing of guinea pigs, these animals having 
been used because they reproduce rap- 
idly and can be handled with compara- 
tively little expense. At present there 
are 17 families in existence which trace 
back by exclusively brother-sister mat· 
ings to 17 original pairs. Concerning the conclusions to be drawn from the 
work thua far done, the chief of the Ani- 
mal Husbandry Division, Geo. M. Rom- 
mel, says: 

"The most obvious result of the work 
on inbreeding is the mere fact that the 
closest possible inbreeding for over 10 
generations may produce little, if any, 
degeneration in growth, vitality, or fe- 
cundity. As yet no specific effect of in- 
breeding is wholly certain other than 
the very important tendency toward ho- 
mogeneity—tbe irrevocable fixing of 
good, bad, or indifferent traits within a 

family. In the traits thus fixed the first I 
few generations of inbreeding are very [ 
important. 

"This work, with other recent results, | 
suggests that inbreeding may be used 
more extensively by the practical breed- 
er than it is at present. In the work of | 
producing a new strain, as many differ- 
ent foundation lines of merit as practi-j 
cable should be started. There should 
be rigid selection associated with in- 
breeding in each for a few generations, | 
followed by elimination of inferior lines. 
The result should be a few lines practi- 
cally as vigorous and fecund as normally 
bred stock, yet showing a uniformity of 
type unattainable without inbreeding."· 

The important suggestion oontained in 
the above is that, despite general opinion 
to the contrary, inbreeding causes little, 
if any, degeneration in growth, vitality, 
;>r fecundity. It may be somewhat 
ioubtful whether these oonolusions 
Founded on experience with guinea pig» 
will apply equally to dairy cattle, bat 
!acking conclusive experimentation it is 
not unreasonable to expect similar re- 
mits. At least it should be sufficient for | 
Further work with dairy stock, not for- 
getting that bad as well as good trait* 
may become fixed and tbe inbreeding 
must be accompanied by rigid selection. 

One reason for tbe failure of conclu- 
sively demonstrating the desirability 
:)r the undesirability of in-and-inbreed- 
ing is doe to tbe fact that few individ- 
uals bave tbe money to follow tbe theory 
to its logical conclusion or, if they do, 
their life is too short and the work is 
not continued. It is to be hoped that 
mr experiment stations or some endo< 
id institution will take bold of the sltu-l 
ition in an intelligent manner, lay the [ 
Foundation for a quarter or balf a cen- 

tury or more of experimental work with 
dairy animals, and have tbeir plans so 

drawn that irrespective of the individual 
in immediate charge the same line of 

breeding will be carefully followed with- 
out change to meet the whim or belief of j 
* single individual who may have tem- 

porary control of the experimentation. 
Tbe most serious charge that has been 

laid against inbreeding bas been that it 
does cause a degeneration in growth, vi- 

tality, and fecundity. Ια dairy cattle] 
breeding it has been accepted generally 
is a desirable means of tlxiog high pro 
ductioo, but breeders bave feared these 
three uotoward results. Now, intensive 
inbreeding of guinea pigs does not indi- 
cate this, and this should put greater 
heart into the man who believes in in- 

breeding but who is fearful as to its ef- 
fect on the constitution of the animal. 
To be successful, however, inbreeding 
will bave to be practiced with intelli- 
gence and a quickened understanding of 
tbe proper mating of animals. To tbe 
unlearned breeder or tbe novice, it is a 

thing largely to be avoided.—Hoard's 

A Prise Sweet Corn Essay. 
Of the 500 s'oriee oo the raising of 

■ weet corn submitted by members of 

the Boy·' Sweet Cora Club st their big 
meeting end contest in Portland the first 
of December, the best one was written 

by Cbestsr Κ Wallace of Warren, Maine. 
HOW I MADE MY CHOP 

▲· I did not know anything aboat the 

Boys'Sweet Corn Clnbe until it was si* 
most time to plant corn, I could not 

have the pieoe of land I would liked to 

have bad and had io the condition that I 
wanted it. so 1 took an average piece of 
land that was piowsd and had the drees- 
ing spread in the fall. I like to have 

the laad plowed and also have the ma- 

nure spread io the fall, because I know 1 
have better results from an average piece 
at land plowed in the fall, than with a 

•elected pieoe of land plowed in the 

spring. 
I used barn manure spread in the fall 

snd harrowed in with a disk harrow in 

the spring. I bad the ground harrowed 
both ways to be sure that the manure 

was well worked in. I would bave rath- 
er the manure would have been harrow- 

ed in in the fall but I think the main 

thing i· to get itapread in the fall, aotbst 
the rain will mix it with the soil. 

For fertilizer I need B. Prank Coe's 
"Gold Brand Excelsior Guano/' at the 

rate of 600 pounds to the acre, when 

planting. The people through this sec- 

tion bave had very good luck with this 
brand and advised me to use it. 

The first time I cultivated I used a 

fourteen toothed cultivator because the 

corn was very small. I had never used 
one before snd I did not reslize the 
value of one when the plants are small. 
Tbej do excellent work when the corn 

is small and also when it is from twelve 
to eighteen inches high, because st this 
time I tbink it is better only to loosen 
the top of the ground. The next time 1 
used s five-toothed cultivator running It 
deep enough to give plenty of dirt for 
boeing. 

I believe in band hoeing unless the 
land is free from weeds, sods and large 
lumps of dirt. My piece of land was 

quite weedy, so I hand hoed my oorn. 

putting about four inches of dirt around 
it, to serve as a support after it gets tall. 

Shortly after 1 hoed my corn there 
was a heavy rain which beat the weeds 
into the loose esrtb and nearly all of 
them started to grow sgsin. I only hsd 
a chance to cultivate my corn ooce after 
this and that didn't kill but about half 
of them. As it happened I got a ohaace 
to weed my oorn about the 15th of 

August and I found nearly as many 
weeds between the rows as I did in 

them. 
Next cam· the harvesting. I picked 

twioe as the corn was very uneven. The 
first time I picked twenty-five bushels 
from which I got 355 pounds of oat oorn. 
THia ι· not oooeidered very good weight.

It 
seldom happens that the State Cham- 
pion of a club project write· the best 
story about that project, bnt Emily is 
surely the prlnoess of all oanners. 

my season's wobk in canning 
I began my work in canning on June 

30tb. On that day 1 pioked and oanned 
five quarts of wild strawberries, and sold 
the same for $1.75. A tew days later I 
canoed nine quarts of cultivated straw* 
berries for my mother. AU through the 
summer she went around on orutobes 
while recovering from an operation on 
hex foot. My father was away from 
home every day and the canning fell to 
me. This'may look to be quite a task 
for a little girl, but I am proud to tell 
you that I.canned 227 quarts of fruits, 
meats, and vegetables. Here is a list of 
the vegetables I have canned this sum- 
mer: 13 quarts of beets, 54 quarts of 
beans, 23 quarts of peas, 10 qnarts of 
carrots, 7 1-2 quarts of corn, 3 1-2 quarts 
of beet greens, 7 quarts of sour pickles, 
9 quarts of sweet pickles, 4 quarts of 
tomato pickles, 3 quarts of pumpkin, 3 
quarts of sqaasb, 1 quart of cabbage, 1 

au art of red peppers, 1 quart of oauli- 
ower, and 4 quarts of potatoes. 
Besides these I have several qnarts of 

fruits that I must tell yon about. I 
oanned and sold five quarts of wild 
strawberries which I mentioned at the 
beginning of my story. I have nine 
quarts of raspberries which I picked aud 
oanned with these same little fingers, 
tnd 20 quarts of blueberries. Some 
people say they do not like blueberries 
in the winter, but I think they make 
just as good a pie as they do when pick- 
ed fresh in the summer. I have 3 quarts 
of Wealthy apples aod 4 quarts of High- 
land cranberries, 3 quarts of peaches, 2 

quarts of pineapple, and 8 quarts of 
orabapples. I bave also trout, chicken, 
turnip greens and beet greens. This 
makes a total of 20 different kinds of 
vegetables, 18 kinds of fruit, 1 kind of 
flsh and 1 kind of poultry. 

People sav to me, "What kind of jare 
Ίο you use?" 

Here is a list of the jars that I used 
rhis season: The Queen, the Lightning, 
the Β. Z. Atlas, the Imperial, the Safety 
Valve, the Sure Seal, the Mason, the 
Economy. 

This makes eight different kinds of 
jars, and m? choice among them is the 
Economy jar. 

Last year I took some of my canned 
fruits and vegetables to the fair and woo 
second prize of 93.00 on them. This 
year our local leader thongbt the club 
ought to show some of its work in oan- 

ning on the fair grounds. I being presi- 
dent went around among the members 
and told each one to get some jar· ready. 
When the day of opening oame we went 
to the grounds with our collection of pre- 
serves, but we had a hard time finding a 

table to use for our exhibit. After a 

long search we found one that was very 
large, and we arranged our things as 

pretty as we could. Then the fun com- 
menced. Some one would come along, 
pick up the jars, tnrn them upside down 
and all ways, set tbem down with a 

bang and say, "Well, these little girl· do 
floe work." Then they would turn to 
Rome one else and say, "Do vou suppose 
these children do this work?'* And the 
answer would be, "No, I don't." This 
made us feel pretty bad, bat after a 

little while four or five other ladies 
would come along. I expected to hear 
the same remark, but this time it was, 
"Say, look here. This work is done by 
the Girls' Agricultural Club. I think 
this club work is fine for the boys and 
girls. Now clubs are being formed all 
through the states, tbey say. and tbey 
are doing wonderful work." This soand- 
ed good to me, and I stepped op close to 
the lady who spoke the encouraging 
words. The difference in these two 
ladies makes me think of a motto I have 
been told many times. "If you oannot 

say a word that encourages, do not say 
• word that discourages." 

This is all I have to say about my 
work this season. I wish all the olub 
members another prosperous season and 
hope to meet you all again next year do-

The Fifty-Pound Cow. 

Tb· new world's record for all breed· J 
for butterfat production Id the seven-day 
division was established by tbe pure- 
bred Holsteln-Frleslan cow, Segis Payne 
Johanna 114066, In a test ending Janu- 
sry 8, 1917. This remarkable cow pro- 
duced 60.68 pounds of batter in seven 

consecutive days, and the offioial test 
eras conducted bj supervisors from the ! 
Vew York 8tate Agricultural College,1 
Ithaca, Ν. T. · 

Segis Payne Johanna, by her wonder- 
ful achievement, is now the most talked 
of cow in the world, and her sensational 
record marks a signal triumph in the 
forward maroh of the Holstein-Priesian 
breed. 

She was bred by A. A. Cortelyou, of 
Somerville, N. J., and her present owner 
is Oliver Cabana, Jr., proprietor of Pine 
Qrove Parmi, Elma Center, N. T., at 
which noted establishment four other 
world's record holders have been devel- 
oped during the past six months. 

The new world's reoord holder fresh- 
ened at tbe age of 8 years, 2 months and 
17 days. She is four-fifths white, weighs 
sbout 1460 pounds, and is sired by King 
Pavne Segis 46767. Her dam Is Vikina 
Johanna 64386, a daughter of Johanna 
Rue 3d's Lad and Vikina Clothilde. 

Tbe test was made under perfeot con- 

ditions, abeolute quiet, systematic feed- 

ing and milking, and a roomy stall con- 

structed of clean white enameled walls. 
Segis Payne Johanna's aeven-day pro- 

duction of over 50 pounds of butter aur- 

passes that of Hester Aaltje Korndyke, 
the previous world's record bolder, by 
3.91 pounds. In their preeent waranteed 
state of elation, enthusiastic Holstein- 
Priesian breeders over the dairy world at 

large now marvel at tbe accomplishment 
of what was almost impossible and ask, 
••Where will it end?" 

By far the largest gross value of farm 

production in this oountry was reaobed 
In 1916, according to estimates made 

by the Uolted States Department of! 
Agriculture. Tbe total of orope and anl-1 
aiil products «as 113.449.000,000, an In- 
crease of 02,674,000,000 over the total of 

1916, which was itself a high-water I 

mark. The mere increase Is greater1 
than the oeneae gross value of farm pro- 
duction I* 1889, and le nearly as large as I 

tbe oeasns crop valne In 1899. Tbe In- 

crease of 1916 over 1914 was 88,554,000,- 
000. Tbe groee valne of farm production 
is tbe total of orope and animal prod- 
acts, and takes no aooonnt of tbe nae of 
a product as a material for other produc- 
tion; nor an any ooeta of production 
sabtraoted. Consequently, tbe «aloe of 

groee prod actio· ehoald be regarded ae

Books on a 8helf. 
Books are frequently ruined through 

carelessness. This la less In the bun- 
dling often than upon the shelves. 
Books should not be packed tightly on 

a shelf. It ruins the back and causes 

them to tear loose with the strain of 

getting in and out. Often It forces the 
leaves to sag to the shelf when pushed 
unduly. It Is just as bad for books to 
be too loose on a shelf, as they warp, 
and the spreading leaves encourage 
dust A bookcase with the contents 

at every angle is not a pleasant 
sight There are some housekeepers 
who think a yearly dusting of the 
books at housecleanlng time sufficient. 
This Is bad enough when they are 

kept under glass. When on open 
shelves it means ruin to valuable 
books. It takes a little louger to dust 
the backs and tops of books on each 
shelf every day. Use a soft cheese- 
cloth or silk duster and shake it fre- 
quently. 

Man's Eyes and Animals'. 
Aside from the monkey, man is the 

only animal having what we call binoc- 
ular single vision—that is, he can tell 
not only the direction of an object, but 
he can estimate fairly accurately its 
distance. This is because both of his 
eyes point at the same object at the 
same time, like two range finders. Oth- 
er animals do not concentrate theli 
gaze in this way.

Thursday, Feb. 8th, waa the seventh 

anniveraary of the organization of the 
Boy Scoute of America, an organization 
of such magnitude and of aucb far reach- 
ing effects as cannot help having great 
effect on future generationa. 

At 8:15 P. M. Thursday every Boy 
Sooot troop in the United States stood 
up, and giving tbe Scout aignal, repeated 
the Scout oath wbioh is: 

"On my honor I will do my best— 
"To do my duty to God and my conn 

try, and to obey tbe scout law. 
"To help other people at all timea. 
"To keep myself physically strong, 

mentally awake, and morally straight." 
We may not fully realize what this 

may mean to tbe future of our country, 
but we know that when an army of boys, 
larger than the United States Army, 
atart out in life with such ideals, great 
good must come from such training as 

these boys are getting, and we shall have 
better citizens snd more intelligent vot- 
er· ruling our country in tbe next gener- 
ations, because of tbe existence of tbe 
Boy Scouts. 

If tbe Boy Scout organization had 
been formed ten years earlier, or if tbe 
Qerman Kaiser would wait ten years for 
tbe completion of tbe war, tbe United 
States would have an immense army of 
young men, better equipped and with 
stronger bodies, and more intelligence, 
than can be found among tbe yoong men 

to-day, for tbe making up of an army to 

protect our country. 
Wklln fchi» Rnv Snnnti were not formed 

as a military organization, they are in- 
structed and carefully drilled, and 
shown bow to oare for themselves nnder 
all conditions, and are learning at an 

early age what our soldiers bave to learn 
at a much later age, and tbey are tangbt 
in early life to avoid tbe many traps and 
pitfalls, tbe sins against morality, tbat 
too maoy of oar soldiers never learn. 

Tbe Boy Scoots in our town, both in 
West Paris and South Paris, are keeping 
up their numbers in fall, and many boys 
are only waiting until tbey are old 
enough to join. Every citizen of tbe 
town should feel proud of tbe boys, and 
their work, and follow the golden rule 
whicb tbe boys themselves follow, "Do a 

good turn daily," and when there is a 

chance to help the boys along do tbe 

good turn daily, with tbe same good will 
and enthusiasm as the boys themselves 
have done. 

In the Interest of the boys' Clubs. 
Those interested in the grand work 

the boys' and girls' clubs are doing in 
our state should avail themselves of the 
opportunity of hearing Mr. Mitobell, the 
state leader of tbe boys' clubs, at Orange 
Sail, South Paris, next Saturday, Feb. 
17, at 1:80 P. M. 

Tbe boys' and girls' clubs are some- 

thing tbat should command tbe interest 
of every loyal citizen. Our state is help- 
ing out in this work, but it oannot suc- 

ceed as it should without tbe support of 
our business as well as our rural citi- 
zens. 

There will be no state wide gathering 
of the clubs this year as was held at 
Portland last year, bnt each county will 
hold its own meeting of clubs. Tbe Ox- 
ford county meeting will be held at Nor- 
way. 

Now we want tbe boys and girls from 
Paris to make as good a showing as any 
others in the county. It is not a habit 
for Paris to take a seat very far back in 

anything, so let every one who can pos-

A Winter Muer that Mm Uto. 
Thia la my "company" dinner for win- 

ter. It may bo adapted to any holiday 
that oomaa In winter from Thanksgiving 
to Washington's blrtbday, aa well aa (or 
any otber evening. The food la «Impie 
and eaally prepared, yet everything on 

the mena la dellolooa. The oolora are 
red and green, oolora that are particular- 
ly effective on a oold winter evening. 

For daya other than holldaya thia la 
the mena: 

Grapefruit 
(Garnished with red candled pineapple) 

Oyster· Broiled on Half 8bell 
Bread and Butter Sandwlchea 

Celery 
Stuffed Olive· Salted Not· 

Chicken a la Maryland, Cream Sanoe 
Currant or Cranberry Jelly 

Corn Oysters Potatoes, Maître d'Hotel 
Neapolitan Salad, Busslan Dressing 

/lake Wafer·, spread with Batter and Paprika 
Froxen Custard (colored green and garnished 
with maraschino cherries and whipped cream) 

Angel Cake Coflfee 
The table la decorated wltb red carna- 

tlona or a aingle red roae wltb plenty of 
green ferna or amllax. I have Individual 
crocheted wblte baaketa that are tied 
with red and green ribbon, and filled 
wltb red and green candiee. There are 

attractive green candiee one oan pur- 
chase. One la a pea pod, half-open, 
•bowing the tiny green peaa. Another 
la an almond shell with part of the ker- 
nel exposed. Delicious home-made 
candy colored red and green, wltb mint 
flavor for the green, and rose flavor for 
the red, also lends to the success of the 
dinner. 

The grape-fruit la on the table when 
the guests are aeated and Ita red centera 
or edges, according to the way the gar- 
nish is arranged, lend to tbe attractive- 
ness of tbe table. For Thanksgiving 
and Christmas tbe red Tokay or Em- 
press grapes are used Instead of pine- 
apple. They are cut in halves and ar- 

ranged around tbe edges allowing half a 

grape to each section. For Washington's 
Birthday, cherries are used, and on St. 
Valentine's, day tbe pineapple oan be 
cut in beart-abapea. 

Tbe oysters, broiled on tbe.balf ibell, 
are sprinkled with chopped parsley and 
red pepper, to carry out tbe color scheme. 
Tbe sandwiches, which are passed with 
them, have on the top of each half an 

olive stuffed with pimiento. 
The meat coarse does not have the 

color-scbeme ezoept in tbe jelly. This 
course may be obaoged for the holidays 
when one wishes turkey or goose, and 
cranberry sauce can be served in plaoe 
of the jelly. 

Tbe recipes follow: 
OYSTKRS BBOILBD OK HALF SHELL 

2 dozen oysters 
1 tablespoon melted batter 
1 teaspoon Worcestershire sauce 

Grated cheese 
1 teaspoon lemon juice 
1 8 teaspoon mustard 
Daab paprika 
2 teaspoons minced parsley 

Mix seasonings and shake well. 
ArrangeDyatera on broiler of gaa oven 

and pour over them the seasonings. 
Sprinkle with cheese. Put in a broiler 
until tbe edges carl. 

CHICKEN MARYLAND 

Select a tender chicken. Cat ap la 
pieces, and dip in a dredging made of 
two tablespoons flour, two teaspoons 
salt, one teaspoon pepper. Then dip in 

egg and roll in One bread crumbs. Bake 
thirty minutes In a very bot oven. Baste 
every five minutes with one-third cup 
melted butter and one-half oup water. 

POTATOES, MAITBB D'HOTEL 
Cook four cups of potato balls in boil- 

log water, that has been salted, until 
they are tender. Save one teaspoon of 
bot water in which they have been cook- 
ed and add to the maître d'hotel butter, 
tbeo poor tbe butter over the potatoes 
before lifting. Sprinkle with fine-ohop- 
ped parsley. 

MAI BE TD'HOTEL BUTT KB 

2 tablespoons batter 
1 4 teaspoon paprika 
2 tablespoons parsley obopped flue 

Cream butter and add remaining In- 
gredients. 

COBN OYSTEBS 

Drain liquid from one oan of corn. Put 
c<»rn through tbe meat ohopper.

1-4 cap floor 
14 teaapoon pepper 
l«egg 
1 teaspoon naît 

Drop bj spoonful· aod fry In deep fat, 
or cook on a well greased griddle. 
Make them the size of large oysters. 

NEAPOLITAN SALAD 

Celery, peppers, plmentoes, lettnce. 
Scald peppers aod dry. Wash pimieu- 
toe·; oot celery, peppers aod plmentoes 
in short tbln strips of oniform length, 
and arrange equal parts of eaob, alter- 
nating on nests of lettuoe. 

RUSSIAN DRESSING 

4 tablespoon· mayonnaise 
2 tablespoons Chili saoce 

2 tablespoon» whipped oream 
1 tablespoon chopped greeo pepper 

FROZEN CUSTABD 

1 quart milk 
4 eggs 
1 cup sugar 
1 tablespoon vanilla 
2 tablespoons cornstarch 

Put milk over the Ore in double boil- 
er. Moisten corn starch with a little 
cold milk, add to hot milk and stir until 
it begins to thicken. Beat eggs and 
•ugar together until light and add to the 
bot milk. Cook one mloote, take from 
fire, add vanilla and when oold freeze.

pedite· cooking, and If ooe Uvea In ao 

•part ment, where ao iovaaloo of water- 

bogs or the like Is not to be aaoaped at 

times, keeping tbe cereals in glaas con- 

tainers Insures oleaolloesa. Other foods 
sold In paper paokagee oan be kept Id 
theaame manner. 

Let the potatoes tbat are to be h^ked 
at and In boiling water for five minutes 
and they will bake In muob leaa time. 
If they are tbeo wiped dry aod rubbed 
over with dripping·, tbe skias will be 
aapeolally nlœ.
