LIFE HISTORY, HABITS, AND METHODS
OF CONTROL.

—

According to the letters sent the
Maine Agrieultural Experiment Station
the common squash bug
does annually & good deal
within the state.

Injury may begin soon after the first
sprouting of the plants, or after the
plants have made some considerable
growth, and may cootioue until their
death or the departure of the bugs to
places of concealment for bibernation
The plants are first attacked by the bhi-
bernated bugs, suon after their firat ap-
pearance, which varies aoccording to
temperature and locality from early
spriog in the south to late June farther
rl:t:. the“::nmh I'unt:q-n:nata and begio

epoa of their attachin

thom by an sdbesive secrotion’ to the
leaves in masses of three or four to forty
and more. The eggs are metallic brown
or bronze in color and flattened on three
sldes. They are laid nsually on the un-
der side of a leaf, but not infreguently
also.on the upper side; often in regular
rows, but sometimes less regularly; and
either separated or more closely crowded
together as in the smaller mase, They
are whitish when first laid, but soon
change to bronze, and hatch lo from
eight to thirteen days into small green
and black creatures, which resemble
somewhat the mature insects but differ
in having proportionately longer legs
and antennae. These make their escape
from the eggshell through a little round
bole cut out of one end. In this period
of its existence which is known as the
first nymph stage, the insects livein
colonies, at firet remaining close together
upon the leaf near where the eggs were
laid, but later coogregating about the
bases of the leaf-stalks or hiding, togeth-
er with individuals of the more advanced
stagea and tbe parent insect, under near-
by clods of rubbish, or in any convenient
retreat, and coming forth toward dusk
in search of food.

The nymphs cast their skins five times
before reaching the mature condition,
increasing their growth after each molt.
Three days after batching, the oympb
baving attained a larger size molts and as-
sumes the second stage. In this stage it
lives eight or nine days before undergo-
ing the next molt. The third stage re-
quires seven to eight, and the fourth six
days. The fifth stage is passed in eight
days, wheao the fifth and final molt takes
place and the insect appears as a fall-
sized bug. In its last 8 the insect
continues to feed, but with the disap-
pearance of its food supply, cansed by
the dying or clearing away of the crop
on which it has fed, it seeks shelter in
any convenient rubbish, under boards or
stones, old vies or similar vegetation,
or under the loose bark on dead trees, or
in cracks or barns or ounthouses, and
here passes the winter. Hibernation in
the District of Columbia, where the pe-
riods above mentioned have been obaerv-
ed by the writer, begins some time in
September.

METHODS OF CONTROL

This insect is usually resistant to an
exceptional degree to insecticides, and
this is particularly true of the adalts. A
wash strong enough to kill the matore
insect will at the same time destroy the
vioes. This renders it necessary to pro-
ceed againat it by band and by oultural
methods.

Hand-picking early in the season.—A
look-out for the bugs should be kept
early in the season, and these as well as
the egge sbonld be picked off or cut
away with shears and destroyed. The
egge, on account of thelr large and con-
spicuous appearance when deposited 1o
clusters while the vines are young, are
readily seen, and the grower should
make a practice at the beginning of each
season of going over the vines every few
days. Such youog as may hatch in spite
of these precautions may be killed by
kerosene emulsion applied upon their
first appearance.

Trapping the bugs.—The buge may
also be trapped by placiog on lhaground
at intervals through the garden, boards,
-hlnﬁlu, pleces of bark, or similar ma-
terial, to which the bugs will be attract-
od for shelter. Here they should be
looked for dud destroyed every morning
or 8o during the season.

Protection to cucurbits other thap
squash, and perbaps pumpkin, can be se-
cared by growing these plants with the
others to serve as trap crops. Attack
will thus be centered upon & few plants
where the insects can be the more read-
ily controlled.

Other methods.—A number of the
remedies in use :Eslnst the striped cu-
cumber beetle and other insect enemies
of cucurbits will assist in the destruction
or control of this species. Among these
are the protection of the young plants
with coverings, the use of repellants
such as land plaster or gypsum saturat-
ed with kerosene or turpentine, the
planting of an excess of seed to distrib-
ate attack, the stimulation of the

wth of the plant by manures or other
proper fertilizer, and lastly, clean cal-
tural practice. If the precaution be
taken to gather the vines as soon as the
crop Is barvested and burn them, many
bugs in their different stages will be de-
stroyed and the crop of insects will be
reduced for the ensuing year.—Chas. D.
Woods, Director.

Best to Plow Clover Under.
Ctover cut and allowed to remain op

-l the surface of the ground for seven

months from fall to apring loses about
the same amount of Organic matter as
when fed to live stock, acoording to re-
cent experiments at the Obio station.
This amount of bumus may be largely
saved by plowing the crop under in the
fall. Only about one-third of the clover
remained in the spring when the orop
was left on the surface. When it was
plowed under about three-fourths of the
original weight was found in the oprlnf.
From analyses of the drainage water t
was found that four times as much nitro-
was lost from the plot with clover
f:ll:ag on the surface as from that having
clover incorporated In the soil.

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A Step In Self-Defence. |

Experience ls & good teacher and the

price the farmers of Maine_ have bad t»

pay for seed for this season's blanting

will no doubt open the eyes of a great
many. BSeed wheat at $4 00 per bushel,
seed potatoes at $3 00 and $3 50 per bush-
el, seed beans as high as $14.00 a bushel,
and Longlellow variety yellow corn at
$6 00 a bushel, are prices paid that have
come under my personal observation
and I bave heard of still higher prices
for some of this seed.

The point I want to bring out is, that
right now is the time for the farmers to
n to fortify themselves against a re-

other vear's planting.

The bigh price was not, however, the
only difficulty, for, in many cases, the
farmers were upable to secare, at any
price, the seed which they wanted, and
especially was this true of yellow corn
and some varieties of beans.

Gond seed Is something that cannot be
furnished on short notice, and plans for
next year's seed shquld be made during
this growing seasod. Experience bas
tanght tbat local-grown seed, when
handled properly, gives the best reaults,
because it is acolimated and used to soil
conditions. For example, in sections of
Maine the farmers know that a certain
variety of corn grows best and plan to
use that variety, while in another section,
an entirely different variety may be the
best grower. What is troe of corn is al-
80 true of other crops.

The best method to adopt, in my mind,
ia to grow at least enough of each crop
for seed, under conditions that will war-
rant the best results. In the potato
piece, keep an eye ont for dwarfed and
diseased plants and take your seed from
bills that have a strong, vigorous plant
and yield a fair amount of goodsized
tubers when dug this fall.

Watch your bean plants and remove
from a section of the plece, hills that are
weak or show signs of disease, such as
rust or anthracnose, which ls, in appear-
ance, similar to rust. On some hills of
beans, badly diseased, a mold will be
noticed early in the season and these
should be removed.

To get the best corn seed, a select{on
shounld be made in the fall, when the ear=
are filled out. Go through the plece and
choose stalks mot excessive in beight,
bat of average height, having an ear with
the keruels in even rows and extending
well over the tip of the cob. The posi-
tion of the ear on the stalk, and type of
atalk, shounld be noted. Mark the stalk,
80 that seed ears can besaved at time of
harvesting.

I might mention otber crops, bat the
main point is to look ahead and prepare.
We often hear it said, and I believe it ia
true, that only about onme-third of omr
farmers pay any attention to meed im-
provement, and [ think we are all agreed
tbat this is abaolutely wrong, for everv
farmer should be improving his seed each
year.

Tf you want seed for next season, other
than you have planted now, look around
in your community and get your neigh-
bor, who 18 raisiog what yon want, to
take care of hin crop, and offer him
enongh more for good seed to make it
worth bis while. It is my bellef, from a
close contact with the situation, that
the most of seed planted in Maipe this
year was of good quality, but in some
crops au excessive demand for the seed
brought sales of slightly inferior stock,
and it is a repetition of this that we want
to avold.

Each season brings a demand for the
best seed, and farmers are willing to pay
a little more for it, so, In carefully watch-
ing your crop, you are helping to grow
more and better crops for yoursell and,
at the same time, will have seed te sell
which will command a better price.—
Maine Department of Agricalture, Jghn

The Cause of Poultry Sickness.

Dampness and filth are the two prime
causes of disease among poultry. Idle-
ness is a disease breeder, busy fowls, as
a rule, keeping in good health. Filthy
drinking vessels breed undesirable germs
about as quickly as anything, germs often
biding in the scum that is allowed to
acoumulate.

Exposure to excessive heat, elther in
the house or in the run, is fatal, especial-
ly to overfat hens.

Poultry is naturally bardy. Supplied
with the proper food, confined to well-
ventilated, olean and not overcrowded

uarters, and kept free from lice, the
gouk can be continously kept in good
health.

Abont the quickest way of creating a
generation of weaklinga is to breed from
parents that at some time In_their lives
suffered from a contagious disease. In-
breeding, too, bas produced generations
of weakand llnk.ldl offspring. New blood
judiclously added, Insures good hesalth.

Breeding from overfat hens is liable
to produce weak and puny chicks which,
later on, become prey to disease.

To keep in good health, & ben, in pro-
portion to its size, requires almost seven
timos the amount of fresh alr that a
borse needs. The horse sweats through
his skin, but the fowl must get rid of
the waste of the body by means of the
lungs, and therefore hreathes seven times
as fast as heated, sweating animals,

When filth and droppings are allowed
to scoumalate in a hen house, the gases
tbat arlee therefrom polson the system
of fowls while they are on the roost at
night, and bring on disease.

Houae-
wives would do well to insist on having
it delivered if they buy their poultry
dressed. By using chicken fat in ocook-
ing tbey oan cut down the amount of fat

they must buy for that purpose. To pre-

MT. M'EINLEY, OUB NEWEST NATIONAL
PARK, AN AMAZING SPECTACLE.

The national ‘:rl in Alaska which
Congress oreated last spring Is one of the
monster spectacles of the world. To say
that it rises 20,300 feet above sea level
and that it Is the loftiest peak In America
is to convey no idea whatever of its gran
deur, There are several mountaios in
the Himalayas which materially exceed
ite helght, one whioch rises more than
25,000 feet above sea level; and yet
Mount McKinley, to the observer, is
loftier than any of these.

The reason is that the greatest Him.
alayas are seen from valleys seven to ten
thousand feet in altitude, while Mount
McKinley rises abrutply from valleys
three thonsand feet and even less in alti-
tude. The visitor to the Mount McKln
ley National Park will look up more than
seventesn thousand feet to the double
peak, the apper fourteen thousand feet
of which are covered with perpetual snow.

This enormous mass is the climax of
the great Alaskan Range which extends
roughly east and west across southeast
central Alaska, separating the vast north;
ern Inland from the more populat
country whose shores are the Gulf of
Alaska. The range parallels the mighty
Yukon many miles to its sounth.

TITANIC ALPINE SCENERY.

The reservation contains 2200 square
miles. Its northern slopes, which over-
look the Tanana watershed with its gold
miniog industry, are broad valleys in-
habited by enormous herds of caribou.
Its southern platean Is s perpetnal
winter wilderness through which glaciers
of great length and enormous bulk flow
into the valleys of the south. In thie
natiooal park, which the rallroad now
bullding by Goveroment into the Alaskan
interior will open presently to the public,
Amerios porsesses Alpine scenery upon
a titanio scale.

From the stormy south, Mount Mc-
Kinley is wholly inacoessible. Bat from
the plains of the north, valleys of easy

o lead one from another to its foot.

“It is an awe-Inspiring region of mas-
sive monntains and los-capped ks,
Belmore Browne of the Camp Fire Club
testified before the Senate Committee on
Territories, ‘‘The Pledmont Platean
that follows the range affords a beantiful
roadway direct to Mount MoKinley, and
when you reach the platean all difficnlties
vanish and you =ee a view that is unique
on this earth. Youn see the huge moun-
tain line of perpetual snow, rising like »
great wall on the southeast. Yon cap
vide a pony to where Mount MoKioley
rises seventeen thonsand feet above yon
in a glittering wall of snow and ice. It
is flanked by stupendous mounntains
which make a wonderful setting for the
monster.”

ENOBMOUS HERDS OF CARIBOU

North of the vast mountain, however,
is a rolling country dotted with beau®iful
lakes and forests and inbabited by enor-
mous berds of caribon. In fact thespecial
reason why Congress set apart the region
at this time was to conserve the wild
animal life in advance of the invasion of
hunters which the new Government rail-
road will bring into Alaska, the road as
projected running within twenty miles
of this greatest of natare's spectacles.

Charles Sheldon, of the Boone and
Crockeét Club, told the Senate committee
that several times he bhas counted as
many as flve bundred mountain sheep Ip
a single day of ordinary travel, and that
berds of caribou numbering from twelve
to fifteen hundred are frequently seen.

As a game refoge and breeding ground,
the new National Park conserves Alaskan
game which elsewhere fs rapldly dis-
appearing. As In the case of the Yellow-
stone National Park, the reservation
serves as a perpetual centsr of game sup-
ply for large neighboring areas.

These animals do not greatly fear man,
hecanse they have never been hunted.
One can approach the great herds of
caribon. There are also many Alaskan
bear of great size, ,

Fernald on National Prohibition.

WasHINGTON, June 13,

Asked as to his attitnde toward Dna-
tional prohibition as a war measure, Sen-
ator Fernald of Maine eaid: ‘‘There Is
bat one answer I can make: I have told
all who bave written me that I heartily
favor itand that I shall vote for any
measure of that kind which comes be-
fore the Senate. I have supported all
probibitory measures before the Senate
since becoming & member and caonot, at
this time, see any good reason why I
should alter my attitude.”

Senator Fernald has not introduced all
the resolutions and letters endorsing
national prohibition asa war measure
which he has received from Maine, but
this does not change the faot that they
bave reached him by the hundreds.
Some idea of their number is to be had
from the fact that for two days In May
one stenographer in his office did noth-
ing but write acknowledgements of
these. In addition to this there bas not
been a day since the first of May when
the Senator's mail bas not included from
one to 20 of such letters and resolutions.

The senator’s reason for not present-
ing all these in the Senate has been that
it wonld nnnecessarily load up the rec-
ord and thereby greatly add to the cost
of an already expensive publication and
would sccomplish no good. On thie

point he says: “These resolutions, let-
ters and tel ms would influence no
members of ress outside of Maine.

Those members will be governed by
what the people of their states desire
and not what my constituenta wish, It
fs unoecessary to publish them in the
Co onal Reoord, for I bave gmon-
ally acknowledged each one. Each letter
of reply hascontained that whioh the
Record would not—my tion on the
question, whioh, after all, is what connts.
As there are less than 500 coples of the
Record going to Malue, it Is evident that
bat very few of the thousands represent-
ed by these petitions would ever see the
Record. Nothing would be galned by
dolng It, beyond piling up expense.”

Its color is usually a yellowish
gray on the back and sides, with black
cloudings. The under parts and inside
of limbs are of a dirty white tint. The
cry is a sort of snapping bark, and for
this reason the animal is known as the
barking wolf.

The ‘‘Bone Dry" Law.

You have heard about the “bone dry”
law passed by congress, but do you know
what its provisions are? It was
as part of the post cffice appropriation bill,
and goes into effect July 1. Here it is:

“That no letter, poetal card, circular,
newspaper, pamphlet, or publication of
any kind containing any advertisement
of spirituous, vinous, malted, fermented,
or other intoxicating liquors of any kind
or containing a solicitation of an order
or orders for said liguors, or any of them,
sball be deposited in or carried by the
mails of the United States, or be deliver-
ed by any postmaster or letter carrier'
when addressed or directed to any
person, firm, corporation, or assogiation,
or other addreeses, at any place or point
in any State or territory of the Unired
States at which it is by the law in force
in the State or territory at that time uo-
lawful to advertise or solicit orders for
such lignors, or any of them, respective-
|

,“II the publisher of any newspaper or
other publication or the agent of such
publisber, or if any dealer io such liquors
or his agent, shall knowingly deposit or
caase to be deposited, or shall knowingly
send or cause to be sent, anything to be
conveyed or delivered by mail in viola-
tion of the provisions of this section, or
sball knowingly deliver or cause to be
delivered by mail anythiog berein for-
bidden to be carried by mail, shall be
fined not more than $1,000 or imprisoned
not more than six months or both, and
for any subsequent offence shall be im-
prisoned pot more than one year. Any
person violating any provision of this
section may be tried and punished, either
in the district in which the unlawful
matter or publication was mailed or to
to which it was carried by mail for de-
livery, according to direction thereon, or
in which 1t was cadsed to be delivered
by mail to the person to whom it was
addressed.

“Whoever shall order, purchase, or
caunse intoxicating liquors to be trans-
ported in interstate commerce, excep!
for scientific, sacramental, medicinal and
mecbanical purposes, into asy State or
Territory the laws of which State or
Territory prohibit the mavufactore or
sale therein of intoxicating liquors for
beverage purposes sball be punisbed as
aforesaid: Provided, that nothing bere-
in shall anthorize the shipment of lig:
uor into any State contrary to the laws
of such State: Provided further, That
the Postmaster General is bereby anthor-
ized and directed to make public from
time to time in suitable balletins or paub-
lic noticea the names of States in wnich
it is uolawful to advertise or sollcit
orders for such ligquors.”
