This
disease does not attack the red pine, so
it can be safely planted even within the
diseased territory.

With planting stock nmow available
from the State Forest Nursery at prices
ranging from $5 to $6 per 1000 plants,
the owner of cut over land or abandoned
pastare can make no better investment
than by planting such trees as red pine,
or Norway spryce for the production of
lomber and pulp wood. The total cost
of planting should not exceed from $10
to $12 per 1000, which means from 1c to
11.4c per tree. Tbis investment will
pay a rate of compound interest that
will compare very favorably with other
long time investments, and will produce
a handsome profit as well at the time of
catting.

1o making sales, he strongly advieed
selling at a fixed price per thousand
board feet, or by the piece or tree, and
pot in & lump sum, without having any
very definite idea of what the acreage
contained, or the value of the product.

Thionings and cleanings were also
strongly advised for the stands that have
become too crowded to produce the best
growth, and examples were shown of
stands before and after such tbinnings,
and croes sections of trees showing the
increase in growth due to such thinnings
and cleanings.

Forest crops pay better retarns with
less original investment and less care and
expense of maintenance than other
crops. They will moreover succeed in
many places where other crops would
fail.” The woodlot owner should take
advantage of these facts.

Legumes as a Dairy Feed.
(J. M. Fuller, New Hampshire College.)

More legumes mean less protein ocon-
centrates in the dairy cow’s ration.
This fact is worthy of serious consid-
eration by dairymen in these days of
anheard-of prices for bran, linseed meal,
cottonseed meal, and other protein feeds
that many be used to complete the grain
protein of a cow's ration.

Consider the value of clover bay. This
legume, together with corn silage,
furnishes a ration that will maintain
cows in reasonably good condition and
enable them to produce a fairly large
flow of milk. It would not, however,
be advisable to feed such a ration cob-
tinuously, nor to feed it to cows that are
ex to make high records,

ides clover, the two other legumes
that may easily be grown in New Eog-
land are soy beans and fleld peas. The
surprisingly large amount of protein

pails, cana, eto., were used. Thess were
kept in good condition so that the cost
of repair and replaciog was small. Milk
was sold at the farm, the cost of haul-
ing being left to the purchaser.

Anotber business truth brought from
the oity was that leaks reduce profits.
Poor cows are leaks in dairying, so good
ones were bought and mated with a bull
from an established dairy breed. As
rapidly as practicable, grades were re-
placed by purebreds. In the commission
bouse, leaks bad been discovered only
by a carefnl system of bookkeeplng—on
the farm the soales and tester were used
to keep books on the berd. When s cow
testing association was started seven
years ago, the city farmer was quick to
see its advantages and was the first to
sign for membership. He has been
president of the organization for five
years and has led in the work of making
it one of the best associations In the
country, with about 1200 cows em-
ploying two testers regularly. When
the Milk Producers’ Association asked
at a meeting s few nights ago what

farmers will have to receive for milk o "n

order to olear a profit, this farmer could
base his estimate on fact. The associa-
tion record showed that the $.70 feed
coat per 100 1ba. of milk two years ago
has increased to a cost in feed of $1.30
last month, In the Chamber of Com-
merce loveatigation the association
figures showed a herd average of 6,600
Ibs. of milk per year—considerably more
than on the majority of New England
farms. . -

BUSINESS 8YSTEM CUTS OUT LEAKS.

Time is money In the olty and should
be so valued on the farm. The commis-
sion farmer believes cows should pay
for the time spent in their care. In
figuring the cost of milk productlon, he
charges 25 cows with 10 hours per day
for 8 months of the year and with §
hours for 4 months. The total charge
at the date of the Iovestigation was
$18.15 per cow per year. Such items a8
interest, insaranoce, eto., are also charged
the cows; $5.85 per cow for Interest;
$9.75 for depreoiation; $.37 for insurance;
$ 70 for taxes; and $.50 for veterinary
care. Charges of $1 for bédding snd of
$3 for bull service were made. The
total cost of keeping a cow a year ob the
farm was reported at $92.91, this includ-
ing $51.54 for feed. A credit of $10 was
given for manure and $11 for the oalf.
The total cost of 100 lba. of milk was
$1 09—an amount less than half the cost
on some farms supplylog the same mar-
ket. It gave a good margin of profit
when many farms were losing money.

Clover hay is one of the best rbugh-
ages that can be grown for dairy cows
and comparea W favorably with
alfalfa. If a liberal amount of clover
hay is used in the ration of cows of
moderate producing capacity, there is
po reason why the concentrate part of
the ration cannot be cut down by nearly
one-half.

Soy bean hay has been found to have
about the same feeding value as alfalfa
or clover hay. This being the case,
nothing more need be said to emphasize
the value of soy beans as a roughage.

Oftentimes soy beans can be cat for

if the weather is favorable. Us-

ly, however, they should be ased to
improve the quality of silage by catting
them into the silo at the rate of one ton
beans to two or three of corn. Soy
beans can also be used for soiling pur-
ses. The Canada fleld pea may be
wao for hay or ueed as a soiling crop.
 sown with oats, and the crop cut as
bay, & roughage is bad which is fairly
high in protein. As in the case of clover
or soy bean hay, the use of fleld peas
grown alone or with oats will redace the
amoant of n necessary. When
properly handled, oats and peas make

excellent silage.

Houses Made of Glass.

Glass is becoming more generally
used as a building material each year.

It is also
being used for foundations.

It has been demonstrated that the
crushing strength of glass 1s three
times that of granite, six times that of
ordinary brick and ten times that of
concrete. Another advantage it has
over these materials is that it 18 abso-
lutely nonabsorbent, so that a glass
building can be perfectly dry inside, no
matter what the atmospheric condi-

To Mobolize Farm Labor.

Realizing the absolute necessity in the
present critical situation of which our
pation has been placed of cooperating
with the farmers of this country in every
possible way the United States Depart-
ment of Agricalture through its office of
Farm Macagemeot has appoioted Ches-
ter C. Fowles as Farm Help Specialist in
Maine. This work will be authorized
by a bill now pecding in Congress pro-
viding for an appropriation to finance
certain branches coming under the office
of Farm Management. Soon as the pass-
ing of this bill becomes a law steps will
be !mmediately taken to appoint county
and community representatives. The
Sub-Committee on Food Production of
the Public Safety Committee with whom
Mr. Fowles will be sffillated and work
in conjunction at its last two meetings
held at the State House have discussed a
pumber of different plans that would
deal effectively with tLe mobilization of
farm labor. It was finally decided that
the most feasible one would be through
the State, County and Community or-
ganizations. The Sub-Committee on
Feod Production and Conservation have
a chairman in each connty of the State
aod through them Mr, Fowles will se
cure the appointment of county and com-
munity representatives. The plan adopt-
ed for the organization and carrying out
of same is as follows: There will be
blank cards furnished the community
and connty Farm Labor Agents as soon
as their appointments are made, knowo
as Employer's order blanks and Appli
cation for Employment blanks. On the
former they will record all requests from
farmers desiring belp which come in by
telephone or otherwise and on the back
of this card tbe names of the laborers
referred to the employer will be entered
and a record made as to whether they
reported for work or not and the results.
The latter is intended to be filled in by
each person who applies for work in any
part of the county. On the reverse side
of this card provisions are made for
checkiog the kind of work the applicant
hae bad experience in and the kinds of
work he is willing to do. The name of
the employer to whom the applicant is
referred is also entered on the back
of this card.

These cards are not to be circulated
among the farmers but are to be kept by
the labor agent and filed for reference.

They may be used for making registra-
tions of all persons in the trade centers
who can be spared for a few days now
and then where the shortage of labor s
serions and can not otherwise be met.
The Community Farm Labor Agent will
be reqnested to make a summary report
every two weeks to the County Farm
Labor Agent as to what results are be-
ing accomplished on special report
blanks furnisbed bim. In many of the
large villages and cities there are clerks
in stores, also barbers who take a balf
day off each week. If thia kind of labor
can be enlisted so it will be advantageouns
to the farmer it should be done.

The matter of transportation of farm
belp must be taken care of locally.

Sometime during the year most every-
ooe takes a vacation. They should be
urged to take their vacation at times
wheu their services would be helpful on
the farm.

Most always every year the cultivation
of crops comes right in the midst of the
haying season, this year more than pre
vious ones, owing to so much rainfall
which bas retarded the planting. It ls
of ntmost importance to our whole na-
tion and the winning of the great war
that the strictest attention and care
should be paid to the seed which has
been pat into the ground, and the farmer
shouid be considered the main asset of
our existence. In many localities the
exchange of labor is done to a great ad-
vaptage, this should be encouraged
more in all communities. When a farm-
er has labor which he knows will not be
needed at soms particnlar time there
may be some other farmer in bis vicinity
that needs assistance. He should deem
it his duty to notify bis local represent-
ative of this fact so that every bit of
available belp may be utilized if needed.

Soon as the appointments of the Com-
munity and County Farm Labor Agents
are made it will be aonounced in the
newspapers throughout the State, also
their telephone numbers will be given so

that they may be reached without any [and

delay when npeeded. It is wsincerely
hoped that through the efforts that will
be pat forth coupled with cooperation of
responsible representatives in the differ-
ent counties and towns the besi of re-
sults may be accomplished, accompanied
by banner crops for the farmers.

son-in-law—whom she
would never know—with her prowess
and mine, grandmother—aso legend
states—had.invented that ginger ocookle
recipe herself, and in the old days
it was famons in her viliage.

I remember grandmother as a very,
very, very old Iady, with me, a tiny girl,
upon her hp, She used to hold me
with myfeet and bands to the stove
when I came in, ocold from play; and
onoe, I remember, when we were sitting
80, the Iittle brown clock that had mot
run for a year fell off its shelf on to the
fioor and started to tick again, and we
thonght it very funny, grandmother and
I, snd laughed over euch a silly olook.
It kept perfect time from then o

I scanned her ginger coukle recipe
with thevritical eye of a young bride
and smiled indulgently at the old-fash-
ioved measurements—Two large cops
molasses, I teacup shortening; heaping
teaspoonfuls and scant tablespoontals!
How very out of date they wers!

But stop! Iheld my breath at tb
andaoity of the thought! Could—was
possible for that recipe to be made ,out
of the sour cream instead of the shorten-
ing? Isank on to my kitchen stool,
irying to remember what my nelghbor,
Mrs. Martin, had told me only last week
abont making her biscait with cream and
no butter at all. Why had I not listened
more carefully? My card index pressed
tight against my chest while I tried, bit-
ing my lip, to remember what she had
sald about cream Instead of batter, I
suddenly yearned for a bit of advice
from grandmother herself. How lovely
it would be to go to the telephone there
on its new table In the ball—

“Qh, grandmother, did yon ever use
sour oream Ino this recipe instead of
shortening? What would bappen IfI
tried 117"

I smiled at the thought of my dear
old grandmother talking into the other
end of a telephone. And the thought
steadied me a little, for In those days
tousewives were supposed so think and
manage for themselves, efficiently, oa-
pably, even while they straightened out
the difficnlties of varlously assorted
small sons and danghters—Grandmother
bad had eight!—and fed grandfather
three husky meals a day and cared for
oblokens and the garden, and washed
their own clothes and ironed them and
mended them. What that darning must
bave been! Aundso I decided, putting
on my big apron, to make this very bold
experiment in the spirit of my grand-
mother's time.

I reduced the recipe guite materially,
tor I suspect, judging from 1ts ample
proportions, that grandmother must
bave kept a large oookie jar down cellar,
well lled at all times for her family of
eight to munch upon, it not being such
a orime in those days to eat between
meals. I recall distinotly that it took
more flonr than I bad expeoted it would.
I quite soraped the biv with my alomi-
pom measuringcup. And flour was how
much how? I put down “Flour” oo my
grocery list with a sigh. But anyhbow,
grandmother had lived through Civil
War times with ber family of eight and
prices high, Surely Iought to be able
10 manage «fHoiently for two!

“Two egge!” Together or separately?
Grandmotber didn’t say. To be on the
safe side, I beat them separately in my
new shining bowls, rinsed my egg-beater
carefully, and wiped it dry. And I
thought about her all the wbile 1 was
volling out the dough—for I finally, by
means of much flonr, worked it intoa
rollable consistenoj—and the memories
of my little girlhood csme rushing back
again at the sight of the light giogery
rass criokling uoder the rolling pio.
The milkman, I remember, after grand-
mother came to live with ues, always
guessed her ginger cookles before he
climbed the back steps, and he used to
come sniffing Intu the kitchen with that
pleading, bungry look that bauntsa
man’s eyes when he smells something be
wants to eat. Grandmother Weather-
bee always gave him three big fat ones
and be used to fill up the quart meas-
ure in the top of the shiviog can antil it
averflowed down into the pan she set for
hm, I wonder who drew the small
measure on that quart,

“Roll thin, out in oblongs, and soratch
tengthwise with the tines of a fork."

I followed her Iinstructions datifully,
slipped the limp oblongs of dough on to
my tins, glistening even through the fine
mist of flour, and popped them into my
gas oven, with, I must confear, a slightly
«haky fear that they were not going to
come ont right after all, even though
they did look as hers used to. I held
my breath for a long period that I think
must bave been five minutes, my hand
on the rod of the oven door.

Baths For the Canary.

Under normal conditions most birds
probably bathe daily, and canaries:in
captivity should be allowed the same
opportunity. When individual birds ob-
stinately refuse to enter the water
gentle spraying usually will induce
them to bathe.

Small china dishes that are not too
deep make good bathing pans, When a
bird becomes accustomed to one dish it
usually will refuse to bathe in another
one of d.lﬂerent shape and color. In
winter the water should be warmed un-
til tepild. Even in warm weather too
cold water is not advisable. If the
room, ordinarily warm, becomes cold
tempeorarily, birds should not be allow-
ed to bathe.

During molt the bath should be given
not more than twice each week. When
breeding the female canary should not
be allowed to bathe from the time the
eggs hatch until the young are three or
four days old.—United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture Bulletin.
