ealth it will be from the standpoint of

emphulﬂu{ the value of vital atatistics,
or the “bookkeeping of bumanity.”

Ititis of value to know all these
atatistical facts in order to wage a suo-
oessful war againat the Germans, Is it
not of equal worth in fighting germa?

Publlic bealth officials have been call
iog attention, for some time, to the
neceesity of giving more time and at-
tention to the reporting and recording
of births, deaths, diseases, marriages
and other matter of statistical impor-
tance. Local phyalcians ang town clerks
are the ‘‘scouts” or ‘‘aviators” who
should report conditions to the publio
health headgquarters. Upon  their
promptness and acouracy will depend
the success of the State Department of
Health in combating disease, Dr. L. D.
Bristol, State Commissioner of Health,
asserts that from recent investigations 1t
may be stated that little more than half
the infeotions diseases in Maine are re-
ported as they should be.

The great difficulty o obtaining proper
reporting of vital statiatics is that it
depends on a. second or third person.
Itis praotioally impossible to expect an
individual to report his own birth or
death promptly.

In its endeavor to stimulate a better
reporting of vital statistios the State
Department of Health realizes that the
resuit will be an apparent increase in
the amouont of sickness and the number
of deaths in the state. Thus it is pos-
sible for a health department to be the
cause of an apparent iocrease in the
death rate, althongh its chief function
is to prevent sickness and postpone the
death of the people in the state. If the
public at large, inclpding pbysiciaus,
will do its full duty in the reporting of
births, deathe, diseases, eto., the de-
partment will guarantes to lower the
morbidity and mortality rates in Maine.

OON after this I reported sick for
the first time since I bad been in
the British army. I had a growth
in my throat, and they sent me to a
hospital in Armentieres. There they
removed the growth and put me to
bed on a stretcher.

I stood it for three days, and when
I saw that they had made no move to
discharge me from hospital I asked
the orderly in my ward when I would
be likely to get out.

“0h,” he sald, “you won't be out of
here for a week yet!”

“Won't 17" 1 asked. *“Well, you just
go down to the other end of the ward
and turn your back for a few moments
and see whether 1 will get out or not!”

He said he couldn't do a thing like
that, but the next time he was down
there I simply got up and walked out.
In these hospitals so near the firing
line there are no such things as beds,
and one simply lles on a stretcher with
his clothes all on.

When I reached the gate of the hos-
pital 1 found a policeman on duty
there, but 1 simply said the magic
word “Duty” and walked right by him.
I got-a lift on a motor lorry for four-
teen miles, and 1 walked the other
eight back to camp.

When I returned and reported my-
gelf they asked me for my discharge
sheet, but 1 said I bad lost it, so there
was nothing they could do about it.

In the spring of 1915 the kaiser pald
a visit to the German trenches, I guess
he came very quietly, for the first we
knew of it was when the Germans in
the trenches opposite us raised a big
board above their parapet, on which
was printed something like this:

THE EMPEROR WA; HERH YESTER-
DA

HAD YOU ONLY ENOWNI!

THE ENGLISH WERE EVER BLOW!

Our chaps printed a board which
went them one better. It sald:

THE KING HAS BEEN HERE TWICR
TOMORROW THE PRESIDENT
OF FRANCH COMES,

WE ARE NOT Aglsgn TO TELL YOU
FRITZ, YOU ARE HARMLESS!

To carry the joke to the end, some-
body dug up a silk hat from some-
where, and about 1 o'clock all the fel-
lows began to cheer. They stuck the
hat on the end of a stick and carrled
it along the trench so that it could be
seen. ot

That hat was absolutely riddled with
bullets, but they carried it clear to the
end of the trench, and then they threw
both hat and stick over the parapet, so
that the Germans could.see how they
bhad been fooled. And how our fellowa
howled!

The Germans were so mad I think
they would have done us violence had
they bhad the opportunity. A Hlttle
thing like that means a lot to the boya
in the trenches, and it is the subject
of conversation for days and days
afterward.

Later we began to have more trouble
with sples. We caught bunches of
them, but there always seemed to be
more about. Occasionally there would
be a Belglan among them, but for the
most part they were Germans, and we
could not understand it. We caught
them in all guises, but for the greater
part they seemed to fancy kilts as be-
ing above suspicion. On the face of
the thing this ls ridiculous, for who
¢éan imitate the Bcotch accent so as to
get by in the British lines?

In one week we caught fourteen Ger-
mans who were wearing the kilt, and
they all seemed very much surprised

Baptism of Fire

them to a halt all right, and they start-
ed yelling “Friend!” at the top of thelr
volces. 1 twisted the searchlight on
my car around until the light shone full
on them, and then I called to them to
keep their hands in the air and come
back on the road.

They didn't seem very anxious about
it, but I assured them if they dldn't I
would fill them full of holes. 1 cer
tainly felt ficrce enough to do it. They
came up on to the road and 1 made
them stand one on each side of the
car. Then 1 noticed that one of them
had on a palr of German soldiers’
boots, and then I knew that | bad a
fish for sure. 1 got out and searched
them, but they were unarmed.

What was worrying me was the fact
that in taking them back one of them
would bhave to sit behind me In the
car. I took off my spare tires and put
them in the back of the car, and with
the straps I brund one fellow’s feet
and hands. I piled him into the tomn-
neau and made the other sit in front
'with me. I assured him if he made a
gingle move I didn't Hke 1 would
pump him full of lead P, D, Q.

In this way I took them into camp
without acclident. They were shot as
sples two days later. Our haul for the
twenty-four hours was thirty-one sples,
and every one of them was a German.

One of the most terrible things 1
ever witnessed was the destruction of
the chatean at Hooge. The chateau
was in a very pecullar position, being
on the dead ground between our trench.
es and the Germans. Sometimes we
would hold it and sometimes they
would, and it offered great chances to
both for sniping.

Sometimes we held part of It, and
they would hold the other part. Then
there was some great hand to band
fighting, Our fellows In one room
would be digging holes through the
wall to pot at Germans In the next
It was so close to our trenches that
we did not dare to shell it, and the
same thing applied to the Germans
It was decided to mine the thing and
blow it off the face of the earth. I
think the Germans had decided the
same thing, and it was simply a case
of who would get their mines laid first.

We got the jump on them, and when
everything was ready our boys enticed
the Germans into it, and then the work
of destruction started. I was sitting
on horseback behind some staff officers.
We were about half a mile from the
place, but we had our ears stuffed
with cotton to prevent the explosion
from injuring our hearing. ;

When the mines were set off we saw
a sight such as one observes only once
In a lifetime. The earth trembled, s
low, growling rumble ensued, then a
mighty crash, and the air was filled
with smoke, flame, bricks, dust, flylng
bodles, beads, legs and arms, Our fel-
lows let out a mighty cheer and charg-
ed across the crater formed by the ex-
plosion. The German~ seemed stunned
by the awful sight they had witnessed,
and we took several lines of trenches
from them with very little trouble. The
losses on the German side were terri-
ble, and we lost heavily ourselves. The
chateau at Hooge will always be re
membered by those who saw it.
| Hils majesty the king pald his armies
iR visit in the fall, and as I bad never
.seen King George | was much Inter-
'ested. 1 had seen the king of Belgl-
lum and also President Polncare of
t France, but up to this time I had nev-
!er seen the king for whom I was fight-

i‘ We were warned the day before,
‘and every one bad to be bright and
shining for the big &vent. The king
drove up in a car bearing the royal
standard op it and you may be sure
that car was given the right of war
over everything. Two dispatch riders
had dashed along the road abead of
the car, clearing the way so that noth-
ing should delay the royal party. I
was one of a large detall of mounted
men who acted as escort to his maj-

esty.

When he left the car he mounted the

beautiful horse that was walting for
him, and, escorted by the guard, he
rode out to the reviewing stand. He
made a speech to the men, who were
formed up on the parade, and he thank-
ed them for thelr loyalty and devotion
to and In her time of need,
.1 could only hear a few words of
his address, as 1 was stationed quite
a distance away from him, As be fin-
ished the speech he saluted. The fel-
lows threw their Lats Into the alr and
Jet out a mighty cheer. When this
happened every horse on the ground,
including my own, stood right up on
his hind legs and reached for the blue
skies above.

It wos the most reckless, daredevil
thing I ever saw, and it accomplished
the impossible for them. As I sald,
by all rights the entire regiment should
have'been wiped out, as the odds were
against them and they were running
right into a death trap. The fact that
they went at it in such a devil may
care way as to joke and play with
footballs in the very face of certain
death broke the Germans’' nerve, and
they gave way with practically no re-
sistance at all Instead of the regl-
ment belng wiped out, as it should have
been, the men took the trenches with
losses of under 100. It was wonderful

I have referred to the work of our
aeroplanes in various parts of this sto-
ry, but I think that noncombatants
sometimes fail to realize what an im-
portant and effective part the Royal
Flying corps is playing In this war.
Aeroplanes themselves are still prétty
dangerous modes of locomotion, and
when it comes to runoing other risks
for the sake of gaining information or
doing material damage it needs a man
who does not know what the slightest
qualm of fear s and who is cool and
ready for action in the case of emer-
gency to make a good military aviator.

We have several aviators in our
squadrons who have made big names
for themselves. Among them are Cap-
tain Strange. D. 8. 0.; Lieutenant
Hawker, V. C, D. 8 O, M. C, and
also Robert l.orraine. the popular ac-
tor, who is commonly known as the
“actor-airman."”

These three In particular have dis.
tinguished themselves on our little
front. Captain Strange has a lame
foot, but he has done some of the finest
work of the war. In three days he de-
stroyed three stations or big rail cen-
ters which were of great importance
to the Germans. In each case he em-
ployed the same methods. He flew
over the point be was ajming for,
stopped his engine, did a nose dive to
within a few hundred feet of the
place, dropped his bomb and got away
safely. Bach time he came back with
the planes of his machine riddled with
bullets. It takes an awful lot of
nerve to do a thing like that.

Lieutenant Hawker was the terror of
the “Avatiks” and taubes, and he has
been known to fight three of these big
machines single handed, destroying
two and putting the other one to flight.
Mr. Hawker longed for a chanée to
get mixed up with a Zeppelin, and on
one occaslon hé nearly realized his
wish. :

It was a bright moonlight night last
summer when everything was as quiet
and peaceful as one could wish it to be.
A scattering rifie fire could be heard
from the trenches, but there was really
nothing doing at all. About 9 or 10
o'clock we heard the hum of an engine
away above us, and we thought, of
course, it was an aeroplane. As it
came nearer we realized that no aero-
plane engine could make so much nolse
as that, and very soon word was pass-
ed around that there was a Zeppelin
above us.

Very few of us bad ever seen a Zep-
pelin, and we were more than strain-
ing our eyes to catch a glimpse of this
one. Judging from the noise of the
engine, it seemed as though the thing
kept circling around over our encamp-
ment; but, try as hard as we could,
we were unable to calch sight of it.

It had not been over us so very long
before we heard a motor engine start
up at the flying grounds, and word
came around that Lieutenant Hawker
was going up after it Soon we saw
an aeroplane shoot up over the tree
tops and commence to circle around,
galning altitude every moment. It was
quickly lost to view, though, and soon
the engines of the Zeppelin could be
heard no longer, so we concluded that
it had made off. Lieutenant Hawker
flew untll daylight; but, much to his
disappointment. he failed to find the
Zeppelin.

Another aviator who became famous
was Commander Sampson of the Royal
Naval Air Service. At the beginning
of the war he did so much damage
with his aeroplane that a price was
put upon his head by the German aue
thoritles. We heard that the sum of
£1,000 was offered for Commander
Bampson, dead or alive. This did not
make any difference to him so far as
his work was concerned, and he did
just as much damage after the fact
became known as he did before.

Nor was hig activity confined to air
work. He had an armored car that he
used to go out in, and the exciting
event of the day used to be to watch
Commander Sampson’s return. He
seldom failed to bring back prisoners,
and the damage be did to the Germans
with the machine gun was fearful . -

Last spring we had a new type of
aeroplane come out, and it was a beau-
ty. It became known as the “British
Bcout,” and it was in this type of ma-
chine that Lieutenant Hawker defeat-

bas a very high powered, high speed
engine and can pull right away from
any other type of machine that files.
It carries one man only, who runs the
rachine and works the gun too, so he
bas his work cut out for him.

Before I ever saw a bomb dropping
aeroplane in action I wsed to lmaging
that the bombs were dropped by hand.
1 was much surprised to find that such
Is not the case. The bombs are hung
on little clips under the body of the
machine and are released by a foot

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ed and is dreling down toward the
ground big fares are lighted, so as to
enable the aviator to pick his spot for
landing. The whole thing is sclentif-
fcally, arranged, and there are not many
accidents in this part of the work.

Ong of the most daring parts of the
afr work is the dropping of spies be-
hind the enemy’s lines. 1 believe this
goes on on both sides and in many
cases 18 successful. The second time
I was going on leave to England I had
made arrangements to go with one of
our fellows from the flying corps. We
were to start on a Morcdey morning,
and on the Friday before he told me
that he was going to make his last
flight before going to England on the
following morning, Saturday.

He started out at 4 o'clock Baturday
morning with a man and a crate of
carrier pigeons in his machine, and he
had orders to drop both behind the
German lines and return to his head-
quarters as qulckly as possible.

As | sald, he started out at 4, and so
far as 1 know be is not back yet. He
may have been shot down, he mayg
have had an accident and been forced
to land behind the German -lines, or
any one of a hundred things may bave
bappened. All we know is that he
failed to return.

The anti-aircraft gun was practically
unknown before the beginning of this
war, and there is an enormous chance
for improvement in this branch of
aerial warfare. It is very interesting
to watch an anti-alreraft gun in action,
for one can see the gun fired and then
see the shell burst a few seconds later.

Bo far as I know there 1s no accurate
way of finding the range of an aero-
plane in motion. The popular way of
shooting at a filying machine seems to
be that of firing shells In a large circle,
using the machine as the center, and
then closing in untll the aeroplane ls
dead in line. There 18 the uncertainty,
however, of knowing when to time the
shell to burst, and, so far as I can see,
it seems to be pretty much a matter
of luck. I heard an average quoted on
the number of hits to the number of
shells fired, and the figures were one
it out of every 8,000 shells. I cannot
vouch for the uccuracy of this state-
ment, but I do know that the number
or hits 1s surprisiugly small

The falling of the shrapnel from
these shells which burst in the air is
rather dangerous, as | can show by
narrating an incident which happened
to us. We were out In a car near a
village called Brandhook, and we no-
ticed as we came along that a German
aeroplane was comiug directly toward
us and that it appeared to be follow-
ing the road. Our antl-aircraft guns
were playing on it, and the shells seem-
ed to be bursting mighty close to it.

Before it attained a point above us
it turned at right angles and made off
toward the German lines. We contin-
ued on our way, and a little farther on
we came to where an empty auto was
standing In the middle of the road
We stopped and looked around for
slgns of the occupants, but could find
none. When we had been there about
five minutes an officer and the driver
of the car showed up and sald they
had been forced to take refuge in a
dugout on account of the falling shrap-
nel.

Holes where pleces of shrapnel bad
entered the ground were to be seen all
around, and we tried to dig some of the
pleces up. Wedug down ten inches and
had not reached them, so we gave it
up as a bad job and went on to camp.
This will show that these pleces of
shrapnel are not to be sneered at as
being harmless.

Another favorite stunt with aero-
planes Is the dropping of bundreds of
steel darts on budies of moving troops
or even on towns or the men in the
trenches, These darts are four or five
inches in length and have a sort of
four pointed tail. Tley are extremely
gsharp and are heavier at the point’
than they are at the tail. This causes
them to fall point down.

It has been proved that one of these
darts dropped from a great helght
would, if it struck a man on horseback
square on the top of the head, pass
through the length of a man's body,
through the saddle, through the horse's
body and disappear into the ground. I
have seen darts that have been drop-
ped, but I bave never been where they
were falling, and I had no desire to be
elther.

There was & German who pulled the
greatest little game of bluff on us. We
were at a village called Rheninghelst
when this fellow cume over, and ev-
erybody remarked at how low he was
fiying. Our anti-alrcraft guns were let-
ting him have it from all directions.
and suddenly his engine stopped and
the machine began to fall. The guns
let up, thinking that he was winged.
He feil to within two or three hundred
feet of the earth, when suddenly the
machine righted itself, and he skimmed
over us toward the German lines. He
had the audacity to wave his band at
ng as he went by.

It was one of the nerviest things I
ever saw. He saved himself by the
vhance of running through our fire, for
when he was so low he was out of
range of the anti-aircraft guns.

Alr railds do not always prove as
dangerous as they sound. About three
or four days before I left the front we
itad a flock of ‘twenty-three German
neroplanes over our camp, and ther
¢ropped bombs for nearly fifteen min-
u#tes.  Everybody got under cover, ani
o total logs of lfe caused by the rald

s one mnle It this worp nlwavs
the case the Zcppellns and Avatik:
would bave to go out of business.

There was very little of interest after
Loos. Every day it was the same old
routine—up to the fring line in the
morning and back down again at
night. Once In awhile we would lei
ourselves In for a young bombardment
or would have rather a hot gession in
the trenches when we would bappen to
get there at the right time, but as far
as any important happenings there was
none

1 will ncver forget the last day I
épent at the front. It seemed to me
that the Germans mtst have put up a
job on me, and just at the moment 1
was sure that I was coming out of it
all right and that the war was over
for me they were trying to get me.

I was ordered to report with my car
to one of our new officers. 1 did so,
and we left for the firing line. When
we reached the divisional signal office
we left the car and mounted our horses
to finish the journey. We got lo a
place called Krustadt and stayed there
1 bitched my

some of our batteries ang came oack
to Krustadt. The officer told me that
he would not need me during the after-
noon, but to meet him at § o’clock that
evening. We hitched our borses to a
tree, and the officer went off. Very
soon after he had gone some more offi.
cers came along and hitched thelr
horses to the same tree. Altogether
there were six tied to the one tree.

i went over to the Royal Engineers’
place and proceeded to make myself at
home. I was feeling happy, for I knew
that this was my last day at the front,
and I was hoping to be home for
Christmas. Of course I told everybody
I met all about my good luck, and we
were baving a regular little farewell
dinner, only we had tea instead of
champagne. After it was all over some
of the boys went away, and I proceed-
‘ed to make myself comfortable on a
couch the fellows bad buflt up in the
corner.

I bad been there about fifteen min-
utes when for some reason or other I
got up and went over and sat down by
the brazier. 1 hadn't been off that
couch three minutes when a shrapnel
shell burst directly over the hut, and [
should say fully twenty pleces came
through the roof. They went through
the floor as if it had been so much pa-
per, and about balf a dozen pleces pen-
etrated the couch [ bad been lylng on
not five minutes before. There were
three of us in the hut at the time, and
not one of us was so much as scratched.

The shells were coming over pretty
thick then, so we went for the dugouts
on the dead run. As I passed the tree
where our horses were tethered a high
explosive shell burst in the middle of
them and buttered them all over the
landscape.

Belleve me, | didn't pause one sec-
ond. I just kept on going. I entered a
dugout that hed about a foot and a
balf of water In it, but 1 lay right
down in it and was only too glad to
stay there. The Germans were keep-
Ing up a sweeping fire, trylng to locate
our batterles, and they continued un-
til nearly 7 o'clock that evening.

When 8 o'clock came and I was sup-
posed to meet my officers I stayed
right where I was, for I knew that I
would not be expected to go out and
walit by that tree when the ghells were
falling the way they were then. At
7 o'clock the fire had pretty nearly
ceased, so I ambled out to the tree to
see what had become of the officer. He
was sitting on the ground with his
back against the tree. I told him what
bad happened, and he asked me If I
knew where we could find some more
horses.

I sald I did and that it was right on
our way back, so we walked about a
half mile until we came to the trans-
port camp, and there we got two other
Lorses and proceeded to the place
where we bad left the car.

Here the officer declded we would
have some tea, so I went into a tent
where there were some fellows 1 knew
and begged some grub. I had just
commenced to eat when a shell geream-
ed over and went into the ground about
twenty or thirty feet from the corner
of the tent. It didn't explode, s0 we
were all right, but I decided that right
here was where I quit, and I went out
and sat in the car until the officer was
ready.

But my troubles were not over yet.
On the way back to*camp one of the
back wheels came off the car and near-
ly dumped us into the ditch, The offi-
cer got a lift down in another car, and
I set to work to try to put back the
wheel. It was dark, and the road was
muddy and soft, and everything seem-
ed to go wrong. The train left at 1
o'clock in the morning, and 1 was
nearly beside myself for fear I would
miss 1t

When I finally did get in it was after
11, and I bad to do some tall hustling
to get my things packed, get my grant
and tickets and change my clothes for
dry ones and walk half a mile to the
station to catch the train. 1 did it
though, and at 4 o'clock in the after-
noon I was in London.

They turn on thelr
backs, catch live shells with thelr cat-
erplllar feet, and can easily be adapted
as submarines; Indeed, most of them
cross the channel In this gulse. They
loop-the-loop, travel forwards, back-
wards, sideways, not only with equal
speed, but at the same time, The tanks
can do anything and everything; In
fact, If there is anything that can’t be
done, the tanks can do It."”

The daily ration of the soldler In
the United States army, says the Amer-
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Bates Union to Become Reality.
LewisToN, MAINE, Nov. 27, 1917.

The Bates Union, the building for
which the faculty and students of Bates
College bave been waitiog for several
years, is to become a reality l_n the near
futare. At a recent mntm.% of the
executive committee of the of
trustees, it was decided to break ground
for the building this fall, if the weather
permits, and to accamulate a sufficient
supply of building material during the
winter, so that the actual construction
may be commenced as early as possible
in the spring.

The building will be the social center
for the men of the college. It will bave
Y. M. C. A. rooms, reading rooms, an
auditorinm, guest and alomni rooms,
and meeting places for the various lit-
erary and scientific societies. It will
also provide for pool and billiard tables,
and bowling alleys.

The building is to cost approximately
$00,000. The plans were made by the
Boston firm of Coolidge and Carlson,
who also made the plans for the chapel,
one of the most beaatiful buildings of
its kind in the New Eoglaod states.
They have worked on the plans for more
than a year.

The entire $00,000 bas been subscribed,
and over $50,000 bas already been paid
in. The rost will be received, it is ex-
pected, before it is needed. Bids for
the contract bave been received from a
dozen or more contractors, including
Baston, Portiand and local firma.

Must Enlist Before the 13th.

Word bas been received at the army
recruitiog station in Portland, which is
headquarters for Maine and New Hamp-
shire, that no applicants for enlistment
between the ages of 21 and 31 years are
to be accepted after December 15th,
1917.

The new regulations provide that all
men between those ages who wish to
volunteer must be sworn into the service
by December 15th, therefore all young
men who wish to avoid the draft are
now being given this last opportunity to
do so, and all applicants for voluntary
enlistment must be forwarded from the
ruruitmg stations to the recruit depot
at Fort Slocum, N. Y., on December
13tb, so that they may be emlisted into
the service on or before the 15th,

These new regulations will in no way
affect men who were not required to
register on June 5th, that is young men
between the ages of 18 and 21 years, and
men between the ages of 31 and 0
years at the time of registration (June
5th.) Any applicant between tbe above
mentioned sges may be sccepted for
volunteer enlistment, and will bave the
opportunity to choose his branch of the
service from the long list of departments
that are now open, which include Maine
Coast Artillery, the New Hampshire
Coast Artillery (National Guard), Sigoal
Corps, Coast Artillery Corps, Field
Artillery, Aviation Section of the Signal
Corps, Field Artillery, Quartermaster
Corps, Medical Department, Ambulance
Sections, and about 25 different branches
of Eogineers, inocluding forestry, high-
way, construction, supply and water
sapply, surveying, and printing and gas
and flame regiments.

C. Itisthe duty of every sane, think-
ing person to set at ease the minds of
those in doubt on the food question be-
cause of sensatiopal articles recently
published on daogers of botulisin from
foods canned by the cold pack method.

Medical reports show only two
hundred cases of ulinus in the United
States in the last century, most of these
appeariog on the Pacifio coast and espe-
cially ia Califoruia.

Home can-
ning contemplates the nse of fresh prod-
ucts and this orgaciem never infects
products of thotgpe. It a jar of canned
food were infected it woanld sbhow very
definite signs of spoilage.

The chance
from iofection from bacillus botulinus
in the consumption of home canued food
is not as great even as the chances for
securing lock-jaw from pin soratches.

A Soldier’s Letter.
Mrs. Arvilla Wise has recently recelved
a letter from Cecil L. Burns, who as a
member of Co. F, SBecond Maine Regi-
ment, of Dover, was stationed for a
while at South Paris last spring, portions
of which are given below:

Nov. 9, 1917,

My Dear Friend:

A few lines to let yon know I bhaven't
forgotten you, if it has been a long time
sinoe I wrote you.

I bope your health is good this fall. I
Eno a slight cold, but am working every

ay.

Abont all we have done since we left
Amerioa is move from one place to an-
other. It makes it rather disagreeable,
as one doesn’t know when he will get
orders to pack up, and we don’t get our
quarters fitted up as comfortably as we
might bave them if we were to stay
lol:#ar in one place.

e don’t have much work to do, and
haven't been drilling an extra lot since
I“ arrived, but expeot to begin before
ong.

_ It rains here noarly every day at this
time of year.

We find the method of hrmlng aod
practically everything else much differ-
ent from the United Statea.

The borses are harnessed into a wagon
or anything ooe ahead of the other,
whether there are two or more horses.
They also harnees oxen and horses to-
gether in the same way.

The greater part of the houses about
here are made of stone covered over with
a kind of cement, and shingled with flat
rocks put on much the same way that
we lay shingles in Amerioca,

They have fine roads in this part of
France. They are made of crushed
stone, and kept in first-class condition.
I have seen men who were close on to 80

ears old (by thelr looks) beaide the road
zrenklng stone with a kind of hammer
made for that purpose. These men get
from two cents to seven cents a day.
Do yon wonder that they have good
roads here on those wagea?

The people bere are very saving of
leather. They wear wooden pumps over
their shoes when they go out of doors.

The people that work about on the
main streets and in their bomes dressed
in clothes that we would make up Into
ruge or throw away, will go to oburch
on Sanday dressed In the best of clothea.

It is my opinion that if the people of
the United States would cultivate some
of the French babits in that ticalar
line, with the piy they get for their labor
they could retire at an early age with
plenty of money to live on for the rest
of their lives.

We haven't been paid for over two
months, 50 money is a scarce artiole at
present. Amnotherscarce article is Amer-
jcan tobacco. We all miss our good
smokes over bere. The French tobaoco
is hard to get accustomed to.

I haven's got a letter from the United
States sinoe I arrived bere, with the ex-
ception of a few that were addreased to
Weetfleld, Mass, The time passes rather
slow with no mall to look over once in a
while. I bope you will find plenty of
time to write, and not be afraid ol writ-
ing me too long lettets, as 1 ahall have
plenty of time and will be more than
glad to read all yon can write me.

Ameri¢an prisoners of war in Germany
are to be supplied with food and cloth:
ing by the American Red Cross. A
systematic plan of sending parcels to the
German prison camps at regular Inter-
vals is being worked out by the War and
Navy Departments and the Red Croes,
and It is hoped there will be no suffering
on the of our captured fighting men
through lack of adequate nourishment
aod wearing apparel. Parcels will be
sent into Germany from the disbursing

noy of the Red Cross at Berne,
Switzerland, which already has been sap-
plied with 4,500 tons of food for mny
possible emergenoy. This food supply
comprises 1,800,000 individoal ratioos,
or enough.to feed 10,000 men for six
months, The food supply to Americans
in German prison camps will be the same
in quality and quantity as that supplied
by the Government to those in fighting

servioce.

There also will be special ratiovs for
invalids, consisting of broth, malted
milk, jellied chioken, and various val-
uahle helps in:convalescence. No doubt
exists that the system of prison relief
planoed by the American Red Crose will
work ont satiefactorily, it having been
asoertained sirat the same sort of relief
undertaken by the French and Eoglisb
for their prisoners of war in Germany
has been carried out with small percent-
age of loss or fallure of supplies to
reach those for whom Intended.
