The Home Qarden. 
( BUm 8. Brown, Professor of Horticulture) 
Of the spproximstely 60,000 farmer· 

in thin State, it is said that only about 
one-half bave gardens sufficiently large 
to be worthy of the name. In these 
days of high price·, especially in the 
line of meats and oereals, it Is highly 
important that the home garden should 
he given considerable attention at it will 
be the one leading faotor in solving the 
food problem. The influence of the 
home garden has been felt far and wide 
dnriog the past year and the coming 
season portends even a heavier strain up 
on the efforts of the individual. 

The value of a good garden is not to 
be estimated simply in dollars and cents, 
but also in ths convenience it sffords to 
the home and family, especially to those 
who live at some distance from the 
market. A good garden is a good in- 
vestment and the returns on a cash basis 
are much higher than any other farm 
crop. 

Location:—It is very desirable to have 
the garden located near the house, for 
muoh of the work will be done at odd 
times snd it will be much easier to 
get a few vegetables when wanted. ▲ 
Rood mellow sandy loam is best, but al- 
most any soil may be Improved so that 
it will produce good results. It should 
be well drained and a piece of land with 
s gentle slope to the south Is preferable* 

In planning the home garden one shonld 
aim to have a liberal, uniform and con- 
stant supply of vegetables that are pre 
ferred by the members of the family. 
And this supply should extend through 
as much of tbe season as possible. What 
is left may be dried or canned for use 

during the winter months. These 
should be of high quality and of as great 
a variety as possible. 

In order to grow vegetables of tbe 
finest quality they must be grown rapid- 
ly. A slow growth is likely to oanse a 
bitter flavor in lettuce, a sharp flavor in 
onions and a pungent flavor in radishes. 
Again slow growth je certain to csuse 

greater development of fiber, making 
tbe vegetabes tough and woody. With 
rapid growth one gets succulence, crisp- 
ness and palatability. They are also 
less subject to injnry from insects and 
diseases than the slow growing ones. 

To produce this rapid growth the 
garden must be heavily dressed and 
well cultivated and hoed. The size of 
the garden should be reduced to a 

minium that will produce the required 
amount of vegetables. If too Isrge to 
care for properly with the time that can 

or will be devoted to it make it still 
smaller. Tbe dimensions will depend 
largely upon tbe site of the family, the 
preference for different kinds of 
vegetablee, season, soil fertility, amount 
of available land and the intensiveness 
of cultural methods. Tbe best sise j 
varies with the Individual and oan only j 
be determined by trial. 

Uae of glass:—There should be some 

equipment in the way of hot beds and 
oold frames. These should be located 
in a sheltered place such as a sunny (. 
ilope on the south side of some building. 

Tbe essentials of a hot bed are bot- 
tom beat, protection on all sides and a t 
jlaa· nosh a* m ftover The heat is usual- * 

ly supplied by the fermentation of hone 
manure. A hot bed with two feet of 
properly treated manure may be ex- 

pected to be good for six weeks. 
▲ cold frame it usually tbe same aa a 

bot bed except no bottom beat la used, 
[t may also be of cheaper construction. 

Tbe bot bed i· used to atart early 
planta and get them to a good aize by 
the time the garden ia ready to receive 
shem. Tbia leaaena the amount of 

ipace required in the garden, lengthen· 
-he season from three to five week· and 
makes possible the sucessful fruiting of 
tome of the more tender plants that 
jould not be adapted to Maine condi- 
tions. In tbe hot bed can be smarted 
;abbage plants, cauliflower, bruseels 
iprouts, celery, lettuce, tomatoes and 
>nion·, and get them two to four weeks 
ilong before setting In the garden..Such 
planta will develop a better root ayatem 
irhere they can be removed from the hot 
Ded and hardened off In a cold frame. 
It is also possible to grow a number 

>f plants to maturity in cold frames and 
hot beds. This la often done with suoh 
:rops as radishes, lettuce, cucumbers, 
janteloupes, peppera, and egg planta, 
rbe first two can be matured several 
ireeks before they could be grown in the 
>pen thus furnishing the family with 

vegetables in the early spring when they 
ire most needed. 

▲t the present time there are a large 
number of varieties of almost every kind 
>f vegetables. One should choose the 
kinds that are hardy and of good quality 
rather than for size. Many people 
plant only a few of tbe common vege- 
tables and do not make successive plant- 
ings or make large sowings when much 
at the orop Is wasted. Radishes, lettuce, 
turnips, spinaeh, cabbage, etc., should 
be sown little at a time but at intervals 
dI a week or two so a continuous supply 
will be available. Many vegetables that 
do well in Maine are bnt little known. 
Tbe grower should make it a practice of 
■ecuring several catologs each season 

and try to keep posted on tbe new de- 
velopments. A few of the novelties 
should be tried each year and it they 
are adapted to the conditiona oan be in- 

oreased aa deaired. 
If tbe garden is small the praotice of 

intercropping can be used to good ad- 
vantage. Early crop· of apinaoh, lettuce, 
etc., can be removed and followed by 
cabbage or bean·. Celery or onion· may 
be aet between the rows of lettuoe or 

•plnaob, ao aa the latter i· removed the 
former will aet all the apace By 
oarefal planning and tbe proper 
nae of two or three aaabea for hot bed 
and cold frame, It ia surprising what a 

Quantity of food may be grown in a very 
small space. 

A fair siaed garden can be oared for 
without a very great expense, and a nice, 
well kepi garden will go a long way to- 

ward the anpport of a family daring tbe 
sommer and fall month·. The surplus 
may often be dried or canned for winter 
α se.

Batter and Substitute*. 
This year the price of batter baa not 

been in keeping with tbe coat of produc- 
tion bnt it· prioe bas been in the mind· 
of many con· ο men, beyond tbe range 
of tbeir pooketbooks, and tbe result la a 

large amount of batter subatltatea baa 
been pnrobaeed. Tbe ooninmption of 
oleomargarine mud β from vegetable fate 
haa increased by leap· and bound· tbe 
paet year. It baa been reported to na 
tbat even dairy farmer* aell tbeir butter 
fat and use oleomargarine. Tbia aboald 
indicate to tbem tbat tbere are many 
people in the city vboae incomes do not 
lefcd tbem to believe tbey oan afford to 
purchase butter. We consider tbi· un- 

fortunate, for botter ia a food that la 
highly essential to tbe health of onr 

people but If tbe farmer who produoea 
butter believea he oannotafford to use it, 
be aboald not complain or be surprised 
if aome of tbe city oonaamera feel tbe 
same way. The producer abould re- 

member that moat of tbe produota he 
raises are aold to people who have only 
moderate Inoomee. In compariaon with 
onr population, there are only s few 
people financially aituated ao that they 
can pay moat any prjoe for their foods. 
The average man mnat consider the 
price he paya for hia foods, for, if he 
doesn't, hia income will not anpply his 
family with all tbe necessitiea of life. 

Wbiie we are in fnll sympathy witb 
those who are asking for higher prices 
tar their dairy produota, and we have 
laid many time· tbat dairy products 
irere cheaper in comparison with other 
things tban tbey should be, and have 
not aold at prices in keeping witb the 
:oat of production, yet the atubborn faot 
remaina tbat when butter reaches its 
present price, a large amount of butter 
inbstitutes is consumed. Tbere is no 

iray of stopping this, unie·· we can 

ibow the comumer tbat butter 1· highly 
essential and tbat some of it should be 
ised, no matter what its price may be. 

It would be to tbe advantage of tbe 
prodocer of dairy producta if he could 
jonvince tbe consumer to buy them 
igainst hia will but in all business tran- 
sactions it is neoeasary to convince the 
purchaser that tbe thing he is baying is 
vorth tbe money be is paying for it. We 
night as well look the situation square· 
y in the face and accept tbeee funda· 
nental principle· of buying and selling 
te to try to deceive ourselves into be- 
ieving that all that is neoessary to do 
s to raise tbe price and the consumer

30oo Seamen for Naval Reserve. 
The Flnt Naval District ia in imme- 

diate need of 8000 Seamen for Dietriot 
need·. Tbeae men receive a aeeond olaaa 
rating, and undergo a conrae of training 
of about Ibree montba duration in aea- 
manabip, gunnery, and naval regulation· 
before being assigned to duty on board 
a ship. During this period tbey are 
under observation for officer-like qual- 
ities and if tbey display same, are recom- 
mended for tbe Ensign school, provided 
tbey can pass tbe required examination 
in navy regulationa, navigation, aeaman- 

abip, mathematics—including elementary 
trigonometry and logarithme. 

If a teaman does not qualify for the 
Knaign school, he bas other oppor- 
tunities in the seaman branch, auch as 

signal man, quartermaster, or gunner'· 
mate. From time to time vacancies 
occur io tbe Naval Reserve for men with 
a trade and tbeae vacancies are generally 
Oiled by the promotion of qualified men 
in the service; thua a man having a 
trade who enrolls aa a Seaman may upon 
hearing of a vacancy apply for it and 
have his rating obanged if qualified. 

Promotion for men who apply them- 
selves Is rapid, and as an Illustration of 
the opportunities afforded In tbe Naval 
Reset ve, it might be stated that one out 
of every two men received an advanoe in 
rating last year. 

Tbe pay for a second olass Seaman Is 
$35 90 per month, and in addition there 
is an allowance of op to $50.00 per 
month for dependents, according to 
their relationship and number. There 
are many other inducements for young 
men to enroll, such as retainer pay, re- 
tirement bonus, insurance up to $10,000 
at low coat—good after war—free med- 
ical attendance, gratuity of $50.00 worth 
of clothing npon entering, chance to 
travel, and opportunity to serve tbe 
country. 

The age limit is 18 to 58 and American 
oitizens or friendly aliens with first 
paper· will be accepted. Men under 21 
years of age muat furnish a birtb certifi- 
cate; those of-the draft age a statement 
frnm their local selection board to the 
effect that tbey are not needed to fill any 
current draft quota; and natnralized 
citizens or friendly aliens with first or 
second papers most bring their citizen- 
ship papera. 

Old Earth Has Had Many "Ice Ages." 
Everyone with intelligent interest in 

the history of the world on which be 
Uvea haa beard of "the glacial epoch," 
or tbe ice age. It is, however, not 
strictly correct to apeak of the "ice age" 
or the "glacial epoch," for there have 
been many of them. It Is now known 
that even this latest or Pleistocene 
glacial epoch bad several important sub- 
divisions, and it appears that in the 
Rocky Mountain region tbe time between 
the glacial subepochs was so long as to 
permit great obanges In tbe form and 
height of the mountains, due to a wear- 
ing down by erosion. 

More than 50 year· ago English geolo- 
gists recognized tbe fact that certain 
masses of gravel and breccia and certain 
planed and grooved rock surfaces in 
rocks of Permian age in India indioated 
a glacial epooh vastly older than that of 
the North American Ice abeets, but only 
within tbe last SO years have geologists 
learned that glacial conditions have 
reourred at many different times In the 
eartb'a history. Tbe evidence of this 
faot has been found in all continents—in 
Europe, Asia, Africa, Australia, South 
America, and North America. Great ice 
sheets were formed at different periods 
in the larger divisions of geologic time 
back to tbe Proterozoio—that Is, to the 
age of tbe oldest known sedimentary 
rooks, a great many million years ago. 

Onê of tbe most recent discoveries of 
old glaolal deposits ia that made by Prof. 
W. W. Atwood, of the United States 
Geological Survey, Department of the 
Interior, near Ridgway, in southwestern 
Colorado. Prof. Atwood there found 
typioal glacial "till,11 containing pebbles 
and boulders showing well-preserved 
ocratobea and other markings, lying be- 
□eatb Tertiary lavas of tbe San Juan 
Mountaina and resting upon Upper Cre- 
taceous beds. The conditions of tbe 
occurrence show that these gravel· are 
of early Eocene age. 

Profeaaor Atwood'· report of this dis- 
covery was issued by the Uoited States 
Geological Survey, Department of tbe 
Interior, as part Β of Professional Paper 
95, under tbe title "Eocene glacial de- 
posits in southwestern Colorado." A 
small stock of the report la still on band, 
and oopies may be had on application to 
tbeDireotor of the United States Geo- 
logical Survey. 

America Not So Bad. 
Tbe reoeot discovery that American 

men today are doc any more defective 
physically than tbey bave been in tbe 
past bas a lesson of encouragement says 
tbe State Department of Health. The 
dieoovery should silence tbe pessimists 
who think humanity is deteriorating. 
To be sure, many preventable defeot· 
were reoently brought to ligbt through 
the draft examination but only 29 11 per 
sent were rejeoted on physical ground*, 
whereas in the Civil War tbe draft 
Authorities rejected 81.69 per cent of the 
men summoned. General Crowder states 
that in view of tbe advance in standards 
in medioal dlagnojlr, tbe figures Indicate 
s decided improvement in tbe physical 
conditions of tbe young men of tbe 
Dation. If the spasmodic public health 
work and tbe general betterment efforts 
since tbe Civil War bave moved tbe phys- 
ical average ahead even a little against 
the tide of recently developed industrial 
Bonditlons and the rapid "whirl" of 
modern society, tbe future with tbe well 
organized efforts of society to control 
ilsease bas muob more progress in store 
(or us. Society's opportunity to do 
more tban simply control disease; the 
opportunity to build up a virile, active, 
ooutented citizenship, in itself a guaran- 
tee of progress, is at band. 

Maine's relationship to the general 
iltuation is shown by the faot that while 
Maine stands fourth among tbe states 
knd territories in the ratio of voluntary 
enlistments to tbe gross quota, she Is 
very low in her ratio of men physically 
qualified to serve* in tbe army. While 
35 8T per cent of the men examined in 
South Dakota were found qualified, only 
VI 48 per oent of those in Maine were 
iccepted. 

Advice to Bora. 
Sere's a song of spring from the pen 

of William Kelo—mark its troth: 
Tbe farmer gels more good advice 

than any man beneath the snn. The 
magazines wonld treat him nioe, so tell 
him once-and twice bow his dattes 
ibonld be done. And lectnrera with 
bulging brows In oountry schools lay ïown the law; they tell him how to 
{room bis cows, and bow to raise blue- 
ribbon sows by feeding artichokes and 
itraw! Tbe editors of weekly sheets, 
who never pnsbed a span of moles; sit 
In their ohairs with leather seats, and 
tell him how to raise his beet·; and for 
bis guidance lay down roles. The men 
5ursolng other trades, we all assume, 
know what to do. No nan tbe merohant 
prinoe upbraids, or obides tbe lawyer 
tHl he fades, or to tbe plnmber hands 
» few. Tbe sexton, he oan dig a grave; 
we do not stop to tell him how, or show 
tbe barber bow to sbav·, or tell the 
tightwad how to save, the dairyman oan 
milk his oow. Bot every man In town

Potato Week is Coming. 
Eat Spuds and Save Wheat for 

War Needs. 

Orono, Maine, Apr!? 
—According to 
statistics received 
by Federal Food 
Administrator Leon 
8. Merrill, the total 
amount of food- 
stuffs shipped in 

the month of March from the United 
States and Canada to the Allies was 

about 1,100,000 tons as against 750,000 
for the month of February. 

These materials include, from the 
United States, about 15,500,000 bushels 
of wheat and its products; about 16,- 
200,000 bushels of other grains and 
their products about 80,000,000 pounds 
of beef products, and about 200,000,- 
000 pounds of pork products. 

Part of this vast amount of food- 
stuffs was provided to our soldiers and 
the Allies through the splendid co- 

operation of Maine women who 
signed the pledge card of the United 
States Food Administration a.id who 
have faithfully followed the instruc- 
tions and regulations Issued from time 
to time by the Food Administration. 

Flour in Packages. 
The Food Administration has an- 

nounced that it no longer prohibits 
the sale of dour in packages contain- 
ing less than 12 pounds. In order to 
make it easier for the housewife to 
comply with the "flfty-flfty" regula- 
tions it was deemed advisable to en- 

able her to purchase flour in smaller 
quantities. Licensed dealers in flour 
have been advised that they may mar- 
ket several sized packages weighing 
less than 12 pounds, with a minimum 
of two pounds. 

The smaller packages, In addition 
to making it unnecessary for the 
housewife to purchase wheat substi- 
tutes in large quantities, ahould en- 

courage her to reduce wheat consump- 
tion. 

Plan Potato Campaign. 
Eating potatoes is one way ta in- 

crease the supply of wheat and for 
that reason the week beginning 
April 28th will be observed as 

Potato Week in Maine. Plans 
are In the making for an inten- 
sive campaign to secure an Increased 
demand for potatoes In order that 
wheat can be saved for shipment to 
our soldiers, sailors and the Allies. 

Orocers will be urged to arrange 
attractive exhibits, window displays 
and to have plenty of potatoes on 

hand to supply the demands of pa- 
triotic Maine people who desire to 
answer every appeal issued by the 
Food Administration. 

Patriotlo Flour Portion. 
A substantial answer to the appeal 

of the Food Administration against 
hoarding surplus flour has been re- 

ceived from 42 counties in Arkansas 
where more than 2,511,000 pounds of 
flour has been returned to dealers by 
families which had more than the "pa- 
triotic portion." In an open appeal 
the Federal Food Administrator of 
Arkansas had said that city people 
having more than 24 pounds and 
country people having more than 48 

pounds of wheat flour would be unpa- 
triotic and would hinder America's 
prosecution of the war. 

The Food Administration is arrang- 
ing with the Wheat Export Company, 
the purchases for the Allies, to take 
over the entire results of this Arkan- 
sas drive for immediate shipment to 

Europe. 
Mill saie· to Farmer·. 

An order governing the amounts of 
wheat flour that wheat and rye millers 
:an sell to farmers or give In exchange 
for wheat has been promulgated by 
the Milling Division of the Unlte£ 
States Food Administration and has 
been made public in this State by Fed- 
eral Food Administrator Leon S. Mer- 
rill. 

The order limits all millers to tl·} 
■ale of not to exceed 49 pounds of 
wheat flour to a person living In a 

rural district In addition, no miller 
may knowingly sell in quantities (o 
exceed a customer's requirements for 
BO day·. 

The miller must require the cub* 
tomer to accept wheat substitutes of 
equal weight to the flour purchased un- 
less the customer submits in 'writing 
a certificate showing that he has on 

hand a suflicient supply of such sub- 
stitutes. These are defined as hominy, 
eorn grits, corn meal, edible corn 

Btafch, corn flour, barley flour, rolled 
oats, oatmeal, rice, rice flour, buck- 
wheat flour, potato flour, sweet potato 
flour, soya bean flour, mllo, kafflr, 
feterlta flour and meals. 

Each miller must forward to Feder- 
al Food Administrator Leon S. Merrill 
of this State on the first of the month 
the certificates thus received. When 
a farmer brings wheat grown by him- 
self to the mill to exchange for wheat 
flour, the amount of the flour that can 
be exchanged shall not exceed an 

amount that, with flour already in the 
hands of the farmer, will reasonably 
meet the requirements of his house- 
hold or establishment during the noxt 
SO days. In determining the quantity 
of flour to be consumed millers are 

Tequlred to conform to the Food Ad- 
titration'a statement of March 

£th, asking all persons to cut down 
their consumption of wheat flour 60 

per cent and limiting the amount of 
the sale for exchange to a monthly 
^lasis of six pounds for each person.

The m est man gave her four alios· 

>ff the lower psrt of the bsef leg,—s 
ιοηρ boos with meat,—for twenty oenti 
California, January, 1918.) 
Tbl· meat tbe young booaeksspsr aim- 

mered for hoara with water, salt, pepper 
and barley; when the meat waa tender, 
ibe removed it from tbe kettle and added 
ι half can of tomato. Tbla rich barley 
ιοηρ was need for two meala for fonr 
persona, with bread and dessert. 

Next she ground the rsther dry soap 
meat in the grinder with two raw oarrots 
ind fresh, mild red pepper. This she 
moistened with a thick brown gravy and 
k little milk for baking, putting two 

lupa of crumbs on top. It was not a 

loaf that would turn out, but a casserole 
iish, served from tbe dish by spoonfuls. 

Again it served ss s meal for tbe fam- 
ly, snd s little wss left, wbioh she 
patted Into oakee, rolled in flour and 
browned, using tbe half can of tomato 
remaining of the first day's soup for a 

tomato sauce. 
Tbe fragments still remaioing abe 

added to a cup of cold roast and minoed 
til well, moistened with milk and turned 
like a bash upon toast, garnished with 
paraley. 

Thia la an "nwer true tale," hardly 
believable If It bad not been done. Re- 
member, tbe barley made a sustaining 
ιοηρ aod added bulk and the meat 
Savor. 

Aod still other ways in whioh she uses 
[he same obeap, lean outs of meat are 

these: Cook the soup as above and take 
the meat for main oourse, finishing it in 
this manner. Use the half can of tomato 
left from tl\e barley soup, and add 
obopped green or red mild pepper; in 
this sauce beat tbe meat, out in neat 

pieoes. Serve with s border of boiled 
rioe. The mest should be gently stewed 
in the tomato until well flsvored through 
with it. 

Another wsy Is to cover s plstter with 
toasted bread, then fry the ground meat 
in a little fat and ponr over it, and over 

all turn a sauce made from tbe half can 

of tomato left from the soup.

Babley Floub: In bread, rolls, muf- 

fins, pastry; In bread and pastry, oan be 
used in larger proportion than corn flour, 
bnt do not try more than half wheat and 
half barley in yeaat mixtures. 

Rick: Plain boiled with meat sauce 

or milk; with curry sauce; with tomato 
broth and obeese, flavored with onion, 
elo.; riceoroquettes, cheese sauce; aweet 
rioe croquettes for dessert; plain rioe 
croquettes with rich pudding sauce; 
plain rioe pudding wltb milk and ralalna; 
baked oustard rioe pudding; Delmonlco 
rioe pudding with meringue; boiled with 
bard sauce; Turkish pilaf; to thloken 
soup; to thicken any meat stew; plain 
boiled wltb boiled fowl, Teal, lamb, pig- 
eons, eto.; rizzolettl; griddle cakes and 
muffins; yeast bread. 

Oathkal: Breakfast cereal ; in yeast 
bread and biscuit; In baking powder bis- 
cuit, muffins, griddle oakea, scones; In 
maoaroons; In cookies; In Scotch ban- 

nook; to thicken aoup; to thloken fish, 
out or bean loaf. 

Buckwheat Floub: In griddle- 
oakee, biscuit and muffins. 

Potato Floub: Haa twice the thick- 
ening propertlea of wheat flour; very 
little fat In composition; use In sponge 
and small oakea, In muffloa made wltb 
meal, one oup meal, preferably rye or 

Oraham, half a oup of potato flonr; to 
thicken aoup and aauoes. 

Homemade Cupboard. 
A roughly made cupboard has proved 

to be altogether the moat oaefal oon- 

trivanoe In oar boaee. It la alx feet 
high, four feet wide and two feet deep, 
and coold be koooked together by aoy 
man wbo oao drive a nail straight. It 
has a framework of heavy atripa three 
by one and one-half inches, and within 
are aet five shelve»; one, three Inobea 
from the bottom, tbe otbera, at equal 
Intervale between >tbat and the top. 
Hung on two hlngea In front la a door 
twenty inobea wide with a knob for 
opening and a trustworthy look for cloa- 
ing. The whole thing la oovered with 
heavy wire betting in a qnarter-lnob 
meah, faaiened in place with ataplee. 
Tbia ie proof againat Invaaion by rata, 
mice or bipeda, and the netting providea 
constant ventilation for the contenta. 
In it we keep jelly, preeervee, oanned 
fruit, all aorta of extra suppliea, auob aa 

maple angar, ginger beer, maraaobino 
oherriea; anything, 4η faot, which la 
likely to dlaappear where a furnace man, 
ooal men or delivery boya have aooeaa. 
Tbia waa modeled after tbe big oloaeta 
wblob are uaed to ooneerve the atoree in 
aome boapitala, and it ia absolutely in- 
valuable. 

Recipes. * 

POTATO BREAD 

Two-thlrda of a on ρ of aweet milk: 1 
oup potato; 2 ou pa floor; 1 teaapoonful 
aalt; 12a oake yeaat. Tbeae measure- 
ments make one loaf. Heat the milk to 
the boiling point, then oool to lukewarm. 
Bake or boll tbe potàtoea, then peel or 

maah or put through a rioer. Diaaolve 
yeaat oake In tbe milk; make a aponge 
aa followa: mix milk, yeaat oake, aalt, 
angar, all the maabed or rioed potatoes 
and one third of the floor. Beat well, 
let atand over night to riae: in the morn- 

ing add balanoe of floor. Let riae antil 
double In bulk, then mould into a loaf; 
let riae again to double in bnlk, then 
bake forty mlnntee in moderate oven. 

POTATO BISCUIT 

Two cope flour; 1 onp rioed potatoes; 
8 teaapoonfnla baking powder; 1 scant 

teaapoonful salt ; 1 tablespoonfnl butter 
or lard; 1 teaapoonful angar: aweet milk 
to make a dough wbloh oaa be rolled for 
biaenlt. Sift floor, baking powder, salt 
and sngsr together. Work butter or lard 
Into flour; add potatoee, whloh aboold 
be boiled or baked and pot through 
rioer; then add milk to make a dough, 
wbiob oan be easily handled on board; 
roll oat aboat one-half Inch thick, oat 
with bisealt oatter and bake fifteen min- 
âtes In a qnlok oven. 

■potato Douesortrra 

One cap soger; 12 teaapoonfal short- 
ening; 1 egg; 1-2 onp sweet milk; 1-4 
teaapoonful cinnamon; 1-4 teaapoonful 
nutmeg; 2 teaapoonfnla baking powder: 
1 enp rioed potatbes; 2 cups floor; 1-2 
teaapoonful aalt. Mix sugar, sploee, salt 
and abortenlng. Add well-beatén sgg 
and mill; beat well and add floor and 
baking powder, whloh have been sifted 
together; Mold on board and roll to 
one-half an laob thick; eat with dough- 
eat eatter aad fry lit deep fat. .·
