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“SrsED THE FLOW."

Home Grown Dairy Feeds.

(E. W. Morton, Extenalon Inatructor in Dalry-
ing, in Farmers' Week.)

It bas been fully explained t
the newspapers and other periodi
that to wage the war sunccesafully each
community throughout the coumantry
must be self-sustaining insofar as it is
able, by increasing the home prodaction
of food and feeds. This, in iteelf, ia one
great reason why Maine should endeavor
to produce as much feeding stuffs as
possible.

At the present time the supply of

X available grains for feed'ng purposes ls

limited and expensive. Tbus home pro-
duction has an economical phase as well.
In encouragiog an increased production
it is alao well to suggest that it is as im-
portant to utilize the produots in the
production of milk and the develop-
ment of young stock on the farm, re-
tarniog fertility to the soil in the form
of manure, a8 it is to produce the erop.
Ig following this practice, more fertile
fields will resnlt, and tbeir productivity
will be maintained more economiocally
thao in any other way.

In considering the feeds to grow, the
roughages are of first importance. An
improvement in the quality and growiog
those which contain the greatest amount
of digestible food nutrients is to be en-
couraged. An endeavor should be made
dariog the comiog year to increase the
clover content. Since this roughage Is
bigh in protein, mineral matter, and
when barvested properly is quite suc
culent. To ensur® a good stand test the
seed for germination, test lands for
acidity and sow on soll that is well
drained. Harvest the crop when 1.3 of
the headséhroughout the fleld are dead
Cure the hay as quickly as possible with
a minimum amount of handling. If the
crop is not too beavy and the weather
conditions will permit store in the barn
the second or third day. If the bay ls
placed in bunches to go through a
sweating process protect it from the ele-
ments by coveriog with hay caps.

In those sections where it is inadvis-
able to grow clover alone, increase the
amount of seed generally used in the
grass mixture.

Io the harvesting of any bay an extra
effort should be made to barvest early
and cure properly. It the crop becomes
very ripe, the finer portions which are
most valuable for feeding are loat, while
the hay which is stored in the barn is
woody and unpalatable.

Silage is another roughage which
should be grown in large amounts. A
silo is an indispensable adjunct of the
dairy farm, sioce it is the most economi-
cal way in which to store feed, and
furnishes a fodder high in digestible
food nutrients, aod very succalent.

In considering crops for the silo, corn
is unexcelled, since it will yield a greater
tonnsge per acre, is stored more
read!ly, and when c¢ombined cor-
rectly with  proteinaceons feede
will produce and maintain a greater
milk flow, than any other form of silage.
In selecting corn for the silage orop,
the farmer sbould plant a flint variety
which will approach matarity, prodoe-
ing a larger amount of ears, with less
fodder to the scre but of far greater
feeding value, than any of the southern
ensilage varieties whioh require a longer
growing season than is found in the
state of Maine.

Clover also makes excellent silage, bat
ia more valuable as bay.

Hungarian, oats and peas, oats and
barley make excellent substitutes for
gorn in the silo, and sbould be grown in
those sections not adapted to corn, or in
those seasons when it is impossible to
sow corn sufficiently early for it to at-
tain the silage stage.

There are also two grains that may be
grown and included in the ration, oats
and barley.

Oats bave the same (feeding value as
wheat bran, with a greater amount of
carbobydrates and fat. Their cost is
generally probibitive to purchase in the
market for feeding, but home production
would place them within the reach of
all.

Before sowing oats, treat the seed
with formaldebyde, 1 pint of formalde
hyde in 50 gallons of water, allowing the
graio to soak in this solution 20 minates.
Seed should be selected, which will
yield well to the acre, and will grow
a large bhead with a minimum
amount of straw. Land whiob
has been manured the previous year
should receive an application of 250 to
800 1bs. of Acid Phosphate to the acre to
ensure well fllled heads and a strong
straw which will remain erect till the
in is barvested.

Barley is much more carbonaceous
than oats. The seed should be selected,
sowing an eight rowed bearded varlety
to insure the greatest yield per acre.
Thia crop requires a shorter growing
season than other grains, thus it is pos-
sible to sow In Iate, wet springs, insuring
a yleld from land would remain un-
productive.

Roots impart a succulent effect to the
winter ration but are costly to grow. It
is possible to decrease the cost of ralsing
by first billing up the rows with a
potato planter, sow the seed with a small
drill on top of these hills, cultivate with
a one-borse cultivator. In the fall the
is harvested with a potato digger.
Greater production of the various
crops mentioned through seed selection
aod sowing varieties that are adapted to
the gommaunity in which the crop is to
be produced, will reanlt than by increas
ing the acreage and sowing poor seed.
It is far better to fiest make inquiries
and locate bome grown seed to grow,
which is of good quality and koown pro-
duetion, than to gmﬁlﬂha'::e mmn-:-.
nity and purcbhase w may pro
un?nlt.blo and unadapted to lolr and
chimatic conditions.

Milk with a low bacterial count can
be produced in practically any cow barn.

food, though due in part to the constant-
Iy increasing population of this country,
ia due chiefly to the war. There is
necessity of greatly inoreasing food ex-
ports to the allies.

The farmers of the United States
made a generous and patriotic respomse
to the appeals for increased production
in 1017. In spite of the apprehension
which existed when the United States
entered the war as to the possibility of
Increasing, or even of maintainiog, agri-
cultural production, they planted the
largest acremges in the history of the
country, produced and barveated record
cropa of most products except wheat,
and sucoeeded in increasing the mumber
of live stock, Including not ooly work
animals, but milk and meat animals as
well. Weather conditions during the
year caused two serious setbacks, The
winter wheat crop of a year ago suffered
severely because of unfavorable weather,
with the result that last spring the
abandooment of the winter wheat acre-
age was the largest ever known in the
counntry—abount 12,000,000 acres. Tbe
corn crop also suffered an unprecedent-
ad loss becanse of weather conditions
thronghout the corn belt which resulted
in late plaating, slow growth, and
damage by early frosts.

The achievements of the farmers and

live-stock men last year furnish cause
for congratulation and encouragement,

but not for complacency or let-up this
year in efforts to better the production
record and to conserve food. The
necessity of again securing large ylelds
from the farms aod raoges this year
already has been strikingly emphasized
by the President in his message to the
farmers of the country and is steadily
being pointed out by the Department of
Agriculture and other agencies through
various channels, including especially the
agricaltural extension machinery of the
department and the State agricultural
colleges. It is olear that it would be
economically wise and advantageous for
the farmers of the Nation to put forth
their best efforts during the coming
season to equal, and, if possible, to ex-
ceed their record of last year.

In spite of the large production in
many directions during 1017, the situa-
tion ie not satisfactory. The  available
supply of wheat ls ioadequate. Owing
to short crope in preceding years, the
reserves of & number of important com-
modities bave been greatly redunced.
Whether the war continues or not, the
demands on this country, because of
increasing population and the needs of
Europe, will be great. They will con-
tioue to be great for a considerable
period even after peace returns. An
especially strong demand will be made
on this country for meats and live
stock. Buttbe record of the farmers
last year, made in the face of obstacles,
is ground for confidence on their
part that, with equal application and
organization, they can overcome the
d:ficalties this year.

The situation is such that ohief
emphasis should be given to the produc-
tion of the staple food produots, with
special stress on wheat and bogs, the
leading war foods. It is believed that
the necessary production can be secured
throogh the use of the bestjknown farm
methods, bat it may be necessary to an
extent to sacrifice certain of the less im-
portant farm crops temporarily, in the
interest of others which rank highest in
importance as food for man. Above all
sound farm practice, including well es-
tablished crop rotations with legnmes,
should not be interfered with. This is
in the interest chiefly of ocrops in fature

years.

Chance for Men of 21 to Enlist.

Captain Peter Courtney, in charge of
the Maine and New Hampshire recrait-
ing district for the United States Army,
announced yesterday that this is the Inst
opportanity of young men who have
reached the age of 21 years since June 5,
1917 to eulist- voluntarily. Last June
young men who had not attained that
age were not required to register for the
Selective Draft Law, but a bill has
recently been passed in the Hounse of
Representatives requiring all young
men who have reached the age of 21
years since Registration Day to register
for the draft.

Men who are registered for the draft
canoot enlist voluntarily at the present
time and cannot choose their branch of
the service, but must wait until their
Local Exemption Board oalls them
under the provisions of the draft law.
The bill requiring them to register
will become a law within a few days,
after whioh they will be deprived of
their chance to enlist voluntarily and
choose their branch, and young men
who have not yet registered, but will be
required to do so within a short time,
should take early steps to ‘enlist right
away.

At present they have practically all
branches of the Army to choose from,
such as Quartermaster Corps, Medical
Department, Ambalanceé Corps, Field
Artillery, Cavalry, Infantry, Signal
Corps, Veterinary Corps, Ordoance
Corps, Coast Artillery Corps, 58th
Pioneer Infantry (Milliken Regiment),

The lieutenant In silence opened one
of the lower drawers of his desk and
took from it an American flag which
he solemnly draped over the war map
on the wall. Then, turning to me with
a grim face, said:

“How about it, sergeant? You had
better get out the muster roll of the
Mounted Scouts, as I think they will
be needed in the course of a few days.”

We busied ourselves till late in the
evening writing out emergency tele-
grams for the men to report when the
call should come from Washington.

He was
squirming in his chair_and I felt de-
pressed and uneasy.

The telephone rang and I answered
it. It was a business call for me, re-
questing my services for an out-of-
town assignment.

After listening to the proposition I
seemed to be swayed by a pecullarly
strong force within me, and answered,
“I am sorry that I cannot accept your
offer, but I am leaving for England
next week,” and hung up the recelver.

geen fit not to need me, but stlll that
pointing finger made me feel small and
fll at ease., I got off the bus to try
to dissipate this feeling by mixing
with the throng of the sidewslks,

Presently I came to a recrulting of-
fice. Inside, sitting at a desk was a
lonely Tommy Atkfns, I decided to in-
terview him in regard to joining the
British army. I opened the door. He
looked up and greeted me with “I g'y,
myte, want to tyke on?”

I looked at him and answered, “Well,
whatever that is, I'll take a chance
at it.”

Without the ald of an interpreter, I
found out that Tommy wanted to know

if I cared to join the British army. He
asked me: “Did you ever hear of the
Royal Fusillers?” Well, in London,
you know, Yanks are supposed to know
everything, so I was not going to ap-
pear ignorant and answered, “Sure.”

“All you have to do,” he said, “is to
go out on the street, and when you see
a young fellow in muftl who looks
physically fit, just stop him and give
him this kind of & talk: ‘Arent you
ashamed of yourself, a Britisher, phys-
lcally fit, and in muftl when your king
and country need you?!

} recrulting sergeant you are a wash-
ut,” and sent me to a training depot.

After arriving at this place, I was
yustled to the quartermaster stores
ind recelved an awful shock. The
juartermaster sergeant spread a wa-
rerproof sheet on the ground and com-

menced throwing a miscellaneous as
sortment of straps, buckles and other
paraphernalia Into it. I thought he
would never stop, but when the plle
reached to my knee§ he paused long
enough to say, “Next, No, 5217, "Arris,
B company.” I gazed in bewilderment
at the plle of junk in front of me, and
then my eyes wandered around looking
for the wagon which was to carry it
to barracks., I was rudely brought to
earth by the “quarter” exclaiming,
“'Ere, you, "op it; tyke it aw’y; blind
my eyes, 'e's looking for 'ls batman to
‘elp 'Im carry it.”

Struggling under the load, with fre-
quent pauses for rest, I reached our
barracks (large car barns), and my
platoon leader came to the rescue. It
was a marvel to me how quickly he
assembled the equipment: After he
had completed the task, he showed me
how to adjust it on my person. Pretty
soon I stood before him a proper Tom-
my Atkins In heavy marching order,
feeling like an overloaded camel.

On my feet were heavy-soled boots,
studded with hobnails, the toes and
hegls of which were re-enforced by
steel half-moons. My legs were In-
cased In woolen puttees, olive drab in
color, with my trousers overlappinz

tunic, under which was a bluish gray
woolen shirt, minus a collar; beneath
this shirt a woolen belly band about
gix inches wide, held In place by tle
strings of white tape. On my head
was a heavy woolen trench cap, with
huge earlaps buttoned over the top.
Then the equipment: A canvas belt,
with ammunition pockets, and two
wide canvas straps like suspenders,
called “D” straps, fastened to the belt
in front, passing over each shoulder,
crossing In the middle of my back, and
attached by buckles to the rear of the
belt.  On the right side of the belt
hung a water bottle, covered with felt;
on the left side was my bayonet and
scabbard, and intrenching tool handle,
this handle strapped to the bayonet
scabbard. In the rear was my In-
trenching tool, carried in & canvas case.
This tool was a combination pick and
spade. A canvas haversack was
strapped to the left-side of the ‘belt,
while ‘on my back was the pack, also
of canvas, held In place by two canvas
piraps over the shoulders; suspended
on the bottom of the pack was my
mess tin or canteen in a neat little
canvas case. My waterproof sheet,
Jooking like a jelly roll, was strapped
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them at the top. Then a woolen khakl |

In your haversack you carry your iron
rations, meaning a tin of bully beef,
four biscults and a can containing tea,
sugar and Oxo cubes; a couple of
pipes and a pack of shag, a tin of rifle
oil, and a pull-through, Tommy gen-
erally carries the oll with his Pations;
it gives the cheese a sort of sardine
taste.

Add to this a first-ald pouch and a
long, ungalaly rifle patterned after the
Daniel Boone period, and you have an
idea of a British soldier in Blighty.

Before leaving for France, this rifle
Is taken from him and he is issued
with a Lee-Enfield short trench rifle
and a ration bag.

In France he recelves two gas hel-
mets, & sheepskin coat, rubber mack-
Intosh, steel helmet, two blankets, tear-
shell goggles, a balaclava helmet,
gloves and a tin of antifrostbite grease
which 1s excellent for greasing the
boots. Add to this the weight of his
rations, and can you blame Tommy for
growling at a twenty-kilo route march?

Having served as sergeant major In
the United States cavalry, I tried to
tell the English drill sergeants thelr
business, but it did not work. They
immediately put me as batman In thelr
mess, Many a greasy dish of stew was
accldentally spilled over them.

I would sooner fight than be a walter,
5o when the order came through from
hendquarters calling for a draft of
250 re-enforcements for France, I vol-

unteered.

Then we went befores the M. O.
(medical officer) for another physical
examination. This was very brief. He
asked our names and numbers and
sald “Fit,” and we went out to fight.

We were put into troop trains and
sent to Southampton, where we de-
trained, and had our trench rifies 1s-
sued to us. Then in columns of twos
we went up the gangplank of a little
steamer lying alongside the dock.

At the head of the gangplank there
was an old sergeant, who directed that
we line ourselves along both ralls of
the ship. Then he ordered us to take
life belts from the racks overhead and
put them on. I have crossed the ocean
several times and knew I was not sea-
gick, but when I buckled on that life
belt I had a sensation of sickness.

After we got out into the stream all
I could think of was that there were a
million German submarines with a tor-
pedo on each, across the warhead of
which was Inscribed my name and ad-
dress.

After five hours we came alongside
2 pler and disembarked. I had at-
tained another one of my ambitions.
I was “somewhere In France,” We
slept In the open that night on the side
of the road. About six the next morn-
ing we were ordered to entraln. 1
looked around for the passenger
coaches, but all I could see on the sld-
ing were cattle cars. We climbed into
these., On the side of each car was
a sign reading “Hommes 40, Cheveaux
8" When we got Inside of the cars,
we thought that perhaps the sign
painter had reversed the order of
things. After 48 hours in these trucks
we detrained at Rouen. At this place
we went through an intensive tralning
for ten days.

The training consisted of the rudi-
ments of trench warfare. Trenches
had been dug, with barbed wire en-
tanglements, bombing eaps, dugouts,
observation posts and mashine gun em-
placements, We were given a smat-
tering of trench cooking, sanitation,
bomb throwing, reconnoitering, listen-
Ing posts, constructing and repairing
barbed wire, “carrying In" partles,

methods used In attack and defense,
wiring parties, mass formation, and
the procedure for polson-gas attacks.

On the tenth day we agaln met our
friends “Hommes 40, Cheveaux 8."
Thirty-six hours more of misery, and
we arrived at the town of F—

After unloanding our rations and
equipment, we lined up on the road in
columns of fours walting for the order
to march.

A dull rumbling could be heard. The
sun was shining. I turned to the man
on my left and asked, “What's the
polse, BillY* He did not know, but his
face was of a pea-green color. Jim,
on my right, also did not know, but
suggested that I “awsk” the sergeant.

Coming towards us was an old griz-
gled sergeant, properly fed up with
the war, so I “awsked” him.

“Phink it's golng to rain, sergeant?”

He looked at me In contempt, and
grunted, “'Ow’s It a-goin® ter rain with
the bloomin’ sun a-shinin’?* I looked

up the fellow lying on my left, who had
been up the line before, and asked
him:

“Does the straw bother you, mate?
It's worked through my uniform and I
can't sleep.”

In a sleepy voice he answered,
“That aln’t straw, them’s cooties,”

From that time on my friends the
“cootles” were constantly with me.

“Cooties,” or body lice, are the bane
of Tommy's existence.

The aristocracy of the trenches very
geldom call them “cootles,” they speak
of them as fleas,

To an American flea means a small
insect armed with a bayonet, who 18
wont to jab It into you and then hop-
skip and jump to the next place to be
attacked. There I8 an advantage in
having fleas on you instead of “cootles”
in that In one of his extended jumps
said flea Is llable to land on the fel-
low next to you; he has the typlcal
energy and push of the American,
while the “cootie” has the bulldog
tenacity of the Englishman; he holds
on and consolidates or digs in until
his meal is finished.

There I8 no way to get rid of them
permanently. No matter how often
you bathe, and that is not very often,
or how many times you change your
underwear, your friends the “cooties”
are always In evidence. The billets are
infested with them, especlally so If
there is struw on the fioor.

I have taken a bath and put om
brand-new underwear; in fact, a com«
plete change of uniform, and then
turned in for the night. The next morn~
Ing my shirt would be full of them. It
is a common sight to see elght or ten
soldlers sitting under a tree with their
shirts over their knees engaging In a
“ghirt hunt.”

At night about half an hour before
“lights out,” you can see the Tommies
grouped around a canale, trying, In its
dim light, to rid thelr underwear of
the vermin. A popular and very quick
method s to take your shirt and draw-
ers, and run the seams back and for-
ward in the flame from & candle and
burn them out. This practice is dan-
gerous, because you are llable to burn
holes in the garments if you are mot
careful.

Recrults generally sent to Blighty
for a brand of insect powder adver-
tised as “Good for body lice,” The ad-
vertisement I8 quite right; the powder
is good for “cooties;" they simply
thrive on it.

The older men of our battalion were
wiser and made scratchers out of
wood. These were rubbed emooth with
a bit of stone or sand to prevent splin-
ters. They were about elghteen inches
long, and Tommy guarantees that a&
scratcher of this length will reach
any part of the body which may be at-
tacked. Some of the fellows were lazy
and only made their scratchers twelve
Inches, but many a night when onf
guard, looking over the top from the
fire step of the front-line trench, they,
would have given a thousand “quid"
for the other six inches.

Once while we were in rest billets an
Irish Hussar regiment camped in an
open fleld opposite our billet. After
they had plcketed and fed thelir horses,
a general shirt hunt took place. The
troopers ignored the call “Dinner up,”
and kept on with thelr search for big
game, They had a curious method of
procedure. They hung their shirts over
a hedge and beat them with thelr en-
trenching tool handles.

I asked one of them why they didn't
plck them off by hand, and he an-
swered, “We haven't had a bath for
nine weeks or a change of clabber. If
I tried to pick the ‘cooties’ off my shirt,
I would be here for duration of war.”
After taking n close look at his shirt, ) §
agreed with him; it was allve.

The greatest shock a recruit gets
when he arrives at his battalion In
France i8 to see the men engaging In a
“oootle” hunt. With an air of con-
tempt and disgust he avoids the com-
pany of the older men, untll a couple
of days later, in a torment of itching,
he also has to resort to a shirt hunt,
or spend many a sleepless night of
misery. During these hunts there are
lots of pertinent remarks bandied back
and forth among the explorers, such
as, “Say, Blll, I'll swap you two little
ones for a big one,” or, “I've got 8
black one here that looks like Kaiser
BilL"

One sunny day In the front-line
trench, I saw three officers sitting out-
glde of thelr dugout (“cooties” are no
respecters of rank ; I have even noticed
a suspiclous uneasiness about a certain
well-known general), one of them was

a major, two of them were exploring
thelr shirts, paying no attention to the
occasional shells which passed over-
head. The major was writing a letter;
every now and then he would lay aside
his writing-pad, search his shirt for a
few minutes, get an inspiration, and
then resume writing. At last he fin-
ished his letter and gave It to his “run-
per.” I was curious to see whether he
was writing to an insect firm, so when
the runner passed me I engaged him
in conversation and got a glimpse at
the address on the envelope. It was
addressed to Miss Allce Somebody, In
London. The “runner” informed me
that Miss Somebody was the major's
sweetheart and thnt he wrote to her
every day. Just Imagine it, writing a
love letter during n “cootie” hunt; but
such is the creed of the trenches,
