COOPKKATIVI DEMOXSTRATIOÎfS ON BUG 
KLUCLX ATIOK. ~ 

If Maine farmers were told that they 
bad been robbed of several millions io 
cash daring 1917, woald they not take 
precautions to prevent a aim liar tbeft in 
1918? Yet, according to a conservative 
estimate tbla la the lose wbiob Maine 
farmers suffered by insect enemies of 
borne grown products last year. 

This indemnity wae collected by tbe 
bugs directly from food that was grow- 
ing in the gardens, fields, and orchards. 
And when it is stored, another set of in- 
sect peat· begin tbeir depredations. No 
type of vegetable growth or livestock is 
exempt. Even tbe little war gardens 
pay tbeir tax to the insect depredators. 
Silently but constantly food ia extracted 
by the insects who eat all day, and then 
give place to others who feed by night. 
Even tbe unnoticed work of the bug* 
when totaled op makes a huge amount 
of loan. The moat faithful and constant 
assistante the Kaiaer has in America are 
tie insects! Not only in Maine did they 
work last year but in tbe 48 states tbeir 
damage aa computed for 1917 by Experi- 
ment Station workers and Government 
Entomologiste amounted to 10 per cent 
of the total farm producta of tbe United 
States. In other words, $1,400,000,000 
worth of food waa eaten by insects in- 
*tead of men. An amount sufficient to 
turn tbe balance of the war! 

How ia this lose accomplished? Sup- 
pose, since beans are grown everywhere, 
we consider this crop as an example. 
According to the United States Crop Re- 
ports there were S3,CD0 acres planted to 
beans in Maine in 1917. With an aver- ( 

age yield of ten bushels to the acre this 
meant 330,000 bushels worth on tbe 
farm 12,673,000. Cutworms, maggots, | 
tphids, and beetles in hordes got a liv- 
ing off thia crop and tbeir damage was in 
excess of 10 per cent. Now a 10 per < 

cent loaa does not show up in the field ο 
at all. It is seldom noted as due to in- 
jects even at harvest time. But when 
the insects are sucking the plant juice , 

that would have gone into the forma- ( 

tion of a bean pod, unseen loss occurs, 
and when this loss is distributed over { 
many plants and many acres the total ( 

loss is significant. This 10 per cent < 

damage through insect attack indicates a 

money loss of more than a quarter of a 

million dollars to Maine farmers and , 

30,000 bushels of beans to the consumers. 
Planta cannot produce a maximum of : 
beana and buga at the same time. Tbe 
more bugs the less beans Is the» unvary- 
ing rule. And beans are only one of the 
many useful plants affected by insects. < 

The indications are that Maine caltl- ι 

vatora have determined to inorease 
tbeir productive efficiency by reducing ι 

the insect board bills. In this work tbe ( 

State and Federal Bureaus are offering 
encouragement In the form of coopera- 
tive demonstrations of ,old and new 

methods of combat. Tbe Maine Agri- ji 
cultural Experiment Station Staff is 

directing work on inaect control and ι 

plant diseases in coopération with the 
College of Agriculture. Already 2 men ι 

are in tbe field to assist the County 
Agents in combating pests. The returns 
to the cultivator for spraying will be 
far more important this year than usual 
because tùe larmer must onset i»u* ui 

labor and fertilizer deficiency by increas- 
ed spraying, or «offer decreased yields. 
Every Instance of crop proteotioo this 

year is a guaranty to the American Ex- 

peditionary Forces tbat less food will bel 
destroyed by the Kaiser's allies in 1 

Amerioa. 
If any grower has any insect or plant 

disease trouble be Is urged to inform bisl 
Connty Agent or tbe Maine Agricultural 
Experiment Station at Orono, and all 

possible belp will be afforded.—Cbas. D. 
Woods, Director. 

Hoa«y Crop Could Be Increased. 
About 260,000,000 pounds of bouef are 

produoed annually iu tbe United States, 
California being the leading State in tbe 

production of this sweet. Honey pro- 
duction in tbis country could be increas- 
ed largely—ten to twenty time* tbe 

preaent yield—without an appreciable 
increase in tbe cost of production, for 

tbe raw material—tbe nectar in fl owers 

—is at certain times practically unlimit- 
ed. To produce more boney we just 
need more colonies of bees properly 
managed. Tbe propoaitsou is very 

simple to state, but decidedly difficult to 

execute. Successful beekeeping requires 
a bigb degree of skill, special training, 
and faithful, persistent attention to tbe 
business, so any marked increase in suc- 

cessful beekeeping binges upon educa- 
tional work among preeent and prospec- 
tive beekeepers. Permanent courses in 

beekeeping are being Introduced la 

agricultural colleges, and extension 
work in beekeeping Is now being con- 

ducted in many states. Tbe United 
States Department of Agriculture is 

conducting emergency extension work 
in selected regions, wbere a consider- 
able increase in tbe boney orop may 
reasonably be expected in the immediate 
future. cure. 

Losses of bees by disease, principally 
foulbrood, range during the summer 

from nothing to 10 per cent. Winter 
losses of bees range from 10 to 15 per 
oeot, and in some states the loss was al- 

most 50 per oent daring the winter of 

1919-17. Winter loses may be greatly 
reduoed by more oareful attention. Tbe 

honey production business, commercial- 
ly, is getting more and more in tbe 
banda of specialists, beoause diaease and 

winter losses discourage many who are 

untrained and unable to prevent these 

losaea by proper treatment. 
Honey became established some years 

ago as a seasonal prodaot rather 

than a staple food for use throughout 
tbe year. The bulk of the honey was 

produoed by farmera aa a aide line, the { 

bees were given little attention and the 

honey was produced at little expense, 
the orop was marketed at low prioes 
during the aalassn, and stooks were 

usually exhausted during the winter. 
There was little demand and practloaily 
no supply duriog tbe spring and summer. 

Bat honey is now handled in a large way 
as a staple food produot through the in- 

fluence of commercial beekeeping, whloh 
has had a rapid development in recent 

years. 
Honey la produoed In three forms: 

Comb honey, in 1-pound sections as 

oommonly retailed ; extracted or liquid 
honey, which has been removed from 

the oomb; balk or "chunk" honey. In ; 
whloh the comb Is more or lses mixed 
with the liquid hooey. From 1014 to 

1017 the production of liqaid hooey has 

increased lo proportion to the commer- 

cial ootpnt of oomb and chunk honey. 
The bees are able to produoe a larger 
quantity of hooey If they are not com- 

pelled to build oomb for It, and when 

the oomb Is emptied aad replaced lo the 

hive the beea are able, lo periods of 

heavy aeotar secrstion, to peooaed im- 

mediately to the stoMge οt more honey. 
The United States Department of 

ijprioaltore has issued Bolletio Ho. 085, 
"Honeybees aad Hooey Production In 

tbe United States," which will be found 
valuable by beekeepers aad persoos In- 

terested!· beekeeping. Several other 

ball s Was w beekeeping have been issued 
by the department aad are available for 

distribution.

Better Seed Potatoes. 

COOP*BATIV* WOBK OS 8XED POTATO 

DtPBOVXMXNT. 

In a previous number of thia aerie· ol 
letter· mention wu made of the potato 
breeding work carried on at Àrooatook 
far· by the horticulturist· of the Bareao 
of Plant Industry in oooperation with 
the Maine Agricultural Experiment Sta- 
tion. One of the principal object· of 
thi· work la the Improvement of the 
potato aeed atook used, not on!j in Maine 
but throughout the country. Informa- 
tion jnat received indicate· that the 
■cope of certain feature· of this work la 
to be materially broadened in the near 
future aa a war emergency measure. 

The Office of Horticultural and PoBio- 
logical Investigation· expect· to receive 
an allotment from the general emergencv 
agricultural appropriation, for aeed 
potato improvement work during the 
fiscal year 191819; which wtfl be auf- 
floient to aecnre important and lasting 
reaults. While the allotment will be ad- 
ministered by the Office mentioned, this 
seed potato improvement work will be a 

joint project with the Office of Cotton, 
Truck and Forage Crop Investigations, 
which letter la especially concerned with 
potato disease and which is also carry- 
ing on work in Maine in oooperation 
with thia Station. 

In one phaae of this new work it is 
proposed to stres· the importance of the 
"home aeed potato plot." The methods 
of conducting this work have not been 
Fully developed but it is the intention to 
work in close cooperation with existing 
agencies in the various states concerned, 
which are engaged in agricultural exten- 
lion in general and potato Improvement 
work in particular. Potato specialists, 
both the practical growers and those en- 

gaged in the study of the technical 
problems which conoern the potato in- 
dustry are all agreed that the very best 
teed tubers are none too good for plant- 
ng. In fact certain large growers have 
made large gains by systematically 
eliminating the weak, unproductive and 
iiseased strains. It is now proposed to 
:ake these methods which have been 
found successful and profitable to the 
ndividual farmer or small grower and 
:o assist him in their application. 

▲s bas already been auggeated none of 
ibis work will be carried on in- suoh a 

manner aa to duplioate that already 
mder way in the several atates where it 
•rill be undertaken. The aim will be to 
sooperate with existing agencies and to 
inpplement what they are doing. 

▲ further allotment from the emer- 

gency appropriation ia to become avail- 
able after July 1, for "Seed Potato De- 
relopment Work." Thia ia purely a 

jroject of the Offioe of Horticultural and 
Pomologicall Inveatigations and is more 

slosely related to the potato breeding 
work condnoted in cooperation with this 
station at Aroostook Farm. 

The plan under this project Is to se- 

sure the best strains of Oreen Mountain, 
[rlsh Cobbler and Rural with the idea 
>f testing the yielding capacity, vigor 
ind freedom from disease of the several 
(train* of each group of potatoes with 
he object of retaining the best for in- 
crease the following season. Suoh in- 
:rease to be available for purcbaae in 
imall lota by up-to-date seedsmen or 

potato growers who are deairous of ob- 
taining a good atrain of potatoes. 

Present plans contemplate the exten- 
lion of this projeot to each of the Im- 
portant seed producing sections in the 
lorthern tier of states. The work has 
leguu on a small soale this season in 

Haine, Wisconsin and Minnesota. It is 

proposed to try out the strains seleoted 
for 1919 at each of these Stations. That 
s, a amall quantity of aeed teated in 
tfaine will be tried out in Wisconsin and 
niuoeeum, ftuu similarly iuo ντ louuuaiu 

ind Minnesota seed will be tested in 
Maine. When tbe 1919 aeed of early 
varieties become* available sample lots 
!rom each of tbe Stations mentioned will 
»e tested out side by side aLçne or more 

points In tbe Sonth. The objefct of this 
set test is to determine the best source 

>f seed supply of any given variety for 
;be South and Southwest.—Chas. D. 
SVoods, Director. 

Th· Beat Food in the World. 
Milk is tbe nearest approach to a per- 

fect human food, and it is by far the 
!>eet food for children. Children must 
bave milk in order to develop properly, 
ind all persons of whatever age need it 
in order to keep in proper condition. 

The advioe of the United States De- 
partment of Agriculture is: "Save on 

jtber things if you oan, but not on milk, 
pour child's best food." 

Children who do not get milk, but are 

given tea and coffee instead, are for the 
most part sickly. There are always 
many siok children in oities and in 
countries where milk is scarce. When 
prices go np and mothers begin to 

aoonomize on milk, more oblldren be- 
come sick. That is one of tbe things 
that, under any and every condition, tbe 
Government regards it as essential to 

guard against. Food must be saved to 

feed tbe army and money must be saved 
to fioanoe tbe war, but tbe Nation's 
children who in a little while will be tbe 
Nation's men and women must be given 
their opportunity for health and strength. 
Incidentally, tbe liberal use of milk does 
save meat and other transportable foods. 

Children, in larger measure than 
grown persons, require lime. It la need- 
ed, particularly, for their bones and 
teeth, and in smaller quantities for their 
blood and other parts of their bodies. 
Milk is the ohief food for lime. ▲ cup 
of milk contains approximately four 
times as much lime as an egg. It is tbe 
oheapeet food for lime. 

Milk ia also an excellent food for body 
building protein. In that respect it is 

like eggs and meat. Milk protein is 

especially good for children, but it is 

good for and should be used by bvery- 
body. 

Milk, In addition, Is an excellent fuel 
food. Children, who are much more 

aotive than adults, need more fuel to 

burn in their bodiee to help them ran and 
play and work. The fat and the milk 
sugar burn up aa fuel. ▲ quart of milk 

givea the same amount of fuel as a 

pound of lean meat. ▲ quart of milk 
givea the same amount of fuel as eight 
eggs. Milk, even at advanced cost, is 

the oheapeet fuel food. T%ke a pencil 
and make a little comparison In cent·. 

Whole milk, of oonrae, ia the best 
food. But skim milk is good food, too. 
It baa tbe lime, the an gar and the pro- 
tein of the whole milk. It is defloient 
in fat and haa not mnoh of the growth 
substance· a· has whole milk. Use 
whole milk—bat do not throw away 
the skim milk. 

Xvery child, big or little, should have 
plenty of milk. The big boy· and girls 
need it only allgbtly lees than tbe babies, 
and grown p«raooa need it only slightly 
less than the big boy· and girl·. 

Be liberal with the milk ration. Do 
not think of milk merely a· a refresh- 
ing drink. Think of It aa a good, 
nouriahing food—th· boat food. Th· 
oblldren need other food·, of course- 

vegetable·, fruits, cereals. Bat, most of 
all, they need milk.

Ao Outing Trip in California. 
The following letter was written by 

Mr·. Benjamin Fi.h of Santa Barber·, 
Calif., to be* people In Sonth Part·. 
Mr·. Fish haa reoently visited her par- 
ère, Mr. and Μη. Geo. B. Morton of 
Sooth Pari·, and there !· aome purely 
personal matter In the letter whioh I· 
omitted: 

We went Tuesday to Santa Maria, 
where Ben had bnilneae. We stayed 
there Tneaday and Wednesday at the 
Inn, a very nicely oondacted hotel. It 
Is quite new and popular with tourists. 
I liked It, bnt Georgie thought we were 

Rolng camping. He said If he had

« ϊίΤβ °°J?®· We w®nt ont to 
the oil fields, whioh are ten or fifteen 

KiiL1ΪΙ™ *°*η· The °rade oil 
looked like «oft tar. I did not know It 
waa so thiok. We also went to Bette- 

wher® there li a big sugar factory, 
with aoree of beet fields, like Oxnard. 
1 ben we went to Lompoo on Thursday 
and stayed two daya with the Read·. 

Last night we oame down to Najaqnl 
(Nar-ar-wee) Fall· and oamped there all 
night, and oame home to-day. We 
camped on a big square fiat rock right at 
the foot °f the fall·. The fall· are 128 
teet high, and I could put my arms 

around the stream of water, but It falls 
over a limestone rook formation that ia 
mossy and covered with maidenhair fern 
and saxifrage. There was a little scar- 

let flower there, too, that grew too high 
for me to distinguish It. 

The pool at the foot of the fall· I· very 
clear, and about twelve feet aoroaa, and 
1· the center of a cylindrical wall cov- 
ered with trees. We could He on the 
rock and look up at the top of the water- 

fall, and aee a perfect drole of sky 
rimmed with a fringe of tree-tops. Ben 
and I took turns climbing a crooked path 
that was partly a ladder of roots, to the I 
top of the falls. I was scared, I thought 
I would not dare to οοκηθ down. 11 
thought I could walk down the aide of 
the hill, or rather, mountain, and oome 
up the oreek-bed, but the trail that way 
gave out and a deep ravine with no trail I 
In it oame between, so I had to cornel 
back. ! 

It was a wild and beautiful place, in 
green wooded mountalna. I saw a varie- 
ty of maple that I never saw before in 

California, but they were moatly oak and 
sycamore and green bay treea. Ton I 
would have enjoyed seeing It. I think 
you would have enjoyed the whole trip. I 

We went through the old Santa Rosa, I 
Santa Rita, and El Capitan ranohes, went 
to Solvang, a Danish settlement, fol- 
lowed the Santa Ynez River a long way. I 
Saw the Santa Ynez mission (whole and I 
pretty) and the Purissima Mission at 

Lompoo, all in ruins juat as bad as the I 
old one there destroyed by an earth- 
quake. It was only partly finlahed when 
a great crack ten or twenty feet wide 
split open in a hill behind it, and de- 
itroyed the mission. The crack is still 
In the bill, and there is a surprising 
amount of adobe walls left. They are 

directly across the road from the Read·' 
house at Lompoo, where we atayed. 
The walls look as though the first rain I 
would melt them down, but they havel 
lasted considerably over a century. j 

That was three new missions for me 

on this trip. That makea nine, I think— 
San Juan Caplstrano, Los Angeles (for- 
eet the name), San Gabriel, Ventura, 
Santa Barbara, Santa Ynes, Purissima, I 
the Lompoo ruins, and I have just caught 
a glimpse I Imagine of the San Fernando, 
perhaps I did not really see It. j 

We had every known variety of weath- j 
er while we were gone. It gets very hot I 
as soon as one geta through Gavista 
(Fremont Pass) away from the ocean. I 
There was a hot, dry wind almost to I 
Santa Maria, cool wind there, fog and I 
cold wind In Lompoo, dust and mud at I 
Solvang. At one plaoe there was snob a 

dust we bad to keep the horn honking I 
nw« ». hnat in a ίοσ. so we wouldn't run I 
into any one. There were lots of plaoee 
also where there was no mad. 

We saw a coyote. A father and moth· 
er quail and large family of little ones 

walked rapidly aoross the road lo front 
of ne. We taw sixteen yonng white 
goats on a hillside, and sixteen pelicans 
in one flock flying north, and oonntless 
squirrels. An occasional band of sheep, 
cattle, horses and mnles graze nnfenced 
most of the way. We also saw some- 

thing unpleasant, huge piles of the bones 
of the animals that died in the drought 
last year. Some ranohes lost hundreds 
of them. 

The prettiest sight we saw was eight 
acres of sweet peas. They looked like a 

rainbow spread on the earth. They are 

planted In rows about fifty feet wide of 
each oolor, shades of pink and purple 
and white, stretohing as far as the eye 
oould see. We thought we would like 
to be up In an airplane. These are the 

Burpee seed farms In Lompoc. One 
year, Mr. Read said, there were 700 acres 

of sweet peas there. 
I have just thought why it Is that 

California never looks like Maine when 
the fields are all brown. It is beoause 
we have brown fields and green trees at 

the same time, something you never 

have, beoause the grass gets green be- 
fore the trees do, and in the fall the 
trees are In their autumn foliage before 
the fields are brown. I never saw a 

greener oountry than from Maine to 
Montreal the day I left home. I left 
home in a sort of tranoe, it seems to me. 

Georgie said, apropos of nothing at all, 
as we were riding over a hot, dusty hill 
up country, "It looks pretty on the attio 
stairs when it rains, and the rain oomes 

In the pipes." He must have been 
thinking of the window on the landing 
of the attio stairs at home. It seems 

like a dream almost that I was home, 
but not just as any "yeeterday when Jt 
is past,'1 beoause I oan't distinguish some 

of them one from another, but those 
particular yesterdays Georgie and I will 
live over and over again, and think of 
all the good times we had at home. 

Navy Collecting PJbotogMphs. 
Through the Bureau of Navigation I 

the Navy Department ia now colleoting 
photographs of all men of the service 
who have lost their lives in service 

against the enemy. To perpetuate the 

memory of these men who have made 
the saorlfioe their pioturea are to be pre- 
served in the various training stations of 
theconntry. Secretary Daniels baa re- 

quested that these photographs be sent 
to the Department by the next of kin. 

As rapidly as these pioturea are receiv- 
ed copie» are made and the originals 
returned to the owners. A photograph 
of eaoh man Is then forwarded to the 

training station where ha began his 
career In the service. There a memorial 
gallery of honor or a hero's corner is 
formed so that for all time the faoes of 
the men of the Navy, who have made 
the supreme saorlfioe, may be honored 
by the youths of the future seat to the 
station for training. 

Relatives of men who have been lost 
la the present war who have not received 
requests for pioturea are asked to mall 
them to the Department for this memo- 

rial. All pioturea ahould be seourely 
wrapped after they have been marked 
with the name, branch of servioe and 

training station the young man entered 
after enlistment. These «hould be ad- 
dressed to the Reorultlng Division, Bu- 
reau of Navigation, Navy D^wtment, 
Washington, D. 0. When oopied, the 

photograph will be returned to the send· 
er with one of the ooples.

The following letter wea written some 

week· einoe to Mra. 0. A. Stephen* of 

Norway Lake, known to the artlitlo 
world m Mlle. Soalar, bj Mildred Aid· 
rioh. The writer haa become well known 
aa the author of "A Hilltop on the 
Marne," and other writings oonnected 
with the great war. Aa indicating 
something of what the war meaoa to 

Franoe, the letter Is illuminating and In- 
tereating.

Dear Minoe Soalar: 
For that la the way I alwaya think of 

you—and I waa glad to eee your hand- 
writing again. I recognised it at once. 

I had to laugh at the Idea that I would 
no longer be interested in yon because 
"voue n'etiz pine artiate." (You were no 

more an artist.) You see, to my way of 
thinking, the artist's life is almoat sterile. 
At the beat it Is abort, and It la suoh a 
bitter struggle. I never envied any one, 
not even the greatest, and I never saw 

any one I liked quit it without drawing 
a long breath of relief, and when the 
moment came that I oould turn my back 
on all tbst world, in wbioh I had aeen'ao 
much Buffering, so many broken hearts, 
so many fine natures disillusioned, I oan 

assure you that I did not hesitate. Per- 

haps I could not have done it while I 
was younger, I don't know. But this is 
sure—In spite of all I have lived tbrongb 
sinoe—I never, for one moment, have re- 

gretted it. Only think of it—I have not 

heard an opera nor been inaide a theatre 
for nearly seven years. 

Tell Dr. Stephens that I never did at- 
tend a medioal sohool. The nearest I 
ever oame to that was to take a scientific 
laboratory oonrae at the Institute of 

Technology—the Lowell Institute Course 
—in 1873, under if I remember Profeaa- 
or Nichola. I doubt very much if your 
doctor ia old enough to have seen me 

there, and also it la twenty yeara alnce I 
left the 8tatea. 

I loved the picture of the Laboratory, 
and I tried to look up Norway Lake, but 
could not find it In any atlas I possess, 
and the only book on New England 
whiob I possess ia Osgood's, dated 1873. 
Isn't that ridiculous? I really felt 
humiliated that I could in .some way, lo- 
oate any old.place in Siberia or Central 
Africa and oan't find the home of a 

friend living in the state in which my 
dear mother was born and in which I 
used to apend my aummera. So you 
must tell me all about it and feel that 
you are enlightening tbe heathenish 
ignoranoe of a countrywoman, aoting as 

a missionary, in faot. 
I should have answered your letter 

instantly under ordinary oircumatancea. 
But in theae days letters from the Statea 
always take a month to reach here, and 
yonre arrived in February, when the 
German efforts of "frlghtfulneas", 
which preceded the opening of the 
terrible battle which haa been raging for 
a month, were in full foroe, in their vain 
hope of lowering the morale of all of ua 

civilians behind tbe line. So for tbe 
past three montba I have felt in little 
mood to write letters. On the 80th of 
January I stood four hours in tbe night 
liatening to an inviaible battle in the air 
over Paris, and from that time ontll last 
Friday, I went through three air raids in 
Paria, and three here In one of which 30 
bombs fell In our department. In ad- 
dition to that we hear every report of 
that oannon de longee portee, (long range) 
which baa been bombarding Paria alnoe, 
March 24. Twioe In that time I bave 
had to go throngb the zone bombard- 
ed—once to take three little orphan 
boys to an aslle, and once to oarry a sick 
woman to a hospital sooth of Paria. 
You who know Paria and the Frenob, do 
not need to be told what It la like there 

The nifev tonka different, of 
course. The street· are no longer 
crowded, though they are not empty. 
Children are still playing on the Champs 
Elysees, cabs still rash along. In faot 
life is absolutely normal. Yet-that long 
distanoe oannon has, first and last reach- 
ed almost every quarter of the city from 
the street where my favorite newspaper 
oomes out to the street where you used 
to come to see me, and from the cbnrcb 
where I used always to go in Holy Week 
to hear Gregorian ohants to streets 
where I used to go shopping. But it 
will take more than that, although the 
number killed is often numerous—and 
I own one is too many—to break the 
morale of the French at this stage of the 

fame. It is not pleasant, I own that. 
Fhen I went through the first time I 

oonfess to have drawn a long breath of 
relief. I suppose every one does. But 
that prevents no one, so far as I oan see, 
from risking it. We are all fatalists to- 

day. 
The last month has been the hardest 

of all. History never saw suoh a battle 
as the one we are living through now. 

But though the suspense of each 24 
hours is terrible, the normal work of 
life goes on here oalmly, so far as the 

eyes can see. One only guesses what is 
in the minds of others by what is in 
one's own. 

The fields are plowed. The grain 
is growing. My peas are well up and 
my potatoes planted, and the ground 
ready for oorn, tomatoes, beets and 
oarrots, etc. The skylarks are singing, 
the tulips and violets and pansles in 

flower. What do they care for the war? 
No one doubts what the result is to be, 
and no one even bints to me that the 
States are two years too late to shorten 
the war. In faot they are so full of 
gratitude to us for having oome in at all 
that possibly they don't ever think of It, 
but I do. 

Tee, the old apartment is already 
nearly forgotten. I am so used to the 
life here and the years have been suoh 
wonderful as well as suoh terrible years 
that there are times when it is hard for 
me to believe I ever lived at all before I 
came here. At my age, strange to say, 
one remembers more distinctly one's 
early than one's middle life. Besides I 
am far from well. A hereditary 
taint, high blood pressure, of whloh I 

never took notioe, became too insistent, 
and a life of calm became neoeasary. I 
sought It here. I was forbidden exoite- 
ment, strong emotions and put on a 

starvation diet. The latter has been 
easy and just suits the situation. For 
the exoitement and the emotions—well, 
It is to laugh, "et voila". 

I oannot tell yon how often I have 
thought of you and hoped you were 

happy, and remembering bow ardent 
your ambitions were, feared to ask yon. 

I am glad you enjoyed the books. They 
are my contribution to the propaganda, 
and my one satisfaction la they served 
their purpose. There la another one 
due when this aot of the awful drama 
oloees, If I live to finish It.

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CHAPTER XIX. 

On Hi· Own. 
Of course Tommy cannot always be 

producing plays under fire but while 
In rest billets he has numerous other 

ways of amusing himself. He le a 

?rect gambler, but never plays for 
org® stakes. Generally, in each com- 

pany, you will find a regular Oanfleld.* 
This man banks nearly all the games 
if chance and Is an undisputed author- 
ity on the rules of gambling. When- 
ever there is an argument among the 
Tommies about some uncertain point 
is to whether Houghton is entitled to 
Watkins' sixpence, the matter is taken 
5o the recognized authority and his de- 
cision is final. 

The two most popular games are 
"Crown and Anchor" and "House." 

The paraphernalia usçd in "Crown 
and Anchor" consists of a piece of can- 
pas two feet by three feet. This is 
iivided into six equal squares. In these 
squares are painted α club, diamond, 
îeart, spade, crown, and an anchor, 
>ne device to a square. There are 

hree dice used, each dice marked the 
tame as the canvas. The banker sets 

ιρ his gambling outfit in the corner ol 
» billet and starts bally-hoolng until a 

crowd of Tommies gathers around; 
then the game starts. 

The Tommies place bets on the 
jquares, the crown or anchor being 
played the most. The banker then 
•oils his three dice and collects or pays 
)ut as the case may be. If you play 
the crown and one shows up on the 
lice, you get even money, if two show 
ip, you receive two to one, and If three, 
.hree to one. If the crown does not ap- 
pear and you have bet on it, you lose, 
ind so on. The percentage for the 
lanker is large if every square Is 
dlayed, but if the crowd is partial to, 
iay two squares, he has to trust to 
uck. The banker generally wins. 

The game of "House" Is very popular 
ilso. It takes two men to run it. This 
?ame consists of numerous squares of 
cardboard containing three rows of 
lumbers, five numbers to a row. The 
lumbers run from one to ninety. Each 
card has a different combination. 

The French "estaminets" In the vil- 
ages are open from eleven in themorn- 

ng until one in the afternoon in ac- 

cordance with army orders. 
After dinner the Tommies congre- 

gate at these places to drink French 
beer at a penny a glass and play 
"House." 

As soon as the estaminet Is suffi- 
ciently crowded the proprietors of the 
"House" game get busy and, as they 
term It, "form a school." This consists 
of going around and selling cards at 
a franc each. If they have ten in the 
school, the backers of the game de- 
duct two francs for their trouble and 
the winner gets eight francs. 

Then the game starts. Bach buyer 
places his card before him on the ta- 

ble, first breaking up matches into fif- 
teen pieces. 

One of the backers of ,the game has 
a small cloth bug in which are ninety 
cardboard squares, each with a num- 

ber printed thereon, from one to nine- 
ty. He raps on the table and cries 
out : "Eyes down, my lucky lads." 

All noise ceases and every one Is at- 
tention. 

The croupier places his hand in the 
bag and draws forth a numbered 
square and Immediately calls out the 
number. The man who owns the card 
with that particular number on it, 
covers the square with a match. The 
one who covers the fifteen numbers on 

his card first shouts "House." The 
other backer immediately comes over 

to him and verifies the card by calling 
out the numbers thereon to the man 

with the bag. As each number is 
called he picks it out of the ones 

picked from the bug and says, "Right" 
If the count is right he shouts, "House 
correct, pay the lucky gentleman, and 
sell him a card for the next school." 
The "lucky gentleman" generally buys 
one unless he has a miser trace In 
his veins. 

Then another collection is made, a 

school formed, and they carry on with 
the game. 

The caller-out has many nickname· 
for the numbers such as "Kelly's EyeH 
for one, "Leg's Eleven" for eleven, 
"Cllckety-click" for sixty-six, or "Top 
of the house" meaning ninety. 

The game 18 honest and quite en- 

joyable. Sometimes you have fourteen 
numbers on your card covered and 

you are waiting for the fifteenth to be 
called. In an Imploring voice you call 

/out, "Come on, Watkins, chum, I'm 
sweating on 'Kelly's Eye.' " 

Watkins generally replies. "Well, 
keep out of a draft, you'll catch cold." 

Another game Is "Pontoon," played 
with cards; It Is the same as our 

"Black Jack," or "Twenty-one." * 

A card game called "Brag" 1· also 

popular. Using a casino deck, the 

dealer deals each player three cards, 
It is similar to our poker, except foi 
the fact that you only use three card* 
and çannot draw. The deck Is nevei 

shuffled until a man shows three of a 

kind or a "prlle" as It la called. The 
value of the hands are, high card, « 

pair, a run, a flush or three of a kind 

or "prlle." The limit la generally c 

penny, so It Is hard to win a fortune 
The next In popularity la a caw! 

game called "Nap." It le well named 

Every time I played It I went to sleep 
Whist and solo whist are played bj 

the highbrows of the company. 
When the gamblers tire of all othei 

games they try "Banker and Broker.' 
I «pent a week trying to teach some 

of the Tommies how to play poker, bat 
because I won thirty-five francs they 
declared that they didn't "fawncy" the 
game. 

Tommy plays few card games; the 

general ran never heard of poker, eu- 

chre, seven up, or pinochle. They have 
a game similar to pinochle called 
"Royal Besique," bat few know how ta 

play It. 
Generally there are two decks of 

«cards In a section, and In a short tiki 

can naraiy ten uie ace 01 spuues iruui 

the ace of hearts. The owners of these 
decks sometimes condescend to lend 
them after much coaxing. 

So you see. Mr. Atkins has his fun 
mixed In with his hardships and, con- 

trary to popular belief, the rank and 
file of the British army in the trenches 
1s one big happy family. Now in Vir- 
ginia, at school, I was fed on old Mc- 
Guffy's primary reader, which gave me 

an opinion of an Englishman about 
equal to a '76 Minute Man's backed up 
by a Sinn Felner's. But I found Tom- 
my to be the best of mates and a gen- 
tleman through und through. He never 

thinks of knocking his officers. If one 
makes a costly mistake and Tommy 
pays with his blood, there is no gen- 
eral condemnation of the officer. He 
le just pitied. It is exactly the same 
as It was kwith the Light Brigade at 

Balaclava, to say nothing of Gallipoli, 
Neuve Chapelle and Loos. Personally 
I remember a little Incident where 

twenty of us were sent on a trench 
raid, only two of us returning, but I 
will tell this story later on. 

I said it was a big bappy family, and 
so It Is, but as in all bappy families, 
there are servants, so in the British 
army there are also servants, officers' 
servants, or "O. S." as they are termed. 
In the American army the common 
name for them is "dog robbers." From 

a controversy in the English papers, 
Winston Churchill made the state 

mcnt, as far as I can remember, that 
the officers' servants In the British 
forces totaled nearly two hundred 
thousand. He claimed that this re- 

moved two hundred thousand excep- 
tionally good and well-trained fighters 
from the actual firing line, claiming 
that the officers, when selecting a man 

for servant's duty, generally picked the 
man who had been out thrfongest and 
knew the ropes. 

But from my observation I find thatj 
a large percentage of the servants do 

go over the top, but behind the lines 
they very seldom engage In digging 
parties, fatigues, parades or drills. 
This work is as necessary as actually 
engaging In an attack, therefore I think 
it would be safe to say that the all- 
round work of the two hundred thou- 
sand Is about equal to fifty thousand 
men who are on straight military du- 

ties. In numerous Instances, officers' 
servants hold the rank of lance-corpo- 
rals and they assume the same duties 
and authority of a butler, the one 

stripe giving him precedence over the 
ouier uervuuio. 

There are lots of amusing stories 
told of "O. S." 

One day one of our majors went Into 
the servants' billet and commenced 
"blinding" at them, saying that his 
horse had no straw and that he per- 
sonally knew that straw had been is- 

sued for this purpose. He called the 
lance-corporal to account. The cor· 

poral answered, "Blime me, sir, the 
straw was Issued, but there wasn't 

enough left over from the servants' 
beds; in fact, we had to use some of 

the 'ay to 'elp out, sir." 
It Is needless to say that the serv- 

ants dispensed with their soft beds 
that particular night 

Nevertheless it is not the fault oï 

the Individual officer, It is Just the sur- 

vival of a quaint old English custom. 

Tou know an Englishman cannot be 
changed in a day. 

But the average English officer le a 

good sport. He will sit on a fire step 
and listen respectfully to Private 
Jones' theory of the way the war 

should be conducted. This war is 

gradually crumbling the once insur- 
mountable wall of caste. 

You would be convinced of this 1( 

you could see King George go among 
his men on an inspecting tour under 
fire, or pause before a little woodep 
cross in some shell-tossed field with 
tears in his eyes as he reads the in- 

scription. And a little later perhaps 
bend over a wounded man on a stretch- 

er, patting him on the head. 
More than once In a hospital I have 

seen a titled Red Cross nurse fetching 
and carrying for a wounded soldier, 

perhaps the one who in civil life de- 
livered the coal at her back door. To- 

day she does not shrink from lighting 
hie fag or even washing his grimy 
body. 

Tommy admires Albert of Belgium be- 

cause he Is not a pusher of men; he 
leads them. With him It's not a case 

of "take that trench," It le "come on 

and we will take it" 
It is amusing to notice the different 

characteristics of the Irish, Scotch and 

English soldiers. The Irish and Scotch 
are very Impetuous, especially when It 
comes to bayonet fighting, while the 
Englishman, though a trifle slower, 
thoroughly does bis bit; he is more 

methodical and has the grip of a bull- 
dog on a captured position. He Is 

slower to think ; that 18 the reason why 
he never knows when he la licked. 

Twenty minutes before going over 

the top the English Tommy will sit on 

the fire step and thoroughly examine 
the mechanism of .his rifle to see that it 
is In working order and will flre prop- 
erly. After this examination he Is safe· 
lsfled and ready to meet the Boches. 

But the Irishman or Scotchman sits 
on the flre step, his rifle with bayonet 
fixed between hie knees, the butt ol 
which perhaps is sinking into the mud 
—the bolt couldn't be opened with a 

team of horses It Is so rusty—but he 

spits on his sleeve and slowly polishes 
his bayonet ; when this Is done he also 
le ready to argue with Frits. 

It Is not necessary to mention the 
colonials (the Canadians, Australians 
and New Zealanders), the whole world 
know· what they have done for Eng- 
land. 

The Australian and New iea'ander 
Is termed the "Ansae," taking the 
name fromthe first letters of their of- 
ficial designation, Australian end New 
Zealand army corps. 

Tommy divides the. German army 
Into three classes according to their 
fighting sbllltie·. They link as fol* 
lows: Prussian* Bavarians and Sud» 
Φ* ·'-■ 

wnen up β gainst a rruzsian regi- 
ment it is a case of keep your napper 
frelow the parapet and duck. ▲ bang- 
bang all the time and a war Is on. The 
Bavarians are little better, bat the 
Saxons are fairly good sports and are 

willing occasionally to behave as gear 
tlemen and take It easy, but you can· 
not trust any of them overlong. 

At one point of the line the trenches 
were about thirty-two yards apart. 
This sounds horrible, but In fact it was 

easy, because neither side could shell 
the enemy's front-line trench i'or fear 
shells would drop Into their own. This 
eliminated artillery fire. 

In these trenches when up against 
the Prussians and Bavarians, Tommy 
had a hot time of it, but when the Sax- 
ons "took over" it was a picnic; they 
would yell across that they were Sax- 
ons and would not fire. Both sides 
would sit on the parapet and carry on 

a conversation. This generally consist- 
ed of Tommy telling them how much 
he loved the kaiser, while the Saxons 
informed Tommy that King George 
was a particular friend of theirs and 
hoped that he was doing nicely. 

When the Saxons were to be relieved 
by Prussians or Bavarians, they would 
yell this Information across No Man's 
Land and Tommy would immediately 
tumble Into his trench and keep his 
heud down. 

If an English regiment was to be re- 
lieved by the wild Irish, Tommy would 
tell the Saxons, and immediately a vol- 
ley of "Donner und Blltzens" could 
be heard and it was Fritz's turn to get 
α crick in his back from stooping, and 
the people in Berlin would close their 
windows. 

Usually when an Irishman takes ovei 
a trench, Just before "stand down" in 
the morning, he sticks his rifle over 

the top, aimed In the direction of Ber- 
lin, and engages in what is known as 
the "mad minute." This consists of 
firing fifteen shots In a minute. He 
is not aiming at anything in particular 
—just sends over eucb shot with ι 

prayer, hoping that one of his strays 
will get some poor unsuspecting Fritz 
in the napper hundreds of yards be- 
hind the lines. It generally does ; that's 
the reason the Boches hate the man 

from Erin's isle. 
The Saxons, though better than the 

Prussians and Bavarians, have a nasty 
trait of treachery In their makeup. 

At one point of the line where the 
trenches '"'ere very close, a stake was 

driven iiito the ground midway be- 
tween the hostile lines. At night when 
it was his turn, Tommy would crawl 
to this '.itake and attach some London 

papers to it, while at the foot he would 
place tins of bully beef, fags, sweets, 
and other delicacies that he had re- 

ceived from Blighty in the ever lopkéd- 
for parcel. Later on Fritz would come 

out and get these luxuries. 
The next night Tommy would go out 

to see what Fritz put into his stocking. 
The donation generally consisted of a 

paper from Berlin, telling who was 

winning the war, some tinned sausages, 
cigars, and occasionally a little beer, 
hut a funny thing, Tommy never re- 

turned with the beer unless It was in- 
side of him. His platoon got a whiff of 
his breath one night and the ofTendlng 
Tommy lost his job. 

One night a young English sergeant 
crawled to the stake and as he tried to 
detach the German paper a bomb ex- 

ploded and mangled him horribly. Fritz 
had set a trap and gained another vic- 
tim which was only one more black 
mark naralnst him in the book of this 
war. From that time on diplomatic re- 

lations were severed. 
Returning to Tommy, I think hie 

spirit is best shown In the questions he 
asks. It is never "who is going to win" 
hut always "hnw long will It take?"

Maritime Miscellany. 
One of the minor and yet exceeding 

ly Important articles entering Into the 
construction of a wooden ship Is the 
"knee." A ship knee le a right-angled 
wooden brace used to give strength to 
the framing and Is fashioned from the 
natural crook of a tree formed by a 

heavy, shallow, horizontal root and a 

section of the trunk. Knees when fin· 
Ished are sometimes as much as six or 

seven feet high and many of them are 

four feet high. The tremendous Impe- 
tus to wooden shipbuilding brought 
about by the war has resulted In the 
establishment of a sawmill at Port- 
land, Ore., designed exclusively for the 
finishing of ship knees. The timber 
preferred Is second-growth Douglas 
fir, found growing In shallow soil, so 

that the roots turn off at right angles 
to the trunk and thus give the proper 
shape. A tract of timber that will pro- 
duce five to seven knees per acre Is 
considered a good location for a camp. 
The standardized wooden ship requires 
some two hundred knees of all sizes, 
while another type of wooden ship, also 
under construction, requires more than 
one hundred and sixty knees. In addi- 
tion to the production of knees by the 
special sawmill at Portland, various 
operators are also getting out knees by 
the old-fashioned method of hand hew- 
ing In the woods.—National Lumber 
Manufacturers' Association. 

Food—After the War. 
Whatever ottyer blessings peace may 

bring It will not bring InsAnt relief to 
the masses who are now distressed by 
food shortage and Its natural conse- 

quences, high prices. There will be 
as many mouths to feed when the arm- 

ies are demobilized as there are now. 

It le true that the fare of the, soldiers 
In most European countries Is more 

liberal than that of the civil popula- 
tion, but no statesman will take com- 

fort in the prospect of masses of dis- 
banded soldiers reduced to the level 
of civil undernourishment And be- 

sides, the civil populations that are 

now enduring semlstarvation uncom- 

plainingly, recognizing that no relief 
can be expected while the energies of 

ι their government are engrossed by 
I war, will be far less patient when 

peace returns. More food, not leas, 
will be required in peace.—The New 
Republic.

COBNMEAL-AND-BICE OBIDDLE CAKES 

81ft together half a oop, eaob, of ooro· 
meal ana barley floor, two teaapoonfols 
of baking powder and ooe teaapooofal of 
ealt; add one oop of boiled rloe (grains 
distinot) and the beaten yolke of two 
egga mixed with one oup of milk ; add 
the whites of the egga beaten very light, 
at the laat. Bake at oooe on a hot well- 
greaaed griddle. 

HOMINT-AND-BABLBT MUFFINS 

Poor boiling water over half a oop of 
hominy (fine), drain in a floe sieve, rins- 

ing in oold water meanwhile. 8et to 
oook in two oape of boiling water and 
half a teaepooofal of salt. Cook an boor 
or longer. This will make two oops of 
thin hominy. ^ 

1 oop oooked bomloy 
2-3 oop hot milk 
2 tableepoonfnle ehortenlng 
1-2 teaepooofal ealt 
2 tablespoonfals soger 
1 egg beateo light 
3-4 oop barley floor 
1-4 oop coromeal floor 
3 teaapoonfuls baking powder 

The hominy may be hot or oold; mix 
the milk th^pogh it evenly; add tho 
«horteoing, «alt and sugar, tbe egg, and 
the floor aod meal sifted with the baking 
powder. This make&.one dozen muffins. 
Rice may be need in plaoe of the hominy. 

MISSOURI HOC CAKE 

Paee through a sieve, together, two 

oops of oorn meal and half a teaspoonfal, 
each, of salt aod baking powder; add 
one tablespoonfol of melted fat aod stir 
in water to make a soft dough. Make 
Into small oakes about half an inoh tbiok 
and bake on a hot, greased griddle ootil 
well browoed oo both sides. 

Β ABLE Y POP OVEBS 

Beat two eggs, one oop of barley floor 
one teaapuonful of sugar, half a tea 

apounful of aalt and one cup of milk un- 

til very smooth. Uae a Oover egg beat- 
er. Bake about forty mlnutea in a hot, 
well-greased iron pan. Tbe pop-overt 
are good, but will not puff quite as high 
as when msde with wheat flour. One- 
foorih a cup of rice flour may replace 
half a cup of the barley floor. 

MEAT PIE 

This may be made of any tender left- 
over meat. Tbe brotb left from tbe 
meat Is used for the aauoe. For rather 
more than a pint of meat prepare a 

plot of saooe. Melt four tablespoonfals 
of fat; In it cook four tableepoonfnle of 
flour and half a teaapoonful of aalt; add 
a pint of broth and stir ootil boiling. 
Stir into tfeia tbe meat, cut in thin slices 
and freed of all unedible portions. Let 
the meat stand on the stove to become 
hot throagboat while the crust Is being 
made. 

CBU8T FOB MEAT PIE 

1 cup barley flour 
1-2 cup rioe flour 
3 teaspoonfuia baking powder 

^ 12 teaapoonful aalt 
3 tablespoonfuls shortening 
Milk for a soft dough 

Sift the dry Ingredients together; cut 
in tbe shortening and add milk gradually 
while mixing to a dough. The dough 
sboald be mixed quite soft as It thickens 
after firat mixing. Taro oo a floored 
board, to ooat lightly, knead, and roll 
into a sheet to fit the top of tbe baking 
aiao. maie a bus at me comer, grease 
the edge of the dish and «et in place. 
Bake about twenty minutée. This mix- 
ture make· good baking powder blacoit. 

CHICKEN-AMD BICE SOUFFLE 

Melt two tablespoonfuls of fat; in It 
oook two tableepoonfalB of rice floor, 
half a teaepoonfnl of salt and half a tea- 

epoonfnl of paprika; add one cap of 
ohioken broth and one oup of tomato 
puree and stir and oook nntll boiling; 
add one oup of boiled rioe. The rioe 
may be hot or cold but the grains muet 
be diatinot when it is stirred through the 
aauoe. Add alao one oup and a half of 
chopped ohioken and the beaten yolks 
of three eggs; fold in the whites of three 
eggs beaten very light, and turn into a 

well-greased baking dish. Let oook in 
a pan of boiling water, In the oven, until 
firm In the center. Serve the instant It 
is taken from the oven with a sauoe 
made of one-fourth a oup, eaob, of fat 
and rice flour, one onp, eaoh, of ohioken 
brotb and tomato puree and half a tea- 

spoonful, eaob, of salt aod pepper.. 
BICE OMELET WITH PEAS 

This may bo made with peas "left 
over"; If tbere Is less than a oup of peas, 
they might be stirred through a oup of 
cceam sauce to make tbem "go further." 
Season the peas, made hot, with salt, 
pepper, a teaapoonful of sugar and a 

tableapoonful of butter. For the omelet, 
the rioe may be hot or oold, but the 
grains must be dlstlnot and, preferably, 
they should be hot. Beat the white· of 
two eggs very light and the yolka until 
thiok. Mix a oup of rioe and half a tea- 

spoonful of salt through the yolks, then 
fold in the whites. Melt a tableapoonful 
of fat in a hot omelet pan; turn In the 
rioe and egg mixture, and make smooth 
on the top. Let oook In a moderate 
oven until no unoooked egg adheres to a 

knife thrust into the oenter. Soore 
across the top at right angles to the 
handle of the pan. Sprinkle a few peas 
over the top and fold at the scoring. 
Turn on a hot platter and ponr the hot 
peas around it. Serve at onoe. 

SUNDAY NIGHT CHEESE 

Melt two tablespoonfuls butter sub- 
• stitute; in it oook two tablespoonfuls of 
I flour, and one-fourth a teaapooonful of 
» salt; add one oup of milk or one oup of 

tomato puree and stir until boiling; beat 
in one egg, beaten light; when oooked 
stir in one paokage of snappy oheeae, and 
when smooth turn into an earthen bowl 
and set aside until ready to use. Bave 
ready any variety of Liberty blsonit, 
rolled very thin before outting, or they 
may be rolled thloker and split for use. 

Spread the blsonit with the oheese mix- 
« ture, dredge on a little paprika and set 

into the oven to beoome very hot. If 
preferred, this may be made at time of 

> serving and served on oraokera or toast 
as any oheese rabbit. The egg may then 
be omitted. 

COBNMXAL WAFFLES 

Pot two oops of water and a teaspoon- 
fnl of salt over the fire to boll; gradually 
stir one oup of oornmeal mixed with one 

onp of oold water Into the boiling water. 
Keep the mlxtnre boiling constantly 
while the meal la being added, then oover 
and let oook over boiling water, stirring 
occasionally, one hour. Beat in one- 

, fourth a oup of shortening and pour Into 
a bowl. Whan oooled a little, beat In 

ι half a oup of sour oream or buttermilk 
[ and two-thirds a oup of sweet milk; sift 

together two onpa of wheat flour, or one 
oup of wheat and one of barley flour, 
one-fourth a teaapoonful of soda aad two 

Kaapoonfuls el baking powder and beat 
to the first mixture: beat In two egg- 

yolks beaten light, ana, lastly, two egg· 
white· beaten very light. Bake at onoe 

I on a hot, well-greased waffle- Iron. The 
I mixture will fill the Iron ftvs or elx time·. 

BASLET-FLOUB SPONGE CAKE 

Beat the yolk· of five egg· very lights 
gradually beat In one onp of granulated 
•agar, then the grated rind ana jaloe of 
half a lemon, fold In one oup of sifted 
barley flour and the whites of five egg· 
beaten very light. Bake In a tube pan 
jabout fifty minute·.- Haif a oup of po- 
tato or oorn flour may be used In place 

'*of th· barley flour.

Hundreds of letters bave oome to the 
Food Administration offioe in the past I 
two weeks wbloh It is absolutely impos- 
sible to answer promptly on account of I 
the new sugar program which went Into 
effeot July 1st. This correspondence Isl 
being classified and will be answered at 
tbe earliest possible moment. Tbe Food 
Administration has been working night IJ 
and day to get people properly classified

Manufacturers who appplied for auger I '
