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‘“The big Income Tax Drive of 1919 is
now under way, and every preparation
ls being made to handle the largest col-
!laetlon in the bistory of Income Tax.”
I am not waiting for the final passage
of the new Revenue Bill by Congress,”
said Collector Seth W. Jonee, “‘mor for
the new regulations and blank forms to
be issued. To get this big tax in and
get it accurate and complete, I urge that
we all begin now.”
“The income tax obligations imposed
by the old laws, as well as the measare
now in Congreas, conslst of two distinet
operations. Oaoe is, to file return or
statement of all items of income and
items of deductions allowable by law,
and to do this within the period pamed
in the law. The other is, to pay the tax
it any is doe. 3
“Neither of these obligations can be
met without a careful review of income
and expenditare for the tax year. That
is the big job right now.
“When the new bill is emacted into
law, I will have the proper return forms
distribated thronghout the District, and
everybody will be informed of the date
when sworn return mast be filed.
“Meanwhile, there is no need of delay-
ing tbe preparation of figures. Any-
thing that Congrees does now will not
affect the amount of a person’s earnings
for 1918, Let us avoid the belated
throwing together of figures that may
hit or miss. Guesses cannot be accepted
as the basis of taxation.
‘“The year 1018 was a banner year for
salaries and wages, and the high war
prices brought unosual profits to the
average small tradesman and to the
farmer. The opinion in Washington is
that a million citizens and residents will
make this year their first income tax
returos.
“All sigos indicate that the income
tax this year will reach nearly every
working map and woman. Not all will
have to pay the tax, but pearly all will
be obliged to make a sworn statement of
the yea:'s income.
“] am therefore advising every person
who earned $1000 or over during the
year 1918, to sharpen his pencil and
figure out how he stands.
‘“‘He must ascertain accurately bis
groes income from all sources—his sal-
ary or wages, includi overtime pay
and any boous receiv as additional
compensation. A married person hav-
ing children under 18 who are working
:!Imuld include the earnings of such chil-
ren. :
It he sold any property at a profit,
the gain must be compated and included
in groes income. If he rented any prop-
erty to other persoms, the total rents
received in the year must be ascertained,
and from that figure a deduction may be
taken for taxes paid on reuted property;
the necessary minor repairs, fire insur-
ance, any interest he may have paid on
mortgage, and a reasonable allowance
for anonal wear and tear of the rented
property. The balance is included in
gross income for the year.
“Interest on bank deposits, whether
withdrawn or added to bis baok balances,
must be included in all calculations of
income. Bood interest received during
the year must also be lncluded, except
where inlerest oo municipal, couoty or
state bonds. Interest on United States
Bonds need not be included by the ordi-
pary bond bolder who purchased small
amousts. Holders of large amounts of
L berty bonds, however, should ask
their bankers to write to my office for
the rule applying to tax on such inter-
eat.
“Dividends on stock sbares are income
and must be included in the gross fig-
ures, although the law does not impose
the normal tax on distribations made by
domestic corporations.
“A person buying and selling merchan-
dise must find his profits for the year on
the following basis: First, ascertain the
gross sales or total cash receipts. Then
add together the inventory at the begin-
ping of the year and the purchases of
goods for resale. From this latter sum
subtract the inventory of goods on hand
at the year's end, and the reeult is the
cost of goods sold. This cost, plus
necessary expenses incurred solely
through conduct of the business, is to
be deducted from the gross sales, and
the result is the net earnings of the busi-

ness.
“A professional man arrives at his

rofessional income by ascertaining the

total of fees for services and deducting

therefrom all expenses connected with

his practice.

“A farmer must figure up all income

What Was Your Income Last Year?

AMONG THE FARMERS.
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Crawling Cheese and Moving Flour.

Among samples of food-stuffs recently
received by the Maine Agricultural
Experiment Station for investigation
bave been mite-infested flour. The
flour looks quite ordinary until one
examines it more closely, when it 1s
seen that it is thoroughly impregnated
with the dead and living bodies of mites.
The species has been found to be similar
to related mites often found infesting
cheese, hame, grain, sugar, breakfast
foods, dried fruits, bulbs, roots, seeds,
etc., in which places they often make
themselves obnoxious.

When found in numbers sofficiently
great to attract attention they are awarm-
ing in thousands over the food and adja-
cent property. This is particularly true
of the mites infesting cheese} prunes and
flour. Flour is frequently so full of
them tbat it seems to boil. Cheese is
sometimes known to take on the appear-
ance of “crawling” duoe to the movement
of the infested mites, and prones often
look ‘“dusty” or grayish because of the
great num of them. They swarm
over food-stuffs in the grocery stores

and get oo the grocer’s hands and irritat-
ing the skin canse the disease known as
the “grocer’s itch.” They are a good
example of an all-round nuisance.

These nulsances are not bona fide in-
sects, for they have eight legs and differ
in several other ways from their six-
legged cousins. They are exceedingly
small; in fact, so minate that several
might easily walk about on the head of
& pin and bence their presence is unsus-
pected until they occar in such immense
onmbers that they are noticeable. In
appearance they resemble very much the
ticks which occur on dogs and cattle and
the mite which is common io and about
poultry houses. Like the latter they
increase with great rapidity so that io a
ahort time from original discovery they
are found io enormous numbers. They
are also frequently found in situnations
for which there seems to be little expla-
pation until one refers to a peculiar habit
possessed by some of them. After hatoh-
ing from the egg the young mites scram-
ble over the material which happens to
be their food and soon begin laying egge
by scores. Some of the young mites,
however, do not begin laying eggs so
soon but secrete a shell around them-
selves and lay quiet until some fatare
time when a mouse, cat, house-fly, oock-
roach, or other pantry visitor ventures
pearby and the tiny mite, awakening,
clings to the disturber of his sleep and
is carried off to be dropped where food
is more plenty or of better quality. The
mite now resumes his feeding and gives
rise to other generations of mites, which
suddenly appear on new food-stuffs and
in storerooms thought to be clean. Itis
in this manner that the mite accom-
plishes migration to other places and
localities rather than by flying, for the
mites never have wings.

From the foregoing discussion of the
babits of these pesta It ia seen that it is
particularly difficult.to get rid of them
because of the pecaliar babit of lying
dormant. Infested parts of cheese and
bams and other meats can be cut away
and tharoughly brushed off, but unless
this is thoroughly done eggs may be left
which, hatching later, may cause trouble.
Feed and flour milla and grain elevators
are protected against mites by the same
methods of heating the materials as is
used against insects. Where practicable
storehouses and pantries should be thor-
oughly cleaned and then fumigated over
pight by burning sulphar at the rate of
two pounds per 1000 cubio feet of space.
This method is generally effective against
the eggs, the mites and the dormant
forms, and is less dangerous and less
expensive than other methods of fami-
gation and Is equally ms effective. In
the event that control measures are not
undertaken the infeated food s frequent-
ly completely destroyed by tbe mites.
It is not unusual, however, for the mitea
to be consumed in great qnlnﬂtl.} by
people without the least suspicion of the
presence of dead mites and their excreta
in the food. To most people this is dis-
tasteful but no recorded instance is
koown in which the mites were the
cause of alimentary troubles.—Chas. D.
Woods, Director.

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The Prison Camp at Courtral.

From the intelligence department I
was conveyed to the officers’ prison
camp at Courtral In an automobfle. It
was about an hour's ride. My escort
was one of the most famous flyers in
the world, barring none, He was later
killed in action, but I was told by an
English airman who witnessed his last
combat, that he fought a game battle
and died a hero's death. '

The prison, which had evidently
been a clvil prison of some kind before
the war, was located right In the heart
of Courtral. The first bullding we ap-
proached was large and In front of
the archway, which formed the main
entrance, was a sentry box. Here we
were challenged by the sentry, who
knocked on the door; the guard turned
the key In the lock and I was admit-
ted. - We passed through the archway
and directly Into a courtyard, on which
faced all of the prison bulldings, the
windows, of course, being heavily
barred. After I had glven my pedigree
—my name, age, address, etc.—I was
shown to a cell with bars on the win-
dows overlooking this courtyard. 1
was promptly told that at night we
were to occupy these rooms, but I had
already surveyed the surroundings,
taken account of the number of guards
and the locked door outside, and con-
cluded that my chances of getting
away from some other place could be
no worse than in that particular cell.
As I had no hat, my helmet belng the
only thing I had worn over the lines,
I was compelled elther to go bare
headed or wear the red cap of the
Bavarlan whom I had shot down on
that memorable day. It can be im-
agined how I looked attired in a Brit-
ish uniform and a bright red cap.
Wherever I was taken my outfit
aroused considerable curlosity among
the Belgians and German soldlers.
When I arrlved at prison that day I
still wore this cap, and as I was taken
into the courtyard, my overcoat cover-
ing my uniform, all that the British
officers, who happened to be sunning
themselves in the courtyard, could see
was the red cap. They afterwards told
me they wondered who the “bug Hun"
was with the bandage on his mouth.
This cap I managed to keep with me,
but was never allowed to wear It on
the walks we took. I either went bare-
headed or borrowed a cap from some

" other prisoner.

At certaln hours each day the pris-
oners were allowed to mingle in the
courtyard, and on the first occaslon of
this kind I found that there were 11
officers imprisoned there besides my-
self.

They had here Interpreters who
could speak all languages. One of
them was a mere boy who had been
born in Jersey City, N. J., and had
gpent all his life In America until
the beginning of 1014. Then he moved
with his folks to Germany, and when
he became of military age the Huns
forced him Into the army. I think if
the trvth were known he would much
rather have been fighting for Amerlca
than agalnst her.

I found that most of the prisoners
remained at Courtral only two or
three days. From there they were in-
variably taken to prisons in the inte-
rlor of Germany.

Whether it was because I was an
American or because I was a flyer, 1
don't know, but this rule was not fol-
lowed In my case. I remained there
two weeks.

During this perlod Courtral was con-
stantly bombed by our airmen. Not &
single day or night passed without one
or more alr ralds. In the two weeks
I was there I counted 21 of them. The
town suffered a great deal of damage.
Evidently our people were aware that
the Germans had a lot of troops con-
centrated In this town and besides the
headquarters staff was stationed there.
The kaiser himself visited OCourtral
while I was In the prison, I was told by
one of the Interpreters, but he didn't

call on me, and for obvious reasons I
couldn’t call on him.

The courtyard was not a very popu-
lar place during alr ralds. Several
times when our alrmen raided that
gection In the day time I went out and
watched the machines and the shrap-
nel bursting all around; but the Ger-
mans dig not crowd out there, for thelr
own antigircraft guns were hammer-
ing away to keep our planes as high
in the sky as possible, and shells were
likely to fall In the prison yard any
moment; Of course I watched these
battles at my own risk. Many nights
from my prison window I watched
with peculiar interest the air ralds
carrled on, and it was a wonderful
gight with the German searchlights
playing on the sky, the “flaming on-
fons” fired high and the burst of the
antiaircraft guns, bt rather an un-
comfortable sensation when I realized
that perhaps the very next minute a
bomb might be dropped on the bullding
in which I was a prisoner. But per-
haps all of this was better than no
exciternent at all, for prison life soon
became very monotonois.

One of the hardest things I had to
endire: throughout the two weeks I
spent there was the sight of the Hun
machines flylng over: Courtral, know-
ing that perhaps 1 never would have
another charice to fly, and I used to sit
by the hour watching the German ma-
‘chines manepvering over prison,
as they had an airdrome not far away
and every afternoon the students—or
I took them for students because thelr

One night there was an exception-
ally heavy air raid going on. A num-
ber of German officers came into my
room, and they all seemed very much
frightened. I jokingly remarked that
it would be fine if our airmen hit the
old prison—the percentage would be
very satistactory—one English officer
and about ten German ones. *They
didn't seem to appreciate the joke,
however, and, Indeed, they were ap-
parently too much alarmed at what
was going on overhead to laugh even
at their own jokes. Although these
night rulds seem to take all the starch
out of the Germans while they are
going on, the officers were usually as
brave as llons the next day and spoke
contemptuously of the rald of the
night before,

I saw thousands of soldlers in Cour-
trai, and although they did not Im-
press me as having very good or abun-
dant food, they were fairly well
clothed. I do not mean to imply that
conditions polnted to an early end of
the war. On the contrary, from what
I was able to observe on that point,
unless the Huns have an absolute crop
fallure they can, in my opinion, go on
for years! The idea of our belng able
to win the war by starving them out
strikes me as ridiculous, This is a
war that must be won by fighting, and
the sooner we realize that fact the
sooner it will be over.

Rising hour in the prison was seven
'o'clock. Breakfast came at elght. This
consisted of a cup of coffee and noth-
ing else. If the prisoner had the fore-
sight to save some bread from the pre-
vious day, he had bread for breakfast
also, but that never happened in my
case, Sometimes we had two cups of
coffee, that Is, nearcoffee. It was
really chicory or some cereal prepara-
tion. We had no milk or sugar.

For lunch they gave us bolled sugar
beets or some other vegetable, and
once in a while some kind of pickled
meat, but that happened very seldom.
We also recelved a third of a loaf of
bread—war bread. This war bread
was as heavy as a brick, black and
sour. It was supposed to last us from
noon one day to moon the next, Hx-
cept for some soup, this was the whole
lunch menu,

Dinner came at 5:30 p. m.,, when we
sometimes had a little jam made out
of sugar beets, and a preparation
called tea, which you bad to shake vig-
orously or it settled in the bottom of
the cup, and then about all you had
was hot water. This “tea” was a sad
blow to the Englishmen. If it badn't
been called tea they wouldn't have felt
so badly about it, perhaps, but it was
adding Insult to Injury to call that
stuff “tea,” which with them Is almost
a national institution.

Sometimes with this meal they gave
us butter instead of jam, and once in
a while we had some kind of canned
meat.

This comprised the usual run of eat-
ables for the day—I can eat more than
that for breakfast! In the days that
were to come I learned that I was to
fare conslderably worse.

We were allowed to send out and
buy a few things, but as most of the

prisoners were without * T Wi

but an empty privilege, Once I took
advantage of the privilege to send my
shoes to a Belgian shoemaker to be
half-soled. They charged me 20
marks—$51

Once in & while a Belgian Ladles’
Rellef soclety visited the prison and
brought us handkerchiefs, American
soap—which sells at about $150 &
bar in Belglum—toothbrushes and
other little articles, all of which were
American made, but whether they
were supplied by the American re-
llef committee or not I don't know.
At any rate, these gifts were mighty
useful and were very much appre-
clated.

One day I offered a button off my
uniform to one of these Belgian ladies
as a souvenir, but a German guard
saw me and I was never allowed to
go near the visitors afterwards.

The sanitary conditions in this
prison camp were excellent as a gen-
eral proposition. One night, however,
I discovered that I had been cap-
tured by “cootles.” ;

This was a novel experience to me
and one that I would have been very
willing- to have missed, because in
the flylng corps our airdromes are a
number of miles back of the lines and
we have good billets and our acquaint-
ance with such things as “cootles” and
other unwelcome visitors is very lim-
ited.

When I discovered my condition, I
made a holler and roused the guard,
and right then I got ahother example
of German efficiency.

This guard seemed to be even more
perturbed about my complaint than I
myself, evidently fearing that he would
be blamed for my condition.

The commandant was summoned
and I could see that he was very an-
gry. Bomeone undoubtedly got a se-
vere reprimand for it.

I was taken out of my cell by a
guard with a rifle and conducted about
a quarter of a mile from the prison
to an old factory bullding which had
been converted Into an elaborate fuml-
gating plant. There I was given a
pickle bath in some kind of solution,
and while I was absorbing it my
clothes, bed clothes and whatever else

When I got back to my cell I founu
that it had been thoroughly fumigated,
und from that time on I had no further
trouble with “cooties” or other visi-
tors of the same kind.

As we were not aidowed to write
anything but prison cards, writing was
out of the question; and as we had no
reading matter to speak of, reading
was nil. We had nothing to do to
pass away the time, so consequently
cards became our only diversion, for
we did, fortunately, have some of
these.

There wasn't very rouch money as a
rule In eirculation, and I think for once
in my life I held most of that, not due
to any particular abllity on my part
in the game, but I happened to have
geveral hundred francs in my pockets
when shot down. But we held a lot-
tery that was watched without quite
such intense Interest as that, The
drawing was elways held the day before
=0 learn who was the Incky man. Ther

was as much speculation as to who
would win the prize as if it had been
the iinest treasure in the world. The
grent prize vus cne-third of a loaf of
brea:d. Through some arrangement,
which I never quite figured out, it
happened that among the eight or ten
officers who were there with me, there
was always one-third of a loaf of
bread over. There was just one way
of gelting that bread, and that was to
draw lots. Consequently that was what
started the lottery. I belleve if a man
had ever becn inclined to cheat he
would have been sorely tempted in this
Instance, but the game was played ab-
solutely square, and if a man had been
caught cheating the chances are that
he would have been shunned by the
rest of the oflicers as long as he was
in prison. I was fortunate enough to
win the prize twice.

One man—and I think he was the
smallest eater in the camp—won It on
three successive days, but it was well
for him that his luck deserted him on
the fourth day, for he probably would
have been handled rather roughly by
the rest of the crowd, who were grow-
ing suspicious. But we handled the
drawing ourselves and knew there was
nothing crooked about it, so he was
spared. :

We were alléwed to buy pears, and
being small and very hurd, they were
used as the stakes In many a game.
But the interest in these little games
was as keen as If the stakes had been
piles of money instead of two or three
half-starved pears. No man was ever
so reckless, however, In all the betting
as to wager his own ratlons,

By the most scheming and sacrific-
Ing I ever did in my life I managed to
hoard two pleces of bread (grudgingly
spared at the time from my dally ra-
tions), but ! was preparing for the day
when I should escupe—if I ever should.
It was not a sacrifice easlly made
elther, but Instead of enting bread I
ate pears until I finally got one plece
of bread ahead; and when I could
force myself to stick to the pear diet
again, I saved the other plece from
that day's allowance, and In days to
come I had cause to credit myself fully
for the foresight,

Whenever a new prisoner came In
and his German hosts had satisfied
themselves as to his life history and
taken down nll the detalls—that is all
he would give them—he was immedi-
ately surrounded by his fellow prison-
ers, who were eager for any bit of
pews or information he could possibly
glve them, and as a rule he was glad
to tell us, because, if he had been in
the hands of the Huns for any length
of time, he had seen very few English
officers.

The conditions of this prison were
bad enough when a man was in nor-
mally good health, but it was barbar-
ous to subject a wounded soldler to
the hardships and discomforts of the
place. However, this was the fate of
a poor private we discovered there one
day In terrific paln, suffering from
shrapnel in his stomach and back. All
of us officers asked to have him sent
to a hespital, but the doctors curtly
refused, saylng It was against orders.
So the poor creature went on suffering
from day to day and was stlll there
when I left—another victim of Ger-
man cruelty.

At one time in this prison camp there
were a French marine, a French flying
officer, two Belgian soldiers, and of the
United Kingom one¢ from Canada, two
from England, three from Ireland, a
couple from Scotland, one from Wales,
a man from South Africa, one from
Algerla, and a New Zealander, the
latter being from my own squadron, &
man whom I thought had been killed,
and he was equally surprised when
brought' into the prison to flnd me
there. In addition there were a Chi-
paman and myself from the U. 8, A,

It was quite u cosmopolitan group,

and as one typleal Irishman saly,
“Sure, and we have every nation that's
worth mentloning, Including the darn
Germans with us whites." Of course
this was not translated to the Ger-
mans, nor was it even spoken in their
hearing, or we probably would not
have had quite 8o cosmopolitan a bunch.
Each man In the prison was ready to
uphold his native country in any argu-
ment that could possibly be started,
und it goes without saying that I never
took & back seat in any of them with
my praise for Amerlca, with the Capa-
dian and Chinaman chiming In on my
gide. But they were friendly argu-
ments; we were all in the same boat
and that was no place for quarreling.

Every other morning, the weather
allowing, we were taken to a large
swimming pool and were allowed to
have a bath. There were two pools,
one for the German officers and one
for the men. Although we were offi-
cers, we had to use the pool occupled
by the men. While we were In swim-
ming a German guard with a rifie
across his knees sat at each corner of
the pool and watched us closely as
we dressed and undressed. English

these trips, so at no time could we
talk without their knowing what was
going. on.

Whenever we were taken out of the
prison for any purpose, they always
paraded us through the most crowded
streets—evidently to give the popu-
lace an idea that they were getting
lots of prisoners. The German sol-
dlers we passed on these occaslons

for her and I would have been power-
less to have assisted her,

Whenever we passed a Belgian
home or other building which had
been wrecked by bombs by our airmen
our guards made us stop a moment
or two while they passed sneering
remarks among themselves.

One of the most Interesting souve-
nirs I have of my imprisonment at
Courtral 18 a photograph of a group
of us taken In the prison courtyard.
The picture was made by one of the
guards, who sold coples of it to those
of us who were able to pay his
price—one mark apiece,

As we faced the camera I suppose
we all tried to look our happlest, but
the majority of us, I am afrald, were
too sick at heart to ralse a smile,
even for this occasion. One of our
Hun guards is shown in the picture
seated at the table. I am standing
directly behind him, attired in my fly-
ing tunic, which they allowed me to
wear all the time I was In prison, as
is the usual custom with prisoners of
war. Three of the British officers
shown in the plcture, in the fore-
ground, are clad in “shorts.”

Through all my subsequent adven-
tures I was able to retain a print of
this Interesting plcture, and although
when I gaze at it now It only serves
to Increase my gratification at my ultl-
mate escape, it fills me with regret to
think that my fellow prisoners were
not so fortunate, All of them by this
time are undoubtedly eating their
hearts up in the prison camps of In-
terlor Germany. Poor fellows!

Despite the scanty faure and the re-
strictions we were under in this prison,
we did manage on one occasion to ar-
range a regular banquet. The plan-
ndng which was necessary helped to
pass the time.

At this time there were elght of us.
We declded that the principal thing
we needed to make the affair a suc-
cess was potatoes, and I concelved a
plan to get them. Every other after-
noon they took us for a walk in the
eountry, and it occurred to me that
it would be a comparatively simple
matter for us to pretend to be tired
and sit down when we came to the
first potato patch.

It worked out nicely., When we
came to the first potato patch that
afternoon, we told our guards that we
wanted to rest a blt and we were
allowed to sit down. In the course
of the next five minutes each of us
managed to get a potato or two, Be-
ing Irish, I got six.

When we got back to the prison, I
managed to steal a handkerchief full
of sugar, which, with some apples that
we were allowed to purchase, we eas-
ily converted Into a sort of jam.

We now had potatoes and jam, but
no bread, It happened that the Hun
who had charge of the potatoes was
a great musiclan, It was not very
difficult to prevall upon him to play
us some music, and while he went out
to get his zither I went Into the bread
pantry and stole & loaf of bread.

Most of us had saved some butter
from the day before, and we used it
to fry our potatoes. By bribing one
of the guards, he bought some eggs for
us. They cost 25 cents aplece, but we
were determined to make this banquet
a success, no matter what It cost.

The cooking was done by the prison
cook, whom, of course, we had to
bribe.

When the meal was ready to serve
it consisted of scrambled eggs, fried
potatoes, bread and jam, and a pitcher
of beer which we were allowed to buy.

That was the 20th of August. Had
I known that it was to be the last
real meal that I was to eat for many
weeks, 1 might have enjoyed it even

more than I did, but it was certalnly
very good.

We had cooked enough for eight, but
while we were stlll eating, another
joined us. He was an English officer
who had just been brought in on a
stretcher. For seven days, he told us,
he had lain {n a shell hole, wounded,
and he was almost famished, and we
were mighty glad to share our ban-
quet with him,

We called on each man for a speech,
and one might huve thought that we
were at a drst-class club meeting. A
few days after that our party was
broken up and some of the men, I sup-
pose, I shall never see agaln.

One of the souvenirs of my adven-
ture 18 a check given me during this
“banquet” by Licut. James Henry
Dickson of the Tenth Royal Irish Fu-
glleers, a fellow prisoner, It was for
20 francs and was made payable to
the order of “Mr. Pat O'Brien, 2nd
Lieut.” Poor Jim forgot to scratch
out the “London” and substitute
“Courtral” on the date line, but its
value as a souvenir is just as great.
When he gave it to me he had no idea
that I would have an opportunity so
soon afterward to cash it In person,
although I am quite sure that what-
ever financial reverses I may be des-
tined to meet, my want will never be
great enough to induce me to realize
on that check.

There was one subject that was
talked about In this prison whenever
conversation lagged, and I suppose it
is the same in other prisons too. What
were the chances of escape

Every man seemed to bave a differ-
ent idea and one way, I suppose, was
about as Impracticable as another.
None of us ever expected to get a
chance to put our ideas Into executlon,
but it was Interesting speculation, and
anyway one can never tell what op-
portunities might present themselves.

One suggestion was that we disgulse
ourselves as women. “O'Brien would
stand a better chance disgulsed as a
horse!” declared another, referring to
the fact that my helght (I am six feet
two Inches) would make me more con-
spicuous as a woman than as a man.

Another suggested that we steal a
German Gotha—a type of alrplane
used for long-distance bombing. It is
these machines which are used for
bombing London, They are manned
by three men, one sitting in front with
a machine gun, the pilot sitting behind
him and an observer sitting in the rear
with another machine gun. We fig-
ured that, at a pinch, perhaps, seven
or eight of us could make our escape
in a single machine. They have two
motors of very high horse power, fly-
very high and make wonderful speed.
But we had no chance to put this idea
to the test.

I worked out another plan by which
I thought I might have a chance if I
could ever get Into one of the German
airdromes. I would conceal myself In
one of the hangars, wait until one of
the Geriian machines ed out, and
as he taxled along the ground I would
rush out, shout at the top of my volce,

| and polnt excitedly at his wheels. This,

I figured, would cause:the pilot to stop
and get out to see what was. wrong::

By that time I would beup to him, and

There were dozens of other ways
which we considered. One man wpuld
be for endeavoring to make his way
right through the lines. Another
thought the safest plan would be to
swim some river that crossed the lines.

The idea of making one's way to
Holland, a neutral country, occurred
to everyone, but the one great obstacle
in that direction, we all realized, was
the great barrler of barbed and elec-
trically charged wire which guards ev-
ery foot of the frontier between Bel-
glum and Holland, and which is closely
watched by the German sentries.

This barrier was a three-fold affalr,
It consisted first of a barbed wire wall
six feet high. Six feet beyond that
was a nine-foot wall of wire power-
fully charged with electricity. To
touch it meant electrocution. Beyond
that, at a distance of six feet, was
another wall of barbed wire six feet
high.

Beyond the barrier lay Holland and
liberty, but how to get there was a
problem which none of us counld solve
and few of us ever expected to have
a chance to try.

Mine came sooner than I expected.

CHAPTER VI.
A Leap for Liberty.

I had been in prison at Courtral
nearly three weeks when, on the morn-
ing of September 9th, I and six other
officers were told that we were to be
transferred to a prison camp in Ger-
many.

One of the guards told me during the
day that we were destined for a re-
prisal camp in Strafburg, They were
sending us there to keep our alrmen
from bombing the place.

He explained that the English car-
rled German officers on hospital ships
for a similar purpose and he excused
the German practice of torpedoing
these vessels on the score that they
also carried munitions! When I
pointed out to him that France would
hardly be sending munitions to Eng-
land, he lost interest in the argument.

Some days before, I had made up my
mind that it would be a very good
thing to get hold of a map of Germany,
which I knew was in the possession of
one of the German (nterpreters, be-
cause I realized that if ever the op-
portunity came to make my escape,
such a map might be of the greatest
assistance to me,

With the idea of stealing thls map,
accordingly, a lleutenant and I got in
front of this Interpreter's window one
day and engaged in & very hot argu-
ment as to whether Heldelberg was on
the Rhine or not, and we argued back
and forth so vigorously that the Ger
man came out of his r8om, map In
hand, to settle it. After the matter
was entirely settled to our satisfac-

tion, he went back into his room and
I watched where he put the map.

When, therefore, I learned that I was
on my way to Germany, I realized that
it was more important than ever for
me to get that map, and with the help
of my friend, we got the interpreter
out of his room on some pretext or
another, and while he was gone I con-
fiscated the map from the book In
which he kept it and concealed It In
my sock underneath my legging. AS
I had anticlpated, it later proved of
the utmost value to me.

I got it none too scun, for half an
hour later we were on our way to
Ghent. Our party consisted of five
British officers and one French officer.
At Ghent, where we had to walt for
several hours for another train to take
us direct to the prison camp In Ger-
many, two other prisoners were added
to our party.

In the interval we were locked in &
room at a hotel, a guard sitting at the
door with a rifle on his knee. It would
have done my heart good for the rest
of my life if I could have gotten away
then and fooled that Hun—he was so
cocksure.

Later we were marched to the train
that was to convey us to Germany. It
consisted of some twelve coaches,
eleven of these containing troops golng
home on leave, and the twelfth re-
served for us. We were placed In a
fourth-cluss compartment with old,
hard, wooden seats, a flithy floor and
no lights save a candle placed there
by a guard. There were eight of us
prisoners and four guards.

As we sat In the conch we were an
object of curlosity to the crowd who
gathered at the station.,

“Hope you have a nlce trip!” one of
them shouted sarcastically.

“Drop me a llne when you get to
Berlin, will you?" shouted another in
broken English.

“When shall we see you again?”
asked a third.

“Remember me to your friends, will
you! You'll find plenty where you're
going!" shouted another.

The German officers made no effiort
to repress the crowd, in fact, ther
joined in the general laughter whicl
followed every sally.

I called to a German officer who wu-
passing our windew.

“You're an officer, aren't you?" :
asked, respectfully enough.

“Yes, what of it?" he rejolned.

“Well, In England,” I sald, “we |
your officers who are prisoners ri
first class. Can't you fix it so that v
can be similarly treated, or least !
transferred to second-class compu!
ment?”

“If I had my way,” he replied, “you'
ride with the hogs!”

Then he turned to the crowd an:
told them of my request and how b
had answered me, and they all laughe:
hilariously.

This got me pretty hot.

“That would be a d—— sight
better than riding with the Germans!’
I yelled after him, but if he consid-
ered that a good joke, he didn’t pass
it on to the crowd.

Some months later when I had the

honor of telllng my story to King

't belleve he ever laughed
y life, - .

of us in that car could jump at a given
signal and seize those four Hun guards
by surprise, we'd have a splendid
chance of besting them and jumping
dfi the train when it first slowed down,
but when I passed the idea on to my
comrades they turned it down. Even
if the plan worked out as gloriously
as I had pictured, they pninted out,
the fact that eo many Jf us- had es-

caped would almost inevitably result
in our recapture. The Huns would
have scoured Belgium till they had
got us and then we would all be shot.
Perhaps they were right.

Nevertheless, I was determined that,
no matter what the others decided to
do, I was goipg to make one bid for
freedom, come what might.

As we passed 1h-nzh village after
village In Bedgin o+ cod I realized that
we were getting nearer and nearer to
that dreaded reprisal camp, I con=
cluded that my one and only chance of
getting free before we reached it was
through the window! I would have
to go through that window while the
traln was going full speed, because if
I walted until it had slowed up or
stopped entirely, it would be a slmple
matter for the guards to overtake or
shoot me,

1 opened the window. The guard
who sat opposite me—so close that
his feet touched mine and the stock
of his gun which he held between his
knees occasionally struck my foot—
made no objection, imagining no doubt
that I found the car too warm or that
the smoke, with which the compart-
ment was fllled, annoyed me.

As I opened the window, the noise
the traln was making as it thundered
along grew louder. It seemed to say:
“You're a fool if you do; you're a fool
if you don’t—you're a fool if you do—
you're a fool If you don't"—and I sald
to myself “the noes have it” and
closed down the window again.

As soon as the window was closed,
the noise of the train naturally sub-
slded and its speed seemed to dimin-
ish, and my plan appealed to me
stronger than ever.

I knew the guard In front of me
didn’t understand a word of English,
and so, in a quiet tone of volce, I con-
fided to the English officer who sat
next me what I had planned to do.

“For God's sake, Pat, chuck it!"” he
urged. “Don’t be a lunatic! This rall-
road Is double-tracked and rock-bal-
lasted and the other track Is on your
side. You stand every chance in the
world of knocking your brains out
against the rails, or hitting a bridge or
a whistling post, and If you escape
those you will probably be hit by an-
other traln on the other track. You
haven't one chance In a thousand to
make it!"

There was a good deal of logic in

what he sald, but I figured that once I
was In that reprisal camp I might
never have even one chance in a thou-
sand to escape, and the Idea of re-
malning a prisoner of war Indefinitely
went against my graln, I resolved to
take my chance now at the risk of
breaking my neck.
The car was full of smoke, I looked
across at the guard. He was rather an
old man, going home on leave, and he
gseemed to be drean.ing of what was in
store for him rather than paying any
particular attention to me. Once In a
while I had smiled at him, and I figured
that he hadn't the slightest idea of
what was going through my mind all
the time we had been traveling.

I began to cough as though my throat
was badly Irritated by the smoke and
then I opened the window again. This
time the guard looked up and showed
his disapproval, but did not say any-
thing.

It was then 4 o'clock in the morn-
ing and would soon be light. I knew I
had to do It right then, or never, as
there would be no chance to eccape In
the daytime.

I had on a trench coat that I had
used as a flylng coat and wore my
kpapsack, which I had constructed
out of a gas bag brought Into Courtral
by a British prisoner. In this I had
two pleces of bread, a plece of sau-
sage and a palr of flylng mittens. All
of them had to go with me through tie
window.

The traln was now golng at a rate of
between thirty and thirty-five miles an
hour, and again It seemed to admonlsh

me as It rattled along over the tles,
“You're a fool If you do—jyou're a fool
if you don’t. You're a fool If you don't
—you're a fool If you do. You're a fool
if you don't.”

I waited no longer. Standing upopr
the bench as if to put the bag on the
rack and taking hold of the rack with
my left hand and a strap that hung
from the top of the car with my right,
I pulled myself up, shoved my feet and
legs out of the window and let go.

There was n prayer on my lips as I
won! ani e . . hd hf,"

tween my shoulders, but it was all
over In an Instant.

I landed on my left slde and face,
burying my face in the rock ballast,
cutting it open and closing my left
eye, skinning my hands and shins and
gtraining my ankle. For a few mo-
ments I was completely knocked out,
and {f they shot at me through the
window, In the first moments after my
escape, I had no way of knowing.

Of course, If they could have stopped
the traln right then, they could easily
have recaptured me, but at the speed It
was going and in the confusion which
must have followed my escape, they
probably didn't stop within half of &
mile from the spot where I lay.

I came to within a few minutes and
when I examined myself and found no
bones broken, I didn't stop to worry
about my cute and brulses, but jumped
up with the idea of putting as great a
distance between me and that track as
possible before daylight came. Still be-
ing dazed, I forgot all about the barbed

Right there I lost
one of my two preclous pleces of bread,
which fell out of my knapsack, but I
could not stop to look for it then.
The one thing that was uppermost io
my mind was that for the moment I
was free, and it was up to me now to

Notes from the Legislature.

Budget hearings bave been continued
during the past week before the appro-
priations committee and the governor
and council, and bave been attended by
many of the members who are generally
interested, as well as by those who are
particularly interested in the various
subjects by reason of their committee
positions. Representatives of many state
institations for the care of different
classes of dependents, insave, etc., have
appeared and presented tbeir respective
wishes. It is interesting to note that
there i#s not one of these institutions,
whether a strictly stale institution or
one which is receiving state aid, but
what finds it “absolotely vecessary” to
have a large appropriation for new build-
iogs of some kind or other. There are
also of course certain other buildings
which ought to be built, but these are
some which are ‘‘absolutely necessary.”
Also it is absolutely necessary that there
should be a considerable increase in the
appropriations for maiotenance, in view
of conditions. Absolute npecessity bas
been the prevailing note in the week's
heariogs.

Also each of these institutions for the
care of depeodents and defectives of
various sorts needs an increase because
of an expected, contemplated, or certain
increase of population in the near future.
It is in a way refreshing to note that the
only institution reportiog & low popula-
tion is the state prison, which now bhas
only 175, but the officials base their esti-
mates on an average of 210 to 225 in-
mates.

It is still evident that the problem
which will cause the legislators the most
gray bairs is to find a way to get between
an eudurable tax rate and the ‘“‘absolute
pecessities’” of expenditures. There is
at present a decided feeling that striot
economy must be practiced, tbe difficulty
being to barmonize this with the un-
escapable demands on the state,

Economy also is at present indicated
io the attitude on the matter of salaries.
There is hardly a state official but that
feels he ought to have an inorease of
salary. How it will work out finally can
not be told, but at present the general
feeling is that there will be no lack of
material to fill the offices at the present
compensation, and the committee on
salarics has been informally instructed
to “‘keep the lid opn.”

Besides the budget hearings which
have been the most important sessions
of the week, the reguiar work of the
winter is begiuning to take form. Bills,
resolves and proposed constitutional
amendments are being dumped into the
bopper, but on the whole in less quantily
than usual at this period in the session.
Which is to some degree encoyragiog,
as it points towaid a shorter session and
leas tinkering of the statutes.

Only a few measures of direot local
interest have appeared in the mill during
the week. Ooe of these is the bill to an-
pex the town of Grafton to the town of
Newry. The bill to repeal the charter
of the Lown of Grafton was already i,
and the two bi'ls go to the committee on
towns, and will be heard together.

Representative George H. Bean of
Minot bas introduced a resolve for state
aid in the improvement of the road lead-
ing from the raiiroad station at West
Minot to the Western Maine Sapatorinm
on Greenwood Hill in Hebron. It pro-
vides for the expenditure by the state
of $5000 for each of the years 1910 and
1920.

Resolves in favor of Gould's Academy,
Bethel, the Rumford Hospital Associa-
tion, and Thaddeas Cross of Norway, are
smong the measures presented Friday.

It is understood that a bill repealing
the street railway fraochise of the Ox-
ford Electric Co. will be presented this
week. This bill is prepared by tbe com-
pany, which desires to surrender ite
franchise.

A special committee has been chosen
to investigate the desirability of pur-
chasing the Blaine mansion or some
other suitable place as a governor’s resi-
dence, in view of the fact that it is neces-
sary for the governor to reside in Augus-
ta during his term of office.

Representative Chellis of Porter has
presented an act chaoging the name of
Sand Pond in Denmark to Waldeo Pond.

A resolve in favor of Joason P. Libby
of Locke’s Mills bas been presented by
Mr. Swift of Greenwood.

A resolve authorizing the purchase by
the state, when published, of a history
of Norway by Charles F. Whitman, has
been presented by Mr. Forbes of Paris.

Mr. Sweatt of Andover bas presented
a resolve in favor of lighting the narrows
between Upper and Lower Richardson
Lakes.

The report of the Committee on County
Estimates was made last week. The es-
timated expenditares cf Oxford County
for the years 1919 and 1920 are $138,000.
Oanly Androscoggin, Cumberland, Ken-
nebec, Penobecot and York are larger.

Amoog measures of gederal lnterest

introduced are:

An act permitting to elect their road
commissioners if they so vote.

An act providing that in cases where
the school authorities refuse to transport
scholars, an appeal may be taken to the
Judge of Probate, whose decision shall
be final.

An act providing for district (not coun-
ty) almbouses, to take the place of the
present town farms. Districts are to be
formed of lesa tban 20,000 inbabitants.
This measure Is reported to have a much
stronger favorable sentiment than bave
some similar measures which bave failed
in previous legislatures.

In the home I would serve
cream with them; and sometimee I
would stuff their cores with chopped
nats or ralsins,."

“But you spoke of something else,” I
said bastily, looking up from my note
book, ‘‘of hash and bread puddiog, I be-
lieve. Will you not tell me something
of those, also?"

“A recipe my grandmother gave me,"
be said whimsically, ‘**bas made my chil-
dren loog for bread pudding night, as
most children abbor it. It caopot be
made in the restaurant, as the REALLY
BEST apple cannot be made, becaunse of
the lack of time. All I can really
achieve with the apple, is the perfect
cooking. I canoot serve the thick syrup
that can be used in the home, nor stuff
its core with raisine.
ding: I soak one elice of bread about an
inch and & half thick, broken, in cold
water antil soft. Then [ drain the water
from it, squeeze dry and crumble to bits,
I scald tbree cups of milk, add three-
quarters a cup of granolated sugar, &
tablespoonful and a half of butter, a
generous pinch of salt, and the yolks of
three eggs, well beaten, I pour this
over the crumbled bread, beat well, and
add flavoring. I then grease a pudding
dish, poar in the mixture and bake In a
moderate oven forty minutes. This will
make a dish for a family of five or six.
If there are only two in the family the
recipe had better be balved.”

“‘But the flavoring?” I asked.

“‘My children like chocolate,”” he sald,
“go the flavoring in my home is usually
chocolate, But you can have vanilla or
nutmeg, or you can use half & cup of
cocoanut, or a cup of raisins. We nsnal-
ly, a8 I said, use chocolate; my wife dis-
solving three squares of the unsweetened
in not quite haif a cup of bolling water,
and addiog it to the milk. Of course,
with the whites of the eggs yon make a
meringue for the top of the pudding.”

“Hash is another very appetizing
disb,” he said, *‘it prepared properly.
But the seoret of good hash is care
spelled with capital letters. Every small-
est plece of booe, gristle or skin must be
removed from the particles of meat, or
the bash will be tough, as we so often
find it. Then the meat must be chopped
fine, but not put through a meat grinder,
or any other process that threatens to
redoce It to a paste; each particle of
meat should be separate and distinct.
Then when this Is chopped thoroughly,
an equal amount of boiled potatoes must
be added, and, if you like the flavor, a
small onion, chopped fine, or it not that,
then half of a green pepper without the
seeds, and a little cateup.

Mix the meat and potatoes together
and sprinkle with salt, pepper and pap-
rika. Before putting the hash into a
frying pan, meit a tablespoonfal of bat-
ter in the pan. If the mixtaure is very
dry, a little milk can be added or a little
stock. Stir frequently, till the mixture
is heated thoroughly, and then pat down
and draw to a less bot place on the
range. Cook slowly nntil one side 1s a
golden brown, and then fold over as you
would an omeletie and serve immediate-
ly. Be sure and have catsup on the
table. I'H guarantee, if you follow these
directions, you'll have hash yon never

rbefore.”
