Sweet Corn Growers in Maine.

“[ work for the canning factory and
do not propose to do anything to hart
them.” This statement by a sweet corn
grower is businesslike if the oorrect
meaning is given to it and fortunately
the farmers who make up the member-
ship of the Maine Sweet Corn Growers’
Association are doing just that thing.
These men are starting their organiza-
tion firmly convinced that the cora pack-
ing plants represent a large Investment
to the owners and that these same own-
ers are entitled to and ought to receive
a fair dividend. In order to do so, it is
important that they be assured of enough
acreage to operate each factory efficient-
ly, and right here is where the vital
importance of a producers’ organization
comes in. The ability of farmers to
supply the needed corn depends abeo-
lntely on their receiving a fair return
for the Iabor and capital put into- this
crop. While a loss may be expected
occasionally on account of climate con-
ditions beyond buman control; the bald
faot remains that on the average there
maost be some profit over and above the
cost of produotion or in the end that
particular branch of farming must be
abandoned. Figures nsed in the Maine
Sweet Corn Growers’ Association show
the itemized cost of producing one acre
of sweet corn will be approximately as
follows this year:

With the price of flve cents per pound
for cut corn and allowing the average
oat to be 2,000 pounds per acre, the re-
tarns from the factory will be an even
$100.00 to care for the cost of production
with the fodder remaining as profit,
surely not an exorbitant return for the
time and money represented.

Yes, the Maine Sweet Corn Growers'
Association is starting out with the aim
of conduoting the affairs of its members
along bosiness principles of collective
bargaining that recognizes tbe impor-
tanoe of the factory to the farmer and of
the farmer to the factory. Any attempt
to regulate prices for cut corn without
regard to existing costs of production
will promise very little towards main-
taining this crop as a side line of dairy-
ing, because other varieties of corn prove
more valuable for silage purposes.
Through getting together in this associa-
tlon, bundreds of farmers are keeping
crop accounts of actnal fleld costs this
summer which will be interesting study
the coming fall.

Milk and Cream Defined.

Definitions and standards of milk and
cream adopted. by the joint committee
on definitions and standards and ap-
proved by both the Association of Amer-
ican Dairy, Food and Drug Officials and
the Association of Official Agricunltural
Chemists, to be used as a guide for the
enforcement of the Food and Drugs Act,
bave been published by the United Siates
Department of Agricultare in a dircular,
“Food Inspection Decision 178.”

Milk is defined as the whole, fresh,
eclean, lacteal secretion obtained by the
complete milking of one or more bealthy
cows, properly fed and kept, excluding
that obtained within fifteen days before
and flve days after ocalving, or such
longer period as may be necessary to
;andar the milk practically colostrom
ree,

Pastenrized milk Is milk that has been
subjected to a temperature not lower
than 145 derees Fahrenheit for not less
than thirty minotes. Unless it is bot-
tled bot, it is promptly cooled to 50 de-
grees Fahrenheit or lower.

Skimmed milk is milk from which
subatantially all of the milk fat has been
removed,

Buttermilk is the product that remains
when fat Is removed from milk or cream,
sweet or sour, in the process of churn-
ing. It contains not less than eight and
?fo-tenl.hu per cent of milk solids, not
at.

Cream, sweet cream, is that portion of
milk, rich in milk fat, which risea to
the surface of milk on standing, or I8
separated from it by centrifugal force.
It 1s fresh and olean. It containe not
less than eighteen per cent of milk fat
and not more than two-tenths per cent
of acid-reacting substances calculated In
terms of lactic acld.

Whipping cream is oream which con-
tains not less than thirty per cent of
milk fat. §

Homogenized milk or homogenized
cream is milk or oream that has been
mechanically treated in such a manner
as to alter its physical properties with
partioular reference to the condition and
appearance of the fat globules,

The composition of the milk produced
by different breeds of dairy cows" varies
80 greatly, say the food officials, that it
is not practicable to fix a standard which
is applicable in all localities in the
United States and ite territories. It is,
therefore, left to the state and municipal
authorities to adopt such standards as
their local production conditions may
warrant.—U. 8. Dept. of Agriculture,

Doing Over Old Machinery.
(By E. L. Vincent.)

A man was telling me what quips and
quirks he was taking advantage of to
help ont when times pinch. It called to
mind some of the ways we have taken
on our own farm to get a little more
wear out of different tools.

" For example, there waa a wheel rake
that came to us along with some other
thinge when we bonght a piece of land
adjoining our farm. As it seemed to be
a fairly good one, we put our rake away
and used the old one. When a shaft was
broken, we took one out of the rake we
bad stored to put in the place of the
broken one. So it has gene on. Now
and then a part would give way in the
rake and we would draft the pleces from
the other.

We did the same thing with a mowing-
machine. We had two of the same kind
after we bought the nelghboring farm.
These we used, changing off as we liked.
When any part was badly worn or
broken we went to the other for a sub-
stitnte  piece. In this way we have
made out to %eép from buyiog a new
machine a numbor of years.

A nelghbor of ours is a very handy
man at this thing of riggiog op ma-
obinery ont of old parts. t of some
old mowing-machine wheels he built a

exercises of Paris High School Thurs-
day evening. The Baptist church, where
the exercises were held, except for the
seats reserved for the school, was filled
to the limit of it seating capacity be-
fore the hour for the exercises to begin,
and all available space in the corners of
the anditorium was quickly occupled.

Handsome decoration of flowers, ferns,
plants and flags adorned the platform,
On the curtains at the rear of the speak-
ers appeared “P, H. 8, 1019,” and above
was the class motto, “*The elevator to
success is not running. Take the stairs.”

Rev. G. H. Newton gave the invoca-
tion, Masic was furnished by an orches-
tra of eight pieces, under the lead of
Frank Kimball of Norway, with a violin
and clarinet duet by Miss Grace Dean
and Mr. Dumas, and baritone solos by
Mr. F. A. Cloogh of Lewiston.

Doris Kerr had become a famous
lectorer, diplomat and suffragist, and
after being largely Instrumental in gecar-
ing equal rights for the women of the
United States, had gone to the Orient
to help uplift downtrodden women there.

formation regarding the matter. There-
fore, the Democrat depended upon what
could be learned from rather uncom-
municative workmen who were putting
paint on the poles, and to statements
found in exchanges which were presam-
ed to be correct, and which perbaps were
80 onoe.

The name Longfellow Highway has
been transferred from that route to the
route running from Portland through
Poland Spriog, South Paris, Bethel and

Edward Moulton Lancaster.

Edward Moulton Lancaater, a veteran
retired schoolmaster, died at bis home,
808 Shawmut Aveoue, Boston, on June
18, Thbe caure of his death was pneu-
monia, of which be was sick aboat two
weeks. Mr. Lancaster was a native of
Hartford, avd was boro on March 20,
1832, being the son of Dr. Josiah and
Martha Apo (Leighton) Laocaster, When
be was three years old, his father, Dr.
Lancaster, died, and his widowed moth-
er then moved with her ohildren to Dar-
ham, N. H,, where bad been her home
when she was married. He fitted for
college at Epsom, N. H., and in 1855
entered Dartmouth College, becomiog a
member of the class which was to gradu-
ate In 1859 and Intendiog to take the fall
collegiate course, Io 1856, however, a
sister of his who was teaching in Ken-
tocky was the means of bis being solic-
ited to become the principal of & semi-
nary at Versailles in that state, and he
cut short his coorse at college aud be-
came the head of that semioary. He
continned to teach at Versaillea till the
outbreak of the Civil War, when, on ac-
count of the strong feeling against north-
ern people which then prevailed there,
he left Versailles and returned to the
North. Continaniog to follow the voca-
tion of teacher, he then successively
taught In Dover, N. H., and in Dedham,
HByde Park and Dorcu.ater, Mass., in
which last-named place, as master of
the Stooghton Grammar School (later
koown as the Gilbert Stuart Grammar
School), he taught contiouously for 41
years, Eight years ago he gave up teach-
ing and reired to a %lfe of leisure and
ease. Mr. Lancaster was the author ol
a History of Eogland which he primari-
ly designed for use in his own classes,
The work was of so bigh merit, bow-
ever, that it came into extended nee as a
school text-book.

The funeral, which was at the late
home of the deceased, was at 2 o'clock
on June 16, interment being in Forest
Hills Cemetery.

In 1864, while Mr. Lancaster was
teaching at Dover, N. H., he married
Miss Anna Winslow Stackpole of Bos-
ton, by whom he ia survived; he s also
survived by two danghters, Alice
Rebecca (Mrs. James D.) Aberdein of
1808 Beacon Street, Brookline, Mass,,
and Miss Helen Abbie Labocaster, who
lives at the parental home,

Rev. H, M. King, D. D.

Rev. Henry Melville Kiog, D. D., pas-
tor emeritus of the First Baptist church
in Providence, R. L., died at bis home in
that city on Monday, June 16,

Rev. Dr. Kiog was born in Oxford
Sept. 3, 1838, the son of Samuel and
Eliza (Shaw) King. He graduated from
Bowdoin College in 1858, then took s
conrse In Newton Theological Institu-
tion, and was ordained to the mioistry
in 1862. Fora year he was instruoctur
in Hebrew at Newton, and then accepted
a call to the Dudley Street Baptist
Church in Boston. He remained there
until 1882, when he went to Emmanuel
Charch at Albany, N. Y. In 1801 he
went to the First Baptist Cborch in
Providence, where he has ever since
been, retiring from the active work of
the church and becoming pastor emeriius
in 19086.

In the organized activities of the
church and educational institutions Dr.
King bad been prominent, baving served
as one of the trustees of Newton Theo-
logical Institution, Vassar College,
Brown University, and a oumber of
other important educational iustitutions,
and had been active In numernus denom-
inational organizations. He was the
author of a large number of religious
books and numerous pamphlete, and
was a constant contributor to religious
periodiocals.

He married, Sept. 2, 1862, Miss Sown
Ellen Fogg of Portland, Maine. Mrs.
Kiog died many years ago. A daughter,
Miss Lids Sbhaw King, Is dean of the
women’s college of Brown University,
and has long been 8 prominent educator,
