duotion that could be expected of this
same 00w for § lactations, certain facts
were given on which the poor cows
conld be culled from the herd without
further loss of money. Below a very
simple way to determine the probable
production of the first five lactations of
a cow’s life from that of her heifer
record is outlined. The first five lacta-
tions were chosen only because it was a
convenient number and represented
about the average time that most cows
remain in the herd.

The reckoner is made with the every
day tools, a pencil, yard stick, and sheet
of paper a little over 2 feet wide and 3
feet long. Draw a line the short way of
the paper about one inch from the edge.
From the left hand end of this line draw
a vertical, perpendicular to the base
line, 14 inches in length. Tweaty-five
inches from this line along the base
draw another vertical, perpendicular
with the base 30 inches high. Connect
the top of the 14 inch vertical with that
of the 36 inch vertical. Mark the base

from the intersection of this wvertical
1 inch along the base line, mark this dot
1700; the next inch dot will be 1900
pounds and so on up to the base of the
36 inch vertical. These 1500, 1700, etc.,
represent pounds of milk that a beifer
produces in the first 8 months of her
first lactation.

To find the milk production to be ex-
pected of the cow in her first five S
montbs lactations all that is necessary is
to find her actual production in her first
year on the base live, say it was 1900,
and from this point measure the number
of inches that it is up to the slanting
line, this would be for 1800, 15 T8
inches. The number of inches represeat
the number of thousand pounds which
this cow would be expected to produce
i ber fiest five lactations, that is 15900
pounds.

Should the dairyman, who reads this,
prefer to figure than to draw and meas-
are, it is quite simple to figure what the
expected production would be. Maulti-
ly the firat eight months production of
the heifer by 4.32 and to the result add
7671 and you bhave the average number
of pounds that a heifer whose 8 months
production is known, would give as the
total of her five lactations. To take the
previous example 1000 multiplied by
4 31 equals 8180; add to this T671 and
the sum 15880 is the number of pounds
of milk which a heifer produciog 1900
pounds in her first lactation would be
expected to produce as the total of bher
first five 8 months lactations.—Cbas. D.

Drive to Improve Live Stock.
“Better Sires—Better Stock.” This
is the slogan of a natiomal better live-
stock crusade, to get actively in motion
October 1, that is announced by the
United States Department of Agricul-
tare, working in cooperativn with the
State agricaltural colleges and other
agencies interested in live-stock improve-
ment. The campaign looks forward to
the tature food needs of this country’s
increasing population sod resalts from
long and careful observation ot the live-
stock industry in this country, and was
plaoned after extensive consultation
with specialists and breeders. The plan
is to basten tbe replacement of the mul-
titnde of scrub domestic animals in the
United States with pure-bred or high-
grade stock, and also to improve the
quality of pure breds themselves. The
goal in view is greater efficiency in pro-
duction.

The campaign will be the first organ-
ized crusade in a large country to im-
rove all live stock simaultaneounsly. It
will interfere in no way with any wor
in live-gtock improvement DOW being
conducted, but makes all the work more
definite and effective by promﬁuhl
recoguition for pro ve -
The campaign will be supervised from
the Department of Agriculture in Wasb-
ington, and in each state by tbe State
agricultural college. County agents ao
other field workers of the Department of
Agriculture and of the state colleges
will bandle the campaign locally. Every
live-stock owner vely cooperating
and keeping and using pone but pure-
bred sires of good quality will be given
an emblem as an aﬂdni recognitionr of
meritorious effort.

do not have access vegetation
but are fed chiefly on fat making feeds,
such as corn, which are lacking in the
Decessary mineral elements. Hogs that
are fed principally on fat making feeds
during the growing period and are not
sopplied with mineral matter never
make as rapid growth nor become as big
as hoge that are otherwise fed. Be-
canse of the lack of mineral matter in

weak and they often get “down in the
back™ on account of the weakness.
Breeding hogs that receive insufficlent
mineral elements in their feed always
bave a weak reproductive system and
their pige are weak and few in number.

Oats, bran, oil meal, digester tankage,
milk, etc., contain mineral matter and
when such feeds are largsly fed it is not
a difficnlt matter to keep up bone and
stamina in hogs, but I have always
found it a good plan to keep mineral
substances in reach of the hogs at all
times no matter what kind of feed is
used. Charcoal, ashes, salt, lime, etc.,
provide mineral matter. Charcoal alone
is a good intestinal disinfectant. Good
charcoal can be made from almost any
kind of wood but the common willow is
perhaps best for the purpose. Corn
cobs make a fine quality of charcoal
provided they are charred properly. A
pit or kiln is necessary. This is easy to
make by digging a bole in the ground,
the size depending on the amount of
charcoal desired. Some farmers do not
think a pit necessary, prefering to bank
the fire up with dirt. However, in my

prefer the use of a pit.

My charcoal burning pit is six feet
deep and four feet across the top. Di-
rectly over the top I place a heavy plece
of sheet iron, which is covered over with
earth during the process of charring to
prevent the escape of air. In charring
I start a fire in the bottom and center
of the pit and on this add cobs slowly
uotil the fire ia drawn gradually to the
top of the pile, then place on the iron
cover and a layer of earth. A good iron
cover can be secured from almost any
junk dealer or a good substitute can be
made by flattening ont a section of a
worn-out boiler or pieces of metal roof-
ing may be used. After the mass has
smould for about 12 hours I remove
the coba and spread them ount to prevent
the poesibility of after combustion and
burning to ashes.

I keep the charcoal in reach of the
hogs at all times. With the charcoal I
mix a little salt and air slacked lime
and keep the mixtare in a shallow box
which is placed in an easily accessible
part of the hog house where it is always
kept dry. The hogs eat the mixture as
their systemm demands it and never con-
same too much of it. Throughout a
large portion of the country slack coal
is obtainable and is excellent in provid-
ing mineral matter. The hogs relish i,
which is the best indication that it an-
swers an important purpose. One of
the best ways of feeding slack is simply
to coostruct a sort of self-feeder that
will hold 100 or 200 pounds and allow
the hogs to have access to it at will. It
is well to mix about a gallon of salt with
every 100 pouunds of slack that is put in
the feeder. A very good mixture can
be made by using one-third wood ashes,
one-third salt, and one-third air slacked
lime, by weight, using about eight
pounds of each ingredient to 100 pounds
of coal slack.

I have no hesitation in saying that if
the above mentioned directions are fol-
lowed in the feeding of hogs it will save
much loss from disease and will con-
tribute materially to more rapid gains.
I not only recommend it on the ground
that I have found it to be an exceedingly
good practice to feed mineral matter in
the ways above named but because the
successful swine growers of my acquaint-
ance adopt this practice with very satis-
factory results.—A. O. Choatein Hoard's
Dairyman.

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The Ten Million Bond Issue.

NECESSARY TO BECURE HIGHWAY MONEY
FROM THE FEDEEAL GOVERNMENT.

On the second Monday in September
the voters of Maine will vote on amend-
ments to the constitation, one of which
increases the amount of state bonds
which may be issued to ten million dol-
lare. Why this is necessary, and what
the state will gain in aid from the United
States government by matching its ap-
propriations is shown in a statement ls-
::1 by the Maine Automobile Assooia-

on.

This statement is ratber lengtby, and
somewhat beyond the ordinary limits of
the average country weekly. Its first
part is devoted to a history of the work
that Maine has done in the line of high-
way Improvement, begioning with pre-
liminary work in 1905, This is not prac-
ticable to give in detail. The rest of the
article, which is of interest and import
ance, is as follows:

A summary of the work of the High-
way Commisslon during the last six
years shows that altogetber the Commis-
sion has reconstrncted 1,269 miles of
road, of which 390 miles is state high-
way and 796 miles.is state aid, the bal-
ance of the work having been done under
special resolves or other special funds.
One million six hundred thousand dol-
lars bas been expended for maintenance
and about $307,000 for bridge construc-
tion. The gross expenditure is $9,567,000.
For supervising the expenditure of all
this money the Commission’s expenese,
including all office and clerical expense,
has been $204,000 or a little over two per
cent. All engineering and supervision
expenses in the field have added about
another three per cent, so that roughly
speaking the overhead expense for com-
ductiog this work has been about five
per cent, which compares favorably
with similar expense for any transporta-
tion, mercantile, or other commercial
undertaking.

FEDERAL AID AND STATE BOND ISSUE.

In 1016 the federal government pro-
vided an appropriation of $75,000,000 to
be expended over a period of five years,
for assisting states in the constraction of
their principal thoroughfares. Of this
appropriation Maine was entitled to draw
a total of $723,270 of which $200,000 was
available prior to July 1 this year. The
Highway Commission has arranged to
take all of this $200,000 and considera-
bly over $100,000 of the amount bas been
drawn. Ob the first of July, 1919, an ad-
ditional $102,000 was available to the
state from this original appropriation,
and on July 1, 1920, $240,000 more be-
comes available, At the present time we
cannot apply for the $192,000 as we bave
no funds with which to match the fed-
eral government's apportionment.

In March, 1919, the federal govern-
ment made an additional $200,000,000
available for federal aid, and for the past
three months the state of Maine has been
entitled to apply for $481,000 of this
money, and on the first day of July, 1019,
we could apply for $721,847 more. Due
to want of funds for state highway con-
struction, we bave not and cannot apply
against eitber of these amounts. On the
first day of July, 1920, an additional
£721,847 will be available. Altogether,
from the original federal aid approprias-
tion, Maine is entitled to $2,648,198 53
and we have only applied for $200,161.02.
This leaves practically $2,400,000 of fed-
eral aid which the state can have be-
tween now and July 1, 1920, provided we
are in position to match this money with
state funds. The bond issne anthorized
by the last Legislature and to be voted
upon on the second Monday of Septem-
ber, offers the only opportunity for ac-
cepting the federal government's very
generous offer of aid as ontlined above.
Apportionments of federal aid stand for
twelve months and if not taken by the
state to which the apportionment is orig-
inally made, the money is reapportioned
to other states. Consequently, between
pnow and July 1, 1920, Maine must be pre-
pared to file applications against all of
this money, except abant $962,000, and
we will have an additional twelve months
on the apportionments made on July 1,

It is the intention of the State High-
way Commission, provided the bond fs-
sue is passed, to immediately request the
Secretary or Agriculture, to approve the
entire state highway system as federal
aid road, and the Commission has had
unoofficial assurance that this will be
done, In this case federal aid will be
used in prosecuting the reconstruction
of all state highways, and it is estimated
by the Commission that four or five years
at the outside will see every mile of state
highway now laid out completed.

These points shonld be borne in mind
about the bond fssue: It is designed to

rovide money for the construction of
state highways, intra- and Interstate
bridges. The bonds will be issued only
as they are required.

If this bond issue is authorized it will
make possible the acceptance of further
federal aid which undoubtedly will be
granted by the federal government, as
bills are already in Congress asking for
further federal aid appropriations to sup-
plement those already provided which
will expire in1021. If the state is obliged
to agitate a bond issue every few years
to meet federal aid it means that we
shall lose one whole season’s work of
road constraction each time & bond issne
is being disounssed.

There is one poiot in connection with
the federal ald whioh should be borne in
miond: Chief Engineer Panl D. Sargent,
of the Highway Department, bas been
told by no less an anthority than W. J.
Thompsom, Master of the State Grange
aod ex-member of the Board of State As-
sessors, that of all federal taxation the
slate of Maine pays about one per cent.
It is & curious coincidence, but of the
tederal aid for road bullding the state of
Maine is entitled to draw practically one
per cent. _This meana that if we do mnot

t federal aid now available we shall
lose not only the amount of the federal
aid but we shall pay In federal taxation
sn equal amounnt, so that we will lose

ly twice the amonnt of federal
ald which we can have, provided the
bond issue is passed.

To summarize: Let us remember that
the State Highway Commission is at-
tempting to first complete the five and
one-half per cent of our mileage included

in the system of state bighways. At the|panl

same time the state and towns together
are rebuilding an additional twelve per
cent of our mileage comprised in the
state ald highway system. Each of thése

ems is about omne-ball completed.
These two system tﬁethu will directly
bapefit and accommodate elghty-five per
cent to ninety per cent of ounr popula-
tion. The federal government is offer-
ing us to-day nearly $1,500,000 to nd
on our state highway system, on
July 1, 1920, will offer us $062,000 more
for the same purpose. People who bave
made a study of the situation declare
that Maine cannot afford not to take this
money. Other states will get it it Maine
does not. The bond issue for state high-
and bridge construction offers the
only posaibility of Maine's being able to
matoh the federal .l?proprutlou-m e
cure this federal aid.

We
have cool nights, but our forenoons drive
us to the shade, The camp has a merry
party of young people who seek new life
and chéer us with wit and song.

I
told my errand and to add dignity made
use of my Phi Beta Kappa badge and
quickly received the tire. The Mexican
is sensitive to law and authority.

Recently I bad a wonderful moonlight
ride, fifteen miles on a Ford truck, to
the ranch of Mr. Darrah. We passed the
adobe houses of some Mexican Peni-
tentes, who hold the hard faith to beat
their bare bodies on Good Friday until
blood flows freely. It has been the cas-
tom to nearly cruoify one person, but this
oruel treatment is mostly over. I bad
two happy days in the home of my
friend, and he showed me in the pasture
traces of the old Santa Fe trail made by
oxen long ago. It made me think of old
roads in Maine and Roman roads in Eng-
land. Then I was the guest one day of
the parents of Mr. Derrab, who came
from Columbus, Kansas. They have a
good home on the side of a mountain
which overlooks the vast Estancia valley
for sixty miles, a great prairie. At night
they see the light of a locomotive fifty
miles distant. They see another R. R.
line twenty miles distant, so it Is not
easy to run and catch a train! Some of
the ranches depend on rain water from
the roofs or haul water four miles, and
in winter melt snow, but they do have
plenty of rattlesnakes! Mr. Darrah came
for the climate, bnt be mieses good
water. He has a fine orchard of apples,
oherries and peaches, which he says Is
the first dry farm orchard in New Mex-

co.

On the retarn trip we had a chance to
gee other ranches and can send to Maine
farmers who have good bomes and water
the advice to stay contented. Life seems
to have hard problems in every location.

We hear that the sick in the clty are
baving a hard time these hot days, so
we are thankful to be in the mouontains.
On a rainy evening we gather about the
open fire in the dining room and enjoy
music and storles, Our member from
Scotland sings a funoy song of a drinking
man who makes safe passage home if he
can say: *‘It’s a braw bricht moon licht
pichtthae nicht”! It is interesting to see
the fight for bealth and the effort to look
on the bright side. Many die far from
home and others return home after they
lose hope of benefit.

Our camp has had the old puzzle of
the man who looks at a picture and saye:
“Brothers and slsters have I none, but
that man's father was my father’s son.”
My solution is that he looks at the piot-
ure of his son—now what do you say?

Do the church bells still ring in Maine
We need their musio and help down in
this great state, and yet great progress
has been made.

Writer Refuses to Believe That the
American Nation as a Whole
Is Falling Away.

In our universities we find multl-
tudes of young men who claim ad-
herence to the Christian faith, The
indifference of their adherence I8 In
marked contrast to what I observed
in the University of Calro, where are
thousands of youths, Moslems In name,
and also [n spirit, Captain Arthur
Hunt Chute writes In Leslle’s.

In Damascus, in Aleppo, in Brous-
sa, and in many other cities of the
near East, I have often been held up In
front of a bazaar by a fishnet drawn
across the entrance. On Inquiry I
was told, “The master has gone to
pray.” Five times a day throughout
the Moslem world the mezzin, or call
to prayer, echoes from [ts minarets,
and wherever they may be the falth-
ful bow themselves, Before sights
llke these I bare my head, and I re-
turn to our superficial western cltles
with less of boasting and pride of
spirit.

Two generations ago Emerson was
writing his famous essays, In which
we read the name of God on every
page. In these more superficlal times
we have not gained by our Indiffer-
ence to that which was the heart of
Emerson’s message.

Some soclallst syndicate will ex-
claim: “If you wlll only leave out the
word ‘religion’ we won't object.” But
I shan’t leave out the word “religion,”
for In that word I see America’s great-
est need today. There are hypocrites
all around and the eynic points me to
tkem, but I answer: *“I have seen n
good man, the secret of his goudness
was religion, and a good life Is an ar-
gument that I cannot answer.”

Despite appearances to the con-
trary, I believe that America even yet
is not so far away from Plymouth
Rock. In the cabaret shows, amidst
the roof garden follles, and In the guy-
est whirl, there are many In the giddy
throng who still bear like a magie
talisman the memory of the white
spires of New England.

Sabbatier, the French modernist,
says: “Man Is innately religious.”
With especial truth I belleve we may
gay the American is innately religlous.
This nation had its origin In the strug-
gle of faith. The Huguenot, the Cov-
enanter and the Pllgrim have be-
queathed to us a natlonal sentiment
whose potency is not merely in the
love of our country, but also In alle-
glance to our God. Therefore, today,
our patriotism should express {tself,
not in flippancy, but In the deepest
reverence and devotion. God and the
flag are one and Inseparable in this
land, and the citizen who does not rev-
erence his God can not truly honor
his flag.

{sm and devotion shown by a French-
American family Is related In the
Petit Nicols, the continental edition
of the London Mall states.

Local Fact and Fancy.

The Pablic Utilities Commission bhas
gent a commaunication to all persons hav-
ing the management or control of rail-
road traffic in Maine concerning the dan-
gers of grade crossings, and asking them
to do everything possible to eliminate
those dapgers and reduce to the mini-
muom the sacrifice of human life. This
bas been done because of the many acci-
dents happening of late at these cross-
ings, two of which were in Oxford Coun-
ty. The first of these were at the Coy
Crossing, in Oxford, on the Graod Trunk
and the second at the East Sumnper
Crossivg on the Maine Ceatral. The
Coy Crossiog canoot be considered a
blind crossing; nevertheless a number of
accidents bave happened there duriog
the past half-century. Some of them
present a side of comedy. Some more
than forty years ago, duriog the moath
of March a man from Harrison ap-
proached the crossing with a two-horse
load of cucuwber pickles. There was
sufficient snow oo the roads Lo make fair
sledding, but the crossings, according to
their costom in early spring, were bare.
He haunled his load onto the crossing and
got stuck, according to the verpacular.
He whipped his horses in a supreme ef-
fort to pull the load from the bare
planks, when, lo, the tugs broke and the
borses cleared the sleds. While this had
been happening a train approached from
the east. It was a long immigraot train
and before the day of air brakes. The
trainmen did not realize the situation
natil it was too late to briog the traic to
a stop and as a result, people on either
side of the crossing, to say nothiog of
that early bird, the crow, bad pickles to
eat for some lime. Some where near the
same time and year, Alphonz) Fuller, of
Oxford, with a six-ox load of logs, found
himself fast oo the same crossing, witha
train approaching from the east. Find-
iog it impossibie to pall his load off, be
disconnec'ed his oxen and let the train
buat the logs. It smasbed the sleds and
scattered the logs, but otherwise did no
damage. Some years later, an old man
by the name of Bryant tailed in his judg-
ment aod attempted to cross the track in
front of the afteroovn express f[rom
Montreal. The locomotive bit the team,
as a witness stated, “‘on a bias,” killing
the horse, takiog a toll of three wheels,
sendiog a busbel of pea beans so far into
the air there were showers of beans for
several days afterwards aud throwiog the
seat with its occapant up against the
fence. There he remained with his eyes
shut until the train stopped and the crew
came back to see what bad been done to
him. They shook bim and forced him to
open his eyes. When he found he was
uninjured he said slowly,—*“Well, Molly
came pretty near beiog a widder."

Food and Diet Suggestions.

VALUES OF BOME COMMON AND SEAS0N-
ABLE THINGS.
(8elected from balletin of State Health Depart-
ment, by A. G. Young, M. D.)
FOOD VALUES.
In chooslng foods we bave mot only
the question of keeping well and strong,
but there is also the guestion of econo-
my. In learning to ohoose good nourish-
ing foods, it Is to fix in the

necessary
‘| mind the meaning of the word calorle.

A calorie is the unit for the measure-
ment of the nutritive value of food sub-
stances—their heat and enmergy value.
By very careful experimental work the
food value of about everything used on
the tables of civilized peoples has been
determined. They differ very much.
Protein, sugar and starch farnish the
same number of oalories per poun
burned in the body; but the fats and
olls have a little more than twice thelr
caloric value. Thus the food value of
fat meats Is Frutar than that of lean.
One pound of tenderloin from the pig,
all lean, supplies 900 calories, while a
pound of fat bam from the same animal
gives more than 2,300.

Fuel valoes of foods vary also with
the percentage of water which they con-
tain. The more water the fewer the
calories. A part of the difference be-
tween tenderloin and fat ham is doe to
the fact that there is more water in lean
meat than in fat,

Agsin, food values vary with the
amount of waste material they contain—
bone, gristle, cellulose, parings, etc.
And, still again, the protein, starch
sugar, or fat In some food products is
more easily and fully digested and util-
ized by the syastem.

But in view of what we now know
about the value of the protective sub-
stances, the vitamines, in certain food
products the guantity of the protein,
carbohydrate and fat which tbey con-
tain can no longer be taken as a trust-
worthy measurement of their money
value. Milk, for instance, and the green
leaf vegetables, aside from their caloric
value, contain that which makes them
essential protective foods.

NOTES ON SOME VEGETABLES.
Spinach, among the vegetables, is
exceptioually rich in the three impor-
tant minerals, iron, phosphorus and
calcium.

The carrot deserves 8 more prominent
place on the everyday bill of fare for its
healthfulness. The child’s oraving for
it sbould be encouraged by presentiog
the grated or ground root as a salad, or
in serving it cooked.

The food value of string beans ex-
prebsed in calories ia hardly more than
one quarter that of green shell beans,
but the green pods of the string heans
bring a good supply of iron, phosphoras
and vitamines.

Green peas have more than half the
value of dried peas in protein value and
more than ope-quarter their total food
value.

Cabbage is of rather low fuel value,
but it has a medinm supply of the three
most important health minerals, iron,
phosphorue and calcium; and the cel-
lulose or wood fiber in the sanerkraut or
cabbage-salad is a food substitute among
many peoples for the liver pills that can-
not be grown in the home garden.
Canlifiower with cabbage has less than
balf the food value of the potato, but its
percentage of calcium is high.

The potato, rich in potassium salts,
does a good office in helping to neutral-
ize those acid conditions of the system
which the doctors recognize as serious,
and which often arise when the diet
does not include a sufficiency of fruits
and vegetables. The total food value of
the potato boiled is 440 calories, mostly
in its abundance of starch.

The food value of beets per pound,
215, and that of parsnips, 300, is mostly
derived from the sugar which they con-

fain.

While satisfying the spring craving
for early green thinge and indulging in
boiled dandelions, ono gets not only the
medicinal action of the vitamines and
the great abundance of mineral salts
carried in the tiesues of that plant, but
otherwise a food valuae which is more
than half that of the potato. This plant
is exceptionally rich in the mineral salts.
There is a hygienic reason for the orav-
ing.

Beet greens bringing the blessings of
the green leaf foods are mear spinach in
total mineral salts and have a total food
value a little bit above that of the roots
which have nourished them.

The real food value of both celery and
lettuce is low and if the need of savin
money is imperative more may be sav
by dropplug celery first from the bill of
fare, thongh the flavor of celery is of
distinot value. Lettuce has the things
which the green leaf vegetables bring
and is espeocially rich in phosphoras.
The onion, with about half the food
value of the potato, is a helpful vege-
table. To present to the sense of smell
and to the polate advance messages of
pleasing odors and flavors excites a
prompt secretion of the digestive juices
and goes a long way in helping the
stomach and the rest of the food canal
to get the most and the best that there
is in the heartier foods. The onion and

weloome aids to the cook In saving the
dietary which she serves from day to
day from the monotony of taste which
is a bar to the best nourishment of the

body.

Rhubarb sbould be ased spariogly if
atall. The acid of the sauce prepared
from it interferes with the prompt diges-
tion of bread or other cereals which may
go into the stomach with it. It is not
like the acid of the apple, orange, toma-
to and that of most of the other fruits,
promptly converted into healthfal alka-
line salts, but the oxalic acid which
gives rhubarb its sourness passes through
the system and is excreted by the kid-
neys still as an Irritant acid or as oxa-
lates. The oxalic acid from the drug-
gist is dangerous enough alwaye to bear
the poison label, Over-indulgence In
rhubarb is often followed by irritant
effects, and fatal poisoning has resulted
from the too abundant use of the plant
as a food. Some good vegetables have
a trace of oxalic acid, but rhubarb and
sorrel have an over-abundance of it,

COOKING VEGETABLES.

A good part of the value derived from
the use of some vegetables is in thelr
vitamines and their beneficial mineral
salts. Unless care is taken to goard
against it, the water in which they are
cooked may extract a large part of these
salts, 80 that they are wasted. And un-
skilled cooking may aleo be wasteful of
the other food oconstitnents of vege-
tables. For example, potatoes when
g:elod and then soaked in cold water
fore bolling were found to bave lost
46 to 68 per cent. of their nitrogenons
matter and 38 per cent. of thelr mineral
salts. Put immediately into boilin
water the loss was smaller, and bonag
unpeeled the losses were insignificant.
Apg ordinarily cooked carrots were found
to bave loat 40 per cent. of their nitro-
gen and 26 per cent. of their sugar. All
vegetables should go over the fire in
boiling water. Peas and beans shonld
always be cooked in non salted water,
and preferably soft water,
Spinach should be bolled in water five
winutes, then drsined not too dry,
salted, and then allowed to finish cook-
ing In the little liguid which remains in
the leaves.
String beans should be cooked in boll-
water and salted only In the last halt

~ TEA AND COFFEE.
Over the drinking of water at meals
there are, perbaps for adults, three

the guantity of water which should be
taken In twenty-four hours by each
adult—much more than is taken by the
(b) They are useful
for fiavor. (c) The secretion of gastric
julce and the process of digestion are
not retarded as they are when drinks are
taken too cold.
On the other hand much serions barm
comes from the unse of tea and poffee
improperly made. Both contain two
substances the Injurious effects of which
are well known. One of these iz tannin,
the active constitnent of the solution in
the taonin's vats when skins are con-
verted Into leather. Its prolonged and
excessive use in tea or coffee as a bever-
age Is decldedly. barmful to the mucus
membrane of the stomach and intestines.
Constipation is one of the results,
The other harmful active principle is
caffein. Caffein is a strong scoessory to
tbe too abundant use of meats and other
protein foods in the causation of a grom
of ohronic diseases which inflict mneﬁ
prolonged suffering and shorten many
lives. When we Indulge in that ‘“‘good”
cup of coffes we take about four grains
of caffeln and three grains of tannin.

The main points in preparing tea and
coffee are these: (1) To have an In-
fusion that will be perfectly clear—no
settlings. (2) To retain in the beverage
the delightful aroma and oot to dissipate
it intoair. (38) To dissolve from the
pulverized coffee or from the tea leaves
just as little as possible of the two harm-
ful parts, tannin and caffein.

The volatile oil which gives coffee its
aroma is quickly wasted by boiling.
Boiliog or infasion in hot water for more
than a few minutes, extracte too much
of the caffein and tannin.

The best and most convenient way to
prepare the breakfast coffee is by perco-
lation as follows: Get one of those ton-
nel-shaped uteneile used by bousewives
in filllog froits into jars when canning.
With twine wind firmly and tie one or
two thicknesses of cheese cloth over the
lower opening. Remove the cover of
the coffee pot and put this filter in its
place. Through the filter scald the
coffee pot. Empty It. Put the coffee
into the filter, or percalator. Gradually
pour in the requisite quantity of water.
When the water has passed through in
five to eight minates the coffee is ready
to serve.

A tunnel-shaped ntensil whose lower
opening has a diameter of about two
inohes Is snitable for the making of
coffee for two or three persoms. It is
better not to uee more than one tea-
spoonful of coffee, not heaped, per per-
son. Experimental work done in Boe-
ton some years ago showed that the
quantity of the injurions caffein and
tannin thus prepared ls mvch smaller
than when made In the usual ways.

In brewing tea bolling should be
absolutely forbidden. The hot water
sbould be poured upon the tea leaves
but a very few minutes before serving.

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SERVICE DEPT

Serves 749,581 Members of
A. E. F. in Four Months

Great Difficulty Has Been Experi-
enced In Properly Housing Three
Quarters of a Million Men.

Boéton, July—The train Bervice
Department of the Y.M.C.A. in Paris
served 749,581 members of the A.E.F.
in the first four months.

On the Train Service Department
of the Y.M.C.A. devolves the duty of
not only welcoming all members of
the A.E.F. upon their arrival in Paris
but being sure that they are properly
entrained and comfortably fixed at the
time of their departure. This Depart-
ment is being directed by James G.
Connor, a Dnewspaper man of Phila-
delphia. When taken over by him, the
personnel consisted of six Y workers
and a Ford camionette, with a capa-
city of twelve persons. Since that
time, the work has developed so rap-
idly that the personnel has been
increased to thirty memn, besides a
Director and an Assistant, and twelve
large army trucks are necessary for
transportation purposes.

The gares covered by the Train
Sorvice Department, are St Lazare,
Montparnasse, Austerlitz, Lyon, Or-
say, Nord and Est. These stations
are covered by Y workers from 6
o'clock A. M. until 12 Midnight and
it is the duty of these men to heartily
receive members of the A.B.F. both
casuals and those on leave, direct
them to the Red Cross canteens at the
stations for meals, if they so desire,
and place them on the trucks for trans-
portation to the various Y.M.C.A. and
Red Cross hotels located in Paris, for
their stay while here. In addition to
this work, the men have been dis-
pensing cigarettes, chocolate and
gum, which they have carried in large
quantities in musette bags, selling
them to the boys at cost price, and in
some instances distributing them gra-
tuitously, when discretion premits
them to d> so.

These Y welfare workers are also
equipped to answer all sorts of ques-
tions put to them by the members of
the A.E.F. That an idea may be gath-
ored of the fund of information that
they must have at hand, a few of the
questions asked might be mentioned
I here:

“Where can I buy Kodak fllms?”

“Where is Wanamaker's?”

“Where is an American dentist?”

“Where is the Odd Fellows Lodge?”

“Where are the base hospitals?”

“Where is Tiffany's?”

“What is the rate of German ex-
change?”

“Where can 1 change Swiss mon-
ey?w

“What hours are the Louvre open?”

number of beds available at the Y.M.C
A. and Red Cross Holels in Paris, and
through an intercommunicating tele-
phone system between the Directiny
Office, Central Regulating Bureau, th
R.T.0. Offices at the Gares and th
Hotels keep a compiete record ol
such accommodations' which will L.
corrected every two hours of the tim:-
between 6 A. M. and Midnight. It i-
thought that this regulating system
will do away with troubles hereto
fore faced by the “Doughboy” whe
upon arriving in raris, he finds tha!
he is unable to obtain sleeping quar
ters. Booths for the dissemination o
information have been established a
five of the seven Gares in Paris. Thes.
booths are adequately equipped wit:.
all sorts of literature bearing on thr
hotels canteens, theatres, places that
the Y operates for the entertainmen:
of the boys, Religlous Services, Sight-
seeing Trips, «nd all other data tha;
is of interest to the soldier visiiin
Paris.

Classification “Bourgeois” Fits
Every American, ~

In Reality It Is & Term of the Highest
Honor, Though Anarchistic Ene-
mies of All Soclety
Will Deny It.

The average American's understand-
ing of the word “pourgeois” is reflect
ed in a common saying which has
passed from the country newspaper
office into ordinary speech: “¥ou cant
run a nonparell newspaper in & bour
geols town.” The word, 80 far as it
is used in its typographical sense (and
pronounced “burjoice”), 1s synony-
mous with rusticity and lack of enter-
prise. For the term in its European,
soclal sense, signifying & trading mid-
dle class, the average American has
never had any use at all, because he
had never been aware of any such di-
vision or classification of the popula-
tion. If he knows the word at all it
is only through his reading of Euro-
pean books or papers. In its con-
tinental European meaning it 18 en-
tirely strange to our own usage.

But it 18 now made familiar through
the attacks of bolsheviki and Sparta-
cus people upon all the elements of
goclety except their own. Another
word, in thelr hostile and hating sense,
i{s flagrantly misused. In strictness,
the term means the trading middle-
class citizen. Anciently, it Included
artisans as well if they dwelt In cities
and llved in comfortable houses. The
word distingulshes certain people from
royalties, from the nobility, the gentry
—or at least the upper gentry—on the
one hand, and from country people
and poor town laborers on the other.
It is the same as “burgher” or cltizen,
and Shakespeare used “citizen” in ex-
actly the same sense, as when he
makes Jaques speak of the deer
sweeping along “full of pasture,” as
“fat and greasy citizens,” or when
Imogen, employing the word adjec-
tively, as we do “bourgeois,” declares
that she Is “not so citizen & wanton
as to seem to die ere sick.”” In Moll-
ere’'s “Bourgeols Gentilhomme,” the
meaning of the word Is dramatized in
a comedy of the attempted evolution
(often accomplished) of the “citizen”
into the “gentleman.” But all this
true and anclent meaning Is swept
aside by the holshevist, who makes
the word signify all people but him-
gelf. For him, there are In the world
but the proletariat worker, the money-
less industrinl wagerecelver, on the
one hand, and the “bourgeois” on the
other, and he makes the hated classi-
fieation Include czars and kings,
nobles, merchants, artisans, even
peasants—all who have accumulated
a few rubles or marks, and who hope
by their industry to accumulate a few
more,

We are, then, in America, all bour-
geois—eéxcept a few agitators on the
East slde of New York and other cen-
ters of Imported discontent. From
Wilson down to the poorest farmer,
and Including Morgan and Rockefeller
and the man who sells apples and
oranges from a handeart, we are noth-
ing but bourgeols. “I thank thee, Jew,
-for teaching me that word.” *“Bour-
geols” has become a term of the
highest honor. It represents Ameri-
ca's trlumphant struggle with the
forces of nature,

Multiplies Capacity of Phone Wires.

An achlevement more extraordinary
by far than making two blades of
grass grow where one grew before, I8
the sending for five telephone conver
sations simultaneously over one palr
of wires where but one conversation
could travel before, says Popular Me-
chanics Magazine. The new Invention
also makes it possible to send 40 tele-
graph messages, simutaneously over
one pair of wires, or they can be used
in part for telephoning and in part
for telegraphing.
