lacreasing Production.

We have beld that the plan put forth
by Secretary Lane for reclaiming large
tracts of awamp, arld, and stump lands
was not to the advantage of agricnlture
or to the nation if carried on to the ex-
tent which he advocates. It would seem
sufficient for the present to provide some
plan to start reclaimiog these lands on a
small scale,. We already bhave agricul-
tura! sections where roads are developed
and markets are near by; thousands of

We believe these lands should be the
first to receive attention, as well as the
acres already under cultivation, before
reclaiming large tracts of wild land.

We must bear in mind it is only within
recent years that farming bas become a
profitable industry in itself. If we meas-
ure the advancement made by the farm-
ers from 1870 to 1010, we find that very
little money was made in the occupation
of farmiog. The farmers were miners;

of the soll. If they bad been called upon
to replenish the fertility which bad left
the farm in the form of crops and live
stock, we doubt whether their accounts
would bave balanced.

The largest production that came
throogh the opening up of the prairies of
the Northwest cansed people to be ex-
tremely wasteful with food. It was
cheap and to be saving did not appeal to
them. But now oar country has become
sufficlently populated to regnire all the
farm products produced and at remuner-
ative prioes.

Since it Is highly desirable that agri-
calture be placed upon a basis similar to
other enterprises, there is no reason why
we should increase our food supply to
such an extent as to make this occupa-
tion sgain unprofitable by oultivating
pew areas. We ocan bave too many farm-
ers just as we can bave too many mer-
chants, blacksmiths, or carpenters. The
most serions situation confronting the
farmer to-day is labor—not more land to
operate.

The farmer will oot bire labor to cal-
tivate his acres unless it will yleld him
some profit. In view of the faot that
there is opportunity for increasing tbe
production of foods on the lands already
occupled, we can see no good reason for
attempting to open up new areas of land

a large lur:. It is our opinion it
would be better to increase the produo-
tion of the acres now under ocultivation
through the selection of better seed, bet-
ter live stock, and better methods of
farming if more food is needed.—Hoard's

With & smile and more entbusiasm
than ever for the ultimate success of the
cooperative movement among farmers,
Mr. F. S. Adams, Chief of the Division
of Markets, Department of Agriculture,
Augusts, and President of the New Eog-
Jand Milk Producers’ Association, re-
turned last Thursdsy morning from a
conference in Boston with other officlals
of the Milk Producers’ Assoclation and
officials of the H, P, Hood & Sons Com
pany. The reason for this optomistic
epirit was that apparently a great step
bas been taken towards solving the ques-
tion of surplus, It is doubtful if any
other phase of the milk question has
caused so much misunderstanding and
dissatisfaction as this same surplus
question,

surplus is to be declared by the dis-
tributors under oath with an oppor-
tunity for the N, E. M. P. A. to verily
their statement if desired, and this sur-
plas will be psid for according to the
average price of the butterfat as quoted
by the Chamber of Commeroe for oream-

uary plus 88 1.4 cents per cwt. delivered
at skimmiog station. To those who
bave followed the surplus dispute, the
simplicity of this plan will appeal very
strongly as compared with the many
deductions aod Intricate methods of
figuring out the surplus as followed in
algl previous plans. More than ever
does this demonstrate the importanes of
loyal, hearty snpport of such real farm-
ars’ organizations which are so effective-
Iy protecting the farmers' Interests and
developing thelr prosperity.

My Four Months at Surveying.
(By Charles E. Glover.)

I started my oareer at geological sur-
veying, as & rodman, which is a very nec-
essary factor in the geological survey
field. ’Bntt:l: Inltiill hhntaor that bears
more importance is the to her, or
“map. maker." Then ne::s}:pim;or-
tance s the recorder, if the topographer
chooses to have one.

First a description of the nature of the
work is necessary to form theidea. The
general idea of geological sarveying is to
make new maps, and revise maps rels-
tive to the physical nature of the terri-
tory surveyed. An important feature in
the surveying game is the contoure; a
contour used In geological surveying is
the number of feet taken as a standard
above the level of the sea, for instance
the surveyor's coatour In one section of
the conntry differs from other sections,
becaunse of the geographical condition of
land and elevation.

The contoor of land in the state of
Maine would not be the same as in the
state of Virginia, for instance a twenty
foot contour is used by surveyors in
Maine, while only a five foot contour is
nsed in Virginia, especially along the
voast. The reason is obvious, as the
phztloll condition of the land is regular
and level.

The daties of topographer are to carry
a tripod, map-board, map-oatline, map,
telescopic alidade, tape, rule and pencils.
The topographer by means of his deli-
cute instroment can obtain the distance
of points he wisbes to get, but in order
to procure the distance of a specified
place a rodman is necessary.

The duties of a rodman are lo carry a
level rod, if topograpber wishes to get
the elevation of a place, if not a stadia
rod is carried by rodman, also map cass,
konapsack, paint, paint brushes, bench
marks and tools pertaining to the work,
and rations for the men in party for the
day.

The topographer Is dependent upon
rodman in many ways, he cannot get the
elevation of a place without rodman's
aid. In obtalning elevation the rodman|
finds a standard or point to be used as &
mark. Usually if territory bas been sur-
veyed formerly, bench marks are found
haere and there, The rodman holds his
level rod on benchmark, while the topog-
rapher stations himself a thousand or
fifteen hundred feet in advance of rod-
man, sights throogh his instrument, ob-
'aining almost in an instant the elevation
of the point, The rodman moves the
target on level rod up or down as the
ropographer signifies. - When target Is

-| on exact mark of feet topographer mnoti-

fiss rodman by a semaphore motion of
the arms, the topograpber advances to
the rodman to get the reading on level
rod, puts reading down in level-book.
rodman remaine on mark while topogra-
pher advances fifteen bundred or two
thousand feet then sets his instroment
and obtains the elevation. As we go
along in this manner 1 paint the eleva-
tion obtained on a telephone pole or any-
:hing that permits a ready reading by
the next topographer that comes along
determining the distance,

The next day or week we would start
out with stadia-rod, tripod, telescopic al-
idade, tape, rule, map, pencils and of
course rations for day. This line of sur-
veying differs from the elevation part of
it, tbe rodman carries stadia-rod, while
the “map maker' ocarries his telescopic
alidade, etc. In this case the same pro-
cedure I8 carried out by rodman and
topograpber.

Map making is a very interesting part
of surveying, s it leads to a closer and
more accurate observation of the sur-
rounding territory belog surveyed. A
surveyor will more readily detect the
physical or geographical conditions of
the land and water, than any other man
can possibly do.

The third and last man to be men-
tioned in the surveying party is the re-
corder; he serves as an orderly, like a
military organization.

My four months were rpent in a south-
ern olty near the Atlantio coast, an im-
portant seaport and railroad center. The
surveying party remained in thie partic-
ular oity during the four months.

We npot only surveyed this city, but
the vicinity north, south, east and wes!
of the city. The purpose of surveying
was to make a military map. It was
deemed necessary at that time as mili-
tary structures were being built 1o that
vicinity.

All information will be
furnished and assistance given at that
office or throogh the mail. 4
The above mentioned officer will also
give his personal attention to any matter
conoerning the service such as Liberty
Bonds, Compensation, back pay dus, per-
sonal effects and the return of bodies of
deceased soldiers, eto.

When the best authority in New Eng
land like Hon. H. Eltiog Breed of New
York City, for 20 years first deputy high-
way commissioner of the state of New
York and now ooe of the leading con-
sulting highway eogineers of the coun-
try will talk a bhigh type of road con-
struction and their lower cost of mainte-
pance for heavy traffic as compared with
gravel and similar surfaces, also Col W,
D. Sohier of Boston, formerly chairman
of the Massachusetts Highway Commis-
sion, one of the best known highway ex
perts in the United States, and Hon. C
M. Robinson of New Haven, Coon.,
chairman of the legal committee of Con-
pecticut Good Roads Association,—all
agree on the same type as the lowest
cost in the end, it's safe to say they know
their business.

Now we think the whole town of Paris
says we want a permanent road from
Park Street bridge to the Norway town
line.- The South Paris Board of Trade
are for a bond issue sufficient not to see
the road in the condition it was at the
last county fair. We caonot afford to
advertise Paris that way.

PORTED BY ME. MILLER.

January supper of the Ladies' Bocial
Unlon, the pastor, Rev. Chester Gore
Miller, reported the ralsing of the full
amount required to cancel the mortgage
and note Iindebtedness of the ohurob.
This is & work on which he began some
months ago, and on which he has put In
muoch time. And especially taking Into
account the numerous calls wbich bave
been made on the people In the past few
years, the resnlt is almost surprising,
and certainly gratifying.

An excellent new year supper Wwas
served by the Ladles’ Social Unlon, the
tables being well filled. While the peo-
ple were still seated, after the supper
was finished, Mr, Miller addressed them
and unfolded the subsoription paper
whioh he bad been ciroulating, and with
some preliminary remarks proceeded to
read it in detail.

Mr, Miller explained that since the
charch was built about seventeen years
ago, there had always been a mortgage
on it, and that in addition there were
certain notes which constituted a further
incumbrance on the property, it all
amounting to approximately $3500. By

C. Freeland Penley.
After an illness of only a few hoaurs,

Charles Freeland Penley died in the early

morning hours of Tuesday, Jan. 6, at his
bome on High Street, South Paris.

Though he complained somewhat of not

feeling well Monday night, be ate sup-
per with the family of Silas Kenistop,
who live in the house and with whom
he boarded. Shortly afterward he was

attacked with an illness which a physi-

cian, called against his protest, said was
an affection of the heart. He lived a
tew hours, but died about four o'clock
in the morning, sitting in his ohair.

Mr. Penley was 86 years of age, bav-
ing been born May 11, 1833. He was
born in Paris, the son of Joseph and
Lovina (Monk) Penley, and was the last
survivor of their thirteen children, of
whom ten lived to maturity. Hlis early
life was spent in Parls, bat he later lived
on a farm in Bethel, and married Miss
Abbie Locke of that town.

Daring the civil war he served three
years in the Seventeenth Maine Regi-
ment, and from the effects of some of
his service his hearing was affected, tbe
deafness steadily growing, until it be-
came practically total, and though he
attended public gatherings frequently,
he had not for some d es heard the
sound of & human volce.

After the war he took np some land In
Kansas, and was engaged In farming
there for about twenty years. From
Kansas he returned to Maine, and for
many years had been a resident of SBouth
Paris. Except for his deafness, bis fac-
ulties were well preserved up to the last,
and he was very active for a man of his

ears.

Three children survive Mr. Penley, all
in the western part of the country.
There are Frank H. Penley of Augusta,
Kan., owner of a large farm on which oil
has been found; Alice, wife of Rev. Wil-
liam R. Manley, of McMionville, Oregon,
who was formerly in missionary work,
the Manleys baving been In India for
thirty years; and Albert E. Penley, who
is In the grain business in Colorado.

When nearly eighty years of age, Mr.

Penley made a visit to his several chil-
dren, being gone a number of months,
and traveling entirely alone, in spite of
the handicaps of deafness and advanced
ears.
Subsequent to the death of his first
wife, who was the mother of all his chil-
dren, he was married three other times,
the second and third marriages being
terminated by the death of the wife, and
the fourth by divorce.

SIMPLE TOMATO BISQUE (S80UP)
. Scald one quart of milk with a stalk of
celery and two slices of onion. Press
enongh cooked tomatoes through a sleve
to make one pint; add half a teaspoonfal
of salt and pepper as desired. Stir one-
third a cup of flour and a teaspoonful of
salt with milk to make a smooth batter;
dilate with a little of the hot milk, stir
until smooth, then stir into the rest of
the hot milk. Continue stirring until
smooth aod thick; cover and let oook
fitteen mioutes. Strain into the hot
pures, mix thoroughly, and serve at
onoce with croutons.
CREAM-OF CHICKEN S80UP FOR TEN
PLATES

Let two quarts of chicken broth (the
better and richer the broth the better
the soup) with two or three stalks of
celery, a few slices of carrot, and balf ao
onion simmer twenty mioutes. If the
soup Is to-be made from the framework
and trimmings of roast fowls, discard all
stuffing, cover the whole with cold water
and let simmer an hour, then add the
vegetables, simmer fifteen minutes and
strain. Melt one-third a cup of butter;
cook in this half a cup of flonr, a tea
spoonful of salt and a dash of pepper;
add five cups of milk and stir until
smooth and boiling (to save time scald
three cups of the milk and add, after the
cooked flour and butter have been
smoothly blended and bronght to the
boiling-point with two caps of oold
milk). When all the milk has been add-
ed and the whole is smooth and boillng,
add the hot broth and strain if needed.
More salt will be needed. The beaten
yolke of two or three egge mixed with a
cup of cream Improve the soup wonder-
fully. Do not let the somp boll, after
the egg mixture has been stirred into it.

CANAPES, COQUELIN STYLE

From thin slices of stale bread cat out
small round, square, or diamond-shaped
pieces. Fry these In butter or olive oil,
and let them become cold. Pound to a
smooth paste one-fourth a cup, each, of
butter and cooked chicken, half this
quantity, each, of cooked ham and grated
cheese, a dash of paprika and a little
salt. Spread this paste upon the pre-
pared bread. Garnish the paste with
capers and figures out from slices of
gherkin and beet root.

ROABT GOOBE

The goose should be less than a year
old; one four months old 18 considered
the ohoicest. Such a goose is usnally
roasted without etuffiog. Wash and
rinse thorongbly inside and out, Rub
the inside with an onion cot in balves;
then season with powdered eage, salt
and pepper. Put the goose, after trass-
ing, on the rack In the pan and let cook
aboot an hour; then pour off the fat
from the pan and dredge the goose with
flour; season, also, with salt and pepper.
When the flour is browned, baste often
with hot water, dredging with flour after
each basting., If the goose is not too
fat, the dripping in the pan may be used
for basting, but unsually boiling salted
water is better. Cook until the joints
separate eagily, from one hour and a half

(Often served from chafiog-dish)

Meit two tablespoonfuls of butter; in
it cook one cup of fresh mushroom caps,
peeled and broken in pieces, and one-
balf a green pepper, chopped fine, After
three or four minutes add two level
tableepoonfuls of flour and one-balf a
teaspoonful of salt, and stir until the
sauce boils. Set over hot water; add
three cops of cooked chicken, cut ip
cabes; cover and let stand to become
hot, Cream one-fourtha cup of bukter;
beat in three yolks of eggs, one-ball tea-
spoonful of onion juice, one tablespoon-
ful of lemon juice, one-balf teaspoonful
of papriks, and stir into the mixture.
Continue the stirriog until the egg is
set. Serve on toast.

PARSNIP FRITTERS

The fritters may be made of cooked
parenips left over from a former meal.
Cut off all the tender portion from the
parsnips, and press through a puree
sieve or a gravy strainer, set in a small
saucepan. To acop of this puree, add
ape-fourth a teaspoonful, each, of sait
and pepper, and a beaten egg, or simply
the beaten yolk of an egg; mix thor-
oughly and press into five or six small
flat cakes. Sante in bot butter, bacon
or salt pork fat, first on one side then on
the other.

FILET MIGNON

Broil four small tenderloin steaks.
Place each on a slice of toast, Fill
timbale cases with carrots and turnips,
cat in cubes, and mixed with peas aud
string beans, Arrange the cases on plai-
ter with steak, Garnish with water
cress and slicee of lemon. Serve with
mushroom sauce.
CHICKEN-AND-PINEAPPLE SALAD

On heart-leaves of lettuce place a slice
of pineapple (canoed). On this put balf
a cup of cooked chicken, diced or cut
fine; over this spread mayonpaise dress-
ing; decorate with narrow strips of
pimiento and serve.

CHICKEN PANCAKES

Remove all bits of white meat left oo
the framework of a roast chicken. Take
the bones, skio and giblets of the fowl,
with as much chicken broth or water as
will cover the whole, an onion, cut fine,
and a plece of carrot, and simmer an
hour or two. Strain, remove the fat and
thicken with butter and flour; remove
from the fire and stir in the yolks of two

lemon. Poor thise sauce over the pre-
pared chicken and let it get cold. Make
one or two very thin pancakes, cut out
of them eight pieces five inches long and
four inches wide, and puot them aside.
Spread the pieces of pancake on a big
dish, and cover each with thin-sliced
cooked bacon. On the bacon set a large
tablespoonful of the mince, fold the pan-
cakes over, bold them in place with a
little white of egg, bread-crumb them,
and bake them a pale brown on a well-
buttered dish; serve upon a napkin.

BACON FRITTERS

The supply of bacon is unexpectedly
short, it can be ‘‘stretched” by making
ioto fritters. They are also helplul, it
one's palate or eye objecta to the fat of
bacon, which is, nevertheless, a very
valoable food. Any good fritter batter
may be used.- It shoald stand.for at
least two hours, and may even sland
over night.

FRITTER BATTER

Dissolve one-fourth a teaspoonful of
salt in one cop of cold water, and add it
to the well-beaten yolks of two egge,
which bave been blended with one table.
