Robert H. Gardiner of Gardiner picked
1400 barrels of Bellflowera alone this
year, and has an orchard of 4000 trees.
Lyman K. Lee of Foxoroft has 1000
trees in a yonog orchard. Mr. Lee
grows Woll River, and his orchards have
been visited by many orchardists from
all over the state.

H. G. Bowman of Hebron has 1000
trees and gathered this year 660 barrels,
his crop belog worth between $3000 and
$4000. H. H. Merrill of Hebron has
2000 trees and picked 600 barrels, most-
ly Baldwins and Starks.

Eiroy A. Nason of Mechanic Falls is
ove of the state’s able apple growers.
He bas 650 trees, and this year picked
500 barrels, worth somewhere around
$3000, J. F. Moody of Hebron has 1500
trees and picked 400 barrels this year.
A. C. Buck of Hebron bas 1400 treea and
picked 550 barrels.

F. H. Morse of Waterford has one
of the fine orchards of the country. He
bas 1800 trees. He gathered 800 bar-
rels of fine fruit, worth something like
$4500. Clement and Taylor of Winthrop
bave 1800 trees from which this year
they bave picked 700 barrels.

The Indian Head fruit growing as-
sociation of Hebron has sold 3000 bar-
rels this year and the Wilson Stream
Association of Wilton has sold 2000 bar-
rels. E. E. Copant of Buckfleld has
1500 trees and picked probably about
700 barrels this year, F. R. Sweetsir of
Cumberland Center has 700 trees from
which he picked about 800 barrels. Mr.
Sweetsir's crop sold for nearly $5000, all
of bis fruit being fancy. E. D. Page of
Cornlsh bas 1600 trees.

Ton of Butter a Minute.

The butter industry of the United
States is 8o large that more than a ton
of butter was made for every minute,
day and night, last year, according to
dairy specialists of the United States De-
partment of Agriculture., Yet even this
enormous production soarcely meets do-
mestic needs.

The output of factory butter has in-
creased Approximately 200,000,000 pounds
each 10 years since 1880. Farm butter-
making resched its maximum produoo-
tion about 1900. The present trend indi-
cates that It will become a less and less
important factor in the Nation's butter
supply, being superseded by the factory
butter product. Produotion of factory
batter in the United States shows a more
rapid general upward trend than Is ob
aerv in any foreign country from
which dependable butter figures have
been obtained. The number of such
countries, however, Is relatively small.
Production of renovated butter in the
United States isdeclining. This condition
evidently results from reduced supplies
of low quality farm butter, the chief
pro:uct from which renovated butter 18
made.

United States Butter Used at Home.
Butter made in the United States is a
very small factor in the international
butter trade, according to ocompllations
made by dairy experts of the United
States Department of Agricultare. More
than 99 per cent of our butter business
has been entirely domestic, except in the

That condition Is espe-
clally true in countries where butter pro-
duction and consumption are nearly
equal, The United Kingdom and Ger
many were the principal batter-import-
Ing pations, and Europe In the last
decade bhas been unable to supply its own
batter needs.

Dairy Cow Our Foster Mother.
(M. D. Munn to N, E. Consumers.)

I wonder it the public generally real-
izes what I think is one of the grea
reasons why our boys on the other side
during the fearful struggle we have now
emerged from were considered the mos!
conrageous and most efficient, the best
fighting men that have ever been seen.
It seems to me it Is due not alone to en-
vironment, not alone to education, not
alone to the inepiration which comes
from a government like ours, but Is due
to the fact that they were pbysically con
ditioned; and that they were physically
conditioned very largely because we are
a milk-fed people, notwithstanding the
fact that we are deflcient In other diets
in many ways. Now I said that we were
a dairy nation, .

We have in this country to.day abon!
23,500,000 dairy cows. Thatis more in
opumber than they had when the war
broke out in England, France, Italy, Si-
beria, Norway, Sweden, Poland and Ar-
menia, and almost as many as they had
in all these countries with Germany
added. You can take the population of
the countriea I have named and they far
exceed the population of the Unired
States. We have bhad for nearly fou
years more ocows per 1000 population,
with the exception of two countries in
the wurld: That has made ns a milk-fed
pation. This great Industry based on
these cows, has come into prominence in
the past three or four years, largely as a
result of two thiogs—the wonderful die-
coverles or conclusions reached by men
like Dr. McCollum in their investiga-
tiondl work and from the leason we have
learned from this war,

To my mind Dr. MoCollum bas done
the most valuable scientific work from a
national humanitarian standpoint of apny
soientific work in a century. I am not
speaking of the utilitarian, but of the
humanitarian side. It is going to berec-
ognized as such as time goes on. The
lesson we have learoed from the war is
this—that of all the tbings necessary for
the successful nation the most importan:
is the food supply. Food comes from
two sources—either direotly or indirectly
from the soil, and from the water. There
is no other souree of human food. More
than 90 per cent of all we eat comes di
rectly or indirectly from the soil. O
this soil-produced food the most impor-
tant and the most vital is the food tba
we get from the dairy cow. Thbat bringe
us right back again to the diecoveries o1
conclusions of Dr. McCollum and his soi-
entific assooiates oo the value of milk.
The various data we are getting em-
phasizes the tremendous importance ol
dairy products. 1 want to just drop this
cantion. We have acquired the habit o!
compariog milk to other food on the
basis of food value., It bas become cne-
tomary to say—a quart of milk is equiv
alent in food value to sc much meat, su
much ham, bacon—so much in various
other kinds of food. That is not a safe
statement to use. It has the same food
value as these comparative foods plas
this other element 8o essential. But you
gee if you say a quart of milk Is equiva-
lent in food valae to a pound of steak,
the converse of that proposition should
be trune—a pound of steak is equivalent
in food value to a quart of milk,

The department of agriculture showed
that during tbe year 1918 rhe increase of
dairy cows in this country was 157,000
over the preceding year. Now the fig-
ores of the deparsment show that for the
foor years precediog 1918 the average
fncrease in dairy cows in this country
yearly was 635,000 a year. So that there
was a deorease in the average prodoc-
tion, by average increase, in dairy cows
in 1918 over the four preceding years of
76 per cent. Or in other worde, there
was only a 25 per cent increase as COm-
pared with the preceding year. Those
figures are alarming to a student of dairy
economics; they are alarming to a student
of food economics; they are alarming toa
stodent of national and human wellare,
becanse unless changed there is a calam-
ity ahead of us in the years to come. Ido
ot fear the calamity ahead because 1
thiok we are big enough so that our
dalry industry is going to develop and
grow to meet the requirements.
Unfortunately conditions have devel-
oped in the past three or four years
which stagger us, They are traceable in
all instances to war conditions and ex
plained by war causes and we bave got
to patiently wait antil the law of supply
and demand ‘and other natural conditions
readjust themselves. I read an article by
an economist in Chicago recently in re
gard to the increase in cost of things
during the past two years—80 per cent of
the industries have reduced working
hounrs from 10 to eight a day. Now jos
see what that means in the way of labor
cost—to produce the same amount to-day
in those industries that was produced
two years ago requires 20 per cent more
labor. When you add to that tbe los:
of man productive power as the result ol
this war and the entering into mon-pru-
ductive occupation of men who were
prominent in productive occapation, we
find that we have 27 per cent less labor
engaged to-day than two years ago. In
other words, it takes 27 per cent more
labor to produce the same amount of
material to-day than it took two years
ago to produoe the same amount. The
farmer cannot go on and produce unless
he can get the cost of production at least
and ordinarily he must have some com-
pensation besides. It is difficult to de-
termine wbat these costs are, but this is
gradually going to equalize itsell.

DAIRY COW ECONOMICAL.
The dairy cow is the cheapest machine
we have to-day for producing. For every
100 pounds of food that she eats she pro
duoes 80 per cent of it In digestible food
solids for buman consumption. No other
animal produces anywhere near the
same, 80 that she is the cheapest food-
produclng machine we bave. Do not al-
low societies to take any action that oan
endanger this inestimable value to the
human race. I wish I could impress on
the minds of every person in this cono-

-

try the value of having a contented agri-

oultural life. The great danger to this
country to-day, as I view it, lies not in
the poisonous gases now being spread by
the so-called anarchist and bolshevik in
some of these commercial centers; thatl
is going to be subdued. The danger lles
in the uorest and diesatisfied condition
in our agricnltural communities.

This nation was born from an iospira-
tion by the fireside of a farm and coun-
try home. The midnight ride of Paul
Revere was an Inspiration born where
the shadows from the firelight danced
on the walls in a counotry home. There
pever has been a pational crisis when
that 'patriotic spirit engendered back
there by the fireside of the home in the
country bas not come forward with ita
might and saved the conntry. It is by
tbat fireside, where there Is gathered In
the evenicg the father, mother and chil-
drep, that the real, subatantial cbaracter
is built, and where the real love of conn-
try aod respect for good are born, far
mord than in citles,

A pessimistic citizen was re-
lieving himself of a few gloomy
thoughts relative to this fast dy-
ing year, 1919. “The grouble
with America” said he, “is that
the people won’t get together on
anything. Talk about the rapid-
ity with which we organized our
national resources to lick the
Hun. Why say,—our speed in
demobilization makes that look
like a funeral procession. Every
man for himself and the Devil
take the ultimate consumer is ic
national slogan. At forgetting
the lessons of the war our batting
average in the League of Nations
is 1000.”

All Behind Thrift Movement

On the face of the returns it seems
as it the depressed one was right But
fortunately here and there are indi-
cations that after all the disintegra-
tion of mational solidarity is more ap-
parent than real. It is rather signifi-
cant, for instance, that the American
Federation of Labor, the American
Bankers’ Association, the National
Educational Association, the Elks,
the Rotary Clubs, the Modern Wood-
men of America, the Ladies of the
Macabees, the National Catholic War
Council, the Council of Jewish Wo-
men, and hundreds of other organiza-
tions representing every shade of
thought and policy have all pledged
themselves during the year to stand
behind one great national movement.

Need of Thrift Today

The man whom the Chicago police
forcibly disuaded from feeding ten
dollar bills to a horse is president of
the lodge attended by the youth with
the fifteen dollar silk shirt; the stenog-
rapher with the four hundred dol-
lar fur coat, the munition maker's
wife with the $350,000 pendant, and
all the joyous train who are making
the judicious grieve.

And in this period of reaction, ot
wild and nervous extravagance. The
Treasury Department of the [United
States arose and said: “At this mo-
ment when the captains and the kings
depart we will call the people back
to the thrift of war days. We will
justify what the war cost in money
and material. We will bring out of
this chaos of reconstruction a strong-
er America.” And there was created
the Treasury Department’s Thrift and
Savings Movement, built upon the
splendid foundation of the Bavings
Campaign conducted during the war.
Among the {astruments of war finance
Thrift Stamps and War Savings
Stamps offered a means of saving by
which lessons of the accumulation of
capital through small steady invest-
ment could be taught! These Stamps
had been the means of raising almost
a billion dollars of revenue for the
Government during the war and had
become popular, It was therefore
decided that they should be contin-
ued and their name, W. 8. 8., which
was assuming the importance of a
trade-mark, should be permanently
adopted.

America Faces Financlai Freedom

Occasionally Government Depart-
ments are charged with duplication
#f effort, but in the thrift movement
the Treasury Department has been
blessed with intelligent and cordial
cooperation by other official agencies.
The farmers of America have re-
ceived the thrift message because the
Department of Agriculture has ac-
quainted its County Agents with the
principles of the Thrift and Savings
Movement and heg instructed them to

carry it to the workers in the fields.'

A Constitutionally Dry United States.

With the 18th of January the eight-
eenth amendment to the constitution of
the United States went into effect, by
which the manufacture and sale of alco-
holie liguor for beverage purposes in the
United States is entirely probibited.
Laws to provide for the enforcement of
this amendment have already been
passed.

In the last few years of surprisiog and
sometimes almost incredible happenings,
there have been two amasziog things in
this country. One was the passage anod
acceptance by all bat a small fraction of
the people of the conscription act in the
war, and the other was the speed and
almost-unanimity with which the prohib-
itory amendment was adopted. Amobng
the great nations of the earth, the United
States of America now stands unique as
the only one in which alcoholic liquor is
absolutely outlawed.

There will be attempts—there are now
in progress attempts—to have the courts
declare the amendment invalid for one
reason and another, such as legal quibble
or iogenuity can suggest. Until these
questions are finally ruled upon by the
competent authority, there is of course a
possible question, bat to the ordinary lay
mind the doubt is so slight as to be neg
ligible. The movements toward obstruc-
tion of the amendment are the last for-
lorn hope of Jobn Barleycorn.

Many well-meaniog mea bave been op
posed to probibitory laws, either from a
nice—but over-strained—sense of “‘per-
sonal liberty" or becanse of disbelief in
its eficiency, or both; but there are few
dissenters from the opinion, backed up
by the moral sense of the people from
omne angle, and the cold facts of scientific
investigation from another aogle, tbat
the moral and material welfare and effi
ciency of the country will be greatly ad-
vanced by the outlawing of booze. The
change of sentiment in this respect io
the past few years has been something
remarkabie.

It ia true that the tax on liquors bas
been adding about five hundred million
dollars a year to the reveoue of the
pational government, which has mow
ceased, and oo this revenue is based one
of the arguments agaiost probibition. A
more fallacions argument never was ad-
vanced. The economic gain In eliminat-
ing the waste and all the attendanot ex
pense of the consuamption of liquor sev-
eral times offsets the loss of the tax.

So the country may well rejoice, and
those who have long been workiog to ac-
complish this result may make Jan. 18,
1020, the brightest red letter day ever
marked on their calendar.

Having thus congratulated ourselves,
it is time for the “‘but”—and there is a
but, and it is,

But, the fight against liquor is not yet
ended. By no means,

Not in the rest of the world. Not
even in this country.

Aleohol bas for too many centuries
played a part in the sffairs of men to be
eliminated at one stroke, even from
America. It bas figured in high life and
low life. The pages of literature are sat-
urated with it. Whoever is deceived
thereby is not wise, but it bas been mis-
takenly tolerated by thousands, and by
others regarded as a boon, even as the
gift of God. There are thousands even
now who consider that to deprive them
of the privilege of procurivg it as they
wish is an unwarrantable interference
with their “personal liberty.”

There will be evasions of the law, if
evasion is possible. There will be viola-
tions of the law. In some localities

Hot Chowder for Cold Winter Nights.

BOUPS AND STEWS ARE CHEAP AND
NUTREITIOUS.

For the cold, raw winter day what s
more cheering than a bowl of hot, savo
soup, a steaming hot chowder, or & well-
seasoned stew? Now ls the time fo take
advantage of the possibllities offered by
these dishes which may be made natri-
tious enongh to serve as the main dish
of the simple supper or midday meal and
yet can be made at small cost.

Al of the recipes for the dishes given
below have been tested in the kitohen of
the Department of Agriculture. Served
with bread and butter and a simple des-
sert they make an economical and a well-
balanced meal.

Such dishes are also economical In
that they furnish an exocellent nse for
small guantities of left-over meat and
vegetables. Try keeping a stock kettle
on the back of the range, put Into it the
bones and meat trimmings, the bits of
meat, fish, or fowl left on the serving
platter, the small amount of gravy left
in the roasting pan, the bones from the
roast, or the steak, or the roasted fowl.
All of these combined make's rich stock
when cooked together, which if used In
place of water will add richoess as well
as flavor to sonps, chowders, and stews.

In the same way If a bowl Is kept In
the refrigerator for the small quantities
of left-over vegetables, they may also be
added to the soup, the chowder, or the
stew, lending a variety of flavors.

BOUPS

Black bean soup, split pea soup, cream
of bean or pea, puree of beans and toma-
toes—you can have all of these and many
others. They are delicious, inexpensive,
and easy to make,

Soak and cook a pint of peas or beans
a8 usnal, but take more water, about
two qoarts, and cook until very soit.
Thean put them through a sieve. Tbese
mashed beans or peas are ready to be
made into all kinds of soups by adding
the various sessunings, with water and
milk, or stock epough to make twou
quarts. These sonps should ail bave &
little flour added to them as a binder to
prevent the thick part from seitling to
the bottom. Mix thoroughly two table-
spoons fat with two tablespoons flour,
add a little of the hot soup, and etir un-
¢il it is smooth, then add to the remain-
ing soup, stirring to prevent lumping,
and cook for about 10 minates.

Black bean soup or split pea soup.—
To the pulp from one pint beans or peas
add enough water or stock to make to
two quarts. Thicken with flour as di-
rected. Season with salt and pepper.
The juice of & lemon and one-half tea-
spoon mustard adds to the flavor.

Cream of bean or pea soup.—To the
cooked and mashed pulp add enough
milk to make two quarts of soup. Sea-
son and thicken with flonr.

Paree or porridge of beans and toma-
toes.—Instead of milk, tomatoes may be
used. Add a cop of canned tomatoes or
shree medium-sized tomatoes which have
been cooked for 10 minutes and put
through a sieve. If the porridge Is too
thick, add water or stock, Season and
add the flour as directed.

Bean or pea soup with meat.—The
peas or beans are soaked as usual and
cooked until soft in four quarts of water
with meat, either a soup bone or a ham
bone or one-balf pound of salt pork or
any smoked meat. Remove the meat
and put the soup through a sieve, Sea-
s0n and thicken. The cooked meat cut
in small pleces may be added to the
soup, AnpUniop, several plecea of cel-
ery, or soup herbs are good cooked with
the soup.

FISH CHOWDER

1 1-2 pounds fish (fresh, salt or can-
ned

9 potatoes, peeled and cat in small
pieces
1 on.on, sliced
2 cupe carrots cak in pieces
1-4 pound salt pork
3 cups milk
Pepper
8 tablespoons flour
Cut pork in small pieces and Iry with
the chopped onion for five minutes. Pul
pork, onions, carrots, and potatoes in
kettle and cover with boiling water.
Cook until vegetables are tender. Mix
three tablespoons of flour with one-balt
cap of cold milk and stir in tbe liguid in
the pot to thicken it. Add the rest ol
the milk and the flah which bas been
removed from the bone, and cut in small
pieces and covk nntil the fish is tender,
which will require about 10 minutes.
Serve bot. You can omit salt pork and
use a tablespoon of other fat if preferred.
Salt codfish or emoked fish, rabbit, fowl,
or any meat may be used instead of fresh
fish, or tomatoes instead of milk, Aoy
desired vegetables may be used in place
of carrots.
VEGETABLE CHOWDER

Here is a mixed vegetable chowder
that is good. It makes a substantial
dish. Rice and okra may be substituted
for potatoes and carrots, indeed almost
any vegetables may be nsed with or in
place of those mentioned.

4 potatoes

8 carrots

8 onious

1 pint canned tomatoes

2 teaspoons salt

2 tablespoons fat, or a piece of sait
pork

3 level tablespoons flour

2 cups skim milk

Cut potatoes and carrots in emall
pieces, add enough water to cover, and
cook for 20 minutes. Do not drain off
the water. Brown the chopped onion in
the fat for five minutes. Add this and
te tomatoes to the vegetables. Heat to
boiling, add two cups of skim milk, and
thicken with flour. Celery tope or
green peppers give a good flavor to the
chowder if yoo happen to bave them, sv
do finely chopped obives,

HOT POT OF MUTTON AND BAELEY BTEW

1 pound matton

1-2 cup pearled barley

1 tablespoon salt

4 potatoes

8 onions

Celery tops or other seasoning herbs

Cut the mutton in small pleces, and
brown with the onion in fat out from the
meat. This will belp make the meat
tender and improves the flavor. Pour
this into a covered sancepan, Add two
qoarts water aod the barley. Simmer
tor 11-2 hours. Then add the potatoes
cut in quarters, seasoming herbs, and
seasoning, and cook ove-balf hour long-
er. This recipe will serve five people.
Rice can be used in place of barley.
EIDNEY BEAN STEW

1 cup dried kidney or other beads

2 oups canned tomatoes

1-2 cap rice

2 tableapoons flonr

1 onion

1 tablerpoon salt
Wasah the beane, pat in & covered ket-
tle, and soak over niiht in two qaarts ot
cold water. Cook the beans siowly in
the water in which they soaked, If
pecessary, add more water to cover and
continue the cooking uatil they are near-
ly tender, usually about (wo hoars,
Wash the rice, cut up the onlon and add
with the tomatoes to the beans.

Mix the flour with a little cold
water and slir in carefully to thicken.
