Maine Farmers Stay in Maine.

That it is more dficalt to induce a
resident of Maine to leave his pative
state than it is of avy vther state in the
Uuiun, appears to have been proven by
tLe experience of the E. A, Strvat Farm
Agency last year in makiog 3668 sales of
tarms with an aggregate valuation of
$17.006,400.

lo a report just issued by the Agency
showing the movement of farm buyers
duriog the past year, Maine stands out
4 the real champion of the oft-repeated
injunciion to patronize home industries.
Of the 125 buyers found in Maine duriog
the year by the Agency, all bat sixteen
purchased Maine farms, and at the same
time 141 bayers from other states came
to Maine and did likewise,

The total oumber of sales by the
Agency in Maine during the year was
230, aud of these buyers more than 56
per cent, were brought with their fam-
ilies from other states of the Union and
from Alaska, Canada and Cuba, while
less thao one-half of one per ceat. of the
8418 farws svid by the Agency in other
sectivos of the country were bought by
residents of Maine,

Twenty-six states in addition (o
Alaska, Canada and Cuba, sent farmers
to Mane duriog the year. Of these
Massacbusetts sent 43, Canada 18, New
York State 16, New Hampehire 10, New
Jersey seven and Pennsylvania and
Coonecticat six each.

Five farm families came to Maine from
Illinois, three each from Michigan and
Vermont and two each from Montana,
Ohio, Wisconsin, Virginia and Utab.
Maioe also bad the distinction of
acquiring as & new resident ome of the
first three farm buyers ever broughbt
from far-off Alaska. Another came
from Cuba and there was one each from
Alabama, Colorado, Florida, Georgia,
Kasnsas, Maryland, Miooesota, Missouri,
North Carolina, Tennessee, West Vir-
gioia and Rhode Island.

Fractions Demonstrate Value.

A few calculations in fractions indicate
clearly the early rewards to the stock
raiser from breeding with puore-bred
gires instead of grade sires. The Burean
of Animal Indastry of the United States
Department of Agriculture, which is
sponsoriog the npation-wide ‘‘Better
Sires—Better Stock™ oampaigo, calle
attention to a series of diagrame lssued
in Wisconsin which show the progress
of breeding native cows for five geoera-
tions with pore-bred bulls, compared
with five generations of breeding with
grade three-tourths full blood bulls.

Afrer five or, in fact, any number of
generations ot such breeding, the calves
are still less than three-quarters [full
blood, while if only pure-bred bulls are
used, three quarter bloods are produced
in the second generation, and the calves
of the filth generation are thirty-one
thirty-seconds full blood. The charaoter-
istics of the breed rapidly become fixed

present | in a stock in which only pure-bred sires

are used, while after any pumber of
of breeding to three-quarter-
blood sires the characteristics of scrub
stock still frequently appear. A tbree-
quarter-blood bgl! is much more likely
to transmit oofortunate characteriatios
which are not visible in himself than a
pure-biood bull. A single ball of this
sort may uodo the work of years of selec-
tion in bailding up a berd. The coo-
clusion is that in grading up live stock,
only pure-bred sires of good quality
sbould be nsed.—Weekly News Letter,

Joy and Profit in Breeding.

Were farmers denled the privilegea of
breeding (elther plant or anima') agrioul-
tore would lose one of Its greateat
charms and at the same time possibilities
of progress. There are many things
about breeding that our best authorities
do pot know; indeed, some think it
never was intended man should know.
Yet enough is known to enable the
breeder to prosecute his work with at
least a fair measure of certainty and snc-
cees. In addition, there is such a blend
ing of certainty and uncertainty with big
rewards, if anccessful, to give grea
pleasure. There is no keener joy tha
that of creation. Breeders of valuable
varieties of fruits and vegetables, pro
dacers of high record dairy or beef cow:
can attest this,

Breeding, like all else with whiol
pature has to do, must have definit:
lawe—some fundamental, others less so
Soience and experience seem to haw
established what would be termed thre:
fundamental principles or laws. Thest
are, firat, that like begets like; second,
the law of variation; and third, the prin
ciple of atavism or ‘'reverting back,” ar
commonly called. There is a lot abou
the three laws we do not know, For
example, it sometimes happens that the
progeny of two parents will be possessed
of high excellence in one offspring and
in another be ordinary, or even inferior.
Yot we know that in the great majority
of cases the offapring will be like (neve:
the same) as ther parents, that ls, tha
like tends to produce like.

We further know that there is con-
stant variation—sometimes small, some-
times great. If it were not for variation
we never would have a bundred and oo
varieties of apples, nor dairy cows in
distinction from beef cattle. Picking
out a variation and breeding it properly
results in fixing that cbaracteristic; then
we have a new strain, variety or breed.

Then, - too, environment as well ar
heredity must be taken into account.
For instance, Darwin tells of a typ:
of fish that have been bred in dark caver
for ages and which have no eyes. There
beiug no light gave them no uee for eyes.
This he says is clearly a case of how
environment may affect variativn. The
ruggedness of Esquimanx who inhabit
culd countries, and the easy-going char-
acteristics of peoplé in the bot, torrid
zone are further examples of what envi-
ronment does. Sound apples placed in
storage with rutten ones, even good boys
allowed to sssociale with bad boys, are
illustrations of the influences of enviroo-
ment,

The whole subject of breeding and
the laws or principles related thereto are
intensely interesting. In no other in-
dustry are there the opportunities te
study and apply the theories and laws
that is afforded farmers, Thus working
with nature raises the work from drudg-
ery to a pleasurable art. Every farmer
should aim to learn more about breeding
plants and animals. The farther you go,
the more interesting it becomes, Here
ia a privilege to which you are the patu-
ral heir. Do not miss enjoying it.—New
Eogland Homestead.

Separators Give Best Results,

There are four methods of separating
cream and skim milk from whole milk.
The first three may be classed as the
gravity method and are the deep setting
system, the shallow pan system, the
water dilution eystem. The remaining
method may be classed as the centrifu-
gal method and is the hand or power
separator.

The disadvantages of all the gravity
methods are: Large loss of fat in the
skim milk; cream and skim milk are old
when secured, oftentimes sour, the
cream is always thin or low testing, and
in the case of the water dilution method,
the skim milk, being one-half water s
practically worthless for feeding pur
poses.

The advantages of the mechanical
method are: Less fat is left in the skim
milk; there I8 a greater range in the per-
centage of fat in the resulting cream,
the skim milk is in the best possible con-
dition for feeding, the cream ocan be
separated immediately after milking,
aod there are less utensile necessary and
g0 less labor in caring for them.

Some of the factors to be considersd
when purchasing & separator are: Price,
capacity, nearness to factory or agent
where parts may be secured, and effi-
ciency. Some of the factors affecting
the efficiency of a separator are: Temper-
ature of the milk, epeed of the bowl,
whether or not the machine is set level
and on a firm foundation, and the per-
centage of fat in the cream. The tem-
perature of the milk sbould be at least
85 degrees; the speed should alwayes be
that given on the handle or recommend-
ed by the manufacturing company;
the machine should always be set level
and bolted tigbtly to a firm foundation
to prevent jarring as jarring may resulr
in the skim milk remixing with the
cream after It is once separated and re-
sulting in a large percentage of fat being
lost on the ekim milk. Cream over 50
per cent should pot be separated as there
is a large loss of fat in handling, and it
may result in the remixing of oream and
skim milk ioside the separator and a
large loss of fat in the skim milk.

Some of the reasons why the oream
from the same separator does not test
the same on different days are: Tempera-
tare, speed, rate of inflow, percentage of
fat in the original milk, aod amount of
skim milk or water used to flush out the
bowl. Cold milk results in thinner
cream than warm milk; low speed re-
sults in thinner cream than high speed;
low testing milk results in lower testing
cream than that from high testing milk,
The more water or skim milk used to
fluosh out a separator the thioner the
resulting cream.

To get results from a separator buy
a good standard machine, have it firmly
boited to solid foundation and sikting
level, run it according to directions and
;io not separate a cream over 50 per cent
at.

Salads for Mrs. Biddy.

Every poultry keeper has a favorite
green feed for his Aock., Usually it is
one that can be supplied with least ex-
pense and effort. Providiog it s relish-
ed by the fowls, there probably Is little
difference in what kind of green feed Is
snpplied, United States Department of
Agrigulture specialists say. Cabl
tarnips, and beets are all suitable for
this purpose. The larger roots and the
cabbages may be suspended by a wire
or they may be pl on the floor, In
which cage it is well to split the turnips
or beets lengthwise with a large knife.
Potatoes may aleo be fed and should be
cooked. The mengel ls excellent for
feeding raw.

Clover, cut up and soaked in boiling
water, is good when fed with mash, as
is clover meal and ground alfalfa.
Sprouted oats or other sprouted grains
may also be fed and make exosllent
green feeds, buvt require considerable
labor. As a general thing the fock
should have, onoce a day, about all the
green feed it will eat.

AMERICA'S AID

Soldler Husband and Battlefield

Baby Touring Country With
Her for Near East Relief.

A mother, father and daughter, the
latter born In a tattered Red Cross
tent the lcy Caucasus while guns
roared all around and Turkish sbells,
Ignoring the mercy emblem, burst near
it, are touring America In bebalf of
thelr native Armenia, They are Gen-
eral Mezrop Nevton Azgapetian, his

wife, Lady Anne, and Ireneh Esther
Araxie Azgapetian, whose baby eyes
opened upon scenes of horror and later
through them saw much of the suffer-
ings of the people of Armenla,

_ The family are making thelr tour un-
der ausplces of the Near East Rellef,
the big organization which has saved
hundreds of thousands of the people
In that part of the world from death
by hunger and cold and Is soon to open
a nation wide campalgn for funds to
complete the work of saving the sur
vivors, more than a half million of
whom must perish unless ald comes to
them soon. America is thelr only hope.

General Azgapetian served gallantly
in the Russian armles In the Caucasus
against the Turks, His wife, who ac-
companied him to the fromt, did noble
work for the wounded and slck, and
it was while In this serviee that her
baby was born In a hospital tent during
a battle. An army blanket swung from
two poles In one corner of the tent was
the baby's crib during the rest of that
terrible winter campalgn. With the
collapse of the Russlan armles after
the Bolshevist revolution the Azgape-
tians returned to Armenia for a brief
gpell and did thelr best to alleviate
the suffering they found on every hand.
But with a Turkish price on his head
the father finally made his way with
his family through Russia to Finland
and then to this country, What they
tell of conditions and needs in Armenia
is first hand evidence.

In the Caucasus, Armenia, Syria,
Turkey and Persia are more than 250,
000 orphans, helpless little victims of
war, massacre and deportdation, and
for the great majority the only bar be-
tween them and absolute starvatlon
{s a bowl of hot bean soup every day.
This soup Is supplied by the Near East
Rellef now making an appeal to
the American people for sufficlent
funds to Increase this dole and to pro
vlde these suffering little ones with
clothing and give them an education
that will help them to become self sup
porting.

Maine Vital Statistics.

The days of the child bride of 12 years
and the youthful bridegroom of 15 years
seem to be passing here in Maine and the
uousual marriages between couples who
bave reached the fourth score milestone
are also becoming more and more ip-
frequeot. Fewer freak marriages where
the bride or groom or both bave gone
through the marriage-ceremony for the
fourtb, filth or even the sixth time are
recorded for the past year, though more
couples than ever before were makiog a
second or third marriage, following di-
vorge,

The last year, however, has two pecu-
liar marriage records to its credit. The
oldest bride to be recorded since the col-
lection of vital statistics was required by
law in this state in 1802, was discovered
when the last compilation was made.
She was 88 years of age and was makiog
her second marriage. Figures further
showed that one girl of 22 years was en-
tering her fourth marriage after divorce.

However, comparison of former re-
ports of the division of vital statistica of
the Maine department of health shows
that the last bride of 12 years was mar-

Cox. | ried in 1014, and that the latest tabola-

tions show no brides of 13 years. The
age minimum has been increased but one
year, though, for 12 girls of 14 years
were married, and 47 girls of 15 years,
during the year 1918.

Oune case is recorded of a youog hue-
band of 15 years, but the last year's re-
ports show two boys of 16 years as the
state’s youngest husbande. One boy of
18 last year made a second marriage af-
ter having been divorced. Probably the
marriage of the year that wounld average
the youngest was that of a girl of 14
years and a boy of 16 years.

Comparison of divorce figures since
1892 show an increase from 552 that year
to & maximum of almost 1100 in 1917,
and these divorces have apparently been
followed by another marriage. It is as-
tonishing the youthfulness of some of
tbese divorced girls and boys who are
again boldly taking up the responsibili-
ties of marriage.

In the last year 98 brides under 25
years of age were married a second time
after divorce; and 45 bridegrooms under
25 years were also married for the sec-
ond time. There were 26 widows under
25 years of age who were married a sec-
ond time, two of thom but 18 and a third
but 19 years old when the second cere-
mony occurred.

Besides the doubling of the divorce
rate during the last quarter century, one
other fact stande out interestingly In
comparison of annual vital statistics re-
porte—increasing numbers of brides each
year are older by a few months or years
than the bridegrooms. The young wom-
en in the many cases whare the ages are
reversed from the conventional standards
are almost always girle who are indme-
trially employed, this faoct seeming to
point to the conclusion that the entrance
of women into business life bhas some-
how effected a change in matrimonial
babits.

While an unbelievably large percent-
age of the men and women making the
5950 marriages the past year were mar-
ried more than once, there was no rec-
ord of any person, man or woman, hav-
ing been married more than three times
previously. Other years have always
shown a fifth new marriage and there
are several records of men entering mat-
rimony for the sixth time.

Eveon casual examination of the vital
statistics records here reveal many inter-
esting facte, tragic and bumorous, as
human history always maost be. During
1918 there were of course a tremendous
number of war marriages and obe in-
stance stands out from the records ns
especially pathetic. A bride of 22 years
and her soldier sweetheart of the same
sge were apparently married by special
license during s brief furlough.in Sep-
tember, 1918, just before the young bus
band went overseas. In red ink across
this same record, apparently added about
two months later, was the Information,
“This boy now fills & soldier’s grave in
France.” Between his wedding day io
September, 1018, and the signing of the
armistice on November 11, 1918, be bad
parted from his bride, sailed away to
France, fought and died.

Rather offsetting such tragic storles as
this are the painstakiog and often de-
cidedly fapny efforts the parties mak-
ln|f the marriage have gone through to
fill out the cards properly. One young
bridegroom stated that he was 23 78
years old, while several girls were se-
oretive to the point of absolute blankness
concerning their ages. Several brides of
14 were married to husbands from 45 to
87 years of age, in fact the predominance
of marr of these child brides was
with men three to four times their own

sge.

A Bath woman purchased a palr of
shoes for $10. She decided after trying
them at home that they were not a gpod
fit and in a few days tuok them back for
exchange.

FOOD FOR CREW OF AIRSHIP

Most Careful Consideration Had to
Be Given to Proper Nourishment
of Daring Navigaters.

The aversge housewife would hold
up her hands in horror at the thought
of cooking and providing for thirty
men during a four days' aerial voy-

age.

Yet this was only one of the tasks,
and by no means the most important,
which confronted the organizers of
the R 84's trip to America and back,
remarks London Tit-Bits. When It 18
remembered that the men had to
conform to the rigid limitations of
the accommodation, the task assumes
even more formidable proportions.

While the provisioning of the crew
takes a back place, relatively, when
compared with the navigation and
other sclentific arrangements, diet was,
nevertheless, a subject requiring the
most careful consideration. The dl-
gestive organs, if impaired, react at
once upon the nervous system, and In
an enterprise of such a daring char-
acter as the flight nerves had to be
tenderly nourished.

The medical department of the air
ministry was early consulted dnd de-
vised a menu consisting mainly of
meat. bread, cheese, chocolate, tea,
eggs, and potatoes.

Then came the problem of cooking,
and the R84 has surely the strangest
kitchen existing. Instead of fixing an
electrical or other usual type of stove,
the hot exhaust gases from one of the
motor engines were trapped, and led
around a receptacle shaped for boiling
or frylng, the heat thus obtained be-
ing sufficient to meet all the require-
ments. There were three of these
bollers provided altogether—one In the
fore car to hold three pints, and one
in each wing car to hold one and a
lialf gallons. By means of these,
soups and hot sustaining drinks were
able to be made.

The type of flying clothing provided
for the crew is another example of
the attention paid to detail to give the
flight every chance of success, Each
member of the ship's complement was
provided with two complete suits of
silk underclothing. Over this, woolen
gear, similar to that provided for sub-
marine crews and divers, was worn.

The Bells of Michael’s Mount.

The pealing of joy bells In the year
1919 has made up for many years of
silence in the anclent belfries of Eu-
rope. Somebody deplores that on the
occasion of the peace the one remain-
ing bell of St. Michael’'s Mount on the
Brittany coast, should not have been
rung. There would have been a cer-
tain piquancy In hearing the clang of
that bell, the gift in 1711 of the abbot
from across the Rhine who, be it sald,
relgned at the Mount only by proxy.
But St. Michael's Mount {8 without its
bells; even the abbot's bell which used
to warn and guide the fishermen out
on the bay has ceased to ring. The
old abbey’s peal was busy Indeed, dur-
ing the Hundred Years' War, warning
the countryside of the approach of the
enemy. In the Revolution the order
went forth that the- bells should be
melted down, but it was never carried
out. In the Intervening years all the
bells have disappeared except the one
glven by the German dignitary.

Deer Increasing In Californla.

Though the game reserve established
in the greater portion of the Angeles
forest reserve in Callfornia, which In-
cludes the San Bernardino and Slerra
Madre Mountains, has been In exist-
ence but two years, wild deer are mul-
tiplying rapidly, according to forestry
officlals. It Is believed that within a
few years great herds of deer will be
roaming the hills. Deer have been on
the verge of extermination In the
Southern California mountains, but es-
tablishment of the preserve ls protect-
ing the herds. Even now deer often ap-
pear along the boundary llnes of the
restricted area, and at tlmes wander
into citles near the foothills, seeming
to be very tame. The forestry service
will establish special patrols along the
reserve during the coming hunting
season to s2e that the law Is not vio-
lated.—Christian Sclence Monltor,

Good-by, Dobbin,

Figures compiled by the New York
sanitary bureau of the department of
health and reported by Harry T. Gard-
ner, secretarv of the Automobile Deal-
ers' assoclation, show a great decrease
in the number of stables, and, natural-
ly. In the numbers of horses occupying
them. In 1917 there were 108,036
horses. The most recent figures show
a shrinkage of 32,936 horses. Chicago,
too, shows a falling off In the reg-
istratlon of horse-drawn vehicles un-
der the wheel tax law. In the four
years ended May 1, this year, the num-
ber of such vehicles decreased from
49,582 to 82,480. This diminution of
about 34 per cent compared with New
York's falling off of about 80 per cent.

One of the great discoveries that
come to us as we advance in life s the
fact that deep down In the human
heart all men are allke. In early life
we think we are different from the
rest of the world, but as years go by
we find that this is not so, that other
men have the samne hopes and aspira-
tions, the same troubles and anxletles,
the same yearnings after nappiness
and peace. We learn this from our
friends, from those who tell us their
troubles and ask for sympathy and ad-
vicee. Then we learn It from books;
from the works of great poets and
writers, and especially from biogra-
phies and autoblographies.

As a child I wds sensitive and shy,
and felt that I was peculiar In this re-
spect, and different from the others,
who always seemed to take themselves
for granted. And yet I have discov-
ered that this is the universal lot of
all men. G. Stanley Hall speaks of
a “newly revealed and grave danger
that works countless tragedles In life—
that the child’s feelings of Inferiority
should become dominant and make him
feel In his earliest years that he I8
condemned to a low level of existence,
without respect, appreciation, admira-
tion or love.” Thus the chronlic teaser
or hector may do great mischief to the
tender soul of the child. The child is
always asking himself subconsciously,
“Do 1 look worse or better than
others?"

This tendency lasts with most men
all thelir dives. We are all the time
comparing our lot with that of others.
As Emerson says: “Every ship looks
romantlec except the one we are on;"
and agaln, “Every man's life seems to
him covered with the slime of fallure
and defeat, while that of others seems
fdeal.” It Is a great help to know that
men are alike in this respect. I could
glve a long list of well-known men and
women who suffered from this sense of
inferiority, Incapacity and defeat, fol-
lowed by moods of gloom and melan-
choly—men like Tennyson, Ruskin,
Lowell, Symonds, John Stuart MIll,
and, In our own day, Rudyard Kipling,
Richard Harding Davis and others.—

Bvery Pound Used If Yon Can Meat.

COUNTREY HOUSEKEEPERS MAY FRESERVE
SURPLUS AT BUTCHERING TIME.

Before country housewives learmed
how to can meaé, their families ate
“freah™ at batchering time until they
were surfeited. The rest was then salt-
ed, or smoked, and except a few
chickens and a little fresh meat bought
Io the summer it wss what the family
ate until the next butchering season.
Home meat canning, as advooated by
the United States Department of Agri-
caoltare, bas changed this condltion.
Those housekeepers who pat into cans
the surplus fresh meat at batchering
time are enabled to distribute it over 12
months. Canning is equally valuable
for use with surplus chickens, It is bet-
ter economy to can the cockerels and
surplos pullets when they reach matarity
than it is to feed them all winter.

MEAT CANNING POPULAR

Canning meat in some seotions of the
country has become almost as common a
practice as canning fruits and vegetables.
The housewife finds that a can of meat,
which requires only rebeating to be ready
to serve, is a great convenience whrn
company arrives unexpectedly or on bot
brummer days when the heat of the stove
for a long period becomes almost intol-
erable. Canoed meat also makes possi-
ble a more varied diet and lessena the
conntry family’s dependence npon cnred,
salted, and rmoked meat, the constant
and exclusive use of which means monot-
ony snd less wholesomeness,

BOUND MEAT AND CLEANLINESS

The essential thing in meat canning is
care—oare tbat the meat is untainted,
care in scrupulous clesnliness, and ut-
most care in following directions.

For canning-of meats & steam-pressure
canper 1s recommended. Ft shonld be
able to develop at least 250° of heat, or
15 pounds of steam pressure. If tin cans
are used they should be packed to within
one-half inch from the top, be properly
exbhaosted and sealed. Glass jars may
be filled to within one-balf inch, the edge
wiped clean, rubber ring placed in po-l-
tion, top put on and springs adjusted but
not tightened; screw tops turned only a
little more than ballway air-tight.

Pat the jars on the rack above water
in the bottom of the canner. Leave the
pet cock open until live steam is escap-
ing, then close it and count time from
the moment the requnired pressure s
reached, which for meats shoald be 15
pounds, corresponding to 250° F.

Meats are ready for preparation for
the canner as soop as the animal hent
has disappeared. For home canning the
meats sbhonld be cocked first—Iried,
boiled, roasted, baked, or stewed—just
a- would be done for immediate service.
This preserves not omly the meat, but
the home enoked flavor as well,

EVERY BIT OF BEEF USEFUL

Select the meat intended for roasting,

~lice that wanted for steak, and that
which is not suitable for either roast or
steak can be utilized for goulash or stew,
or can be chopped into sausage meat,
formed ioto little cakes, fried and canned
ia that form. The meat left clioging to
ths bones may be utilized wben the
bones are boiled for sonp stock. It is
well to cat the bones at several places
for this purpose,
* For the roast beef, select the plece of
meat wanted, trim and wipe it with a
damp cloth, beat some grease in & roasi-
iog pap, put in the meat and sear quickly,
turniog it so the sides are seared: As
s)0n as well seared, sprinkle with salt
aod pepper to taste, add some water to
tne grease in the roasting pan, baste fre-
quently and roast uotil nicely brown.
Cook until the meat is done. It should
not be red in center, but it need mot be
entirely tender. Slice the meat and pack
in the cans to within one-half inch of the
top, add the gravy from the roastiog
pao with boiling water until it partially
covers the meat. Leave at least one-
fourth inch space between the liquid and
toe top of can. Partially seal glass jars,
seal tin cans, and process in steam pres-
sare cooker one Lour at 15 pounds pres-
rare.

To can beefsteak, sear gquickly the
sliced steak on both sides. When It s
nicely browned pack it in the cana, fill
the jars to within one-balf foch of the
top with hot gravy made from the pan
grease, with hot water added. Process
io the steam-pressure cooker ooe bhour
at 15 pounds pressure. Seal the glass
jars immediately on removal from the
cooker.

BAME METHOD FOR PORK

Pork is canped in the same way as
beef. Suitable-sized pieces are baked or
fried, packed in jars with meat stock or
bolling water to withio one-quarter Inch
of the top, and the jar is processed one
tour at 15 pounds pressure in a pressure
cooker. Spareribs sawed and cut into
suitable pieces, fried or baked uantll
slightly done, are excellent If canned, as
is sansage shaped Into cakes, fried,
packed, and covered with a liquid made
of part fat and part water.

The time tables given in the foregoing
directions are for one quart jars. The
time required for processing piot jars ia
10 minutes lese, and for 2 quart jars 16
minutes more than the time given for
quart jars,

= Pound Cake.

Almost every one likes pound cake,
bot it makes soch a large loaf for a
vmall family.

My balf-pound cake is ve good,
cooks in abont one hour, and is juet
large enough for any ordinary oocasion.

This is the recipe:

1 cop butter (scant)

1 3-4 cups sugar

2 caps floar sifted thres times
1.2 teaspoonful baking powder

b eggs

Cream butter, add sugar. Do pot
separate the egge but add them, ome at
a time, to the butter and sugar, beating
well after each ope.

The only thiog to be avoided in mak-
ing this cake is the use of too much bat-
1er. It must not be packed in the ocup.
Bake In a slow oven.

Pineapple Filliog for Layer Cake.

The canned, shredded pineapple,
drained from the syrup, and spread be-
tween the layers, makes a very good
filling. The syrup may be nsed as a
basis for the frostiog.

Or the shredded pineapple, syrup and
all, may be thickened with beaten egg,
ooe egg to a cup of ploneapple, cooked
togerher like soft custard.

Or two tablespoonfals of butter may
be rubbed together with two table:
spoonfule of flour, and cooked with ope
cap of shredded canned pineapple until
thick enough to spread in a good, deep
layer.

In every case a little sugar may be
added, If desired. The sliced vanoed
pineapple shounld be chopped floe; and
fresh pioneapple shonld be grated when
you wish to use it for cake filling.

To Prevent Tins from Sticking.

My old Sontbern cook always uses this
method to keep her cake, bread or any
small irregular-shaped tins from stick-
Ing.

Sbe first rubs the inside of the tin
thoroughly with salt, then she puts a
layer of salt one inch thick In the bot-
tom of the tin, and places the utensil .In
a bot oven and bakes It for one hounr.
If the oven is only moderately bot she
leaves the tin In the oven for three or
four hoaors.

She treats all new tins before they are
used, but old ones may be prepared In
the same way.
