random samples of Jersey sires lay be-
tween 43 and 63; register of merit bulls
between 37 and 78; random samples of
Jersey cows between 47 and 63; and
register of merit cows between 39 and 62.
So that American Jersey cattle at the
present time may be said to be on the
average half as intensely inbred when
account is taken to the ninth ancestral
generation as would be the case if con-
tinned brother and sister breeding had
been followed. But if this inbreeding
be plotted the resultant carve is very
different from the curve of brother and
sister inbreeding.

Io general, register of merit animals
are less intensely inbred than the gen-
eral population of Jersey animals.
Bulletin 281 of the Maine Station gives
a0 apalysis of the transmitting qualities
of Jersey sires for milk yield, butter-fat
perceatage and yield of butter-fat. In
this balletin sirea of superior merit are
defined as those which raise the milk
and butter-fat production of their daugh
ters a8 compared with that of their
dams. The ioferior sires are defined as
those which lower the milk and butter-
fat production of "their daughters as
compared with their dams. The analy-
sis of the pedigrees for the relationship
between sire and dam of the individual
bulls in the two grouops shows that
there is little or oo difference in this
respect. The group of sires poorer in
their transmitting qualities are more in-
bred than the group of sires with supe-
rior transmitting qualities.

In general, though not true in each
individual case, Jersey animals of the
highest production in milk and batter-
fat percentage are not as much inbred
as those of lower production.

In general, though not true in each
individual case, Jersey asires who are
able to iocrease the milk and butter-
fat production of their offspring are less
inbred than those that cannot.

But inbreeding ls not the sole measure
by any means. In fact until the answer
being sought by the Maine Experiment
Station in its cross breeding experiment
on ioheritaoce of milk and butter-fat is
found, no rule or rules for selection of
sire will be likely to hold true.—Cbhas.

Sudan Grass.

Teo years alter its introduction to the
United States from Kbartum, Africa,
Sudan grass was being successfully
grown in vearly all parts of the United
States. It does not serve well either as
a2 "'mopey crop’ or a soil improver,
b ooe it may pever find a permanent
ico in regular crop rotations. It has,
oevertheless, a very important place in
the farmer’s second line of defense as &
catoh crop which can be planted to give
satisfactory retorns wheno conditions
bave brought failure to other hay crops.
This is the verdict prononunced by the
United States Department of Agriculture
in Farmers’ Bulletin 1126 recently issned.
Sudan grass is replaciog millet as the
premier catch crop in many localities be-
canse of its ability to produce a fair
yield and & high quality of hay under
conditions of low rainfall, its rather
short growing season, and its ability to
thrive on & wide range of soil types.
Large yields of Sudan grass are obtained
only on good soils, but the grass faile
completely only on cold, poorly drained
land.

Sudan grass produces heavily. Ibn
California under irrigation it bhas made
ylelds of 9.8 tons of feld-cured hay an
acre, when alfalfa produced but 8 3 tons
aoder like conditions; it ordioarily
yields about the same as alfalfa under
irrigation in the soutbwest, but Sudan
grass gives ita full erop in three cuttings
ainst the four or five required for
alfalfa. Itis the only grase yet found
which in this part of the United States
ranks as the equal of alfalfs in point of
yleld and quality of the hay. Its record
in this respect has led to its use in
“patching’ old alfalfa fislds when the
stand of alfalfa bas been destroyed. In
the Southern Great Plains, where there
is a low rainfall, Sudan s grown
without irrigation will yield from one to
three tons of hay to the acre.

There are certain parts of the United
States where the Department of Agri-
culture considers it unwise to depend on
Sudan for bay. This Is true of the
strip o’ territory 200 miles wide along
the northern boundary; the regiens of
high altitudes in tbe Weatern States; and
also most of Florida and & parrow strip
of land along the Galf coast. Low tem-
peratares prevent success with tbe grass
in the first two regions named, and dle-
ease is the limiting factor along the Gulf
coast. In the majority of the Central
and Southern States, however, climatic
and soil conditions are favorable to
Sudan grass.

Although Sudan grass is best adapted
by nature to use as a hay crop, it ie also
ased with great success as a soiling and
pasture crop for summer pastures. Ita
use as a silage material is limited by the
fact that it is easily made into hay
ted as such with very little waste, and
also because corn sorghum both out-
yield it and are generally avallable
tbroughout the region where Sudan
grass is growo.

In the semi-arid districts the highest
ylelds sre obtained when the grass is
sown in rows 8o as to allow of caltiva-
n. The advantage in yield of the
row over the drilled seedings is sosmall,
bhowever, that most farmers preler to
avold the necessity of cuitivation by

- Potato Mosaic.
some years the ts of the
Maine Agricultural Experiment Station

have been giving some attention to the
study of m&:ﬁn moealo, first independ-
eatly and later as a jolot or co-operative
project with the Office of Cotton, Truck
and Forage Crop Disease Investigativns
of the Bureau of Plant Industry. Very
gratilying progress has been made dur-
ing the last two years, and it seemed de-
sirable to prepare a bulletin on this sub-
ject in order that Malve potato growers
might have the benefit of any informa-
tion that the station has. The manu-
script for this bulletin is now in the
bands of the printer, but in the ordi-
nary course of events this means a delay
of two, three or even more months be
fore the publication is ready for distribu-
tion, Therefore a copy of the summary
aod certaia recommendations for the
control of potato mosaic are given at
this time.

BUMMARY,

Poiato mosaic bas been known in Eu-
rope for many years, and in Maine since
1912. At present it is well established
in this state, It isalso well distributed
over the United States.
The mosaic of tobacco, a plant related
to the potato, has been thoroughly stud-
ied and is apparently quite similar to po
tato mosaic. However, there are impor-
:i.int differences between the two mala-
ea,
: Pt:lato mua;lo bas certain marked ef-
ects upon the appearance, physiolo
and yield of potatge’;. i %
It is transmitted by the tubers of in-
fected plants, whether or not these
plants have had time to show the usual
symptoms before death. This transmis-
sion Is not modified by seed treatment.
Its infectionsness has been proved by
means of grafting and inocalations with
juice from diseased plants.
Aphbids, or plant lice, bave been shown
to be important agents for natural trans-
mission of mosaic from one potato plant
to another.
Transmission bas been attempted by
means of flea beetles, Colorado potato
beetles (or ‘‘potato bugs™), seed-cutting
knives, soil, and contact of seed pieces,
leaves, stems, and roots, but has not yet
been demonstrated with any of these
agents.
The spread of potato mosaic to healthy
plants apparently cannot be avoided by
the selection of hills or tubers or by dis-
carding parts of the seed tubers, unless
plant lice are controlled.
The relation between this spread and
differences between localities, varieties,
fertilizers, and spray methods are being
studied but have not been fully deter-
mined.
Such spread has been reduced by
roguing seed plots, that is, by removing
mosaic hills as fast as they appear, and
absolutely prevented by thorough con-
trol of certain kinds of insects,
Potato mosaic is difficalt to control
bot it is now possible to recommend
measures that promise to be helpfal.

BECOMMENDATIONS FOE THE CONTROL
OF POTATO MOSAIC,

Do not expect to control or reduce po
tato mosaic by means of sprays, seed
treatment, or soil treatment, except by
spraying methods which control plant
lice. Use as healthy stock as can be ob-
tained. Plant at least part of it in a seed
plot of sufficient size to furnish seed for
next year's plantiog. Select land for
this purpose as remo'e from all other po-
tato fields as possible and land which bas
not growo potatoes for one or more
years. Give the seed plot special care.
Rogue all mosaic plants from the seed
plot as soon as tbey show the disease.
In case aphids are uousoally abundant,
the spreading of mosaic by them possi-
bly would be reduced by cootrolling
them with soitable spraying metbods,
which are advised for the seed plot every
year inasmuch as even a small and io-
copspicuons number of aphide may
spread mosaic. Such spraying methods,
according to recent publications upon
this question, require adding 3-4 pint of
“Black Leal 40" or of a similar nicotine
preparation to each 50 gallons of bor-
deaux mixtare. In localities where it is
feasible to make a separate spray for
aphids, the 3 4 pint of picotine solution
is more effective if added to 50 galloos
of water contalning 2 pounds of lanodry
soap first dissolved in bot water. More-
over, it preferred, kerosene emulsion
may be used instead of the wicutine
spray. Regardless of whatever spray is
used for plant lice, it is essential that it
be applied in such a manner that it
reaches the insects themselves, since the
effectiveness of the spray depends upon
contact. Hence it is necessary to have
the nozzles arranged on the spray boom
80

leaves and the stalks of the plaots, as
well as the upper leaf surfaces, with the
spray materials.

Avold any chance of mixing the seed-
plot stock with the reat by harvesting
and storing it separately from the gen-
eral stock.

“Maine's allotment for this purpose
is $17,000. We feel that the members of
the granges throughout the state will be
eoough interested in this project to give
it their financial support. I am asking
the co-operation of all the farmers’ or-
ganizations in the state, and- I sincerely
hope that the Patroos of Hosbandry wiil
belp in this campaign. In the paat, if
for any reason granges did not oare.to
take the money from the treasury, cam-
paigns of this kind have been conducted
by giving entertaloments, the proceeds
of which have been used for this special
par; These entertainments usually
for mem-
bers take more interest in their grange
when they have some specific work to
Mr. Adams ls entirely confident that
Maine's share of the Temple of Agricul-
ture will be promptly and easily ralsed.

Farmers Meet.

OXFORD COUNTY MEN VOTE TO ORGANIZE
A FARM BUREAU.

More than a score of representative
farmers from the prinoipal towns of
Oxford County met at the municipal
rooms in Norway Tuesday for the pur-
pose of discnssing the formation of a
farm borean. It was the unanimous
vote that -such should be orgavized.
The meeting was called to order by G.
A. Yeaton, the county agent, who ex-
plained the purpose of the gatheringand
the need of a farm burean in the county.
W. H. Conant of Buckfield was eleoted
temporary chairman, and W, M, Morse
of Waterford secretary and treasurer uo-
tll the final organization can be per-
fected.

W. B, Deering, .president of the State
Farm Bureau Federation, followed Mr.
Yeaton describing what the staté organ-
ization had accomplished. Tbisspeaker
was followed by the secretary of the
state federatlion, A. L. Deering, who
discussed the objeot of the farm burean
and its value to Oxford County farmers.
Every man present joined the organiza-
tion before leaving and was unanimous
in his belief that this county could have
one of the strongest bureaus in the state.

The secretary of the state federation,
A, L. Deering, described the growth of
the farm bureaun movement as follows:
“The farm burean was organized ap-
proximately ten years ago, since that
time every county in'the 33 states of
the north and west has organized bu-
reaus. These bureaus have then gotten
together and organized state federations.
The state federations have recently or-
ganized a national federation represent-
ing the 33 states and more than a mil
lion members. The object of the farm
burean is to promote and protect agri-
cultare. It replaces no organization
nor does it do the work of those now of
benefit to the farmer. It could well be
compared to.an active chamber of com-
merce, working for the interest of the
farmers of the connty.”

Oxford County and its people shonld
be very much interested in such an
organization for Mr. W. B, Deering re-
ferred to the faot that the state federa-
tion had recently secured the enact-
ment of a law which “makes available
$2,000 to any county farm bureau hay-
ing 200 or more members,” Fuarther-
more Oxford County has the same prob-
lems and can receive the same benefit
f:‘am the farm bureau as the other coun-
ties.

It is not to the discredit of Oxford
County that they bave not had a farm
burean before; however, the fact re-
mains that every county in Maine is
served by such an organization as this.
There are to-day farm bureaus in all of
the counties of Maine except this, hav-
ing a total of over 6,000 farm bureau
members with active committees In over
200 towns of the state,

Judging from the interest which these
men displayed here at this meeting Ox-
ford County will not be long at the foot
of the list. Kennebec County now leads
with over 1300 members, There is a
paid membership fee of two dollars
which is bnt a small contribution for
the benefits which members receive.

Mr. Yeaton has already arranged
meetings for Wednesday, Thursday and
Friday in the following towns: Dixfield,
Romford Center, Canton, Sumner, He,
bron, Buckfield, Norway, Waterford tdf
South Parls. Similar meetings will also
be arraoged for in the remaining towns
during October for the purpose of plac-
ing before the people of each town the
valne such an organization can be fo
them. /

the diners of the American metropolls
are becoming vegetarlans. Approxl-
mately one-seventh to one-fifth of the
zuests at the hotels here today are or-
dering vegetables for their meals In-
stead of meats. All of the big hotels
keep a very careful record of the sales
of the different (tems on the menus for
each day, and a recapitulation made
recently at the Hotel Pennsylvania re-
vealed that a surprising percentage of
-patrons omitted meat items entirely
in thelr lunch and dinper orders
WWhile the percentage for lunch was
much higher than that for dinner, th
number of dinner - guests who re
frained from meat entirely was also
very large.

In the opinion of Chef Jullen Jac-
quler of the -Pennsylvania this Is the
result of years of emphasis on  the
vailue of vegetarianism. The vegetari-
an, a few years ago, was very genernl
ly the butt of the comic papers; but
with the war a great deal more can
to be thought of him by people who
found that a thoroughly satisfactory
meal could be made from vegetables
nnd at much less cost. Chef Jacquler
belleves that this is responsible for the
many calls given nowadays In the big
hotels for vegetable luncheons and
dinners, which have a speclal place on
the menus.

ANCIENT LAWS OF INTEREST

Oldest Known Written Code Has Re-
cently Been Translated by Emi.
nent French Scientist.

What Is sald to be the oldest known
written code of laws In the world,
probably antedating that of Hammur-
abl by at least 1,000 years, has been
discovered In part among the hitherto
untranslated clay tablets from Nippur
at the University of Pennsylvania mu-

seum.

The Hammurabl code was prepared
about 2100 B. C., and was discovered
about 20 years ago on a large diorite
stone by French explorers.

The laws, just translated by Abbe
Scheil of Paris, deal with responsibili-
ties of hired servants, rentals, rights
of slave women who have borne chil-
dren to their masters, punishment for
adultery, ete.

One Interesting statute provides that
rentals must run for three years Ip
case o man has taken over a house
the owner does not know how to man-
age. This Is somewhat obscure and
may mean that all rentals were for
that term. In any event property
could not be idle or be Ilmproperly
used.

In case a slave bore children to her
master she and the offspring were
free, and if the master married the
glave the children became legitimate.

Indian ls Model Soldier.

Accusations that he was a German
spy caused Odis Leador, Choctaw In-
dian, to be made a hero and Inciden-
tally to be chosen as a model Ameri-
can soldler for a portrait made to
hang upon the walls of the French
Federal building.

Leador, In war days a foreman on
a ranch near Calvin, Okla., learned
from idle rumor In his nelghborhood
that he was accused of being a German
spy. He Immedlately enlisted and In.
the course of a brilllant war record
was cited for bravery. During the en-
gagement for which he was cited he
captured two machine guns and 18
prisoners, manning a machine gun for
three days after the remainder of his
erew had been killed. Dowarreux, the
French artist, picked upon Leador as
his ideal of a typical American soldler
and made a painting from him which
now graces the walls of the French
Federal bullding.

Twice wounded and twice gassed,
Leador has been doing vocational work
and only recently brought home his
bride to McAlester from Oklahoma
C¥ty.—Wichita Beacon,

FOREST PROBLEM OF NEW
ENGLAND

Out of an original stand of timber
covering some 89 million acres and
containing in the neighborhood of 400

board feet, New England to
day has only about 2 million acres of
virgin forests, chiefly in Maine with
scattered areas in New Hampshire
and Vermont. Within 20 years, most
of the areas containing high-grade
Jumber will be cut over and the only
remaining timber will be on farm
woodlots or on a few large tracts, and
will be made up of second-growth or
of trees left as worthless at the time
of the first cutting. Within 30 years
the pulp Industry of New England will
be largely a thing of the past unless
Canadian wood is imported on an in-
creasingly larger scale or effective
forestry measures are introduced im-
mediately, These are the strikinz
facts regarding the New England
States, contained in a report on tim-
ber depletion made tothe United
States Senate by the Forest Service of
the United States Departmentof Agri-
culture,

Here and There.

Now that female suffrage has be-
come a fact, & look back to its begin-
nings may be interesting. The first de-
mand for suffrage in America, so far as
any body knows, was made by Margaret
Brent in Maryland and away back (b
1847. She demanded a place and volce
in the colonial legislature ss a property-
holder. Mrs. Abigail Adams, wife of
Jobn Adams, suggested to ber husband,
when a member of the conatitutional as-
semby, in a letter which has come down
to us, that he *‘be more generous and
tavorable to them than were your ancés-
tors,” and added “‘all men would be ty-
rants if they could.” The womea's
movement took coocrete form In 1848
when the firet women's conference was
held in Seneca Falls, New York. Four
years later, in 1852, a woman’s righbts
convention waa held in Syracuse, N. Y.,
st which eight states and Canada were
represented. This convention brought
the movemert out of the wilderness and
to the fore leaders known down to mod-
ern times—Susan B. Anthony and Eliza-
beth Cady Stanton. The National Wo-
man’s Suffrage Association was formed
in 1869. The same year the association
won first fruit when Wyomiog gave the
vote to its women, and for twenty-four
years it was the only territory in the
United States to give men and women
equal rights. In 1372 Miss Anthony and
fifty other women determined to register

_sud vote at the polls. For this she was

prosecuted by the United States govern-
ment and fined one hundred dollars. She
refused to pay this and pever has. In
1875 she drew op the amendment for
equal suffrage which, from that day to
this, in some form, has been before Con-
