The Fig ia California.

Fige can’t be raised in Oxford County,
but they can be and are eaten bere, so
baps some account of this fruit as
raised in California may be of interest
to Democrat readers.

The fig, llke the cottonwood, the
carob, the pistache, and some others ex-
ists in two forms, male and female. The
female trees alone bear fruit, and the
male trees, or caprifigs, as they are
called, produce polien, which when ocar-
ried to the flowers of the female trees
cause the fruits to set avd fertile seeds
to develop.

From this poiot on, the complications
begio tbat make the life bistory of the
fig one of the moat interesting chapters
io patural history. The pollen is car-
ried from tbe male flowers of the capri-
fig tree to the female flowers of the ordi-
Dary ﬂz tree exclusively by a very small
wasplike insect, the Blastophaga psenes
The fig tree is absolutely dependent on
the visits of this insect for a crop of
seeds, sod in its turn the ga
can live and breed only in the caprifigs.
This mutoal dependence, or symbiosie
as naturalists call it, is one of the most
strikiog csses known and dates back to
somewhat remote geological epochs.
The caprifig tree bears fruits that at
first sight much resemble ordinary fige,
and which, though seldom edible, final-
ly soften and fall off. If a caprifig be
cat open before it ripens fully it will be
seen to be full of grains that look much
like seeds. These grains are minate
galls, each of which oon::lul a fig insect.
Finally, when the insects are ready to
cut their way out of the galls, thé mouth
of the caprifig opens and a ring of male
flowers, situated just below, begins to
shed pollen abondantly. The female
Blastophagas (which alone issue from
the caprifigs) get coated with this pollen
as they crawl out and carry It to the
female flowers which line the young
budding figs on the female trees. Tbe
dusting of the female flower with pollen
causes the fruit to set and to bear fertlle
seeds.
Now, the caprifig tree in order to sup
port the Blastophaga must bear a suc-
cession of caprifigs; in moat fig-growing
gountries there are three generations -of
caprifigs, called, respectively, the win-
ter, spring, sod summer generations,
often known by the Neapolitan names—
mamme, projichi, and mammoni. Thougb
it is & deciduous tree, the caprifig must
carry a crop of nearly ripe but dormant
caprifigs tbrough the winter on its bare
branches.
The true natare of the fig and caprifig
trees as outlined above has been ob-
scured by the fact that many varieties
of the female or ordinary fig bear aban
dant orops without any pollination, and
bence the Blastophaga is not needed in
growing such varieties (which bappen
to be just the ones which alone are
grown in ceatral and northern Euarope
aod in the New World.) Ordinary figs
are apalogons to naval oraoges, which,
baving no pollen, likewise produce frauit
without beiog pollinated, and, like naval
oraoges, bave no fertile seeds.
It was ooly when the onlture of
Smyroa figs was attempted in California,
a quarter of a century ago, that it was
realized that something was wroog, and
it was ouly 18 years ago that it was
fioally proved that figs of this olass set
po fruit unless polilnated.
Io the orchards about Smyroa, In
Greece, about Naples, In Algeria, in
Portugal, and in many other localities in
the Old World caprifigs containing Blas-
tophagas ready to come out are suspend-
ed in the branches of the fig trees to
facilitate the transfer of pollen by jthe
insect. This operation is called capri-
fieation.
The operation of caprification dates
back to remote amtiguity. Already in
the time of Herodotus, in the fifth cen-
tury B. C., caprification was so well
kpows a8 to be used as a self-evident
example in explaiviog (falsely, as it hap-
pened in this case) the attificial pollina-
tion of the date palm as practiced in
ancient Babylon.
Aristotle, in a little known chapter of
his History of Animals (bk. 5, cb. 28),
written about 340 B. C., gives a shor:
account of the process that could scarce-
ly be improved to-day. He said:
“The fruita of the caprifig ocootain
small animals called psenes. Thease are
st firet small grubs, and when their
envelopes are broken, psenes, which fly,
come out; they then enter the [ruits of
the Ag tree and the punciures they make
there prevent these fruits from falling
before they are ripe. So the country-
men take the trouble to put branches of
the caprifig in the ordimary fig trees,
and also plant caprifigs near the com
mon fig trees.”
Theophrastus, a pupil of Aristotle,
gave a still fuller accouns of the opera-
tion, and was the tirst writer to mention
that some sort of fige set fruit without
being caprified. All of the later Greek
and Latin writers on npatural bistory
refer to caprification as a well-known
hortieultural process.
Recent studies of Solomon Reioach,
the celebrated oriental scholar, go to
show that caprification was very well
known ino the earilest Greek times be-
fore written history an., His re
searches led bhim to th that la the
earliest times there was & sacred mys-
tery play—a calt of the fig tree and of
caprification anpalogous to tbe Eleosi-
nean mystery play—in which the wheat
head pis the priocipal role. He
thinks that the word sycophaat, still a
of all modern languages, originated
in these rites, and was, indeed, applied
to the priest who at the critical moment
dnxint the cersmonies showed the fig
branch (syco-fig, phancin-to show) just
aa the analogous priest, the hieropbant,
io the rites of
wheat head. The cult of the fig he sap-
poses to have degeverated iu early times,
so that the sycopbant, >nce ree
and feared, came to be & ob charla-
tan; heace, the modern sign of
the word. 1f Reloach's views are cor-
rect, the calt of the fig mast bave been
of great antiquity for it to bave become
d and almost forgotten be-
tore the olassic Greek m.

George C. Roeding, in 1890, and Dr. Gua
tav Eisen and Mr, E. W. Maslin, in 1801,
(Dr. Gustav Eisen informs me, sinoe this
lecture was delivered, that as early as
1874 bis attention was called to the ne
ceassity for caprification for figs of the
Smim type by Dr. Jobn Bleasdale, a
Catholic priest, who bad been educated
in Portugal, and who was familiar with
caprification. Becoming convinced of
the need of caprification, De. Eisen read
a paper belore the Fruit Growera' Con-
vention as early as November, 1885, de-
scribing the operation. His views led
bim into a controversial correspondence
with Dr. H. H. Bebr, of the Califor
nia Aoademy of Sciences, during the
years 1881 to 1885. Tbhe artificial polli-
nation of Smyroa fige was discussed as
a meana of proving the necessity for cap-
rification, then strenuously denied by
Bebr and maoy others, includiog Mr. E.
W. Maslin. Dr. Eisen *‘had no oppor
tunity of tryiog direct pollipation (from
waot of caprifig pollen) until 1891, in the
last days of July.” At his request, Mr

E. W. Maslin accompanied him to the
orchard of James Shion at Niles, Calif.,
where pollen from a “Balletin" caprifig
tree (in'roduced in 1880 or 1882 by Mr.
@G. P. Rixford) was transferred to youog
Smyroa figs, causing them to ‘‘come to
perfection as large, ripe and luscious
figs, in every way perfeatly developed,
with numerous perfect seeds,” The ex-
periments of Dr. Eisen at Niles were,
therelore, the outoome of di lone be

guo many years before, firet artificially
pollinated Smyrna figs that it was proved
that caprification was absolutely neces

sary with this type of fige, This new
California point of view was first pub-
lished in convincing form by Dr. Gustav
Eisen in a bulletin of the California
Academy of Sciences issued January 11,
1806 (Eisen, Gustav, Biological Studies
oo Fige, Capri Fige and Caprification, in
Bull. Cal. Acad. Soi. (2) 5:807-1008, Jan.
11, 1896), which attracted wide attention
both ip this conuntry and in Europe. It
should be noted that after the elaborate
investigations of Gasparrini made at Na-
ples from 1845 to 1865, which resulted in
his denying the efficacy of caprification,
botanists and educated men generally the
world over had come to consider caprifi-
cation to be merely a peasant’s supersti-
tion analogous to the hanging of horse-
shoes in favorite fruit trees to make
them fertile.

The result of Eisen's memoir was to
change all this and convince thescient fie
world that caprification wae after all no
idle folly, but a vitally necessary opera-
tion in the cultare of drying fige of the
Smyroa type. The successful introdue-
tion of the Blastophaga into California
was brought about largely through Dr.
Eisen's memoir.

Augusta, March 28 “(Special) .—A
special message proposing a constitu-
tional amendment, was sent to the
legislature by Governor Baxter. The
proposed amendment gives the State
authority to take over, control and
develop water-storage basins and
water powers.

The message follows:

March 17, 1921,
To the Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives of the Eightieth Legls-
lature :(—

In 1919 I drafted and introduced
the Act which became Chapter 132 of
the Laws of 1919 and which is en-
titled “An Act to Create the Maine
Water Power Commission.” Under
the provisions of this law,Sections
4 and 5, the Commission is instructed
thoroly to investigate the Water
Power resources within the State of
Maine”, and “report upon what
rights remain to the State in the
storage reservoirs and basins, and in
the developed and undeveloped water
powers within the State.” Sections
7 and 8 of this law provide that “if
the Commission s of the opinion that
the State itself should acquire and
develop these storage reservoirs and
basing and undeveloped water pow-
ers, the Commission shall report a
plan for the same”, and “shall pre-
gent a comprehensive and practicable
plan whereby the State may be com-
served, used and developed for the
benefit of the people of Maine.”

At the same session of the Leg-
fslature 1 drafted and introduced
House Order dated February 27th,
1919, which propounded certain wa-
ter power questions to the Justices
of the Supreme Judicial court, and
the Justices in their answers to these
questions gave their opinion that an
amendment to the State OConstitution
was necessary if the State is to de-
velop the storage reservoirs and um-
developed water powers within the
State.

The Water Power Commission in
its first annual report says: “It has
seemed impracticable, if not legally
fmpossible, for the Commission to
work out a satisfactory plan for
State control of storage reservolrs
unless by some proper amendment
to the Constitution,” and “it is our
intention to submit this plan (River
Regulating Districts) to the Legisla-
ture should the necessary Constitu-

Large crops and low prices make the
standardization of grades very important.
Under the present system of marketing,
potatves are sold at delivered prices.
This means, under-conditions which have
existed most of vhis year, that our pota-

on which they were sold. The buyer nat-
urally tries to find fault with the stock
so that he will not bave to take the ship-
meot, and this is why the standardiza
tion of gradea is so important. Previous
to the establisbing of grades by the Ba-
rean of Markets it waa always hard to
define what constituted & good delivery,
but since the establishment of the U. 8.
grades aod the inspection service, the
grades are defioed, and in case of a dis-
pute, & government inspection soon set-
tles the matter.

Careful grading is important because
it is not good business to pay big freight
rates oo poor stock, This year the grad
ing bas been done better than unsual, and
this 18 one of the factors that lead to the
belief that stocks of potatoes on band at
present are not as large as the crop re-
port would indicate. The other factors
are the unusual shrink, due to the prev-
alence of the late blight disease last year
in Maioe, New York and Pennsylvania;
the feeding of potatoes to live stosk, due
to the low prices, and the large con-
sumption, also due to low prices.

There have been abont 12,000 cars
more potatoes shipped up to March 13,
this year, than there were Iast year, and
this, in my opinion, represents only &
small part of the actual increased con-
sumption. Only about one-third of any
potato crop moves to the market in care,
and this year the large increase in yleld
was in Michigap, New York and Peno-
syivania, points whiob are near the ceo-
ters of population. Therefore, a large
percentage of this crop s moved direct
from the farms by teams or trucks. It
Is also a fact that the use of the truck is
ever Inoreasing, and doubly so this year
on account of the high freight rates and
an open winter.

Takiog all the facts into consideration,
it would seem that there may be a call
for all the potatoes we have left before
the new crop grows.—Guy C. Porter.

The Commission also says that: “The
interests of the State are greater
than those of any persom, or COrpor-,
ation, within it."”

From this it will be seen that the
Commission has prepared a definite
plan for submission to the Legisla-
ture, and In a letter addressed to
me, under date of March 11, 1821,
that the Constitution of Maine
ervoirs and water powers."

I have prepared and herewith sub-
mit a constitutional amendment for
your consideration.

This amendment will give the peo-
ple of Maine the opportunity, to de-
cide for themselves whether or mot

toes arrive on a lower market than that the State shail have the power to
!mntrol and develop water storage

basins, and undeveloped water pow-
ers. If the State today were to

‘adopt a new constitution the people

would doubtless reserve to them-
selves the right to control and de-
velop water powers and storage res-
ervoirs, the possibilities of which
were unknown in 1820 when our
present Constitution was adopted.
The people should be aliowed to vote
upon this question after ample op-
portunity has been givem for thoro
discussion so that intelHgent action
may be taken.

This amendment has incorporated
in it only those features which seem
to me to be meeded as the basis for
future ‘constructive legislation. It
is generally accepted that conserve-
tion" of our water resources is nec-
essary In order to stop the present
economic waste of the state’s water
resources, and the only guestion in-
volved is by whom, how and when
this conservation is to be dome.

The storage and control of waters
is the foundatlon of conservation
and the next step Is their develop-
ment and improvement. Shouid the
State tanke these prelilminary steps
it must have the power to use and
sell its developed and improved wa-
ter resources, and in additioh there-
to it should have the right to con-
nect the various electrical kysteme
thruout the state, so that a surplus
of power in one section can be used
in another where there is a scarcity.

The amendment submitted here-
with in my opinion fulfill present
day requirements. The grave respon-
gibility of submitting to the people
of the State a comprehensive water
power constitutional amendment
rests both upon the Legislature and
upon myself and should such an
amendment fail to meet the needs
of the situation we both would be
remise in our duty to thoee who sent
us here.

The opponents of any and all forms
of state control and development will
attack the constitutionality of ail
legislation based on whatever amend-
ment is submitted to the people, and
for this reason there should be mo
doubt about its meaning and pur
poses, else the work of the past four
years will be come of no avail. A
constitutional amendment must stand
everv test to which able attorneys
will subject it.

I am of the opinion that unde
this amendment the pgople of the
State of Maine, thru their represen-
tatives in the 1923 Legislature, will
be able to take a forward step in
water power development. A
stitutional amendment would be val
ueless which In any way restricts or
Hmits the power of the people of this
State to decide this question = for

electric energy generated within the
State and shipped beyond its borders.
Under the decisions of the Supreme
Court of the State water powers
ultho they represent great value, are
not taxable as property. This de-
cision 13 not in conformity with the
law of many other states but is bind-
ing upon our courts until the State
Constitution ia changed. These
water powers today virtually escape
taxation and it has been well said.
“for the State to receive no com-
pensation of any kind for the util-
ization of such a great wealth pro-
ducer (water flowng over a dam, or
horsepower developed) is to bring
into existence the greatest possible
injustice in the matter of taxation.”
In Maine there are about 100,000
developed water horse power the fair
value of which is not less than $100
per horse power and in some devel-
opments its value is even larger.
There also is 1,000,000 horse power
undeveloped in the State. These
great values should bhecome a source
of revenue to the State. If the Leg-
islature adopts this amendment and
if the people later ratify it the leg-
islature of 1923 will be In a position
to pass some reasonable tax laws
under whch these valuable rights will
share in the burdens of taxation,

Prof. George F'. Swain of the Har-
vard Engineering School, a water-
power expert, In a lecture deliverei
in the Maine House of Representa-
tives of March 10th, 1921, stated that
every developed horse power In
Maine can do the work of at least
5 tons of coal, He stated that this
means A saving of at least $50 per
liorse power per year on a coal basis.
If each horse power will save $50 per
vear In coal it is easy to compare
what the annual saving to the people
of Maine would be {if our water
resources were fully developed anu
glves an ldea of -the value of Maine's
water-power. With the ever increas-
ing demands for appropriations now
made upon our legisblature, some
new sources of revenue must be oh
tained, else the burden of taxation
cafi no longer be borme by our
citizens.

It was my Intention to submit this
amendment to you at an earlier date
but circumstances over which I had
no control prevented my doing so.
This Legislature in my opinion will
act wisely if it passes this construc-
tive legislation, for under the first
paragraph of the amendment the peo-
ple can derive direct benefit from the
development of storage reservoirs
and water powers If they later deter-
mine by proper legislation that they
lesire to do so and under the second
some relief from the crushing burden
of taxation can be obtained without
injustice belng done to those who
will be called upon to pay.

The amendment follows:
Constitutional Amendment.
“The conservation, storage, con-
trol and use of waters, and the de-
velopment, improvement, transmis
sion, utiMzation, electrical intercon-
nection, control and sale of water
powers, by the State of Maine, either
directly or thru such public district
or districts, as the Legislature may
authorize and not otherwise are de-
clared to constitute puramount public
uses, for the accomplishment of
which right of eminent domain may
be exercised, and in furtherance of
which the right of taxation ‘may be
employed; and the Legislature may
also provide therefor and for the
apportionment to, and assessment
upon, the lands apd property which
shall or may be benefited thereby,
and according to the extent of such
benefits, the whole or any part of
the cost of such conservation, stor-
age, development, improvement,
transmission, control, electrical in-
terconneétion, and utilization of said
waters and water powers, including
the cost of maintenance and opera-

tion thereof.”

“For the purposes of taxation
water powers and water privileges
within the State, and hydro-electric
energy generated therefrom, may be
treated by the Legislature as prop-
erty distinct from the land or struc-
ture to which they may be appurte-
nant, or from which they may be.de-
rived, and such powers,, privileges
and energy may be assessed for tax-
ation in such manner as the Leglsla-
ture may determine, at rates differ-
ing from the rate imposed upon real
and personal property within the
State: and such powers and privi-
leges may be classified as developed,
partially developed, and undevel-
oped and a different rate of taxation
may be lmposed upon each class; pro-
vided, however, that all such taxes
shall be apportioned and assessed
equally at uniform rates of taxation
thruout the State upon the same
class of property.” _

HONOR GOES TO JAMESTOWN

Virginian City Was the Scene of the
First Representative Assembly
In the United States.

The Pllgrims have been referred to
as the virtual founders of this nation
in the sense that they first proclaimed
the principles upon which our gov-
ernment is based. Woodrow Wilson,
in his “History of the American
People,” speak}ng of the Virginlan
assembly which met in the chancel of
the church at Jamestown July 30.
1619, says:

“We look back with some emotion
upon it as the first representative
assembly in America, as to the be-
ginning of liberty and self-government
in the English colonies; but the colo-
nists themselves seem to have taken
it very quietly, as if they had expect-
ed 1t and looked upon it as a matter
of course In the circumstances.”

In the year before Sir George
Yeardley had brought from England
a document which Virginians were
henceforth to regard as the Great
Charter of thelr llbertles, “a docu-
ment which made of thelr colony a
little commonwealth.”

So the Jamestown colony was the
first to have an assembly and a writ-
ten constitution, and It also was the
first to have “irlal by jury, an en-
dowed college, & schoolhouse, a school
for Indians, a minister, a church, to
have a marriage ceremony, a Thanks-
giving day, a hospital, a lbrary, a
courthouse, a post office, a Masonic
temple, and was the first to Christian-
ize the negro,” as a southern writer
points out.

HISTORIC HOUSE IN MARKET

Shakespeare Hotel at Stratford-op.
Avon Recently Put Up at Auc-
tion in London,

On Thanksglving day there was of-
fered at auction In London the Shake-
speare hotel at Stratford-on-Avon, a
beautiful specimen of Fourteenth cen-
tury architecture, which for years has
been the main resort of Americans
and other tourists to Stratford-on-

Avon.

The history of Stratford-on-Avon
may be traced back for a period of
1,000 years, and as the birthplace of
the great poet it has become a classic
center visited annually by some 50,000
people. The Guard house, where
Shakespeare was born ; Shottery, where
he courted Anne Hathaway; Charlotte
Park, once the seat of Sir Thomas
Lucy, whose displeasure Shakespeare
fncurred by stealing his deer; the
Shakespeare Memorial theater, on the
banks of the Avon, and Shakespeare's
monument, are all places worthy of
visiting in the old market town of
Stratford-on-Avon.

The Shakespearc hotel, situated In
the center of the town and close to
the Shakespeare Memorial Theater,
was erected In the Fourteenth century,
and has been in the hands of the late
Mr. Justing' family since 1870. A few
doors from the Shakespeare hotel Is
the Harvard house, which was the
early home of the Harvard family,
founders of Harvard university.

Colonel Willlam W. Whitmash died
at his home on Bridge Street, Norway,
Tuesday alfternoon at about 8 o'clock.
He bhad been’in poor health for the past
three years angooonﬂnod to his room
since Thanksgiving. He had been In a
state of coma since the Saturday before
his death.

Willlam W. Whitmarsh was born in
Norway May 27, 1885, the son of Johp
and Cbarlotte (Stevens) Whitmarsh, and
has lived all his life in bis pative town,

On September 22, 1888, be married
Martha C., danghter of Mf. and Mrs.
Jonathan Biake, who was born in Bethel
August 20th, 1846. They bad two obil-
dren, Lizzie C., born Nov. 8, 1872, and
Charles born May 20, 1878. The latter
died in June the same year.

Colonel'Whitmarsh's life bas largely
been a military one. It has been closely
woven Into the ‘military life of Norway,
which bas been more interesting and of
longer duration than most towns of ber
size.

Meeting of Sweet Corn (rowers.

There was a meeting of the loca
union of the Maine Sweet Corn Growers'
Association at the Graoge Hall, South
Paris, Satarday forenoon for the pur-
pose of deciding what price the pro-
ducers would place on their crop for
1921,

The meeting was called in response to
a letter from C, H. Crawlord, a member
of the executive committee of the Maine
State Sweet Corn Growers' Associa-
tion, stating that the Maine Canners’
Assoclation had made a price of three
cents a pound which they were williog
to give for the crop of the present year.
While Mr. Crawford stated it was-the
sense of the state assoclation corn should
pot bé sold for less than four cents, as
the coet iast year was some more than
that amonant.

The local association voted not to
accept the canoers’ proposition, also not
to plant corn for less than four cents.

After these votes were taken there
was considerable discussion about the
matter, Most farmera speaking aboat
the matter used the association’s figures
that only about twelve cunces of corn
were placed in a can, for which the farm-
ers received four cents, and which was
retalliog for twenty-five cents.

A. Frank Goldsmith, superintendent
of the Burobam & Morrill fackory in
South Paris, was present and he stated
the corn put up at’ his factory for the
season of 1020 cost about twelve cents
per can, and this amount did not include
the overhead oharges of the genmeral
office and that the amount received per
dozen by the canners ave from
$1.25 to $1.85 per dozes. e stated
furtber that bis company bad pow on
band io the Portland storehouse some
65,000 cans unsold, for which they were
willing to take $1.00 per dozen. In the
light of these facte he did not see bow
the company couid afford to pay more
than the three cents per pound.

It was also brought out in the discus-
sion lh:‘t ::n:: bad been sthnowsupor

rtof t y previons that a com-
;.t?-luhnd been reached between the
canners and producers whereby the
former had inoreased their offer from
three to three and one-balf cents a

pound.

In view of this report it was voted to
rescind the former vote not to sell corn
for less than four cents per pound, and
a new motlon was presented car-
ried to stand by any agreement made by
the state organization.

BUFFALO ON THE INCREASE

Latest Reports Show That the Animal
Is Not Likely to Become Extinct,
at Any Rate,

The fear. that existed not long ago
lest the native buffalo would soon be-
come extinet is dispelled by a report of
the American Bison soclety, which
states that there were 8,888 wild and
tame buffalo In the United States In
Janovary, 1920. This Is an increase of
about 300 per cent since 1908, In which
year there were 1,116 wild and tame
buffalo In this country.

Of the nine government-owned herds,
two of the largest pnder the care of the
United States Department of Agricul-
ture are located In the Wichita nation-
al game preserve, Oklahoma, and on
the national bison range at Dixon,
Mont, The herd on the Wichita pre-
serve now nuwbers 154, Including 28
calves of this year. In this herd four
bulls und 12 cows are ten years of age
or over, aud oné cow Is twenty-nine
years old. The 15 animals that con-
stituted the original Wichita herd came
from the New York Zoological park.

It Is planned this year to dispose of
some of the surplus buffalo in the gov-
ernment herds in accordance with: the

provisions made by the 1919 appropria- |

tional bill for their care. Public parks
and municipalities ure the largest pa-
trons. By distributing the animals
over the country, if disegse or mis-
fortune overtakes the main herds, there
still will be stock léft with which
groups could be built up agaln.

Various Causes of Death.

It is llluminating to read the causes
of death, In 1917—a typlcal year In
which the figures were not complicat-
ed by the war—14.2 of every thousand
persons In the United States- dled;
out of every hundred thousand deaths
1582 were from diseases of the heart,
1408 from pneumonia, 1464 from
tuberculosis, 107.4 from kidney trou-
bles, 829 from apoplexy, 81.6 from
cancer, 79 from diarrhoea, 258 from
diseases of the arteries, 17.2 from In-
fluenza, 169 from diabetes, 16.5 from
diphtheria, 16,8 from bronchitis, 108.8
from accidents of all sorts. Arterial
diseases and diabetes show an in-
crease that 1s really alarming; for In
1800 only 6.1 per 100,000 dled of the
former and only 9.7 the latter. These,
with those of the heart and kidneys,
are diseases that result directly from
the straln and stress of modern_ life.
—Popular Sclence Monthly.
