The high-bush
cranberry may be mentioned as a dual
purpose shrub, being very orpamental
and its berriea suitable for making jelly.
The best time for planting in Maine ie
in the spring, setting the plants in well
prepared soil which bas been liberally
sapplied with well rotted manure.
Shrubs attaining a height of two or
three feet shonld be set that far apart
aond those growing six to eight feet or
more high shoald be 6 to 8 feet apart,
allow for best ultimate development.
T‘ha, may be set closer for more imme-
diate effect, some will have to be re-
moved when they crowd.

It is also
well to prune the topa about ope-third
when plantiog to make up for the loss
of roots in transplanting.

Each year in the fall give an applica-
tion of maoare, and for the first few
years keep the soil cultivated between
and around the plants,

Pruning should be practiced each year
in an effort to remove crowded limbs
aod make the plants bushy. This should
be done immediately after the fHowering
season. For example, prune lilace after
floweriog in the spring, and bydrangeas
or snowballs io the late fall or early win-
ter after flowering.

Shrubs may be gathered from the
wild but ususlly they do not transplant
as readily becanse they bave a more
straggly type of root system and maoy
are destroyed in moving. Narsery stock
is best because the root system is more
compact and the plants will transplant
with a smaller loss of roots. For best
success, the plants ~bould be dormant
when moved.

The following are hardy, reliable and
dependable shru%s which shounld be
found on every farmstead in Maine:
Japanese and common barberry, Red
Qsier dogwood, large flowering bhydran-
geas, bush boneysnckle, mock orange,
Japanese rose, lilacs, Van Houtte's
spirea, American elder and highbuab
cranberry.—Prof. R. T. Muller.

Modern Farm Machisery.
The introduction of machinery bas
multiplied the efforts of man and in-
creased it many fold. Without the pres-
ent day development of machinery it
would be impossible to feed the popula-
tion of the world and keep it in the high
state of civilizsation that it has achieved.
1o 1807 about 67 per cent of the popu-
lation of the Ucited States lived In the
rural districts. At present only about
one-third live oa the farms. These now
with the aid of machinery live better
and still feed the whole people. Since
theno women bave ceaced to labor in the
fields, cbildren bave been placed in
schools, wages bave increased, produc-
tion bas Increased and*the cost of pro-
duction bas been lowered.
The frst cast-iron plow was made o
1796 and the first ateel plow in 1833, It
turued only one furrow; now a tractor
will turn from two to ten furrows and
requires but one maa to do the work.
Previous to the civil war one man
with ope borse did the caltivation for
crops; then the two-horse machines
were invented, thus saviog the time of
one mao, and io recent years machioes
were 80 arranged as to allow one man by
using tbree borses to do the work for-
merly done by three men, doing It more
easily and doing it better.
The 13th annoal report of the Depart-
ment of Labor states that the amount of
labor necessary 'o produce one busbel
of wheat by hand wsa three hours and
three mioontes aod pow it takes but
about ten minutes when modern macbio-
ery is called into service,
The United States Year Book for 1899
stated that formerly it required eleven
boars to cut and care one ton of hay;
aow it would only take ome hour and
thirty-nine minutes.
The introduction of the “ensilage cut-
ter has had a very great influence oa tbe
saving of mao-labor but by its use bas
revolutionized the business of oattle
feeding by making the modern silo a
poesibility.

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Possibilities in Day-Old Chicks.
Laat year I sold more than 400 day-old
chioks, and some that were two week:s
old. Ioould bave sold more than twice
a8 mapy it I bad the convenlendes tu
work with, This year the orders fo:
botb and day-old obloks are comlog
in rapidly. I thiok there is more profi:
In selling tbe chioks than egge, consider-
ing ul:l;:::l 6“01'01']. For instance,
a per bundred and .
:ﬁ‘ohleh from $25 to $30 per bnud?-ﬁ.
We fill an incobator with aboat 100 egge
and we get from 65 to 80 chicks It om
batch is . We get from $16.25 to
$24 for the chicks. The difference in the
price of the eggs and the ohioks will pay
for the fuel, care and labor and leave s
good profit,

I think the best time to ship day-old
chicka is after they are well hardened off
in the incnbator, and just before they
need their first meal. Some bave asked
me to bateh chicks for them and keep
them two weeks. That involves too
much care, extra brooders and possibly
bousing room and would reduce the
profits. Oue should not put more than
20 to 25 chicks in a section of the ship-
ping boxes. Have enough to keep them
warm and not crowded.

In order to have the beat of success
with the day-old chick business we want
good, strong stock to start with, and to
get the strong vitality we must go back
to the parent stock. I begin in the fall
to choose my breeders for the second
breeding season. I seldom hatch from
pullets as I do not know their laying oa-
pacity. I watoh all pullets as they ma-
tare and begin to lay and keep a record
of each one, showing how many eggs she
lays, the times she bas been broody and
if she ever has a sick spell. Then I can
tell her bistory at a glance. As I trap-
nest I can study the birds as to their lay
ing capacity and broodiness. The latter
il.m trying to eliminate as far as possi-

o.

I am very particular in caring for my
hatobing egge. When I gather the eggs
[ mark each egg with the ben's oumber,
the pen number and date laid. In the
bouse I place the eggs in a case and lay
it on one side one day and on the other
the next day. This is an easy way of
turning the egge. After the eggs bave
been in the incabator ten dayse I test out
the infertile ones and pote from which
bens they came. I do not put away eggs
from that hen in the next hatch or sell
any ino my batching eggs. The infertile
egge seem to run from certain hens dar-
ing the season. At least that has been
my experience so far.—Mre. A. W. Childs.

Honey=-Bee;in the Orchard.

The boney-bee is an onquoestionable
aid in the production of frauit crops.
Some trees require cross-pollenation, and
in those cases a good set of fruit can be
had only wheo insects are present in
large bumbers during the period of
bloom. If colonies of bees are placed in
the orchard they will effect widespread
eross-polienation at a period when other
pollen-carrying insects are not abundant.

Many suthorities maintain that the
honey-bee is more valuable Iin this ca-
pacity than as a storer of honey.

The Ben Davis apple is self-sterile.
Some varisties of apples more or less
self-sterile are Rambo, Roxbary Russet,
Yellow Bellflower, Tolman Sweet, Grav-
ensteln, King, Northern Spy, Red Astra-
chan and Spitzenburg. All of these va-
rieties must be pollenated for the best
production of fruit, If we depend upon
the wild bees or some other agency for
pollenation, especially in a rainy season
when the time for insects to work on the
bloom is shortened, we are quite sure to
meet with disappointment in the setting
of the frait,

Insects of many of the visiting species
stay only long enough to get sofficlent to
eat to satisfy their own immediate needs,
but the honey-bees hurry back and forth
from the biveto the blossoms, making re-
peated visita and oross-fertiliziog inou-
merable blossoms, in their efforts to in-
orease the colonies’ stores.

The June and September drop of ap-
ples may often be traced to lack of pol-
jenation. Apples haviog only one cell
pollenated will drop firet, while those
baving two or three cells pollenated
bang on the tree much longer.

It only for the honey produced, bees
would be almost a necessity, It is said
that in Bible times flat bottomed boats
filled with hives of bees were moved up
the river Nile with the season of boney-
flow, thas gathering honey and polleniz-
ing the flowers aloog the way. The
same thing has been done on the Missis- |
sippi in recent years.—Frank H. Dudley.

Green Manures.

Io planniog this year's crops why not
plan for next year as well? By seeding
clover with the grain crop this spring
the crop grown on the ground next year
may be increased as much as 30 per cen',
at least such bave besn the results of
several years' work at the central experi-
mental farm at Ottawa, Canada.

At this station wheat, oats and barley
were seeded with and without clover;
the grain was barvested and the pext
spring the ground was plowed and oate,
corn and potatoes planted on each piece.
Io each case the piot baviog the clover
seeding yielded an increase of from 10
to 25 per cent in oats, 25 to 40 per cent in
corn, and 10 to 12 per cent in potatoes.
Price condit'ons would certainly have to
be aboormal if such a practice were not
profitable because the onmly extra cost
was the clover seed, which could have
been seeded at the sama time the grain
was drilled, with no extra labor,

This is only one, though probably the
most economical way of making use of a

een manore crop for building up tbe
soil. By this method not only do we
bave the green plant material to plow
under as & green manure, but we get the
benefit of a cover crop on the ground to
prevent leaching and erosion during the
season when no other crop is growing.

Other ways of taking advantage of the
value of green manures are seeding some
orop with the coro or grain, to be plowed
nlcru ia the fall or spring; plowing un-
der the second orup of bay or rowen or
growing some rank crop, as backwheat,
sweet olover or mammoth olover, for the
sole purpose of plowing under.

The two last methode, of course, are
move expensive and the financial returns
m&mt warrant the practice. However,
with pieces of land not included in a

rotation or not accessible for appli-
cations of barnyard manure; this is about
the only method of keeping up the fer-
tjlity and productivity of the soil. For
not only does the green manure add or-
ganic matter, which is essential in keep-
ing the soil in good physical condition,
but it also brings plant food elements
from the subeoil, and i the case of leg-
omes adds large quantities of nitrogen
trom the air.—B. C. Helmio.

Coatrol Weeds in Lawas.

The general care of the lawn Is impor-
tant In controlling all lawn weeds, in-
cluding crab grass, United States De
partment of Agrioulture experts say.
Mowing, rolling, fertilizing, and water-
ing, in other words, everythiog which
coontributes to the growth of the desired
grasses, will to exclude weeds,
Purchased manure, because of the seeds
contained, Is a frequent source of weed
infestation in lawns. In sowing, the ssed
shounld be as pure as cao be ob-

Old crop onions sold slowly at The-
$1.00 per 100 pounds, while Texas Ber-
muda onlons were 75¢-$1.00 lower at $2.00-
$2.12% per bushel crate.

Mississippl peas In 28 quart hampers
declined heavily to $2.00, but recovered
most of this loas by the end of the weeck,
closing at $2.76.

Aroostook County potatoes moved
downward another 10c to $1.10-§1.25 per
100 pound sack. Carlot sales were made
the latter half of the week at $1.00 per

after deducting frelght amounts to 65c-
60c f. o. b. shipping point.

Norfolk spinach In fair condition opened
at $1.00-31.50 a barrel, advanced to §3.00-
$400 on Thursday for good stock but re-
ceded again to $2.60-$3.00.

Dairy and Poultry Products

The loca! market has shown still fur-
ther the general unsettledness prevall-
ing in foodstuff prices, and all products
have made further declines In the face
of a general feeling that prices could have
been maintained at present levels. Some
have dropped sharply, others only alight-
ly, but all have declined.

Consumption of butter is evidently be-
ing affected by the unsettied labor con-
ditions and trade has not been as good
this week. Production has Increased rap-
{dly and while supplies have cleaned up
so far, dealers expect a severe drop be-
for the new season and the least accumu-
lation forced a sharp break, prices going
down 4c¢ In the. last two days. Fancy
fresh 90-92 score ls now bringing 46e-47c
and storage 40c-4Jc.

Egg production has been way shead of
previous years and with new low prices
for grain registered cach week, prespects
of lower egg prices seem In order. Buy-
ers have held off, and most of the arrivals
have had to be stored for shippers’ ac-
count, Storage packed eggs have de-
clined lc-2¢ down to 28c-3lc while the
ordinary receipts have sold slow at 25e-
28c. Nearby eggs have also been accum-
ulating and are le-2c lower at 33e-37c.

Maple Products

Practically no new receipts of either
pugar or syrup, but trade has been very
slow and the majority of dealers have
found it hard to move what they have
on hand. Top grades are in light supply
and held slightly firmer, fancy sugar
reaching 27c In small cakes and syrup
bringing. $1.76-§2.00, but anything except
the fanciest has had to go at abeut the
buyer's price, sugar at 15c-22c and syTUuUp
at $1.50 down.
